SIX MONTHS AFTER TBE 
MOTU PROPRIO.

I.
There woe perfect truth in tbe 

affirmation made by an excellent 
periodical of New York that no 
Pontifical disposition of recent 
times, not even tbe most solemn 
and memorable encyclicals of Leo 
XIII., produced snob inter.se inter 
est throughout the whole world as 
did the documents of the Holy 
Father, Pope Pins X., on Church 
music. They were among tbe first 
of bis Pontificate, and this alone 
would have suffioed to centre 
attention upon them ; they were 
conceived with a reform undertaken 
and promoted by the Holy See half 
a century before, which had bien 
promoted by some by all the best 
arguments furnished by eoLnje, 

t, the religions spirit, ancient 
ecclesiastical traditioa and by the 
liturgy as contained in its most 
minute details in Pontifi lal acts, 
decrees of general and local councils, 

replies and regulations of the 
Stored Congregation of R te«, in 
the instructions of bishops—and 
especially of the Cardinal Vicar of 
Rome, and which had on the other 
hand been combated by others with 
no Idas keenness—at times even 
with extraordinary bitterness in the 
name of false traditions and in the 
strength of vulgar prejudices, a 
thousand times victoriously refuted 
and as often springing up again 
with all the old pertinacity ; and 
again, with an indifference that was 
even worse than attack, when 
abuses were calmly continued while 
those who showed zeal in the inter­
ests of reform were almost cynically 
regarded as fanatical, extravagant 
Protestants, and even worse.

Looking backward on those days 
with their controversies and battles, 
it becomes difficult to understand 
how some of the flaring contradic­
tions then peipetrated could have 
existed at all. There were men 
who openly professed their absolute 
gnoranoe of music and who never­
theless pronounced definite deei 
siona, against which there was no 
appeal in tbe character of ooclesiasti 
cal composition ; man of known 
piety, who would have mgde 
scruple of failing iq even a small 
rubric of the missal or the breviary, 
and who nevertheless countenanced 
and applauded open infractions of 
the ecclesiastical laws on this maf- 
ter ; men who were publicly known 
as tbe defenders of authority, and 
who nevertheless, when authority 
laid down laws about Church music, 
merely shrugged their shoul lers as 
if authority were the lowest of 
storistanr".

The M Au Proprio has put an end 
to ell that; it bas shown who was 
right and who wrong ; it has proved 
to the world that authority does not 
speak at haphazard and that what 
has been once naturally defined in 
ecclesiastical legislation, not for 
reasons of mere opportuneness, but 
of intrinsic fitness, remains in force 
and ought to bo put into practice, 
Toe words of the Pope are clear, 
open, resolute, and leave no escape 
for any one, and if there are still 
some who flatter themselves that 
sooner or later those prescriptions 
too, are destined to become a dead

ately. Work for it—but without- 
hurry and without personal 
animosity—but above all things 
trust in the wisdom and vigilance 
of the Holy See. I have made 
known my thoughts ; rest assured 
that to insure obedience 1 will take 
*11 the general and even particular 
measures that may bo found 
necessary. I will sot auaviter 
(gently), " and the Holy Father 
smiled as be added, “ but also fortiter 
(firmly). ”

The conversation then turned on 
other subjects, especially on the 
Gregorian Mass executed in Si. 
Peter’s on April 11 for the centen­
ary of Gregory the Great, until 
Pius of his own accord led it back 
to ohuroh music and the abuses 
which prevail ifc many churches in 
Italy and other countries.

“ I like all kinds of music, ” said 
his Holiness. “ I am fond of Bach 
and the great symphoniste and even 
the master-pieces of the opera, but I 
want the opera to remain in the 
theatre. Such compositions are 
admirable, but the Church is no 
place for them ; they have practi­
cally forced an entrance into it, but 
we will put them out. * * * I 
remember that one day, while say­
ing Maes, I heard at the moment of 
the Consecration a melody which 
said : Mira Norma I ”

Here the Holy Father began 
searching among the papers in his 
writing desk until he found a news, 
paper clipping. It contained a list 
of musical compositions executed in 
the different churches in Montreal, 
Canada, on Easter Sunday this 
year—orchestra pieces, masses of 
all kinds with solos and dnets of 
theatre virtuosismie transferred to 
the Church. -'N

11 Do you have music like this in 
Paris? ” he asked, and Bqrdes could 
only reply : “ Ales, your Holiness, 
we do indeed.”

