A Powerful Plea for an Irish
Parliament.

Rev. Dr. Burns, President of the Wesley-
an Ladies’ College, Hamilton, Loctures
in Goderich—A Full Repert Secured

for “The Signal.”

T'he audience that greeted Alex. Burns,
D.D., LL.D., the well-known Methodist
and educationist, in Acheson’s
all, on Fnday evening, was a most re-
spectatle one in every way. A censider-
atle number had driven in from the
ocountry. m{: Horton oocupied the
chair. On the platform were Ven.
Archdeacon Elwoed, Father Lotz, Rev.
G. R. Turk, Rev. G. F. Salton, Judge
Doyle, M. C. Cameron, M.P., and Wm.
Campbell.

In intioducing the lecturer the chair-
man said he thought it was due to our
enterprising citizen, Mr. Geo. Acheson,
that he should be congratulated on the
comfortable and commodious hall he had
built. (Applause.) Even although it
was not completed, and hurriedly pre-
pared for the meeting that evening, yet
it presented a most creditabie appear-
ance. He thought the town was under
an obligation to Mr. Acheson for his en-
terprise.
the lecture was Home Rule. e did
not need to u{;nything on that ques-
tion himself.
it experimenhll{‘ut home, as his wife
practiced it. (Laughter.)
had delivered the lecture in ether places,
and high encomiums had been bestowed
upon it. He had much pleasure 1n in-
troducing the lecturer.

Dr. Burns, who was warmly greeted,
spoke for about two hours and a quarter.
The lecture was a perfect magasine of
historical fact. We intend to give the
address in full, but will have to carry
half of 1t over until next week.

The applause at the conclusion was
loud and long continued. During the
evening, too, the applause was frequent
and rapturous. The general verdict was
that the speech was one of the ablest
public addresses ever delivered in Gode-
rich.

Judge Doyle, in moving a vote of
thanks, said :—I think all will agree
with me that a brilliant light on the
Home Rale question has burst upon this
community tonight. Have you ever
heard a nebler address, or seen a more
zealous or patriotic son standing upon
the platform and pleading for his coun-
try? (Applauvse.) We would need to
cross the ocean, and see the great leader
of the Land League to match the specta-
cle. The reputation of the lecturer has
gone beyond this country. Wherever
the English language is known he aleo is
known as one of the noble and eloquent
defenders of his country’s honor. (Ap-
plause.) 1 will eontent myself with
moving, with greater satisfaction than I
ever moved befure, a vote of thanks to
the gifted and patriotic lecturer of the
evening. (Applause.)

Ven. Archdeacon Elwood seconded
the motion. He said :—I feel moet
thankful for the words the lecturer has
uttered here this evening. The expres-
sions with regard to Home Rule are the
thoughts and feelings I have ever had.
(Applause.) Pocr Ireland, I love her
still ! She has had many disadvantages,
and I do not wonder, when she has been
cast down and trodden under foot for
years. I will love my native country to
the end of my days, and when I diel
think the word ‘‘Ireland” will be found
engraved on my heart.

Dr. Burns, in reply, said :—1 really
Jike to think and talk about Ireland and
Home Rule. I believe every word I
say, and I think that when England will
come to herself and do justice to Ire
land, she will gather to herself many
thousands of as brave fellows as ever
shouldered & gun or entered a breach.

