“As You Were.”

Although we did not gain on Ques-

tion VI., and failed to convince the
Hague Tribunal that Americans had
np liberty of fishing in the inlets of
the Treaty waters, the contention was
worth raising, and a win meant much
to us while a loss left things as thev
were. Although we had a formidable
case against us, there were many
grounds for fighting the case, and al-
thongh the event shows we lost, we
had on the face of it a fighting
chance. We had at least as good, and
probably much better grounds for
raising the issue, as Americans had
to assail our sovereign right of mak-
ing bona fide regulations for the pre-
servation and good conduct of the
fishery. We did not assert any right
op exmess any wish, or intentionally
do” any act in conflict with the liber-
ties granted to Americans. We in-
sisted merely on . our' indefeasible
right to make rules which did not
bear unfairly on American fishermen,
and in no way diseriminated against
tilem to the ‘advantage of our own
fiskermen. :
/sWe questioned the right of Ameri-
cans to enter the harbours on = the
Treaty coast, and failed to convince
the Hague Tribunal that it was their
duty to decide in our favour. Ameri-
cans raised many important issues
and lost them. Their win on Ques-
tion VI. was no material loss to us.
Americans may continue as of old to
enfer Bay of Islands. As a matter o!
faet we have never actually attempt
ed to exclude them. We raised the
issue for argument and decision, but
no.embargo was ever laid on Ameri-
con vessels to preven't them entering
Bay of Islands or harbours on the
Treaty coast. In actual practice the
position is just ag it has always been.
It is a case of “As you were.”

'Peter Hartington’s

Death Accidental.

We the jury empannelled to enquire
into the" death of Peter Hartigan, do
find that the deceased Peter Hartigan
came to his death by being jammed
between the car and the engine by
using too short a poke, at the coke
ovens yard D, I. and S. Co. We the
jury recommend that the D. I and S.
Co. provide proper gill pokes on their
engines.

This was the verdict given and re-
commendation made at the inquest
which was held this morning in the
office of Coroner J. C. Townsend.

Dr. E. J. Johmstone.

Dr. Johnstone stated that he had
been called to the steel works about
8.15 o'clock to attend deceased. He
thought he was dead before he (wit-
ness) arrived. Death was due to in-
ternal injuries.

Martin Moore, foreman of the blast
plant, had been an eye witness of the
accident. He had seen the deceased
being jammed between the engine and
car. The engine had been going very
slow at the time and was stopped im-
mediately. The man was apparently
dead when taken out.

Wm. Flemming, brakeman on the
train gave evidence much to the same
effect, as also did Alex. Morrison, en-
gineman. All stated that the engine
had been moving very slowly at the
time of the accident-and that the
young man had undoubtedly came to
his death ‘by using too short a gill
poke.—Sydney Post Sept. 20.

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"SYRIANS SWINDLED.

Eliel Hamdalla is one of the thir-
teen Syrians who left Jerusalem last
July to come to the golden land of
America, where in visions he and his
brethren see Pactolian streams flow-
ing through the land and milk and
honey in abundance. As far as Ham-
dalla is concerned the dream has cul-
minated in a rude awakening and he
is now stranded in the city of St.
John’s, Nfid., with “vifty sant” only
in his purse. He and his brethren
have been fleeced all along the way
gsince leaving Jaffa, according to the
story told by him, and the strange
thing about it is that the fleecing has
all been done by their own country
men. At Marseilles they were made
to pay £12 for their tickets to Liv-
erpool, instead of £4, the regula:
fare. At Liverpool they were asked
to pay £20 to £25 instead of £5 and
£5.10, the regular passage money
They were unable to spcak a worc
of English or French, and their coun-
trymen at Marseilles acted as inter-
preters, paying themselves well evi
dently for their trouble. Reachin:
St. John's in. the Siberian they me
two more of their countrymen here
but they were not so badly treatec
by them. In fact they now had not
enough money left to take them to
their destination, Pittsburg, U.S.A.
Most of them had enough morrey left
to take them to Portland, Maine. Mr.
Noah bought tickets for them to that
town and advised them on reaching
there to write to their friends at
Pittsburgs for the balance needed.
Hamdalla and his particular compan-
icn had only enough nioney to take
them to Nova Scotia. On. arriving at’
Sydney they were apprehended and
were subjected to the questioning of
an interpreter again. On being found
that they had no money Hamdalla and
his friend were put in jail, where he
says they subsisted for four days on
cabbage leaves and water. They wer?
sent back to St. John's on the Bruce
and train and are now likely to be-
come a charge on the funds of the
Colony. Mr. Anthony Tooton is do-
ing the best he can for them. If the
story that the Syrian tells is true,
something should be done to prevent
these unfortunate men from  being
victimized at Marseilles and Liver-
pool.

