It would  be impossible
for this 'country to have developed
its timber and mineral resources or
its sea-bearing traffic under these con-
ditions withount permission of those
who held the land under that con-
tract. The telegraph lines were tak-
en back. The Prime Minister said
there were two policies for the Colony
to follow under the 1898 contract
whent they found that the telegraph
system was in the hands of the Con-
tractor: ‘either to build a line them-
gelves- side by side with that of the
Contractor, or to take back the tele-
graph system and to go to arbitration
on its value.

Viking Home.

Reports Neptune Log Loaded.
The 'S. S. Viking, in command of
Capt. William Bartlett, the oldest and
most successful seal-hunter in the Is-
land, arrived from the Gulf sealfishery
at 11 o'clock to-day with a bumper
trip of seals.  She hails for 21,500,
700 of which were on deck.  Capt.
Bartlett's report is similar to that of
Capt. Farquhar, of the S. S. Seal. The
Viking was jammed for over a week
after leaving Channel and sfruck the
niain body of seals at the mouth .of
the Gulf on March 21, Twenty-fivethou-
sand young harps were killed, 5,000 of

which ‘were lost when' the ice broke
up. After that Capt. Bartlett struck
a few old ones and when these were
stowed down, making a total of 21,-
500, he decided to bear up for home,
which was on April 3rd, when he be-
came jammed for a few hours off Port
au Port. On Thursday night on her
way from Channel a N. N. E. hurri-
cane was experienced and Capt. Bart-
lett sheltered in the Roads at St.
Pierre.

S. Neptune, on Wednesday. The lat-
ter then_had 35,500 on board with 1,-
500 on the ice.
