Conference Fails.
The Conference at Buckingham 

Palace has failed to bring about a 
settlement between the Irish parties 
on the Home Rule Bill. Mr. Asquith 
announced the failure in the House of 
Commons yesterday. His statement 
was to the effect that the Convention 
was unable to agree in principle or in 
detail on such an area. He announc­
ed that the' second reading of the 
Amending Bill would-be taken up on 
Tuesday next. The Prime Minister 
declined to give any further informa­
tion at present. It is a pity that the 
Conference has failed, but that fail­
ure forces back into the proper arena 
the further consideration of the mat­
ter. The King was doubtleSs prompt­
ed by the highest sense of duty in 
bringing about the Conference at 
Buckingham Palace, hut the very fact 
that the King took the initiative and 
that the Conference was held in 
Buckingham Palace aroused hostility. 
Many people strongly resent any 
increase in Royal influence. They 
wish to see the influence of Royalty, 
the Lords and the Army lessened ra-, 
ther than increased, and they view 
with jealousy any steps taken by 
Royalty out.of the common,-- On the 
other hand, it is easy to understand 
how the King with civil war staring 
him in the face, would strive to do 
everything within his duty to keep 
peace between the armed .opponents 
in Ireland and strive to bring the dis­
puting parties together. It should be 
remembered that this is all the King 
did. He invited the leaders of the 
two chief English and the two chief 
Irish parties to come together. He 
expressed his opinion as to the grav­
ity of the crisis and asked them to do 
their best to settle the disputes, which 
threatened dire .peril to the nation. He 
expressed no opinion as to the merits 
or demerits of the relative conten­
tions. He brought no influence to 
bear on one side as against the other. 
He laid down no lines for a settle­
ment. He offered no advice as to the 
settlement. He left to the conferees 
the initiative, the discussion and the 
decision. The feature of the Bucking­
ham Palace Conference was merely a 
Royal expression of the opinion that 
the crisis was grave and that he 
wished them to arrive at a settle­
ment, and the holding of the Confer­
ence in a Royal Palace, occupied by 
the King, instead of at the old-time 
Palace of St. Stephen's or elsewhere. 
The fight will now be resumed in the 
House of Commons. Tuesday will be 
awaited anxiously, for the lines of 
Government will take on the Amend-

Buckingham Palace Conference has 
further narrowed the differences be­
tween the parties. It would appear 
that the only difference is whether 
Tyrone and Fermanagh shall be ex­
cluded from the Dublin Parliament. 
Carson wants, them excluded by the 
Home Rule Bill itself. Redmond is 
willing to leave it to the vote of each 
county whether or not exclusion shall 
take place.

Old Native Leaves
Again.

Mr. G. F. Culleton, a native of St. 
John’s, who came here from the 
States on a vacation, after an ab­
sence of 55 years away, leaves this 
evening by the Pomeranian en route 
to Baltimore, where Mr. Culleton 
holds a responsible position with the 
American Government. Mr. Culleton 
has no relatives in the city now, 
though he has renewed the acquaint­
ance of many old friends. He left 
here in 1859 when he was 16 years of 
age. On arrival here a few weeks 
ago he was surprised with our city 
which was completely changed from 
the time he last saw it.

At the City Hall.
The weekly session of the Munici­

pal Board took plaça yesterday after­
noon. Mft Gosling presiding. The 
only member absent was Mr. Jack- 
man.

My. Mullaly asked if any action had 
been taken as to beautifying Cathe­
dral Park, as requested the previous 
week. There had been nothing done 
and it was ordered that Engineer 
Ryan visit the place and see what 
was necessary to be done.

Mr. Anderson said that goats were 
constantly in the small park near the 
East End Fire Hall and destroying 
trees there. The question then arose, 
of where is the Impounder, who is 
he, and how much salary does be get.

Oil is a smooth, slick greasy, slip­

pery, elusive substance which is used 
to reduce friction and produce light.

