ZEEBRUGGE BOMBARDED.

THE FRENCH ARTILLERY.
PARIS, via St. Pierre, April 5.

A recent official note alludes to the 
great efficacy of the fire of French ar­
tillery due to new discoveries, and to­
day the ‘Eclair’ publishes the follow­
ing extract from one of our soldier’s 
letters: “We were ordered to cap­
ture three lines of German trenches 
and we were looking forward to a 
hot engagement. The preliminary 
cannonading was terrifying, the at­
mosphere seemed all on fire. Then 
came the signal of the assault. As 
we were charging we were surprised 
not to be received by the usual hail 
of bullets. On reaching the first 
trench we stopped thunderstruck, the 
trench was full of corpses, not one 
wounded. In a corner the soldier 
who was operating the quick tirer 
was standing chained to his gun also 
dead. We took possession success­
ively of the second and third trench, 
everywhere the same silence, the 
same annihilation. On whole front 
rain and mist all day. In Ailly Wood, 
southeast of St. Mihiel, we captured 
three consecutive lines of trenches, 
and we also gained a foothold in a 
portion of the enemy defense works 
northeast of Reguieville en Haye.

Opening ol the
Legislature.

This afternoon at three o’clock, Hi: 
Excellency the Governor cpens tfc< 
legislature. Some of the soldiers h 
training for the Reserve Company o 
the Newfoundland Regiment, who an 
available In the city will form a guar, 
of honor.

As was anticipated the Governor's 
Speech is largely taken up with the 
Great War, and what Newfoundland 
has been doing and what she will be 
called upon to do as a Dominion o! 
the Empire. Foremost among the lat­
ter is the making of provision to ait; 
those who may be totally or parti­
ally disabled on Active Service from 
earning their livelihood, and for the 
dependents of those who fall on the 
field of battle. This is a debt of hon­
our incumbent on those for whom our 
brave soldiers and sailors have offer­
ed to sacrifice their all.

In spite of the extraordinary addi­
tion to taxation made twelve month: 
ago, the Governor’s Speech declares 
that the Revenue for the fiscal yeai 
ending in June -30th last showed : 
deficit. As the fiscal year terminate 
before there was any expectation o. 
the outbreak of war. the deficit can 
in no way be attributed to it. It is at­
tributable directly to the policy of ex­
travagance, which has been so round­
ly condemned by the Opposition dur­
ing the past six years and the rush­
ing into vast obligations without 
counting the cost. It is the natural. 
result of blind financing.

What is far more serious is that r 
policy which could not pay its way in 
the height of prosperity has been 
brought to a sharp turn by tfie addi­
tional difficulties and dislocations of 
war, and it will be no surprise to the 
public to learn of the Government’s 
t dmission that “even a greater short­
age is apprehended." We believe that 
the shortage of last June was about 
a quarter of a million dollars. We 
would not be surprised to find e 
shortage of three quarters of a million 
rn current account next June. The 
Government announce that they in­
tend to utilize the Cash of the Colony 
to reduce this adverse balance. This 
will wipe out the Half Million Dollars 
Sir Robert Bond husbanded so care­
fully. But this will not suffice, and 
the Government propose to add to the 
taxation so greatly increased last 
spring and further* increased last 
September, by new taxation. The 
Speech also foreshadows considerable 
curtailment in the grants of supplies. 
Little reference is made to other leg­
islation, but the handy annual crops 
up as usual. The Government are ne­
gotiating with a corporation for the 
establishment of a large industry In 
the interior. Rumor says it is to ex­
tract nitrogan from the air for the 
manufacture of nitrates.

THE GOVERNOR’S SPEECH.
Mr. President and Honourable Gentle.

ment of the Legislative Council: 
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the

Honourable House of Assembly:
The great War in which our Empire 

is engaged, and which, in order to 
provide for the Colony’s participation 
therin, compelled your being convoked 
in Extraordinary Session last Septem­
ber, still continues. The progress of 
the struggle has been such thus Jar 
os to give Britons cause for pride in 
the achievements of the Naval and 
Military forces of the Empire, and in 
the splendid spirit of union, and co­
operation manifested towards the 
Mother Country by the Dominions be­
yond the Seas. Equally have these 
events been such as to establish be­
yond doubt that Victory will in time 
crown the arms of Britain and her 
Allies, and secure to the world not 
alone a lasting peace, but also a 
protection against the unscrupulous 
ambition of militarist cliques in 
countries which have defied the civil­
izing spirit of the present age.

