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Toward the Goal.
“The successes of the En­
tente Allies are following 
each other with great 
rapidity.” With these 

^ words, this morning’s 
message begins an account of gains 
and advances which makes cheerful 
reading. East and West the pounding 
of the German circle goes on with 
pitiless perseverance. The nature of 
the British operations is characteris­
tic. The young enthusiasm of the 
first months and former offensives 
has been restrained by a change of 
method into a dogged pertinacity 
which suits the British soldier, well. 
With great thoroughness they are 
cleaning up every inch of ground over 
which they pass. Whether or not they 
go further ahead they will never go 
back. Their movement forward since 
the attack began has been so gradual 
that we hardly appreciate its extent. 
Ovillers and La Boiselle, after coura­
geous resistance, are completely in 
their hands, and their left wing is 
freed of a troublesome obstacle. We 
read of them being east of Longueval 
•—quite considerable progress since 
the Germans claimed to have them 
firmly held. They are northwest of 
Bazentin le Petit,'a step nearer to 
Bapaume, a more important goal thatl 
Peronne. We may expect this method­
ical, step-by-step advance to continue ; 
if it does it will continue with in­
creasing rapidity, once the first and 
strongest of the German defences are 
passed. In every successive step we 
gather the fruits of the great Charge 
of July 1st, in which our Regiment 
played so fine a part.

In the East the Russian successes 
have all the importance claimed for 
them by the despatches. Von Linsen- 
gen has been driven across the Lipa. 
This river runs, not north and south, 
but from west to east. The fact means 
that the left wing of the great Russian 
army that is pressing upon Kovel is 
free to advance and carry further the 
encircling movement. At the same 
time Hindenburg in the north is pre­
vented by another offensive from di­
verting troops to this vital area. Ko­
vel has not yet fallen, as was too con­
fidently predicted more than a week 
ago, but the Russians are fast pre­
paring the way for it on all sides. 
If the estimates of the booty taken by 
them; in prisoners and guns, is relia­
ble, it represents a success more im­
portant than many advances would 
be. The same may be said of the West 
front, with Germany anaemic and 
rapidly approaching exhaustion.

The attitude of the British public, 
stoic and confident in the face of in­
creasingly heavy losses and financial 
burdens, is th^best earnest of success 
that could be desired. For the 
British public is well informed, and 
has abundant means of sizing up a 
situation. To the patience which has 
been sorely tried for nearly two years 
there is added a discernible expecta­
tion, and a quiet but firm conviction 
that the time of waiting and of sacri­
fice is soon to bear fruit.

He 
was followed by an instructive ad­
dress given by Mr. John Weir, Travel­
ling Secretary of the School. The 
Concert followed and rarely before 
have music-lovers of St. John’s had 
the privilege of listening to such high 
class music and talented vocalism. 
This was testified to by the prolonged 
applause and enthusiasm of the audi­
ence. The programme was faultlessly 
carried out and consisted of piano 
solos by Messrs. Roderick Fraser and 
Cyril Pretty ; Miss Flossie Johnson, 
vocal solo; Miss May McNeil, vocal 
solo; Mr. John Peterson, vocal solo; 
Miss Evelyn Ellis, Braille ,reading;

The Jutland Battle.
(By Archibald Htird.)

Four weeks have passed since the 
battle of Jutland—foj- that is the title 
by which it is known—was fought 
and it is possible in the light of an 
immense mass of information from 
British and neutral sources to form 
what will prpve the verdict of the 
historian on one of the most splendid 
incidents in our annals. The more 
carefully all the evidence is examined 
the more certain it is that the enemy 
narrowly escaped annihilation. Iti half 
an hour the work probably would have 
been completed. Vice-Admiral von 
Scheer, the commander-in-chief of 
the high seas fleet, who showed con­
siderable sailor-like capacity, was 
most fortunate in the character of the 
weather and light. Not a British 
naval officer who was present during 
the engagement but is convinced that 
the battle of Jutland was within an 
ace, so to speak of realizing Nelson’s 
ambition—“no victory, but annihila­
tion.”

Valedictory.
Another contingent go to 
flit up the ranks of our 
Regiment. They go at a 
fitting time. Not alone 
the crisis in Europe, of 

which we can have here hardly the re­
motest. conception, but a new and 
nearer summons, the empty- places in 
the Regiment, call them away. In the 
course of his stirring address last 
night His Excellency the Governor 
said to them, “In Europe you will 
carry our honour in your hands.” It 
Is in safe keeping. If they will but 
carry it as did those before them we 
have nohting to fear. They have a 
high reputation to live up to; their 
duty is their distinction. We do not 
know, of pourse, what part will be as­
signed to them on the other side, but 
they are sorely needed there and their 
arrival will Infuse new strength Into 
their comrades. Whether or not they 
take their place on the firing line will 
not matter to the part they play. If 
not, it will be for the welcome reason 
that they are not needed there; if 
they do, they are of no lesser stuff 
than those who have gone before, and 
we know how they acquitted them­
selves. We speak tor the whole Is­
land in wishing them God-speed, hon­
our and victory to their arms and a 
Bate return ere long.

General von 
Bernhardi was quite as outspoken 
about Germany’s project for World 
Power in his speeches in San Fran­
cisco and Los Angeles in 1913 as 
others of the German General Staff 
were in Berlin. As Harden told his 
fellow-countrymen months ago : “We 
willed this war.” They thought it 
meant “Will to Power.” Now they 
must insist, as Prince von Bueiow 
does, that their programme shall not 
miss its purpose.
