Interview With Chief of Dominions Trade
Mission -- Ausirafian Seitlement
Schemes.

Major E. A. Belcher (Assistant
General Manager of the British Em-
pire ExhibitionY, who has just vre-
turned from a ten months journey
round the Empire, was asked by a
press representative whether he had
any observations to make with regard
to the recent criticisms on settlement
schemes in Australia and elsewbere.
“The first thing I have tq say.” sald
Major Belcher, “is to ask that everv-
one who speaks or writes about the
movement of British people from one
part cf the Empire to-annther part
of the Empire should use the right
term, which is migration, and not the
wrong terms of immigration and
emigraticn. An immigrant :3 a for-
eigner who settles fn some part of
the Empire, and an emigrant :8 a citi-
zen of the Empire. who seftles /in a
foreign country. Anyone «who ' has
taken the trouble to study problems
of settlement within - the = Empire
knows that the subject i& ous brist-
ling with difficulties,r demanding the
sane help of every political party, and
of vital importance to the future of
this country_and of every Dominion.”

““Why is it of so much more im-
sortance now:than- it was befcre the
war?”

Partly because of the material loss
during the war of some of the best
manhood of the Empire. But there
are two pother reasons. So far as this
country is concerned, the population
is greater than the vesourwes of the
country can support. We leard a
good deal about a C3 population dar-
ing the war. From perfectly gbod Al

just because a very large number of
people - cannot secure  opportunities
for development in these islands un-
der existing economic conditions. It
is not the fault of this Government
or that Government; it is a matter of
economics. On the other hand, the
undeveloped resources of ‘the Do-
minions are almdst inexhaustible, but
they cannot be developed without
capital and population, and that is
one c¢f the questions to which the
British Empire Exhibition will devote
special attention .

“Did you see the progress of any
settlement schemes in Australia?”

“I saw a good many, and, in some
cases, was able to study them quite
carefully. One might, for example,
take the case.of the Peel -Estate in
Weéstern Australia. Here 'is an es-
tate of 60,000 acres purchased some
three years ago by the West Aus-
tralian = Government. It consists
partly of scrub and partly of forest
land, but includes at. least 15,000
acres of rich swamp- land and the
general idea of the 'settlement is to
split it up_into 'holdings .of approxi-
mately 120 acres each, whersby each
holder gets a portion of swamp land
drained and’ a portion “of. ' cleared
serub and the remainder forest land
which the settler himself* will, in
course of time, similarly clear.

The drainage works, . the
clearing and the building ofsettlers’
homes is carried out by ‘contractors
with a' resident constructional 'en-
gineer and staff.. These contractors
were employing, in the early part of
the present year, about'300 men, and
for unskilled work prospective set-
tlers were gett!ng employment at the
Union rate of wage 14M4d. a day.

Here he obtains an advance
of’ whatever supplies ' he requires,
against his season’s catch of furs—
j.e; the trader lets him have goods
without payment on the Eskimo's
promise to bring his catch of skins
to-the trader. Different from the
whites, the Eskimos are honest and
straight-forward, and practically
never default!

Hla food, gun, ammnnltion, traps,;
tobacco, blankets, i.e,; are loaded by
the trapper on to long narrow sledges
hauled by dog-power; the packing is
an-art in fitself, as owing - to the
roughness of the trail, a sledge or
somatik will frequently capsize, to the
great detriment of anything not se-
curely fastened. The men wWear snow-
shoes, and the strongest member of
the family goes first to “break the
trail”—that is, pack the snow with
his snow-shoes, so that dogs and
sledges  may have an easier surface
to'run on.”

Then there were the Newfoundlalﬂ,
Southern Cross, Regulus and Florigei
steamghips disasfers, each involving
a terrible toll of human life. In the
cases of the Southern Cross and Ie-
gulus not a single membper of the
crews escaped. But the worst tragedy
of all was that of the spring of 1838—
already mentioned. During thg vay-
age to the icefields that year the fléet
experienced the greatest hurricane
ever known in the prosecution of the
geal fishery. In that storm fourteim
vessels were lost with all their crews.
Exactly how it happened none can tdll,
as not a vestige of them was ever
seen or heard of from that day to this.
Over three hundred men perished, :or
fifty more than the total number lost
by the Southern Cross and Newfonnd-
land disasters combined. 7
