TheHousing Problem

ENLIGHTENMENT AND RE-
SPONSIBILITY.

Vandals that will destroy the Chris-
tian states of Britain are not being
bred in the wilds of Asia, but in the
slums of our great cities.—Lord

Macaulay.
In order to deal successfully

with the housing problem it will
be necessary to have the co-op-
eration of those people who are
chiefly affected. “An English-
man’s home is, his cgstle,” and
all of us are quick to resent any
interference with what we con-
sider our rights, partieularly -in
our domestic affairs—and quite | #
naturally. None of us are so
blind or so obstingte, however,
as to offer resistance to improve-
ments suggested in a' taetful
manner, and in such a way as to
make us realize the necessity for
them. Even such persons as the
woman who remarked to a dis-
trict nurse: “I guess I don't
want anybedy to teach me how
to bring up my children. I buried
seven of ’em”-—can be won over
by judicious instruction; -+
* Education on- the housing
problem and on all matters of
hygiene must not be spasmodic.
To obtain 'suctess '8 systematic
campaign must be conducted
through every channel by whieh
the public can be reached. Not
only is improvement necessary
now, but the care of future gen-
erations must- be considered, In
fact it is doubtful 'if sweeping
changes could he aceomplished
gll at cnce, and for that reason
the schools offer the best fields
in which to plant the gseed. Not
only would the students thém.
selves be benefited, but their
knowledge would to some extent
have an effect upon their home
surroundings,

The name of the late John

Harvey will long be associated

with the great campaign that he,
with others, conducted a few
years ago against the “disease of
darkness,” = Tubereulosis, The
doctrine preached, and to a great
extent adopted not only helped
to check -the disease, but was
educational in more .ways than
one. The necessity for observing
the ordinary ruleg of health was
emphasized, the danger to
others of the spitting habit was
clearly explained, the impor-
tance of light and fregh gir in
the home was illustrated, and in
many other ways the people
themselves were shown how
they could help to improve the
health of the community by fn-

dividual effort. The result was
the establishment of several or-
ganizations to_deal with public

health, and then zeal gave pheo

to apathy omn the
public, and a

sponsibility rests with the State.

But one point must be emphat-

4ecally understood in connection

with this: assistance to amelior-
ate conditiong will' be rendered
useless—worse than that, harm-

ful if it is confysed with charity.

Individual effort muyst be en-
couraged and independence fos-
tered. Charity in exceptional
cases is unfortunately neees-
sary, but used indiseriminately

Public health, suitable ac-
commodation, = ganitary aps
pliances, clean streets, and a
healthy envu'o/nment are the re-
sponsibility of the Municipal
Council, and in conpection with
the geuntry generally it devolves
upon the Gavernment. The fol-
lowing cutting from s reeent
London paper illustrates how en-
ergetically this matter is be!ng
dealt with in England, and in
another artigle we shall briefly
outline what further steps can
be taken here:

THE HOUSING PROBLENM.
190 Milkon Scheme Nearly Completed.

Over 184,000 houses have been
built under the Act of 1919, according

to the fourth annual sepert of the |

Ministry of Health. At the end of 1922
fewer than 17,000 heuges remained to
be completed under tiHis secheme,
while tenders had been approved for
13,000, and 9,455 had been started.
The, total capital cost of asgisted
bousing schemes will be about £190,
000,000, or “about £1,080 per house,
The amount which Parliament will be
asked to vote as a grant in aid of the
deficit on housing schemes during
1923-24 is £8,710, 000.

