Whn Truth Is Stranger Than Fiction.
Colncldencee In life are stranger 

than anything in Action, and are often 
so startling and Improbable as to as­
sume the appearance of fate.

The disaster of the Blackpool ex­
press recalls one of the most remark­
able of these strange happenings. A 
tew years ago an Insurance man, who 
was accustomed to make railway 
journeys, had the uncomfortable ex­
perience of having a wheel break dir­
ectly beneath his seat while the train 
wad going at full speed. By a for­
tunate jump he narrowly escaped 
with his life. This incident natural­
ly made a strong impression on him.

Some weeks afterwards he took the 
same train, and, as it happened, al­
most the same seat As he was chat­
ting with a fellow passenger he chan­
ced to look out of the winodw, and 
recognized the landscape and the spot 
of his narrow escape. Naturally he 
told the other passenger the story of 
the broken wheel.

Charles Dlchens’s Ordeal.
"Here's the exact spot where It hap­

pened,” he said. “The train was mak­
ing about the same speed. It was the 
most terriffc grinding noise I ever 
heard. It makes me tremble to think 
of it. Great heavens! here it comes 
again!”

The identical accident had actually 
happened on the same train between 
the same two field adjoining the track 
and the victims of this strange coin­
cidence barely escaped in the same 
manner as before.

A curious railway accident coinci­
dence was also associated with the 
death of Charles Dickens—a man who 
was dogged throughout his life by 
the most perplexing coincidences. 
When returning from France on June 
9th, 1865, at Staplehurst the train tell 
through a bridge, and the carriage in 
which he was seated hung down thé 
side of the chasm. Dickens escaped 
death as by a miracle, and in com­
menting on his escape he wrote:—

"I can never be much nearer part­
ing company-with my readers for ever 
than I was then, until there shall be 
written against by life the two words 
—‘The End.’ ”

The great novelist never fully re­
covered from the shock, and these 
two words were written by death five 
years later on exactly the same day 
of the same month—the anniversary 
of the railway accident.
