Trains on the W. G. & B. Railway.

‘We cordially endorse what the Drayton
Enterprise says respecting the present in-
convenient time of running the trains on
this voad. * The fall trade,” it says,
“has so much increased that an extra
mixed train is put on in order to move
off the freight as fast as it comes in. The
passenger train might do considerable
more in their line if they were runat a
much more seasonable time' of the day-
The present arrangement is not at all be-
neficial to loeal travelling, and the peo-
ple of this part of the County of Wel-
lington are no better accomodated by the
railway than by the old stage coach,
which would leave them in Guelph nearly
as early in the afternoon as the railway
does now, and only cost about the same
fare. The stage fare is one dollar and
the railway fare is 95 cents, and the only
advantage to the traveller is that the
time is considerably shortened on the
road. If the company would run a traim
eastwards, leaving here, say 8 o’clock in
the morning, arriving in Guelph at about
9:30 ; then have the train running west

“ has so much increased that an extra
mixed train i put on in order to move
off the freight as fast as it comes in. The
pagsenger train might do considerable
more in their line if they were runat a
much more seasonable time of the day-
The present arrangement is not at all be-
neficial o loeal travelling, and the peo-
ple of this part of the County of Wel-
lington are no better accomodated by the
railway than by the old stage coach,
which would leave them in Guelph nearly
as early in the afternoon as the railway
does now, and only cost about the same
fare. The stage fare is one dollar and
the railway fare is 95 cents, and the only
advantage to the traveller is that the
time is considerably shortened on the
road. If the company would run a train
eastwards, leaving here, say 8 o’clock in
theé morning, arriving in Guelph at about
9:30; then have the train running west
leave Guelph at 4:30 or 5 o’clock, p.m.,
arriving here about 6 o’clock, then our
farmers could take their passage on board
the cars, go to the County Town, do
their business and come home the same
day, but under the present arrangements
they will have to stay over night, and
come home the following day.

The New Local Government.

The Opposition papers, headed by
the Mail, are busy pouring out their
wvials of wrath on the heads of the
members of the new Government.
‘This much was fully expected, for no |
one supposed for a moment that any |
arrangement for the rcconstruction |
of the Cabinet would meet with the
approval of these captious objectors.
In any case it is their business to
find fault. . They have for months
past attacked the members of the
late Government with a virulence
and persistency which was never
equalled in our political history.
Charges of a most malicious character
have been preferred against them,
and reiterated day after day till they
became disgusting even to the party
who are accustomed to draw their
political opinions from such papers.

It was not in the nature of things,
therefore, that the newly formed
Cabinet, especially the new members
should be allowed to take office with.
out subjecting themselves to the usual
modicum of abuse, and to have a snap
Judgment at once pronounced that
they are unfit for the work that lies
before them, and incompetent to ad-
minister the Government of this
Province.

Time alone will give the lie to such
assertions. For the present it is suf-
ficient that the new Government pos-
esses the fullest confidence of the
great party to which its members be-
long, that it will moreover obtain the

“confidence of the Leégislative Assem-
bly, and through it of the majority of
the people of this Province. Forthe
future its policy and measures must be
the criterion of its continued popular-
ity and strength. But we have full faith
in its willingness and ability to cope
with such measures as may be neces-
sary for the final settlement of great
questions still in abeyance, and for
maturing such measures as shall be
most conducive to the growth and
future prosperity of the Province.

The Hon. Mr. Mowat has been the
chief object of the attacks by the
Conservative press. The Mail, especi-
ally, had shown a very bad example
In its savage onslaughts on the
Premier. It seeks to cast a stain on
his character, which whether as a pri-
vate individual, as a politivian, and
latterly as a Judge, is unsullied. In
the face of more than a dozen notable
Pprecedents, it condemns his course
in descending from the Bench to en-

ter again the arena of politics.

In its rage at the success
of the party tactics in securing

-for a leader such an able and

consistent- politician, it disgraces-

* itself by insinuating ‘that he mani

fested a party bias in his decision on
the South Grey election case in 1871,
and thus seeks in. the meanest pos.
sible way to throw a cloud of sus-
picionon the hitherto unsullied repu
tation and high and pure character
of our judges. Isit not strange that
until Mr Mowat left the bench no|
such suspicion was ever before whis-
pered? Is it notstrange that if there
had been the slightest shadow of
ground for such suspicion, an appeal
was not entered by the party most
interested, and an attempt made to
obtain a reversal of the decision?
But nothing of the kind was done,
for it was felt on all hands that a
righteous judgment had been ren-
dered by Mr. Mowat, and it is now
left toa paper which seeks to blacken
the character of every public man
opposed to it, to fasten a charge
which no one believes but itself.
The Government enter on their
duties under the most favourable cir-
cumstances. But the work before
them is of no light character. They
have but a short time in which to
mature their measures for the com-
ing session, and they may lay their
account that these measures will be
subjected to the severest criticism
by their opponents. But we have
every confidence in their ability to
grapple with all questions which may
come under their consideration, and
we have’ every hope that in the ap-
proaching session we shall have such
valuable and necessary legislation as
will satisfy a large majority of the
representatives in the House, and a
still larger majority of the people.

In the ten months ending June
30th 1872, the imports into the
United States exceeded the exports
to the extent of $93,005871. This
does not look like a very healthy
state of affairs among our neighbors.
