THE LACROSSE CHAMPIONSHIP.

The mighty question of the Champion-
ship of the Wiorld is to be settled in this
little town of ours—so say the announce-
ments of the forthcoming lacrosse mateh
petween the MoNTREAL SmAmnocks and
e CavanNawaca INpiaxs, - This match
will sndonbtedly be the most exciting
land intéresting mateb that has ever been
played in Guelph.

ed therewith. In January last he re-
ecived a communication through ~Mr.
Marling,.of Toronta, recuesting him to
officiate for two weeks in the pulpit of the
church at Guelph. This was followed by
a request to continue his ministrations
through the month of February, and ul-
timately by a call upon: the 1st of April.
Certain bers of the gregati
were very desirous that the retiring min-
ister, Mr. Clarke, “Should remain, and
therefore, the call, though of a majority,
was not unanimous ; but as the reasons
for this had noroot in objections to
himself personally, and as he had already
had Mr. Clarke’s frank statement that it
was impossible «for the latter” to remaln,
he felt justified in accepting the ecall.
He felt a reluctance to-doing se for other
reasons—some having reference to his
being a stranger in Canads ; but after
conference with brethren of the ministry,
and earnest prayer, he had overcome this
ﬁeling. It was subsequently thought
desirable, in view of a near meeting of a
committee of the church, in reference to
some matters personally affeoting him,
that he should place his call sgain in the
hands of the church. He cordially con-
curred in this. At that meeting, on.the
26th June, the call was unanimously ve-
newed, and he had accepted it. These

were the causes why the present oceve-
mony had been so long delayed.

Mr. Allworth put the second question,
as to the views of Mr. Manchee regard-
ing the doetrine and government of the
church. In reply Mr. Manchee read a
clear and lucid statement embodying
these.

Aftera dediocatory prayer, the Rev. Mr.
Unsworth extendedothe right hand of
fellowship to Mr. Manchee, on behalf. of
the Congregational pastors, and Mr.
Wardrope gave a similar greeting as the
répresentative of the Presbyterian minis-

ters.

The Rev. W. F. Clarke proceeded: to
deliver the ‘* Address to the Minister,”
| Commencing with a few graeeful deproea-
tory remarks, he proceeded to say that
much personal piety was the pre-
requisite for the office of a Christian
pastor. The brightest ornaments of the
church were peculiarly holy and deyoted
men. This was peculiarly necessary to a
man’s efficiency in the ministry, and even
the bardened sinner would cateh. the
holy fire from the kindling eye and glow-
ing face of the zealous pastor. Next o
piety came preaching, lhefhiet officia}
duty of the pastor. It was'said the pul-
pit was on the wane, and that truth was
flowing through other ehannels, especi-
ally through the religious press ; and he
would specify some of the defects which
should be carefally avoided. His brother
should strive after deep earnestness, sim-
plicity and diréotness ; thorough and in-
tense ovangelicism ; & determination jo
admiration ; and the-baptism oéthe Hely
preach to win souls, rather than gain men’s
Spirit. He had inteaded to refer to the
pastorate and pastoral work generally,
but he would forbear. He closed an elo-
gpent speech by quoting 2 Tim.,iv, 1t 5.

The Aiwnerican newspapersare turn-
ing their attention to our political
scandal, and several of them have
lengthy editorial notices, containing
some shrawd and well directed criti-
cism.

The New York I)mIr/ Bulletin of
the 8th inst. says:

It raised the point
that it had no authority to examine wit-
nesses under oath ; and altogether mani-
fested an unmismkable intention to sup-
press any facts that might be damagivg
to the reputation of the political party
now in powet in Canada.

But, Jike a thunderbolt in a clear sky,
evidence has been published which clear-
ly proves thet the very worst charges of
corruption relative to the Pacific Rail-
road contract (in Canada, not in tlLe
United States) were in no respect exag-
gerated. It also appears that the Cana-
dians Ii-ve very little to boast of at our
expens: d that their public men have
exhibited a truly American aptitude for
gathering the <pu11» of railroad legisla-
twn

The sum and substance of the matter
is thigy Sir Hugh Allan found out that
the obtaining of the charter for the Rail-
road Company which he represented de-
pended on political favor. Sir John A.
Macdonald was the head of the New Do-
minion cabinet, but his pnu( de; ]y( nded
on the votes of a phalanx of forty
members of Parlinment known
French party, who always voted, like so |
many sh at the bidding of Sir ‘
George 13. Cartier, who died within the |
last few months. This party held the |
balance of power in Parlinment, and |
could at any time turn the Premier out |
of office and instal his rivals in power.

Last Fall there was an election for |
members of Parliament, and Sir Hugh
Allan operated so judicicusly among the
“ independent voters " of.Lower Canada,
that even Sir George Cartier himself
was very much astonished at finding out
that his election depended on his sup-
port of his (Allan's) railrtbad scheme.
Cartier, like a genuine politician, accept-
\ed the situation, was elected, and by the

otes of hisadherents Sir John A. Macdon-
ald was continued in power as Premier. In
due time the Premier accorded the Pacific
Railroad contract and all its valuable
franchiss to Sir Hugh Allan’s company,
and all Canada and part of England went
off into high ecstacies at the prospects. of
a purely Canadian highway across the
continent that would eclipse all its Ameri-
can rivals, P

The New York Zribune of the Sth
inst. corcludes a column article in
the foliowing paragraph:

Thete seems to be nothing to add to
this disgracefnl story. The policy adopt-
ed by Sir Hugh Allan and his associates
gave them the control of the Canada
Pacific Railway and ihe contract for
building it. We have his own 8tatement
that he paid $343,000 in gold and distri- |
buted $8350,000 in shares among influ
ential persons, in order to gain the rich
prize at which he aimed. That the
morey and shares were used to corrnpt
the elections and some members of the
Goverament is almost positively proved
by these letters, the authenticity of which |
has not been denied. ‘This part of the!
offence heightens the nefariousness o
the whole trar on. The objections
plazed by the Canadian Piemier in the
way of a full investigation of the circum-
stances under which the Allan contract
was proeured, and the lack of zeal shown
by that ofticial in hisleonduct of the affair,
will be taken as strong circumstantial
evidence against him. How deeply other
members of the Government may be in-
volved we are left to guess. Tho whole
business is & new proof of the corrupting
power which may arise from great rail
way schemes.

The New York FExpress of the Tth
inst. says:

These statements need little comment.
They are clear evidences of corruption ;
and yet the majority of three cn the
Committee appointed to ipvestigate the
affair have substantially refused to com-
mence their labours—evidently inspired
by the Government—on the ground that
they cannot examine the witnesses on
oath without special legislation. This
procedure leads oune to the conclusion
that the Government are afraid cf a trial
—are conscious, in fact, that they could
not clear their reputation if placed on
the witness stand.  If they have proof of
their innocence, let them bring it for-
ward and discomfit their accusers. It is
to be hoped that Mr. Huntington will
continue his well-directed efforts, and
that Le will, in the public nterest, pur-
sue those members of the Dominion Par-
liament who have shared or taken bribes
to the bitter end.
