Town and County News
The trout fishing season ended on the 

1st inst., and will remain closed till the 
1st of next May. Quail may be shot from 
this time up to the 1st of January.

Cattle Fair.— The Mount Forest cat­
tle fair held on Wednesday last was very 
largely attended. A considerable num­
ber of sales were effected. The average 
rates were : Oxen, per yoke, $75 to $100; 
steers, SCO to $65 ; cows, $20 to $30 ; 
heifers, $16 to $20.

Eclipse of the Moon. — The eclipse 
of the moon on Sunday morning was ob­
served by a good many in town. When 
tho eclipse was at its height, the disc of 
the moon was all but covered, only a 
very email part being visible. Viewed 
through a glass the orb under eclipse 
presented a beautiful appearance.

Mount Forest Rate.—At a meeting of 
the village Council held on Wednesday 
evening last, the rate for the current year 
was fixed at thirty-three mills in the 
dollar, apportioned os follows;—County 
rate, three mills; village rate, one mill ; 
school equivalent, one mill ; general 
school rate, thirteen mills ; school by-law, 
four mills ; railway by-law, eleven mills. 
The total valuation of Mount Forest is 
$200,000—the sum to be raised in the 
way of taxes this year will therefore be 
$6,600.

J. W. Bengough, Grip’s cartoonist, who 
intends to make a tour westward, will 
give his lecture, on the “ Pleasantries of 
Public Life,” in the Town Hall here on 
Friday, 13th November.

Confession of a Murderer.
The girl Elizabeth Jones, now in conÿr 

finement in the penitentiary for the 
murder of her cousin, in the township of 
Delaware, in theÿear 1868, has made à 
most startling statement, the purport of 
which has been known for several weeks, 
but which is only now given to the pub­
lic. The facts of the crime were that the 
deceased girl, Mary Jones,aged 12 years 
visited her uncle’s Thos. Jones’ house 
one afternoon in the summer ol 18G8,and 
on returning in the evening was waylaid 
and beaten to death with a heavy club. 
The body was found three days after the 
dc.eS, tramped into a mud-hole in the 
sugar bush and covered with leaves. The 
skull was broken, and the whole body 
bruised ard disfigured. Circumstances 
led to the arrest and conviction of her 
uncle Thomas Jones,who was duly exe­
cuted in this city in December, 1868,'and 
his daughter Elizabeth, who, after con­
fessing that she did the deed, and giving 
a circumstantial account of a suppositi­
ons quarrel with her cousin, was senten­
ced to t>*e pententitary for ten years. 
Although her evidence at the trial went 
to clear her father, implicating herself, 
the jury and the public all believed him 
guilty. On the scaffold his last words 
asserted his complete innocence. He 
dropped while loudly declaring he had no 
guilt to feel. The girl in prison has now 
made a written statement in which she 
says that she did not know anything of 
the murder until about eleven o’clock 
that night, when her father came to her 
bedside and commanded her to ay that 
she did the deed, if it shoii’d be found 
out, or if any of the family were arrested 
and found guilty ; that her cousin and 
she had bad a quarrel ; that her cousin 
struck her first ; that when she struck

