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MINERALS AND MINING

Great Showing on the Maseot—Rich
Ore in the Mayflower—
Sophie Mountain,

Compressor for the Commander—
Salmon River Claims—Monte
Cristo in Solid Ore.

(From the Ressland Miner.)

In the Snowdrop a tunnel has been
started on the ledge that shows a full
face of quartz from whichassays ranging
from $6 to $12 have been obtained.

No. 1 ehaft in the California has six
inches of clean ore, ansl) there is more
or less ore through the entire bottom.
No. 2 shaft on the new north and south
vein has some ore, and everything points
to the near approach to a solid body. In
the lower tunnel there are two feet of
beautiful quartz all heavily mineralized.
The face is improving everv day.

There is no longer any room to doubt
that the Jumbo is a great mine. A solid
body of pay ore has been developed 10 or
12 feet wide, and at least 125 feet long
and over 100 feet high, .

A new ledge from eight to ten feet
wide has been found on the south end of
the Red Mountain, . The discovery was
made through float found in the drift in
which an excavation was being made for
the new compressor plant. This excava-
tion is within a thousand feet of the War
Eagle north side line and very close to
the Mugwump ground.

A strike is reported im the Ivanhoe
shaft, which is down about 35 feet, and
a crosseut tunnel has heen driven in 100
feet to cut the ledge amd connect with
the shaft. Early this week 18 inches of
ore were opened up in the bottom of the
shaft. The ore is the ordinary iron sul-
phide streaked with gray quartz. An
assay showed $10 in gold. The ledge is
five feet wide and the walls well defined.

After being put down 32 feet No. 2
shaft in the Pheshix has two feet of clean
shipping ore in the bottom, and a drift
has been started to the west into the
hill on the vein, which now shows and
has shown from the start two feet of ab-
solutely clean fine-grained pyrrhotite.
This ore carries very little copper, but
averages over-$30 per ton in gold.

The Caledonia company has resumed
work on its very promising property.

1$9,000 cash. Theclaim is considered a
very promising one and ig undoubtedly
traversed by several strong veins.

There is u great showing of ore on the
Mascot. At a depth of 20 feet the ore
body has widened to fully five feet of
very clean, fine looking ore. Superin-
tendent Williams has also started work
in the old Eldorado tunnel which was in
about 70 feet. He has driven it about
25 feet further and Tuesday evening had
a full face of ore, a magnificent showing.

The Butte shaft is down forty feet.
The quartz strata has widened to two
feet and is still sweiling. Much of the
material is sufficiently well mineralized
with copper and iron pyrites to be called
ore, and goyd looking oreat that. The
hanging wall is well defined.

The new five-drill compressor fur the
Commander has arrived and is being put
in place. It is from the Canadian Rand
Drill Company. The bottom of the shaft
is again in mixed copper ore, although
no attempt has been made to follow the
ore in sinking. The ore is perhaps the
tinest ore ever taken from the mine, and
a solid body is expected at any time.

The strike on the Ivanhoe is very im-
portant, gince it has a bearing on all the
district on Bophie mountain. The strike
shows that there is ore on Sophie moun-
tailg and it earries at least a fair value in
gold.

A very pretty ledge of quartz has just
been opened on the Norway, a claim
lying on the east base of 0.K. mountain,
a few thousand feet south of the O.K.
mine. One assay showed $5 in gold.
This is very encouraging. It is a free
milling quartz, resembling closely the
O.K. ore, with the exception that no
galena or copper pyrites can yet be ob-
gerved.

On Baturday the Old Hundred and
Wednesday mineral claims were pur-
chased from the original owners by Red-
din & Jackson and ‘F. J. Walker for
$7,000, practically cash. The property
consists of twenty-nine acres lying be-
tween the Nest Egg, Sunset and Tues-
day mineral claims. [t is-on: Deer Park
mountain, about half ‘a mile from the
business centre of Rossland., The_claim
is very promising. Most of the work
done is on the Old Hundred, which has
a nice showing of good ore in a pros-
pecting shaft. Both veins on the Nest
Egg undoubtedly run through the ground
which also catches some other leads on
which but little work has been done as
vet, from the Goldhunter group.

It
owns the Falu, a claim situated between
Rock and Murphy creeks, and about a
mile northeast of the Highland. At a
depth of only seven feet they went
through a fine ore body showing iron
and quartz.

A strike of very rich ore has been
made in the Mayflower. The tunnel on
the south vein was down 64 feet last
Wednesday and for several days before
there had been 12 inches of orein the
bottom which ran about 170 ounces in
silver and $13 in gold, giving a total
value of about $114 per ton. This is
probably the richest ore, taking it on
the average, ever found in the camp.
Mayflower ore several weeks ago gave a
total value of $56 per ton. It will be
seen, therefore, at a depth of 64 feet the
ore has more than doubled in value.

For the past two weeks the Walters
company, controlling one-half of the
Gold Hunter group, has had a force of
men at work prospecting the property
on the surface.

FAMINE IN INDIA,

Reliet Works Opened in a Number
of Districts — Bismarek’s
Revelations.

The Times on the Presidential Elec-
tion—Soudan Expedition May
Advance to Khartoum.

Loxpox, Nov. 2.—Severe distress is
feared in the districts of Saugur, Jub-
bulpur, Nurrsingpur, Poshdhgabad and
a part of Raipur, and in the central
provinces. The general prospects in
Bengal are gloomy, aud if there is no
rain‘in November- the ‘distress may be
serious in a part of Patnabhajalpur.
These fears, however, are perhaps
exaggerated.. Relief works have
been opened in three districts of
Upper Burmah, and relief is likely to be
wanted everywhere in Berar. Distress
is also expected in Hyderabad, Bhurt-
pur, Dholpur, Jaisalmere, Bikanir, Tonk,
Gwalior, and in parts of Bagkelkhand
and Bundelkand. - The prices of wheat
in the Punjaub are from eightto ten
seers per rupee, in Bombay from ten to
twelve seers. The effect of the railway
facilities will be to inake the distress less
intense.

A few small riote have been reported,
mostly owing to the export of wheat
having the effect of raising prices. The
troops have twice been called out, once
unnecessarily. Several thousand tons
of California wheat have reached Cal-
cutta, and 30,000 tons are believed to
have been bought for India, but the
home prices are said to be rising. When
the news of this report reached Jubbul-
pur the price fell from 815 to 10 seers per
rupee. There are 52,800 persons em-
ployed in relief work.

Sir Richard Temple, who has had ex-
perience in Indian affairs since 1846,
who was at one time secretary to Sir
John Lawrence, finance minister of In-
dia from 1868 to 1874, has been inter-
viewed on the threatened Indian fam-
ine. Sir Richard alluded to the import
of California wheat as a unique
factor in the situation. He said:
‘“It appears that this  wheat
can be loaded at Calcutta
and sold from 8 to 9 seers per rupee.
Such a possibility was never dreamed of
in my time. If this be true it will
suffice o fill the shortage in the Indian
supply. Certainly American wheat sold
in India at that price will suffice the dis-
tressed districts. I do not see the need
for the government to intervene in this

R ;‘W‘W%‘ dome traders
, a0’ “rrthink this isa mat
ter of vital importance, which the ‘gov-

erament should immediately verify if it
is pessible, and if 8o they should not in-
tervene. If the Amaerican supply failed
then I do not think there is sufficient
wheat in India to meet the scarcity, and
the government may have to buy sup-
plies wherever a favorable opportunity
offers.”

In an editorlal on to-day’s election in
the United States the Times warns Brit-
ish investors, in the event of Mr. Brygn’s
election, against frantically throwing
their stoeks upon:a disorganized market.
A dispatch to.the Times from New York
gives as the correspondent’s impression,
gained from an interview with Mr. Me-
Kialey, that he did not seem to regard
a new tariff as a vital necessity to Amer-
ican industry, and did not appear 1o be
animated by hostility towards England.

Special dispatches from New York to
all of the morning papers reflect the im-
pression of the correspondents that there
18 inereasing confidence in the success of
Mr. McKinley. None of them, how-
ever, indulges in any prediction as to
the extent of his majority.

The Queen sent a message to the Vice-
roy of India expressing sympathy with
the people who are suffering from famine
caused by the failure of spmmer rains,
and promising assistance.

A dispatch from Paris to the Chronicle
reports the arrival there of Count Her-
bert Bismarck and says that in conversa-
tion with his intimate associates he de-
fends his father’s disclosures regarding
the entente between Russia and Ger-
many between 1884 and 1890 as neither
genile nor undutiful, but as having been
induced by patriotism.

News has been received from Sucre,
Bolivia, that the commission of foreign
affairs of the senate has presented a mo-
tion in that body for the recognition by
Bolivia of the Cuban insurgents as bel-
ligerents.

The Morning Post has a despatch from
Berlin which reports that the govern-
ment has decided not to prosecute the
authors of the disclosures regarding Ger-
many’s relations with Russia.

The Times this morning announces
tbat it ‘will issue on November 9 a fac
simile reproduction of the Times of
November 9, 1796, containing Washing-
ton’s farewell address.

Sir H. H. Kitchener, commander-in-
chief of the Egyptian troops, started
from Cairo for London this morning to
confer with the British war office in re-
gard to the immediate advance of the
Soudan expedition from Dongola to
Khartoum.

President Zelaya has published a de-
cree granting unconditional amnesty to
the greater part of those prominent in
the Nicaraguan revolution of last Febru-
ary and the conspiracy of September.

The town is very much excited oyer
the Jumbo mine. It seems this mine
has never shipped one pound of ore, yet
at one time the stock was as high as $1

cents. For weeks past no information
could be obtained as to what was going
on at the mine and holders of the
stock were' looking blue. To-day
it tragspires that a large body
of high' grade ore has been in
sight for over a week, and the company
have quietly been making arrangements
to ship. It seems, while running the
tunnel east, a 12-foot vein was passed
over two months ago.

GERMANY EXERCISED.

Recent Revelations Have Caused In-
tense Excitement—The Kaiser
Extremely Indignant,

Germany’s Attitude Towards the
Powers Explicitly Stated—Wil-
helm Feels Safe.

Beruiy, Oct. 31. — Throughout the
week all Germany has been awaiting
further indiscretions upon - the part of
Prince Bismarck’s organ, The Ham-
burger. The correspondent here of the
Associated Press learns, upon excellent
authority, that additional revelations
will ehortly appear regarding the past

eantile concern. The work to be done
by the Provincial Government is busi-
ness in the strictest sense of the term,
and the less of what is generally termed
politics there is mixed up with it the
better for the inhabitants of the Pro-
vince.

