In disposing of the various defences affect­
ing the liability of the shareholders as con­
tributories I have allowed a latitude of de­
fence and an admission of evidence which 
would not be allowable in ordinary cases. 
This exceptional course was adopted not from 
any reasonable doubt as to my jurisdict* 
hear the limited issues of fact, but because 
this was the first ease before the courts in 
which tbe double liability of shareholders was 
to be enforced, and because I felt 1 would be 
better cbW at the dose of the evidence to de­
fine tbe limits of the inquiry and tbe extent of 
the jurisdiction I exercise in disposing of the 
various questions raised by the contributories. 
Another reason was my belief that the dis­
closures affecting the inception and financial 

♦ management of this short-lived bank would 
be in the public interest, and therefore bene­
ficial and cautionary to the community, as 
well as to to the directors and the responsible 
officers of financial corporations.
' As to the defence that the bank corpora­

tion was never legally authorized, or if or­
ganized that its charter and therefore its 
sorporate character has been forfeited, there 

v are several answers. The Master went at 
length into these* maintaining that the allé- 
rations were baseless.

Another defence is that the validity of the 
certificate of the Treasury Board under which 
the bank is authorized to commence business 
is impeachable. The Master cited a number 
of cases to show that this ground of defence is 
untenable. '

He then said : A great deal of evidence 
has also been given with the object of estab­
lishing some infirmities of title to tbe shares 
held by the transferors of those who are now 
before me as contributories. These infirmities 
af title could and ought to have been investi­
gated by those parties at the time they ac­
quired their shares, or within a reasonable 
tome thereafter.

* The Master commented on the acceptance 
if the shares and the receipt of dividends, and 
proceeded : After so committing themselves 
they contend that their shares never had a 
lawful existence, that by non-payment of 10 
iZer cent, within 30 days after the original

I have received numberless 
proofs of faithful remembrance and laving 
sympathy at a time so sorrowful for mi, and I 
express to all who have approached me with 
words of comfort my kingly thanks.

"'When, through my father’», death, my au­
tostore’ crown descended to" me I felt it necee- 
tory at the beginning of' ray reign to assemble

■wear to keep firm and inviolable, andTswear 
to rule lawfully and truly, aa God may help 

William L, during a glorious reign filled 
with deeds of war and peace, created the 
Frnteia of to-day and made our people’s yearn­
ing lor national unity a reality. My father, 
actuated by the same piety, and whose ex­
ample inspires me, oootiqnea the same policy. 
William’s works in public proclamation» con­
stituted his political legacy- I am resolved to 
follow him in this path in governing Prussia 
tod also as regards the imperial policy. Like 
William L, I will faithfully and conscientious­
ly observe the law» and respect tho righto 
to the.people.. At the same time I will main- 
•Sin and exerciser the constitutional righto of 
the èrown, and will transmit them unimpaired 
to my successor. I am far ..from aiming to 
enlarge the prerogatives of the èrown, there­
by disturbing confidence in the «lability of

■qvtrned. The legal status of my righto, so 
longea it remains undisputed, is sufficient to 
afford to the life of the state the measure of 
■foriarohieel - inflnenee whioh Prussia requires 
fa- Whoopee ot tier historical development. 
Fro» the. manner in which Prussia was con­
stituted;-from her present position in the 
Empire and in view of the sentiments and 
habita of‘our .people, I believe that our con­
stitution distributee the -co-operation of forces 
in the life of the state in e wise and beneficent 
manner. Because of this belief, as well as on 
account ri my oath, I shall guard and protect

“Following my ancestors’ example, I shall 
•oosider it my duty to extend to all religions 
■y kingly protection in the free exercise of 
thrir ifortns' of worahipu I am especially 
satisfied iyitb the recent ecclesiastical legisla­
tion; which has shaped the reletious between 
the State end the Catholic Church and its 
spiritual head in a manner acceptable to both 
parties. I shell endeavor to preserve "the 
ecclesiastical peace of the country.

"The principal points in the reform of the 
internal administration accomplished, at the 

of' the Landtag and the practical 
working of the new legislation prove that the 
We» of sell-government controlled by honorary 
functionaries bee taken (nil possession of the 
popular mind. Suitable personal forces 
readily advanced and placed themselves at the 
service of the commonwealth. 1 intend 
firmly to uphold this valuable result, and to 
further develop and strengthen the new in­
stitutions end contribute to their permanent 
and successful working. I shall adhere to 
the traditions of the Prussian financial ad­
ministration."

The King expressed sympathy with the 
sufferers bv the recent floods in Prussia, and 
said tile Government was relieving them and 
working to prevent a recurrence of the disas­
ter. He thanked all three persons at home 

p and abroad who assisted in alleviating thé 
distress. He eaid he hoped to promote the 
prosperity of the country by common labors 
based on mutual confidence which would not 
he jeopardized by radical differences of views 
on fundamental questions. He ■ said he as­
sumed office ait a momentous time, bnt that he 
approached his task confidently, inspired with 
a sense of due#. In conclusion he quoted 
the words of Frederick- the Great: “The 
King la the first totvant ot the State.”
