Auckland, N.Z., Jan. 31.—Samoa ad­
vices say that the Germans have declared 
war against Mataafa, and that probably all 
the Samoans will join against the Germans.

The German officials have given notice 
that all vessels arriving there will be search­
ed for articles contraband of , war. 
They have suppressed The Samoan Times. 
A passenger on the British steamer 
VVainui, which visited Mataafa’s camp, 
was placed under arrest, but was subse­
quently released in compliance with a 
demand of the British consul. A procla­
mation has been issued placing the Apia 
police force under German control. Ma- 
taafa’s followers number 6000. They are 
strongly entrenched, and other Samoans 
are rapidly joining them. Upon the arrival 
of the steamer Richmond she was boarded 
and searched by the Germans.

An 
enormous copper coffin was sent to Meyer- 
burg on the same train that conveyed the 
doctors who had been deputed to enquire 
into the cause of the death of the Crown 
Prince. The body was placed in the coffin, 
but when it was attempted to place the 
coffin in the hearse, it was discovered that 
the hearse was too small, and it was ne­
cessary to use the hearse in,which|the bodies 
of paupers are conveyed, as it was larger 
than the one selected.

The B*e»llen of Succession.
New York, Jan. 31.—The Times’ Lon­

don correspondent says it is still a matter of 
uncertainty as to how Crown Prince Rudolf 
died. The first story from Vienna was that 
he had met with a fatal accident in the 
hunting field, and I hear now that an Italian 
official here has a telegram in cipher from 
Rome saying it is understood there that he 
was shot by a forester whom he had 
wronged, but later despatches from Vienna, 
although differing as to the locality in which 
the Prince was at the time of his death, 
agree that he was found dead in bed by hit 
valet.

Rudolf until recently was regarded as a 
prince of exceeding promise. He was a 
great linguist, an excellent musician and 
wrote easily and well. He affected the 
society of authors, artists and states­
men and married one of the prettiest and 
sweetest princesses in Europe. Vienna was 
particularly enthusiastic over the young 
couple, and throughout the Empire Rudolf 
shared to thefull the greataffection his father 
is held in. But soou there came a change. 
He quarrelled with his wife and the public 
took her side. The tone of his associations 
visibly sank, and painful stories of his 
habits and doings began to be circulated 
At the same time his health declined. As 
a boy he promised to be strong, but when I 
last saw him iu Berlin, last March, he hada 
pale, sallow, shrunken face, shrouded in 
black side whiskers and a mustache, but 
he was prematurely bald, and there were 
suggestions of bad health both in his ex- 
pression and carriage. I was told there 
that epilepsy, which is the hereditary curse 
of the Hapaburgs, especially afflicted him, 
so that he had constantly to be watched as 
a precaution against fits. It is quite likely 
that he died in one of these.

The question of succession will create 
tbe deepest interest throughout Europe. 
His only child is a delicate little daughter 
in her sixth year, and would in the natural' 
order of things be passed over by the Salih 
law in favor of the Emperor’s brother, 
Karl Ludwig, who is a man of 66, and hi» 
three ion* between 20 and 26, but in view 
of Rudolf» poor health this question hae 
been discussed some of late, and there is a 
notion here that some such provision may

>The Speech.
Yesterday Governor-General Stanley made 

his first Speech to the Canadien Parliament. 
Firet, regret is expressed that the fishery 
treaty agreed upon by the two Governments 
about a year ago was rejected, by the United 
States Senate. And the announcement is 
made that “it only now remains for Canada 
to continue to maintain her rights as pre­
scribed by the convention of 1818, until more 
satisfactory readjustment to arranged by
treaty between the two nations.”

