Donald Morrison Pleads Not Guilty to the
Charge of Murder.

Canada binds it-
self to Free Trade, it thereby practically
agrees to remain a hewer of wood and a draw-
er of water for others more advanced, and
forfeits its chances of being a competitor ine
stead of a servant. Say if you like that it
would be an advance for China to import
locomotives from England, and to use them,

But get it into your head, if you can, that
Canada’s ambition goes higher than that.. It
is not only that she would show herself fit to
make use of the highest products .of civilized
skill. More than that—she aims to produce
these at home, and to make her material inde-

pendence or production at home==the founda-
tion of that other independence, moral and
political, at which she aspires,

When the temporary withdrawal of the
slaveholding States left the Northern major-
ity free to follow its own will on the trade
question, the choice was very quickly made,
and high protection was adopted by a large
majority.  Some years later Caunadians
decided - that this-country had been too long
tied to the tail of the British Free Trade kite,
and that this country urgently required an in-
dependent policy of its own. There, surely,
were two important lessons from experience.
First the United States, and soon afterwards
Canada, casting off Free Trade, and declaring
for Protection as the National Policy. Thus
wes the way the world moved in North
America.

In Europe the world’s movemens was in the
same dicection, most remarkably so in the case
of both France and Germany. Thesenations,
which in commerce and manufactures rank
next to Great Britain, are decidedly more
Protectionist than they were twenty years
ago, or ten years ago. This determination
towards Protection doesnot fall off, but in-
stead of that keeps getting more decided every
year. Perhaps you will admit that France,
Germany and the United States are highly
progreasive nations; “if 80 plesse add ‘your
opinion as to which way the civilized world is
moving. And Canada is surely importans
epough to be counted in asa pars of this mov-
fng world.
