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- WILL MAKE SHORT SHRIFT

The Listowel Fiend Will Re-
celve Speedy Justice.

PEOPLE THOROUGHLY AROUSED.

Jessie Keith's Murderer Not
Yet Discovered.

A Provincial Detective Should Be Sent
and at Once—Bands of Townspeople
Scouring the Country for Miles Around
~The Crime One of the Most Horrilile
Ever Committed and Grewsome in Its
Details—A Foul, Cold-Blooded )lnrdeg;i
Without the Slightest Palliation—
Many Arrests Made. :

Listowel, Ont., Oct. 22.—The butcher
who, perpetrated the atrocious crime in
_the murder of 14-year-old Jessie Keith
in the swamp on Shanks’ farm, in Elma
Township, two miles east of this town,
on Friday last is still at liberty.

Notwithstandinz that the country has
been scoured in every direction and half
a dozen suspicious characters taken into
custody, not the slightest trace of the
man has been discovered. The county
constables have had no assistance other
than that volunteered by the towns-
people-and residents of the surrounding
district, and much comment is made
upon the fact that, although the At-
torney-General’s Department was re-
quested early Friday to send an officer,

no provincial detective has as yet put
An an appearance. It is now they feel
"'that a good detective is needed.

Once the man is caught, unless The
World mistakes the temper of theé peo-
ple hereabouts or a sufficient time has
‘elapsed for their passions to cool, short
shrift will be {made of theperpetrator
of the crime. The niob will not. be any
too particular as to the plan adopted
for sending the man into eternity.

Although, the* discovery on Sunday of
the valise carried by the tramp, who
was seen to enter the bash, established
doubt that he was the murderer it did
not prove so important after all as: was
anticipated. It was thought the fact
that the valise contained female wear-
ing apparel mizht lead to the establish-
ing of the murderer’s identity. A de-
spatch 4vas, however, received from
Btratford to-day stating that a valise
answerinz the. (description of the.. one
found had been stolen from Ailsa Craig.

More Clothing Found. -

It will be remembered ‘that - all, the
clothing oi the murdered girl was found
in the bush buried under leaves and Moss,
with the exeception oi her hat. Although
diligent search had been made since Fri-
night no trace of the hat of black, set
with two velvet bands covered, can be
found. Yesterday, however, two men
named Arch Robertdon and C.° Gowan
found f§t  ©buried similar. to the
other clothing. The hat pin belonging
to the girl wae found in the hat, which
was covered with blood. - TUnderneath
the hat were found the garters worn
by Jessie. They had evidently been
cut from the leg, s though the murderer
had been unable to untie them. The
dinbolical nature of  the crime can be
judged when it is stated with the ex-
ception of the garters mo article cf the
-girl's apparel indicated that any haste
had  been made by the murderer in
stripping his victim. Every article had
been carefully unbuttoned and the shoes
thoroughly untied belore removing.
mystery as to who was
perpetrator of this crime, but
whether the man is a tramp
who committed the murder and mutila-
tion, merely to satisfy his appetite for
blood, or to hide a greater crime, is as
yet unknown.

It was reported fhis afternoon that
the organs which had been removed by
the murderér had been 7Tound near the
spot where he washed his hands in the
swamp, but this proved to be untrue,
although portions of organic tissue which
had adhered to them were found. It is
generally believed that the fiend car-
ried the -portions of the body that he re-
moved away rwith him. Thousands of
people Visited thescene of thé murder
to-day, a track being beaten from the
railway track, where the first evidences
of a struggle were discovered, thence to
where the stark body of the victim was
found, and {finally to the spot where
wds discovered thed walise which the
tramp carried in his hand shortly before
he entered the woods.

Can Positively Identify Him.

The constables have at least 10 wit-
nesses who can pofitively identify the
murderer, They include the two  lads,
Laird and Atwood, who met him on the
railway track, coming from the direction
of Stratford, at 10 o’clock Friday morn-
ing. Mrs. Heard, wife of the station
master at Britton, from whom he ob,-
tained a drink at 11 o’clock, and a hired
girl employed by James Grey, at whose
house, two lots east of the farm of the
murdered gZirl's father, he asked for some-
thing to eat at 1115. Kach of these
witnesses gave an accurate d(‘sCl.'lptlon
of the man, and state that he carried the
valise subsequently found concealed in
the bush. Shortly after 2 o'clock J. C.
Kidd saw and epoke to the same man,
who crossed a lot and entered the race-
course. ‘Half an hour later Henry Les-
lie and his wife saw himi a ‘mile east ‘of
Listowel on the Elma town line. ]:.r(_)m
that hour he has dropped out of sigit.
The same circumstances that con-
tributes to the escape of
nearly eve murderer — lu.c_k gf
promptness in pursuit—was present in this
case. When Richard Stanton and Samuel
Strain, the section men who discovered
traces of a struzgle on the railway track
were searching the bush jor the body,
the murderer was undcubtedly still in
the bush and probably was at the moment
enzazed in hiding the valise. They en-
tered the bush to make the search, be-
fore 2 o'clock.

The Fiend’s Movements.

The tramp did not leave until after
that hour. An’ immediate pursuit would
have resulted in his capture, as the state-,
meot of those who saw him afterwards,
prove that he made no hurried departure,
it is probably that he thouzht he hqd
effectually concealed all traces of his
crime and that the rotten logs and moss
would not reveal the whereabouts of
the victim for some days. Most of to-
day has been spent by the constabled in
runninz down false clues. At an early
hour word was received announéinz the
arrest of a man believed to be. the mur-
derer at Alma, and.a coustu’ble hasten-
ed there by the first train. 'llho man an-
swered the published description
wanted man to a nicety, but he proved
‘an-alibi and was released. He was Jun}ee
McCabe of Arthur villaze, son of Patrick
MeCabe of Mone and a former : school
tearher.

"A False Scent.

Despatches were received during - the
day ifiat men answering the description
had been seen at Erin, St. Clement’s and
Parkhill. The man at Erin was observ-
ed to pass the station at 11.45 a.m.,
and a constable started in pursuit. The
suspect at 8t. Clement’s was taken into
custody, but as he did not answer the
description he was released. The man
apprehended at Parkhill was, however,
held. The tramp who was first alt
rested here and who gave his name as
Georze McKay is still being held, pend-'
ing developments. It is not’ believed
that he is the party, however. He seems
an izunorant, harmléss fellow, but as
he was either unable or uanwilling to
give a satis¥actory - account of his
whereabouts, it was deemed best to
hold him.

Some of the Captures.

Pickering, Ont., Oect. 22. — Constable
Decker arrested a tramp here this aftsr-
noon who: resembles the description of the
tramp who was seen in the vicinity of Lis-
towel on the Friday afternoon of = Jessie
Keith’s murder, except that he was clean
shaven and his hair cut rather short. He
wore dark pants, brown hat and coat. There

ronto. He was $aken.to the county jail at
Whitby.

Cataract, Ont., Oct. 22. — A man an-
sweringz the description of the Listowel
murderer was arrested here this evening.
Corstable Wilson of Erin has the man in
charge..

Cataract is in Caledon Township in the
northern part of Peel County, and not far
from the scene of the murder.

