The Queen, we are told, behaved 
charmingly, and took the hand ex­
tended to her saying, “Oh, never 
mind my name, Mr. Darner. I’m 
very glad to see you. Sit down and 
tell me all about yourself.”

On another occasion at Balmoral 
-OSMTdf the" Queen^ was asked by Mac­
duff, the late Duke St-Sflfs^^o dance^ 
» reel, and as he was a great favCrKéT 
with her, she consented, and actually 
Appeared In a short skirt. Macduff, 
we are Informed, strongly reinforced 
by a favorite beverage, danced It In 
a daring manner, but of this thA 
Quean was happily Ignorant, though 
All the spectators were either scan­
dalized or amused.

When the Prince of Wales visited 
the United States, he appeared at one 
function wearing a pair of white 
gloves several sizes too large for him. 
He explained that they had been sent 
him anonymously, accompanied by a 
letter from a writer who said that 
she was young and pretty, and that 
If he did not wear the gloves, she 
would come quite close to him and 
commit suicide with every element 
ef attending and embarrassing pub­
licity.

The Treaty of Paris of 1763, which 
ceded Canada to the British Crown, 
also ceded He St. Jean, whose popu­
lation consisted of “about thirty Aca­
dian families," who were extremely 
poor, living by "gardening, fishing 
and fowling.”

following July came into force, and 
thereby brought Into exletenee the 
Dominion of Canada. i

Prince Edward Island, however, 
was not one of the charter provlnced 
of the Dominion, for Its Government 
did not accept the financial arrange^ 
ment made with the province», ani 
for four years It held aloof from ConJ 
federation. However, events soon oos 
curred that broke down this aloof* 
ness.

In 1871 the Island Assembly, witty 
much enterprise, undertook to con­
struct a railway to traverse the Is­
land from end to end. The work was 
successfully accomplished, but the! 
burden of debt thus Incurred was 
very heavy, and direct taxation seem­
ed Inevitable. The province then 
turned to the once rejected project 
of Confederation, and this time aet 
agreement was reached ; so on July 1, 
1878, the Island became a provlncei 
of the Dominion of Canada.

One Important condition of th» 
union of Prince Edward Island was 
that providing for the extinguishing 
of the obnoxious land system. A 
large sum was set apart by the Dom­
inion Government for the purpose of 
buying out the proprietors. A court' 
was established to fix the amount to 
be paid the proprietors, and before 
long the evils of the land system! 
were entirely removed.

In the Federal Parliament Prince 
Edward Island Is represented by four 
Senators and four members of the 
House of Commons. The Provincial 
Legislature consists of one House— 
the Legislative Assembly, composed 
of thirty members, on* half being 
Councillors, and one-half Assembly- 
men. However, they sit together and( 
form one body, the difference being1 
In the qualification of the elector»1 
who return them.

His discovery follows 15 
years’ experimentation on his farm, 
and the success of his work has been 
tested by United States experiment 
stations, where his claims are borne 
out. The new blend of wheat is com­
posed of a mixture of hard red spring 
wheat crossed with the emmer or 
spletz stem. This grain has stood six 
years of thorough tests and during 
this time has repulsed every effort 
to inflict the rust.

From Olin, Jones county, (Iowa), 
comes the report that Tobias Swan­
son has threshed his oats. His thirty- 
four acres yielded 3,860.8 bushels. 
That’s 113.5 bushels an acre and, so 
far, the record for Iowa this year. 
The ground was measured and the 
oats weighed, “no guessing.” This 
chop followed six consecutive crops 
of corn. The seed, Iowar variety, was 
purchased by Mr. Swanson four years 
ago at Ames. Only a few bushel were 
bought as the price of $4 a bushel 
seemed prohibitive, but Mr. Swanson 
has found it to have been a very good 
investment. The demand for seed 
each year has been greater than he 
could supply. A number of yields 
nearly ae large have been reported in 
that neighborhood. The experimental 
farm at Ames has developed some 
fine strains of small grain and the 
above yield is a sample.—Le Mars, 
(Iowa) Sentinel.

wise leadership. Everywhere in Can­
ada the people feel they need spec­
ial consideration by. those directing 
legislation, but everywhere (hey 
seem to be patient. This patience 
should not be tod sorely tried. We 
have seen it lead to national unrest. 
If every Canadian would do his best 
for Canada he would be studying the 
needs, not merely of his own com­
munity, which very often may have 
interests divergent from those of bis 
fellow citizens, .but looking to the 
national welfare. The ordinary citi­
zen may feel his influence and help 
insignificant, but unselfishly molded 
with that of all others who exercise 
the same patriotism it must needs 
produce results for national better­
ment.

