MURDERS OF NINETY YEARS AGO 
BROUGHT TQ JjIGUT.Wtrbly psuitflr. *HARDWAREDENTISTRY!DRY GOODSKnowland, Pa, ; May,25,1876.—In 1790, 

Sir William Putney having placed in the 
market his vast possessions in what is noxv 
Steuben county, 
emigrants frdfci 
tion to take up land. One route to the 
Putney patent passed througliPcnnsylvania, 
and the old ruined road near this place 
was a part of the route.

About that time a Frenchman, named 
Pierre Latourette, built a log tavern on the 
above road, two miles west of this place. 
In his employ was another Frenchman, 
named Pepow, and his wife. The location 
of the tavern was such that it became a 
favorite stopping place of emigrants. 
Latourette was an old French soldier, and 
his disposition was such that he was very 
unpopular witli his guests. He had not 
been long in this tavern before stories .of 
an ugly nature became current among the 
emigrants. Many of them were robbed at 
the Frenchman’s of money and valuables. 
(Mlle left in his enclosures at night would 
be missing in the morning, and could not 
be found till the owner paid Latourette for 
looking them up, he claiming that they 
had escaped and were roaming in the 
woods. It was also alleged that men 
stopping at the tavern had mysteriously 
disappeared, and were never heard of after­
wards.

Some months after the Frenchman put 
up his inn a man named Vail, with his 
wife »nd two children, was among a party 
of emigrants on their way to tho Putney 
property. Noticing that the Frenchman 
was a grinding landlord, and only patron­
ized from necccssity, he conceived the idea' 
of building a house near by, on the road, 
for the accommodation of emigrants. He 
secured some laud about three quarters of 
a mile further west, and erected a tavern. 
This took nearly all the Frenchman’s busi­
ness away. Three months afterward there 
was a temporary lull in the travel The tide 
soon started up again, and one night a 
party stopped at Vail's but found the house 
closed. Returning to Latourette’s the 
emigrants were told that Vail had become 
tired of keeping tavern and had gone on to 
Steuben County.

Nothing was ever seen or heard of Vail 
or his family afterward, however, and it 
was generally believed that Latourette had 
murdered Vail and his family and pillaged 
the house. Latourette remained in the 
tavern until emigration had almost ceased, 
and grew rich. Pepow died on the place, 
and his wife continued to live with La­
tourette. At the breaking out of the war 
of î812, Latourette sold his property and 
departed in company with his late assis­
tant’s wife. The old log tavern was de­
molished years ago, and the site is noxv 
occupied by a farmhouse.

The above reminiscences of a century 
ago have been recalled by a startling dis­
covery made a few days since. A hoop 
pole cutter named Hoff was walking in the 
woods about two miles from the site of the 
old Latourette tavern. In clearing away a 
thicket at the foot of a ledge of rocks, he 
came upon a large flat stone standing upon 
its edge against the rocks. Out of idle 
curiosity he pried it over and was surpris­
ed to see that it had concealed an opening 
in the ledge some three feet in circumfer­
ence. Hoff crept into the opening 
on his hands and knees, and found 
that it gradually grew larger. He went in 
several feet, when his head came in con­
tact with a hard, round substance. He 
brought it out into the light and was as­
tounded to find.that it was a human skull. 
Hoff dropped the skull and hurried to an­
other part of the xvoods, where two other 
choppers xvere at work. They returned to

followed by the others. They fouud a 
cavern where they could stand upright and 
about twenty feet in circumference. By 
the glare of the torch they discovered four 
human skeletons lying on the floor of the 
cave. The men hastily retreated, and came 
to this place, and told of their diaeoveiy. 
Several men repaired to the spot, and an 
attempt was made to bring the skeletons 
out entire, but they fell to pieces on being 
disturbed. Dr. Kennedy examined the bones 
a*d said they were the r mains of three 
males (one full grown) and of one female. 
They xveie hi ought to tide place, and, after 
being viexved by hundreds of people, 
buried.

All the old stories connected with the 
Latourette tavern, which have been hand­
ed doxvn for several generations, were at 
once set afloat. There is no doubt in the 
minds of any that the skeletons arc those 
of the Vail family, who were murdered by 
Latourette ninety years ago.—Pennsylvania 
Herald.

