Yesterday the Bank of England low-
ered its rate of discouns to 2 per cent.
A reduction 10 this figure may fairly
be ranked as & nole-worthy event in
finance. ‘So low a rate has not been
before for nearly five years. On April
10th, 1879, the bank adopted a2 per
cent. rate and maintaned jt for - U
weeks till November 6ith, when the
charge was advanced to 3 per cent.
Sinoce then 2 per cent. has not been
touched till now, though a 2} per cent.
was current for 27 weeks in 1880, and
again for 16 weeks in 1881.

The old lady in Threadneedle street
never goes below 2 per cent. in her dis-
count rate, no matter how greal may
be the plethora of cash in her vauits.
When she cannot discount at that figure
she buys exchequer bills, or some other
form of government security, to & cers
tain extent, and makes up her mind to
keep unueual amounts of idle money
on hand, It 1s #aid on Lombard street
that though John Bull can stand a°good
deala 2 per cent. bank rate always
brings him to grief. The meaning of
this aphorism is that very p
money leads t0 a disasterous outbreak
of speculation. The Bank of England
works upon conservative policy that as
far as her action counts the temptation
shall stop at 2 per cent. The open mar-
ket runs far below this bank minimum.
In 1879, for example, discounts were
done at }-f per cent. per annum.
But the great national institution de-
clines to follow the open market in any
such unhealthy eompetition for loans.

On the gecond day. in answer to the
question—** What ministers havedied dur-
ing the year?’ interesting obituaries were
read of the late M Richey, D. D. ; J. Addy
and L. Stevens ; the two former had retired
from active work, l-aving a record for use-
fulness, long to be remembered ; the latter
a young man of great promise, stood on
the threshold of a door which opened into
a useful life,. Yn the evening, a public
service was held, at which two.young men
were ordained to the work of the ministry;

The ordination charge was given by.ex-
president Heartz, from the words of Paul
to Timothy—**A good minister of Jesus
Christ.” He defined the duties of the
ministry, the motives which should lead
one to consecration to this service, and the
manner in which the work should be done.
The whole charge was marked by strong
common sense, delivered with buruing
earnestness, and filled with the spirit of
Christ—a longing to go after lost souls,
The whole service made a deep impression
upon the large andience.

On Friday, the new conference, nunder
the basix of union adopted last year, and
which brings into one, the divisions of
Methodizm in the Dominion; was organiz-
ed. The most important feature in this
new departure, is the introduction of the
lay clement In the same numbers and on
the same standing as tbe ministers. Thus
far the laymen have not availed themselves
very numerously of the privilege thus giv-
en them.
