NEW REGULATION FOR LOBSTER FISHING

.

No Restrictions Against Taking Small iobsters in Mariti
Provinces Provided Traps and Nefs are Constracted
According to Required Dimemsions.

Ottawa, October 6—The Canada
Gazette publishes the new regula-
tions respecting  lobster-fisheries.
They abolish the size limit all over
the Maritime Provinces except for
St. John and Charlotte Counties,
where the size is fixed in the past.
However, as a restriction against
the taking of small lobsters, ft is
provided that all traps must have
slats an inch and a quarter apart,
and a net with W three inch mesh.
There has been no reference to traps
in the previous regulations.

From the 30th day of June to the
14th day!of January is closed season
within the county of Albert, New
Brunswick, and the counties. of Kings
and Annapolis, Nova Scotia. ;

It is strictly forbidden for any one
to have any berried. “or soft shelled
lobsters in his possession, to fish in
water not more than two fathoms
deep or to place a trap within one
hundred yards of a staticnary sal-

THE NEW REGULATION
REGARDING LOBSTER TRAPS.

1910, but which were constructed be-
fore that date, and which do not
comply with the above requirements,
shall be so remodelled, that each of
the three lower spaces between the
laths next to the bottom of the
trap, on either side, shall- be no less
than one and one quarter inches
wide.”’

& raperculosis. This bulletin states:

*It is recognized that tuberculosis
is widely prevalent among cattle

**declining. As tuberculcsis is one of

A special meeting of the Board of
Trade was called  on Monday, 10th
imst to deal with the case of George
Munro, a milk dealer of the town,
who had a case of typhoid fever in
his family, his son  having come
home from Campbellton ill with the
ddisease.

M. E. Armstrong, was summon-
ed before the Board to inform them
as to the circumstances and to give
his opinion concerning the danger to
the customers of Mr. Munro. Town
Clerk Ruggles read a notice he had
sent to Mr. Munro under the in-
struction of the Board of Health
motifying him to cease to deliver
milk within the town K limits, and
«alling his attention to the provis-
dons under the Act relating to the
Public Health.

Dr. Armstrong was of the opinion
that as the boy had contracted the
disease while absent from home, and
the dairy being carried on away from
the house - and as he believed every pre
caution was thken by the nurse and
wother members of the family while
the boy was ill in September there
was no probability of danger of con-
tamination through the milk. The
boy had been home a month and re-
qguired very little medical attendance,
his case being a light one.

Upon motion it was resolved that
Samuel Pratt and Guy Ruffee be giv-
en permission by the Board to keep
dairies and deliver milk in the town
subject to the revokation by the
Board at any time. It was then
moved by Councillor Craig and sec-
onded by Councillor Burns that per-
mission be granted to George Munro
to sell milk in the town. After a
full and free discussion the chair-
men, Mayor Hoyt, called for a
standing vote. Councillor Burns
wvoted for the motion and Councillors
Craig, Ruflee, Tupper and DeWitt a-
gainst, and the motion was lcst.

Subsequently to the meeting mem-
bers of the Board were convinced
that the precautions taken by Mr.
Mumnro would secure his customers
from danger of contamination and
the case being a very light one and
the boy convalescing rapidly it was
decided no action in the matter by
the Board was necessary.

*The customers of Mr. Munro have
expressed themselves as entirely sat-
igfied that no danger existed under
the conditions by which the milk
supply was cared for *fand he has
continued to deliver milk giothocx;: in-
terruption. Doubtless the uncil at
=n early date will accord him the
license already given the other milk
dealers :

In the eastern pr :s a high per
cent is maintained fo- nearly all tkc
crops, and quantity and cuality are
nearly as good as a year ago and
hetter than two years ago. In Man-
itecta, Saskatchewean and Alberta
there is a drop of about twenty per !
cent in the quality of grains and
roots, but the threshing indicates
that the yield will be larger for
wheat, ocats and barley than was
promised &t the end of August. For

The average bushels
per acre of these crops is 19.43 for
rye, 16.69 for peas, 20.54 for beans
26.98 for bucxzwheat, 34.91 for mixed
grains, 9.04 for flax and 53.82 for
corn. Better averages for wheat,
oats and Dbarley are assured when
the final returns are made in Decem-
ber than the reports for the end of
August gave.

Disessa
weakens the mind and dulls the mor-
als, and hencefcrth a train of evil
follows, till the radical causes are
corrected.

One of the most agg{rarating faults
of two impulsive boys proved to be
a disposition to interrupt when some
one else was speaking, in order to
interpolate their own views, under-
standing of the matter, or comments.

BOLTING OUR FOOD.

Dr. Henry C. Ferris, rerording sec-
retary of the New York State Den-
tal Society, recently presented an il-
luminating report showing the effects
of the bolting of food. Dr. Ferris
addressed a letter to one hundred
and fifty of the prominent medical
men of this country in which he agk-
ed them if they considered imperfect
chewing and salivating of food an
aetiological factor in diseases of the
stomach and intestines, and, if so,
what patholdgical conditions resulted
from such neglect? Out of the hun-
dred and fifty replies that Dr. Ferris
received = ninety-eight per cent. of
these physicians said that chewing
of food was an important factor to-
ward good health and that the bolt-
ing of food frequently caused cancer,
catarrh of the stomach ana gastric
ulcers. If food is not thoroughly
chewed and is permitted to reach
the stomach in large lumps or. mass-
es, there is no questicn that it must
injure the soft lining of that organ,
producing many of the cases of ul-
cers and catarrh that need careful
and ccnsistent medical attention.

HIGHWAY IMPROVEMENT

The "annual report on Highway Im-
provement in Ontario for 1910 has
been isstied by the Legislative As-
sembly. This report contains atout
one hundred pages, is profusely il-
lustrated, and. embraces a large a-
mount of interesting material that

| should be- reed widely in this Prov-

ince.

‘““Road construction has during the
past year attracted much public at-
tention,’’ says the repcrt. ‘‘This is
due largely toa growinz apprecia-
tion of the national importance of |
good roads as - distinguished from
their purely local value. Good roads
benefit the farms by which they pass
just as improved town strects in-

P&easc the value of adjacent rroper- !
|

ty. But gocd country roads do vast-
ly more than this. They are of value
to the villages, towns and cities to
which they converge. They are a
necessary weight in preserving the
balance cof food prices. They ere es-
sential in making tke business of
farming what it is destined to be in
Ontario; the most attractive of occu-
pations. The common highways carry
all the traffic of the railways, and
more for light hriving is today in
excess of heavy teaming. As a fac-
tor in social conditions, fcod prices,
commerce and transportation their
influence is inestimable.

The past tendency has been to look
too much at the individual mile of
road instead of regarding the broad
network of highways as a great pub-
lic work requiring careful organiza-
tion and systematic management.”
