The Session in Knox College bas b:en opea-
<d with very encouraging prospects. A large
addition has been made 10 the number of Sta-
dents this year ;aad the Priucipal wad Professyrs
vesume their unportant work in circuinstances
of much hope and promise. It cannot but be
matte of coagratulation tu the Church, acd of
deep thankfulness to Him who is the Lord of
the Harvest, that whilst the fields are white
thercunto,~—whilst therd are multitudes in the
remote parts of our land, earnestly longing for
astated supply of divine ordioances, and ready
to fucnish the m-aas f.r that end, as God may
give them the ability, so muny young jmen,
antmated, itis to be hoped, by a right epirit,
are carolling themselves for the good work, and
saying with devoted hearts. <Here are we,
send us.”  May ths Spirit of the Lord guide
aud prepare them, and send them where they
shall bave work to do for their Master,

The Synod bas with great propricty appointed
aday for special prayer on bebalf of the College
in all its interests.  For whatcan there be more
auitable and important as matter for prayer,
in the meetings of the sainle, than that which
conceras the instrumeatality which the Lord
hath ordaincd for the spread of the Gospel. for
the building up of His Church? This appoint-
ment has, we believe, been complied with io al
our Congregatioss. May we not warrantably
bope that He who anawereth prayer has been
hearkening with delight, and giving a gracious

answer to the petitions of His people,  Andif
He has thur been meeting the desire of the
Chitreh, and presenting ground of enconragemsnt
and thankfaluess in connexion with our Theolo-
gical Institution, surely it i3 reasovable and in-
cumbent that the Membets and adhereats of the
Chuech should take a deep ioterest in its wel !
fare, and make provision for its comfortable and
eflicient suppord,  We doubt not that this \\-ill‘
be geaerally felt and recogn zed as a primary
daty of the Charch.

Congiderable inconvenience hasall along ! een
experienced, from the fact that the contributions
for the College have heen gathered up and
transmitted at o very late period of th. season.
‘The consequence of this has been, that the
Treasurer has been without funds (o meet the
current expenses of the Institution, and the
Pr.festors have not received their salarles till
several months ufter they became due.  Every
one will at onee feel that this is not «git should
be. The Church s set tip the College a+ o
necessary pirt of her existence, and is therefore
houed in honour to see to ils regular and satis-
factory maintenance,

Nothing more, we believe, is needed than to
call the attention of the Church to this state of
matte 8. The remedy is'easy and simple. And
the Board of Management are unanimous ag to
the'necessity of adepting it at once. Al the
inconvenience which has hitherto arisen, may
be obviated by the Congregations setting them-
selves toan earlier collection of the College
fund. If operations for this purpose were com-
menced as soon as possible in November, so that
at any rate tovards the end of December. all
contributions might be in the hands of the Trea-
surer, the cxisting evil would be removed. A
great improvement in this respect was atfaine )
'ast year, and we would, with all earnestness.
urge upon the Ministers and  Office-bearers of
the Charch the necessity of imm diate steps to
complete the improvement, a.d remove 11 hin-
drances of a financial Kind out of the way of
the efficient  working of the Institution, The
claims of the College are second in importance
to nooe «f those schemes in which the Church is
embarked, and therefore they should be post-
poned for none. Itis to be looked to as the
main source of supply of future Ministers to the
Cburch. The Lord has thus bonoured it already,
and we look for yet larger blessing.  Let it not
be fettered, or suffer in any respect in its opera-
tions through want of funds, The year has
be:n crowace with the goodness of the Lord,
and in His mercy temporal prosperity appears
again to be returning to theProvinte. Let the
members of tbe Church evince their gratitude
by a liberal response to the call now made, as
well asin every thing that relates to the ad-
vancement of His cause, “Bring Ye all the
tithes into the stofe-house that there may be
meatin mine house, and prove me now herewitbh,
saith the Lord of hosts, if [ will not open you
the windows of heaven, snd pour you outa
Yblessing,fthat there shall not be ro.m cnough to
reccive it.” AT,

CONSUMMATION OF THE UNION IN
NOVA SCOTIA.

The fourth of October 1860 will be a day
long held in remembrance among Preaby-
terians in theso Provinces. On that day all
the remmming difficulties in connexion with
the union between our own Church, and
the Umted Presbytenian Church, wero sur-
mounted, and tho two Synods formally ro-
solved to consumnmate the Union in June
next, and appointed Committees for carrying
out tho necessary arrangements, In Nova
Scotia the day was, in a still more signal
manner, marked by the actual consumma-
tton of the Umon between the two Bodies.

0Ot tlus latter event we havae just received
full and interesting accounts in the columns
of the Presbyterian Iitness. Preliminary
meetings of both Synods were held at Pic-
tou on the preceding day for the purposo of
settling various matters of business. Inties
course of the preceedings of the Free
Church Synod, Profes<or King delivered
an able and spirited speech, retetring more
specially to objecuons which some had
raised, on the ground that the word “Free”
was to be omitted from the name of the
Church with which he was connected.
Among other remarks Professor King stated
that “when this Church was formed in 1844,
it was formed without the word Free—it
was acknowledged and assisted by the Free
Church of Scotiand without tha word F'ree,
~while it was called the “Presbyteridn
Church of Nova Scotia adhering to the
Westminster Standards.” When it chang-
ed this name nto * Free Church,” in 1648,
it did not change one 1ota as to its priuci-
ples, and the change of our name did not
bring us closer to the Free Church of Scot.
land. The Presbyterian Churches of Ire-
land and Canada are not called Free ; sot
they acknowledge the Free Churchas their
parent, and hold her principles.—The Free
Church of Scotland has expressed her ap-
proval of our Basis of Union—ofthe position
wo are taking—and she will be prupared to
welcome us most cordially in our enlarged
condition. We shall maintain our connee-
tion with her, and she will recognize' us'as
a body holding her principles. The tém
¢«¢Free’ is not needed here though it is in
Scotland. Here wo claim the name Presby-
terian, and whoever separates irom us will
have to adopt a distinguishing neme, The
Established Church is: in fetters ; the
Presbyterian Church, if it acts out it prin-
ciples, 1s necessanly and. always free. In
the Providence of God .the Secession first
occupied the ground here, and therefore they
had-a nght to the namd Presbyterian
Church. Whenever the Free Church plants
Missions on ground uot previously occupied
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by other Presbyterians, she plants a Fres-
byterian Church ; and it was the muinten-
ance of her principles, not the adoption of
the name ““F'ree,” that cstablished our con-
nexion with the Freo Church of Scotland,
it is not the word that makes us free, but
the principles. Now that wo are come to
the point of accomplishing a great work,
woe be to that man who for a word, a word
which in truth he does not understand, dares
to distract and break the unanimity of the
Church ! I was told this morning that a
sincere Christiaut would care for the princi-
ples and for the word. 1 ain not givento
boasting, but I trust I am a sincere Chris-
tian, and I am willing to giveup that word,
I give up the word free without one feeling
of rograt, while [ am profoundly attached
to the Free Church, and ready to make any
sacrifice for her prnciples. Noj rather
than give up her principles, [ woull die!
I enter most cordially into this union be-
cause our principles are maintained, and [
would not dare, for a word, to deprive mul-
titudes in this Province of the means of
grace with which the united body will be
able to supply them. It is of importance
to remember, that the Free Church of Scot-
landis cognizant cf all the steps we have
taken, and that we have her cordial approv-
al. She cannot and will not recognize any
minister or congregation that will separate
Jrom us abhile twe hold our principles. In
separating from us they separate from the
Free Church of Scotland—for they separate
from the only body with which the Free
Church will hold fraternal intercourse. The
Free Church will not recognize a divisive
boay. Let those who object think over the
matter—pray over it, aud ask themselves
tohat reason they have for the course they
may pursue. They are no friends to the
Free Church of Scotland who try to poison
-your minds and endeavor to break in upon
the unity and harmony of the Church.
Remember that we are responsible to God
for the steps we are taking—remember that
you, 109, are responsible to the Searcher of
hearts! With what face can anybody ap-
ply for countenance to the Free Church
after breaking off from us at the instigation
and to the great delight of her malicious
enemies. [tis those who really hate the
Free Church that desire to distarb your
peace. Be not decerved. You may take
credit for attachment to the Free Church,
while in truth your attachment is to the
word free.”

