Please excuse my not writing for so long, «

I have had other business o attend to. Do you
suppose that our people m Canada are gomg 1o
wake up to their responsibthities?  ‘The church
of Chnst should not be on the detensive and
merely keeping up an existence at home, but
should be on the aggressive reaching out to all
the nations of the earth and fighting darkness
and s, With farth m our brethren at home
we have opened work 1 one of the largest
centres of China, the seat of government of three
provinces, nearly one hundred muhons of people,
Nankm itself has about one-hatf mullion. It
would surprise one of our brethren at home to
see how thickly settied this part of China 1s, and
how numerous are the large towns and villages,
Millions of these people ..we never heard the
gospel, and those who bave heard but parually
understand.  “The laborers are 100 tew. Qur
misstonaries are as yet only prepanng tor work,
and can only speak mnpestectly the language.
God has blessed us rizhly so far, two have been
baptized and others are learning the way, \When
God has encouraged us s, are we going to falter?
We are praying and workug for ten more young,
well educated men for Chiua at once.  We must
have more men to do good work 1n this large
‘place.  We should have at least one other medi-
calman.  Many Chinese hear the gospel to scoff
and ndcule, but there are those of googd and
honest hearts, “They are o sunken m sin that
they will not come to us for the truth. We
must “*go out inte the fughways and hedges and
compel them to come m.”

DANGERS OF CONSCLENTIQUSN LSS,

Everything good has dangers connected with
W5 and the better 1t 15, the greater the penl ot
its perversion and misuse.  Relyion embraces
tiie highest mterests of man, and yet 1t 1s in this

Jtas just because rehgion 1s so high and sacred
it tiang, that gross and low conceptions, enter-
tamed as religious, seem so reputsive to noble
thinds.  Phefact that a mother throws her ntant
ifto the river as a relgrons act lends new horror
fo the deed.  Where any shocking act is com-
fautted under a fanatical, religious enthustastn,
1t seems doubly homnble for that very reason.
Hence men shudder most at the crumes wiich
wwere commited under the name of religton,
The sacred nante of religion has been.made to
cover the most dangerous and deceptive acts
and plans of men. These facts iustrate a
1 Livery .good quamy- has
reuliniangits éonnetted with it in-thesense.

questions of nght and wrong, It untar and
URJUSL, IS of tiere epediency and judy
ment, fof woman to seek 10 mvest his OpinLn
with the sanctions of nglt, and to brand the
vp, esite opinton as wrong. It s precsely in
thrs way that pusonal wishes, prejudices, and
cven crotchuts, are otien paraded as matters of
consaence, i order to win for them the con-
sideration which 15 generally telt to be due to
real consaientions convicttons,

There are speeial aeficaliies and dangers ans- -
my from the fact that the comcrences of many
men are narrow and uninteibgent, By many gt
I fult to be quite enough to justity, or at least to
excibe, any act, that 1t 15 conscientiously done.
In fact, thes carcumstance alone does tiot neces-
sanly speak strongly m its favor.  "The unportant
question is by swhat sort of a conscience the act
15 supported. "It may be a consctence “seared
as with a hot (ron,” dutled to the finer perception
of rigit and wrong, or a conscrence so permeated
with pride and sclfishnes. that ¢ justifies its
possessor m whatever he may do.  ’Lhe fact that
an act s conscientious does not make 1t right.
Men need to be more than conscientions ; they
need to be mteligent, keenly sensitive to truth
and goodess, and quick to discern the distine-
tion buetween ethneal questions and those which
belong to other spheres.

There 15 a type of conscientiousness which,
though not of the highest order, 15 5ull deserving
of most careful and considerate treatment. It
is that over-sensitive and tmd conscientiousness
which 15 so amvious to avoid il that it finds
evil, or fears it may find it, in matters having no
moral character in themeelves. Such was the
conscientiousness of the “weak brethren” whom

‘I'his resuits
partly trom the feeling that 2 man's conscience
ts sacted and inviolable.  Our doctrines of re-
tiglous and intellectual hberty have made much
ot this 1dea, We respect men's conscentious
convictions. “I'is s a noble and generous atti
tude of mind, but it involves us often in the
necessity of trying to respect a conscientiousness
which scarcely deserves respect. It tempts and
encourages men to parade under the name ot
consctence much that 1s not farly entitled to be
digniiied by that honorable name.

