Nature makes the work of the quartz miner difficalt

fering to retard his progress and lessen liis rospects

of success. For thisis exactly what the Govern- -

ment does when it imposes a tux on mining machin-
ery which must be imported from the United Statea.
Quartz mining is an 1ufant industry in British  Co-
lumbia; it is not by any means a strong intant, and
it promizes to be a very hard one to rear. Those
engaged in this infant industry, on the success of
which the prosperity of the province in a very great
measure depends, have the very best clim to look
to the Federal government for heip.  The leading
feature of its policy is to foster infunt industey. It
does this with respect to mauny industries which
may be said to huve passed the period of infuncy.
It shields them from outside competition at the ex-
pense of the consumers of the Dominion. The tar-
iff hus been revised expressly for their benefit.
The manufacturers of sugar, of cotton, of hardware,
ot irou, of woollen cloth, and of & hundred other ar-
ticles, are protected by the Governmeut. Why,
then, should an exception be mude-agaiust the work-
er who slowly aud laboriously extracts gold from
the rocks of a mountainous region? Noue of the
producers we have named are required to work un-
der such unfavorable conditions as the quartz miner.
None of them have to encounter one-tenth part of
the obstacles which the quartz miner most
surmouant, or to bear one-hundredth purt of the hard-
shipe and privations which they must endure. Yet
they are assiduously cared tor by the Government,
while the miuer is not only neglected, but discour-
aged and oppresscd. We can hardly think that the

Hundreds of
millions of pounds sterling of Euglish capital have
béen invested and employed during the last quurter of
a century in opening and operating those mineral pro-
perties, whilst large and numerous investments have
been made by French, Dutch aud German capital-

mineral resources, thus creating large mining com-

munities and in turn paving the way for the devel
opment and expansion of trade and other re
sources of the Union. Although the beneficial re
sults attained by our American cousins by the ab
sorption of so much foreign capital in their mining
industries is incaleulable, the beginning of the
end is only been reached.

alg are continually clamoring for the attention and
investment of capital {foreign) in their tin prospect
mines of Dakota and other mineral regions of the
territories, British gold invested in Australia, Af
rica and America in quartz properties have yielded
astounding results and has proved a powerful factor
in stimulating and developing the resources of the
respective countries that received thebenefits of the
Investments. Seeing our American neighbors have
reaped such substantial results from the investments
ot foreign capital in their mineral regions would it
not be judicious on the part of our Legislative As-
sembly to set aside an appropriation to be expended
in the collection of specimens of our mineral re-
gources and after heing sorted and labelled they
could be forwarded to the moneyed centres ot Eng-
lund and the contineut, there to be set up in con-
spicuous places. This would be a practical method
of advertising the evidences of our mineral wealth,
and would doubtless have a tendency to attract the |
attention of capitalists to investigate the great pos’
sibilities of the mineral resources of the Province.

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COVERNMENTS AND REPRESENTATIVE
MEN.

—————

After many years experience, and sizing up, from
time to time the different Governments, or Miun-
istries, in Canada and England-—countries with which
we are most familiar—we have come to the conclu-
sion that, as a rule, they each and all do the best
they can, or rather, know how to do. At times,
doubtful methods to retain office have obtained; but
in such cases even all the members composing the
Governments were not to blame. The difficulty is
in Canada as a whole, and in many of the Provinces,
many members of the Government are not equal to
their positions; in other words incompetent. I have
known several men during the last thirty years, in
the different Governments of Canada who had not
rhe slightest aptitude for higher political life. Men,
who upon many questions were not even fairly in-
formed; men without character, position, or educa-
tion; men, in short, who were simply a disgrace to
their country, to themselves and a satire on Repre-
sentative Government. It is an open secret that at
Ottawa, both Liberal and Conservative Ministries
have had in them, men who were only little less
than despised by the very Leaders who selected
them, but who bad, as a matter of expediency, and
to conciliate certain interests, to be taken into the
Ministry. The thirst for power and place which
crops up from time to time in some of our Leaders
seems to overtop every other consideration, aud to
satisfy this ambition the country must be sacrificed.
Surely, this is not as it should be. In England it
only obtains to a very limited extent; in Cunada it
i8 otherwise and obtains to a great extent, We have
known, as we have said before, that in some of the
Local Ministries of Canada, as well as in the various
Dominion Ministries, men of very inferior intellect,
of no education, and not even fairly informed on any
single question of political economy. We ask the
question: “Have we not the men? Is that the reas-
on?’ No, nothing of the kind. The truth is, and
we all know it, that there are bundreds of men in
Canada and dozens in British Columbia who could
take good, and some distinguished positions in any
representative English-speaking boty in the world.
And yet, for certain reasons, they decline the posi-
tions, or are not, possibly, invited to occupy them.
Ignorance, partizanship, and over-ambitious leaders
in conjunction, will, in time, bring any country into
disrepute.

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EASTERN KOOTENAY.

