The rivers on the southern slope of
the Alps, in the Tyrol, and in Styriz, have overflowed their banks. Tern-
ble weather bas been experienced in Southern Hungary, and reports come
from Germany that the crops have suffered in that counury, and that the
fruil trees are ruined. It is an ill wind that blows nobody any good, and

Ono of the crying needs of the city during this hot weather is better
facilities for bathing. The restrictions that are everywhere placed upon
people who would at this scason be naturally almost amphibious in their
habits, are detrimental to health and comfort. The city, instead of trying
to prevent the tired, hot and dusty inhabitants from taking s olunge in the
harbor, should provide a place, or several places, and some of them should
be reserved for women, where bathing could be indulged in freely without
money and without price to the bather. The cost to the city would not be
great, and would provide a necessary and healthful recreation for a class of
people who rarely have bathing facilities in their homes. The benefit to all
who would take advantage of free bathing needs no commeant.

A medallion
portrait is contained in a circular moulding, supported by Cornthian pilas-
ters, on which arc borne the maidon and married names of the authoress,

Mr. Stanley is a sensible man, so perhups these things
do not trouble himy greatly, and may yield bim some umusement, if he sees
them at all,

The King of the Belgians proposes to hand over the Coxzgo State, which
is his private property, to the Belgian nation.  Should the bill which is now
before the Belgian Parliament pass Belgians will within the next ten years
lend twenty-five million francs to the Congo State without interest, and six
months after the expiration of this term of ten years decide whether she
will take the territory over. In the event of her not doing so King Lecpold
is already bound to give Irance the right of pre-emption, but if she does
this right becomes extinguished. Tt is highly probable that Germany would
consider Belgium a better neighbor than Frarce, and should Belgium ever
tire of her bargain she is certain to find a willing purchaser in Germany.
These considerations are likely to outweigh any arguments of the opposition
in the Belgian Chamber of Representatives,

for the person who has been sending sensational press despatches from
Halifax certainly deserves the title of champion liar of the Dominion. It
is a very small business for any one to try and damage our city by sending
such stuff as appeared in the Boston Sunday Glolw, alleging that Nova
Scotia had been captured by Geners! Butler, that the Halifax wires were
all down, and Boston was wild over the noews. The versions of the
Dartmouth disaster were far off from truth, stating that hundreds of people
had been thrown into the water aud many lives lost. ‘This appoared in
many papers, and it must have emanated f:om the same source as the Boston
@lobe's article, which was simply a work of the :ar’s excited imagination.
These false reports will do Halifax no little injury, and an effort should be
mado 1o find out their sonrce and put a stop to themy It is not probable
that any respectable newspaper would knowingly publish dispatches which
are unreliable, and certainly not those which have absolutely no fousdation.

The Sua's ¢fforts to improve tho feminine taste
in names will czrtainiy be successful—slthough it speaks hopelessly of the
task—because the ladies are already learning that dignified, cuphonions
names, which have been borne by queens and heroines, are fur wore
suitable to sensible young wowmen than pet diminutives.

‘The banquet .ecently given to General Middleton is an example of a
tendency to sympathize with offenders against laws or morals, who have in
public opinion been sufficiently punished for their transgression, especially
if the offender has been a public favorile, or the transgression stand alone
in an otherwise correct carcer.

especially of farmers and their (amilies, creating a demaud for labor which
our people hasten to fill.  Finally, and this if a source of loss should also
be a source of pride, it is admitted that our young people, we miy say
Canedians, arc preferred, their work is 1n demand across the border.
Should then any government he blamed on this account? We think not,
unless indeed 3t has negiccied to do what hes in ats power to open v
resources, to encuurage industries and the mflux of capital. A waiter m
Unur Grange Jumes graphically describes a dnive from Rhode Island 1o New
Hampshire.

Lida Lamontagne, arrested at Boston on a charge of having been accessory
to the murder at Sherbrooke, Que., of her husband, Napoleon Michel, by
her brother Remi, has been handed over to the Canadian constable and
taken to Sherbrooke, where she is now in juil.

