-- A cablegram has been received by the Department of
Agriculture, Ottawa, saying that the fourth and last ship-
ment, for this season, of tender fruits, forwarded by the de-

partiiient to Great Britain, has been delivered in. perfect
condition.

-- Owing to the mild weather the Rideau canals will be
kept open this year Inter than for several years previous.
Tlie amount of traflic this year is expected to exceed that
of last year by a good margin. At present tlie prospects
are that the canal vill be closed about the end of the pres-
ent month.

-Tlhe agent of the Deparment of Agriculture at the
laris Exhibition, just closed, describing the minerai exhibit,

siates that the Canadian mineral exhibit was quite the larg-
est,both in quantity and nunber of varieties, that vas
shvon this year in Paris. It nay be added tlat besides
beiing extensive the collection was an excellent one; -witness
the fact that the international jury of experts accorded it
no less tlan 52 auwards of merit, anong which are six grand

prizes. Capitalists are continually asling information with
regard to the commercial possibilities of the mines, particu-
larly those of copper, coal naid gold; there is no lac of stu-
deIn'its, who note the iinature and extent of the varions de-
posis, with-the help of well-muarkied charts of Canada,which
are conspieuous in theu section. In addition tiere are sev-
eral volumes of excellent mining and other plotographs,
illustrating the developient o[ every part of Canada. And
perhaps miost effective of al] for tlhoughutful visitors is the
~amplet prepared by Dr. )awsonî, and printed in both

Eniglish and French, dealing witli the economic minerals of
of Canada.

-The Atlantic Transport Steamslip Line has awarded
contracts for four large steamers, two of w'hich vill be
built by the Maryland, U.S., Steel Company, and two at theè
yards of the larlan & Wolff Company, Befast, Ireland. The
dimensions are: Lengith over all, 030 fect; length between
perpendiculars, 600 feet; beam, 65 feet, and depth of hold 44
feet. They will register 13,240 tons gross and will carry
18,000 tons dead weight. There will be four cylinder en-
gines. of 216 pounds pressure, in each vessel. The steam-
ships will be equipped with twin, serews and will have a
speed of 17 knots an hour whcn loauled. Thcy will be built
entirely of steel and supplied with modern appliances for
ioadiiig and unloading. Accommodations vill bc provided
for 1i5 first class passengers.

-- ihe Ontario Government's grant of 160 acres each to
the Ontario voliihmteers who went to South Africa lias 'not as
yet unlergone any definite action in so far as the Cabinet
is concerned. It is a settled fact, however, that the grant
wil be nade. Under the conditions on which it is pro-
posed to make the grant, nnmely, exemption from taxation,
tlie consent of the Legislahmre will necd to be obtained be-
fore any action is taken; consequently the soldiers will not
receive their estales intil after the next session of tle Leg-
slature.

-An attractive postal card, 9 x Il inches bas been issued
by the passenger departmuent of the Grn.nd Trunk Iailway,
in connection vilh advertising the service between Chicago
anc New York, via Niagara Falls and luíYnlo. The reverse
side contains a view of the bridge over Niagara Gorge and
also of the standard vestibule train in the international ser-
ulce.

Mr. Franik Dowler began à dry gonds business
in Ouelph s nie 16'yars ago, in a smil way, occupying a
partitioned lialf of a single store. With business foresight,
combined vith slirewd buying and careful management, he
.igradually forged alead. acquiring more spac by taking in
the other lînîf of fie original store and bnving the whole
rcmnodelled. He did a. large trade, ba.ndling principally a
line which co.vered that carried . by the small denlers and
lo sone extent by the leading merchants.

Tn a city of 10,000population, even thouîgh a gond manu-
facturing centre ard surrounded-by a progressive farming
comnmunity. there is little of ihat may be termed tran-
sient tradel, a trade on whileh mliany merchants in larger
cities maaialy tlrive, despite the efforts of their wealthier
competitors.

SII CilARLS T[iDP'lS RETIREMENT.

Sir liarles Tupper, lart., G.C3LU. ., has announced
bis decsio. to retire foim the political sphere after a pub-
lie service of forty-live years. The event cannot be re-
garded even by his party iatagonists without generous
sorTro;v. .3y his political associates tlicir venerated lcad-
er's wRihldrawal froni the camîp is felt to be a. grave disas-
ter. \Were Sir Charles a. younger man his retirement,
folowihig iinuecdiately lifter Ids party's defeat, would ex-
ci: criticismlîs unîcomnpliiîentatry t'o bis courage. But Sir
Claries lias had toc loag aiid too brilliant carcer as a
"war h1or's-' of exceptional dairinlg, bravery aiid energy to
bu in aniy danger o. the iuspirationî of his withdrawal be-
iîg mliisunîdursttood or belittled.

