The Grmsn pres3a comments upon the re.
markable success of the Russlan policy in
Central Asla and saysit Ia always dirzcted
agalnst England. If the Russians should
gtand agaln before the walla ot Constantinc-
Pple, the English wonld be disabled from com-
manding them to bait, as they did In 1878.
Russla will become the immediate neighbor
of the Britlsh In Indls, and will be able at
soy moment to create dlsturbance In North.
ern Icdia. Now only Afghanistan 18 be-
tween Ruesla and India. The {rontler tzibes
are always ready to invade the rich Indisn
provinces, 1t only their rear 1s covered, and
this Russia can now guarantee.

Members of the 1rish party have postponed
deoision a8 to what course they wlil pursue
ir. relation to Sir Stafford Northoote's motion
of censure until Monday, when they will te
able to see what Influence the Irlsh vote
will have upon the struggle. ‘The Govern.

ed, ard across the street the entire fength of
a block every vestige of glass was smsshoed
to plecer, The firemen were quickly on hand,
but thelr efforts were apparently misdirected,
and when they did get to work a length of
ho3e burat and retarded the exertions. In the
meantime the thres men named prevlously
wera burned to death among the debris in the
fourth story. A few pergons who ventored
on ths roofs of the adjacent buildings could
distinctly hear the cries of the men who wero
burning by iuches. Flually, 20 minutesalter
the explosion, Ince’s body was recovered, and
in twenty minutes more Shaw was extractsd
from the debris. Both were more dead than
alive. Bmith's body bad ‘not been found at
11.30, but it 18 not possible that he could
survive, as tho heat was terrific. Ince's
legs  wers burned off to about the
ackle; his eyes were hurned badly and hle
olothing was gone in many places. Hs and
Bhaw were taken to the general hospiial,
The bailding was owned by the fitm, bat the
ineurance cannot be ascertained at present.
The three upper flats of the bullding, valued
at some $15,000, are a mass of wreokage, and
nearly the entire stock hopelessty rauined.
Oa a rough estimate, the stook was valued at
some $50,000 or $60,000. The damage la
mainly caused by water and the falling brick

A more successful use of tie tactios which
falled t0 gerve the purpose of the landlords at
Dalkey caused ihe proclamation of a meeting
which was snnounced to be held in Castle-
wellan, County Down, on Tuesday last.

But
the organizers of ths meeling were resolved
that proclamation or no proclamation the peo«
pleshould assemble and upho!d the right of
publis meeting. To accomplish this the Gov-
ernment had to be outwitted, and in the per-
formandoe of gsuch & task the Rev, Harold Ry-
lett, of Moneyresa, Unitarian minister, and one
of the ablest Jeaders of Ulster Nationalists—
though an Englishman by birth—weg the zight
man in the right place. While posters had
been iesued calling upon the people to assem-
ble in Castlewelian, private courlers had been
‘depatched to various districts appointing a ren-
dezvour for each of three contemplated meet~
‘inga in localities immediately sarrounding tke
ostensible scene of action, The ruse wascom-
pletely suocessful.

It has beon repeated
thousands of times, and truly too, that if the
sentiment of Irish patriotism had no existence
from love of country and aspirot'ons for its
liberty in the minds of Irishmen, such a feef-
1ng would be generated* nureed and organized
into a natlonal force by the mere stupid yindie-
tiveness of English ofilcialism in the exerclse
of its ordinary fanctions in Ireland.

IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.

Government Censured in the Hounse ¢}
Lords—The Removwal of Lord Roas-
more~Xns Iriah Paxty to vote
sgalust the Governmeont,

Lonpox, Feb. 12.—1n making o moilon of
consure in the House of Lords to.dsy the
Marqu!s of Balisbury sald the news wouald cow
run through the whole Mohammaodan world
that Engiand had been defeated again and
sgalp, and was now belng hnated out of
Ezypt. Eogland’s name would be a legacy of
hatred snd contempt to the Egyptians. He
exhoried the lords not to be accomplices in
this dlsorder.

