Commemoration or the Poumer of tre
society-ante SufbnbrarI

1a 1a8.-

The formal inauguration of he monu- ;
monts erected in Cote dem Ntage. cerne-
tera, Montreal, to Duvernay, the fpunder'
anà the president of St. Jean Baptiste
Society, and to the Quebec pliticalVic-
tims of the rebelion of 1887-88, took
place last Sunday. The proceson tôt
the cemetery was very large, there being
seventy carriages an animmense Rmacm
ber on foot. Two funeral cars carried
the numerous wreaths designed to deco-
rate the monuments. Amnong the proin à
nent citizeans present were Mr. L. O
David, president of the St. Jean Baptiste
Society, Mr. Justice Loranger, Dr.Maril,
M.L.C., of St. Eustahe, Ju ge Charland,
of St. Johns, P.Q., Mayor MeShaneL .J,
U. Papineau,M. Arehambault,cfonte-.
bello, Ald. Gauthier, Rouer Roy, Rev. A.
S. Gosselin, Fire Chief Benoit, etc. The
demonstration met with atrong oppoui--
Lion in many quarters, and the'utter.
ances of some of the French journals
were decided in their condeannation of
the affair. It was proposed te remove-
the romains of Dr. Chenier, who was
killed at St. Eustache in.1837, to the
monument, and Dr. Marcil caused the
oxhumation of certain boues, alleged by
an old inhabitant who presided at the
burial, te be those of the deceased. But
on this subject there seems te have been
soite doulut; and atother point of im-
portance in the case, not generally
known, apparently, was that the inaur-
gents were excoimunicated, and the
supposed remains of Dr. Chenier were
taken froni the place of burial amsigned
to tnbuipttised .persons. La Minerve,.al-
Iudiig to this, said editorially that it
regretted the deronstration "te the
ieroes of '37-'38" had not been kept
sepIrate frot that to Duvernay, the
founder of the St. Jean Baptiste Society.
It adds: " Dr. Marcil says that he has
obtained the necessary authorization
front the religious authorities for the re-.

The tirne occupied in making each ap-
plication, covering the 70 trees, was
about 8i hours with one ian and boy
and a horse. Of course, if the saine
mixture were used on the whole lot with-
out any change, the time taken in mak-
ing the application would bc greatly re-
duced. As the cost of the application is
much increased by the addition of am-
monia in the copper carbonate mixture
-while the resuJts in the experiments
cited above do not seem to warrant its
use-it would appear that the copper
carbonate and water mixture in the
strength as applied above could be used
ro advantage, and at a cost of about 1
cent per tree each application, or 5 cents
for te seison. Thin is an otitside esti-
mate even for large trees. It is note-
worthy ta mention a fact whichlias at-

tracted the attention of other investiga-
tors, viz., that the older leaves seem to
he more sensitivc to injury fromn most
fungicides and insecticides thanî the
young and grotwinîg leaves. The latter
appications emiplhasized thisobservation.
The beginnîing of the work was unavoid-

ablv delaved until 14tl June, w hen the
fruit was well forned, and iin many cses
had beguin to low signis of the disease.
There is no douibt had the treatiernt
heent culiiienved twu or t.hree weela
earlier tte' reults would have been more
favourable. The m ist important point
brought ont in this work is tlat in cotnnec-
tion with the use of the caribnate of cop-
per in simple mixture or suîspension withb
water. This has been tried but one
vear, vet the resuits are sufliciently

narked to lead nie to ask thart ench fruit-
grower wh o takes up this worlk shouild

nalke a 9pecial test on at least a few
trees, using the carbonate ofi copper in
suspension.

the lresidtiî remarkedt, was to plince a

cidierble mportion of the savings baik
dePoits in Governmtent and municipali

debentures and other first-classa securi-
ties, so as to put a larger portion of the
Bank's assets beyond the reach of losses
incident to ordinary business risk.

Referring to the recommendation of1
the Board to limit the dividerd to six ·
per cent, for the immediate future, the
President said that although with ordin-
ary good barvests, the earnung would, no
doubt, be sufficient to continue paying
seven per cent., the Directors felt thati
their proper course was to pay onty such
dividends as would ahways leave a con-
siderable margin.

Speaking of the prospects of the corn-
ing har'est,0the President said that the
advices received from several agencies of
the Baik were so far unta'orable, the
absence of rain in mI anv localities being
uîost sei'rely tiot,.inndthe hay erop in
Lower Cana&t wouIll undoubtely bie
below the average, Nwhile the grain cropm
might stil bt argely benelitted by sea-
scriiible weathier.

The President concludedti by repeating
his advice of llat year, in which lie
urged upoi Canadian farniers the inpor-
tance of adopting a more thorough sys-1
teni of agriculture, a larger use of fer-
tilizers and the breeding of a class of
horses and cattle better adapted for ex-
port toGreat 3ritain and otherEuropean
couitries.

It was scarcely necessary to add his
voice to the warnings given by other
bankers to their city customers in
respect to the tvil of accomodation paper
and long credit.

The report was seconded by .
Straclan, Esq., ad unimiiiiiously adopt-
ed. Me',sers. E. Lichtenhein ani W. H.