“ Go on with your work, then, ” 
said Pius, as he dismissed the 
musician. “I promise you that 
your Sobola will soon receive a 
public testimony of the affection we 
entertain for it."

“ I went on my knees for the 
Apostolic blessing,” says Bordes, in 
describing the andienoe, “ and I 
brought away with me the profound 
and firm conviction that nothing in

these latter months to promote these 
wise reforms with all zeal. Certain 
it is that in many places the Motu 
Proprio has not yet been published 
by the bishops, and that the clergy 
therefore pay no attention to it and 
go on with the old abuses, publishing 
or allowing others to publish in the 
newspapers accounts of the musical 
performances during their feasts— 
without reflecting on the painful im­
pression thus made, or on the fact 
that their conduct looks very like a 
flagrant violation of the will of the 
Holy Father.

We have referred above to the 
musical programmes for Bister 
Sunday in Montreal, Canada, which 
have oome directly nnder the eyes 
of the Holy Father. We have 
others beforé us from 
select one, not by any means the 
worst, taken from the Catholic 
newspaper, Le Bien Publique, of 
Dijon, of May 26. A first Com­
munion service was celebrated at 
Semur, and the church was thronged 
with people. Mademoiselle Co- 
quilon, seated at the organ, first 
played in a masterly manner Han­
del’s “ March ; ” then the local band 
executed Lamotte’s “ March Roy­
ale," .Schumann’s “Reverie,” and 
the intermezzo from “ Cavalleria 
Rusticana, ” which latter piece ‘‘con­
tributed not a little to raise the 
people’s hearts toward the Divine 
Ideal ! ” During the Communion 
Mademoiselle Coqnillon and M. 
Berthelot sang admirably Goa nod’s 
romance “ Le Ciel a Visite la Terre; ” 
then as a finale there was a violin 
solo, with organ accompaniment, 
“ Le Dernier Sommeil de la Vierge,” 
which won " not applause, but bet­
ter still, sweet tears.” And the 
account concludes with a warm vote 
of thanks to the band “ tor their co­
operation in the feast and for hav­
ing enhanced its splendor by their 
artistic talent in the selection of the 
pieces with exquisite taste. ”

How exceedingly sweet! And no­

If choir masters and composers do 
not avail themselves of this liberty 
the fault lies with them and not 
with the Motu Proprio.

VI.
It cannot be too strongly insisted 

upon that a striking chat a iteristlo f 
the Motu Proprio is the faot that it 
offers both scope and inspiration to 
modern composers, and that it ac­
tually suggests magnificent new 
forms, especially for vesper musio. 
Surely we have here a splendid field 
for the exercise of genius.

One very mistaken idea about 
the rules of the Motu Proprio is 
that solos are forbidden. All that 
the Papal document says on the 
subject, however, is that musical 
compositions “ must at least have 
preponderantly the character of 
choral musio." From this it is 
clear that there is a part of ohuroh 
musio which may begetill left for 
soloists. The “ solo voice ” is only 
forbidden in tbe sense that it most 
not predominate, as it did only too 
frequently in the past, “ so that the 
greater part of the liturgical text 
may not be executed in that way.” 
Then again the musio of G ales trine, 
which the Holy Father proposes 
for our model, bas very- often parts 
for two, three and four voices, 
which blend admirably in the choral 
compositions. Tbe exclusion of 
soloists, then, is a rigorism which 
arises from a false interpretation of 
he Pope's words and which smacks 
f pbarisaism.
A difficulty is sometimes raised 

on the ground of the expense en­
tailed by putting the prescriptions 
of the Motu Proprio into effiot. 
And it cannot be denied that there 
will be some extra expense, but a 
little good-will and an honeet de­
sire to carry out the wishes of the 
Pope will surmount much greater 
difficulties than this.