Mr. President, fellow-countrymen

ladies and gentlemen : It is with feelings
of pleasure that I rise to address you to-
night, on & subject so dear to my own
heart : my native land, dear old Ireland.
You will excuse me if I appear to be
didactic, or giye you an outline of Irish
history this evening. I was reared in
Ireland; I never saw a history of Ireland
there. If you are en Irishman, you
never sdw one at school. You may have
been instructed in the history of Greece
or Rome, but not of that of your own
country. Go into the Irish schools,
colleges or universities, and there is no
history of Ireland to be read. Some of the
histories touched upon Ireland; but they
only touched upon it, and nothing more.
There are Irishmen whose cheeks become
mantled with the red, white and blue ;
they blush, turn pale, and have the
blues ; they reflect a color which pris-
matically lies between the indigo and
the green, with a heavy shading of the
green, when they are taken for Irish-
men. Thank God T have not one drop
of such unpatriotic blood in my veins,
and when I think or act for my country,
my blood courses with a kindlier cur-
rent. And this is speciaily the case
since our native land is in eorrow, and
to some extent made a byword among
the nations by her chronic discontent.
Her harp is at present on the willows,
Her children can't help being moved by
her oppression, and her tears, and with
ardent hopes' they listen to he “dppeals
for such legislation as will enable her to
stand erect as an important constituent
of the great empire of which she forms a

I cannot help thinking that our country-
men were always embraced in those
“Britons,” and were by their brave
comrades in arms considered as equal
constituents in that trinity of heroism
that has provoked both the envy and
the admiration of the werld. T have
said that my country was in sorrow.
Poverty and deep seated destitution
reigns far and wide. The great mass of
the people have nothing to live for.
They turn their faces westward and long
for the day when some favoring future
rary enable them to purchase a steerage
passage to happy America. Or they
settle down at Jast with sickened heart
and wasted frame, till some charitable
institution send them over the water, or
death kindly comes to their release. It
is not a pleasant task to enlarge on the
poverty of one's family, and were my
countrymen responsible for that desti-
tution, I would draw the curtain, enter
the hut, and read to the inmates the
Book of Proyerbs, or Franklin’s Max-
ims. But who will stand up tonight and
say that indolence or thriftlessness can
explain the squalor or wretchedness of
this part of the empire ? A lazy Irish-
man is a rara avis ; an ‘improvident or
tkriftleas Irishwoman rarer still. Their
own little patch tilled, he betakes him-
self to the field of his more prosperous
neighbor, an absentee probably, and
earns what he can till his services ar¢ no
longer needed.  His little crop being
gathered, he crosses to England or the
Continent, spending probably his last
shilling for his passage, but hoping to
carry back a pound or two from the fields
of France, Germany or England—enough
to tide him over the winter., What of
the family at home? There are thou-
sands and thousands of families in Ire-
land that frcm the beginning of the
year to the end of it never taste meat—
either beef, pork, mutton, veal or poul-
try. They raise these for more fortunate
tables. KEggs and butter are to such
almost a luxury, as indeed is anything
that can be taken to market, as most of
the product of both labor and soil is
taken to pay for the little patch of land

shelter its pitiable inmates. Potatoes
or porridge with butlermilk, and now
and then herrings, which luckily are
cheap, would be thankfully taken every
day in the year by tens of thousands of
as brave fellows as ever furled a sail or
shouldered a musket. Ilived long erough
in Ireland myself to see what one fail-
ure of the potato crop could do, and I
know that by no fault or crime of theirs
their circumstances are discouraging in
the extreme. I myself have seen an
Irish haryest reaped by men at six pence
a day snd women at four pence. To talk
about dissipation being the cause of their
poverty would be simply preposterouas.
The dissipation of Ireland is not among
the lower classes; dissipation implies
money, I am satisfied that no p try
in Christendom has been so oppressed as
ours, and that is the unprejudiced tes-
timony of every man who has visited
Ireland and penetrated into the depths
of her misery. I could quete suthori-
ties all night, but select one, that of a
man who knew how low pagan civiliza-
tion could leave its children, who speut
years among the Asiatic populace, both
in India, China and the Isles of the Sea,
and who wrote from Ireland a little
while before he made his last trip to the
Soudan : “‘I must say from all accounts,
and from my own observation, that the
state of our fellow-countrymen in the
parts I have named is worse than that of
any people in the world, let alone Eur-
ope. I believe that these people are
made as we are, that they are patient
beyond belief, loyal, but at the same
time broken-spirited, and desperate, liv-
ing on the verge of staryation, in places
in which we would not ' keep our
cattle. The Bulgarians, Australians,
Chinese and Indians are better off
than many of them are.” That is
the statement of no less a personage
than the famous Chinese Gordon, who
lately gave his life for the pacification of
the Soudan, a man whose faith in God
made him a hero,and whoselife was freely
offered for the sake of his fellow men.
His statement has been fully corrobor-
ated by the most noted Englishmen of
the day—by Bright and Gladstone, by
the corespondents of the leading London
journals sent to Ireland for the express
purpose of contradicting, -if possible,
these tales of suffering and sorrow.
They have been confirmed by the most