Humbly
admiring the newspaper as I do, you
may imagine how my soul is racked
by the thought that I have been ad-
judged worthy of its censure. 1 do
not, worry so much- because it has at-
tributed to me views I never held, as
pirations T never cherished, vanities
that never stirred me.. These are
things I could bear with some ap-
proach to equanimity. But to call me
“unchivalrous’”! Surely, surely, dear
Daily News, you do not so stigmatize
me-in real anger.

are all engaged here. Much ba.s tran-
you ten
months' ago. The Town has indeed so
changed on-smy return here, that I

must confess I could not find my way

about in the streets, The houses that
[ was able to promise last year have
been built and are still being .built.
I 'doubt whether any settlement in the
world has been so carefully built and
with such great speed. A splendid
new road . is being made on the banks
of our beautiful river, and it is likely
to be completed on Monday -next.
Chureh Road, with its fine view of
piaces of worship is, I think, unique.
Those of you who live here day by day
perhaps fail to realise what .you are
doing and have done.

Grand Falls, this year, has been
visited by a number of distinguished
folk from the Old Country and from
Canada. I will not enumerate thei:
names, but during the year you had a
very well-known Englishman, Lord
Brassey, who sailed his own yacht
across the Atlantic into Botwood. He
was 8o pleased with what he saw of
Grand Falls that he returned for 2
second visit, after which he wrote ex-
pressing his delight at what is going
on- here.

More recently, we had two of the
most remarkable men in Canada, Earl
Grey, our King’s Representative, and
Professor Robertson, whose work for
the Agricultural development not only
of Prince Edward Island, but of the
whole of Canada, is such that he
enormously increased the prosperity
of the Dominion by his Agricultural
teachings. Both these distinguished
nien, who are both by the way, in-
timately acquainted with new settle-
ments, expressed surprise and plea-
sure at the good roads, the good
homes, the abundant light and the
beautiful scenery of Grand Falls. You
had the pleasure of hearing them
speak and their testimony was also
borne witness to by that of the Prime
Minister of the Country.

When I was here last year this
ccmmunity was subjected to all kinds
of criticism by some ill-informed
Amerijcan writers, whose statements
were fortunately rebutted by other
American writers. They told us, in

short, that it would: be impossible to"

wake paper here at all; that the popu-
lation was composed of idle fishermen,
that the island was very unhealthy,
much more that it would be
waste of time to repeat. As to health
we have had our troubles, like all
new communities, but it must not be
forgotten that this Island has only a
very secattered population of less than
a quarter of a million all told, ‘many
of them living in remote -outports,

i lcine _of which are almost beyond- the
;egc): of frequent communication.

Hospitals, therefore are naturally few
and far between.

Ireland there are only three or at
least four Hospitals, including: the ‘St.
John’s Hospital, Dr. Grenfell’'s Hospi-
tal and Lady Northcliffe’'s Hospital
here. The people, therefore, are not
as educated as some others in rules
of health. We have, as you know, a
mild epidemic of Typhoid, very large-
v due to the non-observance of two
or three simple rules, such as would
easily be adopted if our people hag
been accustomed to the sanitary les-
sons that are usually adopted in more
closely connected communities.

Dr. Meekins, who has been here for
some time making bacteriological and
other investigations, tells me that if
the very simple rule of boiling your
water and disinfecting your drains
were adopted, the epidemic would
pass. He tells me that he has no
doubt whatever that aided by Dr.
Chamberlain, Dr. Donahue, Dr. P,
Seymour Price, who is also here with
us from London, and Dr. Lomas, the
thing will effectively and speedily be
stamped out. Our thanks are also
greatly due to Miss Gilmour and help-
ers at the Hospital for the splendid
work they have done, not only on this
occasion, but during the past year.

An English gentleman who has been
here among us some time said to me
yesterday: “The Englishman and the
Newfoundlander have a great'deal to
learn from each other.”

Among\ the criticisms that have
been levelled against this enterprise
for years was the Impossibility of
handling the labour situation, unless
we imported skilled Swedes, French
Canadians or others accustomed to
papermaking. There were no grounds
to that criticism. Slightly over 92
per cent. of the people in the employ
of this Company are Newfoundland-
ers, and if they lack the exactness and
care of the Englishman and American,
they certainly teach both those peo-
ples in adaptability and willingness to
learn any kind of constructive or
mechanical task. They are patient,
villing and ingenious. If they have a
fault it is that they are inclined to be
reckless and over-courageous. They
carry this courage not only into their
life at sea but into such an important
matter as the health, in the care of
which the English’ certainly excel.

We have two objects in view in
Grand Falls. One is the making of
the best paper in the world, which we
are doing, and the other is to create
a happy community. Everyone here
is doing his best in both respects. As
to the paper,