There was a time when there was 
very little friction in the world except 
that produced by politicians, and oil 
was chiefly used in lamps. Nowadays, 
however, eVery steam and gasoline en­
gine in the world has to be anointed 
with oil before it will run. while large 
masses of mankind get their light by 
turning a button in the wall.

Oil was once made by boiling down 
whales. More than fifty years ago, 
however, it was discovered that by 
drilling a hole in Pennsylvania about 
2,000 feet deep Nature could be in­
duced to supply petroleum through it. 
Since this discovery was made, over 
two billion barrels of oil have been 
pumped out of the earth.

instruments as the ergograpli, dyna- 
mograph, etc., now record the posi­
tive effects of different sounds, dif­
ferent colors, etc., on the pulse and 
brain of man, w'hile mysterious so- 
called “abnormal” phenomena are 

i also being carefully studied. The re­
sults of these experiments make the 
subject an absorbingly interesting 
one, for they presage a most im­
portant, most momentous revolution 
in man’s conceived ideas of man.

A large and growing body of emin­
ent men have devoted and are now 
devoting much of their time to the 
so-called “abnormal" psychic mani­
festations, feeling that this will lead 
to a better understanding of man in 
his normal state, and there is no 
better guarantee of the importance 
of1 the subject than the association 
with it of such names as Fred W.

: Meyers (author of “Human Person- 
; ality, etc., a classic on this subject), 
i Sir Wiliam Crookes, Sir Oliver Lodge 

Wiliam James, Dr. Rodgson, Dr. 
Sidis, t)r. Morton Prince, Charcot, 
Bernheim,1 Liébault, Flammarion, 
Ljombroso, Jastrow, Dr. Maxwell^ 
Ochorowicz, and many other ^ell 
known names. (Some of these are re­
cently deceased.)

“The fact,” Sir Oliver Lodge says, 
"that the subject is being considered 
from so many different sides, that of 
the biologist, medical man, physicist 
and chemist, gives a desirable diver­
sity to the point of View and adds to 
the -value of the investigations.” ,

The one thing that modern psychol­
ogy and physiology seem to have es­
tablished beyond a doubt is the dual 
personality of man. That man is not 
one indivisible unity as hitherto sup­
posed, but that he possesses a double 
consciousness, a ‘secondary person­
ality." In fact, there are, to all in­
tents and purposes, two minds in man 
—one, the objective or conscious mind, 
which is the “primarly personality,” 
as evidenced in our waking moments: 
the other, the subconscious mind, or 
“secondary personality,” the “sub­
limai self,” the “alter ego,’’ etc., as 
variously called. This is evidenced in 
dreams, hysteria, somnambulism, and 
under the influence of hypnotism.

The unusual abnormal psychic- 
phenomena being studied to-day are 
attributed by the scientists to this 
subconscious self or secondary per­
sonality, and yet there are many emi­

nent Investigators, too, who claim 
that there is a large residual class of 
phenomena that seem to transcend the 
functions of subconscious action, the 
so-called “super normal” phenomena, 
such as mediumistic phenomena and 
certain telephathic communications. 
The secondary personality, say these, 
may be the condition of getting such 
“messages," it may be the medium 
through which they can be sent and 
received, but it does not explain or 
account for their origin, and by these, 
such phenomena, are attributed to the 
direct connection of the subject with 
the great psychism, or Soul of the 
Universe, otherwise to influx or reve­
lation: for so extraordinary are these 
phenomena that they cannot be ac­
counted for, it is claimed, on any 
other hypothesis.

This is the view, it might be said 
here, of a large body of people in 
England and America, while others, 
especially among the French investi­
gators, believe that a further know­
ledge of . this secondary personality 
will- .prove that it is the direct power 
or agency. In fact, that extraordinary 
powers and potentialities hitherto un­
realized reside in man himself.