Under the terms of the measure en­
acted by you at the Special Session, 
the enlistment of a force for military 
service abroad was proceeded with. It 
is a source of gratification to me, as 
it must be to you, that the response 
to the call for volunteers proved so 
large that the original number pro­
posed was speedily doubled and now 
bids fair shortly to be .trebled. Sig­
nal houour has been paid to the First 
Newfoundland Regiment by the Im­
perial authorities, and all accounts 
agree that the men who have gone for­
ward are doing credit to themselves 
and their country; while it is almost 
needless to express the confident, be­
lief that when their period of training 
is completed, and they undertake ac­
tive service, they will acquit them­
selves in a manner that will leave 
nothing to be desired.

Concurrently with the. creation of 
this force, the enlargement of the 
Newfoundland Naval Reserve," which 
my Ministers engaged to increase 
from Six Hundred to One Thousand 
men, was carried on, and it is equally 
satisfactory to know That the numbe r 
was duly enrolled, and additions to 
,this body are still being made. In 
this branch of our fighting force the 
Colony has already paid a substantial 
toll in human life, through the loss of 
three of His Majesty’s ships contain­
ing complements of our men, but the 
relatives of those who have given 
tiieir lives in the defence of the Em­
pire' will have the satisfaction of 
knowing that the sympathy of their 
fellow-countrymen goes out to them 
in the fullest measure, and may well 
be proud that in the greatest crisis in 
the history of the: British race, sons 
of the Oldest Colony were found nobly 
doing their duty, and sacrificing life 
itself beside their brothers of the 
parent Land, and kindred Dominions.

You will be invited to consider a 
measure to provide: financial assist­
ance towards the maintenance of 
those who suffer partial or total dis­
ablement while on active service, or 
to- the dependents of those who lose 
their lives while so engaged. To this 
measure I am sure you will give your 
most generous and sympathetic con­
sideration.

It is gratifying to observe that pri­
vate philanthropy has already been

* " ' i

enlisted with highly beneficial results 
on behalf of those whose ordinary 
sources of income are impaired or cut 
off by the absence of their breadwin­
ners at the front, and in this respect 
the generous contributions towards 
the Patriotic Fund attest anew the lib­
erality of the people of Newfoundland, 
while the efforts of the Women's Pat­
riotic Association on behalf of the 
sick and wounded in the War, and for 
the provision of comforts for our own 
forces, deserve equally favourable no­
tice. Their zeal and self-sacrificing 
efforts will, I am satisfied, rank 
among the .very beat achieved by the 
vomen of any portion of the Em pi re.

The Colony, in common with the 
other portions of the Empire, has 
suffered in its Trade and Commerce, 
as the result of the War, but it is re­
assuring to remember that the tears 
entertained at the outbreak of hostili­
ties, as to the possible dislocation of 
our business enterprises and the mar­
keting of our Staple products, have 
been dispelled and that, during the 
past half year, the. prices realized for 
our codfish have been amongst the 
very best on record.

The unfavourable outlook of the 
Seal Fishery this year is1 to be re­
gretted, but there is this cause for 
comparative satisfaction, that the es­
cape of so many young seals will con­
tribute to the1 conservation of this in­
dustry, so that while those engaged in 
the venture will lose the returns 
which it brings to them ordinarily, 
the potential wealth wlfich the seal 
fishery represents will be much en­
hanced in later years.