silver specie to the value et sabout
£4,000,000 sterling have been recov-
ered from the sunken vessel and
lodged in the Bank of Emgland, as a
result of the salvage operations con-
ducted hy the Navy. These operations,
which were begun in 1918, have been
carried out by divers from HMS.
Racer, the Admiralty salvage ship,
guarded by destroyers. There were
many interruptions due to bad wea-
ther and other circumstances. It 18
anticipated in official quarters that
the work will be finished about the
end of September. Naval personnel
only have been employed on the op-
erations, and the fact that despite the
dificulties they should have been so
successful, and free from untoward
happening is regarded as a notable
achievement. The Laurentic, a steam-
ship of of 14,892 tons, was sunk 16
miles from Lough Swilly in 20
fathoms of water, In her strong room
was bullion worth approximately
£5,000,000, consigned by the British
Government to American bankers,
and of this all but 180 gold bars has
now been recovered. Last year the
Government sent to the scene of the
salvage operations a professor, who
had impressed the Admiralty with a
scheme for locating the gold with a
device which operated something af-
ter the manner of a divining rod. The
diver was armed with & special spear,
with which he prodded the sand and
mud covering the wreck, On the deck
of the Racer was & galvanometer, &
sort of clook with the hand pointing
to sero, When the diver speared a
plece of iron or other base metal the
hand went to the left. When ¥he
touched gold the L J
HAND YEERED TO THE RIGHT,
and veered further to the right when
he touched 18-carat than if he speared
a 9-carat bar. The work of the divers
is frequently hazardous. Not only is
there-the risk of faintness, of turning
| tu-tle, and rising rapidly feet fore-
m~-* to the surface, but they are also
sub,cct to sudden attacks by huge
dog-fish, and deadly fights take place.
Two accidents happened this year. In
one case the heavy leaden shoe of a
diver came off, and he came shooting
up straight to the top. A loose shoe
was also the cause of the other acci-
dent. A second diver went down to as-
sist his mate to make it fast, and,
while stooping, the weights round his
neck and chest dropped off and he
came to the top feet uppermost. He
was seen bobbing about on-the sur-
face 90 feet astern, and mnearly dead
when he got aboard. He was placed
inside a big boiler, and a fresh supply
of air was pumped into him to reduce
the blood bubbles. Too much pumped
air is liable to be fatal, and alto-
gether it is-.a very difficult operation,
but, happily, in this case it was suc-
cessful. The Racer returns to Port
Alon, Lough Swily, between five and
six every night, and after she is

moored, the boxes of gold are loaded |

into a cutter in charge of the bullion
officer and taken to the destroyers
Sarpedon or Raider, the two boats de-
tailed for the work, and which are
anchored off the Lough Swilly coast.
‘When the recovered bullion 4s worth
about g million sterling the destroyer,
with her precious cargo, steams for
Chatham, whence it is taken secretly
and guarded to the Bank of England.
The divers get a share of 1-32nd part
of the value of what is recovered.
Last year the share was 1-16th, but
so much was salved that the authori-
educed the rate of the - prize-
meady. The wear and tear of the
divers’ hands indicate the arduous-
ness of their work. They have scarcely
any vestige of finger nails, and their
fingers are much cut about. Hvery
night before the diver last down
leaves the wreck he places a charge
of dynamite against any portion of
fron. work which interferes with ac-
cess to the bullion chamber. This is
fired by dropping a piece of tin into
the water and making contact. The
effect of the explosion is that the sur-
face of the water is covered with fish
stunned by the shock, and they pro-
vide the first course for dinner at
night.

Montreal’s “Cockroach Squad”—the
flying automobile patrol that scours
the city from nine o’clock each night
to six o’clock in the morning— is
routing burglars and suspicious vis-
itors, and in the fifteen days the
seven cars have been operating seri-
ous robberies have dropped almost
50 per cent. while some twenty-five
undesirables have been ordered out
of town, and have obeyed.
Nightly prowlings of the patrol’s
light-running cars and the sudden-
ness with which their -occupants

ed nooks and corners have earned the
squad the police nickname of “Cock-
roach.” The squad, combrising six
sergeants with chauffeurs in light
ears and the usual “strong arm
gang” from detective headquarters,
bas already proven the merit of the
polioy instituted by Plerre Belanger,
Chief of Police, to combat eroock ac-
tivities, especially in the rich busi~
ness and residential sections of the .

felt on the continent of Hurope. This |
little Island lying at the very door of !
the Great Republic was sure to be
smitten with the epidemic ot emigra~
tion.

But in those days the emigrntlon,
was chiefly confined to St. John's and '
gome of the larger towns in our coun=
try, and the emigrants in the main |
were of the sea-fearing and ﬂshmgl
class. But to-day the emigrants are‘
not confined to any “particular class,
nor are they conflned to our city of £t. l
John’s and the other cities of our
country, because we find that every
little town, village and hamlet in ev-
ery District in the Island af® becom=
ing depopulated—their homes, fishing
gear, boats, tfaps, ete., disposed of,
and the people compelled to seek a
living in a foreign land. There must
be a cause for all this. It would be in- I
teresting to know how many of our‘
people have left our shores during the
past three years. It is very question-
able if we have one-half the fishermen
prosecuting the Labrador fishery that
we had say, ten years ago.