Attempted Suicide in Bruce- 
On Saturday morning last a shocking 

event occurred on the 3rd con. of Bruee 
whieh created a little excitement in that 
neighbourhood. It appears that a man 
named John Lamont, the+N*ould-be self- 
destroyer, went to the house of Mr. John 
McPhail on the previous day, and re­
mained there over over night, being al­
lowed the privilege of sleeping upstairs 
with Mr. MoPhail’s children. When the 
children got up in the morning Lamont, 
in order to secure a favorable opportu­
nity for the perpetration of the fiendish 
act be, doubtless, during the night had 
contemplated, complained of being un­
well, and, .accordingly, was allowed to 
sleep lohger, with the promise of his 
breakfast whenever he would get up. 
After being left alone in the room, in or­
der to render his attempt more success­
ful, Lamont shaved his neck clean, and 
then thrust the razor into it three times, 
cutting himself in a fearful manner. 
This was about nine o’clock, and Mrs. 
McPhail, hearing an unusual noise, 
looked up and saw Lamont on his knees 
with his face in his hands ; she thought 
he might be praying. However,he lifted 
hie head, aqd immediately after asking 
him whether he was better, she fell into 
a swoon, perceiving that the man had 
cut his throat. The little girl .seeing her 
mother'fainling,ran out for her brothers, 
who went up stairs and found Lamont 
still on his knees, with a razor in his 
hand, and blood running from his throat. 
The neighbors were instantly called in 
and Dr. Paterson sent for. _ When asked 
who cut his throat, he replied : “ I did it 
myself, and no other person had any­
thing to do with it.’’ The doctor dressed 
the wounds, and Lamont bids fair for re­
covery. A warrant of commitment was 
made out by Mr. M. L. McKinnon, J. P., 
and on Saturday he was conveyed to 
Walkerton to await his trial. Twenty 
years ago the man owned two or three 
farms in this district, but, under circum­
stances unknown to us, he left, and it 
was not until lately that ho came from 
the States. On arriving here, and wit­
nessing the happiness and prosperity of 
the sober and industrious on and around 
tho farms he once possessed, and of 
which he might have been the happy 
owner now had it not been for whiskey, 
he commenced to hate himself, hie rea­
son became more subdued until he com­
mitted the fearful act which all but com­
pleted another victory for King Alcohol.

Christopher Kress, of Preston, was re­
called. His evidence was in reference to 
circumstances which had occurred be­
tween the plaintiff and Dr. Tuck, at his 
hotel in Preston, while the parties, with 
the defendant, were visiting there in 
July, 1872.

The witness was subjected to a severe 
cross-examination by Mr. Blake, but the 
evidence coutamed nothing very definite.

Monday, Oct. 26.
This case was resumed tlfis morning at 

half-past ten. The first witness called

James Smith, bar-keeper, Kress Hotel, 
Preston, in July, 1872, who said that he 
saw Mrs. Peterson and Dr. Tuck in the 
garden in rear of the house on the night 
of the 9th or 10th, he saw Mrs. P. be­
tween one and four o’clock in the bath­
room in her chiinese, and by her appear­
ance thought lier either intoxicated or 
insane. She had a very black eye. 
After she left I found in her room tw<> 
wine bottles and two brandy bottles.

Mary Ahrens, a servant at the Royal 
Hotel, Berlin, in August, 1872, testified 
that she, went to Mrs. Peterson’s bed­
room for a pitcher, and found her lying 

bed, ana Dr. Tuck lying across the 
foot of the bed. No one else was in the 
room at the time.

Arrest and Confession of Nana Saliib.
Calcutta, Oct. 25.—Nana Sahib has 

been surrendered into the hands of the 
British officers by the Maharajah of Scin­
de. It is understood that a letter from 
Nana to the Maharajah, asking for pro­
tection, first revealed the whereabouts of 
tbe Chieftain, and led to his capture; 
In his confession to the political agent, 
the prisoner declared that he was the 
famous Nana Sahib, admitted that, he 
took a leading part in the Mutiny, but 
denied he had anything to do with the 
Cawnpore massacre. He gave an inter­
esting account of his subsequent wander­
ings in Bhoolan, Assam, and Bareity- 
The prisoner, however, after making this 
confession, sought to withdraw it. 
Physicians have examined him, and ex­
press a doubt as to bis identity, because 
his appearance is too youthful. A surge­
on who was in Cawnpore at the time of 
the revolt, and often saw Nana Sahib 
failed to recognize the prisoner as theman. 
Other witnesses have been summoned. 
The Maharajah of Scinde, at first sought 
to have it stipulated that the man’s life 
should be saved, but he afterwards sur­
rendered him unconditionally to the 
British authorities, who placed him iu 
irons. Bala, a brother of Nana Sahib,, 
has also been captured.

Burglary in Alton.—Shortly after 
midnight on Saturday, the store of Mr. 
Westerville was entered by burglars, who 
appear to have made a thorough and 
systematic search of the establishment, 
with a view to secure the most valuable 
articles contained in it. Money to the 
amount of $20, and goods, the value of 
which is not known, rewarded the search 
of the . miscreants. Such precautions 
were observed by the robbers that their 
discovery is doubtful.