The Province, in the matter of poli-
tics, has hitherto, in our opinion, been
on the right track. The people have
chosen their representatives, and the
Government has done its work indepen-
dently of political parties. As far asthe
work of legislation and administration
i8 concerned, there have been in this
Province neither Grit nor Tory—Re-
former nor Conservative. Men have been
chosen t0..manage the public affairs of
the! Province on provincial considera-
tions slone. The people have believed
thém to be the best men to do the busi-
ness of the Province and elected them
without reference to their political
creed —almost, if mnot altogether,
as the directors of ' banks and
joint stock companies are chosen. And
it cannot be truthfully denied that
the system has worked well. The
representatives of the people of the
province of British Columbia have com-
pared favorably with the representatives
of the people of any province of the
Dominion, and the absence of party
#pirit has been beneficial in the trans-
action of public business and in the
maintenance of harmony and ygood feel-
ing in the community. It.will -have to
be said, too, that the affairs of the Prov-
inee have been on the- whole wisely and
uprightly administered.

_.The Province is youne, it is sparsely
]ieopled,» but it has great resources. In
doing the business of such a province
its governments have pursued the
eoursé which business men would have
taken in managing their own priyate
eoncerns under similar circumstances.
They looked to the future and ex-
pended the means at their disposal
and directed their energies largely
in the work of development.
They saw that a liberal expenditure
was necessary in order to make the re-
soyrees of the countiy available, and
they spent liberally. In order to do
this it was necessiry to Lorrow money.
The property was worth improving and
every dellar epént in making public im-
provements was so much added.to the
eapital of the Province. This policy
shocked small-minded economists, who
believed that expenditure should under
no circumstances exceed revenue, and
ruin and bankruptcy were confidently
predicted. But the Province has not been
rained, and is not by any means likely
to become , bankrupt. On the contrary
it has progressed and is progressing at a
rate which has excited the wonder and
the admiration of the other provinces of
the Dominion; and business considera-
tions require it to continue as it began.
Development wisely directed is as neces-
sary now as ever it was. Improvements
are required and improvements should
be made, prudently, it is true; but in
.this Province at the present stage of its
existence prudence means progress.

~The first' non-political managers of

the ' affairs of the Province saw
that  the territory under their]
eontrol was very large and the
inhabitants = very few. In order
to encourage settlement they made
the acquisition of land easy. This course
was continued for a considerable time,
asit gave the governments revenue which
they greatly neede 1, and—as they believ-
ed—promoted settlementas well. After a
while it was concluded that it was unwise
in the Government to eell the public
domain in large tracts to men who were
not actual settlers,- So the Government
became more careful in disposing of the
public lands,but the change from a busi-
ness point of view was not altogether a
success. ‘The management of the lands
of the Province is a matter that requires
awiseand a clear view as to what are
the true interests of the inhabitants of
the Province—present and prospective.
Baut it is & matter that must be regulated
on strictly business principles. Politics
and politicians should have as little as
possible to do with it.

The sale of timber and the preserva-
tion of the forests of the Province are
matters under the control of the Provin-
cial Government; but hard-headed, in-
telligent business men can manage this
department infinitely betterthan the pol-
iticians. The truth is the average poli-
tician is so careless and so short-sighted
in matters of this kind that he allows
the grossest mismanagement and the
most lamentable waste to continue with-
out even a word of remonstrance.

In the opening up of the country the
non-political governmentsof the Province
have unostentatiously done a great deal
of valuable work, and there is much
more to be done. Work of this sort, as
it is not calculated tp win votes, is likely
to be neglected by the mere politicians.

Minister Tarte Returning to Winni-
peg to Confer With the Green-
way Government.

WixnNIPEG, Nov. 4.—The Tribiine pub-
lishee a Brandon dispatch which reads:
“ Hon. Mr. Sifton is here. It is stated
that he is submitting to the .Liberal
committee of Brandon the school settle-
ment agreed upon by the two govern-
ments, and that he may leave for Otta-
wa any day this week, when he will be
sworn in as minister of the interior.”
The paper adds: “ Hon.J. I. Tarte is
now at Prince Ahvert, and before going
to the coast is expected to run back to

Winnipeg for a few days. He will likely
arrive here on Friday or Saturday and
hold a conference with the Greenway
government régarding the terms of the
school settlement. It is considered that
on Friday a public announcement will
be made of the settlement. Until that
time the nature of the compromise is
being carefully kept a secret and all
forecasts are merely guesses.”

A prominent French Liberal who was
interviewed said thatfrom Mr. Laurier’s
statement that the school question would
be settled in about ten days, it would
seem that this return to Winnipeg has
something to do with the final settle-
ment of the school question. He had
heard that this was understood when
Mr. Tarte left Winnipeg.

Democrat representative Bryan. He
has carried Maine, New Hampshire,
Vermont, Rhode Tsland, Comnecticut,
Maseachusetts, New York, New Jersey,
Pennsylvaria, Ohio, Delaware, Mary-
land, West Virginia, Kentucky, Indiana,
Illinois, Michigan, Wisconsin, Minne-
gota, Iowa, North Dakota, and South
Dakota.

CHEYENNE, Wyo., Nov. 4—In the
northwestern part of the state snow is
falling, making returns slow.

Le Temps remarks: * The Republi-
cans must not think themselves entirely
successful, but the spljtting up of the
parties gave the victory to McKinley.
We shall see if he understands suf-
ficiently the signification of what has
occurred, and if he is able to rise above
paltry considerations of party spirit in
order to worthily represent the great
national movement which carried him
into power.”

‘Le Jour anticipates that the first re-
gult will be *fa cessation of the crisis
which had been let Ioose on the business
world since Bryan was nominated. Am-
erica has escaped a great peril thanks to
the wisdom of the electors.”

La Republique says: **The practical
result will be a return to a prohibition
customs regime from which England and
Germany will be the chief sufferers.”

BerLIN, Nov. 4.—The result of the elec-
tions in the United States was received
throughout Germany with great satisfac-
tion, except by the bi-metallists. A
high official of the foreign office said :
“The government is pleased with the
result. All civilized nations will profit
by the outcome of the election, especially
Germany, owing to the intimate, import-
ant and economic relations with the
United States.””

-The Tageblatt says: ‘‘A nightmare
bas fallen from the breast of the whole
civilized world-Never before hasan elec-
tion inspired similar “interest. Bryan’s
victory would have been celebrated by
the enemies of popular liberty through-
out the world. It is true thatthe shadow
of McKinley’s narrow-minded tariff pol-
icy threatens to darken the victory, but
we hope he will not repeat the error
while president.’”’

The Neuste Nachtrichten says:
‘“Just as the Democrats during Cleve-
land’s regime did not abolish the pro-
tective tariff, but only glightly lowered
it, now the Republicans will not restore
the McKinley tariff. They must obey
the wishes of the influential -circies
within their own party.”

Vienna, Nov. 4. — The Neue Frie
Presse, commenting on the result of the
election in the United States says: * It
is doubtful if McKinley will be able to
continue the protective policy, since he
was elected by both protectionists and
free traders. McKinley’s victory is to
the advantage of all civilized peoples.
His defeat meant the beginning of a
social confusion, which would scarcely
have been confined to America.”

New York, Nov. 3.—The Tribune,
editorially, says: . ‘Thank God, the
Tribune with all its readers, all honest
men and patriots in this country, and all
men everywhere who believe in. the
reign of law and justice, of civil order,
draws a long breath, and in concert with
them all says: ‘Thank God.” Nothing
elsefitly expresses the profound emo-
tion, the deep and almost unutterable
sense of gratitude which pervades the
whole country this morning. Even the
most undevout and skeptical unite in
fervent and whole-souled ejaculations.
It is the only adequate expression of the
general sense that gives relief.”

The Times says: ‘‘ The end of the de-
lusion has been reached and now to
business. We have had three years of
silver panic and business depression.
We have given three months to Bryan.
Capital has been frightened, enterprise
benumbed, - industry paralyzed. Now
that we have utterly annihilated Bryan
and sixteen to one, let everybody pluck
up“courage and get to work.”

The Herald says: ‘‘ Bryan was con-
sidered a stumbling block to prosperity
and the people just put him out of the
way. The government has been saved
from invasion by the men who have
backed Mr. Bryan in his enterprise,
men whom we have never heretofore
trusted, men who have openly advocated
such changes that party lines have been
erased in order that patriots might meet
the menace with a solid front.”’

The Journal says: *‘ We have no incli-
nation to war with the jury of the people
because of their verdict. If they have
condemned the Democratic proposal to
remonetize silver, it is because they have
not been sure of its expediency and have
been made doubtful of its morality.
Further time is needed to convince them
that it is both expedient and right.”’

THE SEALERS ARE SAFE

Last of the Fleet Are Now Home-
ward Bound From the
Sea. .

The Baby of the Salmon Fleet Ar-
rives—Condition of the
“ Umatilla.”

Not more welcome was the return of
any of the sealing fleet this year than
that of the schooner Sadie Turpel, Capt.
A. 8. Crane, which made her appear-
ance in port yesterday morning. She
was one of the three absentees of the
sealing fleet, and although there was no
apprehension concerning her safety, it,
was decidedly reassuring to those inter-
ested in her, ag also in the two still out,
to see the trim little sealer lying snugly
at anchor at James Bay, with no mourn-

ful tale of the sea to relate. It wason
the 7th of October ‘that the Turpel left
Ounalagka on her return, and she was
then in company with the Dolphin, which
reported a catch of 602 skins. The Tur-
pel, which had a cateh of 300 for the
sea and 600 for the Coast, saw nothing
of the Dolphin after leaving port, and it
is believed the latter is now on the Coast
landing her Indian hunters. The Tur-
pel had to call @t Masset, Queen Char-
lotte islands, tfland her crew, and Capt.
Crane gays the trip home from there was
marked by the most boisterous weather
he was ever in. Before leaving Oun-
alagka he heard that the Mascot, the
third sealer out, had intended leaving
the Sea on September 27. To remain in
the Sea longer than that date, Capt.
Crane thinks simply impossible for a
vessel of the Mascot’s size, as she could
not hope to weather the gales that later
in the year prevail.
A VOYAGE FROM CHINA.