The Government of Canada will go back to 
the treaty of 1818, and will take it* stand on 
that until some substitute for the old arrange­
ment ie offered—something that we can 
accept in justice to 
thing strikes us, 
the stage which the fishery difficulty

So far the Uuited
States Senate has shown a magnificent capa­
city for rejecting international arrangements 
promised or agreed to by Canada. Now,
honorable gentlemen of the Senate at Wash­
ington, it is your turn next. Do you “come 
out of your shell” just for a change, formu­
late something ol your own, and let us see 
wliat you have to pro|>use yourselves. We 
fancy that this is the meaning of the Ottawa 
policy of shutting down on the modus virfndt 
fishery licenses, and intimating to our neigh­
bors, through the Coveruor-General’s speech 
to Parliament, that now Canada goes back to 
the settlement of seventy years ago, and pro­
poses to stay there for » while.

This "is by far the muet important matter 
touched upon in the speech, and very properly 
conies first. Parliament is further informed 
that during recees the Government has care­
fully considered the subject of ocean steam 
sendee, and that it will be asked to provide 
eubeldiee for the improvement of the Atlantic 
mail service, and for the establishment, in 
concert with her Majesty’s Government, of a 
line of fast steamers between British Colum­
bia and China and Japan. Also that the at­
tention uf Parliament he invited to the beet 
mode of developing onr trade and securing di­
rect communication by steam with Austral­
asia, the West Indies, anff South America. 
This to a part of National Policy to which 
free traders cannot object on principle; the 
only question challenging discussion is one aa 
to good management of the business.

Next in importance cornea the iutimatioo 
that the report of the Royal Commissioner» on 
Labor is expected to be ready for laying before 
Parliament at an early day, which means, w« 
take it, that no Government measure dealing 
with the question will be offerri this 
though it seems to suggest that 
something may be looked for. Candidly 
speaking, we have no idea that Sir Richard and 
Mr. Leaner, were they in power now, would 
be any further in advance than the preeent 
men are on the labor question. And perhaps 
it may be just as well lor Canada to make haste 
slowly in the matter of labor legislation. In 
the great country to the south of ua labor ex­
perience is being manufactured to an 
extent ; and we have the chance of profiting, 
“tree gratis for nothing by much experi­
menting which is being done by onr neighbors 
at heavy cost to themselves. So we can with 
advantage look on and learn, and wait a little 
longer.

It is also intimated that bills relating to the 
inspection of timber end lumber, for the im­
provement of tiré pasta) system, and for in­
creasing the efficiency of the North-West 
Mounted Police will also be submitted. As 
already announced in The World, “the im­
provement of the postal system " means two 
cent postage.

Such is the layout of the officer» of the 
Toronto Board of Trade for 1889 The elec­
tion took place yesterday afternoon In tlie City 
Council Chamber, and it was without doubt 
the most exciting in the history of the Board. 
Although many officers had to be selected 
the chief interest in the affair waa centered in 
the presidency contest between Mr. Wilmot 
D. Matthews, the prominent grain commis­
sion merchant, and President of the Board 
for 1888, and Mr. Daniel R Wilkie, cashier 
of the Imperial Bank of Canada, and First 
Vice-President of the Board for 1888. It was 
» red hot contest, and the member» of the 
Board went into it with all they were worth, 
each side determiniog that their man should 
win. There had been some betting, the most 
of it favorable to the candidature of Mr. 
Matthews. On one side the fight waa fought 
on the ground that there should be no second 
term and that no G.P.R director should be 
President of the Toronto Board of Trade; 
while on the other the merchants who compose 
the great majority of the Board argued that 
in view of possible forthcoming legislation oo 
the banking question it would not be well to 
have a banker in the President’s chair. As will 
be seen the^tiattheweites prevailed and elected 
their man by a majority of 53.