The Scene at the Grave. (

At the cemetery on Sunday there wa
a scene when the remains of the child
were being  buried. Keith is a
Secularist, and one of the leaders of. the
unbelievers took charge of the funeral.
There was & throng around the open
grave, and it was with difficulty that
the hearse reached it. When this was
done and the -coffin was lowered, W. G.
Hay, the Secular leader, thanked the
people for their sympathy.

Rev. Dr. Guaoner, an aged . clergyman,
who stood at the foot of thq grave, said,
“ God grant the people salvetion.”

Mr. Hay turned to him and said,
“You just hold your tongue, now.”

“T won’t,” replied the venerable clergy-
man, “and you ¢an’t make me.”

“If you don’t keep quiet,” replied Mr.
Hay, “I will have you arrested.”

“I don’t think you can have me ar-
rested,” retorted the clergyman.

“ We will see about that;2 rejoined Mr.
Hay, *“and I don’t want any more words
from you.” g

What Dr. Gunner Said.

Should’ their cemetery be desecrated by
infide]s and the Christian ministers shut
opt? { (A voiee, “No, no.”) Who ruled
the universe, God or wicked men? In-
fidels had done the deed they lamented
to-day., The man who did it could not
be a Christian. (Hear, hear.)

The sympathy of the intelligent Christ-
ian community was with the family.
The people believed that, though skep-
tics, they had the hearts of men and
women. If it had not been for the pres-
sure of infi%&ls about them they would
have yielded to the kindly voices of
theirt acquaintances and asfociates and
given the remains Christian burial.

The father and mother of the poor Zirl
shook their heads and said, no hope, no
hope, this i€ the end. It was not the end.
There was life and death and resurrec-
tion from the dead.

There was a horse and harness attach-
ed to the buzzy on which he stood, and
he didn’t know the owner of the horse
or' the maker of the harness, but he
knew that they had an owner and a
maker. There were the heavens above,
and he did know there was an owner.
(Cries of “Yes.”)

In all his travels in the Old Land and
in the States of the Union he never met

There mizht be no hope for the' father
and mother, but the resurrection was
cominz, and if they did not catel the
man who did this bloody deed on earth
he would be discovered then.

THAT OF J. 4. CHARLTON, THE

FOOLISH POLICEMAN,

James Creagville of Germantown, Pa.,
Sues to Recover His Outlay—The Story
of the Affair—A Verdiet for Four Hune
dred Dollars Damages Returned
Against the Defendant.

The sensational Creagmile will case of
; January last,in which John Andrew Charl-
| ton, a 1member of the Toronto police force,
figured as an alleged detective, with a
false mustache, and under an assumed
| mame, and, for his part was arrested and
| tharged fin the Police Court with fraud,

| was recalled yesterday when Charlton
| was defendant in an action brought by
James Creagmile of Germantown, Pa., to
recover ‘compensation for expenses iIn-
curred by reason of false representations
| made by him. ; -

In May last Charlton, under the as-
sumed mame of Philip Vernham, Todmor-
den P.0., Trepresenting that he had
been -appointed execytor of the estate of
Alexainder Creagmilg, who had died in
Australia, leaving a will béqueathing an
estate worth £5368 to his mother, bro-
ther and sister. Vernham requested that
the heirs of the late Alexander Creagmile
pommunicate with him and furnish affi-
davits to their identity and the money
would be distributed in secordance with
the provisions of the will. A lengthy cor-
respondence  followed, communications
beinz received by the alleged Vernham
from the plaintiff, Alexander Creagmile,
in Germantown, Thomas Creagmile in
California, and a Rev. Mr. Donaldson in
Ireland, who wrote on behali of Mrs.
Creagmile, mother of Alexander Creag-
mile, said to be deceased . A

In September of 1893, after these heirs
had been put to great expense-in insti-
tuting proceedings to obtain possession
of the wealth which Vernham represent-
ed to exist, James Creagmile received a
letter from Vernham saying that _ the
story of the will and legacy was a fraud,
concocted for the purpose of finding an
individual about whom the cviil authori-
ties were seeking information, and asking
to be excused for having caused them so
much trouble and disappointment. He
signed this letter as purporting to come
from Philip Vernham, Denver, Col., or
National Detective Agency, El Paso,
Texas,

Creagmile’s suspicions were aroused, and
he came to Toronto and employed legal
assistance in unearthing Vernham. He
could not be found, however, and a Phila-
delphia lawyer was engaged to work in
concert with Cassels, Cassels & Brock
of this city in ferreting, out what had
now developed into a mystery. e

Through a sister of Charlton’s, resgiding
in Philadelphia, and who had assisted
Charlton in carrying out his clumsily -
concocted misrepresentations, the letters
\were traced to Charlton, and his admis-
sion that he was the. Philip Vernham of
the correspondence followed, This
in the early days of January.

He was arrested on a charge of en-
deavoring by fraudulent means to ob-
tain possession of the estate of the late
Alexander Creazmile, but was acquitt:ed
when the case came before the Police
Mazistrate.

Charlton’s defence was that he was
‘asked by one Surney, in behalt of Mary
Creazmile to find her husband, Thouias,
who had left her in Ireland about 12 or
156 years azo. In order to find Thomas,
he wrote "to James, his brother, and con-
cocted this story of the inheritance in
order to get his address. He heard of
Sandy through Mrs. Thomas Creagmile
and used his name simply as & lever to
get: her husband’s address.

Pending the disposal of the case -by
the court Charlton was suspended from
the police force, but was afterwards re-
stored.

Creagmile had incurred heavy expense
and the action was_brought yesterday
to recover $25600 damagzes, on the ground
of false, fraudulent and malicious misre-
presentations by Charlton. Mr. Cr:eagmxle
was the first witness called in  the
case. He is an. Irishman by birth, and
has lived in Germantown for: the past
20 years,. where he has follow{ed the
occupation 'of gardner. During the
two hours he was in the witness box 'he
told in detail of the correspondence with
Charlton, alias Vernham, and the cir-
cumstances which induced him
to swear out the information
which led to Charlton's arrest. In an-
swer to the requests of the letters, all
the necessary papers had been sent to
Vernham at Todmerden, and an:enzage-
ment made to meet this man Vernham
in Philadelphia, when the money would
be handed over. Vernham failed to ap-
pear at the appointed place, and the
next. he heard was the Iletter, stat-
ingz that the whole thing was a fraud,
used for the purpose of eliciting infor-
mation.

When Charlton gras put in the box he
told his story of how Mary Creazmile
had requested him to locate her husband,
Thomas Creazmile, who had deserted her
some years before. He ascertained his
whereabouts and - after allowing suffi-
cient time to elapse to allow Mrs. Creagz-
mile to tzo to him if she desired, he
wrote James Creazmile informing him
that the story of a legzacy was a mere
dream.

When eross-examined by Mr. Hamilton
Cassels, counsel for - plaintiff, he ad-
mitted that the representations made by
him to Creazmile were a complete tissue
of falsehoods from start to finish. He
was doinz it for a charitable purpose
and his conscience did not trouble him;
they were deliberate falsehoods and
false representations.