A trip across Canada does more than 
“ give a glimpse of its immensity 
and the undevelopment of its re­
sources, and afford an opportunity to 
call on friends who years ago left 
Ontario to make their life in new 
homes far away. Another object that 
it cannot help but accomplish is to 
emphasize upon us the sectionalism 
that is rampant from Atlantic to 
Pacific. In a country of so wide an 
expanse and a population grouped in 
to provinces of so different resources 
and interests it could not but be so; 
but we find in many places com­
plaints as to conditions and even 
smoulderings of resentment to the 
powers that govern our provinces and 
the Dominion, that we cannot but 
conclude that the leaders in all our 
public offices should bend every en­
deavor to solving the problems that 
are seriously threatening our nat­
ional welfare.

These problems we find in every 
part of Canada, and only too often 
they are of concern not only nation­
ally but inter-provincially. For in­
stance in a car from which X was see 
ing Prince Rupert the other day r 
asked the driver what was the senti­
ment in regard to the many Orient­
als we have seen working in factory 
and field and business, and seeing I 
was from Ontario, he retorted that 
there would be dissatisfaction and 
unrest among the whites along the 
coast just so long as the Easterners 
remained inactive in the matter and 
and would take no steps towards ex­
clusion of the foreigners.

The recent election in Nova Scotia 
showed that the Maritime provinces 
have problems of their own that they 
want settled. We know that Quebec 
and Ontario clamour for tariff con­
sideration every step of which the 
prairie provinces feel is inimical to 
their interests. We feel that our great 
wheat exporting areas are so far 
from shipping points that transpor­
tation needs special consideration 
even though our railways protest that 
present rates cannot be made profit­
able. And now we learn that the 
coast feels itself in a measure , 
isolated from the east in companion- j 
ship and business; for though the 
mountains present so great a barrier 
between us that it seems a marvel 
that they ever were traversed we find 
cars from the States almost as num­
erous on the Vancouver streets as 
those wearing B. C. License plates.

Unless the Easterner visits British 
Columbia he does not realize how 
serious is the Oriental problem. In 
Vancouver alone there are more than 
15,000 Chinese and 6,000 Japs, be­
sides Hindus and other Asiatics. For 
à long time they operated mainly in 
laundries aft* eating-houses, but they 
have widened their sphere until now 
they have invaded many other trades. 
Today they do most, of the truck gar­
dening, and work so cheaply that the 
white man is toeing eliminated from 
this important industry. And they 
don’t stop at that, but their most re­
cent advance is into the operation of 
fruit and grocery stored in the better 
section, constituting a merchandising 
menace greater than the chain stores 
ef the East.

Of course there is a strong feeling 
that the Asiatics should toe excluded, 
and this «aggravated toy the step to 
that effecUHaken by the United 
State agaiw Japan. The Jap, I sup­
pose, feels that since he was consid­
ered good enough tor,be our ally 
in the Great War he should be admit­
ted the equal of any other nation. 
Consequently any steps towards his 
exclusion becomes a rather delicate 
internatiqdlû1 affair. It is true that 
<mr Governmenphas a sort of "gentle­
man’s agreement" with Japan by 
which only a limited number of Jap­
anese per annum ate to toe allowed 
entrance ffito Canada, but to make 
the feeling ifprse rumor persists that 
several times t that number actually 
get in. .

BUYING HOME GOODS

A. T. Thom, chairman of the To­
ronto branch of the Canadian Manu­
facturers’ Association. (who was born 
and raised in Watford and known 
throughout this district as “Andy”) 
has been broadcasting appeals to 
Canadian people to purchase Cana­
dian made goods in order to give 
more employment to the workers in 
Canada.