The primary cause of that 
conflict was the desire of Russia to shat­
ter the Ottoman Empire, and annex the 
;best part of its territory to the domains 
,of the Czar. That result no doubt 
vwould have been realized, had not 
Great Britain, France and Italy inter­
posed to prevent it. When Sebastopol 
{fell, 'Russia was thoroughly humbled, 
^md her power of aggression impaired. 
An idea she had long entertained of her 
.awn military omnipotence—of uncon­
querable capacity on the part of her 
,ar*ny to withstand the combined forces 
jof £urt;Qujidin£ nations. But when the 
British and French flags waved in tri­
umph over the battered .walls of the 
Malakoff, the <Tzar was painfully im- 
^rçessed xvith the humiliating 
his Muscovite brigades were not in­
vincible. The dismemberment of the 
•Turkish empire had not been accom­
plished by the attempt made to effect 
that purpose ; and Russia’s ambition of 
conquest in that direction for the time 
being was check mated. The proud 
monarch of the greatest nationality, ter­
ritorially considered, on the face of the 
earth, succumbed to defeat with a sul 
len grace, and sued for peace. The 
treaty then entered into on the part of 
the belligerents, a superficial observer 
would have thought, was sufficiently 
stringent in its conditions and stipula­
tions, to secure the stability of the 
Ottoman Empire for a century to come.

But the national instincts of Russia 
which is the acqu'sition of territory by 
conquest, were only temporarily stifled 
—not permanently crushed. The re­
verses she had experienced in the Cri 
mea had not changed the tendency of 
her ambition and aims. Though morti­
fied in spirit, and the prestige of her 
martial invincibility crushed, she still 
cherished the idea of Turkey’s ultimate 
subjugation. From the time of the 
stunning bloxv she received on the 8th 
of September, 1855, when the Malakoff 
fell, till the present hour, she has never 
abandoned the hope of attaining su- 
pfem&oy at Constantinople. To the 
^realization of this hope, her policy has 
%een constantly directed. For twenty 
years she has been biding her time. As 
views the predatory e|gle from his 
mountain eyrie the object of his con 
tpmplated prey in the vale below, so 
ÿas Russia Ion* locked upon the fairest 
domains of Turkey.

.These intriguing endeavors to create 
discontent and turbulence in the out­
lying provinces of the Ottoman Empire, 
have been effective, and the present in 
surrectionary movements in Herzégo­
vine and Bosnia are mainly attribu

Middleton, Annapolis Co.A full supply ofZDIR/Y" GOODSjftsgT M. de Lcsseps has lately returned 
from his two months’ trip to Suez, and on 
taking his scat in the Academy ofKcivnc.s 
gave some details concerning his observa­
tions. He lias found that Port Said is in 
no danger xvhatcver ot being filled up xvith 
sand,and that there is no need for prolong­
ing the piers as proposed. That operation 
might prove a source of danger, for one 
single pier there might change the current 
in a very marked xvay. The dredging ma­
chine mode for the company works regu­
larly and well, and suffices to keep the 
channel clear. Moreover, it does not till 
up as rapidly as supposed, for tho xvork 
done last year is still free from sand, and 
two very large ships have recently passed 
through the canal without difficulty. One 
was the Sera pis, 5,110 tons burden; the 
other an English frigate drawing over 
txvcnty feet of water. As for the course of 
the current in the canal,a matter discuss­
ed by a great many people, there is no 
longer a doubt. During the winter the 
excess of xvater in the Bitter Lukes runs 
into the canal, causing the current to set 
in toxvards the Mediterranean ; but during 
the summer, xvhen these lakes are loxvered 
by evaporation, the current runs in an op­
posite direction. M. de Lcsscps states one 
important fact ; Formerly rain xvas un- 
knoxvn upon the Red Sea, but since the 
building of the canal there are shoxvers 
about once a fortnight. This has started 
vegetation up even upon the Asiatic side, 
Where the infiltration is only of salt water.

Others got 16,000, 13,000, 
and 13,000, and 10,000 each. The “Mer­
lin,” an old wornout steamer was purchas­
ers by her present owner A. McKay, agent 
of the Anglo-American Telegraphio Com­
pany for $1,000 last year. She was pinned 
in near the shore by the ice-pack, but tlie 
seals came around her, and she got as many 
as she could load—6000 prime seals, valu­
ed at $18,000. Sex'eral other steamers have 
arrived with good trips of old seals. The 
“Wolf,” has 8400; “Ranger,” 7000; 
“ Walrus,” 3800; “Greenland,” 4300. The 
11 Vanguard,” and “Commodore,” are also 
said to have secured fair trips. All the 
captains unite in declaring that they ne­
ver saw the seals more numerous.