The following was the final Minute of the
Free Church Synod, and of the other Synod
too, with the necessary changes.

<«¢The Synod of the Free Church of Nova
Scotia, considering that a Basis of Urion

with the Synod of the Presbyterian Church
of Nova Scotia, has been prepared, deli-

berately considered und cordially sanctioned
by bolin Synods ; amd having been re-
mitted for the consideration  of Presby-
teries and Kiek Sessions, has met with
their cordial and  unanimous  approval,
and considering that by the good hand of
their God upon them they have completed
all other preparatary arrangements, do now
withy fervent gratitude to God for past good-
ness to the Fiee Chareh of Nova Seotia, and
for having led them and their brethrer: of
the Presbyterian Church of Nova Scotia
thus far, and 10 humble dependence on s
gracious blessing in the solemn aud interest-
g step they are abont to take, aud with
eauest prayer that He would pour down
the rich influences of llis Spirit on the
united Chuich, and would enable her minis-
ters, ehlers and people to improve the privi-
leges they enjoy, and discharge the obliga-
tiuns devolving on them, resolve and hereby
recoid therr Resolution, forthwith to repair
as a constituted Synod to the place prepired
in order that they may there, as atanged,
unite with their brethiren of the Presbyter-
.an Church of Nova Scotia, and form one
Synod 10'be known as ¢ The Synod of the
Presbyterian Church of the Lower Provin-
ces of British North Amernca,’ and that they
may hencetorth work together in the fear of
God and in the comfosts of the Holy Ghost
—striving for the faith of the Gospel, for the
purity of Divine ordinances, and for the en-
targement of the Church of Christ: And
this Synad declare that whereas they are
the Synod of the indentical Church which
in the year 1814 assumed the designation
of *'I'ne Presbyterian Church of Nova
Scotix adhering to the Westninster Stand-
ards,” and which in 184S assumed its pre-
sent designation of ¢« The Free Church of
Nova Scotia,’ so they shall be considered
the Synod of the same Free Church when,
united with the Presbyterian Church ot
Nova Scoua, it shall be known under the
designation of the ¢Synod of the Presbyte-
rian Church of the” Lower Provinces of
British North America,® and shall be enti-
tled to, and vested in all the authority,
rights, and benefits 10 which it is now, or
miy become entitled: And this Synod
further declare that each of the engrega-
tions under its inspection, whether they
shall adopt a name to be hereafter fixed, or
shall retatn, as they shall be permitted to
uao 1if they shall deewmn proper, the name by
which they have hitherto been designated,
shall not be held, though remaining in con-
sequence of this Union under the inspection
of the Synod of the united Churely, as inany
respect changing their ecclesiastical cou-
nection, or affecing any of thew civil
rights.”

On the morning of Thursday the fourth,
the greatest interest was manifested by all
in Pictou, where were assembled many
Presbyterians from various quarters of the
Province. It had been amrauged that the
two Synods should meet and consammate
the Union on a rising ground 1a the neigh-
borhood of Pictou, on which were erected
two tents, connected together, one of them
smimounted by the <Blue Bauner’ of the
Presbytenan Church of otherdays, with the
legend —<For Crrist’s Crows AND CoveN-
ANT,” and the other having floaticg over it

a white banner with the inscription—<«Tuar
THEY ALL MAY BE oNE.”’ ‘Fo these tents
which were filled to overflowing, the mem-
bers of the two Syneds walked in proces-
sion,  The Rev. Mr. Rlurdoch the senior
Moderator gave ount the hundredth Psalm,
The Clerks read the final minutes of the re-
spective Synods, The Rolls were then eal-
led, after which the Rev. P. G. MeGregor
read the Basis of Unien which was engros-
sed on parchment, the members of the two
Synods Standing, while the Buasis of Union
was being read. The two Moderators
thereafter affixed their signatures to the
Basis of Union.

The Rev. Mr. Murdoch then declared
that the Presbyterian Church of Nova
Scotia was from this date merged into and
should be known as the ¢Presbyterian
Church of the Lower Provinces of British
North America,* and should be entitled to
all the rights, and vested in all the privileg-
es, to which it is now, or may herealter
become entitled. The Rev. Mr. Forbes
having made a similar declaration in refer-
ence to the Free Church, the Moderators
gave each other the right hand of fellowship
—all the ministers and elders following their
example, the choirand the whole audience
singing the 133rd Psalm,

* Behold how good a thing it is.”

This was a most affecting scene, and the
big tears rolled down many a cheek not
used to weeping.

Mr. Murdoch then moved, and Mr. Forbes
seconded that tke Rev, Professor King be
now chosen Moderator. This was agreed
to unanimously, and the Professor took the
chair amid loud and repeated cheers, He
then offered up solemn prayer ; alter which
1t was moved by Mr. Bayne and seconded
by Mr. N. McKay, that Messrs. Duff and
McGregor be the Clerks of the Synod, and
agreed unanimously. The Roll of the
united Synod was then called and every
member requested to signify his assent or
dissent ifrom the Basis of Union. All gave
their assent. Members then sigued the
Basis in order <f seniority.

Rev. Mr. McGillivray gave out a Psalm
and read some passages of Seriptur2, after
which Mr. Roy offered up Prayer.

Professor King then addressed the Synod
in very spirited and appropriate terms,

Several other addresses were also delivers:
ed. 7The Rev. Dr. McLeod of Cape Breton
was appoirted to address the meeting in
Gaelic, but a severe cold caught while tra-
vellg to the opening of a new Church pre-
vented him from being present.

The Presbylerian Fitness make: the
following remarks as tho Union novw so
happily consummated.
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“ I'his union bears evideut marks of being
the Loid’s work, and of bemg attended with
His blessimg, Wise men, in years gone by,
had extiausted therr wisdom in attempting
1o bring it to pass, but it was teo hard for
them. But God sent forth his Holy Spirit,
removed every obstacle and made his ser-
vants' path pliin before their feet. Ve
may justly look upon the Union as ina
great measure the result of the Revival
which has visited the Chwich so extensively
during the last thiree years. One remark-
able feature of this Union is that it gives
rige fo 1o vexatious quarrels about Church
property—that all the ministers and con-
gregations of buth churches are of one mind
amd one heart—that thera are no “splin-
ters®? thrown off by either body. There is
no other union on record characterised by
such perfect unanimity aud cordiality. On
the vecasion of the union in 1817 the Rev.
Mr Gray stood aloof. The varicus uwmwons
of the Secession bodies i Scotfand always
left o few behind, Woen Dr MeCrie and
thinny of his brethren jowmed the Free
Church, thirty more refused to follow. The
union which resulted two years ago in the
formation of the ¢ United Presbyterian
Church of America® was consummated at
the expense of two distuptions and a guod
deal of litigation.  Yet with all these draw-
backs, these unions have been productive
of an incaleulable amount of goud. low
much more may we not expect from our
union, effected as 1t has been, m the most
peaceful, harmonious, and cordial manner!