What are some of the dangers here alluded to ?
One s the tendency to enlarge the sphere of
conscience 50 as to make & embrace more than
matters of moral mport.  Some religons people
suddenly display & marvelously quickened con-
seentioustiess about the way i which the church
work shall be done, or the business managed, or
the expenses raised,  Really the questions in-
volved are only questtons of espediency, proba
bly; but an advantage 1s gained by the man who
has a partienlar view or plan it he can create the
impression that he has conscientious scruples m
the matter,—that the question whether the salary
shall be raised by pew-rents. subscription or vol-
untary contnbutions, 1s with lim a matter of
conscience. It he can make himselt and others
believe that it 1s so, he gans added respect and
constderation for tus view or theory by taking 1t
out of the sphere of mere practicability and
policy, and digmtying 1t with peculiar and woral
sighiicance.

I'tus method of clevating questions of taste
and Judgment mto questions of wonscience s,
probably, honestly pursued as a general wule;
but 1t 15 not, tor that reasen, less spectous and
dangerous.  Persons have been known who have
had conscientious seruples aganst standing dur-
g the mvocation at church, and how many
devout persons have beer known to dechine, tor
conscrence” sake, to jom in the Lords prayer or
the reading ot a portion of Scnpture.  “Fhese wre
questions of propricty, no doubt 1 but they should
be treated as stuch, and pot as it one coutse were
wherently right, and the other inherently wrong,

A contusiig of nrorai and non-moral «questions
iy one of the dangers that most trequently appears
under the guise of conscchtiousnesy,  “bhis e
sults trom an unwarranted extensien of the sphere
ol comscience, which properly cabraces only

was & most natural and pardonaoe, though not
a highly mtelligent, scruple. It showed a de-
tective idea ot Chnsttamty which makes defile-
ment moml, and not physical. It showed a
lngenng beliet or assumption that an idol was
“something in the world’ which was contrary to
fact.  St. Paul treely characierized it as a ground-
less prejudice, but he was so wise as to under-
stand its sources and the best mode of treating
. Its worst feature was sunply that it was weak,
It did not involve any fundamental moral per-
version. Hence he did not attack it. It would
remedy itoclf as the work ol Christian instruction
procceded.  When these converts grew out of
then heathen conceptions of external detilement
mto the etincal wdeas which Christiamty teaches,
their scruples would tail anay of themselves.

Kt 15 clear, then, that there 1 a wide ditference
among those forms ot conscientiousness which
deal with non-moral questions.  Some are bold
and pretentious, others are tinud and humble.
These qualitics mark two classes of men who are
conscientious in by no means the best way, One
i loud and confident.  Lhey know they are
nght, and that thuse of ditterent views and
practices ave wrong.  “Lhe man of this type 15 no
“weak brother;” he s nothing if not “strong”
i his own upintons, and contident of s correct-
ness.  he man ot the other class is hot so sure
he s nght; m tact, he s so uncé‘?t‘am that he is
olten morbidly anvious lest he go wrong. St

faul met both classes ot men, and dealt very
dufferently with them.  “Fhe Pharnisce is a type
ot one class, the “w  « brother” of the other.
We all know both dasses of men. ‘The finst
class 15 consaaentious, but otten stubbornly and
selfishly so; the other 1 conscrentious, but
generally vedhly and unmtelbgently so. Dot
need instruction, bHut m ditferent ways. ‘The
man of “srong’ consclenes, who has convic-

tions so condent and numerous thac he has a
prononnced judgment on adl questions, necds to
fearn that consagnce may become so compre-
Bensive as to lose allats quality 3 and the man
of “waak' comaence, who tinds meral ques-
tons where there are none, needs to be hindiy
tanght that there are gquite enough real moral
questions to keep & man's conscivnice busy, with-
vtit torang ® o labor i spheres where plun
comimnoen sehse Iy wholly competent to act.

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A MATTER IFOR CONSIDERATION.

The Congregationalists of “Foronto are about to
inauguratea system which we beheve it would be
probitable for the Disaples of Ontario to consider,
if not to nmtate.  ‘They propose to encourag.
youag men studying for the ministry to pursue
their studies in"the University of ‘I'aronto, and
to supplement the course there received so far
as necessary by courses of lectures  Hitherto
when young men among us have resolved o
devote tt lves to tire y of the Word,
and the better to fit themselves for that -
portant calling, have determined to secure more
or less of collegmtcv!{aining, they have usually
gone to one of the colleges conducted by the
IDusciples in the States.  And as a general rule
they have remained in the States after complet-
ing their education ; and that too while preachers
were badly needed at home, It is not our pur.
pose to seek to account for their.Joing so, we