During the past year considerable progress has
been made in opening out mineral claims in many
Jocalities in this promising mineral region. From
Golden on the Canadian Pacific Railway the numer-
ous mining camps throughout this entire vailey are
reached chiefly by river navigation by Armstrong’s
“Kootenay Line of Steamboats.”” These steamers
are well equipped and ply on the headwaters of the
Columbia River amidst surroundings of mountain
scenery of the most grandly picturesque deseription.
This beautiful valley extends between two lofty
chains of mountains in a southeasterly direction for
over two hundred miles to the American boundary,
and has considerable area of unoccupied lands suit-
able for agricultural and ranching purposes. The
development of mineral claims is principally prose-
cuted in the Selkirk range, and many promisiug lo-
calities give unmistakable evidence of valuable and
extensive deposits of mineral wealth.

W8ins. which ﬁudm«r these fissures, or breaks in the
rock, there deposxt its burden or the material with
ich1t is charged. Of course, in this deposit the
s of crystalization immediately exert theirin-
Mence according to the particular method of oper-

lon upon these particles, as soon as they form
thin their range andinfluence. Iiis a well known
ﬁut that the earth and its rocky strata are con-
Qnt]y saturated and filled with the passage of
whter from the surface downward, and a]so latemlly
sfcording to the laws of dramarre. It is one of the

ef means of disintegration “and conveying part-
es for the conmstruction of new forms which is
wn among the powers so actively at work on
earth. It is evident that this important factor

has been lost sight of in the investigations which
have been made in endeavoring to find the cause

which hag been one of tne chief agenciesin changing
and determining the physicial construction and char.
acter of the globe upou which we exist. The rapid
action and change which is made by the presence of
water and moisture in chemieal and positive forces,
‘exerted upon the solid particles of earth, rock, win-
eral, and in fact of all substances with which it comes
in contact, are too well known to need description,
and when the matter is taken into consideration,
the magnitude of its influence is readily apparent.
The force and power of our mighty rivers hear out
annually and deposit foundations of new continents
in the midst of the ocean; mountains are literally
removed and cast into the sea; the ponderous force
of the waves continually changes the contour of our
shores, and in view of this mighty visible manifest-
ation of power, it is not too much to claim, that this
sume influence i3 performing a mighty work in the
hidden recesses of the carth. Ifit be true, asis
apparently determined beyond a question of the least
doubt, that the material of our veinsis presentin the
country rock, inere is a good Dbasis, in view of the
well known solvent and conveying properties of this
one agent, water, in connection with the chemical
and other forces which it may bear insolution, for
the theory of lateral secretion which has been ad-
vanced. At any rate the matter is worthy of con-
tinued investigation, and the most careful research
by practical and scientific observation. The satis-
factory determination of this question opens at once
a door to the practical and economic separation
and treatment of ores, which seems already to be
verified by the Russell leaching process. If we
have learned the secret of creation, we have gained
the key of separation and construction. Tt will also
aid largely in determining the question of location
of mmeral bodies and ore deposits, for the solution
of this problem will indicate the character of the
rock which is most favorable to the production and
formation of different varieties of ore.

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WHERE 1HE BULLION GOES.

E. T. Hale writes to the Virginia Enterprise as fol-
lows: I desire to submit a few facts, not opinions, as
to where the coin goes to; also where the bullion

goes to.

It takes seven hundred and seventy three aud a
half (778}) ounces of pure silver bullion to coin one
thousand dollars, ($1000) of 412} grains each 900
fine (10 per cent added in alloys,& or 723} ounces to
coin $1000 in fractions of one dollar of the same
fineness. Now, 773} ounces of silver at 93 cents per
ounce, the price this day would be equal to $719.35,
the amount the producer receives for $1000 worth ot
silver bullion, aud the government gets $280.65 for
placing its stamp on 1000 one dollurs pieces; but as
the largest coinage is in tractional currency we will
have to sece the profit to the guvernment on fractional
currency. It tukes 723} cunces (nearly) to coin
$1000 in fractionul currency. This, at ¢3 cents per
ounce would equal $672.85, the purchase price of
gsilver bullion enough to coin $1000 in fractional
currency, and here tge government makes a profit
of $327,85 off an invesitment of $672.85. Now, as
the government makesa profit of $280.65 on every
$1000, coined at a coinuge of $2,000,000 per month,
the minimum allowed by law, the monthly profits
to the government would be $561,300, equal to an
income of $6,785,600 with buliion at 93 cents per
ounce, a8 handsome sum to add to the surplus, now
too large. )