The new church of England Iofirmary, Queenstreet, was opened for
the reception of patients on Wednesday. Sisters Margaret and Sarah, of
Holyrood, are in charge. A benediction scrvice was held by Bishop Court-
ney and several clergymen on Tucscday eveniog.

Diphtheria has broken out at Iled Bay, a fishing cettlement on the
Labrador coast, and people are dying by scores. No precautions aro taken
to prevent the spread of the disease, and there is no doctor to attend the
patients. The viilage is in a shocking state as regards sanitation.

We received some weeks ago, from J. D. Medcalf, Windsor, the  Grand

‘Tho streets
in consequence present a large airy appearance. The law is to be rigidly
enforced, and delinquents will be prosecuted. The move may be an
improvement to the appearance of the city, but the projecting sign is a very
useful institution 1nd will be missed.

These is much destitution among the Springhill miners, who have been
out on strike for upwards of two months. Collections have been taken up
in some of the Halifax churches for their benefit. It is no time to discuss
the rights and wrongs of the strike when starvation is threatening the
familics of the men,  All should do what they can to help The strike
has been most orderly, and sympathy is generally with the men.

Patrick Peters of Prirce Edward Island claims to be king of the air, at
least he has, or claims he has, inveoted a perfect flying machine, with which
he can navigate the air with casc and at a speed that will throw the records
of the Atlantic gray houads far into the shade. His machine is bird-like in
shape, and scated in the body, by the aid of huge wings operated by wheels
he soars aloft, (it may be in imagination) and flys over forests and streams,
either with or against the wind, alighting as it wills him. Iis invention i3
entitled to a patent or he is a patent—prevaricator.

At the annual meeting of the Nova Scotia Cotton Company, held on
Wednesday, it was resolved to authorize the directors to dispose of the
property.

An accident to a Jock valve in the Sault Ste. Marie Canal on Thursday
of last weok, necessitated the stoppage of tratlic for 89 hours in order to
ropair it. Thero have been 150 vessels tied upin consequence. The
canal is the greatost in the world in point of use. Duting the five or six
months of the year that navigation is open a greater tonnage passes through
its locks than during the entire year in the Suesz Canal, throngh which ail
Britam’s castern trade is carricd. ‘Through the Sault the immense inland
trattic of the great lakes is carried, including thousands of tons of perishsable
goods for the eastern markets. One Canadian transportation firm controll-
ing only nbout one five handredth of the traflic will lose close on 810,000
through the vessels losing a trip, and this is true of the steamers of many
lines that use the Sault Canal in navigation between Chicago and the upper
lakes. The total loss in all its ramificativns will be %lmost a million of
dollars diffused amouy the shipowners of half a hundred ports