During the last session of Piarliaiient lie was a marvel
to friuînd imud l'oc. The youniger miiembers looked uiponl
his vivacious energy vith wonder, not unmixed with envy.
NKimbers oif men young encuîgh to bu his sons, possessed
of an average physical constitution, bave broken down,
both iere amn.d at Westiîinster in thbeir attempt to keep
ip the labours essential to one who is abitious of occupy-

nig and maintaining a promihnent place in the House of
Connnîîoîns. 'Tie late Sir John A. Macdonald was a marvel
of vitality, but lie had for long years, a staff of lieutenants,
both wlien in and out of office, whose aid during the stress
of official cluties, and in election campaigns matoriallV
ligltcned the birden and leat o1 the day of work and
conflict. Sir Charles Tupper was to Si i Johni what Lord
.iKit1ichner bas been to Lord Roberts in Soulli Africa. The

gr'eatest of Caiadiamn statesmen, anid one of the iost emi-
nient of Imiperial, never sprecd himself, but he wais sus-
tained by the consciousness that lis second ini coîmiand
was nfre ·tha n his eqiuil ii physical omiiirance. anid his
peer ini mentalcoetness a id energy. Sir Jolin sbone
mnost brigltly as an expositoi adil dclenderi of a policy, as
a tacticiai, as a imanager and leader of men. He made ne
"frontal attacks," not for deiciency in pluck but froin
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conviction that strategy would be successful, when the
most daring bravery would fail.

Sir Charles was more combative, lie was at his best il
ailacking the enemy's stronghold, and, like the heroes of
early warfare, in personally combatting tC clieftains fi
the foe. It is a matter of political record in Canada that
another great Canadian, Mr. Edward Blake, in whom le
found a foeman worthy of bis steel, feared a personal on-
counter on the platform with Sir Charles, thc Nova Scotia
champion. l the 1887 campaign, when, wlether just!y
or not we do not say, the Libei-ll leaders were accused of
leaning to much towards the United States, Sir Charles'
noble vocal organ rang bhroughout the country like-a cia-
rion, which roused the euthusiasm of those favouring
1British connection to fever hcat. Iie had the honour of
introducing in Parliament, wvhen in Opposition from 1873
to 1878, a resolution favouring a policy of moderate pro-
tection to Canadian manufactures. Next session, when
Minister af Public Works, lie established the Department
of Railways and Canals, which portfolio he was the lirst
to hold. Under his administration the Welland canal
was enlarged, the St. Lawrence deepened, the Intercolo-
nial much improved, amd the Canadian Pacifie Rlailway
constructec. lIs services in giving impetus to the tr.
velopnient of transportation facilities in Canada will ever
eititle Sir Charles Tupper to the gratitude of Canada.

Outside of Parliament lie was associated witli the Impe-
rial Federatioi moveient, of wbich, both here and in
England, lie was one of the mîost effective advocates and
leaders. In England, indeed, that movement owes uare
of its reinarlkable advance to Sir Charles tban to any oLlier
pronater. h'lie Lime vas when Imperial FaderaLion vas
sneered at by British sttesmen and the British press, Lo-
day those sneers are hushed by the general acclaim of the
politicians of the Old Counbry. le did recognised ser-
vice also as onc af Her Mujestys Plenipotentiaries at te
['isheries Conference, Washington, in 1887. A simîîilar
pç sition lie held at te International Conference at Paris,
regarding subiarine cabtes, also al te Brussels Confer-
ice relating to Customs, and bhe iailway Confreînce of

1895, held in London. In concert with Lard Dufrerin,
Sir Charles negotiated the Franco-Canadian Treaty with
France, which sone, whon it served, and whosc dational-
ity claims lie upheld, soem ta have forgotten.

Ini his own Province, his naine is indelibly stamnpel
on legislation regarding free selools, an imuproved jury
systemî, better judicial arrangements, railway developnent
and other nost valuable measures. But, in one genera-
tion invaluable services ave rendered, which the succeed-
ing one enjoys-and ignores the giver.

Sir Charles did emiinent service in England as igh
Coimuissioner. le, in fact, gave to that office the dig-
nity and importance it has to-day, by which it .is rendered
worthy of such au occupant as Lord Strathcona. One ao
the crowning glories of Sir Charles Tupper's career has
been his earnest, uniremi tting efforts to confer equal
righis upon al Canadians, of whatever nationality, race
or creed. In no sectional cry did lie ever join, nor did
he eveu directly or indirectly even whisper encourage-
ment to bhose who vere raising such issues as tended to
livide Canadians on the lines of crecd or race. As a

Founder of Confaderation, as promoter of transportation
projects of invaluable benefit to Canada, as an indefatig-
able advocate of Imperial unity, and of Canadian autono-
mny, the figure of Sir Charles Tupper will in yenrs ta come
giaduallyemerge from the miiists and fog caused by (he
leat of party passion and prejudica, and assume such s

cainîding appearance as vill inspire the universal res-
irect of aIl Canadians.