Earl Granville said the pollcy of ths Gov.
ernment was not dlrected acoording to the
artioles in foreign joursoals, lSagiand and
India had no futerest in the Soudan, nor In-
desd had Egypt any permanent interest in
that country. Since the defeat of Baker
Paghs it had besn altogether Impossible to
rolfove Binkat, The government had no in.
tentlon of annexlog Egypt. It would remaln
there efinply long enough o secure a stable
government. '

The Marquis of Sallabury’s motion was oaz--
rled by a vote of 181 to 81.

8ir Staftord Northcote made in tho House
of Oommons a motlon of cemsure simllar to
the Marquis ot Halisbury's in the House of
Lords. MHe oald Egypt had not recsived tha
support from England she had every right to
cxpocs. Has deolared that the conduct ot the
government would greatly compligate the
present issus and would probably olose the
great trade route from the equatorial lakes
io the Rad Sea, give an Impetns to the slave
trade and grestly diminish Eagland's pres-
tige.

Mr, Gladatons on rislng to reply wasgreot-
ed with loud and prolonged oheers. He
denied that there had been any vaolllation or
inconsiatency in the governmant’s Egyptian
polioy. Tho situation in Egypt was not the
situation which the present government
oreated, but one which they had found. He
said four thoussnd men had besn orderefl to
HSuskim and that General Gordon had a plan
of his own for extrlcatiog the garrisons and
restoring the country to the former
pacific conditlon. General Gordon's plan
would restore the former rulers ta
thelr anosetral power asurped by Exypt. He
strougly opposed the reoonguest of Soudan
ond asked the house to mccord the govern-
msat the acquittal to which it was entitled.
As he sat down he was agaln londly cheered.

THE IRISH TROUBLES,

The disoussion of Parnell’s amendment to
the address In reply to the Queen’s speeoh
wag resumed last midoight. Mr. Sexton de-
nounced the Orange Boclety ae illogal, Me,
E, B. King Harman, Conservative, dofended
the Orangemen and accused the National
Loaguoe of having the same objscts and of
being avpimated by the samo spirlt as the
Land Lesgue. The debate waa then adjourn~
ed antll the conoclusion of the debate on Sir
Stafford Northoote's motion ceneurlng the
Government’s Egyptian policy.

Loupox, Feb, 18,—Mr, Gladstone, repiylng
to an enquiry by Bir SBtafford Northcote re-
garding Gordon’s actlon, sald the sppoint-
ment of Ei Mahdl sg Sultan at Kordofan and
the remisslon of taxes were within Gordon's
powers. The true meaning of the order ro=
garding the revival of slavery could not be
underatocd from the telegraphic summary
published. The government preferred to
awalt the recelpt of the full text ot the origl-
nal order. No telegram bas bsen received
confirming the rumored disbanding of the
Egyptian army.

Lord Edmund Fitz Maurlce, Under Forelgn
Beoretary, announced that England had ad-
dressed a note to the French Government re-
Iative to British losses Incurred through the
bombardment of ports In Madagascar.

In the House of Lords the Earl of Dunrew
ven made a motion that the removal of Loid
Rosemore from the office of justico of the
peace was not jnetified, and calculated to dis-
courage Irish loyalists.

Baron Oarlingtord, Lord of the Privy Seal,
delonded the actlon of the Irfsh exscutive,
and warned the House that a vote of censura
would bave a grave effeot on Ireland.

In the debatein the House of Commong
this evening on Sir Stafford Northcote’s mo-
tion censuring tae government, Mz, W. T,
Marriott (Liberal) made a violent attack on
the government, accusing 1t of vaoillation
and inconsiatency. He declared that the
government had loat the confldence of tha
country and the Liberal party. The truth of
this he would test by voting tor Sir Stafford
Northcote's motion and then resigning his
seat In the houee and offering himself for re..
election. The debate was adjourned.