The Parnell Case.
Some English objector having criticiz-

cd the action of Archbishop Walsh and
the Episcopate in connection with the
Parnueil case, that prelate bas written to
the Times as follows:

SiR--I have to apologise for sosoon
troubling you wlth anothe' letter. I
write to remove a miaconception. In a
lead article in the Times to-day I find

"Dr. Walsh's contention, apparently,
is that he and his episcopal brethren
waited. . . until the judgment o!
the Divorce Court (an abominable trib-
unal in ecclesiastical eyes) had been con-
futed by independent evidence.? This
is misleading. No point of the ase turns

in any degree upon the character of the
Divorce Court or upon the policy of the
law by which that Court was set up in
England. So far as I know the rules of
evidence .re understood and app.ied
in that Court just as they are understood
and applied in other Courts of the retn.
A decision come ho in that Court as to
a matter of conclusively proved fact
stands, therefore, upon precisely the
sane solid footing as a uecision similarty
comie Sto in any other Court in England.
The cEaracter of the Divorce Court, ther.,
as a divorce Court, has nothing to do
with the case. But the peculiar fora of
procedure in that Court has a great deal
to do with it. As I pointed out in
my letter published in the
Times of to-day, the order issued
by the Police Court in the O'Shea
and Parnell case on the 17th of lat
Noveiîber was not, of its nature, final.
As a niatter of law and of practice, the
tiret decision of the court un a divorce
suit is in the formi, notof an " absolute,
but of a " conditional" order-an order
which, after six nionths, will be made
"aslutt" if, im the meantime, nothing
has been brought to light to show that
the cese ought to be decided differently.
Surcly, I an not to understand that it is
only ecelesiastics who do not rush to the
conclusion that such an order of the
Divorce C turt. froi the day that it is
issued, is, in aill ptssible circunstancets,
alisolutely and t nally decisive of the alle-
gationts reliitd upon as grounds for the

dicrce? I fully recognise that for pou-
(1:al puirposes a i c''olditional" order of the

1)ivorce Court shoildi be regarded as de-
cisive except ina su far ais there mîîay bhe,
in a p.srticular case, one goocl reason
for leieving it to bel at variance with
facts sof the case nuot vet brought to
liglht.

A
pair will follow you while ploughing and
if you overturn a rat's nest they will im-
mediately pounce upon the wretched.
creatuies, kill them and drag them away
and spike them in the sharp thornsofi an
aiange trie ta ho devourod at Jeisuiro.
The othermorning I saw a butcher bird
with a Snake fully a foot long. lie hai
hlm by the hackai thoneck eand with IL
lew up into an orange tree. Ho thon
nailed the reptile on to a thorn and sat
and watcbed iL. He let the snake a]-
mast wriggle off vion lho flewv at it and
would fix iL more firmly. They kill tieir
game by the wholesale and treat it in
this fashion. For that reason, because
they are destructive to gophers and rats,
they are considered the friend of the
orange grower.

FIGHT WITLH A LEOPARD.
A wounded leopard is an ugly antago-

ist, as two unfortunate African farmners
recently found. They were returnig
fioni a huit, when they roused a leopard
in a moiuntain ravine and immediately
gave chase. The leopard at firt, endea-
voured to escape by clanbering ui a pre-
cipice; but the hunters pressed liard up-
on him, and wounded him by a. nusket-
ball. Frantic with rage, the animal
turnîed and sprang Jupon the nenrest
mai. He fastened upoi the huiiter's
shoulder with lits teeth, and tore open a
cheek with his claws.

BEIGN OF TERROR.

Torribte state of AInars at Port-ail
Prince,

NEw YoRK, June 19..-À letter front
Port-au-Prince, dated June 8, says there
was at that time a reign of terror there,
which had then lasted for .nearly a fort-
night. Men were being executed every
day by the score i the squares and
streets of the city and nobody knew
wien or how the massacres would end.
On May 30, Hippoly te's soldiers entered
by force the exican consulate and
dragged out of the house General Souili,
Mr. Rossir, Leger Cauvin, recently Min-
ister of -Justice under Hippolyte, and
Cauvin's brother. These men were shot
under rhe cathedral.walls. The diplo-
matic corps demanded anaudience of the
President. Mr. Tweedy, actiag consul
for the British Government, demanded
by what rigbtl the President had 'brokeri
one of thie mot solemn obligations of
cie government to another, and wanted
to know wliat sectirity the other consular
liauses lited. The President lest lus
tenper ad said : "la8[ha [lie 'ay to
talk ta nie-the Prosident o!t-hi. cotun-
try?" Saying this Hippolyte turned his
back and bounced out of the room.
Finally La Cheud, the Minister of For-
eign Affairs, induced the President to
return, and an apology was made. The
French eonsul acce>ted it. The Gernan
consul said that tiough personally lie
wou lt accept th-e -pology, he would cer-
taiily report the atfiir to his Govern-
ment. Thé English consul supported his
Gernma issociate. Hlippolyte was much
frighteined over the turn of affairs. The
consuls then retired but the affair is not
expec[te at end there. The letter also
says that the real leaders of the insurree-
tion have not been captured. Only the
raank and file have been made prisoniers
and ruthilessly shot. Generals Stuiiy,
Grettier and Bedar have escaped to the
woods tanicd are expected soon to be heard