Some complain (hat the H >1/ 
Father might at least have allowed 
some time to permit the world to 
pass from the old musio to the new.
He could not do so, for it was a 
question of removing open abuses 
which had been already oottdemmed.
“ Allow no indulgence, ” he wrote 
to tbe Cardinal Vicar of Rime, “and 
giant no tdelay. The difficulty in­
creases instead of diminishes with 
time, and since the thing has to be 
done, let it be done at onoe and 
resolutely.” And His Holiness 
thinks, and has said so often, that it 
is better to suppress solemn func­
tions altogether rather than tolerate 
a scandal. He himself recognized 
and admitted that “ at first some 
choir masters would find themselves 
unprepared.” But when weeks

On Saturday last, a Convention 
of Liberal-Conservatives for the 
Fourth District of Prince County 
was held at Bedeque, for the pur 
jxwe of. nominating Candidates 
for the forth coming Provincial 
election. Notwithstanding the 
disagreeable weather there was a 
large attendance of delegates from 
the different parts of the district. 
William H. Manson, of Summer 
side was nominated as Councilman 
and J. E. Wyatt, of Summerside 
was chosen as the Assemblyman 
candidate. Neither Mr. Manson 
nor Mr. Wyatt, was present, and 
the Convention adjourned to 
await their replies. The Con­
vention was addressed by A. A-

of the day.

Toronto advices inform us 
that, on Saturday last, E A. 
Duvernet, solicitor for the Con­
servatives, obtained an order from 
Chancellor Boyd for the arrest of 
William Coyne, assistant to Pre­
sident Shields of the Consolidated 
Lake Superior Company ; W. C.

The Prince Edward Island 
Agricultural and Industrial Ex­
hibition was formally opened in 
the Exhibition Building on the 
driving park grounds yesterday 
afternoon, and is now in full 
blast The charming weather on 
the opening day and to-day, bids 
fair to continue, and if so the 
exhibition will undoubtedly be an 
eminent success. The number of 
entries far exceeds that of any 
previous exhibition. The Secre­
tary and his assistants have been 
very hard worked for the past 
few days, receiving, classifying, 
and placing entries. The fruit 
display is magnificent, especially 
the apples. No such exhibition 
of this fruit has been made on 
any previous year in this Pro­
vince. The roots, too are a 
splendid exhibit. Large and 
beautiful tubers are shown in 
great numbers. Butter and 
cheese of the finest quality occupy 
a large place in the exhibits. The 
same is true of the various other 
displays made within the build­
ing. Our enterprising merchants 
have fitted up most charming 
booths in which they show 
in elegant profusion the lines of 
goods in which they deal. Out­
side. in the stock department, 
magnificent specimens of horses 
and cattle are on exhibition, and 
are eliciting much deserved ad­
miration from visitors. The 
judging commenced yesterday, 
and is now progressing. The 
trotting races commence this 
afternoon at 1 o'clock.

The formal opening took place 
about three o’clock yesterday 
afternoon. The speaking was 
from the platform at the main en­
trance of the Exhibition Build­
ing. The President of the Ex­
hibition Association, F. L Has- 
zard, Esq., called the meeting to 
order and introduced his Honor 
Leiutenant Governor McIntyre, 
who expressed his pleasure at the 
appearance of everything about 
the Exhibition, congratulated the 
directors on the scccess attending 
their efforts and on having such 
beautiful weather. He then form­
ally declared the Exhibition open 
ed. Premier Peters followed in a 
few words complimentary of the 
Exhibition, as it appeared in its 
arrangement and display. His 
worship, Mayor Kelly, expressed 
his pleasure at what he saw, bad 
the visitors welcome to Charlotte­
town and trusted all would enjoy 
themselves while here.

By the unseating of Hon. Mr Davie, 

the famous majority of three of the Ross 
government has been swept out of 
existence. Even without hearing from 
North Nortbfolk and North Grey, it is 
now clearly proven that the Roes gov­
ernment conducted the last session and 
voted away millions of dollars of the 
people’s money on the strength of a 
majority now shown to have been se­
cured by the expenditure of money and 
the practice of corruption the most 
brt sen and shameless ever known in 
Canadian political annals.