Wellington and Lord Dufferin ; also, to
our shame, by travellers from other
countries, by Italians, Germans, French
and Russians, who with one voice de-
clare that ‘“no picture drawn by the pen-
cil, nove by the pen, can possibly con-
vey an idea of the sad reality, There is
no country on the face of the earth
where such extreme misery exists as in
Ireland,” The subject is not attractive,
we turn away, and search for the cause or
causes of such a state of affairs.

The lands were parcelled
out among their tenants of English or
Norman race, expelling the nacives or
driving them into the worst parts of the
country by an incessant warfare. Three-
fourths of the inhabitants of Ireland to-
day are the descendants of those disin-
herited natives, and I am safe in saying
that scarcely a decade has passed since
the 13th century that has not seen an
effort to regain their country. You can
easily imagine the state of affairs in Ire-
land then—the real owners turned adrift
while foreigners and imported tenants
owned and tilled the soil. That will
explain the fact that nearly all the trou-
ble in Ireland had been on land ques-
tions. But English laws were at once
introduced, although by express stipula-
tion with Henry IL, they were to have
the use of their own. A form of govern-
ment was established somewhat similar
to that of England. The Executive was
a Lord Deputy, assisted by a council of
judges, barons and prelates subordinate
to that of England. The 14th and 15th
centuries were a succession of struggles
and outrages, of barbarous laws barbar-
ously executed. Of course in every
case, the rebels were the righttul owners
of the country—the ignorant *‘lrish ene-
my" as they were officially designated,
who could not gracefully recogrize the
equity of being kicked off their own
farm, and then charged an exorbiiant
rent for the use of it. The laws of that
poriod would make a Zulu blush, and it
18 no ou(iontion to say that the natives
had no rights but to be abused and tram-
pled on by alien usurpers. All the of-
fices of state were closed agaminst the
Lrish. In 1356 it was decreed that mno
one born in Ireland should hold a com-
mand in any of the towns or castles. No
Irishman could be inducted int» a living.
The colonists were empowered to take
the laws into their own hands against
the Irish. To trade with them was fel-
ony. But bitter and destructive as were
the struggles between the natives and
these Anglo-Norman usurpers, they were
mild compared with those that followed
the introduction of the religious elsments
into their contests. The Reformation,
for which Germany and England had
been prepared I:{ repeated strictures on
tha church and clergy spread in these
countries with great rapidity, and
the Protestant religion was ere long

the religion of England. In the
days when the Church was unit-
ed and wealthy, rich in lands,

houses, palwces and patronage, it fell
into the sins at the centre of riches and
loxury both nn the continent and ia
Eugisnd, and was severely criticised by
the purer spirits within its own fold as
well as by open enemies. This is simply
a matter of history. But the Charch in
Ireland had never heen troubled with
the abuses and corruptions that had de-
graded the Ghurch in England and on
the continent. The Irish priests were a
hard working, poorly paid class of
men, who through all the long night
of terror from Henry II to Henry
VIII had kept the fires of religion
burning on the altars. They had shared
the fate of their outraged pecple, and
no dialectical skill or regal authority
could make either priest or people doubt
the divinity of the church of their fath-
ers. Henry having confiscated the re-
ligious houses of England and elosed
them by force, turned his attention to
Ireland. Then was enacted under the
guise of religion a farce that was an in-
sult to reason and all that in any age
constitutes true religicn, an outrage on
the professed principles of Protestantism,
An attempt to change the religion of a
people by act of parliament, which is be-
ing interpreted : Government putting a
premium on hypocrisy. The English
liturgy was ordered by royal proclama-
tion, as the King was atraid to summon
a parliament. But neither Henry nor
his successor, Edward VI, could bend
the Irish pecple, and se intense was the
feeling on the act of uniformity, that.
for the time, the native Celt and the
Anglo Norman made common cause
against it.