As normal, abnormal, or supernor­
mal psychic phenomena afe all unin­
telligible without some knowledge of 
this dual personality of man, it may 
be well first to make clear what is 
the scientific meaning of the term 
“secondary personality.” It is not, as 
might be imagined, and as the name 
implies, a reality as independent as 
a real person. It is, says science, the 
subconscious region of the mind, the 
store house as it were of the know­
ledge and experience gained by the 
conscious mind, and to which the lat­
ter evidently resorts when it wants 
to "recall something for the moment 
“forgotten.” These two minds with 
the objective in control usually work 
in harmony, when we have what is 
known as the normal personality. But 
in dreams, in somnambulism, and in 
those under the influence of hypno­
tism. the secondary personality has 
the control and acts apparently inde­
pendently of the conscious mind or 
primary personality which is then at 
rest. This is what is known as tem- 

.porary “dissociation _of the person­
ality.” While a great nervous shock, 
or a blow on the head, will sometimes 
bring about a more permanent dis­
sociation of the two selves, and we 
then have evidenced the fact what 
Stevenson some years ago portrayed 
in fiction, in the strange case of Dr. 
Jekyl and Mr. Hyde. Indeed, many 
normal persons are very much aware 
of this dual personality, and the “Je 
sens que je suis deux hommes” of 
Victor Hugo has at times been vividly 
experienced by all of us.

For the soul comfort of the gentle­
man who has old-fashioned ideas 
about woman’s sphere, let such a one 
be cautioned against reading Olive 
Schreiner’s book, Women and Labor. 
There are many shocks to his sensi­
bilities in its pages. Perhaps he has 
prided himself on the gallantry of 
his position. He may have read a pa­
per at some time or delivered an ora­
tion on fair daughters, or the queenli- 
ness of women, or something of that 
kind. Then he would not like this:— 

“The lofty theorist who to-night 
stands before the drawing-room fire 
in spotless shirtfront and perfectly 
fitting clothes, and declaims upon the 
amplitude of woman’s work in life as 
child-bearer and the mighty value of 
that labor, which exceeds all other, 
making it unnecessary for her to 
share man’s grosser and lower toils: 
Does he always remember his theory? 
When waking, to-morrow morning, 
he finds that the elderly house drudge 
who rises at dawn while he yet 
sleeps, to make his tea and clean his 
boots, has brought his tea late and 
polished his boots ill; may he not ev­
en sharply condemn her and assure 
her she will have to leave unless she 
works harder and rises earlier? He 
does not exclaim to her, ‘Divine child- 
hearer! Potential mother of the 
race! Why should you clean my 
boots or bring up my tea while I lie 
warm in bed? Is it not enough you 
should have the holy and mysterious 
power of bringing the race to life? 
Let that content you. Henceforth I 
shall get up at dawn and make my 
own tea and clean my own boots, and 
pay you just the same.’ ”

Is Wonan 
Man’s Inferior ?

The idea so widely current that 
woman is necessarily man’s Inferior, 
either physically or mentally ’ is 
strongly questioned. That she is of­
ten feebler in muscular development 
a scientist attributes to the fact that 
for many centuries to woman has 
been assigned the care of thé home 
and children, while men have been 
the hunters and fighters.

The primitive woman was quite as 
hardy and strong as her husband. 
Even to-day women are often super­
ior to men in point of endurance. 
Many a hard-working woman will 
endure for a long period, a strain on 
the vital forces that would break 
down a man in a very shorter time.

With respect to physical courage, 
the man of science appeals to the nu­
merous îecorded cases of female 
heroism in the face of appalling dan­
gers.

As to the question of woman’s men­
tal inferiority, the authority refers to 
the significant fact that although a 
woman’s brain is stiialler than that of 
a man, it is generally larger when the 
difference in the comparative weight 
and size of individuals of the two 
sexes are taken into account. The 
only reason she shows less mental 
ability than man Is because of her 
lack of opportunity.