In view of the demand for food­
stuffs to which the' War ■ has given 
rise, the greatly diminished prosecu­
tion of the deep sea fisheries in large 
areas, within the War zone and the 
withdrawal of great numbers of fish­
ermen from their ordinary occupation, 
the prospect before our people for a 
profitable prosecution of the Cod and 
other fisheries of the Colony was nev­
er better, and there would seem to be 
therefore especially good ground for 
th belief that all those who will en­
gage in fishing operations the pres­
ent season will reap a liberal fruit of 
their labour.
Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the 

Honourable House of Assembly:
The Revenue for the past fiscal year 

showed a deficit the result of the de­
pression which had been manifesting 
itself for sometime previously In New­
foundland, as well as in other parts 
of the world. This condition of af­
fairs was rendered more acute by the 
outbreak of the War, and for the cur­
rent fiscal year an even greater short­
age is apprehended. Towards reduc­
ing this adverse balance my Ministers 
propose to utilize the Cash Reserve 
provided for such emergencies, and 
proposals will be submitted to" you 
for dealing with the amount which 
will remain to be liquidated.

Estimates for the Public Service 
will be laid before you at an early 
date. In view of existing conditions 
they have been prepared to meet only 
indispensible requirements. I invite 
your consideration of them.
Mr. President and Honourable Gentle.

men of the Legislative Council:
Mr. 'Speaker and Gentlemen of the 

Honourable House of Assembly: - 
In July last His Royal Highness the 

Duke of Connaught" paid his promis;d 
visit to the Colony. He called at Bay 
of Islands. Southern Labrador, Grand 
Falls and St. John’s, and everywhere 
met with a most enttfusiastic recep­
tion. In this City he took part in sev­
eral important functions, and his visit 
will long be remembered, and will, I 
trust, be but the forerunner of others 
which may follow in the not distant 
future from other members of the 
Royal Family.

As you are aware. A Royal Commis­
sion, appointed by His Majesty for the 
purpose of enquiring into and report­
ing upon the natural Resources of the 
self-governing Dominions, ha® been 
pursuing its investigations for the 
past three years, and during last sea­
son visited Newfoundland in pursu­
ance of this task. The Commissioners 
held sittings in St. John’s and took 
evidence in regard to our resources 
and industries, and also visited Bell 
Island, and the centres of the Paper 
Industry in the Exploits Valley. The 
Report of the Commission has recent­
ly been issued, and I trust will prove 
not alone of interest but of profit to 
the Colony.

In response to a request by my Min­
isters that the Fishery Board of Scot­
land would place at their disposal the 
services of one of its experts to en­
quire into and report upon the fishery 
nossibilities of the Colony, one of its 
Inspectors was despatched here in the 
early months of 1914. and spent some 
weeks amongst us closely observing 
our fishery methods and the habits of 
the various fishes that resort our 
shores. His report, a copy of which" 
will be laid before you, will probably 
appeal strongly to those interesteQ in 
the fishing industry, and may, I trust, 
form a basis for practical action at 
your hands.

As announced to you a year ago. 
Professor Wyndham R. Dunstan. the 
head of the Imperial Institute in Lon­
don, was invited to undertake such an 
examination of the Colony’s mineral 
wealth as was possible during such 
time as he could spend in the Colony, 
and he devoted several weeks to this 
mission last year, visiting. different 
parts of the Island and studying the 
mineral formations. The Intervention 
of the War has delayed his report 
thereon, but I am hopeful that it will 
be received in time to allow of its 
being submitted to you before the 
present session closes, and I feel con­
fident it will prove of no small value 
in assisting all to arrive at an estim­
ate of Newfoundland's possibilities as 
a mineral producing country.

A year ago a Joint Committee of 
both branches of the Legislature un­
dertook an investigation of Fishery 
problems of pressing importance, but, 
being unable to complete the work 
before the session closed, the gentle­
men composing it were appointed a 
Commission under the Great Seal to 
continue these labours and report at 
the present session. That report will 
be laid before you in due course, and 
you will he asked to give effect by 
enactments to the recommendations 
contained therein.