Death of an Unknown Man.—A young 
man by the name of Asa House, died at 
Listowel, on the 15th inst. ’ Although 
told he was going to die, and perfectly 
sensible to the last, he steadfastly refused 
to give the name and addresses of hie 
relatives. It is supposed that he was

sent to prison he would soon get her out, 
of course, She says, “ I did not know 
tho difference. I thought it was all right 
when my father said so. I know that it 
was wrong to swear falsely, but I must 
tell you candidly that my father told me 
before that if be was found guilty he 
would ho hanged, and, sir, you know it 
was very much against my wish to see 
my father hanged if I could save him in 
the least.” She describes her cousin’s 
visit on the day of the murder, and says 
she returned with her a part of the way, 
bidding her good-bye in the field. ' She 
then goes on :—“ There was no one that 
knew anything about the case until my 
father told me iu the night, and he told 
me not to tell my mother or any of the 
rest what he had told me. I told him 
that I would not, and have kept my 
promises laithfully. I did what he asked 
me to, and I always said that it was me 
that done the crime until now.” This 
confession creates immense interest in 
the country, where the murder was a 
whole year’s sensation.

Fatal Accident.
A sad accident occurred near Mount 

Forest on the hill near Mr. Yeoman’s 
saw mill on Tuesday evovinp 20th inst., 
which resulted in the death of a man 
named John Hutchinson, farmer, a ten­
ant of the Howard farm, West Owen 
Sound Road, Arthur township, two miles 
south of Mount Forest. The facts appear 
to be about as follows :—Hutchinson had 
been attending the fair at Durham on the 
day in question, and started from OTlon- 
nor’s hotel, Mount Forest, on his way 
home, about half past six in the evening.

A True Reformer.
The powerful and suggestive speech 

made by Mr. Blake at Aurora bas 
been, since its delivery, the almost 
exclusive subject of political discus­
sion. Some writers seem to regard 
it as premature, as m the fullest 
sense “disturbing,” and even as 
slightly revolutionary. Others,agai», 
accustomed only to the old cockpit 
style of political warfare, which has 
prevailed for so many years in this 
country, and m their narrow, preju- 
diced and partizan vision, seeing 
nothing beyond this limit, and are 
have raised the shout that the 
speaker is about to leave the Reform 
party ; that this speech is the key­
note of the new departure; and 
gloating over the hoped-for split in 
the Reform ranks, they (the Conser­
vatives) are prepared to hail the for­
mation of a new party^in the hope 
that their own, which is now beaten, 
battered and powerless, may once 
more seize the reins of power, and 
fatten on the spoils of office. A third, 
and we believe more numerous and 
more tolerant, class in the commu­
nity, view it in a different light.
They regard it as an etfort to elevate 
the political standard by introducing 
new topics and new themes in the 
discussion, of which bur people will 
lose sight of the dead past, with its 
bitter memories, its constant crimi­
nations, and its old feuds. Whatever 
may be their opinion of the questions 
started by Mr. Blake, they see noth- 
ing revolutionary in bringing them 
up or in discursing them. Some of 
them have alieady formed the sub­
ject of debate, and others, though 
more subtle and abstract in their 
nature, are yet legitimate themes on 
which the statesman, the political 
philosopher, or even the common 
politican may descant without the 
necessity of reverting to old issues, 
or raking up the old sores, and mis­
takes and iniquities of our past poli­
tical history.