Captain Wainwright, of the British
ship Speke, which arrived in the Royal
Roads from Singapore on Saturday even-
ing, reports having experienced very
rough weather on the voyage across. ln
a memorandum of the trip he states:
** We arrived all well after a very stormy
and tedious passage of 105 days. We
encountered typhoons in China seas.
The second typhoon was encountered
when we had just cleared the Kashi
channel, and to avoid going ashore we
were compelled to run before the gale
for twelve hours back into the China
Sea, thus sacrificing in a few hours what
we had been three weeks gaining.
We then decided to go north through
Formosa channal, and emerged into the
Pacific O:ean when 42 days out. The
third typhoon was encountered aiter en-
tering the Pacific, on September 11, in
lat. 82 N. long. 135 W. The ship came
through fairly well, and beyond the loss
of some sails blown out of the gaskets
and the carrying away of the main royal
vards, sustained no damage. On our a®
rival off the coast we were fifteen days
before getting a chance to enter Puget
Sound.  We were towed in by the tug
Richard Holyoke.”

THE ‘* PUEBLA’S >’ DAMAGES.

One thousand dollars fully covered the
<damage sustained by the steamship City
©of Puebla in her collision with an un-
known bark off Otter Poirnt a week ago
Sunday evening. The steamshiparrived
irom San Francisco yesterday afternoon
iooking in no way the worse for the mis-
hap. She was struck well forward by
the stranger’s bow sprit, which wrought
destruction in the steamer’s upper works
but did no serious injury otherwise.
‘The Puebla at the time was croeging the
bow of the bark, Captain Debney not
having noticed the vessel until she was
into him.

THE funeral takes place this afternoon
at 2:30, from St. Saviour’s church, Vie-
toria West, of Wililam H. Saunders, an
estimable resident of the suburb, whose
death, from pneumonia, occurred on
Saturday evening last at St. Joseph’s
hospital. The deceased was a native of
Plymouth, Devon, where he was born
in 1867 ; he had for some time past been
filling a position of trust and responsi-
bility with the Esquimalt Water Co. A
widow and baby areimmediately bereay-
ed by his demise.

SeErGcEANT WENYON, of the Royal Mar-
ines, met with a distressing accident,
presumably while attempting to cross
the ill-omened Point Ellice bridge now
in course of construction. The Sergeant’s
groans attracted theattention of a pedes-
trian who attempted to cross the bridge
at about the same place. He procurred
assistance, and the Sergeant being taken
to Shotbolt’s drug store, Dr. Fraser was
immediately summmoned. After a care-
ful examination the Doctor ordered the
man’s removal to the Naval hospital,
Esquimalt, where the patient was taken
in the city ambulance. The Sergeant is
not believed to be seriously injured. He
fell a distance of about twelve feet down
through some staging, a place afterwards
marked by the city police with lanterns.

TIED up at the E. & N. wharf ready to
leave port early to-day are the steamers
City of Nanaimo and Joan, on which, of
late, large expenditures have been made
in overhauling. It will be just one
month to-day since the Joan was with-
drawn from the Comox-Vigtoria ro $0
be succeeded in the service by the City
of Nanaimo, then fresh from the hands
of themechanics. Since her withdrawal
a thorough and extensive overhauling
has been given her, and she is now in
thoroughly first-class condition. Swifter
than the City of Nanaimo and equally as
comfortable and stylishin appointments,
the Joan is expected to give the Black
Diamond City and Vancouver a service
not only filling a want, but'supplying a
means of travel that can be availed of
with pleasure at any time. The Joan’s
machinery has been overhauled; she
has been repainted externally and in-
ternally ; she has been refurnished; has
had rolling chalks placed®on her Bottom,
and in short she lacks treatment in no
desired respect.

Ar the public lecture given in Theoso-

He
has severed all connection with his body
by using mechanical means that only
affect the body, but which cannot touch
the real man. He may be said to be both
on earth and in hell, for his desires are
earth-bound with little means of gratify-
ing his longings to.come in tonch with
physical life.” Mentally and continually
re-enacting with awful vividness the
tragedy by which he hindered his soul’s
pilgrimage, his state must be a veritable
hell. Impressing mediums and sensi-
tives with his thought he not infre-
quently leads them to folly his example,
thus causing a suicidal epidemic, and we
often observe that in a given neighbor-
hood the *suiciding’ of one person - is
often followed by others.”

BOARD OF ALDERMEN.

Ward Redistribution By-law Sus-
pended Until the Electors
Can Vote Upon it.

Will the Peop]g Sanetion the Bridge
Loan?—Tramway Purchase
Not Favored.

As a preliminary to the busiuess of the
city council at their regular weekly
meeting last evening, Ald. Marchant an-
nounced the presentation to the park of
a small deer by Captain Smith, and of

an Australian magpie by Mr. Joseph
Levi; which gifts it was ordered should
be suitably acknowledged. The same
alderman also presented the request of
one of his constituents, Mr. Graham, for
an electric light on Alpha street, off the
Burnside road.

A letter from A. C. Ewart, architect,
asked the usnal grant from the city in
aid of the construction of a cement side-
walt 12 feet wide for 60 feet in front of
Simon Leiser’s new building. The city
engineer will be asked to report on the
matter.

The secretary of the Victoria Board of
Fire Underwriters wrote transmitting
two resolutions adopted at their annual
meeting on October 21. The first asks
that Mr. Hutchison, the electric light
superintendent, be appointed inspector
of electric wire installation, and that a
by-law be introduced to regulate the
same. The second resolution asks the
adoption of Chief Deasy’s recommenda-
tion for a fully paid fire department in
placeof the present call system, as the
change wonld be more in touzh with
modern ideas and would not add to the
expense of the department. The matter
of the first resolution was referred to the
electric light committee; and the fire
brigade suggestion was referred to the
council of next year.

POINT ELLICE BRIDGE.

¥ ALp. MARrcHANT complained of the
continued delay in the construction of
the Point Ellice pile bridge, upon which
he believed only two men were em ployed
last: week. He asked if there is any
prospect of its being finished this week,
and if not who is to blame.

ALD. MacMiLLAN, speaking for the
street committee, said they had had
nothing to do with the building of this
bridge from first to last, and did not in-
tend to interfere at all with the city en-
gineer, in whose charge it had been put
at the first. He must say, however, that
he had never seen anything so dilatory
in his life.

ALp. PARTRIDGE said he thought if he
had been a member of the committee Le
would have found some way of getting a
move on.

ALD. WrLLIaus recalled the resolution
which he had had carried some time ago,
authorizing the engineer to employ what-
ever force might bLe necessary to hasten
the completion of the bridge ;"and he ex-
gressed regret that the result had not

een as desired.

ALp. MarcHANT said he proposed
within twenty-four hours, in order to
bring this matter to a head, to put up a
notice calling for the dismissal of the
city engineer. He had found out, for
instance, that the city is being charged
ten dollars a day for the pile driver for
all the time it has been there, three-
fourths of which it has not been in use.
If the engineer could prove himself
guiltless he (Ald. Marchant) would gladly
acknowledge himself in the wrong.

ALp. WiLsoN had not arrived when
this bridge discussion took place, but
coming in soon aftewards he made a
brief statement as chairman of the
streets committee. Upon visiting the
bridge on Saturday he had found, he
said, that it was open for foot traffie, but
there was evidently some misunderstand-
ing between the man in charge and the
engineer. Mr. West said the engineer
had told ‘him not to obstruct the foot
traffic by his preparations for erecting
the truss; and he (Ald. Wilson) had in-
formed Mr. West that the best thing he
could do would be to put on all the men
possible and go on with the truss. The
engineer this morning denied that he
bad ever given Mr. West such instruc-
tions, and he was then requested to in-
struct Mr. West to proceed with all pos-
sible haste.

The Market Superintendent reported
receipts of $117 for October.

The Chief of Police called attention to
the fact that the force have not been
supplied with overcoats or waterproofs
for six years, and that the health and
comfort of the men is thereby endan-
gered. He asked also that they be sup-
plied with helmets in place of caps, and
be equipped with dark lanterns. The
letter was referred to the finance com-
mittee.

A report from the finance committee
recommending a grant of $250 to the
Maternity Home was adopted. The same
committee recommended that tenders be
called for the disposal of garbage, and
that the purchasing agent be instructed
to distribute as equally as possible all
the blackemithing and shoeing required.
This also was adopted.

THE TRAMWAY PROPOSAL.

The council then went into committee
of the whole to consider Ald. Marchant’s
proposition looking to the purchase of
the tramway property in Victoria.

ALp. WILsoN pointed out that from
the first the tramwav has apparently
been run at a loss, and he saw no pros-
pect of a change until the population of
the city at least doubles.

THE MAYoR thought it would be very
inadvisable to acquire the tramway
property, though with regard to the elec-
tric lighting department the case would
be different. He pointed out, too, that
the council would be powerless to act in
this matter without a by-law authoriz-
ing the assumption of the debt, and that
this authority could not be obtained be-
fore the sale of the tramway property,
which is set to take place about the mid-
dle of this month.

ALp. WrLLIANMS could not see how the
corporation could undertake anything of
this kind at present; though if the popu-
lation increases rapidly it may bea mat-
ter of regret that the electric railway is
not in the hands of the city.

ALD. GLOVER, too, could not see the
use of talking about the matter at pre-
sent.

The resolution being put was lost, only
Ald. Marchant and Macmillan voting for
it. The committee then rose.

RAILWAY TO KOOTENAY.
ALp. MacMILLAN moved the resolution

of which he had given notice, that the
provincial government should be mem-
orialized to build a railway from the
Coust to the Kootenay mining region.
AvLp. WimrLiaMs pointed out that he
already had a resolution before the
council dealing with this matter of a
railway to the Kootenay, which has
gtood over at the request of Ald.
Humphrey.

THE MAYOR said the propositions were
entirely different, though dealing with
the same matter, and this resolution
was therefore not out of order.

The resolution was then put and car-
ried without dissent, and the councils of
the other cities will be invited to co-
operate.

The council went into committee on
Ald. Tiarks’ by-law authorizing a loan
of $150,000 for the construction of a steel
and stone bridge at Point Ellice. In the
discussion upon the rate of interest the
debentures are to bear—which was fixed
at4 per cent.—Ald. Macmillan prophesied
that ‘‘ the whole by-law will be knocked
into a cocked hat when the people get a
chance at it.”” The committee rose and
reported progress.

WARD RE-DISTRIBUTION.

ALp. MARCHANT moved that the wards
re-distribution by-law be reconsidered,
adopted and tinally passed.