There seems to be no doubt but that the 
northern portion of the Province of Ontario 
and British Columbia to prpbably richer In 
minerals than any other portion of this contin­
ent. I believe It would be greatly In the inter­
ests of the country that tlie geological staff 
should be very largely Increased; that the very 
fullest explorations and examinations—espe­
cially in the British Columbia mining regions— 
should be made; that the fullest reports should 
be published from time to time, giving Infor­
mation which would enable the explorer and 
prospector to direel their energies to the most 
likely portions of the country, and I further 
believe li would be largely beneficial to the 
country If the Government were to establish at 
one or two points to be Indicated by the Geo. 
logical Department asaay and smelling works, 
where the various ores could be tested and 
fully reported upon. An assay and report 
under authority from the Government weeks 
would carry u weight and Influence not obtain­
able from any other source. The mining laws 
should be put upon the most liberal footing 
and every encouragement given to the develop­
ment of the vast mineral resources of the 
country. Much of tire ore, not only of British 
Columbia but of other parts of Canada, has to 
be treqt out of the Dominion to be lasted before 
any true test aa to its richness can he obtained.

The Literary English Centre.

An English author, writing to The London 
T’mes, says in effect that the American pub­
lishers have discovered that piracy no longer 
pays, and have therefore contrived an interna­
tional copyright bill, which will make New 
York the literary centre of the EnglUh-SDeak- 
ing world. The requirement that all foreign 
books to secure copyright must be set up in 
this country will result in transferring the 
business of publishing EnglDb books to the 
United States, because the American market 
will be infinitely more valuable than the Eng­
lish. The Americans number more than 60,- 
000,000, and are a nation of book-buyers; the 
people of Great Britain number 85,000,000,and 
are book-borrowers through the circulating 
libraries. Not only will books be published 
in New York rather than in London, but they 
will be written to suit tbs American rather 
than the English market

If our neighbors see their way to a copy­
right law that will promote literary effort in 
their country and encourage their publishers, 
printers, artists, etc., why should not we do 
the same iu Canada !

I further trust that the present pleasant rela­
tions existing between myself and Mr. Wilkie 
will continue. Candidly. I will tall you that 
if I was again nominated and had to run a 
contest with Mr. Wilkie; I don’t think I 
would accept. We both wanted to win, and 
both, I think, tried our best to do so.

As requested by the Ssutt Ste. Marie town 
council some time ago, tbs GoveViVMeot of 
Ontario have bald, an investigation into 
the actions of the license commissioners 
(Quibeil and Locdry). The oouev of enquiry 
was presided over by Mr. Botham dt Toronto, 
and the evidenoe as’taken will' be givah to 
the Attorney-General. The following is toe 
'evidence:

Mr. Quibeil, called and sworn: ‘T am one 
of the linens* commissioners. T was one hist 
year. I resigned about a month ago. ’ I was 
litonsecommissionerfrom Msy till some time 
m December. I Know Mr. Breen who runs 
the Windsor Hotel. The botel teas formerly 
run by McArthur k Boulger. They word the 
original licences A There was a transfer" made 
from Mo Arthur A BouTgtr to Mr. Breen. The 
application for the transfer of the koenss came 
op before the board and It was pawed naahi- 
moiisly »s far as ! recôRect."

Q. Will you answer this question i Do 
you remember whether there was imÿ Opposi­
tion? A. I did not Oppose it. It woe'passed 
unanimously * fir a» t oan recollect, t was 
oiiairman. I did not receive $240 from Mi-. 
Breen. I received a sum of money from Mr. 
Breen. I cannot say fust when It wee, on or 
about the 20tb September, as near as I can 
reocllecL 1 received from Mr. Breen $100 in 
cash and hie note for $140.' The no» War not 
paid. It was afterwards banded back to Mr. 
Breen before is tree due. It was banded back 
to him within a week after it was given to 
ma The money was not returned. J have 
known Mr. Breen far some time. I cannot 
recollect When’S first became acquainted 
with him. I received this money on 
my eooounl owed me by McArthur

Mr. Quibeil : "When 
I beard that they had sold out and’gone away 
I understood that everything waa bona fide aa 
far as Mr. Breen was ooiieerned and that they 
had nuld out and gene about their businese.