Chariton Must Pay $100

In the opening of his address Mr., Jus-
tice Ferguson told the jury that _ the
fact that the plaintiff was a foreigner
should not influence in any way their
verdict. It was the pride of British law
that foreigners could always be assured
of receiving ample justice. A foreigner
was entitled to exaetly the same con-
sideration as a citizen, Charlton had
set up the defence that- his motive was
charity, but men must be taught that if
they wish to be charitable they must
exercise that charity at their own ex-
pense pnd not at the expense of a third
party. Charlton had deliberately con-
cocted this great falsehood with the in-
tention of deceiving the plaintiff, and
with full knowiedge that his actions were
likely to cause him a great deal of worry
and expense. He had perpetrated a
great wrong, and the plaintiff was entitl-
ed to an adequate compensation. All
expenses “incurred by Creagmile because
of the defendant’s representations came
within the legal scope of damages -to
which the plaintiff was entitled,

The jury returned a verdict for the
withii the legal scope of damages, to

Charlton’s counter-claim for $2500
damages for malicious prosecution was
not allowed.

OPENED A DISPATCH BAG. AD-
DRESSED T0O TBE BRITISH CONSUL,

N

The Comsul Says That the Despatches,
Which Were Officially Sealed, Were
Tampered With and Blames Japaficse
Officials, High in Authority — They
Learned the Contents of the Letters.

London, Oc¢t. 22.—A despatch to the
Central News from Shanghai says that
the British Consul at Seoul states that a
despatch bag, which was officially and
amply Bealed, must have been opened
while in transit from Chemulpo to Seoul.
This must save been done, the consul
adds, with the knowledge of the highest
Japanese fficials at Seoul,, because
they have since shown that they were
a;cgu&intcd with the gist of the contenis
of "'the bag. The consul has requesteg the
Foreign Office to cable him instructions
as to what action he shall take in the
matter. 1

Washington, Oct, 22.—The officials .of
the -Chinese Legation gave ap emphatic
denial to the reports that China is ne-
gotiating with Japan for peace, or that
she will at this time seriously consider
overtures of peace from any source what-
ever. fa

“The winter season,” said one of these
gentlemen to-day, “is so near at hand
that hostilities must necessarily cease
in a few weeks until the warmer weather
of next year. China meanwhile will con-
tinue her preparations for war.
conclusions may be reached during the
interval between now and spring - no
one can foretell, but the present senti-
ment of the Chinese people to-day is for
a continuance of the war and the rejec-
tion of any proposals looking towards
peace.”

In League With the Rebels.

London, Oct. 22.—The Graphic has
this despatch from Chemulpo: Four hun-
red Japanese have been quartered in the
King’s Palace in Seoul in consequence, it
is said, of the discovery that the King's
father is in league with the Tonghak
rebels. The Chinese are mobilizing large
forces in Kuren and Pow-Ting-Fu. The
King’'s second son started for Hiroshima,
Japan, on Oct. 15, with a quantity of
presents for the Mikado.

Some 1800 Japanese who were wounded

in battle are under treatment here. There
are many more in Seoul, and 2100 have
been sent to Japan. At 'i’ing Yang there
are 1200 Chinese in the hospital.

Other despatches renmeat the previous
reports as to the opening of letters sent
by Europeans in Corea. The mail bag
between Chemulpo and Seoul was detain-
ed three weeks,

London, Oct. 22.—A despatch to the
Céntral News [rom Shangzhai says the
Japanese officials at Seoul have carried
their censorship so far as to open and
tamper with despatches addressed to the
British Consul at the Corean ecapital.
This, the despatch says, has caused sharp
diplomatic correspondence between the
representatives of Great Britain and Ja-
pan. »

The St. James' Gagette prints a de-
spatch from Tien-Tsin, sayinz that in-
formation from trustworthy sources has
been received th to the effect that
negotiations fof a peagable settlement
of the Chinese-Japanege troubles are
being cagried on at Seoul.

THE PRESBYTERIAN'S SABBATH.

Rev. Mr. Grant Thinks the Senate Should
- Be Ended or Mended—Princl-
pal Caven's Idea.

At the Central Presbyterian Church
last night a meeting was held under the
auspices of the Toronto Presbytery, to
consider the question of Sabbath ob-
servance. Ex-Ald, Carlyle was in the
chair. >

Mr. John Charlton addressed the meet-
inz in reference to the sSabbath - Ob-
servance bill, which was recently thrown
out by the Senate. Parts of ‘the bill
had, after much hard work, been passed
througzh the Commons, which was an en-
couragement to the promoters, and the
main reason it was kicked out of the
Senate was the unpopularity of the’
Speakee, consequent upon his being born
in the United States, Mr. Charlton said
that the maintemance of the Sabbath
was a religious duty binding. on all
Christians, and it was their duty to
stand up in advocacy -of this zrand
principle. By the bill passing the Com-
mons it had secured recognition, which
wase encouraging. He considered the
prohibition of Sunday n¢wspapers a
zrand point, as the 700 Sunday papers
published in the United States were
the Anti-Christ of America.

Rev. Mr. Younz counsidered that the
treatment Mr. Charlton had received at
the hands of the Sepate in reference to
this bill was an insult to the Presby-
terian Church and the Christian com-
munity.

Rev. Mr. Grant asked what they should
do with the Senate. He thought 4hat it
should be dealt with as it had used them.
He imagzined that public opinion was
stronz enough'to do away with the pre-
sent Senate when the oppoxtunity pre:
sented itself. It had either ‘to be ended
or mended.

Rev. Dr. Caven said if the day was
called “Sunday” the cause was lost. Call
it the Christiam Sabbath or the Lord’s
Day. Sunday is a secular expression.
Boats must be stopped runninz on the
Sabbath  before the question of
Sunday cars comes up agZain. He
thought that & ferry boat was
perhaps necessary, but the éxeursion
boats must be stopped. He had been told
that from three to four thousand people
went to the Island on Sunday to hear
what they called sacred concerts. (Laugh-
ter.) He called them secular concerts.
People had told him that the laws of
the Sabbath were flagrantly violated on
the Island on Sunday. Every argument
against Sunday cars could be ueeil aghinst
Sunday .boats. “The enemy never sleeps,
-and if we sleep theéy get ahead of us,”
he exclaimed, adding, that just as soon
as Toronto went in opposition to Sab-
bath observance so would the province.

Resolutions were passed -thanking Mr.
Charlton for his efforts in the cause, and
for his attendance at the meeting. Thanks
was also oted to the officers of the
chuich for the use of the building and to
the choir for its assistance.

ecabin on Monroe street, near Royal,
thres blocks above the barracks.

The hoodoo priestess was arrested

esterday atternoon by Sergt. Hevron,

orp. Devauey and several patrolmen.
She is a mulatto, about 45 years of age.
She gave her nameas nie Gould.
Her husband, who also presides over
the mysterious rites ot hoodooism at
times; is about the same age and black.
He would have been taken fo the
station also, but he was confined to his
bed and begged piteously to be left un-
disturbed. i

The house is sitmated soms dis-|
tance back from the street in a widef
yard. Inthe front room the officers'
tound the hoodoo shrime and a collection
of weird objects which are used in the
rites.