That is not a new ides, but it is a 
very practical one, and not imposs­
ible of being put into effect. It is 
the easiest and most effective way of 
checking unemployment. There are 
seasons when we have committees 
in session in many of the cities Of 
Canada planning ways and means for 
dealing with the unemployment situa 
tion. It stands to reason that an in­
creased sale of Canadian made goods 
to Canadain buyers means that there 
will have to be more of these goods 
made, and that in turn means more 
employment.

I. it, a plan that needs no organiz­
ation to put into effect; no officials 
and no outlay. It rests largely with 
those who do the family shopping. If 
Canadians have not confidence in the 
goods made by their own people, if 
they .cannot see the benefit? to be 
derivflri from keeping the home plants 
in opd’-etion, then how can we expect 
to fir* a market for them elsewhere.

Mrgtth nil’s idea h eu I d be tairied 
fartht^; his care is very plain and 
vèry reasonable. Let it be known 
that the Canadian maker can give 
value and quality equal to that offer­
ed by any imported product, then 
emphasize the fact that in a measure 
we have a cure for unemployment by 
buying those goods, and the purchas­
ers in Canada should respond and 
keep on responding.

The local weekly 
paper is the last line of defense which 
the small town merchant has at his 
command to tell his weekly store 
hews to his customers, present or 
prospective. When, from any circum­
stances the local paper is forced to 
close up shop, there is no other 
weapon with which the small town 
merchant can continue to fight his 
battle, unless he resorts to bills, and 
that is much more expensive.

A Fabulous Fortune Without an 
•wner.

A further dlalm Is about to be 
made to the "Angell Millions,’’ one 
of the most valuable estates In Lon­
don, England. It Is chiefly at Brlx- 
ton, Stock well, Stseetham, Benning­
ton, and Balham, and covers about 
sixty square miles of house and shop 
properties.

The story of this vast estate Is a 
romance of dead men’s gold. About 
the middle of the eighteenth century 
there lived at Stockwell John Angell, 
who owned considerable land not only 
In that district, but at Blnfleld, Berk­
shire, Temple Newell, near Dover, 
and Crowhurst, Sussex. He died In 
1784, leaving a will that created an 
amazing situation.

Angell bequeathed his estates to 
the male heirs of the father of his 
great-grandfather, and these failing, 
to the female heirs of the same. This 
disposition was conditional on the 
building at Stockwell of a college 
for "seven decayed or unprovided-tor 
gentlemen that shall be such by three 
descents, two clergymen, an organist, 
sir sieging men, twe’ve choristers, a 
verger, chapel clerk, and three do- 

! most!» servants.”
i For the building of this Institu­
tion which would have been very In­
teresting, particularly on the muslpal 
side, thi testator left a certain sum,

! snd ht «ko endowed It with rent 
charges to l)ie amount of £800 a year, 
besides making provision for the 

! dally food of the inmates.
. The first difficulty that arose lay 

,i> tile invalidity of the provlstoa for 
founding the college which was not. 
therefore, built. But the almshouses

Part of the estate, Indeed, has been 
the subject of litigation up to the 
present time. Only a few months ago 
one of the claimants to it, who lives 
at Brlxton, was the defendant in an 
application by his landlord for pos­
session of his house.

I» 
the political Jungles, ' men and wo­
men of varied and complex social 
Stripes and Ananelal prestige, frater­
nise. In the forests, men and wo­
men fraternise with each other, and 
In some cakes with beasts ot the 
wilds, says William J. McNulty, in 
Canadian forest and Outdoors.

In the Kiedgwlek River territory of 
Eastern Canada lives Claude Hynasy 
hunter, (rapper, woodsman and 
guide. Hlà home Is on the bank off 
the rlyer, jimld the forest. Hynes 
had not ‘Remitted thf loneliness of 
tli* wilderness to overwhelm him.

' liberated It and tried to chase It Inf» 
the Wdôds. But the marten refused 
to leave the Hynes’ property. Hynee 
then decided to keep the animal as 
a playmate. He taught it to beg lor 
food by standing on Its hind legs anil 
Itretchlng outward the tore legs. He 
taught It to play with a glass egg. 

’The marten proved a willing and 
adept pupil.