X Times Vienna despatch says the Am­
bassadors of three Northern Powers have 
sent to Murad simultaneously an identical 
form of recognition from their respective 
sovereigns.

Paris, June 9.—Intelligence received 
here says some of the insurgent bands 
have accepted the armistice, and others re­
fused .

St. Petersburg, June 9.—It is semi-offi­
cial ly stat d that representatives of Rus- 

' Servia and Montenegro have again 
been ordered to use their influence to pre­
vent any warlike demonstrations. An as­
surance was given at the same time that 
Russia would take care that the Porte gives 
effect to the guarantee for the execution of 
reforms.

Constantinople, Juno 9.—The Porte has 
courteously asked Servia to explain the 
meaning of her armaments. This request 
is not made in u threatening manner, or as 
an ultimatum.

London, June 10.—Intelligence from 
China received to-day is to the effect that 
twenty native Christians had been killed, 
and three hundred houses burned by the 
natives at Ckang-Kunfi-fu.

It is reported that in consequence of this 
outbreak the whole Margary aflair will be 
rv-opened by the British Government,and 
that the most energetic measures will be 
adapted to obtain reparation for the wrongs 
already done, to ensure the punishment of 
the perpetrators, and prevent the 
rence of such outrages.

Anything like friendly communication 
between the British Minister and the Pe­
kin authorities is at an end,and the British 
Flying Squadron, now at Chiftt, has been 
ordered to hold itself in readiness for im­
mediate action. That is every probability 
that it will be called upon at short notice 
to help enforce the claims that are about 
to lie made by the British Minister on be­
half of Great Britain.

London, June 10.—A despatch from 
Pans says it is reported that the new 
Turkish constitution will establish equal 
rights for all persons; irrespective of creed 
or religion, abolish the office of G rand 
Vizier, create a responsible ministry and 
organize a representative assembly, com­
posed of delegates from the various local 
councils of the notabilities.

Fearing something explosive, he 
directed the workmen to saw on the other 
side of the tree. They did so. After the 
tree had been felled, a gold watch, two 
gold penij-enses and a gold chain 
found imbedded in the wood, eighteen in­
ches below the surface. They were wrap- 
peel in a solid sock. The tree was sawed 
off very close to the ground, and they had 
evidently been hidden at the junction of 
two roots, and the wood had grown over 
and enclosed them. The watch was old fash­
ioned, having a case which could be de­
tached , and was inscibed with the date 
1740.

ten years approximately acurate and com­
plete registration that this limit is scarcely 
r -ached by one English child in a hundred 
thousand. In’some districts, of which the 
loyro of Liverpool is an exceptional exam­
ple, the proportion is much below this. In 
this, however, as in many other respects, 
we are far in ajdvanc^ of our ancestors. The 
carl)' Englishyspoets fixed the appearance of 
the signs of Approaching senility much 
earlier than we are now accustomed to no­
tice them, and Dr. Farr shows, while two 
hundred years ago the mortality of Lon­
don was about 8 per cent, and one hundred 
years afterward 5 per cent. It is now* 24 
per cent., and there is good reason to be­
lieve that it may be still farther reduced— 
very much of the existing mortality de­
pending upon the preventable causes, snvli 
as impure air,and impure water,negligence 
pf. rail ways, on shipboard, in mines, in 
/street police, and in many other ways. 
^Yhat is also of equal importance is the fact 
that any decrease in the mortality from 
ih?se causes will necessarily be accompa- 
piod bÿ the absence of disease, and an in­
crease to survivors of that good health with­
out which length of days is scarcely a boon. 
The economical results will be no less im­
portant. Disability from sickness is a 
source of pecuniary loss not only to the 
sufferers but to the entire community ; 
while the longer old age, that one incura­
bly malady, can be staved off, so much will 
he gained, for when the season ot effective 
work is over the individual, ceasing to con- 
pontribute to the general wealth, becomes 
p pensioner upon it.