‘Fraly the Lord has done great things for
us: and woe be o us unless we work ear-
nestly for Him, as a Church, as congrega~
tions, and individuals. Qurstrength is now
doubled, and our responsibility is doubled
also. We ought to do twice as much work
—to increase in nmwnisters and chureli mem-
bers twice as rapidly—as boththe churches
could do in their separated condution. Men
willexpeet it of us~God wall expect 1t of
us. Wecannot now put 1 the plea of
weakness—{or we are a strong church. On
the day of the Uniou the Presbyterian
Church of Nova Scoua numbered forty-
tevee ordained ministers and the Free
Cnurch thirty-six—making in all sevznty-
ninz, without taking into account five
Foreign Missionaries and ten or twelve
licentiates whe labor in the home mission
field.*?

KNOX COLLEGE—OPENING OF

The Moderator of Syned was present.
I'he speeial meeting of Synol had bronght
together a larze number of ministers and
clders, who were presont at the opening of
the College. Many of the friends in To-
ronto, buth ladies aad gentlemen, were also
present.

‘Ihe Session has opened mast auspicious-
ly. Although several who purpose to give
attendance duning the session have not yet
come up, the namber already enrolted con-
stderably exceeds the whole nwmber of last
last year. 'The Preshytery of London furs
nishes a large proport:on of the entrants

1n connexton with the College we have
pleasure in mertiontny that at a meeting of
the -College Board, Principal Willis lawd on
table letters which he had receivel from
the Governor General, intimating the gift
of two huadred pounds from llis Royal
Hhehness the Prince of Wales, A sinnlar
gift has, we unjerstand, been bestowed on a
namber of other Fducational lustitutions,
as a token of the pleasure the Miince has
expenenced n his visit to the Proviuce, and
of tus deep interest in everything connected
with s real progress. ‘The Board agreed
to record their yrateful appreciation ot this
munificent gift. It was also agreed to
invest the amount, and to devote the yearly
mterest to the establishment of a prize or
scholarship, under the name of the ¢ Prince
of Wales’' Scholarsiup,” We trust it may
be the means of encouraging and assisting
many a promsirg young man. The thanks
of the College Board were also tendered 1o
Principal Wiltis, for his efforts in connexion
with the visit of Hlis Royal Highness to
Knux College.

On the whote the friens of the Church
have reason to congratulate themsclves on
many encouraging circumstances connected
with the College. With the blessing of
God, which we trust many caraestly seek
and the continued 1wterest asd support on
the part of the friends of the Chureh, it
will, we doubt not, prove in the future
whatit bas proved 1n years past, a source of
strength, and prospenty to the Chareh and
to the country.

A DAY OF THANKSGIVING.

Our readers will be glad to hear that a day
of thanksgiving is to be appointed, in ac-
knowledgment of God’s goodnessin granting
such a bountiful harvest. The day, when
definitely fixed upon, by the Moderator of
Synod will be intimated by circulars.  Sel-
dom has there been 2 year marked by such
tokens of the faver of God, and crowned
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50 hiberally with biy govaness. We teust
therefore the call will ve responded to ina
becomng manner, and that there wiil be
not only thanksgiviag sevices, but thank-
fal hearts, and a reat aawing near to God,
to whom we are wdeated for tho mercies
which we enjoy.

We have other ge..unds of gratitude be-
sides the late bountrul harvest. We have
been exempied fioun the inroads of diseasv,
We have had peace within our borders.
We have been gladdened by the visit of the
cldest son of our Queen, speeially sent o
represent her among us,  And then too,
we have the prospect of a unon with a
sister church, atter a prolonged scason of
anxious negotiatton.  We have indeed gouid
ground to juin us i gratefal acknowledge-
ments to Gud, and say :—* The Lord hath
done great things for us, whereof wo are
glad.”?

I"hanksgiving to God should not restrict
itself 10 external demonstrations, or lip ser-
vices, If the heart iz really ijmprossed
with a sense of God’s goodness, it will
prompt to ucts of chanty and liberality.
An open heart will make an open-hanl.
\WWe hope then to sece an increase of liber-
ality in behalf of the cause of the Savivur.
Let it not appear that returning prosperity
has the etlect of increasing our wotldliness,
and hardening our hearts, bat let it rather
have the eficct of deepening our feeling
of dependence ugon Ge dy und of leading us
to look upon curselves, with all we have,
as not our own, but as bannd tu glonfy
God with every power and every talent.

WHAT IS TO BE THE CONDITION
OF ITALY.

Most marked and sudden has been the
progre.s of events in [taly. Not many
months have elapsed since the old regime
prevailed in all its vigour and imolerance.
The Grand Duke of Tuscany obstinately
opposed the catrance of the Bible into his
dominions. The King of Naples still ruled
with a rod of iron, and had filled his dun-
geons with those of his subjects -who sup-
ported liberal sentiwents. The Pope was
fulminating his excommunications against
the King of Sardinia. As by the rushing
force of a winter tempest the face of things
has been changed. The Grand Duke of
‘Tuscany has disappeated from the scene.
The King of Naples has abandoned the
capitat of lus kingdom, while the doors of
the prisons have been thrown sopen, and a
solemn 2’ Deum,—not wo are persuaded
with the supersutious adjuncts of Popish
worship, has been celebrated in the Cuthe-
dral at Naples by Gavazzi, now apparently
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thoroughly evangelical in his views. Gari-
baldi has passed through Italy, and where-
ever he has gone, despotism and tyranny
have been laid low, and it now appears as
if he may soon, in accordance with hisown

declaration, proclaim from the Quinmal

Victor Emmanuel King of Italy.

The results of theso very remarkable
movements aro only known to 1lim, who is
thoe Governor among the nations, and who
knoweth the end from the beginning.
Looking at the present state of things we
may not without fears.  Many thingsare
against the consolidation of Iahan umty.
"I'he people are of varipus races, which have
never become fully amalgamated, like the
inhabitants of the Biitish Isles. Tney have
also been drawn round so many contres, that
it will be difficult to separace them from
these, and draw them towaids one con.mon
centre. Besides 1t is to be teasea that there
are some of the mouvement party, who are
mainly distinguished by evolutionary ten-
dencies, and whose hberty is very likely to
become licentiousness.