not only not to encourage, but to very much dis-
courage and dishearten, young men feeling a
desire to enter upon the work of the ministry,
We need not dwell on this, however. What is
our present duty?  Hoyw shall we dischage ic?
We should encourage young men of abilty to de-
vote themselves to the work of the Lord; we
should assist them to secure that special educas
tional training which is so uscful, if not indi-
pensable, to a preacher, and which, under the
guidance of a truly consecrated soul, so greatly
enlarges a preacher’s power of doing the Lord’s
work ; and we should not expect of them in
their inexperience, what we have a right to expect
of age and experience, but rather bear with them
in their faitures, commend them when possiblé
and pray for them always.

We shall return to this question again. T,
the meantime we ask our brethren to considey
the suggestion made above. We should be glad
to hear from our brethren on the matter.

their only hope is to establish a Bible School of
their own and educate their young men at home.
In the Universitics of Mclbourne and Adelaide
they can get all the literary culture they need.
The Bible school will supplement the University
course and will qualify the young men for the
wministry of the Word.” If we are to do our
duty here in Ontario, we believe, we must adopt
a similar course, and as we probably are not
at present able to cstablish a Bible:school, per.
haps the best thing that we can do is to do as
the Congregationalists propose to do--establish
a lecturestip or two. Five huudred dollars
would probably be sufficient to carry out this
project for one year; and we believe that such
a sum could very casily be raised for the purpose,
were the brethren to think it a good one.  And
we have no doubt that upon reflection the major-
ity of our brethren would decide that something
of the kind must be done.  For as we all know
the cause has suffered long because of the scar-
city of preachers.  Even the Lord’s work requires
the agency of competent human instruments in.
order to.prosper—so now, so in the beginning.

We here wish to record our firm conviction

that if the work, we as a people, are engaged in,
ever becomes largely successful in this country,
1 will be, under God, through the efforts of an
anny of devoted preachers, born and educated
in this country, And in saying this, it is not
our mtention in the slightest degree, to reflect
upon the preachers of foreign birth and education
who have been or who are laboring in our Prov-
mice, nor, worcover, in any wise to disparage
the work done by our Colleges in the States.
We are glad that the brethren from other lands
who are now preaching in Ontario are here, and
we rejoice mn the sticcess that attends their labors,
but we venture to say that these same brethren
vould consider 1t a matter of lamentation if
every e a church in Omario wanted a preach-
er e would have to be sought outside Ontario.
They know well that a cause that does not pro-
duce, for the most pars, its own preachers is a
dying cause.

TRIBUTE TO JUSIAH ROYCE.

Mr. Josiah Ruyee, who lately died so sudden.
ly at his home in our utdst was buin in Rat-
landshure, Fagland, May 14th, 1812, Hus
parents enngrated to New York when he was but
4 years of age, and were mnduced by business
ofers to proceed still faither west, and finally to
settle near Dundas at ihic head of Lake Ontaro,
in the Province of Canada West, but not many
miles from the north western comner of New
York State,