But this is not all. Wells, Fargo & Co.’s anunual
statement of the bullion yield of 1888 shows there
was shipped to China from San Fransisco in the last
twelve months $14,621,431 at par value, but they
pay ouly the ruling price per ounce, say 93 cents,
the raling rate of to day. They would pay ouly
$10,517,427, making a profit oft of the silver pro-
ducer last year of $4,108,504, and this in favor ot
China. This amount added to the $6,735,600, the
profit to the government per annum, would be equal
to $10,139,104, a net loss to the producer cut of
$35,621,481 coined by the government and shipped
to China, leaving only $14.531,316 in unsold bullion
to be used in the arts, etc. This amount, at the
same price (93 cents) per ounce, would be equal to
$10,458,103, making a loss to the producers of $14,-
078,218 to the producer for the year 1888 out ot a
total yield ot $53,152,747. This amount devided

i PROVINCIAL MINING 1.A WS,

The present system, which permits the acquisi-
tion and control of large acreages of land apon pay-
ment of a merely nominal price, is undoubtedly a
most favorable arrangement for capitalists and spec-
ulators, but is oue that is in every way opposed to
the interests of the people at large and to the devel-
opment of our mining industries. Now, vast dis-

tricts ave locked up in a few hands, and no one de-
siring to operate upon them is permitted to do so
unless he can afford to purchase the land at an im-
mense advance upon its cost. In the financial cen-
tres there are numbers of men who have developed
a passion for mining ventures and who are always
ready to risk money in developing and working
mines, but who will not lock up fundsin the pur-
chase of lands upen which they have to make the
expensive outlay for so risky a venture as mining,
or, as it has been aptly though somewhat profanely
termed, “gambling with God.” Iveryone who has
tried to influence capitalists to embark in mining
ventures knows, how easy it is to raise working cap-
ital alone compared with obtaining mouney for a
scheme weighed down with a preliminary purchase
of lands often at ten times the sum required for act-
ual operations. In our phosphate districts cases have
occurred where lands originally purchused from the
Government for two or three dollars an acre have
been resold at $10, $100 and as high as $409 per
acre. One tract bought for $5,000 was resold at
$16,000, then at $160,000; and part of it again for
$450,000. Tihe sums reguired to puy interest on
such large capitalization tend greatly to discournge
investment, and the usual failure of mining enter-
prises Joaded up with such a weight of dead outlay
is the most serious check upou the development of
nmining industries.

If capitalists were permitted to lease upon royalty
just as much land as they could work and only for
such periods as they continued to work, or if the
poor prospector could lease the acre on which he
has found a valuable depusit and be at no expense
beyond the cost of working, sharing hisresults with
the people to whom the soil and its contents by nat-
ural right belong, then we should see a vast increase
of mining operations, the revenue derived from roy-
alties would be a constant and important source of
income, and the people would cease to barter away
their natural vights for & paltry “mess of pottage.”
It is pleasing to note that the Provincial Govern-
ment of Quebec has decided to revise its Mining
Act during the coming session, while it is not at al
improbable that the repert of the Mining Gommis-
sion will bring about many beneficial changesin the
laws governing the disposal of mineral lands in On-
tario.—The Canadian Miming Review.

EDITORIAL NOTES.
The following trom the Donald Zruth, is a fair
expression ot our views on the question referred to
therein:—[Ep.

The Kumloops Sentinel and Truth, British Colum-
bia’s most powerful Inland journals, believe that all

notices, both Government and legal, should only be
printed in newspapers in the district affected. Will
the Representatives from Yale and Kootenay dis-
tricts in the Lemshture see to it that the law is
changed to cotform with the wishes of these two
powertful journals? Orwill they let the law stand
as it is, and thus aid a Government in power to re-
tain power by paying to a few favorite newspapers
money collected from all the people of the Province.
The pecple of Kootenay and Yale certainly contri-
bute a few dollars in taxes; yet if they wish to keep
posted on the acts of their officials, they will have
to subseribe for a Coast paper that they do not waut.
As an instance: The gold commissioners of East
and West Kootenay districts print their lay-over
notices. in the Official Gazetle. Such publicaticn
may give official notice; but it certainly does not
give the miners interested public notice. The sec-
retary of the Province prints noticesin a Victoria
paper that effect Kootenay districi aloue; yet that
paper may not have a dozen subscrivers in the dis-
triet.

The legislature should change the law so that
all such notices shall alone be published in a news-
paper printed, not circulated in the district affected:
and Truth believes that every fair-minded news-
paper in the province will second it in its efforts to
have the present law changed.

Colonel Baker is a representative man of the
district he represents in the legislature, Mining is
one of the greatindustries of his district,and the min-
ers of the district can see no good reason why they
should be compelled to pay a tax not required of
other laboring men. They unanimously ask for the
repeal of section 25 of the Mineral Act, 1884. Sec-
tion 25 reads: ‘““No person shall be entitled to re-

cover any wages for labor performed as a-miner ij
any mining claim or mineral claim, or any bedrocl
flume, bedrock drain, or ditch, unless he has a freg
miner’s certificate at the time of the perform
ance of such labor. Every person engaged in minj
ing for minerals (other than coal) shall take out
free miner's certificate.”

No miner who erpects to locate placer or quarty
claims should raise an objection to taking out a freg
minet's certificate; for he receives a direct benef
thereof in the trails and roads built into his mlmng
distriet at the government expense. But there i
no good reason why a working miner should be rg
quired to pay a tax not required of other workin