‘T'hero must be somothing in the doctrine of metow psychosis, ancient and
widegpiead as it is, which makes it specially alien to the modern Western
miod. Eoglishmen in paiticular, though they, of all European mankind
have most to do with it, seem nover quite to comprehend its meaning, or to
recogniza that it is the fundsmontal bolief that regulates the lives, and even
the thoughts, of a hundred and fifty willions of their fellow subjects. They
rarcly alludoto itin books excoptas something comic, and scem utterly
unawaro that to thousinds of the subtlest brains in the world, brains too,
specially capable of philosophic speculation, {ransmigration seews to be, of
all philosophies, tho one which best explains the great riddle of human des-
tiny. Indeed, woare not quite suro whethor the systom does not escape a.
majority of English observers, just as the cry of the grasshopper or some.
high potes on the fiddle escape a majority of listening ears, At least, wo cab:
vouch for it that a mnjoiity of Anpglo Indians, fawiliar enough with the
ritual of Hindooism, and able to discuss its mythology, forget altogether
tbis far more influential doctrine ; while of a hundred books upon India,.
not five will contain more than the barest reference to ils existencoe. Some,.
cven of thoee who ate aware of its enormous importance in Hindoo life,.
scem unablo to catch its truo meaning, and full into errors which must seom.
to educated Hindoos—by which wu mean, not whitewashed Hindoos, but.
Hindoos sequainted with their own lesrning—singularly greteeque, The
clever author, for instance —or is it, as we should rather imagin», authoress
—of ““The Rajah's Heir,” a novel just issued by Messrs, Smith, Eldor & Co.,.
bas endeavored io use the doctrine in order 1o infuse iuto his book a flavor
of the supernatural.  The bero, born and bred an Englishmag, is really the
80n, and becomes the succes:or, of the llindoo Rajah of a Central Indiaw
State, 2 man cf the bighest character and attainments in philosophy, who
has made of his privcipality o model kiogdom. So good snd pure has beon
his life that he has attained to * freedom” iu its Hindoo thoologicsl sense—
that ig, to tho conditicn in which spirit completely dominates matter, and
is therefore conscious of its owan history, ils continuousnoss, and its approach
ing absorption into the solf-existent and omnipiosont spirit which is «* A"
Tho Rajah izready to bo absorbed, or, rather, reabsorbed into the Divine,
and is accepted as ready, when, under an impulso of supremo benevolence
lowards his subjects, for waich wo desire to render tothe author much
intellectual crodit, ho elects for their sake to be once more * conditioned"
in a human bedy, and accordivgly entera that of his own sonr, the Euglish-
man. Tho couvsequent struggle in this Foglishman’s mind botween tho two
natures, that of the ordinary Western gentleman of our idea, and that of the
great Hindoo, is powerfully though iatermittently and, ¢o0 to speak, jorkiogly
described, and gives to a story othierwise only clever an original and strikiug
interest ; but if the author conceives than he is adhering to the Hindoo doc-
trine of wotewpsychosis, ho iy, so faras we know, utterly mistaken. “T'he

There is nut one praticle of evidenco for it all, except, indeed, that curious
fauey which we bave all felt, that we have passed through a seene or a situation
once before, and which is plausibly explained by modorn scivoco »s the
resttlt of the momentanly unequil action of tie two lohes of the brain ;g
but we cannot reo that Liansungration isin iteedt an igneble fsith, and it !
dees eaplain come of the otherwiso inexplicable phenemena of huwan life.
Lt rupplices a 10as0n for tho strugglo upwauds which man instinctively 1ceoy
nises ag tight, and which is, wo think, apait {rom rovelation, the sontco of
that faith 1w a future stato which cannot have been born of a non-existent
experience. Irauswigration gots 1id of that notion of the ultimato dofeat,
whether of God or Goud, which is inherent in tho notion of ell, and it
disposos at onco of the apparent injustice inflicted on us by uuearned mis
fortune or non-oducative pain.—Specfafor,