LORD SALISBURY AT THE MANSION HOUSE.
This yea:r Lord Salisbury bas disappointed expectations

in haviig aibstainel fromin aking any sensationual deliver-
once at the Lord Mayor's banquet. Soie of our con-
tenporaries feel hurt over this, as they seem to look upon
tle British Premier as a star actor who ouglit to create
a sensation at every appearance. 'The Manîsion House
banquet is one of the iuost sumptuous fumctions of the
kinîd. Probably there is more wealth, more conuerc,
more political power, mare personal influence represented
at Lie Lord Mayors dinier than is ever seen elsewhere.
The guests usually iunber about 900, every one of whom
is emine;it in some sphere, business, political or profes-
sional. The foreign ambassadors are ahvlays tle iost
distinguished guests next to the Premier and his col-
leigues. What is said at that board is said, as it were,
direetly te the rulers af every civilized nation. Lord
Salisbury's speech was being tralnsmnitted by vire to every
erowned head in Europe and to bc chief financiers of the
ivorld 's fast as his vords fell fron his cautions lips.

Lord Salisbury broke avay froin Mlansion House ban-
quet traditions by addreasing congraulations to tie Amne-
ricant ambassador on Mr. Mclinley's election. le said:
"Ib is quite vrong for a secrtary of state to inake any
observations with respect to thc internail politics of an-
oalier country, but I iun soon to give up ny office, and, in
view of this abandonmncut, which is close at hand, i hope
31r. Choate will forgive me for expressing the suprenie
satisfaction withiwhich ail of us have heard of vhat lias
reuntly taken place in the United States. We believe
that the cause which has wvon is the cause of civilization
and commercial honor. We belicve tliose principles lo
le ut bbc root of ail prosperit-y and ail progress in bhc
world. Therefore, we claim that o have as acli righ t
lo rejoice in what bas talken place as bhe distinguislhed
I nwiamn (referring ta Mv. Cloatc) whbo sits by my side.
This was followed by Joud and prolonged cheering. Which
demnaistrated thai i. Bryan's def· il was gratil'ying lo
commerical, finacial and political Eumope.

ELEC'OIAL ACIAIb APPEALS.

Appeals' l fl lelae ai racial grounilds are always
to be deplored. .Althioulghi imiere isiii mippirent success
for the time being, fliere is cvidcnce, evenu iii tLiis resilt,
that flue majority i the people in lhis province were not
led away by themii. lIn somue of the- coustituencies .thi
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nembers have been elected by only small majorities, and
but few by very large ones, whilst the large nuimber of
qualified electors who abstained from voting goes to show
that while not desiring to appear as opposing the claim
cd a French-Canadian to be Premier, they, by thcir ab-
stention. froni voting, showed their disapproval of the
means adopted to propagate these unfortunate racial dif-
ferences, which have suchi mischievous tendencies. In
these facts hope nay rest that in the future these miser-
able race crics will cease to b beard.

Those who give a vote at a General Election fromn only
a racial motive, practically confess one of thrce things,
aIl of which are mîîost discreditable, and one abslolutely
dishonest. lhey cither have not conimion sense enough
in judge as fo the wisdomn or other-wise of the issues placed
before theni for ticir verdict; or, they are so indif'erent
to the couîntry's welfare as to care nothing about its gov-
cimninent and Iaws; or, they have definite political views
which Ihey sacriflice on the altar of race passion. Siucl
citizens are a grave scandali to heir counfry and fhei r
rnae, they are an cleient of great danger aso af the
splitting up of a nation into hvo camps onracial lnes has
iii ilt the seeds of' civil war.

A part roi the above considerations, there is no
doubt in the publie mind blit that the piresentc prosperity
in this coimtry, as well as ia1 the worlcl generaIlly, hal
mnucli to do with the resilt of the elections. Contrary to

DOES CARICATURE SECURE VOTES?
The enricaturist's art has beena iractised ever since por-

laits were drawn. Tn the inost ancient remains there have
bcen foind grotesque represenfations of hunian figures,
wlich appear tO have been caricatures of soine living per-
Pon. The gargoyles an nid country chlirches, bufilt many
centuries ago, in sonie instances are. no doubt, intended
to represent somie local character wlon [le stone cutter,
or his employers, desired to ridicule. A continuous line
or artists fond of tis class of work enn lie traced fron re-
îîote aitiquity. Their efforts seer to hnve been inspired
by a. mere spirit of imockery, sometines pinyful. but often

ialicious. The utilizafion of caricature in party warfare
waîs known in fhe last century, but in a very narrow fieId,
Gilroy's faunnis drawings were seen by only a small circle.

In miaîny Eniglish towns there have been siects publisli-
ed since ncnrly a century ago. in which some local genius
made fiin of public baracters by cnricature sketches. Not
ne of tlese cver acquired a. wicde reputation, for, indging

bv a large collection we bnve inspected, there was no sign
of specinl gift essential to huimourous listortion of the
humian face or figure. When Punch was establislied
thiere was difficulty in keeping up the supply of sketches
appropriafe te a comic periodieal. The Punch earien-
tures for a long periodi. were very crnde. an nointless,
Tord Blrongharn's nose was a wceklv dish. There wns
never.any attempt mode by Punch ta destroy ni public
man's repitation hiv mnliciois carictures. Ne lit hard
ni fimes. bit fle victim laughed. The weekiy cartoon wna
infended to co-nvey n·n idea cf the political situation hv
n picture. Sanoe are memorable. Taord ,Tohn Russell.
depicted ns a pafc hloy seeling a situation hing told bly
the Queen. "I fear yon are to small for the place," wns i
n masterstroke. Anather showed him as a street arab boit-

inug nway fter scribbling. "Nro Popery." on n fence honrl.
That hit off' the situation perfectlv. When the Empoeror
of Geriainy retirrd Prince Bismark. Pinh's sketch of
him as a pilot lieing drorpped from n. shiip. was andl is vot
thoulght a strole of genius. In ail the Punch sketches
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there is no malice, no set purpose to do personal injury,
no absoluite falsification of records or facts.