The Grand Trunk Railway Company has
stepped in betwcen the C. P, B, Syndicate
end Sir John's government to provent them
from playing Into each other's hands In that]
little game of grab, tke stakes of which
amount to an additional thirty millior, This
interference of the Grand 'Trunk Is not only
natural, but toa very lorge extent 1t is per-
feotly legitimate. Ths G, T. R. Company
18 the biggest citizen, any way you take it, in
the Domlnion, end as such it undoubtedly
has the right to let the Government know In
what direotion its sympathies lle in xegard to
the proposed €epletlon of the treagury for the
benefit of the Byndicate. The first open
card which the Grand Trunk has
played In this trlangular contest 18 a heavy
one, and comes in tho shape of a pamphlet,
unfolding the correepondence between Mr.
Joseph Hicksor, General Manager of the
Grand Trunk Rallway, and the Dominion
Government respecting advances to the Uann-
dian Paclfic Rallway Company. This corres-
pondence affords an additional corroboration
of the fact that “ corporations have nosouls ;’
1t ehowa withh what utter heartleseness and
absenco of coneclence corporate bodles ocan
treaf, not only the public, but one another
when there 11 a olashing of interests.

The objsot of the Graud Trunk's appear-
ance on tho goene Is to protsst agalnst any
further ald beng given by the Government
to the C. P. R. Company 80 lorg 28 that com-
pany oontinues to go out of its ¢ legitimate
sphere " to compeote with and Ipjore the
Grand Trovk Rallway Company. The ques-
tion then g has the Byndloate gome ont of
its legitimate sphere? It undoubtodly has
Instead of resoxving its enrplus funds for the
construotion of the Pacifio line proper, it has
equandersd them in other railway schemes
and acquisitlone, The country gave its land
and ite money to the Syndloate to bulld
the Cazindfan Pacifio and not to go 1n rearch
of tribataries throughout Ontario and Quebeo,
There was o' palpablo misapplioation of the
countty's money, and it is only natural that Mr
Biokeon, acting tpon the Instructions of the
G.T.B. Company should protest ! agalnst
the course belng pursued, unlese the govern-
ment are propared to take measures to guard
sgalet the publlo funds granted, or to be
granted, buing uged to damage private Inter.
ests In othor Oanadian railways, The result
of persistence In the course which haa been
pursued in tho past by the Canadian Pacifio
Oompeny, or those controlling thit company,

lio meney which 18 belng, or which 18 to be
granted to the Syndicate, 18 largely employ-
od 1n competition againsta private conocern,

This 18 manifestly unfalr and upjust, eepe-
clally as there is no particular osll or prese.
fog need for the use of the public funds
against suoh private concern. Mr, Hickson
fe, therefore, perfectly justified In proteating
sgalnst the position which the combined
forces ot the Government and the Byndlicate
ars carving out for the company of which he
18 manager, and ke righfully maintains that
s the one contestant should not have all the
{ufluence ard ald of the Government of the
country thrown on its side, and the other be
burdened with onerous charges rendered
necessary by the policy pursued toward its
xlval

It i3 to bo understood, ol course, that theee
objsctions, which ars eound in themselves,
would never have baen advanced by the
Grand Tiupk it the attempt ! to harmoniza
the conflicling Iuterests of the two com-
panies” bad not proved abortlve, The fallure
was a happy one, for tbe country Instead of
beicg in the dlvided gtip of two monepolles
would to-doy be under the undisputed sway
of one. Now that the whole Paclfic con.
tract 13 open for revision and reconstruction,
would 1t not bo emloently in the interests of
the country and of the people to Introduce a
clause whereby the Hyndicate would not
Lave the power nor the right to concolidate
in any ehape or form 1ts interests with those
of any other rallroad, and thua prevent the
formation ol & monopoly or any other oppres-
sive combinstion?