Can anyone longer docbt the personal 
knowledge and connivance of the pre­
mier and his ministers in this awful 
condition of affairs ? For the honor and 
self-respect of the province it would be 
well if such a charitable conclusion 
could be arrived at. But look at the 
facts : These by-elections were brought 
on in 1903 and at the Soo the attorney- 
general of the province had his personal 
attention directed to the scandalous 
work being done but refused to exercise 
his authority to prevent it. That was 
in October. Very shortly after the by- 
elections the Conservatives protested 
five seats, In the face of the undoubt­
ed evidence of corruption of the grossest 
description, it was manifestly Premier 
Rosa’ duty, as an honest men, to have 
waited until the charges were cleared 
up before be undertook to carry on the 
business of government. Instead of 
that what did he do ? Premier Ross 
deliberately called the legislature to­
gether early in January so as to stave 
off the protest trials, which could not 
be held while the legislature was in 
session. The undoubted object was to 
use the majority thus corruptly main­
tained to keep himself in power one 
session longer and to enable him to ac­
complish the other object he bad in 
view of voting $2,000,000 of the people’s 
money to bonus and industry at the 
Soo,—an Industry, by the way in which 
two of the members of his majority of 
three were financially interested. We 
find that the pushers of this same in­
dustry took a leading part in the politi­
cal dacoity which resulted in the steal­
ing of the Soo riding. We find Conmee, 
one of the benefleiariee of the Soo graft, 
patting up for the expenses in the con­
stituency.

The government having crawled 
through the session of 1904 with Its pre­
cious majority of three, the next move­
ment to prolong the life of the govern­
ment was the putting off of the protest 
trials until the fall of this year, eo that 
a year has gone by between the steal­
ing of these constituencies and the 
bringing of these cases to trial. The 
“ unsavory ” unfortunates whom the 
Globe undertakes to rail against were 
undoubtedly guilty of criminal work in 
the ridings. But what about Hon 
George W. Roes, who so ably backed 
up their criminality by retaining tt ese 
seats for a year by canning subterfuge 
and disreputable trickery. He knew 
they had been stolen. If he entertained 
any doubt on the subject his attorney 
general could have furnished him with 
direct, personal information received at 
first hand on the spot. But Hon. G. 
W. Roes used that stolen majority, 
knowing it to be stolen and did so by 
hie own personal interference to prevent 
the courts declaring the seats to be 
stolen.

News of the War.
St. Petersburg, Sept. 23.—The Jap­

anese advance towards Mnkden con­
tinues slowly. Both official reports and 
press despatches place Oyama’s ad­
vance gnard {thirty miles south of 
Mukden while the stories printed in 
the foreign offices that a great battle at 
Mukden has already begun, is disprov­
ed by the actual developments of 
operations. The important question in 
the minds of Russian anthorities is 
regarding the importance of Mukden 
and whether it is to be used by the 
laps as a winter post. It is believed 
the Japs will exert every effort to push 
out the Russians, but it is thought that 
the serious struggle for possession of 
the town is still some days distant. 
The Jape will probably have to reckon 
first with the stubborn defence of the 
Fuahum mines, where the next 
important fight is expected.

London, Sept. 24.—Secrecy veils the 
movements of the Japanese armies in 
Manchuria and from the latest news 
indicative of developments on the situ­
ation permitted to reach the correspon­
dents apparently four Japs armies are 
converging upon Mukden. Although 
the distance to be covered is not great 
several days are expected to elapse be­
fore a battle ensnes with the forces 
under Knropatkin. Improvement in 
the weather conditions is regarded as 
advantageous to the Japs. There is no 
news from the direction of Port Arthur 
though it seems probable that fighting 
is in progress there.

SIXTY-SIX PERSONS KILLED IN 
COLLISION.

Knoxville, Tenn., Sept. 24.—Sixty-six 
people are dead and 125 injured as a result 
of the most disastrous railway wreck ever 
known in this aeotion. The catastrophe 
occurred at 10-18 o’oloek this morning on 
the Southern railway about one and a half 
miles west of Hodges station and eight and 
a half miles east of Knoxville, where two 
passenger trains going in opposite direc­
tions collided. The trains were the east- 
bound through passenger train No. 12, 
from Chattanooga to "Salisbury, N. C., 
leaving Knoxville at 6 35 a. m., and west­
bound local passenger train No. 15, from 
Bristol to Knoxville, due to arrive here at 
11 a. m. According to the beat Informa­
tion the wreck was dne to the failure of 
the crew of the west-hound train to carry 
out its orders to meet the east-bound train 
at Hodges station. Instead of taking the 
aiding at Hodgea it proceeded toward 
Knoxville. Both trains were running on 
time and at a speed of about 30 miles an 
hour when they met. The locomotives 
were demolished and the major portion of 
each train was completely wrecked with 
the exception of the sleepers, none of which 
left the trsek. The wrecked ooachee were 
filled with dead and injured, and the rescue 
woik was accomplished with great diffi­
culty. A wrecking and apeoial relief train 
left this oity as soon as possible after the 
■ewe of the disaster bad been received 
here. The removal of the wreckage and 
the rescuing of the dead and wounded com­
menced immediately upon the arrival of 
this train. Hundreds of people had been 
attracted from Hodgea station, New 
Market, and many farm houses in the 
vicinity of the wreck, and they rendered 
every possible assistance. The dead and 
injured were placed on the special train 
and brought to Knoxville. Seme were 
taken to the hospital and others to their 
homes or homes of friends. A local under­
taker had received orders to have 150 cota 
in readiness, and these weie at the Munsen 
street crossing, where the dead and injured 
were received from the train, One of the 
passengers states that the wreck occurred 
without the least warning and the trains 
were telescoped.