In 1715 and 1745 while Seot-
land and the north of England were u|
in arms, not & man stirred in Irelan
These factsare all taken from Protestant
authorities ; yet wy U.ster friends pre-
tend to wonder why the native Irish-
man does not love England as he
should. Both England and Protestant-
ism were disgraced by the horrid code
that irritated our countrymen into what
they are today. The parliament of
Ireland contained not a solitary man of
Irish blood in either house till near the
reign of Heary VIIL. In 1641 the House
of Commons imposed an oath that no
Qatholic could take. After the Revolu-
tion both Houses of Parliament were
saddled with the same iniquitous condi-
tions.

But while securing freedom to make
their own laws, they at the same time
adopted the act passed after the resolu-

tion by British parliament which
required every member of both
Houses to subscribe to the declar-

ation against transubstantiation before
taking his seat. Of course no Catholic
entered such a parlisament. Still Ireland
had a parliament of her own then, and it
is amusing to hear an opponent of Home
Rule ask the question, ‘‘Why did not
Irishmen govern themselves . when
they had the chance?! The man
who ocould ask such a question could
never have read the history of that par-
liament. In nosense of the term was
it a representative body. Ireland was
four-fifths Catholic, but not a Catholic
sat in parliament. Of the 300 members,
only 72 were really returned by the peo-
ple. 123 sat for nomination boroughs,
and represented only their patrons, 53
peers directly appointed these legisla-
tors and could secure the election of 10
others.

Opponents of prohibition say that the
law can never be enforced; that prohibi-
tory liquor laws in the States which have
adopted the same are’ a dead letter.
The Atcheson Champion, published n
the State of Kansas, tells a different
story. Read for yourselves:

““It is about time that this lying about
drinking in Kansas should come to an
end. There is less drinking in Kansas,
and the people are more temperate than
in any other State of the American
Union. A temperance millenium has
net been established, tis true; but, on
the other hand, nine-tenths of the drink-
ing and drunkenness of former years has
been abolished. Further, the temper-
ance sentiment is steadily growing in
this State, growing steadily and firmly.
Tens of thousands of men now go to bed
every night sober and self respecting
who went to bed every night four or five
years ago, soaked with liquor. Thou-
sands of women and children hungry
and in rags five years ago are now com-
fortably clad, and sit down every day at
the tables provided with all the neces-
sities of life. Four-fifths of the people
of this State, knowing that what we
assert is true, have resolved thst they
will not retura to the old orderof things.

SWAMP WHISKEY.

Twe More Howick Men Captured- One of
Them Escapes from the Officers.

Early on Wednesday morning, Oec-
tober 27th, lnspectcr Cavan, I. R.,
accompanied by Constables Scott and
Hicks, of Brussels, and Paisley, of
Clinton, started northward on search for
persons suspected of being engaged in
the illicit manufacture of whiskey.
About 7 o'clock a. m. Constable Hicks
and Constable Brethor, of Wroxeter,
went to the Royal Hotel, in that village,
and arrested Robt. King, a man of
about 35 years of age, uumarried, who
was boarding at this bouse, and put him
in the lock up. Meanwhile Constable
Scott had laid hands en Sebastian
Hooper, a youth of about 17 years, who
resided with his father in the south east
corner of Turnberry township. The
place was thoroughly searched and two
stills in the course of manufacture were
found in a back room. The prisoners
were brought to Brussels and came up
for trial before Justices Hunter and
Shaw, Wednesday evening. ' Hooper
pleaded guilty, King said ‘“‘not guiity”
but his own evidence and that of Byrco
Young, a brother-in-law to Hooper,
convinced him and they were sentenced
to two months imprisonment and a fine
of $400 each, and in default six months
additional. Another still was found iu
the bush where the manufacturing had
gone on.