Under the authoritj^of the Act pass­
ed at the Special Session, a Commis­
sion was appointed to enquire into 
and report upon the circumstances at­
tending the death of members of the 
crew of the steamer “Newfoundland,” 
and the less of the steamer “Southern 
Cross" and heq_whole crew; the man­
ner of prosecuting, -the Sealfishery,

and the provisions made for conserv­
ing the health, comfort and safety of 
the .persons engaged therein, so as to 
ascertain the causes which have con­
tributed to the above disasters, and 
which may possibly ■ contribute to the 
causing of others in the future, and to 
suggest such remedial measures as 
may be desirable to render similar 
disasters unlikely hereafter. That 
Commission, after an exhaustive en­
quiry, has made a very full report, 
which will be submitted to you, to­
gether with af measure designed to 
ensure greater safety to our people 
engaged in this occupation.

Negotiations are in progress be­
tween my Ministers and a Corporation 
which proposes to establish in this 
Island and on Labrador an industry 
of exceptional magnitude involving 
the expenditure of many millions of 
dollars In the developing of our water 
powers and the utilizing of some of 
cur. valuable natural resources in the 
manufacture of a variety of commodi­
ties. "The enterprise promises to be 
one affording new avenues of employ­
ment for great numbers of our people, 
and serving as an auxiliary for our 
staple industry. To this and- other 
measures dealing with undertakings 
of lesser scope your early attention 
will be invited.

In leaving you no^rto your deliber­
ations in a session which marks a 
unique period in the history of the 
Colony, and the Empire, fraught with 
momentous possibilities for our fu­
ture, it is with special solicitude that 
I invoke Divine guidance for your 
labours.

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TO INCREASE THE NUMBER OF
SENATORS TO A MAXIMUM OF
104.

Ottawa, March 24.—Sir Robert Bor­
den has given notice of a resolution 
in the form of an address to the King 
for an amendment to the constitution.
It asks that the British North America j 
Act, 1867, be amended, first, to in­
crease the number of senators from 
seventy-two to ninety-six. Although 
seventy-two was the number fixed in 
1867, there have been several increas­
es since up to the present total of 
eighty-seven. The amendment will 
thus provide an increase of nine. The 
nine will be made up by increasing 
the representation of Manitoba from 
four to six; of Saskatchewan from > 
four to six; of Alberts from four to 
six, and of Britisl} Columbia from 
three-to six.

It is proposed that the divisions of 
Canada in relation to the constitution 
of the senate be increased from three 
to four—the fourth to comprise the 
western provinces of Manitoba, Sas­
katchewan, Alberta and British Col­
umbia. The eastern divisiohs will be 
Ontario, Quebec and the maritime 
provinces each with twenty-four, and 
the new western divisipn .will also 
have twenty-four, the representation 
in the senate by provinces being:

Ontario................................................... 24
Quebec..................................... .... .. 24
Nova Scotia............................ ...... .. 10
New Brunswick.................................. 10
Prince Edward Island..................... 4
Manitoba................................................ 6

Another change asked for will in­
crease the number of persons whom, 
by section 26 of the B. N. A., the gov­
ernor-in-council, by direction of the 
king, may add to the senate. The 
number is now three.to si*: It is 
proposed to raise it to four or eight. 4 
with the old provision that no me 
appointments be added until the vari­
ous divisions get back to their limit 
of twenty-four each.

The address asks that the number 
of senators do not at any time exceed 
104.

It proposes that if Newfoundland 
be admitted into confederation it have 
six senators instead of four as pro­
vided in 1867. This would bring the 
constitution of the senate up to a 102 
with a maximum of 110 possible 
through eight extra appointments.

The address Includes the proposal 
that the number of representatives of 
a province in the commons do not fall 
below the total number of senators 
from such province. This will pre­
vent the threatened reduction in the 
representation of Prince Edward Is­
land in the lower house.

He 
does not work on theories, but from 
practical experience, which doubtless 
accounts, for the almost entire lack of 
grousing about the food served out In 
the trenches.

The story of Sir William Robert­
son’s career reads more like fiction 
than fact. It is the story of a young 
man who would get to the top of the 
tree.

Born in Lincolnshire fifty-six years 
ago, he began life as a maib-servant. 
The prospect of being a lackey did not 
satisfy him, however, and so he 
“chucked his job" as Kipling would 
say, and joined the Army.