Mr. Blake assumes the whole res­
ponsibility lor his utterances at Au 
rora, but as a man of independent 
thought, and L uking at the grave 
possibilities of t îe future, he did not 
hesitate to discuss questions which 
have already engaged, or assuredly 
will, largely engage public attention.
The chief of these are, the Constitu­
tion of the Senate, the Independence 
of Parliament and purity of election, 
compulsory voting, the recognition 
and adjustment of the principle of 
the representation of minorities, and 
our relations to the Empire. It is 
not our purpose at present to 
enter into the merits of any 
-of these subjects, but who- 
ever reads them ever cannot but 
came to the conclusion that not only 
as abstract questions, but in tlieir 
bearing towards this country, they 
a~e of the utmost importance ; and 
now that they are openly and boldly, 
placed in the arena of public discus­
sion, they cannot be ignored or 
driven out of sigh*. And why should 
they be ? Is it more patriotic to ob­
stinately shut our eyes to the proba­
bilities of the future, and regard 
these changes as revolutionary inno­
vations, or in the true spirit of refoi m 
to take them up as healthy subjects 
for thought and discussion, so that if 
they are to be classed among the in­
evitable issues to which we are drift­
ing, we may have them viewed in 
every aspect, and discussed from 
every stand-point. The former 
course would be but carrying out the 
traditional policy of the Conservative
__the latter would be the aim and
purpose of the genuine Reformer.
We need not a<k to which of the two 
parties Mr. Blake belongs. He has 
not a particle of sympathy with Con­
servatives, and his services and devo- 
lion to the Reform party should for­
bid the slightest suspicion that he is 
proving unfaithful to, or is about to 
desert, the latter.

Mr. Blake does not come before 
the country as the author and apos­
tle of a new creed, nor does he aspire 
to be the founder of -a new party.
But we take it that he is impressed 
with the belief that the old dead \s.- 
sues should at least bo decent- 

* ly buried and— if possible — for­
gotten: that the tendency of public 
thought is in the direction 
of larger and more important ques­
tions which aftect our future, which 
will form attractive subjects of con­
sideration to all intelligent minds, 
and especially to the youth oi this 
country, who are beginning to inter­
est themselves in public allairs, and 
whose hopes and aspirations—albeit 
they may he too high pitched—never 
theless indicate menial life and ac­
tivity, and in time Xviil get toned 
down. The ideas to which he has 
given definite shape are not original, 
for thinking men have for years been 
revolving them in their own minds.
In such shape they have now baeu 
placed before the public, and have 
become public property. We can 
see in this speech, therefore, no new 
departure—far less the attempt to 
form a new party. But we see in it 
the giving shape and tangible form 
to ideas which had been vaguely 
floating through the public mind— 
some of which, after fruitless discus­
sion. may bi shelved among the im 
possibilités, and some of which, as 
Mr. Blake says, “may yet be crystal! 
ized into Acts of Parliament.” For 
our part we are content to let them 
be tried bv their merits If thev n<bH>ted for genteel residences, (and will , in* uiea uy iiivu uieiitB. ii mey fonl ybesold to those wLo will bargain to put 
possess the germs which will m time UPgood buildings), 
bud into legislation—if they are right I PJe 
11 principle, and possess political vi­
tality—no opposition can destroy 
them ; and if they are nothing t ut 
the dream of a political enthusiast, 
they will sooner or later come to

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Illicit Distillery in Amaranth.
The following case was tried at the 

Toronto Assizes on Thursday last 
The Queen vs. Hicks and Evans.— 

Mr. ft. M. Fleming appeared for the 
Crown : Mr. D. L. Scott, Orangeville, 
appeared fer the defendant Evans alone. 
The defendant Hicks was not repre­
sented.

This w#s a prosecution by the Crown 
against the parties for illicit distilling. 
They charged that the parties made 50 
gallons of spirits without license. There 
were other counts in the declaration, 
and these with their penalties were set 
out. Mr. Fleming opened the case for 
the Crown by relating the events that 
had taken place at the time of the en­
trance on the premises by the Inspector 
of Inland Revenue. He called evidence.

Charles Edward Romain, Inspector of 
Inland Revenue, was at the village of 
Waldemar, in the township of Amar­
anth, on the 6th of May, 1872, on infor­
mation he had received ; went there 
with Mr. James Gow, the Collector of 
Inland Revenue ; they found a man and 
woman engaged, when they reached the 
spot, rolling a barrel of spirits into the 
Grand River ; he ordered them to desist, 
which they did, and he proceeded to 
take an inventory of the plant and appa­
ratus on the premises. The man gave 
his name as W. J. Johnson. Mr. Ro­
main described the situation as about 
four or five rods from a tavern kept by 
Hicks and Evans, and immediately on 
the banks of the river. The man who 
gave his name as ' “ Johnson,” subse­
quently admitted his proper name was 
Hicks, and that the Woman spoken of 
was his wife. The informer said the