ALD. PaRTRIDGE asked the mover
what is the assessed value of improve-
ment in the Central ward under this
new scheme.

ALp. MARCHANT gaid it is $1,264,000.

ALp. PARTRIDGE wished to know where
these tigures were obtained, as the city
assessor cannot give the figures, but
states that the revision is based on land
and land only. He did not think that
the council should go on without this
intormation; and this made ‘it all the
more important that the council should
accept his suggestion to place the by-law
before the people for their sanction be-
fore putting it into effect. He would
therefore move the resolution in this re-
spect of which he had given notice. It
was in accordance with the ex-
pressed wishes of Ald. Humphrey
that he provided in this reso-
lution that a majority of the
votes cast should determine the
fate of the by-law, instead of the
three-fifths required for a loan, and he
was sorry that Ald. Humphrey was not
present this evening, as he felt thatthat
gentleman would cast his vote in favor
of the proposition, which setonded. by
Ald. Williams he would move as fol-
lows:

“That the wards by-law 1896 be not
further proceeded with by the council
until after a vote of the electors entitled
to vote on a by-law for raising money
upon the credit of the municipality has
been taken and the by-law has received
the assent of a majority of the votes
polled by such electors.””

ALp. MarcHANT protested that the
figures he used were given to him by
the assessor; but he argued that even if
the redistribution has been made on the
basis of land values only, which he could
not either deny or affirm, the improve-
ments would probably make no differ-
ence a8 he thought the land had been
about equally built upon in each of the
wards.

ALp. MacMmILLAN spoke against the
proposition to lay the by-law before the
electorg, as it would result in delay,
but if this was to be done he
suggested that the .motion should
be amended to “provide that the voting
should not be eonfined to those entitled
to vote on money by-laws, but that the
tist of voters for Mayor for 1896 should
be used.

TrE MAYOR said this suggestion could
be discussed later on, if it should be de-
cided to submit the by-law.

ALp. CAMERON gpoke against the pro-
position because of the delay it would
eause.

Eleven o’clock—the hour for adjourn-
ment—having arrived, it was decided on
motion of Ald. Marehant to remain in
session until this matter should be de-
cided.  After farther discussion the
board divided on Ald. Partridge’s reso-
lution as follows:

For—Ald. Williams, Wilson,
ridge and Tiarks—4.
Against—Ald. Macmillan, Cameron,
Marchant and Glover—4.
Tue"Mayvor—*“ Well, I think I shall
vote for the resolution. As T said last
meeting I think it is only a fair thing to
submit the question to the electorate.”
ALD. MacMILLAN—“This won’t be the
electorate.”

Tuae Mavor—* But I understood that
you proposed to make it so. Now is the
time to bring forward your proposttion
as to those who may vote.””

ALD. MaemiLLaN iniimated that he
would have nothing further to do with
the matter, as the by-law bad been prac-
tically killed.

TEE Mavor pointed out that it had
not been killed, unless the alderman
meant that the people would reject it.
ALD. MARCHANT (crescendo)—** Let
the infamous measure go to the
people, and I will take care that the
North ward knows about it!”’ (For-
tissimo): ‘‘ You havesounded your own
political condemnation ! »

THE Mavor—'‘Well, I suppose that is
another matter. Now then, Ald. Mac-
millan, s the time for vour motion.”’
ALD. MACMILLAN again refused to pro-
ceed with it.

Arp. WiLnians said that such being
the case he would take up the ground
that Ald. Macmillan had so suddenly
abandoned.

A motion to adjourn was here moved
by Ald. Marchant, but lost on divi-
sion.

JALD. WiLLiams, after a little further
discussion, said he would like a little
time to prepare his motion as to the
voters’ list to be used.

The council therefore then adjourned
at 11:20 p. m.

THE LAWRENGE (1]

Evidence As to the Assays Made Ly
Donaldson and the Govern-
ment Assayer.

One Witness Says the Aeensed Ac.
knowledged There Had Been
No Mill Ron.

The preliminary hearing of the J. \.
Lawrence case was continued in the ciy
police court yesterday forenoon, an ad-
journment being then taken titi Wednes-
day evening at 8 o’clock. Yesterday s
evidence to a large extent referred to /e
assays made by Mr. Donaldson and at
the government assay office.

Alexander D. Donaldson, who, thoug!
not having a government certificate. ha|
practised assaying for a number of years
and was also a practieal miner, stated

when called to the witness box, that he
went to Goldstream with the accused in
August last and brought back samples
for assay. On the way home they met
Capt. McCallum, with™ whom the sc-
cused had a conversation. On Augnst
15 witness staked out some claims witl,
John Dalby and the Smidere, and sam-
ples taken from a shot put into the
creek went from $2 to $3." About Aug-
ust 23 or 24 the aceused told witness
that McCallum would probably take an
interest in the claimsand Lawrence gave
witness a piece of ore to assay, the resuit
being $25totheton. Lawreneeand Capt.
McCallum had afterwards asked witness
his opinion of the mine, and Lawrence
told him that he had had a mill test
made from 700 or 800 pounds of ore,
which went $64. Witness asked Law-
rence if Capt. McCallum had been told
of this mill run, and the accused an-
swered no—that he had not wished to
blow up the mine too much. Accusel
promised witness to ehow him the gol.l
resulting from the mill run, and a few
days afterwards showed him the piece
of gold produced in court and claimed
by Capt. McCallum as one of his speci-
mens. Lawrence had asked witness it
he would melt the ingot into a different
shape. Later the accused told Capt.
McCallum about the mill run, and when
the captain asked to see the 1eturns the
accused had stated that his confi-
dential agent had them. In Septem-
ber witness again went out to
the mine and made about 45 assavs,
but none of them were high. The wit-
ness spoke of the small piece of rich ore
that Mr. Ditchburn had brought to the
mine, and recognized the specimen pro-
duced in court as the one. When the
accuged was spoken to about the big
assay he claimed, he pointed to a place
where he sail the sample came from.
On‘October 1 Lawrence acknowledged to
him that there had been no mill test.

Herbert Carmichael, provincial as-
saver, stated that the accused had 'come
to him to have assays made. Witness
had been shown a piege of ore by the
accused who said that he had left some
more of it at the assay office to be tried.
Witness, however, on going to the office
found the samples there were of a différ-
ent character. Mr, Lawrence expressed
surprise when informed of the high
assays of the samples he had left. Capt.
MeCallum had also brought samples,
but they went very low. This: was
practically all the evidence put in yes-
terday, and the case was ther adjourned
till Wednesday evening at 8 o’clock.

COSTS AWARDED..

The motion on behalf of' the Congoli-
dated Railway Co. to commit for con-
tempt L. G. Henderson, proprietor of
the British Columbia Commercial
Journal, came before Mr. Justice
Walkem yesterday. The motion. was
made because of an article in the Journal
alleged to contain comments and state-
ments calculated to prejudice the fair
trial of actions now pending in regard to
the Point Ellice bridge accident.

Mr. A. E. McPhillips, who appeared
for the motion, stated that at the first
opportunity after the appearance of the-
article complained of Mr. Henderson had
published an apology, and under the cir-
cumstances it was nct desjred to press
the motion. He thought, hdwever, that
Mr. Henderson should pay the costs of
the motion and that the paper be re-
strained from publication of any further
comments calculated to prejudice the
fair trial of the actions now before the-
courts. . °

Mr. Henderson, who was present in
court, expressed himself as content with
this settlement, and the court made an
order giving the applicants costs and
restraining the paper from publishing
further comments calculated to interfere
with the fair trial of the bridge actions.

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THE BATTLEI OF HAFIR.

Artillerymen Alone Come Into Con-
flict With a Most Deter-
mined Enemy,

Who Finally Fled in Confusion—
L Narrow Escapes of Guu-
boats.

The Tiimes spécial correspondent sends
the following interesting dispatch from
the Soudan expedition, dated Hafir, Sep-
tember 21:

Harir, Sept. 21.—Some time back the
Sirdar said that tne Egyptian army

| would celebrate the longest reign of any

British Sovereign by entering the town
of Dongola on September 23; and there
can be little doubt now that this predic-
tion will be fulfilled. Since writing my
last letter at Fereig our advance has been

rapid. On the 17th our whole force, with
the exception of the 5th Battalion, which
was left to guard the line of communica-
tion, marched to Bargi, a distance of ten
miles. On this and the subsequent
marches the cavalry and horse artillery
covered the front, while the camel corps
marched in column on our left flank.
Lhe four brigades marched in as extend-
ed a formation as the nature of the
ground allowed, in columns of double
companies whenever that was possible.
Our force was now as mobile 4s so large
a body of men could possibly be; the
organization was adwirable; all heavy
baggage had been left behind, and none
but hospital tents were carried. Since
we left Fereig our cavalry were constantly
in touch with the dervishes, of whom
about two hundred horsemen hovered
around us and kept Wad el Bishara
well informed as to our movements. The
march to Bargi took us through a pretty
country, and I began to realize that the
accounts I had heard of the great fer-
tility of the Dongola province had not
been exaggerated. We traversed a green
land of palms and bush and lush pas-
ture, and round each village were fields
of cotton, beans and ripening maize. The
inhabitants stood in crowds outside each
village, ragged and miserable looking
creatures, who welcomed the troops with
shrill cries of delight. During our march
to Bargi we saw nothing of the gunboats,
as they steamed up the western channel
on the further side of the island of Ar-
duan, which is three miles broad.

A HARD MARCH.

We bivouacked on the river bank and
resumed our march at dawn on the 18th.
We heard from the villagers that nearly
the whole Dongola force, amounting to
4,000 men, under Wad el Bishara him-
self and about 50 emirs, was awaiting us
at Kerman, so we looked forward to a
warm engagement on the morrow. From
Bargi we marched across the desert for
ten miles, avoiding a deep bend of the
Nile. On reaching the river bank again
we found the steamers awaiting us.
Here the men of the Staffordshire regi-
ment disembarked. We halted till three
in the afternoon and then marched
to our bivouac eight miles _off,}

Silver Cdp to the Forks is being pushed’|®n the river bank, opposite the igland ‘of

Tunbus. This day was the hottest and
most oppressive we have had for a long
time; the route for the most part lay
across soft sand, but the men of the
Staffordshire Regiment displayed excel-
lent marching qualities, and their pace
was remarkably fast. The men have re-
cently been engaged in repairing the
railway line, and their hard work with
pick and shovel has put them in geod
training; they look and are as fit as
men can be. At Tunbus, unfortunately,
one of our gunboats, the El Teb, ground-
ed on a shoal, and I believe she has not
vet been got off.