In one corner was an altar. A human
skull, covered with tinfoil, was the most
prominent object on the altar, but
around it were dog skulls, human bones
and snakes and toads in_large bottles.
Everything was arranged with a view
to making the altar appear as revolting
and terrible as possible,and the keepers
of the shrine had been successful in their
effort.

At the foot of the altar was the statue
of a horse with one of the front hoofs in
a glass of water. The candles were
burning as the policemen went in, but a
large number of others bore the appear-
ance of having just been put out. ~The
priestess had seen the officers while they
were still a short distance from the house
and had utilized the short interval of
time that elapsed before they broke in
making -away with some of the para-
phernalia and letters.

The officers secured several sacks full
of charms. paraphernalia and letters.
Most of the letters were from ignorant
whites and negroes, and there were
some containing names of prominent

dooed. On the altar was the photograph
of a beautiful young woman taken in
one of the Canal street galleries. Evi-
dently she was one of the votaries, and
had been rash enough to leave her
pretty face with the yellow griest_ess,
never expecting that it would fall into
the hands of the police. The books of
the negroes were captured, and the
entries showed that they havs been
doing a rushing business. for months
pagt. The receipts averaged about $14
a day.

Scores of letters were found; all of
them signed and revealing skeletons
which it had mever been intended to
have dragged from the family closets.
One of the most amusing documents
was a prayer that twoof the principal
lawvers in'the city be hoodooed.

Their curses were performed this
way : The slip of paper containing
their names would be placed under a
large jar filled with moccasins and
horned frogs in the middle of the room,

A few imprecations were mumbled b
the priestess,and the worshippers danceg
about in a circle, nude and tremblidg
with excitement. As they danced a
weird croon would be sent up that added
to the uncanny scene.—New Orleans
Times-Democrat.

Important Changes in the Salling Rules—
Ofiicers Elected at the Second Annual.
The second annual meeting of the above

association was held at the Royal To-
ronto Sailing Skiff Club, President George
H. Gooderham in the chair. Hon. Secre-
tary-Treasurer W. J. Withrow presented
his ‘reports. Delezates from the follow~
ing clubs were present: E. H. Ambrose,
with proxies from the Royal Hamilton
Yacht Club; Captain T. A. E. World and
Messrs, E. A. Apted, D. 6. World and
A. Skinner from the Royal Toronto Sail-
ing Skiff Club, and J. E. Taylor from
the Victoria Yacht Club of Hamilton,
: 4whose application for membership to the
—A‘mociatié\'wu read ‘and @Eranted lg
unanimotis vote of those present. J. E.
Taylor spoke right royally on behalf of
his club. After the minutes of the last
annual nieetinz were read the delegates
went into committee to  discuss the
followinz amendments, which were -ad-
opted, and a recommendation passed that
the sailing rules hs aménded should stand
for three years.

Article 1, section 4. To read: Any"

dispute or protest which may arise
gmong ekiffs taking part in any such
race, shall be decided by the S&iling
Committee of the club holding it. Shoul
the member protesting or protested think
such decision unfair. he shall have the
right of appeal to the Executive of the
association by giving notice
of appeal i Wwriting to  the
hon. secretary-treasurer within
one week after the decision _appealed
from. The decision of the Executive
shall be final on any question that may
be brought ‘before them. The member
appealinz shall at the time of making
his appeal deposit 5 with the hon.
secretary-treasurer of the association,
whick amount; if the appeal be unsuc-
cessiul, shall be forfeited to the associ-
ation.

Article 2, section 1. A sailing _skiff
shall not be more than 20 feet, W.L.,
L.W.L.. and for the first-class of
less than four and & half ' feet
beam, for the second-class of less than
four feet beam, and for the third-class
of less than three and a half feet beam,
and shall carry no “kicking board” or
ballast, lexcept ecentre board, which
ghall mot weigh more than 200 unds
for the first-class, than 150 pounds .for
the second-class, or than 100 pounds for
" the = third-class. $kiffs built prior  to
Nov. 1, 1893, gtands.. Section 4. No
skiff shall be allowed to compete unless
she is sufficiently buoyant, in case _9!
capsize, to float boat, centreboard and
erew. This article, as amended, gives a
final definition of a sailing skiff. ,The
special class is not affected by the
chanze, and will be the same as shall
be decided upon for the present 21-foot
class, by the Lake Yacht Racing Asso-
ciation @t their annual meeting. Art-
jele 38, section 1. The measurement of
skiffs shall be of LW.L., and sail
area as adopfed by the L.Y.R.A. Article
4. Skiffs shall be classified according to
their corrected length as follows: Spe-
cial class same as L.Y.R.A, 21 foot class,

first class not less than 18 feet up to |

anl including 20 feet; second class not
less than 16 feet up to and including 18
feet, third class 16 feet and under.

This article, together with the pre-
vious onc as amended, gives much greater
latitude in buildingz various types of sail-
ing. ekiffs, allowing overhangs, square
sterns and greater beam, etc., than they
had under the old rules. It also taxes
great sail areas more heavily than the
former rules did.

Article B. Sailing skilfs in the special
class-shall be allowed to carry the same
crew as allowed by the L.Y.R.A.—in the
first class five men, in the second class
five men and in the third class four men.
This change is one for the better, as it
has been found safer to depend upon large
crews, with no ballast, for stability
than. upon the limited crews,
with ballast, allowed formerly.
Article three, add.—The officer of the
day appointed shall have power to d&e-
clare it a race after the first round
has been completed should it appear in
his opinion that such a course is desir-
able.. Article eleven says that each
boat shall carty a distinguishing  num-
ber,” displayed as. the distinguishing
mark formerly was, , Article twelve
says that written or printed instructions
as to the conditions of a race, the course
to be sailed, marks, etc., shall be sent
by each club giving a race to- each club
in the association at least three days
before such race. Article fifteen says
that a preparative guun ehall be fired
ter minutes before each race. Article
seventeen prohibits “Ianning,” as well
as towing, sweeping, etc.

It is expected that these changes will
give a greater impulse to small boat
sailing on the lake, and that next year
we shall see a mumber of graceful sea-
worthy little craft built under the new
rules. We understand that several
builders have been waiting for these de-
cisions before starting mew skiffs, which
will probably show long overhangs, with
increased accommodation. After the

It was# a neck and
neck race rizght along between the schem-
ers and their antagonists, At the start
the former seemed to have the advantagze,
then the tide chanzed and it appeared
certain that the agreement would be
thrown out, but an unlooked for event
bhappened that brought the promoters i
victorious, The object of this comﬁé‘:
change was a great surprise to all pre-
sent.
“No less a personage than Ald. Lamb,
the man of all others that has fought
the scheme, stép by step, in committee,
the man that has severely criticised the
actions of Yhe company and bitterly com-
plained that the city was not being
placed in po ion of ary infor-
mation, turned around and expressed
himself as being in favor of the scheme.
The colleagues of the alderman turned
their eyes upon him in amazement—the
party headed by ‘Ald, Hewitt with glee,
the other elde with gdisgust. In com-
mittee of the.whole, Ald.

@ resolution adopting the agreement and
recommending sénding of it to the
City Nolicitor and City Engineer.

Shaw moved the insertion of words
jn several clauses, as minor precautions.
Ald. Crane's Clause.