But, on the other hand, we cannot shut
our eyes to the fact that dvors which were
lately closed against the Bible are now
opened,.and that where lately there was
absolute intoler 1ce, there ara now literty of
‘conscience, and freedom of worship, These
things are full of hope. The leaven is in-
troduced, and we doubt not, 1t will tend to
leaven the whole mass which surrounds it.
Ve do not approve of applying prophecy to
particular events which are taking place at
the present day. But wedo believe that
the hand of God 13, 1n a very marked way,
in the present movement. What a Joud
call is there for the Bible Society and kin-
dred institutins, with prudence, but yet
with diligence ind energy to seize the pie-
sent oppportunity to cast in the good seed of
the Word. ’c s this and this alone which
will cause Italy to rejoice and blossom as
the rose. It isthe Bible alone which can
be the stablo foundation of her liberty and
prosperirys Let chrnistlans earnestly pray
for tho spiritual regeneration of Italy, and
for the overthrow of that system under
whose blighting influence Italy heg 50 long
groaned. Itsend will come. Whocantell
howr soon ?

Dr. Taylor of Montreal, aud
Mr. McKie, of Lachute, of the U. P.
Chureh, took part inthe services of the day.
A large congregation attended the services,
and gave the newly oidained pastor a cor-
dial welceme as they retired.

RELIGIOUS MOVEMENTS IN
LONDON.

e—

" The religious movements in London are
worthy of special notice, as indicating the
increased measure of attention which is
givento the spiritual improvemen tof the peo-
ple, and as exhibiting to our view both the
means and the results of a religious revival.
We note below some of these movements as
wo find them referred to in an article in
the British Messenger from the pen of the
Rev. Dr. Weir of London.

THE SYSTEMATIC BRNEFICENCE SOCIETY.

This society is now established on most

Catholic basis. Its object as indwcated by
t3s name, 18 to promole GIVING IN SVS-
TrM j—devating a certizin proportion of
tacome, to religions and charitable uses.
Its punciples were developed some years
ago in the well known prize essays en-
titled : «“Gold and the Gospel.? Two
clergymen, the Rev. John Ross, and the
Rev. Dr. Cather have been specially set
apart as the agents and representatives of
this society, and their duty will be to travel
over the United Kingdom, and bring before
the cherches, and before individual chris-
tians the claims which the Saviour has on
their property, as a taleat, for the advance-
ment of His own glory. Might not 2 sim-
ilar society be formed here? There is
certainly 2 call for something of the kind
being done.

for the time when it shall be no longer
necessary to pray ¢ Oh that the salvation of
Israel were come out of Zion.”

OPEN AIR SERVICES,

The open air services, which have been
kept up more or less dwming the summer
have not been withont hopeful tokens of
blessing. There have been of late special
services inthe open air. The whole of Mon-
day, 3d September, was spent in open air
preaching at Paddington Green. The results
of the general operations at Paddington as
well as of the special services have been
most beneficial.  The secretary of the
Western Branch of the Young Men’s Chris-
tion sseociation says with reference to the
services on the day above mentioned :

« e commenced at 10 o’clock, Dr.
Leask addressing the first group.  As the
people flocked to the Green, other conpanics
were formed ; hundreds of persons, male
and female, were distributing tracts, and
speaking personally 10 the people; some
were beme prayed with, and the whole
scene became one of intense interest.  The
Papists and infidels were raising discussions
in several parts; but exclusive of the knots
of persons gathered around these, there
were large and atlentive zudtences sur-
rounding erght or ten preachers atthie same
time. From about three o'clock tifl dark,
there were probably abont 3000 persons on
the ground. to almost the whole of whom
the gospel was bewmg preached. The mun-
isterial preachers were Revs. W, G,
Lewss, Thomas Alexander, A. Johnson,
Newman Hall, Butler, and others
whose names [ did not catch. "The young
met and the staid workers from the Young
Womens®  Asseeiation had a high an
blessed day of work, and the sheaves with
rejoicing which they brought with them
were not a few. Iy was indeed a harvest~
day. Atdark, we invited the anxtous ones
to the Young Men’s Rooms. A great num-
ber came, and nota few of menaund wotnen
were able to rejoice in sins forziven. One
most remarkable case of a young man 1
may be able to send you particulars of an-
other time. lHe was aspheming in the
atternoon, and rejoicing in Christ at night,
and so bv is to-day.

¢«YWe have Mr. Usher up from Man.
chester 10 preach to the working classes
chiefly, and he was listened to with great
earnestness by a large number of men
yesterday. He is 2 good wan, and full of
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faith ; one whom Go.l the Holy Ghost can
use and make a blessing.  He is preaching
on Paddington Green every night this
week.”?

BIRLE AND TRACT CIRCULATION.

The cireulation of the seriptures and of
religiovs tracts is now ost extensively
carrted on in London. Last year the City
Mission received from the British aud
Foreign Bible Society for use us loan stock
5000 Eaglish Bibles and 25 Hebrow Bibles
‘The Bible womenare earrying on their work
with remarkable diligence and success.
Traet cireulation 18 also carried on to an
extent quite unparralieled.  During the
three months of June, July and August the
tract society gave for the London district
alone 679,228 tracts, at an expenso of
£256 163 10d.

SABBATH OBSERVANCH.

The cause of Subbath observance gains
ground. ‘There are now 1465 cabs which
run only on six days of the week, resting
on the Sabbath, the number of such in 1851
being 570. A recent meeting was held for
distribating prizes for essays written by
cabmen in support of Sabbath observance.
The highest pnze of £20 was awarded to
an essay which the writer said had been
written on the top of acab used as a desk.
Let the friends of God and of His hely day
rejoice at all these imdications of good.

SPECIAL MEETING OF SYNOD.

‘The Syned of the Presbyterian Church of
Canuda, met by call of the Moderator, on the
second day of October, 1869, in Xnox's
Church, Toronto, and was constituted by
prayer, praise, aid the reading of tho
Word.

‘The roll was cullel and the names of
those in attendance werd marked.

The Clerk read the notice of the Moder:
ator calling the meecling, which was in the
following terms:

. ¢¢ ToroxTo, 4th Septembe:, 1860.
Rev. axp Dear Sin,

In terms of a requisition from the Con-,
vener of the Union Cummittee, in Lehalf of
said conmunittee, a Special Meeting of the
Synod of the PrussyTeriay Cuurcu of
Canada is hereby calied, 1o take place m
the city of Toroute, aud within ~ Kaox's
Church there, on the 2nd day o Ociober
next at 7 o’clock P. M., for the purpose of
considering the Basis of Union between
this Church, and the United Presbytérian
Church, as approved by the committes of
the two Churches, and for making any
necessary arrangements with a view to the
consummation of the Union.

Yours very truly,
W. B. Crarg, Moderator,”

On 1igtion madé and seconded, it was
unanimuusly agreed to approve of the con-
duct of thé Moderator 1n calling this
meeling.:

Mr. Ure, Convener of the Committee on
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Union, presented Report of the Committee
embodying the Basis of Unton as formerly
agreed to, with preamble  agreed upon by
ihe jouut commiattees of the two churchies
in the followmg terms i—

“Whereas, for the glory of God and the
welfaro of the Chureti, 1t 15 desirable that a
Union should bLe effected between the
s United Preshyterian Churchy” and the
“ Presbyterian Church of Cunada,” on such
terms us may be agrerabte to the Word of
God, and the standards accepted by both
Churches ; Whereas also it is expedient
that a Basis of Umon, in terms of the six
Ancles which follow, be adopted, as a
statement of pincaples in regard to which
the Churches are mutually agreed : Where-
as, besides, it is desirable to prevent any
possible msapprehensions in reference o
the fourtls of suud Arucies, therefore it is
hereby declared, that no interence from that
Article is leguumate, which asserts that the
civil magisirate has the right to prescnbe
the faith of the Church, or to interfere with
her ecclesiastical action :  And itis further
declared, that in regard to the practical ap-
plication of said fourth Article, unanimny
of sentiment is not required in the united
body, and that if any particular case should
emerge, it may, and can only, be vonsidered
amd determined by the Church Cownts, in
accordance with the gereral principles and
procedure of Presbyterian Churches :

Be it therefore resolved :

1. Of Holy Scripture.~That the Serip-
tures ot the Oid and New Testament, being
the inspired Word of God, ate the supreme
and infallible rule of faith and life,

11, Uf the subordinate standards.—That
the Westmuster Confession of Faith, with
the Larger and Shorter Catechismas, are re-
ceived by this Church as her subordisaie
standards.