The parents of Mr. Royce were persons of
deaided puety, and were prominent among the
original members ot the Frest Baptist Church of
Dundas, b tather bemng a highly esteemed
deacon of tiat church for many years, From
very early youth Mr. Royce showed much in-
terest in rehigous reading and  conversation.
‘This naturaily led to study of the Bible, and thus
he began carly m hite to lay the foundation for
that familary with scupture which in later life
enabled him to reaite from memory, passage
after passage upon the same subject, begmning
often with the earliest prophesies, and adding
quotation after another bearing upon the same
points uniil he ended the book of Revelations,
While stift gumite young he was immersed by the
Rev. Mrn Clotton pastor of the Dundas Baptist
Church and unnted wath that society ; connnung
in that wembership untl he removed severat
years aftetwards to the State of New York, and
thence, sull dater, to fowa,  Un the last day o
April 1849 Mr. Royce with his wife and one
infant child Jeft 2 prewty hude village in the
castern part of lows, for California, "Though
entirely unused o pioneer life, the littde party
pressed on, along the seemingly endless enngrant
road, sometmies in company with many others,
but toward the last, almost alune, till they reach-
ed the western slope of the Sierra Nevada
Mountains, and found themsetves in Cahfornia,
Amid all the unsettled conditions of those catly
California days, often cut oft for long ntervals
from Chrisuan associations and Church prvi-
leges, Mr. Royce steadily maintained his interest
in the study of the Bible, and his high standard
of Christian morality. ‘I'he habits of reckless.
ness and reverly which often surrounded him in
the mining camp and in the growing town, had
not the slightest attractions for him. “F'he. com-
pany and conversation of the low jester, the
profane” talker, or the hreveréit scoffer, were
ever so distasteful to him that he preferred a
stopping place in a wilderness at any time rather
than to stuy among them.  So strictly temperate
was he in bis habits that he has been known
when away from home in those rough times, to
sufter many hours from a sharp attack of cholera-
morbus, rather than go to the bar of a saloon
for a small quantity ot the only thing within his
reach that could be called medicine. When at
home he was in the constant babit of atwtending
to family devotions; and when living far away
from church gathenngs, he commonly spent part
of the Sabbath m reading aloud the Scriptures,
often adding a scrmon from some distinguished
Christian prcacher. About the year 1857, a
litde Bapust Church, ot which he was then a
member, became almost broken up by the re-
moval of most of its members to other parts of
the country, Neardy at the same time the
“ Dusciples ol ~Christ,” that is, the “Christian
Church” organized, in the immediate neighbor-
hood, under the leadership of a very devoted
and carnest preacher.  Mr. Royee prompily
wok membership with them, and for the remain-
der ot his hfe preferred to make his religions
hume with that people.  Many were the reversas
and disappoiniments which he experienced in
his long hfe, but whatever mistakes he might
wake n other things, he always maintained un.
wavering faith in the infinite wisdom and good-
neys of God our Father, and in the salvation
comng to us through Christ_Jesus our Lord.
Scveral years ago he broke down entirely in
bealtls, and for 2 long time continved without
wiy business whatever. It was not expected,
then by his family or friends that he wonld ever
be uble 0 shouider the burdens of life; and

when, as he gradually recovered, hie began to

talk about business, Wiey tied to dissuade him
from ity But, partly habit and partly an over
~angume hope of success led bim to attempe
i ,ain travdting busmess 1o which he had been
s wustomed.  For.a while his health improved,
wnd he wrote semetinn s that he felt as well as
ever. ‘Three years ayw last spring, however, he
came hotue, suffering with what then appeared
to be heart diease; but after some time spent
in the quiet wnd rest of bome, he again started
out, and soun wiote once more of renewed
appetite and vigor, A year ago last spring he
wrete that he had taken a severe cold and had
a cough.  Again he was urged to come home
fest he should becone entirely disable,d but,

though he assented to this, and satd he was
turning homeward, he did not arrive at home
until the 13th of July, 1887, By this tume bis
cough was nmch better, and though at hrt very
feeble, he as usual seon began to amend, im-
proving preatly in animation, and taking hold
with real zost of the religious and socisl picasures
offered him by the Church of which he was a
member and by other kind, Christian neighbors,
with whom he soon formed very happy associa.
tions. From this time he never left home again,
and scemed to appreciate more highly than ever
the comfort and benefit of the regular church
services, of the Sunday School, and of the weekly
prayer-meeting,  Nothing happened to disturb
this calm life until toward the fast of April, 1885,
when news anexpectedly amrived of the very
sertous illnesss of his youngest and only un-
married daughter, a teacher in San Juse.  This
of course demanded the presence of her mother,
and Mr. Royce had to be left without the care
and ministration to which he was acenstomed,
but not withont the presene: of a most kind and
Christian family who lives .n the same house,
The daughter’s ilness proved very long; but
when Mrs, Royce visited honie as soon as possic
ble, to sce to Mr. Royce’s comlort and wake
such new arrangements as seemed necessary, he
appearcd in ordinary health, and declared his
ability to get on very well as long as she was
needed at the sick bed.  From this time the
letters and cards which he wrote to his wife were
characierized by cheerfulness and vigor; the last
one being finished and despatched June 19th,
and closing with a few words of prayful humor.
In the course of that letter he mentioned having
been uite unwell for a day, but sud he was ot
the time of writing well again and was getting
on very comfortably ; adding several words in
praisc of bis kind and pleasant neighbors.  That
was just three days before his death. On the
morning of June 22nd, he was conversing cheer-
fully with Mr. and Mrs, Sherwood in their kitchen,
and passed from there into his ownerooms, with
words of pleasant chat hardly finished between
them. Soon after ten o'clock that night his
kind neighbors wondering that they had not seen
him since morning, went to look for him and
found him dead. ‘The physician who was im-
medintely called decided that death had been
caused by the rupture of blood vessels at the