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

A Lonsg INSTITUTION. — A growing anl comparilively now sndustry in
ths country is the manufaciure of lactory cheeso, Theroasro alreudy ssvoral
factories in Autigonish county, but we have only one in active operstion.
"The “Lorue cheess Munufecturing company” was orgganiced a shost time ago,
apd ab their large and commodivus buildivg at Lorne, West Branch, the
linest quality of cheeso is wanufuctured in large quantities, Several hundied
cows aro subscribed and, nulike gome newspaper readers, all pay their subserip-
tion. Lach morning the milk is collected at an hour carly enough to allow
of its being at the factory at nine o'clock a. m.  Yhoro it is placed in hugo
vats and ite temporature gradu:lly raised by steam passing but wo are
not going to give tho process away and thus throw Mr. Townson, who is an
olficieat and obsiyging gentleman, out of a position. At the rear of the build.
g 1o 3 Jurge pig yard, almost a grove, where visitors sre always taken and if
¢hgible, rewmnu.  Iu this pig's paradise, the animal may be seen in all the
grades of rize, shapo and pigment. When the visitor approaches the surround-
ings ho has a beautiful prospect of the animal in sepose. e sees first per-
isps, one soliary pig, roaming msodily through the grove and at intevals
utterivg u disgusted “grunt. ” This pig is a cynic. o doesn’t view the
world as the wajerity of pigs do, but locls on everybedy and everything with
distrust, a sort of Carlyle amoug pigs as it were. Then there is the very hun-
gry pig. Of courso all pigs are hungry, but this type enormously so. When a
visitor approaches the confiues of the yard, this pig immediatoly rushes up,
with an 1otenso hungry look, and inplores you to turn on the “whey. ”” Then
there aro the amorous pigs, who always go in pairsand exchango loving, con-
fidential grunts as they go.  The pigs from the different localities may be dis-
tinguished by ap ordinarily closo observer.  When the obliging mansger of
the factory turns on the “ whey" into the pig trough, there is 2 grand rush
from all quarters. Pigs seew to rise up out of the wud, ss indeed they do,
apd 1espond to the call.  There aro sixty pigs, large and smai, i the yard,
and the troughs two 1n number are quite inadequato to therg accomodation.
So when sixty pigs arrive at a ceven feot treugh fi.led with whey, it is quite
clear that fifty-cight of those pigs, if not mure, ate going to e hungry. Tno
charge they make is something in-piting. Then 1is that the diferent loc-
alities represented way bo distinguished. At tho head of the ticop, aud
abreast, are two stalwart pigs from LFox-brook, tiey gallop up and assumo |
therr positivuy at the end of the trough into which the whey pipe 1uns and
uothioy less than a * Johustown horror,” or the prospect of a larger trough
will drive them away ; next to them but close up, is the Lorne contingent.
Tneir countenances seem to couvoy that they think i u shmo that they should
only be seconds, and their own factoy, too. “The Riverlon pig is an interest-
ing animal, he has a quict insinuating way absut him that leads you to think
whoy 18 tho lart thiog ho thinks of, but beforo the banquot is well under way,
ho has worked himsulf up to third place on the trough, and were it not that
he fears the Fox-brook twsin, he would soon cecupy a proscemium box.
After theso como the cormon herd “ in o fixed rank, but each 23 ho can. ”
When this rear-guard arrives the look of woe on its face is sad to sce. Ilo
has no prospect as ho well knows that all that passes the Fox brook pair witl
bu absorbed by Lorno sud Riverton. ‘This i3 an abuso that shuuld be rew-
edicd by the IDirectors  “Uhero are other beautiful institutions, such as the
young pige, but evon 8 pig's tail must havo an end.—New Glasgotc Enterprise.

The beauty of the woonlight nights recently Las drawn many people out
for walks in the parks, and boating on the barbor 'These nights have been
liko the old-fashioned kind, not a cloud in the sky, and the moon as big as
a wash tub. It is worth whilo onduting the heat of the day to bo rofreshed

by such nights.

‘I'hero oughbt to be a law against tho strowivg of banana, orange or other
peolings upon tho sidewalk. If there is alrcady ulaw on this matter it
ought to bo enforced at once. Not long since two ladies wero passing along
tho sidewalk in front of the Halifax 1lotel when on+ of them stepped upon
an orango peeling and camo very noar falling flat upon the pavement in full
viow of tho six or eight mon who wero disposing of their limbs in various
striking attitudes upon the veranda of the hotel.

Some philanthropic man
miyht donate a sum of mowuey to bo spent in providing cuspidors at every
streot corner, in order to save ladics the annoyanco of baving to take a round
about course into tbo street to find clean walking, or else drag their skirts
through the offensive mattor. Of covrse this state of affairs is not provalent
in all parts of tho city.

A picnic,
organized by the ladies and gentlemen of Dartmouth, was one of the most
attractive outing expeditions of the day. .About sixty people assembled on
Waddell's wharf, Dartmouth, at 3 o'clock, and when all were safoly on board
the lighter, together with the provision basket« and tho Italian harpers, off
she started, and after calling at the Lumber Yurd Wharf, proceoded to
Lawlor's Island, where the psrty landed. Naturally the company paired off
until tea time, and explored tho beauty spots of that delighiful little islead
A more perfect place for a picnic could scarcely bo imagived. After the
repast had been done full justice to—for appetites are always good at a
picnic-~tho hospital building was ropaired to, whero on the waxed floor, to
tho music of barp and violin, the light fantastic toe was tripped unuil
half-past nine o'clock, The moon Lad then 1isen and was shcdding a golden
glory over land and sea. As tho tired dancers wendod their way down to
the landing place again the scene was a fair one. All safely stowed on
board again, snd the music adding tv the oujoyment, n start was mado for
home. A ploasant featuro of the return trip was Mr. Sobieski's singing,
that gentleman kindly copsonting to sing in responso to the request of tho
wholo party.