When "Crip-" was first publisied in Canada thare was a
fair attempt mode to follow the noble example of Pinch.
lot Bengough could not conceail his partisan animuosities,

he made lis ait the ininister of his bitter personal il] will.
"Grip" was ofte imalicious, iiost untruthful, and a iere

party organ, ilt counscquently collapsed, as did a rival shet
establislied to dofeind those assailed by Bengotigh. Siice
thon several ariists have devoted themselves to political
caricature, cach one having been engaged by a party news-

paper to briing its polifical opponents into contemnpt and

disgrace by loading them with the obliquy and shamne
which ecan b p onred ont by a vicions caricature. For
some ycnrs Ihe leaders and more proinnent iembers of

aci par'ty lave bceei helcid i daily to public scorn and
contepilft, like maalefactors in a pillory. 'Flie ingonuity
of tlc artis has hcen raeked to invent situations, atti-

uffles. expressions, and groupings vhich show the leaders
o each party to be everyfhing bat is base, illbecile, anid
i ishone's. 0crie'a fnure inover sank as deeply inte the
slii of flie guittrci as if bas done in Ihe last few ycars. Of
w it, lumolu'lr, pilesaitry, auglt to excie a merry lautgh,
thiere lias bceei nô display. ·Those whosû party chieftaiii
was sruck at woulid nily feel indignant disguîsF at such

foufl calîumies. while thos2 whose party interests were1
souIgt to fie served coluil oilv feel tle lowest kind of

picasuire, Ilhe liceaISure hi'lch inispires a grill like that of a

salyr. ' Du iese mnalice-bred caricatuires secure votes?
Is a polil ieni party streinfligthened lby systeiatic, caricature

v'ilifi-ntien is of its oponents? We cannot helieve it, ve
have no siich respect loi hat is called "popular intelli-
gen' as somue. But, we (lo not regard flie electors gen-

erally (o be so britalised in taste as to look upon fhe cari-
cjriis imblished recently witf h any pleasure. Thiir
ui tfer vilgariity iii conception, their bazen fafsehood, their
intenso malice me. ust be revolt ing( [o every i belligentf
sober-mnded cilizen. What grenter insuilt could be of-
tored fo an elector thuan fo rely upon his voting against
Sir Wilfrid Laurier or Sir Charles Tnîpper beenuse of
their being made by a caricature sketch to appear Cou-

fcemptibile ?
We iclieve snch eniuminaious sketches fhanve exactly oppo-

site ellect lhey are designod to secure. No, sane man votes
undor fhe inîfluence of a caricature, but tlie friends of oile
who is tins inîsulted are stired ni) to work for hii wifh
al, fheir cnergy froi a sense of indignaticin. of the draw-
ing il fhe politieail cartoons seen in our own ily papîers

justifiable satire. Canadian caricatu rles are chiefly woful
specimens or pietorial malice, a1l of witless vulgarity;

Diiring October tiere were 100 fires of a greater destrue-
tivencss each than $10.000.

The Novemnber and Deccnber results will be awaited
with parLicular interest by fire underwriters. The year
1900 will be ai black ene for the fire insurance companies,
and betweenii now and December 1 lthere will probably
b some retirements. Tlis result is the onliy speck of
light in the ire insurance sky. The clearing out of a
inimber of uisound, unrelitlile fire insurance companies
is a distinct benefit to the insuring public and the buasi-
ncss. Canada is fortunate in having very few such insti-
intions, and if they "we nt by the board" during .the
storim of adverse conditions, "they never would be
missed," except by a few of their over credulous creditors.

STORAGE OF EXPLOSIVES.
'lie recent appalling catastrophe in New York, by

whiich a large unmber of lives were lost and property de-
stroyed by an explosion lias not yet been explained. The
investigafion has brouight out evidence, liowever, which
mîuay be safely regarded as revealing the secret of thô ex-
plosion. The premises wlierein the lire broke ont were
occupicd by c wholesale drug firim. While it sens te be
shown that no ene article was in stock that is an "ex-