In the meantime the fight between the two
rivals progresses In Importance and increases
ip Hveliness, Mr, Hickdon plainly tells Bir
John that the Gbvernment cannot, with an:
degree of impunlty, attempt to replenich once
again the coffers of the Syndlcate, unless suf.
ficlent guarantees are forthcoming that the
money will be properly spent.

The general manager goes £o far, In {act, a8
to utter a threat, the significance of which
only Sir John and his collengues can fully
appecolate. Wriltlog to the Premler, Mr,
Hickson says: “You wIll realize doubt-
less that unless I can secure the ir-
tervention of the government, it will
bs Incumbent upon me, eltuated as I am, to
make an sppeal for justice to Parlisment in
such a manner as constitutional usages per-
mit”

The question now ls, to which will the
Government, submit, to Grand Trunk or to
Syndicate dictation?

WHERE THE PUBLIC FUNDS HAVE
GONE.

Itis the common bellef that the Oanadian
Pacific Qompany was chartered with the
special object of butlding a rallroad through
the Northwest, across the Bookles to Britlsh
Oolumbla, The country’s money (uniimited)
was glven to the company for that particular
porposs. In Parllament, aud out of it, the
Premler and Mlinlster of Rallways clearly
and peralstently Intlmated that no other use
would be made of the public funde. Now
what 18 the condition of affalrs to-day? Has
the letter or even the spirit of those agree-
ments and understanding been kept by the
men who were given the free handling of the
millions of the National treasury? By no
means, The Syrndicate, instead of concen-
trating its forces on the Uanadian Pacific line
that was expeoted to be bullt, have been cast-
ing thelr net In every directlon, both In On-
tarlo and Quebec. The Byndioate abandoned
the Northwest to captute these two FPro.
vinces, That several of the Ontarlo rallway
lines have been alded by the Canadian Paclific
cannot be denled, First, we have it on xe-
cord that 3484610 of the public money
was used to buy the securltles of
the Oredit Valley; and then there ia
now bafore Pariiament a Blll to confirm the
leass of the Ontarlo and Quebeo Rallroad to
the Canadlan Paclfic Company. This pro-
posed arraugement suggests the question,
what 13 the diffsrenca between the O, P. R.
Company belog eaddled with the Intarest on
perhaps an exaggerated sum In connection
with these roads, and glving them direct
ald? This 1§ how the public money has
been frittered away, leaving the company in
a holplesa eptate 80 far as the maln
object (ihe O. P. B, proper) I8 con-
cerned,. The clauses In the BHl, which
ero to ensure for the #dlsinterested ” and
« patrlotlo” financlers of the Syndicate, who
bave elther bullt or geoured these lines, an
income of five per cent. on mobody knows
how. much capital, out of the money which
the Canadian Paclfic Company recelves from
the country, are as follows ;—

however, be Intsresiing to known who are the
holders of the securities of ths lines, covered by
the proposed arrangement, for 1t must not be
supposed that it 1s only the Ontarlo and
Quebeo line which 18 involved. The
proposal covers & multitude of ronds, such
as the Toronto Grey and Bruoe, the Oredit
Valley, the Atlantic and Northwest, the Oool-
dental Line, a part of the Canada Central,
and & railway yet to be constructed, The
Syndlcsteln not satlsfled to gobble up the
oonstructions of the past, but It also wants to
1sy ite grip upon the produots of the {utore.
Theee rallroads represent a fine haul for the
0. P. B. net, with more to coms, What a
fine fleld for plokinge 1g presented In that
oopglomeration? It would be too much to
expect even *honest” financlers not to be
on band and help themselves.