A Great Storm.

The storm of Thursday the 15th, was 
very severe, and wee particularly hard 
on shipping. Possibly no very serious 
damage waa done in this Province, 
beyond blowing down fences, and here 
and there some trees, and an odd old 
building. A number of vessels of one 
kind or-another, along the coasts were 
wrecked or damaged, and in some cases, 
crews were reduced to most perilous 
conditions. The storm was terrific 
along the Atlantic coast and in the Bay 
of Funday. Referring to the storm. 
Boston advices of the 16th report the 
following : The Plant Line steamship 
Olivette, which arrived here from Hali­
fax at six o’clock this morning, twelve 
hours late, went through the terrific 
hurricane which swept the Atlantic 
coast yesterday, and Wednesday night 
and had one of the rongheet trips ever 
experienced by her officers and crew. 
The steamer passed through two differ­
ent storms, the wind at one time blow­
ing at the rate of 75 miles an hour. 
Immense seas boarded the ship, partly 
flooding the cabins, and two seamen 
bad a narrow escape from drowning. 
On Tnuisday the schooner Josephen 
Sawyer of Dover, N. H., loaded with 
coal, and the John Proctor alao coal 
laden and bound for Boston were pas­
sed, both having lost spars and sails. 
At 7 o’clock that evening the Olivette 
sighted the ech. George P. Loud of Jones- 
port, Maine, lumber laden and a total 
wreck. The searchlight was tamed 
upon the dismantled craft and it was 
seen that all her masts were gone. 
From the bat of the foremast was the 
Stare and Stripes, union down denoting 
that the crew were in dire straits, their 
boat was gone and every sea was mak­
ing a clean sweep of her deck. The 
Captain wished to be taken off and 
Mate C. P. Thames immediately called 
for volunteers. Quartermaster Parker 
responded and then the steamer was 
manoeuvered so that her position and 
that of the schooner wonld be favorable 
to the rescuing men. After a half hour, 
amid the cheers and plaudits of the 
passeogers and crew of the Olivette, the 
boat returned with the entire crew. The 
boat was then hoisted on the davits and 
the coarse of the steamer was made for 
Boston. Captain Fred E. Turner of the 
Olivette was in the pilot house from 
the time the storm first broke and the 
passengers are loud in praise of bis 
coolness and seamanship.

Naples ad vines of the 25tb, Bay : The 
eruption of Mount Vesuvius continues 
to increase in force, and ie now mare 
violent than at any time since 1872. 
Red hot stone* are hurled to a height 
of 1,600 feet, falling down the flinks of 
the mountain with a deafening sound. 
The director of the observatory says 
that between 5 o’clock this morning and 
6 o’clock this afternoon his inetrnments 
registered 1,814 violent explosions, and 
that one stone thrown ont weighed 
about two tone. Lava Slowing from 
the crater bae melted the metal of the 
funicular railway, destroyed the upper 
station and burned the wooden huts in 
which guides lived. All vegetation 
within a radius of one mile of the cra­
ter has disappeared. Several earth­
quake shocks were felt today. Many 
of the population of surrounding vil­
lages have left their homes and are 
camped in the open air. The cariosity 
of touriste to approach the volcano is 
each that a large number of Carbineer 
guards have been detailed to pervent 
them crossing the prescribed limits.