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A BIG AQUEDUCT.

How New York is Constructing
Its Waterworks System.

.
A Grephic Description of the Great Une
dertaking—The Longest Tunnel in the
World. 5

The following article on the great
New York waterworks is from the pen of
our townsman, J. A. Strachan, who has
been employed on the works during the
past year. As Goderich is in the throes
of a waterworks agitation it may prove a
pointer in the way of construction to
npme of our agitators ;—

As I believe the subject will be inter-
esting to many of the p*ple of Gode-
rich, I send to Tuz S1oNaL, for publica-
tion, he following faint outhne of how
the New Yorkets are constructing a new
aqueduct for the conveyance of water to
the city. For many years

THE PRESENT CROTON AQUEDUCT,
which is built on the surface, and con-
veys water from Croton daw to the Cen-
tral Park reservoir, has been forced to
bring much more water than the build-
ers designed, and therefore it was ne-
cessary te proyide or construct a much
larger system. The method of bailding
this new aqueduct is by sinking shafts,
or holes in the ground, about one mile
apart, the sise of each shaft being 18 x 8
feet, and the depth from 60 to 387 feet,
varying according to the elevation of the
ground where they are suzk, There are
thirty-two shafts altogether, twenty-four
north of the Harlem river, and eight on
the south side. After these shafts are at
their proper depth, the method of open-
i:ig or driving the tunnel is what is call-

THE AMERICAN OR ‘‘CENTRE CUT" SYSTEM,

In this system the work is divided into
two parts. T am speaking now of com.
ing in contact with solid rock. The first
pars is the driving of the heading, and
the second is the breaking of the bench.
The heading is the full width of the tuu-
nel and of a height of 7 to 8 feet, in this
case 16 x 8—the bench being then 16
feet wide and 8 feet high. The number
of heles drilled in the heading for one
rourd or blast is on an average twenty
9-foot holes, of from 13 to 2 inches in
size, the wedge, ur centre cut needing
about eight holes, and the side rounds
the remaining twelve. The number may
increase or diminish with the character
of the rock. It is to be understood that
in this system of tunnelliing a ‘‘wedge-
shape” is first blasted out from the cen-
tre of the heading, leaving the sides to
be blasted out right after it. The holes
are all arranged at equal distances from
the centre line of the tunnel. The eight
centre cut holes are divided into two sets
of four holes each, in two lines which
slope gently downward towards
THE SIDES OF THE TUNNEL,

giving the back of the wedge a some-
what trapezoidal shape. The side-rounds
holes are divided into four sets of three
holes each. The two sets of centre-cut
holes form the faces of the wodg:;d and /
they are supposed to meet inw to
(o:li the etfgool the wedge ; the two
top holes incline upward, and strike the
roof of the tunnel ; the two bottom holes
incline downward, and strike the bottom
of the tunnel, whilst the four mddle
holes go in straight. The first side-
round holes consist of two sets of holes
with three in each point, hocizentally
somewhat towards the centre, the in-
dividual holes having somewhat the
inclination vertically as the centre-cut
holes, The second side-rounds point
horizontally toward the walls of the
tunnel, thus squaring off the heading.
The bench is usually fired the last thing.
On the bench frum four to six holes, 8
to 10 feet deep, are drilled for each
shift or ten kours. The bench is kept
at an average of 20 feet fromn the head-
ing.