He was nineteen when he enlisted 
in the 16th Lancers, and it took him 
just ten years to rise from the ranks 
to the dignity of a commission In the 
3rd Dragoon Guards. Other men hâve 
done it—Sir Hector Macdonald and 
Major-General Sir I.uke O’Connor, V. 
C., for example—but the achievement 
is compaiatively rare and only possi­
ble to a man of exceptional determina­
tion and ability or of very conspicbous 
bravery in war.

At the time of the South African 
War he held his captaincy, and coming 
safely through this he went rapidly 
on, gaining promotion step by step. 
His work against the Boers was the 
same vital work as this war—provid­
ing Tommy's “tommy”—and the man­
ner in which he organised the com­
missariat was regarded as quite won­
derful.

The appointment as Commandant 
of the Staff College, one of the plums 
of the Service, was the War Office's 
eward to him for his services in 

South Africa, but what must have 
been equally gratifying to him was 
the entire and whole-hearted con- 
ratulations of the men and officers 

it had been up to him to look after 
in the matter of meals.

They Learned the Trick
The readiness with which the In­

dian troops adapt themselves to the 
altered conditions of modern warfare, 
is the subject of a letter from Count 
D’Hincourt, who is with the British 
fcroeis in France. He says:

“In their first encounter, the In- 
iians impetuously made frontal at­
tacks, ignoring the obstacles, and 
throwing themselves on the enemy. 
But they quickly learned the formid­
able charcter of the defence of modern 
warfare. This resulted in the re­
straint of their natural ardor, and 
the use of the inventive genius of 
Orinetal cunning.

“Recently, in a valley bristling with 
traps and snares, they showed their 
adaptiveness. It was a night black as 
iiik. Without waiting for the word of 
command, the Ghurkas crept forward 
toward thç enemy’s lin's. The wind 
drowned the silent noise, as they 
moved along the ground, and the dark­
ness hid them. They advanced a long 
line which extended thb whole length 
>t the opposing trenches.

‘Arriving at the barbell wire, or 
which the Germans had placed small 
bells end ether means of warning 
they cut one by one, using remarkable 
skill and care making no noise to dis­
turb the enemy.

“As soon as they had finished their 
work they returned to their own 
trenches. They explained to the sub- 
adar (captain) that the barbed wire 
now offered no resistance, and after 
a rapid Inquiry, the British did not 
hesitate to take part In the adventure 

‘An Indian lieutenant gave some 
(orders in a low voice. A slight grat: 
leg noise was audible from one side 
of the trench to the other; the men 
were fixing their bayontes. The offi­
cer by a silent signal, gave the order 
to advance.

“The Indians threw themselves on 
the ground, planting their kukris sil 
ently in the soil so as to draw them­
selves along. The British followed 
on bended knees, listening intently.

“When they came to the enemy's 
trenches the Ghurkas threw them­
selves against the stake)-, which were 
no longer protected by the barbed 
wire barricades, and leaped like de­
mons into the trenches.

vIn the morning, as a feeble ray of 
sun filtered timidly through the great 
grey clouds, one could see the British 
seated on the edge of the newly cap 
turad trench, smoking their pipes 

* while the impassive Ghurkas draped 
in their woollen banes, dreamed c

Trade! London.—The Press Bureau issued 

the following statement:—
Thq, Field-Marshal Commanding the 

British Forces in the field reports as 
follows: —

(1) Since my last communique the 
situation on our front between Armen- 
ticres and La Bassee has been materi­
ally altered by successful initiative on 
the part of the troops engaged.

(2) Shortly- after eight a.tn. on 
March 10th these troops assaulted and 
carried the German trenches in the

•neighbourhood of Neuve Chapelle. 
The co-operation between the artil­
lery of all natures and the Nnfantry 
was very good, with the result that 
the losses incurred were not great in 
proportion to the results achieved.

(3) The,mutual support which in­
dividual battalions afforded each 
other during the operations was a 
marked feature of the attack.

(4) Our heavy artillery was very 
effective. Apart from observed re­
sults, prisoners' statements confirm 
the accuracy of our fire and the dam­
age caused by it.