Sarties were Robert Hicks and Alexan- 
er Evans, and were the proprietors of 
the tavern, an old ashery close by, and 

the distillery. Mr. Romain could identi­
fy Hicks, but he could not identify 
Evans, whom he had not seen ; but he 
believed the first information he bad re­
ceived was correct, as subsequent-events 
all proved the correctness of what he 
had been told. Parties wishing go into 
distilling make application to the Collec­
tor of Inland Revefiue. This application 
must be approved by the District In­
spector, (the office filled by the witness.) 
There had been no such application in 
this case. The barrel of spirits he sup­
posed was made there as the filterer was 
there. The spirit ranked in taste and 
quality with the ordinary “ Swamp 
whiskey,” as it was called. The duty 
was 63 cents per proof gallon at that 
time. The schedule he produced was 
made in triplicate. They had the ma­
terials for mashing, distilling, and recti­
fying, the latter as far as they could 
do so. They must have worked more 
than one day before they got there. He 
thought the capacity of the place would 
be equal to two barrels per week. 
There were no returns made from this 
distillery ; it would be the last thing 
they would do. It appeared about 9100 
worth of property,, whiskey and plant 
was sold, and about §30 worth destroyed.

Mr. Scott said he appeared for Evans 
alone. Hicks was not represented. In 
answer to Mr. Scott, Mr. Romain pro­
ceeded to state that his information wrs 
that if he went to the place indicated he 
would find the work in full operation. 
He could not swear that he saw Evans, 
but Evans may have been there. A Sir. 
Dawson, Reeve of the Township of Lu­
ther, acted in their behalf, for Mr. Daw­
son jumped off the train on its ap­
proached to Waldemar, in collusion with 
the conductor of the train, and ran (low n 
to tell the parties that the Inspector was 
coining. Mr. ’Romain jumped off too, 
and rail a race with the Reeve, but the 
latter knew the short cuts better and got 
there in advance. When Mr. Romain 
got there he found the parties rolling 
the barrel as described, and ottievs were 
on the spot. He covered them with his 
revolver telling them his authority, when 
he proceeded as described. He did not 
know anything of the parties more than 
what was given to him by the informer. 
The spirits were about 33 under proof, 
according to test made.

James flow was Collector of Inland 
Revenue, and accompanied Mr. Romain 
on the excursion jtlst described by, him. 
Mr. Gow did not knew any further about 
the offenders than what had been com­
municated by parties giving them infor­
mation. They had found some mill offal 
in the loft of a stable attached to the 
hotel. The man who gave his name ns 
“Johnson,” but afterwards was found 
to be Hicks, appeared to be proprietor 
of the hotel.

This closed the case for the Crowrf.
Mr. Scott said he did not think there 

was any necessity to go into a defence, 
as it had not been stated in evidence 
that Evans was there, nor had he been 
associated with defendant, Hicks, in the 
act complained of.

Mr. Fleming contended, that under 
the Act relating to Inland Revenue, sec. 
158, general evidence might be given,

II is Lordship"decided that there was 
ilo evidence as against Evans.

His Lordship addressed the jury, and 
remarked that as far as Evans was con­
cerned there was no evidence ;• but in the 
case of llieks they could scarcely doubt 
that he had • committed the offence of 
distilling, charged in the first count. The" 
second count charged him with rectify­
ing, was also proved. The third count 
charged double license as penalty. The" 
fourth count charged them with posses­
sion of apparatus ; this was proved also. 
The fifth count charged them with" ne­
glecting to make report with description 
of the apparatus was also held proved. 
And a further penalty for every day in 
which it shall be omitted to make these 

• necessary returns. His Lordship direct­
ed that they should find the charges all 
proved as against Hicks. The penalties, 
he observed, appeared to be heavy, but 
it was the act of the Legislature in fixing 
these penalties.

The jury returned in *20 minutes with 
a verdict acquitting Evans, and a verdict 
for the Crown as regard Hicks, on all 
the counts, including the following pe­
nalties : —Oil the first count $200 ; second 
count $200 ; third count $500, and $63 
(double duty ; fourth count $100 ; fifth 
count $500 ; sixth count"$100, a total of 
$1,663.