On Saturday, the 19th, we marched at
4a.m. We passed through Abu Fatma,
now in ruins, at Gawn, and were then
but four miles from Kerman. Our hopes
of a brush with the enemy were now
shattered by the information we here
received from the inhabitants. Wad el
Bishara, we were told, had transported
his entire force, guns and supplies,
across the river in the n’ght, and now
occupied Hafir on the west bank. At 6
o’clock we passed the fort which Wad el
Bishara recently constructed at Kerman,
8 large square enclosure with stout mud
walls loopholed, a place which, if well
defended by his riflemen, would have
cost us many men. Inow rode uptoa
sandy hill on the river bank where our
artillery was taking up its position and
saw the first shot fired by one of our
Krupp guns at 6:30. It was certainly a
unique engagement. Our force of

FIFTEEN THOUSAND MEN SAT IDLE

on the sandsunder the burning sun, our
artillery alone coming into action, and
we watched aspirited encounter between
our gunboats and the very determined
enemy on the further bank. At this
point the Nile is between 2,000 and
3,000 vards wide. In front of us were
several large flat green islands, with

| villages, cultivated fields and pastures,

on which were grazing numbers of cattle
and goats. The low further bank of the
Nile is lined with palm trees, and here,
close to the village of Hafir, extended the
enemy’s defensive works. Wad el Bishara
hasthroughout showed good generalship,
and more especially did he do so
in his selection of this position and in
his method of fortifying it, which would
have done credit toa European engineer.
A continuous line of shelter trenchesran
along the river bank, with loopholed
mud walls so low that they afforded but
a rmall mark to our gunners. Both to
the north and south; of this position
were deep morasses, across which our
men could have progressed but very
slowly, had we landed a force and at-
tempted to storm the entrenchments.
Bishara had with him five small brass
guns captured at Khartoum. They
were served by eight Egyptian
gunners, two of whom had formed:
part of Hicks Pasha’s ill-fated
force; the other six, one of whom
had been a captain in the Egyptian
army, were with Gordon at the fall of
Khartoum. Their lives were spared by
the dervishes, and they have been com-
pelled for all these years to serve in the

for le and Dairy

Mahdist army. They contrived to con-
ceal themselves when Bishara evacuated
Hafir, and came over to us on Sunday
morning, greatly rejoiced at having re-
gained their liberty. They stated that
they would have been. put to
death had they refused to fire on
ue, but that they were careful
to take very bad aim; however that
may be, they made very good practice
on our gunboats. The dervishes also
had two Nordenfeldt guns at Hafir, and
they probably jammed, as they were
only in action for a short time, On the
left of the dervish earthworks lay moored
10 the bauk the small gunboat which
Gordon had built during the siege of
Khartoun, and about 25 large sailing
vessels, some of which appeared to be of
40 tons burden.. These we knew were
laden with the whole of the grain that
had been brought down from Dongola
for the supply of Bishara’s force,

THE ENGAGEMENT,

as I have said, opened at 6:30.. For an
hour our guns shelled the dervish posi-
tion with apparently very little eggu‘.
Their five guns replied, but all their shot
fell short. The riflemen opened fire up-
on us from their shelter trenches with
Remingtons and Martini-Henrys, but at
this long range few of their bullets
reached us, and we had no casualties.
But at 7 o’clock Commander Colville
came up with his little fleet of three
gunboats; the Tamai was his flagship,
while Lieut. Beatty, R.N., and Capt.
Oldfield, Roval ~Marine Artillery,
commanded the Abu Klea and the
Metemmeh respectively, and now a
really exciting engagement commenced.
Commander ~Colville’s orders were
that he should bombard the enemy’s
works, cut out their sailing boats if pos-
sible, and then steam up the river to
Dongola, thirty miles distant. The gun-
boats followed the main channel of the
river, under the western bank. ILook-
ing across the intervening islands, we
saw each ship in turn steam up till she
was abreast of the enemy’s forts and
rifle pits, deliver a well-directed fire at
a distance of about 400 yards from her
Krupps, Nordenfelts and Maxims, and
then drop down stream again till prac-
tically out of range. These manceuvres
were employed throughout the engage-:
ment, and well it was so, for every ves-
sel would have

GONE TO THE BOTTOM

had they remained long exposed to the
heavy fire with which the dervishes re-
plied. Isaw the rifle bullets plashing
into the water round each vessel as she
came within range, while the five der-
vish guns made excellent practice, and
it was obvious to us that some of their
shell attained their mark. While the
gunboats were thus® employed our shore
batteries co-operated by pouring their
heavy fire on. the dervish position,
but we did not succeed in silencing
the enemy’s fire. The defenders stuck
to their guns with a splendid
bravery, and their hot fire, as we after-
wards ascertained, inflicted considerable
damage on our gunboats. The bullets
pattered against their sides and pierced
all the deck cabins and other woodwork.
One shell struck the Abu Klea between
wind and water and entered her maga-
zine; happily the shell was faulty and
did not burst, so the dervishes were not
gratified by beholding the blowing up of
one of our vessels. Three shells also
struck the Metemmeh, one passing
through' her smoke-stack, one through
ber cabin, and one through the gun shield
at her bow. The casualties were numer-
ous. Early in the day Commander Col-
ville was shot through the wrist, but he
continued to command his vessel; Ar-
morer-Sergeant Richardson was killed,
and 12 other men were wounded ; many
had very narrow ‘escapes; a bullet, for
example, passed through Lieutenant
Beatty’s helmet and another grazed his
leg. The enemy’s losses musthave been
heavy, and we saw a large body of der-
vish cavalry and camel corps retire for
some distance into the desert, evidently
with the object of getting out of range.
They were shelled by our shore bat-
teries and lost some men before they
got away..

A DETERMINED ENEMY,

For three hours our gunboats were
thus engaged, but they failed, accirate
though their fire was, to silence our de-
termined enemy. Then, at 9 a.m.,
Colonel Parsons was ordered to take two
field batteries, one horse battery and the
Maxim battery, with an escort of two
companies of the Tenth Sudanese battal-
ion, to the furtherside of the large island
of Artaghasi, were they would only have
the main channel, 1,200 yards broad, be-
tween them and the enemy. The Nile,
having already subsided considerably,
has left bare a somewhat swampy
isthmus between the main shore and the
island, acroses which the guns were car-
ried without any difficulty. The guns
took up their position on the western-
most point of the island, directly oppo-
site the dervish defence. On riding over
to this point I found our gunners busily
engaged with [the enemy. At this com-
paratively short range the fire was very
effective. I saw several shells plug their
fort, and the mud walls which sheltered
the riflemen were knocked about a good
deal; but still we were unable to
silence the fire of the enemy, for whose
extraordinary pluck we could not but
entertain the highestadmiration. Their
riflemen opened a hot fire on us from
their loopholes, but even at the range of
1,200 yards nearly all their bullets pass-
ed over our heads; the dervishes have
shortened all their rifle barrels by about
a foot so as to diminish their weight,

high. Three of our men, however, were
wounded on the island, one of them
subsequently died.

THE ENEMY’S LOSSES.

One of our shells struck the dervish
steamer below  the water line;
she gradually heeled over until her
deck faced us, then sank in
shallow water, so that a portion of
her side is still visible. At 10 o’clock
our guns and Maxims on the island
opened a still brisker fire on the enemy,
and the men of the 10th Sudanese fired
occaeional volleys. Isaw three shellsin
succession strike the enemy’s redoubts,
which most probably dismounted the
guns, for their fire was silenced for the
time. It was immediately after this
that the three gunboats steamed in line
past the enemy’s works, delivered their
final shots under a heavy musketry
fire from the dervish~ entrench-
ments, and proceeded triumphantly
up the river to reach Dongola before
suneet. After this the fire became in-
termittent on both sides. Occasionally,
parties of dervishes made attempts to
reach their flotilla of boats, with the ob-
ject of carrying off their groin, but were
driven back by our Maxims. Through-
out the night we opened fire at intervals
on the river bank in the neighborhood
of the boats, and succeeded in keeping .
the dervishes off, so the whole of their
large supply of grain fell into our hands
on the following day. In the evening
some Berberis swam across the river,
and from them we learned that the ene-
my’s losses had been heavy, that Wad
el Bishara had been severely wounded in
the head and shoulder by "a shell, and
that Osman Azrak had also received a
dangerous wound.

FLIGHT OF THE DERVISHES.

Early on Sunday morning I saw men

shaking out the large lateen sails of the

dervish boats, and..soan the whole flo-

tilla got under way and eailed across to

our side of the river. At the same time

hundreds of people came out of the vil-

lage oi Hafir and lined the Nile bank,

waving cloths as if to welcome us. It

was evident that the dervishes had

evacuated the place. I ascertained from

the inteiligence department that Bish-

ara, misled by some of our spies, who

had caused him to believe that it was

our intention to continue our march

along the east bank, had crossed the

river with all his men, animals, stores

and ammunition at 3 in the morning,

and was now marching on Dongols to

oppose our passage of the river at that

place. .

The dervish general must have been

quite unprepared for our next move.

The enemy being now well on their way

to Dongola by a desert route which

avoids the Nile, the Sirdar gave orders

that our entire force should cross the

river to Hafir with the utmost despatch.

We had long wondered at what point we

should effect our passage of the Nile, and

had expected to meet with opposition

and to lose many men; but the success-

ful ruse by which Bishara was outwitted

enabled us to accomplish this difficult

task without firing a shot. Through-

out the day and for a great part

of the night .our gunboats ‘and

the captured dervish vessels sailed

backwards and fowards from bank to

bank, transporting across the broad,

rushing stream our men, animals, sup-

plies and baggage. The organization

was so perfect that this large force was

embarked and disembarked without any

confusion. It was, indeed, a most cred-

itable performance; but the sirdar, is,

undoubtedly, an admirable organizer,

and with him as leader the Egyptian

army is, for its size, the most mobile in

the world. s
I crossed early in the day, and found

the villagers ostensibly plucking from

their clothes the dark square patches

that mark the followers of the Mahdi.