When it came to clause 10, what is
known as “Ald. Crane's Clause,” Ald.
Hewitt took exception to the forfeit of
$100,000 in case the company comtinue
to supply power outside Toronto ~at a
cheaper rate than in the city. He want-
ed the substitution of the clause in
the old canal agreement, providing that
the corporation may at their option have
the agreement amended so as to provide

for such lesser rate,

Ald. Sheppard suggested that the
provision' in the old agreement should be
inserted in addition.

Ald. Gowanlock, amid more applause

.from the gzallery, made the accusation

that Ald. Crane’s clause was prepared
by a eolicitor who was in the employ
of a corporation already supplying light
to the city.

Ald. Crane: You are saying what is
an utter falsehood.

Ald. McMurrich: You want to be care-
ful of your statements. (Laughter.)

Ald. Lamb: I accompanied Ald. Crane
to the City Solicitor's office, and@ one
of the lawyers in that gentleman's office
prepared the resolution for Ald. Crane
and brought it to Ald.

This company wae prepared to take all
the responsibility for the success or the
failuzd of the undertaking, Al they
asked was that if they fulfilled their part
of the agreement they should be allowed
to go through the city’ streets tor sup-
ply, Sitizens with cheap heat, lizht and
power, The compan mizht be baulked
thie time, but he wogld tell them that
it would not be the eud of it. - The peo-
ple were now taking an interest in  the
scheme and intended to have it. As Por
the agreement, it was the best agree-
ment Zoverning any city franchise. There
had been amendments moved to the
agreement for 10 other abject than to
destroy it. % B

Ald. Sheppard moved an amendment to
the clause providinZ that the damages
shall not accrue unless the company re-
ceive notice from the city, that the agree-
ment has been broken,

Challenged to the Test.

Ald. Hubbard was in fighting form, and
he handled Ald. Hewitt without gloves
for the statements he had made at meet-
inzs held on behalf of the company in the
Pavilion and in St. Andrew’s Hall. Ald.
Hewitt, he eaid, had at these meetings
reicrre(i to aldermen in language that
was unbecominz of & member of the
«ouncil, and unbecominz of & gentleman.
He desired to know whether Ald. Hewitt
was prepared to repeat in his presence
the language that he had used outside.
Where, asked he, were the plans of: this
scheme 7 Where were -the eminent en-
gineere ‘who had made the survey to
show that the scheme was practicable ?

this echeme ?. There was Mr. Comstock.
He had been told he was a wealthy man,
but you could , mever measure & snake
properly uotil he was dead. (Laughter.)
There were others ¢onnected with the
company who were land boomers pure
and simple., They were men loaded up
to the neck with real estate, and like
drowning men they clutched at straws.
This was one of the most unreasonable
projects that he had ever heard of.:

Gowanlock retorted: ' “I
have never been in the office of the
company, and don't know anything about
them.”

Ald. Sheppard’s motiom was lost, and
the original clause was carried as it
stood.

The Meaninug ‘of Power.

Ald. Shaw thought ‘that the solicitors
of both the eity and the company should
meet for the purpose of determining the
meaning, of the words “Power aque-
duct.”

Ald, Shaw moved the following: reso-
lution: “That inasmuch as the coun-
cil is now considering the question of
a water-supply, it is.deemed inexpedi-
Lent to enter-into any- agreement with
the Georgian Bay Ship Canal and Power
Company until the said question of the
future water supply is settled, and that
the agreement be struck out from the
report of the Board of Works.”

In' support of his resolution ‘the alder-
man said the question of getting water
by aravitation from Lake Simcoe was
a live question. A very large number
of the people of Torento believed that
that was the best way of getting eur
water supply. If we - were
going to get our water supply
from Lake Simcoe we ought
not to grant any privilege at all to
this company, because it would stand
as a bar blockinz the way  to  allour
efforts to zet water from that source.
The company had extraordinary powers.
It mizht- 2o in and buy land anywhere
at the very moment that the city 2§
tempted to locate its line. It seemed to
him the most practicable thinz to get
water from Lake Simcoe, and one of the
atiractive - features would be that the
city would be able to brinz down water
enouzh to supply water, heat, power
and light. It appeared to him that the
time had come when the municipality it-
self should enter upon a project of this
kind. If they were going seriously to
think of gettinz water from Lake Simcoe
they must not Zive away this power at

Ald. Atkinson said there was nothinZ
that struck him as beinz more absurd
than the tomfoolery- which had been
zoing on in the council for years! about
the Lake Simcoe * water. If he
saw any probability of wZetting
the water supply from Lake Simcoe he
could understand Ald. Shaw’s motion.
He thought there was now & prosEeCt that
the company would do the work which
the council did mot seem able to do.

Ald. Lamb's Resolution,

as we have proper safeguards. In put-
ting in these safeguards I have received
m@othinz but abuse from them; butf{ I am
of opinion that it is possible thisscheme
should zo ongi1 beg to move the follow-
inZ resolution:

How One Dined and Slept Aboard the’

Royal Yacht Osbhorne.

A writer ina London weekly, An-
swers. describes a night on the Prince
of Wales’ yacht, which i8 of interest at
the moment. The unidentified guest
says: “A telegram ffom Sir Francis
Knollys, saying that the Prince of
Wales invited me to dine and sleep on
board the Osborne, took me to Cowes
one Friday afterncon in the yachting
season,

“It was a beautiful day. A fresh
breeze was blowing from the west, and
the flags of the gachts, the guardship,
the Victoria and Albert, and the Os-
borne, flew stiffly from. their respective
masts. Reaching Cowes at five o’clock
I went to the hotel in the first in-
stance, to get acup of ‘tea and a little
rest after my journey from town.

hour on board the Osborne, but I ar-
ranged for a boat to take me on board
at Tp.m

guests of the Prince of Wales,
when afloat, are expected to attire
themselves in yachting jackets of a
special brand.

'The steword brought me all
I wanted, and I was soon ready for
dinner. , Entering the drawing-room
below deck, while awaiting the assembly
of the company, I had leisure to noticé
the lovely floWwers and exquisite taste of
the decorations.

‘THE SAVING OF SEEDS.

A SERIES OF SIEVES DESIRABLE FOR
SEPARATING THEM.

Care In the Selection of Seeds and im
Their Preservation Causes » Marked,
Increase in the Yield of Crops—Different

Kinds Require Different Treatment.

The method to'be used for the treats
ment of seed tosecure its preservation
will depend largely upon the character
of the seed and the amount to be raised.
In a general way we may divide seeds
into two classes—those with a dry cover-
ing orpod, and those that are formed
within a fleshy fruit. For working with
either class, although not necessary, a
series of sieves is desirable. About three
sizes are used for each size of secd; a
coarse one, to remove the larger stems,
leaves, etc., one that is just large
enough to allow the seeds to pass
through, and a third so fine that the
seeds cannot get through, but whichwill
allow of the removal of the dirt and
lint. Iflarge amounts are to be grown,
a flail and fanning mill be desirable.
When most of the seeds are ripe,

the stems are cut off, or in
|some  cases the entire plant is

\pulled. If the seeds do not' ripen
evenly, it is sometimes necessary to
make several cuttings. In case they shell
readily, the stems are placed upon
papers or cloth sheets, and left in the
sun until dry enongh to thresh. . This is

' done with the flail if large quantities are

to be threshed, but small amounts can
be rubbed out with the hand, using a
coarse sieve if it is available. The seed
should then be cleaned, using the fan-
ning mill for large quantities,or by pour-
ing them upon a sheet and allowing the
wind to remove the lighter particles.
The final cleaninE can be given by pass-
ing them throu, the sieves as men-
tioned above, although if these are not
available, very good work can be done
by washing them, as the good seeds
will settle to the bottom, white the light
ones will float with the chaff. “Whatever
method is used, the seeds should be
thoroughly dried before they are placed
in bags.