But whereas certain sections of the said
Confession of faith, which treat of the pow-
er or duty of the civil magisirate, have been
objected o, as teaching principles adverse
both to the nght of pnvate judgment m re-
ligious matters, aund to the pieragauves
which Chr:st fias vested m Iis Chureh, 1t
is 10 be nuderstood :—

1. That no imerpretation or reception of
these sections is held by this Church, which
would interfere with the fullest forbearance
as 10 any dufference ot opimon which may
prevail on the question ot the endowment
of the Church by the State.

2. rhat no interpretation or recepuion of
these sections 1s required by thus Cnurch,
which would accord to the State any autho-
Tity to violate that liberty of conscience and
right of judgment which are asserted i
chap. xx. sec. 22 of the Coufession; and in
accordance with the statements of which,
this Church holds that every person ought
to be at full hiberty to search the Scriptures
for lamseif, and to tollow out waat he con-
scientiously believes to be the teaching of
Seripture, without let or hindrance ; provid-
ed thit no one 1s to be aliowed, under the
pretest of following the dictates of consci-
ence, to nteriere with the peace and good
order of society.

3. That no interpretation or reception of
these sections 13 required by tlus Church
whicl would admit of any interference un
the part of the Siate with the spiritual in-
dependence of the Church, as set forth in
chap. xxx. of the Confession

Church.—That the Lord Jesus Chinst s the
only haag and Head of His Church. that
tie has made her feee (rom ali exteruad e

nee wffairg, and that ghe is byund to ussert
and delend this hberty to the wimost, aud
ought not to canter into such engagements
with any party as would bs prejudicial
thereto,

IV, Of the Headship of Christ over the
Nations, and the duty of the Civil Magis-
trate.~'T'hat the Lord Jesus Christ, ag Medi-
ator, i3 invested with universsl sovereiguty,
and 18 therefore King of Nations, and tha.
all men in every capacity and relativn are
bound to obey His will as revealed in Tlis
Word ; and particularly that the civil mag-
istrate (sclading under that trm all whe
are 1 any way concetied in the Legislative
or Admiuistrative action of the State) is
bound to regulate bis officisl procedure, a3
well as his persvnel conduct, by the revealed
will of Chnist.

V. Of Church Goverrnment.—That the
system ol polity established in the Westmin
ster Form of Presbyterisn Cburch Govern-
ment, in so far as it declares a plurality of
tders for each congregation, the cfficial
equahity of Presbyters, without any officers
in the Church superior to the said Presby-
ters, and the uwity of the Church in a due
subordination of a smaller part to a larger,
and of a larger to the whole, is the Govern-
ment of this Churcb, and is, in the features
of it hercin set forth, believed by tbis
Church to be founded on and agreeable to
the Word of God.

VI. Of Worship.—That the ordinances of
worship shall be administered in this Church,
as they bave herctofore been, by the respec-
tive bodics of which it i3 composed, iua geo-
eral accordunce with the directions con-
tained in the Westininster Directory of
Worship.”

Ou motion made and scconded, it was
agreed to receive the Report of the Commit-
tee, and to proceed to covsider the preamble
to the Basis,

It was thercopon moved by Rev. A. F.
Kemp, seconded by Mr. Heron : « That the
action of the Commtiee on union as uow re.
ported be approved of, and the Basis of Uni.
on as presented be adopted ; and that the
following deputation be appointed Lo convey
thisdecision, with thesalutations of this court.
to the Synod of the United Presbyteriau
Church, now in Session in this city, aud to
request & conference to arrange the phrase-
ology of the preamble ia such a way as may
be matually agreeable.”

After discussion it was moved and second-
ed, That the Synod do adjourn till nive
o'clock A. M. to-moIrow mormng.

The following are-the reazons of dissent
given in by Rev. G. Smellie, with the answers
to the rsame ¢

In my own name, and in nameof all who
may adhere to me, 1 dissent from the action
of the Synod, on the 4th October, 1860, in
finally accepting the Basis of Union, and
preamble, and resolving to cousummate the
Union in June uext, for the following rea-
sons : .
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I. Because st seems 10 be taken for
aranted, that the umon of churelies 15 anes-
sental matter, whereas spiritual unity not
mere unior, is the olyect set betore us w the
Word of God 3 whereits a visible and ra-
tional umon by no meins meets that ulea.
and whereaz further, such a union must
necessanly be Junned, and an uwmversal
union 13 unpracticable,

[1. Because atthoush m certamn eases
practical advantage mzht seem to dictate
the prapriety of @ unton between the Presbe-
tersan Churcht of Canada and the 1. -d
Presbytenan Church,—with how mue:h rea-
son bhowever retiuns still 10 be proved,—
yet the proposed Unton 15 quue  unealled
for, unless better cause can be shown than
any that has nthento been atlesed 5 and
cause sufiicient to countervanl exsting dil-
ficultes.

3. Beszuse the entire process of negotin-
tivn about Unton between thuse two chur-
ches, aas bronght out the fact that there
exists great want of harmony of sentiment
atd feelings between a large number of the
members and olfice-bearers un the one sude,
and 2 laree number of those on the other.
And therefore no confidence of any @ood re-
sults from Union can be cherished m these
circumstances, but rather the expectation
that union, if at present consummated, will
prove a positive hindrance to Unity ;—be-
cause further, the attempt to urge it now
would be o reckless tiemptation o Provad-
euce ;—and becanse the two chuiches are
wore likely 10 serve God 1mthfutly, and 10
mauint:un peace in a state of separation than
of incorporation.

IV. Because while 2 majority on both
sides may be desirous of union, it is noto-
vious that many members of our church
courts, and ot this Synod, as well as many
private members of the church throughout
our congregations, are advisedly and delib-
crately oppused to the wmeasure.  And be-
cause tnion bring a malter not vital, and
yet materialiy aifecunsy the  consutution of
the church, tht careymne out of it by way of
a mujorny of voies, 13 ungenerous towards a
minority.

V. Because nothing can be expected
from union carped into effect in the face of
un carnest opposition, but the wiznation of
a large body of our Minsters, Elders, aud
people from the standard of the Presbyter-
ian Ghurch of Canada or a second distup-
tivn as s first fruat.  Awd becanse past
experience and calm refluction combing to
justdy the Synodn awkcipating trouble
from such an attempt to amaigamate heter-
ogencous clements ;3 aud therelore he-
taing belore proceednz o precipitaie 2
result so momentous m ilself; snd probably

su disastrous to the church.