COMMERCIAL.

The volume of business continues to increaso in most lines as the sumwmer
woars on, but a large proportion of country orders are sorting. "The feeling
of distrust of tho future courso of trade, and an svident dasire o act on tho
conservativo side as regards purchasing goods, causes many traders in tho
country to hositato beforo placing orders.  Still, as tho growiny crops in

almost overy direstion promiss full rolurns, a more hopoful view of the
situation is taken by many than was hold by the same partics six or oigh
wooks ago,

Mr. J. V. Short, an English manufacturer, made tho following statomont
recently in Chicago rogarling the prico of binder twinoe :—* You must know
that binding twino costs tho farmor a great deal of monoy,” ho oxplained,
‘ and for sumo yoms this nocoesary articlo has brought an excessive price.
Now tho wolcomo news is heralded that there will bo a big roduction. The
high prico of rocont years has gonorally beonu attributed to a combination
among the manufacturors, Thoy have formed no trust. Binding twino is
mado from manilla homp, which is produced in tho Philipine Islands, and
from sisal hemp, grown in Yucatan. Thoe supply in theso countries is
limited, and it roquires about four months to bring the manilla homp to the fac-
torics, Tho rapid increaso in the consumption of binding twine had the natural
offect of sonding up the price. The twine was made dangerously exponsive
for the farmors on account of the large number of buyais in the market.
When it began to dawn on the manufacturers that such a condition could
not oxist long thoy reduced tho compaetition whore tho goods were originslly
bought. The Capadians ongaged in the manufacture of binding twine
organiced 8 company-—not a trust, mind you—to buy their fibre, and a
similar association was formed in the United States. In purchssing raw
matorial theso two big organizations will now co operate. The raw material
can bo obtained at such a roasonable price that a considerable reduction in
tho prico of tho twino is oxpected. It is said that this combination is only
for buying purposos, and that it has no jurisdiction over the solling price.
This is to bo tegulated by the luw of supply and dewand.”

It appears that the scheme to sell all the cotton mills of Canads to an
Lnglish syndicate has * slumped in,” and that tho unsuccessful attempts to
unload the Canadian cotton mills in that direction have had a depressing and
doewmoralizing offect upon some of the mills. For instanco the manager of
one of them i3 roported to havo invested in a good round lot of his own
stock immediately after Mr. Andrew Gault left for lngland at a figure which
he could not realize to-day by quite a pumber of points. Canada cotton
stock which somo time ago was held at 100 is now offored at 80, Stormont
which last weok sold at 45 has since been offered at 40, Tho last ssle of
Hochelaga about & week ego wac al 126, whilst poor old Dundas is offered
as low as 20, It is feared that the last pamod Company will bave s hsrd
road to tcavel from this out, as it is known thore was some trouble over its
boods rocontly. News from the Lower Ports state that the msnager of the
Moncton Cotton Mill has beon discharged, and the cottoa stripped from its
spindles. Tho opinion is that any of our cotton magnates thought all the
mills in the country were going to be taken over by the English syndicato at
par, wholly independont of their dividend and non-dividend paying records ;
and now that the syndicate scheme has fallen through, st lesst for an
indefinito period, the stock holders of those millathat nover paid a dividend
are suffering from quite a spell of nauses.

All vegotable, grain and fruit crops in this province at presont promise
woll, and, unless the prevalent drought restusts their developmont, a
bouantiful yield is snticipated. Iay particularly, especially in the middle
and western section of Nova Scotia, is reported to look better thap it has
for many years.