1losive" in the sense that gunpowder and dynamite are
explosives, there were large quimutities of cheimicals that
develop explosive for-ce whcn subject te great heat or be-
coie mixed witli otherl ehcimicals accidentally in the con-
fusion cansedi by a fire. It is qnito inanif.est that this
danger has not been i mderstood by fire insuranice incler-
writers. The New York enlamit vill d irect attention to
it as one existing wherever certain chemu icals are stored
wlieh, hitierto, have been regarded as having no extra
riisk.. The evidence brought out at the enquiry respect-
ing the New York explosion nay cause the law relating
to explOsives to be so extended as te embrace explosable
celiemicaîls, as well as explosives in the ordinaryi sense. It
secms only rensonîable that the risk created by the storage
of sncb classes of merchandise l a varehoise should no.t
be concealed froni the neiglibours nud the fire brigade.
The daiage d1one in.the case ndi'er notice was nôt con,
fined to the promises wherein the iire and explosion oc-
cnrrei. Considering tliat a restaurant where some-
times 200 guests are present was, as it were, «in the line
of tire." it was fortimate the number of deaths was not
troble tiose which occurred. A building where expies-
able goods arc stored is a very dangerous one for the fîie
brigade to enter when a lire has broke.n out. Goods of
tlhs elnss sh'oiild iot be mixed up promisciomosly witlh oth-
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ers, but so stored that they could be quickly removed as
far as possible fron dangerous conditions. A fire bri-
gade department is poorly ninaged, which is not
fully informed the nature and location of these
special risks. The storaige of naterials liable to
explode cannot be avoided in a large city.
But the interests of those having such goods in stock,
their own and their neiglibours' safety, and the proýtection
of the flire brigade from •iususpected perils, would be
served by arrangements for keepig explosable imerchan-
dise as far as possible out -of danger.

GRAND TRUNK MANAGEMENT.

It is unfortunate for the Grand Trunk to bc deprived
of its able and energetic manager just when he lad ac-
quired. kt thorougl knowledge of the conditions of the
rond, and becone familiar with its staff an'd they with
himi. However experienced a new nianuager nay be, he
will be a considerable timne in acquiring an intniate
knowledge of the road and the eiployecs. Until such
kn.owledge is.acquired a manager is more or less hamipered
in his work and in arranging the policy he proposes to
pursue. A new minn;ger of a railh'ay always creates con-
siderable anxicty and unrest aniongst the empioyces,which
is not conducive to steady and good work, and it is usual-
]y the case, that men who had every vensonab!e expecta-
tion of being promoted by the retiring manager, whio hâd
learnt their worth, have to begin again te carn a reputa-
tion with his successor. The patrons of a road are aise
unsettled by a change of ranagere, as they have -adapted
themselves to a certain routine cî policy and dao, not relish
a change that may give then trouble. The new imanager
will find mnatters in a very much better state than they
were before Mr. Hays took chargo, but thera is always
room for soine improvemnent. There is a rumour of a
financial board being organiied in Caniada, how far this
is authentic is not known. Sir Charles 'Rivers Wilson,
President, is here, and his selection of a manager for the
Girand' T'ilnmk will be known shortly.

ELECTIC LITING OF CANALS AND THE
RIVER.

The force latent in the waters of the St. Lawrence in
their lescent from Kingston to Montrcal if it were con-
\erted into clectrical iower would be suflicient to rau
every engine and light every street on this continent.
Some portion of it is being utilized, and there are projects
for still further use býeing macle of the river ii this res-
pect. It is interesting to note that in Yorkshire a watcrfall
is called a "Force," as "Hlardran Force" in WTnsleydale
Dale, and "H1igh Force" in Teesdale, pices of great pic-
hiresqueness.
At the foot of the Longue Sault Rapids, ten miles ecst of
Cornwall, the river is to be put into harness and electricity
develo:ped enough to light the Cornwall Canal, as well as
furnislh liglt and power for the factories at Cornwall. The
whole canal system, indeed, west of this.city ore long will
be so well lighted as to render navigation through the
naRiow waters at night as safe as in day time. The new
Soulanges canal is already lined on each bank with elec-
trie lights, which give the course a brilliant apppearance.

Similar illunaluction of, at leasf, long stretehos of ftia
St. Lawrence east of here, where the course of the stream

is such as to render good ligbting as it wonld h'e, highly
convenient to navigation, migbt be established at a moder-
ate expense compared to its great advantages. Now the
Government is again in the saddle, with an assurance of a
elear run for another Parliamentary tern, the question of
lightiing the river very unch more effectively by electric
lights will, we hope, be taken up in earnest.

The woik now in progress for lighting the Cornwall
canal includes the erection of a power-house and the in-
stallation of turbine w'heels, gencrafors, exciters and other
neOessary machinory. There will he three twin turbines
of 1,000 horse-power eacI directly connected to the gen-
erators. The power-house will be of brick, with stone
foundafions, 60 x 60, and will be placeed in the bed of the
old Chenaille. The work throughout will be of the niost
missive description, and the nachinery will be of the
very latest design. At first the mnachinery for only 1,.000
horse-power will b installed, but the power-house, dams,
head race, etc.., will admit of a developmnent of 4,000
horse-power. It is anticipated that before navigation
opens next season the important works for lighting the
cnal and providing electric liglt and power for Cornwall,
will be in full operation.