It will be remembered that when the affalrs
of tbe Toronto, Grey and Bruce Uompany
were recently befors the courts a doonment
was produced whioh showed that two or three
gentiemen were, after certain things hed been
sccomplished, to be pald for stock whick
had cost them only about 10 or 12 cents per
tiollar, the small (?) conelderation of §400,
000, and, uazless we ars laborlng under &
mistake,one of thees gentlemen was the same
Mr. B, B. O:ler, who has come to ths front
fo such & vigorous etyle in defence of the
Canadian Pacific Company.

But it again occurs to ask, why I8 such a
Bili as that which has been referred to re-
quired if, as Mr, Van Horne gay8 o hls re-
contly published 1letter, “the Ontarlo und
¢ Quebec has been leased and firmly bound to
« the Canadian Pacific for the term of 999
«years” There is some suspiclous man-
cuveing anent the whole of this business.
But there is one most important conslderation
in connectlon with theses arrangementa which
ghould not be loat eight of, and it 1s whether
the interest to bs guaranteed to these oulslde
Hpes 18 & chargoe which takes precedence of
or follows the interest on the proposed ad-
vances by the Govsroment upon the revenues
of the Osnadlan Paoific Company.

1{ the company had kept sloof {rom in-
vestments and enterprlses which are forelgn
to lta charter, snd had confined tho expendi-
tare of the public fands to the construction
ot the Oapadian Pacific proper, the national
highway would have been completed, or, at
least, there wonld have been sufficient money
in the company'a coffers {0 do so, and there
would have been no exouse to call upon the
country to throw away another thirty
million, to guarantes three per cent.
upon a hundred milllon of stock, and to
genenally carry the company through all its
embarrasements, Thse fact of the matter is
that the doors of the treasury are tco much
opened to the Syndicate, and the burden
which welghs upon the people 18 being In-
creased beyond thelr capacity or willlng-
ness to bear 1t

A SHAM AND l{RAUDULENT coM-

Thp public has been vouohsafed but very
meagre Infermation In regard tothe Inner
worklngs of what 1s known as the Oonstruc-
tlon Company snd to Its secret relstions
with the Canadlan Paclfic Company. From
the little Informnation that has been supplied
on the subject, 1t wonld appear that the
Byndicate had contracted with some of lta
own membera for the conttruction of the
road, so long as the supplles lasted
and there wag profit in the transac-
tion, The Oonsolidated Railway Aot
probibits apy person Interssted In the
constructicn of a road from holding the po-
sition of director In the company, Does this
probibitlon aocount for the senled lips of the
Government and the Syndicate when they are
questioned about the doings of the Constrac-

' tlon Company and its relationa to the O.P.R.

proper? A rigld enquiry should bs insisted
on by the Opposition n Parliament ; for i the
Construction Company contained direotors of
the O.P.R, company the spirit and the let-
ter of the law were viclated, a fact which
gshould make the coatract an objuct of
susplolon. There would then be s olear
probabllity of a larger price baving been
obtalned for work than the work
actually cost. Whether such be the case or
not, the countiry zhould be given every oppor-
tunity of ascertalning, We are told thatthe
osnstruction company was formed for the
purposs of affording facilities for the negotia.

"tions ofthe additional stock which the com.

pony fonnd it neoessary to lssne, and for pro-
teoting the stock of the compary in New
York, that with thisobjecta number of New
York and forelgn capltalists, such as Drexel,
Morgan & Oo, Eabn, Lobe & Co., and others
who would not take stock in the Paolfic
Company In the ordinary way, were induoced
to become stockholders in the ocontracting
oompany.