Big Washout.
Slowly undermined by a email brook, 

the 125 foot embankment of the White 
Mountain division of the Maine Central 
railroad at Crawford Notch, N. H„ 
caved in on the 25th, leaving nearly 
one hundred feet of rails suspended 
in the air, and catting off telephone 
and telegraph eommnnication for 
several boars.

The men are asking for an increase of from 
three to five cents per hour above what 
they have been receiving.

Martin married 
without permission of the military 
authorities, and he and his wife had great 
difficulty supporting themselves and the 
little one.

Word was received at Halifax on Mon­
day forenoon of the death of Mr. John P. 
Stairs, in the general hospital, Toronto, at 
an early hour the same morning. He had 
gone to Toronto a few weeks ago for treat­
ment, but his illness terminated fatally as 
stated above. The announcement of his 
death causes the deepest regret throughout 
Nova Scotia. He had played a prominent 
part in the public and business life of 
this city and province. He was very 
wealthy and was regarded as the ablest 
financier in the Maritime Provinces. For 
many years he occupied a prominent posi­
tion in the Liberal-Conservative party in 
Nova Scotia. He was a member of the 
Holmes Administration, and sat in the 
House of Commons for Halifax from 1883 
to 1896. He was born in 1848.

The Prices.

Nine school girls were suffocated in a 
vault during the forenoon recess of the 
school at Pleasant Ridge, seven miles north 
of Cincinnatti on Friday last. A more of 
others narrowly escaped the same death. 
All the victims were from the primary 
grade. When recess was given thirty of 
the small girls were in an out house assign­
ed to them when suddenly the floor gave 
way precipitating them into a vault below. 
This vault was tweve feet deep and walled 
up with stone. At the time of the disaster 
four feet of water was in the vault, the 
dept being over the head of those who 
were first thrown into the water but their 
bodies partially filled the space so that the 
others were not entirely submerged. The 
girls fell eight feet from the flooring and 
the struggle of those who were on top kept 
at least nine underneath until they were 
drowned.

While the name of Isaac Jogues is 
written deep in the history of the 
Empire State, but few knew that it 
was proposed to elevate the martyr 
to the rank of a saint. The data 
for the process of canonization has 
been gathered quietly.

,! It has been a long and tedious 
labor,” said Father Wynne, editor ol 
the Messenger, who is personally 
interested in the canonization, ** but 
we are bopefnl that the end will 
bring the reward sought, namely the 
canonization of Father Jogues and 
his companions.

The life of Father Jogues is part 
and piroel of the history of New 
York in the seventeenth century, 
and, incidentelly reveals the strug­
gles, privations and holiness of life 
and pm pose of the pioneer mission­
aries of Ibe East. Father Jogues 
consecrated Lis life to the preaching 
of the Gospel to the Ircqnois tribes 
of Indians then encamped about the 
Canadian borders and throughout 
the Empire State. He rendered the 
French Government a valuable ser­
vice in concluding a treaty of peace 
with the In quois, and in numerous 
Other ways sought to bring about a 
friendly alliance between the varions 
tribes and the reigning powers.

This enraged the leadeie of the 
Irr.qaois. They fell upon him with 
clnbs and beat him into insensibility. 
When he revived they tote off bis 
finger nails with their teeth, and 
then they took the end of the fore­
finger of each hand and crashed the 
bones until nearly all the fingers 
were amputated.

Jogues and hie companion, on the 
awful journey to the settlement, re­
sponded to this barbarous punish­
ment by kneeling and praying for 
ibeir murderers. Aside from other 
indignities they were made to carry 
huge burdens on their lacerated 
backs.

Father Jogues has left an interest­
ing narrative of that march to the 
settlement. It was found in a French 
library recently. It describes the 
customs of the Indians on the war­
path, the bet my of the scenery, the 
settlement, how they lived en ronte 
to the settlement, but save for a 
chapter on their being compelled to 
“run the gauntlet several times,” 
gives no detail of the horrible suffer­
ing he and bis companion endured 
before they were killed. i

He narrates, for instance, that 
whenever a band of friendly Indians . 
were met be and Gonpil were com­
pelled to run the gauntlet. The 
natives gathered on each side of a 
lane, through which they were 
forced. Etch of them showered 
blow alter blow on him and hie com­
panion.