. BLASTING 15 DONE
each shift of ten hours, 160 lbs of high
explosives being used for the heading
alone on an average, and 50 lbs. en the
bench. The Lroken rock from the bench
is loaded directly into the mine cars,
whilst that from ,the heading is loaded
into wheelbarrows running on a plat-
form laid om a scaffold stretched across,
and taken to the cars. 'T'hus the debris
is quickly and expeditiously got out of
the way. The number of men to de
this work, ‘“‘muckers” they are called,
has a great influence on the progress of
the work, as can easily be understood.
The cars run on tracks aad are drawn
by mules to ths shaft, where they are
hoisted in ‘‘cages” which run in the
shaft, and the centents are dumped on
the surface. The drills which are used
for boring holes in the rock are run by
compressed air, which has a great ad-
vaetage over the steam, as the exhaust
air keeps the heading clear of smoke.

The
SIZE OF THE TUNNEL
is 16 x 16, but after haviog the tunnel
Lricked the circle will be reduced to a
foot lees, the real size when finished be-
ing 16 x 16. The brickwork will con~
sist of four layers of brick, and when it
does not touch the roof or sides it is
concreted tightly behind the roof and
sides, making it a substantial ob, and
with no danger of the brickwork giving
away with the enormous pressure of
of water. This tunzel, when finished
will be thirty-three miles long, all un-
derground except 3,000 feet, which isan
epen cut, and rests nearly all through
solid rock. The whole tunnel is
LIGHTED UP BY ELECTRIC LIGHT,
where the men are working underneath,
and looks a grand sight to those who
are unacquainted with being in 8 tunnel.
This work is going on day and night.
Men are on each shift of ten hoors each,
and it is expected to be finished in
about four years from now. It is, in-
deed, a great undertaking. We have
also a policeman stationed at each shaft
in case of men acting disorderly.
IF ANYONE IS HURT OR KILLED,

the policeman sends an alarm to the
nearest precint for whatever may be
needed. James Sirachan, formerly.uf
Buffalo, and at one time a Goderich
citizen, is superintendent over three
shafts which are 193, 20 and 21 respec-
tively, and has the management of the
machinery at those different places in
the event of any of them breaking down.
I now close, hoping that ‘these few lines
will prove of interest to aom; f{ )éour

In many cases winter wheat obtains
too large a grewth in the fall. Pasturing
is often suggested as » remedy for this
evil, but one difficulty is that it is not al-
ways easy to get enough of the right kind
of stock.  Cattle and horses trample the
ground too close. Calves will do nuch
good and little harm, but few farmers
have a sufficient number of these animals
for the purpose. However, it excessive
growth is being made something should
be done. Rolling or harrowing the wheat
in a dry time will generally have a good
effect. These operations bruise the leaves,
which checks growth as certainly asif
they were eaten oft by stock.

The peach ‘‘curl” fungus grows within
the tissuegif the peach leaf. The fungus
dees not *ne iteelf to the leaves, but
works in tfe young stems, causing them
to take on strange shapes and unnatural
colors, and to finally wither or turn
brown, and at last to die. This pest,
though somewhat different in its manner
of growth, is a close relative of the black
knot, so destructive to plum and cherr%
trees. The only remedy for the ‘‘curl
is the knife. All the branches with their
leaves which are affected should be cut
and burned. This disease is propagated
by meant of small sores that are found ip
the leaves later in the season.

Price, 706
cts , large bottles. yeow
The ground meat that is used by peul-
tcymen and purchased as a fine powder
is firat pressed with powerful machinery
in order to extract all the oil, and then
ground. In order to derive all the oil
the meat must be thoroughly heated,and
steaw is used for that purpose, the pres-
sure being applied while the steam is
passing through the meat, which thor-
oughly cooks it. The bones are atlowed
to remnain with the meat, as the marrow
is alsc extracted, and that which the
poultryman procures is really just what
he desires—the nitrugenous matter The
meat 1s the refuse of hotels, the offal of
slaughter houses, and even the pickings
of the slop barrels, all of which is thor-
onghly disinfected during the process of
stamping.