(5) Before noon we had captured 
the whole of the village of Neuve 
Chapelle and otrr infantry at once 
proceeded to confirm and extend the 
local advantage gained. By dusk the 
whole labyrinth of trenches on a 
front of about 4,000 yards was in 
our hands, and we had established 
ourselves about 1,200 yards beyond 
the enemy’s advanced trenches. The 
number of German prisoners captur­
ed and brought into headquarters 
during the day was 750. There are 
probably more to come in.

(6) During the 11th inst, the enemy 
made repeated efforts to recover the 
ground he had1 lost. All his counter 
attacks have been repulsed with heavy 
less.

The Queen Elizabeth.
Washington, March 21.—Naval ex­

perts say that while it would be out 
of the question for the Queen Eliza­
beth to fire her main battery con­
tinuously for one hour, since she 
could not carry the amount of am­
munition for that period, it would cost 
$1,250,000 for the British super-dread­
nought to accomplish such a feat. Said 
one officer to-night:

“Knowing the rate of firing and the 
cost per shot, any one can tell what 
it would, cost Great Britain to amuse 
herself by speeding up the Queen 
Elizabeth. Each of the big guns on 
that vessel can fire three shots a min­
ute. A single shot costs $1,000. That 
would be $3,000 a minute for one gun 
and $24,000 a minute for the Eliza­
beth’s eight 15-inch guns. Thus the 
total cost in firing at that rate for an 
hour would be $1,440,000. And this 
dees not take into consideration the 
cost of ammunition for the secondary 
battery.

Germany’s Dum-Dum 
Charges Not Proved.

Washington Isn’t Convinced such 
Bullets are Shipped Iront United 
States.

Washington, March 29. — For the 
second time an unfavourable report 
has been made by the United States 
Govt rnme’nt regarding charges 
brought by the German Embassy that 
American manufacturers are making 
dumdum bullets for the use of the 
allied forces.

The Germrn Embassy has received 
from the State Beartment a long 
statement, the result of an examina­
tion of evidence and exhibits submit­
ted by the embassy to the Department. 
The conclusion stated in the report is 
that the evidence and exhiffits sub­
mitted do not constitute proof of the 
charge that bullets of the kind men­
tioned are being made in this country 
for sale to any of the belligerents.

Officers engaged at arsenals in su­
pervision of the manufacture of bul­
lets were called upon to make a care­
ful examination of the sample bullets 
submitted. The result merely con­
firmed what was stated in an earlier 
report to the German Ambassador, 
that nothing had bee n shown to es­
tablish the charge that American arms 
manufacturers have been making such 
bullets for use In the war. It is 
hoped by officials of this Government 

i that this exhaustive report will close 
the incident. There is nothing to pre- 

! vent the individual soldier from con- 
1 verting an ordinary bullet into a cruel 
bullet.

No stock is taken in Government 
! circles regarding the charges and 
counter-charges of the belligerents 
with respect to the use of dum dum 
bullets by their enemies. It is be­
lieved these charges have been the 
result of the credulity of persons 
ever ready to believe the worst of 
their enemies.

Story That Fleet of Dummy Warships 
is on Way.

New York. March 25.—When the 
White Star liner Lapland arrived here 

! she brought a tale that the mysterious 
fleet of dummy warships said to have 

I been constructed at Belfast under the 
. direction of Capt. H. J. Haddock, Roy- 
j al Naval Reserve, had sailed from 
that port on a secret mission. The 

i rumor was that the British Admiralty 
intended to use them for blocking the 
Kiel Canal.

These vessels are old steamships 
bought from the merchant service, and 
includes ships like the Campania, 
Oruba and Orotava, which have been 
fitted with dummy funnels, wooden 
turrets and guns, and their holds fill­
ed with cement to lower them in the 
watêr.

This will make them torpedo proof, 
it is explained, because owing to the 
hardness of the cement a torpedo ex­
ploding would only rip a plate off in 
the hull. An outside belting of ce­
ment has been added to the hulls of 
these dummy warships to protect the 
engines and boilers.