The women were more enthusisstic than

the men; they uttered their shrill lu-

luing,.seized our hands, and would have

embraced us had not their unloveliness

led us to keep them somewhat aloof. I

saw . the poor Eyyptian gunners who
have for the last twelve years been the
cruelly treated slaves of the
Khalifa. - Their joy at their re-
lease was most affecting to behold. At
4 p.m. the three gunboats returned, after
having thrown a féw shells into Dongola,

which they found abandoned by the
enemy. TLey had captured several boats
laden with grain, and. it is supposed that
we now have in our. possession the bulk
of Bishara’s grain supply. Of ammu-
nition also he can have but little left.
The Kababish camelmen who were im-
pressed to’ carry the ‘dervish' ammu-
nition deserted after the evacua-
tion of Hafir, and dropped all
.their loads in the degert. We have
recovered most of this, some hun-
dreds of cates of rifle #mmunition,
and 72 boxes of Nordenfeldt ammunition
which had fallen into the Mahdi’s hands
when Hicks Pasha’s force was annihi-
lated. This morning the remainder of
our force crossed the river, and I hear
that we will march this evening on Don-
gola, which is 28 miles distant by land.
The dervishes, we understand, are await-
ing us there and intend to fight.

STEAM DYE WORKS,
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“MOWERAS” REWARL

The Sum of Twenty-Six Thousand
Dollars Awarded in the * Strath-
nevis ” Sal\"age Case.

Owners, Captain and Crew of the
‘** Mineola ”’ Alsg, Suitably
Recompensed.

Judge C. H. Hanford, of Seattle, on
Monday afternoon handed down a deci-
sion in the famous salvage case of the
Canadian-Australian Steamship Co. ve.
the steamer Strathnevis; and the Pacific
Improvement Co., owner of the Mineola,
ve. the Strathnevis, ‘in which he de-
creed to the owners of the Miowera and
her crew $26,200, and to the owners of
the Mineola and her crew $20,500,

making a total of $46,700. The facts of
the case and the history of the rescue
are fully- and graphically told in the!
judgment, which is in part appended:

*‘ These case are full of interest be-
cause of the important.questions present-
ed for consideration, as well as for the
story of ‘hardships endured, heroic
efforts to save, and the final rescue of a
valuable ship and cargo, and the lives of
a large number' of persons constituting
her ship’s company and passengers,
That story; briefly toid, is as follows :

** On October 20 the steamship Strath-
nevis left Tacoma with flour and miscel-
laneous merchandise, of the value of
$55,000, 120 passengers and a crew of
thirty bound to Yokohama. She touched
at Victoria and there took on other pas-
sengers, making the total number 165,
On the seventh day out from Victoria, in
latitude 49 deg. 14 min. north and longi-
tude 164 deg. 27 min. west, and distant
about 1,600 miles from Cape Flattery, in
a heavy northwest gale, her propeller
sbaft broke between the stern post and
boss. It was a clean break, the propel-
ler being completely severed from the
vessel and lost in the sea, depriving the
vessel of all use ot her propelling ma-
chinery and leayieg her destitute of
motive power, excépt the wind. The
Strathnevis was built for a cargo ship,
but had been fitted for the accom-
modation of paesengers, and was
at the time referred to employed
as one of the vessels of the North-
ern Pacific eteamship line, from Tacoma
to Hongkong, via Victoria and Yoko-
hama. She carried five small sails,
which, with two others improvised after
the accident, made a total spread of can-
vag of less than 1,000 yards. In her dis-
abled condition, and with her inadequate
facilities for sailing, she battled with
tempestuous weather, making slow pro-
gress toward the coast from which she
nad last departed, for fifty-nine days,
when, about 500 miles from Cape Flat.-
tery, she was met by the English steam-
ship Miowera, bound from Victoria via
Honolulu and Fiji islands to Sydney,
Australia. At this time the Strathnevis
was short of provisions of almost every
kind, except é)our and salmon, which con-
stituted the bulk of her cargo; her of-
ficers and crew were worn and dejected,
and she was flying sighald of distress,
signifying that she was 'disabled and
wanted to be taken in tow. As soon as
the vessels came sufficiently near to-
gether, she sent her first officer on board
the Miowera, commissioned by her mas-
ter to arrange with the master of the
Miowera for the assistance fequired,
After partaking of refreshments this
officer gave a brief account of the experi-
ences of the Strathnevis, and obtained
the consert of the Miowera’s captain to
turn back and make the attempt to tow
the Strathnevis to Victoria, which was
the nearest port of safety under the
British flag, and also obtained a quan-
tity of provisions and ship’s stores,
which were sent in boats to the Strath-
nevis. At this time the weather and
gsea were moderate, and the Miowera,
with commendable promptness took
the Strathnevis in tow and
etarted for Victoria at 12:30 p.m. on De-
cember 18, 1895. Soon afterwards the
barometer began fdlling rapidly, the
wind freshened, the sea became rough
and the weather became thick, with a

done about the deck. Quantities of
water forced its way through the various
openings -in ‘the deck and the stoke
hole, flooding her cabins and engine
room. The witnesses testify thatthe
Strathnevis was rolling so that from the
Miowera her colored -lights appeared at
times to be almost perpéndicular one
above the ‘other. Between 12 and 1
o’clock on the morning of December 23,
when distant about sixty-three miles
from-Oape Flattery, the tow lines were
again broken, and at 4 o’clock a.m. the
vessels lost sightof each other. The Mi-
owera waited ‘until daylight- and then
steamed in the direction in which it was
supposed the Strathnevis drifted, if she
had not foundered. - She continaed to
search for the Strathnevis until about 1
p.m., when her captain sapposing that it
would be unsafe to approach nearer to
land, and that he had steamed a greater
distance than the Strathrevis would have
drifted, ‘were she still afloat, again
changed his course and headed towards
the sea. At 4 o’clock p.m. he abandoned
all'hope of finding the Strathnevis or of
being able to do anything for her people,
and although he was then not more than
fifty miles distant from a telegraph sta-
tion just inside the' entrance to the
Straits of -Jugn de Fupa, he steamed
away on his course for -Honolulu. The
next day at noon she had logged 248
miles, and a few minutes later her en-
gines stopped, and -aceording to-the en-
gineer’s log ari examination then made
showed that one valve and several other
small pieces' of her machinery were
broken. Repairs were made, and at 5 :50
p.m. she started ahead at full speed and
proceeded to Homnolulu without any
other important occurrence.  Accord-
ing tb the captain’s testimony he
was apprehensive of trouble ijom
her engines giving out at the time
of abandoping search for the Strath-
nevis, and he deemed it necessary to
run far out to sea for safety. It does
not appear, however, thatany inspection
of the machinery was made until after
the engines stopped working, as above
noted.

‘*“ The Strathnevis was driven before
the gale until she came within scven
miles of Destruction island, where she
dropped anchor in thirty-five fathoms of
water. Not only the anchor, but all the
cable to which it was attached, went
overboard and was lost; a second anchor
was then cast, and it held her until she
was taken in tow, and finaily rescued by
the steamship Mineola. On the morn-
ing of December 24 the Mineola found
the Strathnevis at anchor on the lee
shore of Destruction island, flying a
signal of distress. The storm had at
that time moderated go that but little
delay was experienced in sending a tow
line from the Mineola to theStrathnevis,
and the Mineola being better supplied
than the Miowera with facilities for
handling a heavy tow, she was able to,
and did bring the Strathnevis safely into
the harbor of Port Towmfend. After
leaving Tacoma the machinery of the
Mineoia was found to.be not in perfect
working order, and her officers, in un-
dertaking the heavy task of towing the
Strathnevis, were conscious of the risk
of ruuning into fatal danger if her
machinery should break down. From
about 8 p.m. and during the remainder
of the night of December 24 very severe
weather prevatled off Cape Flattery and

gﬁ%%&%{q -8.m;, on-the

25th. In the 8traits the wind and sea con-
tinued to'increas¢, and the weather be-
came thick with continuous rain, so that
it was difficult for the master of the
Mineola to determine or keep his posi-
tion. It was the intentjon to take the
Strathnevis to Royal Roads, and as she
then had on board but one anchor cable,
which was 4in use to lengthen the tow
line, a stop was made for the purpose of
unshackling the cable from the hawser
80 a8 to get In readiness for anchoring.
When the chain had been unshackled
and the hawser of the Mineola made fast
to the Strathnevis the increusing wind
and sea caused the master of the Mine-
ola, with the consent of the master of
the Strathnevis, to abandon the purpose
of going to Royal Roads aud ‘to run
for Port . Townsend instead, which,
from the position in which the vessels
were, could be reached with less danger,
In order to save her it was necessary for
the Mineola to run close under the lee of
the Strathnevis and lower a boat into
the raging sea. The boat succeeded in
reaching the Strathnevis, and the second

drizzling rain. The same state of
weathed continued, and became even
more tempestuous until the vesgels
finallyseparated. Attwenty-five minutes
past midnight on the morning of Decem-
ber 19, the tow line was broken by the
heavy strain, and the irregular move-
ments of the heavy vessel in tow, as she
was rolled and plunged by the force of
the stormy sea. * It was necessary to wait
for daylight before any attempt could be
made to again connect the two vessels,
and it was then found to be extremely
difficult on' account of the high waves
and squally weather; the whole day was
spent in ineffectual efforts. Late
in the afterncon a line was picked
up, but before a hawser could be
drawn from one vessel to the other
it was parted by ‘the rolling and
pitching of both vessels, and it became
necesgary to again wait for daylight of

like diffieulties and failure, and at 12:30
p. m. the Miowera signalled to the
Strathnevie ‘will send a boat,” and a
boat with a volunteer crew was accord-
ingly sent, the officers and seamen con-
stituting the volunteer erew exposing
themselves to great peril._and being
obliged to perform most exhausting la-
bor.

After reviewing the service rendered
by the Mineola and the risk involved,
the judgment proceeds :

‘“ I find the value of the property saved
to be, according to a preponderance of
the evidence, as follows: Value of the
Strathnevis, $160,000 ; value of her cargo,
,000; value of freight and- passen-
ger money, $15,000, Total value, $220,-
000. By the undisputed evidence it is
shown 'that the value of the, Mineola,
her cargo and freight, amounted to $216,-
850. The time of the Mineola consumed
by the deviation from her voyage was
four days, and the value thereqf
was $2,000, " and her hawser de-
stroyed in the service was worth $600.