‘When the seeds are in fleshy fruits
they should be ground or mashed and
placed in barrels or other receptacles to
sour. In the case of cucumbers, melons,
etc., the interiors only are scraped out.
In from 30 to 100 hours, fermentation
will have advanced sufficiently to.admit
of the ready separation of the pulp from
the seeds. The mashed fruif is placed
in coarse sicves and suspended in tubs
of water. The seeds will drop to the
bottom, while the light pulp will float
and can be thrown out; they should
then be sent through a finer sieve, and
after three or four washings can be
taken out, spread upon cloths and dried.
With many seeds it is well to wring
them in cloths, and thus remove the
surplus water. Many persons do not
take the trouble to wash out the seeds,
when growing a few for home use,
merely scraping them out upon a piece
of cloth, and drying them in their

ulp. Most of our vegetable seeds keep

est, after being thorouﬁhly dried, in a
moderately warm, dry place. Paper op
cloth sacks will answer to hold them if
hung up or placed in boxes, where mice
cannot get at them. The seeds of our
fruits and nuts, however, would give &
very low germ{nation if treated in thig
way, and care must be taken that they
are not exposed to dr%ing influences fop
any length of time, They may be plante
ed at once after they are gat{ered, or,

after b'einglpartlally dried, they may be

%la’ced in thin layers, in a box of sand.

water, and they will be in good con-
dition for nglanting in the spring. I¢
will be found desirable—especially with
the fruits—to place the boxes out of
doors during the'.winter, and thus ex-
them to fhe action of frost.

1rx_1§aite a marked increase in the

careful selection, but errors may creep
in, and if care is given afarmer can
often get'better satisfaction if he saves
his own seeds, but otherwise he will find

surroundings, and have large amounts
of capital invested .therein, "and . this
papital, in many cases, earns good divi-
dends. This could be made the case in
_Toronto. There never was such a  de-
mand for market room as there is at the
present time, and there nevér was so.good
a collection of fruit,of vegetables,of meat,
of poultry, of fish, as is now found.in the
St. Lawrence Market. It is also a fact
that marketing was never so fashionable
a labor or pastime as it now is to the
ladies of Toronto. Leét anyone visit the
St. Lawrence Market on Saturday and
they will be struck by the splenddid col-
Jection of fruit, flowers and vegetables
there offered, and by the large number
of ladies who go to purchase. This being
fthe case, it is a shame that this large
pusiness has to be carried on under poor
shelter, - over rough cobblestones, sur-
rounded by dirt of all kinds and condi-
tions: What is wanted. is a large com-
modijous market building, |with clean
asphalting throughout, and all = over
the surroundings, with proper drainage
and the like. The ground in the whole
neighborhood of the market has been sa-
turated for years with - decaying vege-
table filth, especially on the west side
and over Colborne-street, where the
stench is foul emough to knock'a citizen
-down as he passes along. Not only
should the whole market square be as-
phalted, but it should extend through
Colborne-street, which is virtually a
market place,

There is no doubt that it would be
unwise to enter upen a complete scheme
on account of the expected removal with-
in a short time of the City Hall, but there
is no reason why the plan-that shall be
adopted in the future should not now be
decided upon, and that part of the im-
provement which can be undertaken at
once should be proceeded with, All the
northern part of the market that is to
be, that is, between King-street and
Front -street, ecould now be made fit
and proper. The rest would follow as
soon as the City Hall is torn down, and
that must occur within the next year or
twe at the farthest. )

THE ADVANCE OF THE TROLLEY.

From @& paper read by Richard Me-
Culoch, electrical engineer of the Citizens’,
Railway Company of St. Louis, we get
statistics of the use of electric railways
for mail, freight and express purposes
in the United States. = Sixty-two roads
are carrying the ' United States mail.
Thirty-five are represented as doing an
express business and fifty-five as carry-
i’g freight. The railways:  handling
postal matter are principally suburban
or roads joining towns, but, says
Mr. McCuloch, the postal authorities are
now beginning to make arrangements
with the large city systems for trans-
portation of the mails from mainf post-
offices to branches, amd for distribution
end collection throughout the city. As

an example of such a service, it would.

be interesting 'to describe the operation
of a Dhited States mail street car which
has been run in St. Louis for the last
three years. The St. Louis and Subur-
ban Rajlway begins in the business part
of the city and runs through the choicest
residence and suburban settlements of
the town of Florrissant, 16 miles from
the centre of the city. After leaving
the city limits ‘the line penetrates the
Florrissant Valley, thickly dotted with
pleasure resorts, country clubs, summer
homes- and suburban villas. The mail
car makes three trips a day, two through
Florrissant and one as far as the city
limits. The railway company furnishes
& conductor and motorman, while the
Post Oifice Department supplies the mail
clerks. At a scheduled time it is run
up in front of the post office and re-
cejves the mail, put up in pouches, from
a wagon there to meet it, The mail
clerk receives a bag for each station
outside the  city ~limits, and for
each carrier along the route a bag
designated by. his number. He also re-
ceives all mail which has come in too late
for assortment, which is distributed on
the ar to the proper bags before reach-
§ng the first station. Letters are: receiv-
ed, cancelled and distributed on this car.
just as in the ordinary steam railroad
mail ecar. The first stop is at a point
about one and a half miles from the post-
pffice. At this point six carriers meet
the car and each carrier receives from
the tmail clerk the pouch bearing his
number. Another stop is made about two
miles out, another two and a half, an-
pther three, and another four miles from

* the postoffice. Any mail for the suburbs
§s handed to the mail clerk by the . car-
riers and dropped into the proper bag
by him. After the city limits are passed
bags are exchanged at each station,just
as on a steam railread. On the return
trip the same system is followed until the
city limits are reached. Within the city,

- the Postoffice Department hasg placed
Jetter boxes @t (the principal corners
gelong the line. Each carrier brings the
mail collected in his district to the
nearest box on the line of the railroad.
Stops being made at each box, the mail
.tlerk removes the mail and assorts it be-
fore arriving at the next station. The let-
ters thus cancelled and assorted are de-
livered at the main postoifice, tied up
in bundles ready for shipment.