Answers to reasoas of disseat by Rev. G.
Sinellie:

1. In ihis reason there is on assertion of
thie obvious truths, that all belieswrs are one
in Christ, and that their oncne~s as resulting
from unien to Christ is nct dependent on a
visible aud external union. It is unecessary
to say that the Syood admits these truths,
whiie it confestes its inability to scc how such
general statements, or the aleged infeence
from them, to the cffect, that the union of
auy two churches caunot be 1cgarded a8 es-
scotial, can furnish any grouzd of objection
to the decicion discented from.

11, Iu regard to this rearon, in which it i
shited that th.e union is uucalied for on the
ground, that there are exisung dfliculties in
the way to its being carr ed into dleet, whiie
the advantages to be gained by it are uncer-
tain, it is replied thut there is no doubt on the
part of the Synod as to the practical advan-
tuges of this union.  As tie nuture of the ex-
isting d:ficulties has not been explained in the
the reason, it is impossible for the Syuod to
give an opinion respecuny them,

111, In 1eply to what is slleged in this
reason, us to the great want of harmony of
sentiment between the two clintches, it issub.
mitted, that in the absence of the specifica- 1
tion of the poms in regard to winch this
alleged want of harmony exists, the allegation
can only be met by the assertion, that the
Syuod is not aware of any such diversities of
set timent as would, in the sight of God. justi-
fy the two churckies in Jonger remaining apert;
and, believing this, the Syned is of opinien
that the two chur.kes may reasonably lock
for greater success in their werk, when por-
suing it as a united body, than they would be
warranted in expecting while m 2 state of
separstion,

1V. The Synod considers that it has
abundant reason for gratitde to the Head of |
the Church in view of the extraordinary
measure of agreement whick has marked
its recent deliberations and tinal decisionin
regard 1o this question of union; betieving 1
that 1n few instances, if any, has a question,
of equal magnitude been determined with
a like degree of general and hearty coneur-
rence on the part of its members.  Awd,
farther, the Synod cannot perceive any
toundation for the charze of injustice pre-.
fessed against its procedure on this question, |
aud founded on the absence of perfect unan-
ity in the decision arrived ay, as liherty
10 dissent has been freely accorded to those
who desmred to avail themselves of it.

V. In this reason apprehensions are ex-
pressed of serions disagreements arising in
t:e united body 1o destroy its peace and
imperil its unity, but as the grounds of these
apprehensions are not stated, the Synod
can only <ay that it believes them to be
baseless.

1. That the aaid Basis of Union as now
adopted in its enlarged forn posscsses fea-
tures most obivctionable, inasmuch as it
emnts substantally what was insisted wpon
from the beginnmg by the Unated Presby-
tenan Church as the terms of uuion, viz ¢
forbearance in the practical application of
the doctrine of Christ’s Headship over the
uctions.

2. That when these terms were proposed
by the United Presbyterian Church, ihis
Synod explicitly declared that no such for-
bearance could be granted by thiy church
consistently with her regard to the sacred-
ness of truth and her obligations to her
Divine Head.

That in receding from this attitede—the

only honourable and safc one (in the opinion

of the undersigned) it cenld assume in the
case,—the Synod has seriously endangered
the dactrinal purity of the chuich, as well
as compromised its own consistencey in the
eyes of the world,

3. That by the adoption of the above
mentioned Basis last evening,the union con-
templated is now decided upon, while the
members and adherents, (the body cf the
chureh,) have, as yet, had nn intimation
rezularly cemmunicated to them by the Sy-
rod of any change in their ecclesiastical

THE APPROACHING CENSUS.

Mr. Editor,

Permit me to call attention to_ 2 subject
demanding the inmediate consideration of
tho office-bearers and members of our
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Church. 1 ieferto the approaching Cen-
sus.  Your readers are don tless, generally
aware, that a census of Canada will, in the
eanrrse of a few months, again be taken.
For various reasons, which 1 ueed not spe-
cify, itis of no small importance o the
Churches  generally, and to our own in
parniicular, that the denuminational statistics
should then be ken nccurately,

The census returns tor 18531 cceupy twvo
largc 8vo. vols. and comprise i great mass of
most interestiny ad  valvable statstics.
‘Tnese volumes evinee muen caire and lubour
on the part of thuse who sagetmteaded the
work, but we are cumpelled to add, a vast
amount of blundenng and incompetencey
on the part of many of their suboidimates.
Inthe ecetesmsticat departinent,our Chuseh,
althotigh not by any means the only suf-
ferer, has pecuttar eason to cowplain,

The Presbyterians are classed under
three heads, Church of Scotland, Free
Church Presbyterians, and other Presby-
terians

In Lower Cannda, the General Abstract
of the returns from the counties and cities
aves to the Chureh of Scotland 1,017, to
the Free Church 267, and to otiter Presby-
tecians 29,2210 In many counties all who
donot adiiere to the Church of Rome, or a
large porton of then, are classed under the
genecal pame ot Protestunts,  Of these
there are reiarned 10,173, oue third of whom,
or 3,191 may be rezarded as Presbyterians.
This will give a toral of 37.026 Presbyter-
taus in Lewer Canada. The 2,700 com-
munican’s, at present in our Church m
Canada East, represent, as we have good
reason o believe, nearly one half of the
Presbyterinnismm of that province. And it
would catiunfy be a moderate estimate, o
suy, thatm 1851 there must have been
15,000 Free Church Presbyicnans, us they
are styled, instend of 267, in Lower Canada.

In Upper Canada, the errors, if not at
first sizut, so palpable, svon become sufii-
crently mantfest when we begin to examine,
in detail, the returns trom ihe sevel coun-
ties and cities.  Accordg to the General
Abstract, above refecred to, from which all
the popular statistics of the denomua-
tins, such as we see in newspapers and
Almanacs, are taken, 1kere 1s not a single
Free Church Presbyierian in  the connies
of York, Lincotn, and Waterloo (including
the town of Ga't) or in the cities of Hiunii-
ton and Loudon.  In these, other Presby-
terians divide the spoils to the extent of
21,271, the County of Lambtoen, where
our last Synud Roli shows five seuled pas-
tors, and where no other Presbyterian
Church, so far as e are aware, has yet a
sinule preaching station, reivices ina popn-
fation of 3S Free Church Presbyterians, but
at the same ume, hospilably entertains
2,151 “Other Presbytenans.®  According io
the smne document Bruce is favoured with
79, Essex with 78, Dundas with 16 and
Lennox with 19 Free Church Presbyter-
ians!