Dry Gouws.—A fair sorting trade has transpired during the past weok
in dress gouds—Loglish as well as Canadian—and the volumo of business
is on the increase in quite a number of lines, Since tho more favorable
reports of tho crops havo been received a groator willingnoss to place fall
orders has been wanifested.

Iroy Harbware aNp MEeTars.—Thoiron market bas beon rather quict
Juriog tho weok} but the firm feeling still characterizes it and, with froights
very firm, thero 1s no prospect at the moment of better terms boing obtained.
Advices from Great Britain do not indicato that there has been any change
su material as to bo sufficient to affect values since our last.  Actual business
hero has been of moderato volumo, as thoe dull spell is generally on about
now. Tin plates continuo firm as recently reported, and wo hear of nothing
olso of importance to note.

Breapsturrs.—The local flour market is fairly active and dealers are
doing ruore in a stocking-up way than formerly, being impressed with the
sense that prices aro as low as thoy will be for some time. Tlie local demand
inclines chiofly to strong baker's and patents. Pricos rule firmn all rouad.
Leerbohm's cable repurts wheat rather easier, corn steady but quiet. Spot
corn is weaker. \Wheat in Paris firm. The prolonged dry spellin the west
has, it is reported, materially injured the grain crops, and the Chicigo Price
Current cstimates the loss to corn at threo bundred and sixty millions of
tons so far. It thinks that wheat will also fall considorably short of expeec-
tations.

Provisions.—In local provisions pork appears to be tho only line that is
meeting with any attention, and it is only movingin a jobbing way to supply
a very small consumptive demand. At Livorpool lsrd dropped another 3d.
whilo tallow made an advance of 3d. Pork and bacon weroe without change.
Tho Chicago hog market was steady while the cattle market was casier,
prices being 5c. to 10c. lower.

Burren—The butter market continues without chenge, the weak and
easy feoling being without any symptom of improvoment. Prices rule oasy
on tho whole, and to offect sales it is undoubted that concossions would have
to bo made—that is for anythiog except really choico butter.

Cukkse.~The chocso markot has beon quiect on spot, whatover operations
thore werc boing confined to tho country. T'he tone doos not ehow much
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chango, but, now that the tewporary spurt that actuated buyors last wook has
oxpirod, it is inclined to bo a littlo easior on the whole, Tho cable is un-
changed.

Fruir.—Green fruits of various kinds are coming in froely. ‘T'hoso from
tr opical and somi-tropical countrios—Ilemons, orangoes, bananas, molons, clc.,
aro in good demand and prices havo advanced considorably of late. Noth-
ing special is doing in dried fruits but tho smoll stocks on hand are held
very firmly. Until * now crop"” comes n nothing can bo predicted with
cortainty as to futuie values.

Sucan.—Sugars arceelling very frecly, but pricesare unchangod,though the
tondoncy is decidedly upwards.  Tho Montreal Trade Bulletin rematks :—
“Wo havo now ontered a rather critical poriod of the sugar markot,when values
are susceptiblo of sudden changes based upon the favorable or unfavorable
prospects of the beet crop. Already an advanco of 4d. has boen scored in tho
prico of beet sugar in the London market, owing to reports of damages tn
the boet root crop of Fronee and Germany, but later advices state that the
riso may have been premnturo, as it is oo soon yet to forecast tho results of
tho yiold cither as to quantity or quality. The recent advance has not been
sustained on tho other side, beet sugar having dechined 44d per cwt. from
148 to 13s. 744, the last cable received quoting the market dull and declin-
ing. Thisindicates that the reports of damage totho growing crops wore
prematuro, Rogarding tho local market thero has beon considerablo activity
in rofined since our last issue, and a little cutting is ssid to have beoen 1n-
dulged in. Yellows have beon sold as low s Hc, up to Hye. Granulated
bas boon placed at a slight shade below 6lc. at tho retineries, roveral round
Jots having been tskon for western shipmeont. It appears to bo pretiy gen-
orally sdmitted that stocks are light in tho hands of jobbers, but 1t kerms
that they are dotormined to folluw the hapd-to-mouttsr policy which hag
characterized their actions for somo time past, they are thereforo compelied
to buy oftener, Granulated is quoted at G3c. at tho rofinerios ”