STREET LTIHTING IN TORONTO.
The Trano City Counoil has just mvarded a five

years' contract for 1,100 arc electric liglhts for the streets
ut the rate $74.82 a ycar per light. For the sane ser-
vice hre the Montreal City Coincil is paying $120.00 a
ycar per liglt, and an electrical supply is produced much
cheaper here than in. Toronto. The differenco between
the two prices would provide the moans for making con-
fortable sidewalks ail over the city and help to clean the
streets as well. Not satisfied withî 90 cents per 1,000
fet gas, Toronto is taking stops leading up ta the muni-
cipal ownership of the gas w.orks and plamt. What
would Toronto people say if they Liad ta pay $1.20 per
.000 feet, with a charge for mieters iin' addition?

Evidently, the Tooito City Council is on. the alert,
and can give good pointers to that of Montreal. In
both cities the price of ligiting is excessive. Tore a
contrict could be secured to supply street lamps at $60
eacli yearly.

ARE ENDOWMENTS EXEMPT FROM THIE CLAIMS
OF CREDITORS?

How far aie endow'mnenlts protected against the claims
of creditors? The importance of this question will be
recognized by 'mercî'chanîts generally wlo ara often
defraudced by persons )vho buy lcdomv-en t insur-
ance ont of their creditors' ioney. A nenber of
the Anerican Bar lias ivecently treated thiis question in a
panpliiet. He considers that such policies are not pro-
tected, nor, in justice, should be siice the debtor would
he able to sequestrate fromi cieditors a large portion of
flic premium whîich is not ncdced for the insurance, and
is useful onîly as a savings bank fiud, payable to bimself
as ie owner of the endownent. With'endowments are
ircluded tontines, and al] other classes having savings
fund features. The Monitor is doubtful if lisjidgmnent
is sound, althougl it is strongly suppoir'ted by snch deci-
sions as have been rendered. The point most emphna-
sized by the writer is the injustice to credit6rs of Ie:rm it-
ting a debtor to sequestrate a larger suin wlmn ivill seunre
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the same amount of insurance in case of death. The or-

dinfary vife's policy law does not concera itself with the

:111111nt of insurance, but with the anount of premniuni.

8o long as this is not exceeded, the actual amount of in-

naue purchased is a matter of indifterence. An, en-
dowîjmont payable to the wife, whether the insured be

living or daod, is, in reality, a combined insurance against

bofh his survivorship and deceas. It is, unless a) sur-
render clause intervene, the property of the beneficiary,
whi!etller continued or not.

Tlie law does not specify the orn of policy; it provides
tint insurince mi the lire of the hiusbanid may be taken

ut for thc benefit of tle wife, free from cditors, Suichi
statutes are liberally consrn-if and as wve take it, woiîul
in clude afny formii of coitract in which liHe paymlleiit is

made coiitiiigint mi lie of tflic insured. But w%,hen, as
is usually the case, f le endowmllent itself limits the interest
of thIe Infleiary t dcati iitiin the endowment period],
Ilhe prevaiili,.ng ldoefline oS flie colrts has ben that the
policy itself is Ihe property of Ile insurec, and, as such, it
mIay, as thi writer argues, le suluject to lis dcbts.

The subject is one of ne small interest to business ien,
aid] incrits the attenfiou of fict eipanies. Endowieuts
of cie [ori or anotlier are being laigely substitutedl for
fli: ordiairy life contract, and the tern portion, at least,
is often iifended [o accoiuplislh tlie purposes of a wife's

Paris will
soon be recouped her loss by the Exhibition by the
strèam of foreign visitors and foreign residents whose
golden shower never ceases to rain on that magnificent

city.

T11E HUGE DEFALCATION IN NEW YORK.

When it became known tbat 0. L. Alvord, a teller in
the First National Bank, New York, was a defaulter to the
extent of $690,000 there was general incredulity, as it
was deeied impossible for an officer to steal so nuch
m oney. Duriag the examination of the case in Court it
was shown, that during the two years the assistant cash-
ier, or assistant manager, had been an officer of the bank,
fle assets of the institution had never been examined bv
any of its officers! The examination inade by ihe publie
officials, appointed by the Treasury Department, lad fail-
cd to detect the frauds which Alvord, the teller, had been
perpetrating. The auditing of banks by outside ofTcers
seens to the inexpert public to affoird a perfect check up-
on frauds by the stiî, but its efficiency is not much
thought of by practical bankers. The Alvord case proves
low easy it is to swell the assets ot a large bank with
worthless bills and vouchers to fi up the vacant places
of those stolen.

An outsider, when anditing, is in the dark as to the
regular rufn of the bank's business. He knows nothing of
the signatures of its customers, or their custoners, nor
of the character and extent of the business clone by its
eustomers, so that a elever forger with Alvord's opportu-
nities and knowledge, had an easy taslk in manufacturing
bogus assets to deceive the State auditors. The Cana-
dian system of subjecting every office of the bank to a
thorough inspection periodically by an experienced offi-
cer. is an excellent systerm which works well. Under it
the very few defalcations that have occurred in Canadian
bhnks were .discovered at an early stage, before the ionev
stolon amounted ta any serious sum.