Now, why was It that these shrewd forelgn
oapitallsts could not be Induced to take
gtock in the O.P,.B, company? And how is
1t that the construotion company was found
g0 tempting that these moneyed men were
glad toget Into §t? The “ why ” and « how
are esslly explained. These forelgn oapital-
ists gaw that in the running of the Canadlan
Paclflo Rallway there was nothing but ruin
and fallure; but in the oconstruoction of
the road, conjointly with the members of the
Byndioate, they beheld immense profits ; they
gaw the ‘millions of money and of morez
oftered by the Government, and to refuse to
ghare thess with the Syndloate would have
been a plose of incomprehenilble abnegation,
It 15 absurd to eay that thisconstruotion.com-
pany was formed with the object of enabling
the rallway company to putita stook on the

market acd to ntlsry thou who might be
dlnposad to ‘buy, thata bona'fide contract for
the bullding of the rodd had been entered In-'
to on the kasls of the compnny'a estimate as
to the cost of the llne. The deception wag
too transparent, ' tho arrangement -was
too  pecullar, " snd'  people fought

' sby of 1t to such an extent that the O.P.B.

stock became a drug on the markef, and the
public refused to touch it. When the con.
stzuction company failed to do the work for
which 1t was supposed to have contracted,
the O. P. B. Company, good naturedly, let
them out of thelr engagements. If there
was nothing crooked batween the two com-
panies the publlc would have naturally ex-
peocted that this wealthyConstruatlon Co.would
have been required to carry out ite contraot’
and 1tself find s market for the stock whioch
it had agreed to fake In pari payment for
work to be done. Burely it does not require
anything more to show what a sham this
contract with the Construction Compauy was
or what the effect of this shuffls was. Xt wili

‘| be Interesting to kEnow te what extent that

oompany was to draw upon the resources of
the Osnadian Paolfic. The Construstion Com-
pany was to get for the eastern seotion $14,
100,000 1n cash Jand twenty mililons paid-up
stock of the O.P.R., This was for the con-
struotion of 610 miles. Valuing stock at 60,
the amount given to the company would be
worth $26100,000. Then, for the constrac-
tion of the «eatern section, extending from a
coitain point near Saskatchewan to Ksm.
loops, the Oonstruction Jompany was to re-
celve $17,800,000 cash, and 25 miliions stock ;
or, valuing at tho sams figure, $15,000,000, a
total of $32.800,000. This was for the con-
struction of 605 miles. It nppears thoy wore
pald $4,950,000 on the Eastern BSocotlon (al-
lowlng 40 mlles west of Oallander previously
constructsd at the price of the Algoma Mills
branch—§20,000 a mlle), the balance of the
cosi of the sectlon would be $21,360,000. Now
taking the cost of the Pralrla Bsotion of 615
miles at the estimated price of $14,000 per
mile, the sum pald the Construction Com.
pany would be $3,920,000.

The result, therefors, 1g, that the total cost of
the Western Sectlon in money and stocks
under the bargaln with the Oonstruction
Company would have been $32,880,000, and
the balance of the cost to be pald them $33 -
960,600 ; and the balance of the cost of the
Enstern Saction, allowlng for the deduce
tlons mentioned, §$21,360,000, or a total

of $45,320,000, to which should be
added for equipment $2,700,000, mak-
Ing a Rgrand total of $48,000,000, to

have been pald the Oonstruotion Com-
pany The only conclusion that can be come
to 1s, that the one company la letting the
contraot to the other, was simply practising s
sham by which the cost of construotion
was made to appear very large, while
the monmey whioh was supposed to havs
been pald to the Construction Company,
was used ms the private oapital of the
Canadian Pacific rallroad company for
the purpose of obtalnlng control over
lines connecting the eastern portion of the
road with the Aflantic seaboard. The Gov-
ernmant ia delinquent in its duty when it
does not protect the people agalnat any
fraudolent combination nnder the gnise of a
Oonstraotion Company, by which the Byndi-
cate can grow rich, while, at the same time,
t burdens the enterprise to the disadvantage

of the country and of the treasury.

ENGLAND IN E4YPT.