On the thirteenth day after the 
battle the warriors reached Osaer- 
nenon.-eieee—esllcd Aerioaville. 
Here the entire tribe joined in a oele-j

slave to a neighboring village, and 
Jogues was later turned over to a 
member of the tribe who had lost 
his slave. Goupil was tomahawked, 
and Jogues was about to meet the 
same death when a friendly Indian 
interfered.

In 1643 the missionary escaped 
from hie captors aid reached France 
on Christmas Day. He wag accord­
ed great honors by the Queen Re­
gent, Anne of Austria, who wep- 
over his mangled hands. He im­
plored hia superiors to allow him to 
return declaring (hat he must save 
bis Indian children.

Toe following spring he returned 
to Quebec. Reaching this city, he 
was made an ambassador of France 
to the warring Irr.qaois, and affected 

treaty of peace between them and 
the French government.

He then started on hie mission to 
the tribes. Although the Iroquois 
were supposed to be at peace with 
France, the priest felt that he was 
going into a country fiom which he 
might never return. Indeed, he is 
said to have remarked on leaving 
Quebec that he did not expect to 
return to the mission house. He 

War -was again declared 
by the Iroquois in October; Jogues 
was seized, and hie old wounds re­
opened by the same barbarous treat, 
ment.

There were factions in the tribe, 
and for a time J ague's fate was not 
definitely decided upon. They were

He was taken captive to Ossern 
enon, and a council of war ordered 
to decide hie fate. The council 
agreed to free Jogues and his com­
panions, but before the news reached 
Oisernenon, Jogues’ head was pinned 
to a palisade ; he was struck with 
tomahawk, and then beheaded. The 
body was thrown into the river.

This was on Oct. «6, 1664. 
Linde, one of Jogues' faithful follow 
ers, and a Huron Indian, were slain 
the day following.

It is to commemorate for all time 
the heroic suffering of Jogues and his 
companions that American Catholics 
propose to have the martyred mission 
ary proclaimed St. Jogues by Pope 
Pius X, and so give to the Empire 
State a saint.

The process of thé canonization 
Jogues and his companions will take 
up considerable time, as every docu­
ment submitted to the Commission of 
Cardinals must be separately consider 
ed and its contents thoroughly exam­
ined anS authenticated. In the docu 
menti relating to Father Jogues, Rene 
Goupil, and Jean de la Lande there 
is found a careful and what is thought 
to be an accurate statement of Jogues’ 
life and travels, but little light is 
thrown on Li Linde’s career.

Fathers Brebeuf, Lilemant, Daniels 
and Garnier, companions for a lime of 
Gogues on the Indian missions, but 
who died afterward in missions along 
the Canadian border, are to be in 
eluded in the process along with 
Father Jogues.

Dawson Y. T., Sept. 13.—A atrongly 
worded appeal to the people of Canada has 
been issued by W. T. Thompson, editor of 
The Yukon Sun, the liberal newspaper 
here. He makes sensational charges again­
st the oomiasioner of the Yukon, Mr. Con­
gdon, and complains that contrary to law 
and fairness, the municipal charter has 
been given up and the control of city affairs 
vested in the hands of the Territory by a 
vote of 288 to 92. The complaint is that 
at the request of ten per cent, of the tax­
payer* of Dawaon a vote w*l forced no 
with only 380 votes beins oast out of 3,400 
taxpayers. The vote, it Is chared, was by 
certificates issued t>y the oity clerk, and in 
this way only those holding certificates 
were allowed to vote. On Sunday, the 4th 
Inst., Commissioner Congdon published his 
notice of a plebiscite to be taken on the 
subject of giving up the oity charter. On 
Tuesday the oity oonneit discharged the 
munioipal clerk. He resumed hie office 
under the authority of Mr. Condgon and 
was protected by the police authorities. 
On Saturday the superior court was asked 
for an Injunction to restrain the election. 
Last night the judge gave his decision to 
the effect that the oertlfcates were invalid, 
but that the eonrt was not certain as to its 
power to grant an injunction preventing 
the election. The judge left it in the hands 
of the Commissioner weather the result of 
an election held on Invalid certificates 
should be proclaimed or not, and conclud­
ed as follows :

“ My own views are that no fair expres­
sion of the public will can be obtained un­
der the election to be held tomorrow un­
der all the conditions existing, both as to 
the time given for Issuance of certificates 
and owning to the doubt existing in the 
public mind aa to the legality of the cer­
tificate issued by Clerk Smith.