The fleet has been manned entirely 
by volunteers, as it is a hazardous un­
dertaking, and the captains are most­
ly retired rear admirals from the Brit­
ish navy who have volunteered for 
the war and have received commis­
sions as captains in the Royal Navy 
reserve.

It is probable that Rear-Admiral XV. 
J. Grogan, whose death by drowning 
was reported from London by cable­
gram on Thursday, was a captain of 
one of these dummy warships, which 
would account for the reticence on the 
part of the Admiralty in giving out 
particulars of the fatality.

XVith regret we record the passing 
of a well known business man of 
Marystown in the person of Mr. Hugh 
Reddy/ the senior partner of the firm 
of Reddy Bros., whose death occurred 
at Marystown yesterday morning.

MONO POINCARE.

SIR ARTHUR PAGET’S MISSION A 
SUCCESS.

Rome. April 1.—General Sir Arthur 
Psget. head of the British military 
mission which recently was in Rus­
sia and visited the capital of the Bal- , 
ken States on a special mission to 
arouse Sympathy in favor of the Al­
lies. has arrived in Rome. He is said 
to be of the cinin ion tha t the moment j 
the campaign becomes entirely favor- 
able to the Allies, if Great Britain, t 
France and Russia can agree on 
terms of settlement, it will not be 
difficult to reconstruct the Balkans.

Author of “At Good Old Shvask.’’
Raymond Poincare is a quiet 

Frenchman who does not seem to have 
much to do in these tumultous Euro­
pean days. He is almost the only 
Frenchman who is out of a job. While 
millions of his countrymen are fighting 
in the trenches and other millions are 
doing double work at home he is con­
demned to a life of luxurious idle­
ness. All he has to do is to be presi­
dent of France.

Being President of France is like be­
ing Vice-President of the United 
States. It is a sort of honorary Inter­
ment, wished upon some patriot^ citi­
zen. The King of England, the Em­
peror of Germany and the Czar of 
Russia are all extremely busy these 
days with army matters. But if 
President Poincare were to wander 
into the trenches and order an army 
to advance on the fee he would be 
slaped on the wrist and sent back to 
Paris with a warning.

France doesn’t trust a president any 
more than she does a King. When 
we elect a president we turn the gov­
ernment over to him and only ask him 
to present a message once* a year and 
tell us;the results. But when France 
elects a president she moves him into 
a large Palace", provides him with 
plenty of food and uniforms and asks 
-him kindly to shut up and play dead 
for seven years.

Before Poincare was president he 
was a very powerful man. He was 
Premier of France and could run 
everything in the country. It was a 
severe blow to step down from this 
proud place and become President, 
but he was patriotic and did it. He is 
the most president- France has had, 
but that isn’t saying much. He is 
about as much president as Mr. Tu­
multy of Washington.

M. Poincare is 55 years old and was 
born in Bar le duc, where gooseberries 
come from. He was a cabinet minister 
at 33 and has been something import­
ant ever since until he got into the 
presidency. He has been a Senator. 
He is a member of the Academy. He 
has filled places in several cabinets. 
He is an author of note. He is still 
comparatively young and it is believed 
that when he gets out of the Elysée 
palace he will obtain some public posi­
tion and endeavour to rise again to 
power. Still he has a long time to 
wait. French presidents serve seven 
years and do not get any time off for 
good behaviour.

Strange Conduct ot 
the Government.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—I noticed by last night's 

Government organ that the "Address 
in Reply” is to be moved and second­
ed in the House to-day by Messrs. 
Downey and Parsons. This, I think 
is the first time in our history that a 
paid member of the Government and 
a paid official of the House have been 
called upon to perform such duties. 
How can one expect any independent 
thought or expression to emanate 
trom such sources? Is it possible 
that the Government had to resort to 
these men? 1 may be told that»Mr. 
Devereaux proposed the address in 
reply in the War Session and there 
is precedent for it: Quite true, but 
even two blacks do net make a 
white, and last session being an ex­
traordinary one there may be some 
excuse for calling upon an orator of 
the fame of Mr. Downey.

I regard this action’ of the Govern­
ment an offence against common de­
cency, and I hope the Opposition will 
not fail to say what they think about 
it.