In view of all the facts and éircum-
stances, it is my conclusion that the fol-
lowing sums, as a reward for the service
rendered in saving the Strathnevis, are
just and. reasonable: To the owner of
the Mineols; $12,000; Capt. Pillsbury,
$1,800.” (The court then allows the
first mate, other officers and men sums
ranging from $600 to $100 each, the total
of all amounting to $20,500.) *‘In the
distribution as above I have intended to
recognize special merit in Second Officer

- ‘“ Referring now to the case of the
Miowera, I find from the pleadings and
the evidence, that she found the Strath-
nevis in g perilous situation, far from
land, and "out of the track of inward
bound steam vessels. With her defec-
tive gailing gear, the Strathnevis was
able at best to make but slow progress
towards any havep, and in mid-winter,
when storme were to be expected, she
was in great danger of becomingentirely
unmanageable and of being driven
ashore or upon the rocks, when she ap-
proached near the coast. The Miowera
rendered meritorious service in towing
her to the vicinity of comparative safety,
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where she was able to make seundings
and find anchorage, and where she was
in the track of passing veseels, from
which other assistance could be obtained.
This is expressly admitted in the
answer. Although she did not complete
her enterprise of salving the Strathnevis
her efforts were successful to the extent
of bringing the Strathnevis to the place
where she was able to secure other help
more speedily than she could otherwise,
and in doing so expenses were incurred
and damages sustained; the master of the
‘Miowera and her officers and crew en-
dured hardships and braved extraordi-
nary perils and exposed their vessel to
extraordinary hazard. Therefore, I gay
that they were contributors to the ulti-
mate salvation of the Strathnevis.

*‘The Miowera’s claim for salvage is
resisted on the ground that what she
did was only an atttempt to save and
she did not succeed in bringing the
Strathnevis to a place of safety, and the
attempt was abandoned while the Strath-
nevis was still in a perilous situation.
It is certainly true that success is essen-
tial to a legal demand for salvage. But
that is true only in this sense, that prop-
erty must have been actually rescued
from danger; but there is no inflexible
rule which bars trom participation in the
distribution of an:award, those who have
toiled, incurred expense, suffered losses
and ran rieks, and thereby contributed
towards the success of a salvage service
finally completed by others. The cases
are numerous in which admiralty courts
in this country and in England have ap-
portioned salvage among different sets
of ealvors, proceeding upon the theory
that all who have contributed towards
the salving of property are entitled
to share in the reward. (Here
the court cites the case of Adams
vs. Island City and several others
in support of his theory, bringing out
clearly the decisions touching on them.)

*“I think the above cases show how
the American courts regard caces of this

That they did not vol-1
untarily abandon the Strathnevis, but
by going on their course to Honolulu
on December 23, without first going
to the telegraph station’ at Ta-
toosh and reporting the Strath-
nevis, the master of the Miowera
failed to perform an important duty,
and that failure gives rise to the serious
qnestion in this case, whether or not
there has not been a total forfeiture of
the right to salvage. I donot accept the
excuse given by Capt. Stott, which is
that-the machinery of the Miowera was
in such a condition that it would: haveé.
been imprudent to have made tive run’to:
the telegraph station. I think that ides
is an afterthought, for no such reason is
noted in the ship’s log, nordsit men<!
tioned in Capt. Stott’s letter giving an
account of his experience with the
Strathnevis, written before - arrival
at  Honolulu. I have concluded;
however; « out of regard for tHe
many hours of brave and ' labor-
ious efforts “to- save the Strathnevis,
and heavy expenses ana damages in-
curred and suffered.by,the Miowera, that
total forfeiture is a penalty heavier than
the offence deserves. I will therefore
award as salvage about onerhalf the
amount which in my judgment" would
otherwige be reasonable, :

‘ The Miowerd and her cargo were of
greater value than the Mineola and she
waein commisgion as a carrier of assen-
gers as well as freight, and was also em-
ployed as a carrier of the mail between
the points along her route. Her devia-
tion consumed more time than was lost
by the Mineola, and she was exposed to
greater-hazard, and a considerably larger
number of persons are entitled to - share
in the award, than the number com pos-
ing the crew of the Mineola. In view of
all the circumstances I allow the follow-
ing sums:

 MERCHANT MARINE

Lloyd’s Interesting Summary of
Losses in British Shipping
for Last Year.

Arrival of the “ Mount Lebanon
at Portland—Entries and
Clearances.

The statistical summary of vessels to-
tally lost, condemned, etc., now pub-
lished by Lloyds’ Register, says the
London Times, shows that during 1895
the gross reduction in the effective mer-
cantile marine of the world amounted to
1,237 vessels of 806,278 tons, excluding
all vessels of less than 100 tons. Of this
total, 310 vessels ot 372,463 tons were
steamers, and 927 of 433,815 tons were
sailing vessels. These figures exceed
the average of the preceding four years
by 62 steamers of 81,519 tons, and by 55
sailing vessels of 42,910 tons. As re-
gards steamers owned in the United
Kingdom, the return is also above the
average, while as regards sailing vegselg
it is spmewhat below. The increase
in the case of the former is
due, not to actual wrecks, but to he
large tonnage broken up, condemned
etc. Apart from such cases the United
Kingdom steam tonnage lost during 1895
ig only equal to the value of the last four
vears, notwithstanding that since 1891
the tonnage owned has increased by 1,-
500,000 tons. The summary exhibitsin-
teresting data as to' the relative fre-
quency of the different kinds of casual-
ties, which conclude the existence of
vessels. Strandiugs and kindred casual-
ties which are comprised under the term
‘*wrecked,” are much the most prolific
cause of disaster. To such casualties
are attributable about 40 per cent. of
the losses of both steamers and
sailing vessels. The next most fre-
quent termination of a vesgel’s
career is by condemnation, dismant-
ling, etc. ; 20 per cent. of the vessels re-
moved from the merchant fleets of the
world are accounted for in this manner,
Of the remaining causes of loss, collision
is the most general for steamers (16 per
cent.), and absndonment at sea, for sail-
ing vessels (15 per cent.) Caces of
abandoned, foundered and missing ves-
sels may, perhaps, be regarded as fre-
quently more or less similar in the cir-
cumstances of loss. If these be taken
collectively, they comprehend 18 percent.
of the losses of steamers, and nearly
30 per cent. of the losses of sailing ves-
sels. The percentages here given are
based on the present return alone, but
the order of frequency of the several
classes of casuality appears to be nor-
mal. The return has been compiled in
such a manner as to enable a compari-
son to be made between the percentage
of loss suffered by each of the principal
merchant navies of the world. Great as
the annual loss of vessels belonging to
the United Kingdom appears to be, it is
seen to form a very moderate percentage
of the mercantile marine of the country,
and to compare favorably with the
losses sustained by other leading mari-
time countries. The merchant navies
which exceed a total of 1,000.000 tons
are those of the TUnited Kingdom,
the British colonies, the United States
of America, France, Germany and Nor-
way. Of these countries, the United
Kingdom shows the smallest percentage
of loss, namely, 3 per cent. of the ves.
sels, and 2.4 per cent. of the tonnage
owned ; the British colonies follow, with
3.4 per cent. of vessels and 3.7 per cent.
of tonnage. As regards steamers, the
percentage of loss for the six countries iy
2.5, while the percentage for the Unitel
Kingdom stands at 2.23. For sailing
vessels the six countries give a percent-
age of 6.3 as compared with 4.5 per cent.
for the United Kingdom.

D. Helmcken, Q.C,, and E.V. Bodwell
for the accused. The sitting was short.

J. W. Miller, the ledger keeper at the
Bank of British Nort.? America pro-
dueed Capt. McCallum’s note for $500
which he said had been discounted for
Mr. Lawrence. . .

W. E. Ditchburn told of the speci-
mens which he had received from Law-
rence, who said they came from the
Goldstream "mines, though whether
from the tunnel or not Lawrence could
not say. Witness could not recognize
the smaller specimen already handed in
as an exhibit, as the one Lawrence had
given him. He related several conver-
sations with Lawreficé, who had ex-
pressed surprise at the richness of an
assay made, and asked witness on two
or three occagions not, tp hgve anything
put in the Times abont ‘these mines
until their value had been proved.

Henry Croft testified that Lawrence
had spoken to him about witnessbecom-
ing interested in the Goldstream mines,
and of assays which he said had been
made by the government assayer., He
had visited the property with Lawrence
on October 3, and brought back some
rock in which assay showed a trace of
gold and a trace of silver.

-one or two tons, but witness had told
him that this weuld be no better than
an assay. :

This completed the evidence for the
crown. Mr. Helmcken stated that he
intended to call certain witnesses for the
defence and asked an adjournment till
this evening, stating also that Mr. Bod-
well leaves this morning for Vancouver
on urgent business and that in case he
should not return by to-day’s -boat

The Toronto Globe believes that the
faith of nations in the providence of God
has almost wholly disappeared. The
occasion of its lament is the refusal of
ieading British statesmen to interfere on
behalf of the persecuted Armenians. It
admits that if Great Britain took up
arms to protect the Armenian Christians
from the cruelty of Turkey it would, in
all probability, have arrayed against it
the combined forces of continental
Europe. Yet it would have Great
Britain, depending on the righteousness
of its cause and trusting in Providence,
run all risks and face all opposition.
This is how it puts the case:

Here is the whole case: The powers
distrust each other, but more especially
England, and will not move for fear some
one will gain an advantage. England
dare not move alone, for all the world
seems to be against her. And all the
world is against her because her insati-
able thirst for dominion and her amaz-
ing success in obtaining’it has créated
a universal envy and distrust which
amounts in many cases to positive
hatred. Statesmen prove conclusively
that England would.be powerless alone;
that a general war would ensae upon
her interference, and that the war would
result in her ceasing to be the supreme
sea power. In all this there is no
thought of God as a factor in human af-
fairs. The atheism is absolute. The
whole case is a simple matter of count-
ing noses and guns. There is not the
slightest trace of that chivalrous faith
which sent the lipn-hearted Richard to
rescue the sacred sepulcbre from the
hande of the unbeliever.

In the opinidn of the Globe the Ar-
menian question is a case of *“ Do right
though the Heavens should fall.””

Would they net
say that to attempt what was, as far as
human reason could discern, impossible,
was fanaticism and not religion? And
would not ninety-nine good people out
of a hundred admit the justness and the
force of these remonstrances? And are
the responsibilities of the men to whom
are entrusted for a time the destinies of
a nation quite as great as are, say those
of the father of a family ?