St. Louis also furnishes the most ad-
vanced trolley express system yet in
operation. The Southern Railway of
St.  Louis has been operating such a
gervice for two years. The line begins
in the heart of the city and runs in
o southerly direction for seven miles.
The territory penetrated is thickly set-
tled for almost the entire distance, and
inf no essential does the road differ from
the ordinary city street railroad. Three
trips per day are made'upon schedule
time by the express car, At the down-
town end is a receiving station, where
a! clerk receives all express consigned to
the company, and keeps all the.books
pertaining to the service« The especial

feature of this service, however, is.the
collection’ and delivery, This is effected
by means of wagons, two of which are
kept at the down‘town end of the road
and three of which meet the car on all
trips at certain points . along the
line. Large drygoods and clothing
houses have ceased to run their delivery

w 5\ into this part of the eity and
no:vﬁ%aign all of their bundles to the
railroad company. Where: formerly one
delivery daily was made by the wagons’
three are now made by the railroad.

The same ¢ity is now having built an
hospital car.. The car is to be equip-
ped with stretchers, folding chairs, a
tank of water, apparatus for . heating
water by electricity, an emergency drug
store, dressings, instruments, . earth
closets and all hecessary apparatus for
taking care of the sick and injured. A
surgeon is to be in charge of the car and.
will accompany it on all-its trips. Itis
intended by the city authorities to make
arranzements to run the car over all
the electric tracks in the city, .as this
will enable them to reach almost any
point within the city-limits.

THE GAS MEETING.

What the share-
holders should especially concern them-
themselves with is the establishment of
iriendly, relations between the company
and the public. The relations between
the two at the present time are ‘\any-
thinz but friendly.

We, “therefore, advise the share-
holders to exercise discretion at the com-
inZ meeting and_to make suck a reduction
in the price of gas as will allay the ex-
isting ill-will - against the company.

The Ontario Readers.

The Canadfan Bookseller for October.
The contract for the publishing of "the
Ontario Readers expires this fall, the
same being controlled by W, J. Gage
Co., Canada Publishing Company and
Copp, Clark Co. It will be remembered
when this contract was made, 10 years
ago, many meetings of the trade were
held, and much dissatisfaction expressed
at the arrangement made with these
firms by the Government, but as the mat-
ter had been closed it was too late to
improve the arrangement. Now™ fthat
the case will open again the trade should
see that they are properly represented
to the ministers who, we are confidant,
will be anxious to meet their views.
These books should no longer be controll-
ed by the combine, but should be open
to all publishers who will agree to manu-
facture the books to- the standard requir-
ed by the department ; theh both the pub-
lic and the trade would be better served.
It is reported that, as certain copy-
right matter appears in these books and
actions for damages have been threat-
ened, a strong effort will be made,
through threats that the Government will
be proceeded against, to hold the books
in the hands of the present publishers.
We feel confident, however, that such
threats will not prevent the Ontario
Government from seeing that the policy
they first intended be carried out, name-
ly, competition in the readers.

1s Dirty, Inconvenient and Yet Makes
Money for the City,

Many years ‘ago, and long belore
Toronto ‘was the pretentious city that
it now is, the . present St. Lawrence
market building ~was erected to meet
the requirements of the modest city that
Toronto then was.

Toronto has gone on and doubled, yes
tripled its population, yet nothing has
been done in the way of increasing, the
market accommodations in order to keep
pace with. the increased trade ‘of the
city. . “
lI“’:n- some time past there has been a
great ' deal of complaint  from the
farmers, gardeners, butchers and:others
engaged = in business in the n}arket
building on account of the dilapidated
condition of the building, and the meagre
accommodation, in the way of space,
which is furnished in réturn for the large
amount of money the city annually col-
lects from them.

The leaky roof, which, by a misnomer,
is called a shelter, and under which the
wagons of the gardeners and farmers
have to stand so closely, packed that
it is with difficulty anyone can - pass
between them, is anything butf a shelter,
the occupants are exposed to the snow
in the winter and the rain in the sum-
mer. And then those cobble stones, over
which they are compelled tq walk, make
anything but a desirable - foundation.
For this accommodation the city exact-

The people who carry on business at
the market are - not the only
ones who are seriously  inconvenienced
by the lack of proper accommodations,
which necessitates such crowding as
was witnegssed on Saturday morning last.
There are the thousands of people who
go there to buy, some .on foot, others
on the street cars, and many in private
carriages, who should bé- considered. It
is generally with extreme difficulty that
these ‘people can get between the mul-
titude of vehicles, so closely are they
packed together, and mauy & fine gar-
ment has been hopelessly ‘;-pined by com-
ing in contact with ‘the grease from
the wheels. :

Many ladies in the city have of late
adopted the plan of going to the’ mar-
ket to buy their house plants, of which
splendid displays are to be seen on Sat-
urday mornings, but the space’is 8o
contracted that it is with extreme dif-
ficulty the ladies can’satisfy their de-
sires to purchase additions to the home
conservatory. Last Saturday many
private equipagzes were to be seen in
the neighborhood, the liveried eoachmen
patiently waiting for madame to make
her rounds of the market, As it is,
many refrain from attending who would
otherwise be there if the accommoda-
tions were increased so that there would
not be such difficulty in perambulating
throngzh the market.

Unless steps “are soon taken to erect
a new and more modern building the
business at the market and in the neigh-
borhood will be seriously affected.

A ehort time ago a delegation of
butchers engzaged in business in the mar-
ket, having grown tired of waiting for
the council to take steps for the erec-
tion of a new buildinz, waited on the
aldermen and asked for repairs to be
made to the south wing, which it is
estimated will cost over $4000. The re-
quest of the delezation was acceded to,
and the council intend shortly to make
the repairs asked for.

Many people believe it is unwise to
spend any such amount in repairs, and
that no repairs should be made thatfare
not absolutely necessary, but that a
new buildinz should be erected forthwith,

Elaborate plans were prepared “a few
years ‘@zo. for a néw market  building
svhich provided for takinz in the site of
he old City Hall, as well ag thatof the
present market building, but the “nlder-
men do not seem disposed to take any
action until the new City Hall is ready
for occapancy,

The erection of a new buildinz on the
site of the present market could be Zone
on with now, and when the City Hall is
vacated that.buildinz comld ‘then be re-
modelled for . the purpose for which it
may be requifed.

The butchers believe that the new build-
inz .should have a basement, with com-
modious stalls for butchers. The meat
would be much’ easier kept in summer
and would not freeze in winter.

That the people are entitled to a new
market building is fully borne out by
the earning capacity of the present an-
tedilavian arrangement, which by cour-
tesy is called a market.

The total expenses, includifig repairs,
caretakers’ and constables’ salary, last
year amounted to $1956.55, while the
total receipts were $15,467.50, leaving
a net margin of $18,510.95, and these
receipts are increasing each year.

If the public in general are net en-
titled to better accommodation, surely
the people whe contribute so much
moneyi to' the city coffers are worthy of
some consideration, and should at least
bei provided with a market building that
is protected from discomforts occasioned
by beinz exposed to the elements at all
times,

No doubt the aldermen, when they
acceded to the wishes of the delezation
to ma¥e the repairs to the old build-
inz, were painfully aware of its deplor-
able condition. Would it not be much
better to rescind the resolution author-
izing the expenditure of this large
amount in repairs’and at once take steps
towards ¢ommencinz the erection of a

market building worthy of the city of

THERE IS TROUBLE AHEAD.