In other Counties, such as Oxford, where
a very cansidermble population is returned
as adhiering 1o onr Church, the figures given
fall far short of the ttath, and there s no
doubt thar many of our people have beeu
classed with other Presbyterians. By such
processes, ““other Presbyterians® whe ac-

ANCIENT LIBRARIES.

| Substance of Lecture by Itev. Dr. Burns, at

openng of Knox Cullege, 3rd Uctober, 186,

In the end of Jaly last, I pnd a visit to
the Libcary an Redervss street, London.
‘I'he house which was buslt fur 1ts reception
by the funds of 1ts unging touuder, although
nearly a century amd 2 half otd, 13s0nd, sub-
stanttal, comuodious, and even elegant.
The number ol voiumes exceeds twenty
thousand ; and a lumted annaal inceme
contnibutes to its gradual, though by no
means ramd nctease. It was founded by a
learned ortiodox Protostant Dissenter, Dr.
hamet Walimns, many years a Presbyeran
clergvman i Dubline and afterwards 1
London. le left his own dbrary as the
foundation of the trust; and Dr. Bates and
Dr. Thomas Mauton, inca of stilt greater
celebrity a3 divines than lmscli, followed
lus example ; so that the coilecton, as a
whole, cmbraces a large wass of the pnat-
ed theology of the bestschouly L grether with
most of the fathers, and nota few valuable
productions of miscelancous aud foreign
literature.  Its principal valuchowever con-
§IS1S 10 113 manuscnpt tcasures, historically
lustrative ot Puritan and  non-coufurmist
tumes; and among these, tbe original
wnutes of the Assembly of Divines at
Westunnster. It i3 a singular fact, that
although these mnutes were taditionally
und~rstood all a.wnyg tu have found a resting
place on thesheives of tus Libsary, the
reality and the character of the deposit were
not definitely ascertamed, till within the
last two years, when Professor McCric of
the English Preshytenan cullege, placed the
matter bevond doubt by unkennelling the
precous volumes, three 1n number, and 1n
geod preservation, frotn the dust of ages.

Dr.. Williams  possessed  cunsiderable
landed property 1 Engtand, and 1n additicn
to the fuunding of the Library and other good

-
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deeds, he lelt s estatein Gloucestershire
to the chatge of tue Suciety 1 Seotland tor
Propazatag Chastian Knowiedge, founied a
short thne before bis death, i trast tor the
mamtenance of misstons and schovs in New
Lugiand.  ‘The trust has beea faithiully
adninistered ever stace 3 and tne paa es of
Pavid and Juhin Braised n toruer tioes,
und of Scrgeant, Kirkiand, and others
later days, stand forth as brillant. stars on
the escuteheon of this hitie hnown and un-
pretendmmg chanty. A few svaluavle bur-
sartes 1 Ulasgow cokiege attest aiso the
enlarged hberanty of this lesrned non-con-
formist,

In traversing the spacious rooms of this
handsome fiterary doman, my cye chanced
to rest on the colieeted works of Br. \WVit-
hiams 3 and as | had not seen them befure,
I asked bberty to remsin an hour or two
within the walls that [ might give thewm at
least i cursory exam.nation.  U'ne venerable
supenntendent told me that the rovms were
about to be shutup for a month as usual at
that season ; but as there was a dupneate
cupy of the works, he would make me a
present of 1ty and 1t 1s now on its way tothe
sielves of Knox's Coltege Labzary. * 1 have
gronc though the volumes. “Theyare mostiy
controverstal, and they throw much hght
on the theology of the teansition period
from 1690 to 1720, Dr. Walias was an
able and zealons combatant for evangelical
truth, agamwst two pevatent errurs; tae
onc, that of Amamsm and * negauve the-
ology,™ then an vogue ; the other, ant.-
nowsanivin and its Kwdred.  In regard to
the former, dhe names of Clarke, \Whiston,
Imlyn, Aberncthy, and Sunson, are  fan-
iiar to the stadent of church history 3 aad
1a regard to the letter, the ultra specuiations
of such witers as Crisps and Coles oceupy
a proannent pace.  Many causes coniri-
buted to lower the heavenly tone of the
theotogy of an Owen, a Bates, and a Rey-
notds; and even n digestng the massy
thoughts of Dr. Wilhams himself, we feel as
if we breathed a less gemal atmosphere.
‘2 here wasasensible declenston, and with all
the tearned talent of a Le.aad, a Changler,
and 2 Smallbrook, our lalyturton of St.
andrew’s standgs almost slone as the bokl
crangelical asswlant of the fortress of
sceplicisti. - Ananisi, alas ! svon came tohe
i the ascendant; and 15 crenius scems to
haunt the abracy of Rederess street even
now, for whue the portraits of a \\iliams
and a \Vatts, with a very few mure, repre-
scnt 1o us A sound theology, the portraits of
Arians and seun-artaps are to bo counted by
dozeas, and there are at least three of the
noted Suctmzn Prigstiey !

The tivrary of “Zion College™ is pro-
bably not jarger than that of Rederuss street,
and 1ts funds aot more ample It contans
shelves ‘uf patnstc :lpd puritan !carning. and
a considerable variety of bisturical and
Drographical manuseripts. 1t was founded
by Cluules 1,10 1630, as an incorporation of
the beneficed clergymen within the Oty of
Leadon, amaunting even at that time to
more than A hundred.  The complexion of
the Londun cleray of that dav was by no
meaus hizh church, and hence the desizna-
ton I’un’lmyt was oiter, apilicd tv Zion
College  With its members ariginaied the
idea of an assembly of divines and lai-
assessors at Wesuninster for the purposes
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of a lugher reform in the church.  ‘Therr
chaitmaa or president, Dr. Authony Burgess,
subscnbed and presented the petion on this
great matter to the Hnuse of Counnons.
Thie in.titution gself was designed for liter-
ary snd chantable purposes, and there docs
not appear to have been anything selfish in
1t cumnpasition.  Besides the library, itstedl
mamtams benevolent foundations for aged
and infinn and destitute persons.  ‘The ven.
crable brick buwildings furmsh a proot in
their humble architecture, that to whatever
uses the funds may have been apphied, gor-
gevus decoration in the materizlistic sense,
wis by no means ene of them.

It appears that in persecuting times when
the true Church of Scotlind was vet in the
wilderness, her genuine records got mto the
hands of the men m power whose leanings
bore atl on the side of Bpiscopacy. At the
era of the “glorions revolution in 1688,
it is a matter of fact, that the authentic re-
cord well krown under the name of “the
Buike of the Uaiversal Kirlk?? of Scotland
was in the keeping of Paterson, then Bishop
or arch-Bishop of Mdinburgh. No light
has, asyet, been thrown un the circinn-
stances which lcd 10 the deposit of these
records twenty five years beiore in the
Castic of Dunnottar, froin whenee they
were brought in 1651 to the charge of the
Earl of Balcareas, whose receipt for then of
that date s on record. lHow they came
into the custody of some others, does not
appear : but certawn it is, that they were in
Bizhop Paterson's hands at the time of the
revolution ; and {’rincipal Liee, in his printed
memortalon the subject, states that after the
revolution they passed into the hands of Mr.
Johnator, son of Sir Archibald Johaston o
Warriston, Bishop Burset bis coustn, ani
the historical antiquary, Mr. George Red-
path. At the next suage of this curious
Instory, we find the thrce volumes of the
“ Buike ” in the possession of a nonjuring
Scotch Bishop, of the name of Camphell, a
cadet of the Arayle family 3 with whose
son the Honorable Archibald Montgomery
Campbell, residertin London in 1933, the
Procurator of the Church, Mr. Grang,
afterwards Lord Prestongrange, enters into
correspondence, with the view of their re-
storation to their rightful owners, the Church
of Scotland. The negotiation failed, and in
1737 Camnpbell make.. them over for a valu-
able consideration to the President and fel-
lows of Zion College ; he, protecting them
by dced against the Church of Scotland’s

from the printed repurt 10 our pussussion,
When the consmttce rose i June there.
after, the volunmes wero carcfully entrusted
to the Clerk of the House of Commons,
under whuse safe K& ping they remamed uil
Uctober ol that same year ; when this far-
famed and trealy valuable manuseript penshed
m the flunes which Lud buth Houses of ar-
hament i ashes.