Movraeses 18 very firm. Tho wmarket 1o the 1slands has closed sud the
supplies are about all to hand. Stecksare smail. A Montreal advice says:
“‘The bulk of Barbadoers molassos for this port has been purchased at consi-
derably lower prices than existed ayear ago. But, owing to the disastrous
losses which resulted from tho abnormally high prices pawd 1Zst soason,
importers have exercised groat caution thiz yoar, lest last sesson’s mstake
should oe ropeated, and the opinion is freely expressed in some quarters that
whercas too many molasses wero imported in 188Y, the quantity brought in
thia season may fall short of requirements when the oxtrajconsumption that
will undoubtoedly be induced by the much lower basis of values s taken 1nto
account. The sale was made on Wednesday of a cargo of 75U puncheons of
Barbadoes at a shade under 334c., and holders now quote 34c. to 3Uc. as to
quantity,”

Tea anp Cotrer.—Thero bas beon quite a movement during the week
in Japan teas, owing o silver being still on tho advance and exchange
boing very high, 3s. 83d. being the latest quotation. Black teas aro steady,
and advancod 7d. to 1d. in the English market, owing to the rapid advance
in Coylon and India teas, Tho coffco market continues quiet and unchanged.

Fisg Otns,—Qur Montreal advices are as follows :—Steam retined seal
oil though still dull is the subject of more enquiry, and prospects aro shightly
better, though not onough so to warrant any change in quotations,which may
be called steady at 48c. to 5lc. por round lofs. Smaller lols at better
figuros, Newfoundland cod oil is quoted at 33c. to 3Jc. in round lots with
an vpward tendoncy. Cod liver oil i3 in bettor enquiry and firmer, with
prospocts of a higher figure ; we quote 40c. to 30¢.”

¥isu.—Tho business of catching fish along our shores and on the banks
has much improved during the past week. Considerable quantities of but,
both herring and s uid, have been secuted at different points, aud over 100
sail of bankors, having been supplicd, have started out to try therr luck in
catching cod, hake, halibut, pollock, etc., on the banks. We should recaive
roports of their success very shortly. Nuworous catches of *tinker"
mackerol havo been made on our westoern shore. Soven hundred of these
will, on an averago, make a barrel, and when cured, will bring 10 this
market about 37 to 88. A Montreal advice of the 5th instant quotes as fol-
lows :—* Naw dry cod is nominally quoted, to arrive, at §1.25 to $4.50 :
old stock $3.25 t0 83.50. Now codfish maiatain its lugh figure, §5.25 being
the prico quoted in Nova Scotis, but until a lower range 1s 1eached thero 1s
not likely to be much imported.” Gloucester, Mass, Aug. 5.—* Weo quote
new George'’s codfish at §5.25 a qtl. for large, and small at $4.50; Bank
84.75 to $v for large, and $4 for small ; Shoro 85 and §4.25 for large and
small.

LETTERS TO A COUNTRY FRIEND.

Dear Friemd,—The prospect of a visit from you in a fow days is a
pleasant oue, although the imuediate objects of your proposed visit are,
perhaps, of such a nature as to preclude tho hope of deriving any other
ploasure from it than may bo had from boing together once moro for a day
or two. :

Tha dotermination you express, ‘‘ not to borrow trouble,” or * moset it
half way,” is a godd one, and if you adhere to it you will be spared much
noedless anxioly  Worry has more viclims than war. There ars at least
two things that it is folly to worry ahiut—iwhat cin bo holped or avoided,
aud what cannot.  Tho inovi-able shonld e met with fortitude, and resig-
pation to the will of the all-wize Disposer of events, by those who can
happily thus meet the ills, or seoming ills, of life, or with that manly
courage and philosopby which the many boast of and the very few oxerci<e,

The «1d adage, ** Nover cross a bridge until you come to it,” which you
quole, iz, however, like many another wise liw, good or bad in iuflusnce,
according to applicsion  If it prevents the unuocessiry horrowing of
trouble its influenco is good, but whero it interferes with prudent inquiry
concorning lifo's bridges, and the avoidance of, or proper care in crossing
the uosafe ones, it exerts a decidedly dangerous influence.