As every office of a Canadian bank is liable to te
visitcd by the inspector. without notice,. any hour, tho
ebances for an off1cial fi commit fraud -lre recluced to a
miniîmumn. A Canadian bank oeflcer knows, that he is
liable at any moment to be called on to give an acount
of his ste'warclship to an officia] specially qualilled to de-
tect any form of irregularity. America is n generaîtion
behind Canada in banking and currency.

shareholders have not nnaturally shown some anriety ct
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the shrinkage in the market valuation of their property.
Anxiety has begotten inquiry of the directors, with the
result that a circular has been issued by the board, in
which it is stated that, having received numerous inqui-
ries from shareholders who are anxious ta know whether
it must be inferred froi the serious fall- in the price of
the company's shares, and the non-payment of an interias
dividend, that the business is in an unsatisfactory posi-
tion, the directors have thought it best to address the
shareholders generally instead of answering individual in-
quiries. But the explanations furnished are not, in our
view, of such a character as te give that reassurance te
the shareholders which the circular is intended ta pro-
vi de. The favourable and the unfavourable features are
discussei in such a way as ta make it practically impossi-
ble ta gather whether the former or the latter predamin-
ate. In the first place it is asserted, that the adverse ru-
nours regarding the position and prospects of the com-
pany are unfounded, and that althougli the. great ad-
vance in the prices of cottoa, coal, and other supplies
renders the position of the those engaged in the cotton in-
dustry very difficult, and trade to certain marikets, nota-
bly India, and China, has for some ime been, nost un-
satisfactory, the company's business in these countries is
not by any ineans of sufficient importance, compared te
the total turnover, te warrant apprehensions on that ac-
cont, "and the adverse influence of high cotton, coal,
&c., will, it nmay be reasonably expected, be of only tom-
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porary duration" It is also stated that the businesses of
some of the firms taken over by 'the company wich had
earned large profits previously had not been distinctly
affected by thè serious disadvantages under which the
trade generally hais been labouring this year.

That is satisfactory, se far as it goes; but, as in otier
combinations of the same description, the Calice Print-
ers' Association could not, or did not, confine itself ta the
acquisition of prosperous businesses, and, as the circular
mentions, a number of the concerns had net done ivell,
anid the time which has elapsed sine they were taken
over has been, it is said, too short te place themr on a
satisfactory footing. Some of the machines which could
not be worked at a profit have been, or are being, stopped,
and the work transferred ta <other branchs, where it
eaun be more economically produced, and. "many more
changes will have to be made, some of thei of a very
iniportant nature. Apparently, therefore, the good
businesses included in the combination have donc about
as well as before the Association started; while the indif-
ferent oues have still te be placed upon a satisfactory
footing, by the abandonment of antiquated or worn-out
imaehinery, and a certain reduction in the book-value of
the assets taken over last December. Wben the Asso-
ciation was formed it was claimed that iL would have the
effect of avoiding undue or excessive competition and of
the selling of goods below cost; that it wculd enable
large economies to be made by the centralisation of buy-
ing and finance and concentration of production, and
tiat iL would prevent overlapping oni the part of the liris
forming the association; and it was upon the assumption
tiat the improvements would be reflected in the profits
that the capital vas subscribed. For on the basis of the
profits actually certified thera was oertainily little induce-
nient ta investors ta subscribe, at all events, te the share
capital of the undertaking. The average annual profits
from 1892 or 1893 te, 1898, were stated ini the prospectus
at £455,826; but it was added that fron this sui a pro-
pUr anid adequate provision should be deducted for depre-
cintion, and the nount of £1.00,000 per annum was sug-
gested for the purpose. That would reduce the average
:nmua1 profit to £355,826. The debenture issue amnounts
to £3,200,000, which at 4 p.c. requires a yearly payment of
000, which at 4 per cent. requiWes a year]y.payment of
£128,000, leaving £227,826 for distribution upon £5,000,-
000 of share capital, -or about 44 per cent. Such a re-
turn as tha' could certainly not be regarded as an ade-
quate one uponi capital embarked in an industrial business
liable ta such alternations of prosperity and depression as
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tlic manufacture of cotton goods. Investors looked to
Lie prospective advantages of fli comîbinaîtion to iicrease
the prolits of lte concerns taion, ever, and, so far, they
have boon1 sadly disappeinted, for aîlithough the circular

Thc time and the opportunity for reprisais on the part cf
consumers iu this country lias not yet arrived; but it
will com if these who are responsible for these textile
comubinations do not proeeed very cautiously, and this is
a phase of the business whicli investors interested in it
would (0 'ell net ta ignore.

A iARD-WARE CASE.
Ouir correspondent at Orangeville, Ont., writes: The firm

of Gruy & Go., of this town, hardware, has sold out to
Jackson Brett and Michael J. Leighton, both farmers. The
Iirm consisted of Eliza Ann Gray, wife of Mack Gray, vho
curried on busiiiess in his wife's name, sie taking no active
part, The stock and book debts were sold at the rate of 60
cents in the dollar, realizing $9,600, the purchasers giving
promissory notes for equal amounts, payable one month
apart. Leigliton is a brother of Mrs Gray and Brett is ber
brntler-in-law. Gray paid the biabs here about $1,000 and
'Il eut $s0 to creditors in Hamilton. lie suceeeded in cash-
mîg a few of the notes among his relatives, but only a few,
:I4 the transaction was so unsavory that neither of the char-
tered banks ntor te private bank luere would have anything
to dlo with them. This cash and the balance of the notes
Gray keeps in his possession, and bas intimated that he will
see hls creditors la an exceedingly warm place before he
pIays Ihein a. cent, aind is only sorry that hehasn't more cash
s1nd(î notes to keep fron them. le went to Toronto on Mon-
day list, and an irate creditor had him arrested on the
charge of conspiracy to defraud bis creditors. His liabili-
ies are probably $7,000 or $S,000, one firmi holding a dlaim
or about $700, imany Ohers holding others mach smsaller.