TORIES TO BLAME—LIVELY DEBATH IN THB
OCOMMONS,

Loxpos, Feb. 14.—The debate on Bir
Stafford Northoote's motlon of censare
was resumed In the House of Oommons
to-day. Sir Wilfred Lawson (radloal)
moved an amendment that the house de-
oline to express an opinion on the govern-
ment'’s polioy in Egypt. Mr., Labeuchere
seconded the amendment ; he censured both
Whigs and Torles. Mr. Gladstone spoks In
opposition to the amendment. The Right
Hon. W. E. Forster sald that the govern-
ment had fafled in promptness. The battle
of Tel-el-hebir had left England completo
mistrezs of Egypt, and therefors, answerable
for events In the Soudan. KEngland ought to
have prevented Egypt from attempting a re-
conquest of Boudan with unwilling Egyptian
soldiers, many of whom wers in chaine, He
would support the government, however, be-
cause it had sent General Gerdon to Boudan,
and because it was taking measures to relleve
Tokar, He deprecated a half-hearted, halt-
Ing policy. Bir Oharles Dilke sald the reason
why General Sir Evelyn Wood's army had
not been sent to Sondan after the dleaster to
Hlicks Pacha's troops was that it hed besn
enliated on condition that it should not be
gent to Boudan. Bir Charles announced that
a telegram had jast been rececived from
General Gordon saying, « Telegraph
lines between XKhartoam and Bhendy
have been reptored; I am proceeding to
Khartoum; I bellava you need have no
further anxlety about this part of Soudsn;
people great and small are heartily glad to
be free from a unlon whioh only csuses them
sorrow.” Sir Gharles farther eaid there would
be a largo English foice at Suakim by Tues-
day, and there was every reagon to belleve
their opsratlons would be successful. He
contended that the Government had exceeded,
not fallen short of its reaponsibllity to Egypt.
Sir Blochard Assheton Crosa vigorously at-
tacked the Government. The debafe was
then adjourned,

FIRST CATHOLIO BISHOP Of NEW
YORK.

Wednzcsday, the 6th inst, was the fity-
ninth snplversaty of the death of the lato
Bight Rsv. John OConnelly, D.D., O0.P,,
second bishop of New York, who dled at the
eplecopsal residence, 263 Mulbarry street, on
the 6th of February, 1825. Bishop Oon-
nelly, slthough ranklng aa second bishop of
New York, w28 In reallty tho first
prelate of ths Roman COatholic Church
who over exsrcleed the eplacopal au-
thority here and resided within the
1imits of thla city. His predecessor in the
office, tae Right Rav, Luke Ooncansp, D. D,
0. P, who was corseorated in Romoe on the
24th of April, 1808, ap first bishop of New
York, was compelled to remain in Italy in
consequence of the closing up of all the
Itallan sceaports, as well ns of those
of other nations upon the Continent of
Europe, which tock place durlng the
relgn of the great Emperor Napoleon I. of
France.

LIFE IN THR® LUMBRR DISTRIOT,

Do the Editor of the Posr :

Siz—As a description of this thriving vil.
:1age may be of Interest to your many Ontarlo
readere, especlaily anything apperiaining to
the Catholic population, I, with your kind
Jermissiop, wili give them a short sketoh of
the plaoe.

Dazeronto, formerly Ml Polnt, s a village
of 1,500 inhabitants, beautifully situated on
tbo far famed Bay of Quinte, at the mouth of
the Napanee River, and ssven miles weat of

‘the town of Napanee; it is easlly accesslble
‘to the outside world, a8 steamers arrive and
-depart from and to all bay ports dally, and
-once a week from Montreal during naviga.
$lon, and the train of the Bay of Quinte Rail-
Toad, which conneots with the Grand Trunk
dour miles north of the village, meets all
trains golng east and west,

About thirty years ago, H B Rathbun came
from the State of New York and commsnoed
the lumbsr business on a small scale, which
slnce that time has grown to gigantlo pro-
portions, through the snecgy of the Bathbun
Company, of whioch E. W, Bathbun 18 the
Indefatigable mapager, (H. B. Eathbun hav-
iog retired to private lite some years ago).