Granting that the case of the Arme-
nians is a most pitifal one, deserving
the sympathy and the help of every
Christian man and woman in the world,
and that it is the duty of all Christians
to do everything that is possible to stay
the hand of the perseciiting oppressor,
have not the people of Great
Britain greater claims on the care and
the consideration of Lord Salisbury and
his colleagues in the Government than
have the AArmenians? ' Is it his plain
duty to sacrifice the lives of thousands of

Br.isa subjects, to expose the whole
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Would they it}

human  probability the sacrifices
will be made in vain? s he
to be called an atheist because
he refrains from rushing to the
rescue of the Armeniansat the ex-
pense of the-people for whose welfare he
is  responsible? Are mnations war-
ranted in expecting what appearsto be a
miraculous interposition of Providence
in their favor, even when they believe
the cause they champion is a righteous
one?

The Globe admits that‘‘ statesmen
conclusively prove that England would
be powerless alone.” That being -the
case, would it not be foolishness in.its
Government, and would they not be
wickedly wanting in their duty to the
people of Great Britain, if they allowed
the nation to go into the war alone? So
far from believing that there is no
thought of God as a faétor in human af-
fairs in the reasoning of these states-
men, it seems to us that their
deciding not to plunge their country
into wary with all the civilized world
against it, shows clearly that their de-
sire to do right—what is pleasing to God
—is at the bottom of their decision. In
fact, we cannot understand a statesman
who is rational as well as God-fearing
doing anything else.

The Globe prefers the promptings of
the blind, uninformed instinect of the
people to the calmly reasoned decision
of stateemen who have a full knowledge
of all the circumstances and who have
given the whole situation earnest and
deep consideration, as it says: “For if
there is no God the statesmen of Eng-
land are right. If there isa God the
people of England are right.” Time will
tell whether the prudent statesmen who
feel the full weight of their responsibili-
ties have chosen the right course or
whether they ought to have followed the
policy advised by the pious people who
accuse them of atheism because they
have not rushed headlong into a war,
the end of which and the consequences
of which no man living can foresee.

THE EDITOR’S FUNCTION.

There has been an interesting and an
edilying discussion in some of the news-
papers of the United States as to what is
the function of an editor. Is he bound
to present to his readers both sides of all
important questions? Is it his duty to
tell his readers all that can be said and
that is said against the views he holds?
The New York Evening Post, perhaps
the ablest newspaper in the United
States, takes the leading part in this dis-
cussion. ‘‘The Detroit Free Press,’” it
Lsays, ‘‘quotes a saying of ours
‘that we print this paper for
the purpose of disseminating otir
own views, and as a rule
not of disseminating the views of per-
sons differing from us,’ and the say-
ing of the Hartford Courant that it is
‘ not printed for the purpose of diffusing
Populistic literature.” Thisattitude the
Springfield Republican holds is ®noth-

{ ing less than a menace to free speech,

free thought and true democracy,’” which
if true is very serious.”” “The Post then
proceeds to answer the objections and
charges of its contemporaries, and in
doing so it gives its opinion of what an
editor ought not to do with regard to
opinions and doctrines which he does
not believe, and the tendency of which
he regards as mischievous. It says:

In the first place, it is the duty of
every editor or publisher not to print
what he conscientiously believes will do
harm—that is, diffuse views whick he
thinks will injure individual character
or put the state in danger. The mere
fact that they are views differing from
his own, or that they are things which
some persons would like to read, is
nothing to the purpose. This would
give immoral, blasphemous, absurd, or
treasonable views a claim on his col-
umns, or make it impergtive on him
to print the silly crime stories of a por-
tion of the daily press. Onthe contrary,
it is the business of an editor
to keéep'n  aprict watch on  his
coluimag, and let nothing in which he
thinks Wil work migchief, either social

pelitiecl. ‘[his g his first and great
: daty of promoting ¢ free
speeet iree thought” is quite
gecyndary to it, Free speech and free
thought bave on various occasions in the
bistory -of the world done great harm.
Therefore, both speech and thought have
ta be more than * free ” to entitle them
to promotion or circalation at the hands
of a decent citizen. They have to be
rational, moral, and well expressed, and
in his eyes more likely to promote the
general good than the general injury.
Any other view would compel him to
share his editorial control with any
blatherskite who turned up, while un-
able to share his responsibility.

The above paragraph is well worth
reading a second and a third time. The
reasonableness of the views it containsg
must recommend itself to every sensible
and every conscientious man. News-
paper correspondents who entertain
very peculiar views as to what are the
duties of an editor and what constitutes
in an editorial sense fair play, particu-
larly, should study carefully what an
able and experienced editor says about
what should not be published by the
editor who desires to keep the jour-
nal under his charge useful to
the community and decent. Per-
sons who have no experience of !
editorial work have no idea of
what is expected of an editor by per-
gsons who think that they have a mission

to mend the world and who have a very
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high idea of their own ability. Such
persons, when an editor declines to pub-
lish what they have written in oppo-
sition to what has appeared in the paper
with the editor’s sanction, do not hesi-
tate to accuse him of being narrow-
minded, unfair and cowardly. If the
editor says ever 8o blandly that he does
not consider it his duty to aid in dis-
seminating what he looks upon as mis-
chievous errors or the outpouring of per-
sonal vindictiveness and ill-temper, he

gives his hearer mortal offence and in-

curs his undying enmity. But this he
must do if he wishes to give the com-
munity a paper which sensible and peace
loving men and women can read with-
out feeling disgusted and annoyed.

The refusal of the Post to publish arti-
cles contributed by Popocratic politicians
has raised the ire of editors and agita-
tors of that party. The Post has with
great ability combatted what it believes
to be the false doctrines of the advocates
of silver. Some of these advocates, it
seems, regard . themselves as ill-used
because they have not been permitted
to reply to the trenchant articles in the
columns of the paperin which they ap-
peared. The editor of the Post gives his
reasons why he rejected those contribu-
tions. Here they are:

To sum up, the reason why we are not
willing freely to admit Bryanites to our
columns is that we believe their plat-
forn to be from top to bottom irration-
al, immoral and anarchistic. We be-
lieve the triumph of the party would
soon put an end both to free speech and
free thought, would put all property in
danger, would make the United States,
instead of a glory and a boast, one of the
most conspicuous of human failures;
would roll back the tide of civilization
on this continent; would exalt ignor-
ance and folly above experience and
knowledge, and would put a premium
on mendacity and imposture. This be-
ing 8o, it will be easily seen why we do
not disseminate the views of the party.
In facs, to call them *“ views’” atallisa
misnomer. They are the yawps of ig-
norance and folly, and there is not, and
ought not to be, a place for them in any
newspaper printed for intelligent men
and women.

Most thinking men will, we believe, re=
gard the above reasons as quite suffi-
cient. There are very few, we hope, who
would require an editor to publish in his
paper what he telieves to be irrationa’,
immoral and anarchistic, and what, it
carried into effect, would scon put an
end to free speech and free thought, and
would put all property in danger. The
man who could do this must be wholly
destitute of principle and cannot possess
anything that is worth calling a con-
science. And are editors the only men in
thecommunity whoasa matterof business
must systematically discard principle
and be at all times deaf to the voice of
conscience? We are glad to know that
there is a very large preportion of the
publis who have no such expectation,
but who, when they are convinced that
an editor is guided by principle and con-
science in the performance of his duties,
prize him highly although they may not
approve of everything he writes and
does. Such an editor was Horace
Greeley.

THE COMMITTEE OF INQUIRY.

The committee of members of the
Government who are to make the in-
quiry which is to precede the revision of
the tariff will soon begin their work. It
might be supposed that the gentiemen
who have for the last eighteen vears or
80 been condemning the tariff and declar-
ing that it is nothing better than a
device to rob the people of Canada,
would know enough about it to revise it
without asking people how they like it,
and making inquiries here and there asto
howit hasworked. Ifthere wasany sense
orany sincerity in their condemnation of
the tariff, repeated we do not like to say
how many times or in how many places,
they should be so well acquainted with
it both in principle and detail as to be
able to set about the work of revision
without the slightest investigation. But
the truth is their denunciations of the
tariff were not founded on an intimate
knowledge of its operation. When they
uttered them they.felt they had butlittle
responsibility for what they said. But
their position is very different now.
They know that they will be held strict-
ly to account by friends as well as op-
ponents for every change that they pro-
pose to make, and they consequently
must be prepared to give a reason for all
that they uo or propose to do.

We have no doubt that Sir Richard
Cartwright, Mr. Paterson and Mr. Fic1d-
ing will be surprised and edified by what
they hear if their inquiry is to be any-
thing more than a sham. They will
find that some of the most enthusiastic
wof their Liberal support:rs are out-and-
out protectionists, who will stoutly op-
POse taking from any article in whose
production they are interested the pro-
tection that is now extended to it. They
will learn that the number of free-
traders, when it comes to the pinch, are
very few indeed, and they will be forced
to conclude that if they, as they prom-
ifed, set about eliminating the protective
elemen? from the tariff they will make a
great many more enemies than friends
amongthe Liberals themselves. Mr. Lay-
rier found this out in his periérinations,
and this is what caused him to drop free
trade altogether before the campalgn
was nearly concluded. The Montreal

Gazette, in an article on the tariff in-
quiry, very shrewdly remarks:

If the tariff inquiry the Ministers are
about to make is as full as it ought to be,
and as fair as it should be, if it is carried
out with the object of discovering all the
facts of the case, and not for the purpose
of getting arguments to back up

a tariff theory, the changes that will
he made in the tariff will be very short
of revolutionary, and it will be a long
time before the last vestige of protection
is eliminated from the customs sche-
dules. If, on the other hand, the minis-
ters think more of their theories than
they do of the country, and seek to apply
to Canada’s tariff, principles that are not
suited to a country in her situation, and
that are even being questioned in tl}e
land that gave them birth, then it will
be bad for Canadians, but worse for the
Government and its party, which will
repeat here the experience that has
ruined the Democratic party in the
United States.

OPTION ON THE LE ROI.

ToroxTo, Oct. 3l.—(Special)—It was
rumored here yesterday that an English
syndicate has obtained an option cn the
Le Roi mine. The price paid could not
be ascertained.

Col. Baker, minister of mines of Brit-

ish Columbia, left here for home last
night. He wasaccompanied by Thomas
Frazer, who represents a number of
English financial papers. .
Hon..John Dryden, minister of agri-
culture, is ill with what appears to be la
grippe. His illness is not thought to be
serious.

All the papers give a great deal of
space to an alleged find of anthracite
coal ;in the Sudbury district, 17 miles
west of the town and 24 miles from the
shores of the Georgian bay. .
The government cruiser Petrel arrived
at Port Stanley last evening, having on
board a number of sturgeon nets and
herring nets seized from American boats
for fishing in Canadian waters.