The Edinburgh Firm Protest Against Thelr
Agreement to Buy the City's Bonds
Being Ignored. -

A wordy warfare took place at the meet-
ing of the Executiye Committee yesterday
afternoon over the proposed sale of $1,200,
000 of Toronto city 3 1-2 per, cent. bonds.
It is evident that Ald, Shaw and Treasurer
Coady feel very ao‘re about the refusal of
the sub-committes |to accept the tvender
which they brought from Edinburgh.

The ‘report of thg sub-committee, signed
by Ald. Shaw as chairman, was prq-entod
to the Executive yesterday. Whilst
it contalned the fact that the sub-
committee had decfded not to sccept . the
foreign tender, thefgreater portion of it
was given up to @ history of the doings
of. Messrs, Shaw and Coady; in London, and
the opinion of the 'Freaaurer that the offer
obtained from the| Edinburgh firm for 4
per cents was betfier than the Canadian
tenders for 3 1-2 pler cent. securities. The
sub-committee seemed grieved at this, and
Ald. MeMurrich and Crawford expressed the
opinion that the report appeared to be not
of the committee, but of Chairman Shaw
and Treasurer oCady. :

This, however, whs not the only thing
that the committee had to complain about.
A letter from Messys. Beatty, Blackstock &
Chadwick, Toronto’ to the Mayof, dated
Oct. 22, set the aldermen thinking. The
communication was! in part as follows :

“We have been fnstructed by ' Messrq.
Paulin, Sorley & Martin, financiers, of
Edinburgh, to request ° you' to-bring
before the City = Coumcil. for re-
consideration thé| decision of the
sub-committee appointed for the purpose
of disposing of $1,200,000 city of Toronto
debentures. Our clipnts feel that they have
not been treated with that fairness of

After giving “em“ory of Messrs. Shaw
and Coady’s experidnce in England, the-let-

cent. instead of 3 1-2 per cent. debentures.
Messrs. Paulin, Sorley & Martin are of the

On turning
up the records it wag found that on the last
occasion when bondd.were sold the commit
tee merely presentdd the rcport of tho
sub-committee to the council, and the
same course was adopted on the present oc-
casion.

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THE 0.J.C COMMITTEE'S RWARD.

President Hendrie Unable to Accept Re-
commendations—An End to the
Inj-\ctlol Proccedings.

Tho Ontario Jockey Club’s Conciliation
Committee have completed their work
and it ie not their fault that there fs
left a difference between the opposing
factions. The president was unable to
accept their recommendations, although
Mr. .Patteson and his confreres had an;
nounced that they would stand by the
committee, The Toronto parties = have
given instructions that the legal proceed-
ings instituted be stopped, and thus the
committee will be elected according to
the votes of the shareholders at the ad-
journed annual meeting, Nov. 2 nex®

Toronto, Oct. 13, 1894.

To the Shareholders of the Ontario Jock-
ey Club:

The undersigned, forming a majority
of the Conciliation Committee appointed
at your annual meeting; held in the
Queen’s Hotel on the 2nd instant, for the
purpose of endeavoring to settle the dif-
ference existing between your president
and Mr. Patteson and other'members of
the board, or suggesting a means by which
these differences might be  reconciled,
beg to report.

That your committee, after due de-
liberation, unanimously came to the con-
clusion that they ought in the first place,
and before adopting any course or sug-
gesting any plan, to ascertain from the
contending parties whether or not they
were willing to accept of and abide by
the decisionithat your committee might
come to, your committee being strongly
of opinion that it would- be in the in-
terests of - concerned if the disputants
would agfeé™ to abide by its decision;
accordingly your committee sent to Mr.
Hendrie, your president, and to Mr. Pat-
teson a letter, a copy of which ‘is herato
appended.

To that communication they received
on the followinz day Mr. Patteson's an-
swer, in which he siznified his assent to
the proposal or suzgestion of your com-
mittee, stating that he ‘“‘unequivocally
placed_himself and Messrs. Torrance and
Mead in your committee’s hands.” But
Mr. Patteson went on to say, thag it
was apparent to everybody that was
at the meetinz on the 2nd instant that
Mr. Hendrie did not do so. . Thiss]etter
0(!1 Mr.. Patteson's is also hereto append-
ed. .

On thé following day Mr. Hendrie's an-
swer came to hand, intimatinz that he
had already communicated with Sir Frank
Smith, declininz the suggestion, which
the appointment of the committee made,
feelinz, as he states in his letter, that
there was no matter proper for the com-
mittee to deal with and that no zood
could come of the attempt, and [linally
declining ‘to accept or recognize any con-
clpsiun or decision that your committee
mizht come to. Mr. Hendrie's letter is
also hereto. appended. .

proposal, in which latter event our medi-
ation in the matter might prove wholly
useless,and our good offices be productive
of more harm than bencfit.

On hearinz from the president and Mr.
Patteson that they are willing to agree
we shall then be in a position to de-
termine whethér in our view dny useful
purpose can be served by our interfer-
ence.

1t may, perhaps,. be deemed impertin-
ent for us to express any opinion as to
what the -rival parties should do. But
at the risk of our suzgestion being
thouzht. unwarranted, we cannot forbear
from sayinZ thgt in the interests of that
peace and harpiony, which in our beliet
it is the earnest desire of ‘all ihe share-
holders, as well as the members, and in-
deed of the zeneral public, to see restor-
ed to the 0.J.C,, that the °disputants
ought unreservedly to place themselves in
the hands of the committee, which the
shareholders, without dissent, have ap-
pointed and agree to abide by whatever
decision or recommendation may be made
by them.

With- a, full sense of the .excellent
spirit which animated Sir Frank Smith
in proposing you as a committee at the
annual meeting of the 0.J.C., I on the
followiny day wrote him, declining the
suggestion, feeling that there was no
matter proper for the committee to.deal
with, and that mo good could come of
the attempt, and ' I was in hopes that
tlhe matter would have been allowed to
drop.

I need hardly say that the composi-
tion -of your committee is beyond criti-
cism, and the expression of your opinion

itself to your committee was whether, in
the view of Mr. Hendrie's apparently in-
flexible determipation to refuse to be
bound- by any report or decision or to
accede to any suggestion which the
committee mizht make whether any use-
ful purpose tould be served by the com- |
mittee’s takinz any further action in
the matter. But in the end, after due
consideration, the undersignéd came to
the conclusion that, as the committee
had been appointed not by the disput-
ants, but by the shareholders, that they
ought not to refusé to ofier their sug-
gestion, however hopeless the possibility
. of reconciliation at the moment may ap-
pear to Be. They were further’ persuad- !
ed that they ought not to abandon the
effort, by the reflection that if matters |
were premitted to proceed in the course |
in’ which they have now entered nothing |
short of consequences the most fatal to
the club conld be expected, no matter
which of the factions might ultimately
triumph. ) ¢

The majority of yonr commijtee . were
fortified in this conclusion byy the con- |
sideration that it was not nierely the
interest of the comparitively few mem-
bers of thé club who :are shareholders
that was at stake, but of thej four hun-
dred or five hundred other members who,
although not' whareholders,, are still
equally . interested in its welfare, and
whose co-operation has had so much to
do with the very marked success which
has attended the Woodbine meetings.

Mr. Mulock was not able to acquiesce

formerly constitutéd the board, together
with the gentlemen whose names were
put forward on the rival tickets for