Sull, the printed
work 1= of lugh value, and the following
passage in Dr. Liee's report so early as 182¢,
may throw a gleam ot hght oves the dark-
ness with which the trustees of Zion Cul-
lege Lavrary so long sneceeded in shrouding
the precious origivals : “‘I’hese registers
says he " clearly prove that from the very
fisst moment, it was the determmed whject
of the leaders of the reformation, 10 estab-
lish suieh a Presbyterian government 2s was,
at last, with the utmost difficulty completed ;
and that even when the name of Bishop was
mtrodticed, the persons holding that title,
satn the General and Provincial Assemblies
in no higher rank than the humblest pres.
byter; and in the Kirk Sessions, were
named after the parochial minister, under
the destgnation of Elder.”

Of all the ancient libraries T visited, that
of the British Musceum 1s the most remai k-
able for extent and value.  ‘I'he number of
volumes exceeds half a mllion; and this is
exciusive of tracts, and pamphlets innuner-
able. ‘I'he rate of increase is envrmous,
In the Puarlinmentuary return for 1856, the
Inst  anunal  addition  numbered 10,481
volumes, including music, maps, and news-
papers, of which articies 733 were presented ;
1010 putchased, and 5331 acquired by copy-
righi.

They mean that the Father has stiown his
areat love o poor sinful men by sending
his Son, but not that God was just, not 1l
he punished Christ on bebalf of his peo-
ple, nor that indeed God ever will punish
anybody, or that there is such a thing as
justice, or that there is such a2 thing as sin,
or that there is such a thing as hell—these
are all old-fashioned notiuns, and we poor
sutils, who o on tatking about election and
imputed righteousness, are behind our
times. “Aye, and the gentiemen who bring
out bouks on this subject—who follow Alr.
Maurice, and Professor Scott, and the like
—these are the new men whom God has
sent dewn from heaven to tel! us now that
the Apostle Paul was all wrong; that our
fath s vaing that we have been quite
mistaken ; that there was no need of pro-
piuating bloud tu wash away our sins; that
the facy was our sins were but a little ba of
mistake, that there was no punishment
needed; and that all that fuss and te-do
abou the judgmesntto come and the wrath of
God that abideth on us, is needless.  Well,
brethren, I am happy to say that sort of
stuff has not got into this pulpt. I dare
say the worms wiil eat the wood before
there will be anything of that sort sounded
.n this place; and may these bones be
picked by vultures, and this flesh be rent
1 sunder by lions, or may every nerve in
this budy sutfer pangs aud toitures ere these
lips shall give unicrance to any such doc-
trines or sentiments. We are content 10
remain among the vulgar souls that be-
lieve the old doctrines of grace; we are
willing still to be Jeit behind in the great
march of udellect, and staud by the unmov-
ina Cross, which, like the pole-star, never
advances because it never stiis 3 1t always
abides in ifs place, the guide of the sonl o
heasen, the one foundation other than
w"ich noman can lay, and without build-
ing upon which no man shall ever sce the
ace of God and live.??

THE SPIRI'TUAL CUHANGE IN IRE-
LAND,

One of our Ministets, the Rev. I, Me-
Meekin of Pembioke, who hasspent a few
months in Ireliand, gives the following ac-
count of the eflects of the Revival,

“The work of God is woing on mote
silently but not less surely than in the sea-
son ot 1839, which Professw Gibson in his
Fate admirable teatise has so jusily ealled
“the year of grace.”  ‘Fhe power of prayer
as a chaonel of the Holy Spitit’s operation
has never before been more feht and under-
stood since the beginmng of this Revival in
Connor. 1 have been present in these
piaces, where the Spmt was first poured
down and the first frunts were gathered, and
a more striking change in the moral aspect
of the community, it js haudiy pos-ible to
conceive.  Familiar with the people from
tayhood, brought up in the widst of them,
imagine my surprise and delizhtto see the
diantard, the swearer, and the areedy
worldling and  despiser  of  ordinances,
changed by the power of divine grace ito
such godly devoted chnstians, longing tor
and rejoicing in the Lord’s Sabbath.

My first Sabbath in Ireland was spent in
Counor in my fathet’s pew, for 1 had re-
solved to spend one silent Sibb- .l in that
thrice-hallowed spot, and carried out the
resolution, comtrury to the wishes of the
pastor. What struck me most was the
stiliness in praver, this awful stillness save
when broken by the suppressed breathing
of souis beside me, wresthmg with the an-
ael of the Covenant. ‘there was no voi.e
that mizht be heard, but there was a sul-
ness that might be felt, and afier eight
year’s absence [ rejoced 1o find myself
mingling in an assembly of living souls.
Oh ! 'Sury it was a priviege after being so
long frozen up in the polar region of spiri-
tual death to enjoy the warm sunshine of
that tropical climate, where the people walk
in the lightand under the wanm efinlgence of
heaven’s central sun. 1 shall never forget
that silent Sabbath. Afterwards on their
thanksgiving day 1 preached to a congrega-
tion there of about three thousand souls. It
1s a larae church and there are between ten
and twelve hundred famibies in the pansh.
1 wastold that there are one hundred prayer-
meetings in operation.  Around Edeuvale,
where my brothers hve, there are four
quite conventer:t, and ali crowded as I can
testify from having thrice attended-and and
dressed them. ‘The young».men::pray
with remaikable fervour and eloquénce.
The old men are scarcely able 16 con-
tun their emotion, and in 1wo cases
they almost broke down.  Theirinvocations
of the Holy Spinit to come and change the
vile hearts of sinners, and revive the
Chuich, how awfully solemn and eamest,
and what burnieg love to Jesus flowed from
therr lips! Oneday shen I was riding
throush Kells, an old man took hold of my
horse’s bridle, smd ¢ <O ! Sir, wont you
come up and see me, you know what |
want.”  Anotier peison desired 1o cunverse
with me about his soul, and expressed his
areat fears, of an mterest in Chrst on ac-
count of his inconsistency. It is unacces.
sary for me to state all that passed between
us, but [ cite these cases to show you the
spirit of enquiry and concern that is still in
existence in that flock.  And what T most

deeply lument is that the Mimster is now al-
most broken down by his severe labours
duning the  reviva. season.  Although
formerly strong in body and ol of animal
spinits, his fing manly torm is now stooped
to the ground, and his constitution the wreck
of what it once wus.  \hen lasthe preach-
ed, he had to sustuin himself in the pulpit
by leaniug on both hands,

Mr. McGuilkin, the younz man whose
labours were so blessed all overthe countr
in prowoting the revival, has left the field
and is now n England, It would have af-
furded sme mueh pleasure to have wet him,as
we both went forward together for the first
time 10 the Lord’s table.

The other young man Meneely, has wrned
a Baptist, and is endeavoring 6 cet up a
small caunse, but with :iutle eflect, as 1 heard
that fifty-one children were baplized the
other day at one service in Connor. Two
or three able discourses of Mr. Moore, ar-
rested the heresy, and exploded the argu-
ments of the Anti-pedo-bapusts, aud con-
fidence in the docirine of intant baptism is
now restored. These trials to which the
Churels has been exposed after her areat
refreshing  will serve, under God, to keep
her humble as well as to establish her.
\When shall our blessed Zion be visited by
tire Spirit, and put on her beamiful garments.
May God hasten it in his own good time.”