In the matter of the trouble with your neighbor, my advice to you is to
keep it out of court if possible. ‘* Agree with thino adversary quickly
while thou art iu tho way with him.”" You surely have s mutual friend
who would gladlv assist you in arriving at some harmonious arrangemant of
the dispute, who would for instance suggest a settlement by arbitration.
There are few wen who, if properly apprcached, would not submit any
matter to the decision of arbitrators.

In my cpinion legal provision should be made for the settlement of all
disputes hy arbitrativn without appeal, the contestants being bound to abida
by the decision of the chosen atbitrarors. If such provision was made, and
the courls were closed against all civil cases, the time and the mouoy
wasted in sctions at law would ba saved for useful purposes.

Now, with referenco to your daughter’s cise. I recall having noticed,
and baviog called your att<ntion to symptons which I regarded as being
somewhat alarming. such, for instance, as an occasional dry hacking cough,
especially in the morning, accelerated respiration upon sudden or unaccus-
tumed excrlion, and other symptoms, more or less common, and io them-
selves little worthy of notice, but all taken together, and especially. when
as in your daughtar's cise, preseded by and suporvening upon dyspepsia
ond derangements of the liver, indicating at least a tendency to Jung trouble.
You mention troublesumno cough with expectoration, luss of flesh snd
strength, occasional heztic and other symptoms, which leave no doubt in my
mind that prompt sand efficient treatment should be adopted. Don't ba
unpccessarily alarmed. Al of the symptoms I have noticed, or you have
menptioned, are occasiovally exhibited by persons who live to a good old
age, and do not die of consumjition, and by those who under favorable con-
ditions becomo quite obust.  They are, however, symptoms that it would be
criminal folly to disregard.

I dare say you have scer notices of Dr. Burt’s wonderful ¢ new,” *“ abso-
lately povel ” treatrment for the cure of consumption, which it is claimed
would be effectual in fifty per cent of all consumptive cases.

This wonderful doctor and ail who with him lay claim to originality or
novelty for suggesting tho freo drinking of water as a curative agency in any
disease, must bo ecaotirely ignorant of hydropathic, and more recently
bygeio therapewiic litoratuze.  Hippocrates, *tho father of medicine,”
recommended water drinking. Pressuity, by some regarded aa the parent of
the hydropathic system, placed great rohiance upon water drinking. The
works of Drs. liell, Gully, Johus:n, James C. Jackson, and Trall, the osigi-
nator of the Hygoio Therapeutic Treatment Schoal of Medicine, Shew
and others furnish abundant evidence that the only originality aboct Dr.
Burt's discovery or invention is the degree of rcliance which he
scemns 10 place upon crcessice water-drinking. Water forms a largo propor-
tion of all animals and plants, and it plays a most important and essentisl
patt in all vita) processes, and as it is continually passiog olf from thoe skin
in perspiration visible or_insensible ; from the lungs in expiration ; from the
kidooys, and from the bowels, carrying with it wnpuritics in solution, the
normsl demand of tho animal systew for water is constant and great.  You
will readily understand that if the normal demand of the system for water
is not supplicd, tho vital presesses, which are dependent upon it, will not be
efficiently performed.  Tho excescive use of water {or anything else,)—thst is,
the use io exceas of the actual 1equirements of tho system-—must be
prejudicial in every case.

Do you fiud any one with whom you cen playchess? Iam anticipating
a few stirring contlosts with you. Strange to esy, much as I love this kiog
of games, I havo not played a gamo of chess since I came here.  Don't you
think that those who have calculated the results of moves on the chess board
aro mors apt, as well as belter able, to forocast iutelligently tho results of
woves on life's checkered field than those who bave no! esjoyed this
training?