I. apppears to have been Gray's policy to deual with a
grealta wholesale dealers for small suims. Whether it

as because lie coulul not get a large line of eredit, or whe-
ther his purpose wasts to have his creditors thiiniuk lie didi not
ONwe imutch is not knoiv.i outibside a unrrow circle. Ile tm1ost
sistonishing feature; pr hiaps, i tat lie obtalined credit at
ail. ior to starting business in his wife's namie, five or
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six yers ago, he carried on business in partnership with a
brother, under the style of Gray Bros. At the dissolution
of that lirm a lire occurred destroying his stcck. He was
proscutld for arson, two of his former elerks swearing
that they liad started the lire at Gray's instigation. Hre
contradicted thissfory on oath,and was aquitted. He had no
rating with the mercantile agencies, whose reports of him
were exceedingiy unfavorable. 'Ti enquiries by bis w'hole-
sale ereditors from private iidividuais as to bis character
elieitcd imfavorable replies. Notwithstanding this, lie ob-
tained credit amnountingt large sums in. the aggregate.
The re.sult of his present prosecution has not yet been de-
teriniied, as the case las been adjourned. Within the last
iive or six years several transactions of a, simîilarly dis-
graceful eharacter have taken place in tiis town, the debt-
ors getting oi vith impunity. The leniency of w'holesale
dealers il failing to proscute las beei a matter of sur-
prise to the public. This case, hîowever, is wvorse thain the
oliters by ieason of the bold and insulting defiance of his
creditors by Gray, wvhich seens ta have aroused them at
last; and the prospects are that all that eau bc done to make
tis mian disgorge, besides itiiting punishment upon him,
will be pusled tlhrônglh. Gray lias expressed the intention
of going to the Yukon and again of going to Manitoba or
the Nortlwest.

THE MUSIRlOOM TUlAyE.

The nost toothsome of all edibles of its class, the musli-
roon, is not usually associated -witl trade. From Ameri-
can papers, however, we learn that this fungus is being
gTown quite cxtensively for the market. The public has
recently developed a taste for mushrooms so that it las be-
cone a highly popular edible. The real mushroom is a
food product in the best sense, it not only stimulates the
appetite, but satisfies it,anid tliere is nu vegetable so agree-
able to the palateoso easily digestible. Their scarcity has
arisen from being left entirely without cultivation. They
are highly eccentric in their selection of a place of growth,
ani do not spread or r'cadily propagate, themsclves. A
sinall patch of ground in a good pasture field where there is
some siade vill suddenly develop mushooms, but next sca-
son none vill spring up uless some attention is ýgiven to
the location. Htunîdreds of dollars worth might be raise'd on
almost any farm wile;î lias good pasture land. They will
sell any wlere ini Canada at a price eight or ten times the
price per pound of ieat,and some authorities say they are
alno,st as nutritions as a steak or chop. For a condiment
they are incomparable, and are grovn extensively by soine
firms engaged in that trade. The great dravback ta these
fungi is the diliceulty of telliig tlem from those of a poi-
sonous kind. There is a very old joke ta the effeet that,
Vo judge a supposed mrushr'oom you must eat it, if yoU die
it was not me, if you survive, it vas. The pink flesh un-
ilerneath is not a:n infallible sign, but all mushroomus have it.
A little experience soon enables a correct judgmnent ta be
formed, and those who naiy be inducéd ta grow them for the
narket, if they sttrt ariglit, may be certain to have a profit-

able crop at practically no expense or trouble. In the

States the muishroom craze las led to chibs being formed
for collecting and cultivating these delicious edibles.

FUEL \VASTE.

Dr. J. 11. olien,'of Yorkshire College, Luels, is reported
lo have studied the question of soot in the air very fully. To
detetirmine the amount of soat, ie filters tle air through
cotton wool, hvich he inds prcferable to asbe'stos, though
oving Io ils hygroscopic charaîcter, une plug mnust bu
wxeigled against aiother. Most of his ekperimnctits date
bacl to 1894. Over the rour square miles of Leeds, 800 ewt.
of soot are suspended at any monent, 1.2 milligramme per
cubic foot. Tw enty tons of soot go up Into the air dîaily,
whici means a waste of £300 worth of coal annualUy. To
this we have-. add the htigi washiiiig bills, whicl he has
taken pains to compare for town and country, and all the
cliscouforts. One-lialf per cenit. of the coal burned ini vorks
goes away as soot; the donestie lcarth contributes 5 per
