The menof ©»
were wortl ¥ of grest horonr at their
hands, They were piire, 1t seltish patriots.
They were men who loved Ireland, and
who, goade] by terribly unjnst laws, roae
in defence of theirnltars and bomes, ard
poured out their blood like water for the
love of the dear cld land. They honcur-
ed and revered the nien who fought and
died in U8, but In an especinl munner
they honoured and revered the men who
fell in the streets of Carlow, They had
all heard the history of the terrible May
day ope hundred yesrs ago, when &40
brave men were slangbtered in Tullow
street and Barrack street and otber
strects of the town, and how their mang-
led bodies were carted away and buried
together in the Croppy’s Grave. To-day
they had unveiled & beantiful Celtic
creee that would teil to generations yet
to come the sacrifices msde by those
brave mep, and dhat would tesch
men of the present, snd those who came
after them, to keen alive their memory.

The following resolution was proposed
by Mr. Jobn Hammond, M.P., and car-
ried amid cheers:—

# Resolved—That on this memorable
occasion—the completlion of a memorial
to the brave men of Carlow who gave
their lives for Irelapd a bundred years
ago—and sssembled as we are to honor
their mcmory, we now proclaim our
loyalty to the principles on which the
sicietyof the Upited Irishmen was eatab-
lished—those of civil and religicus
liberty—and we declare onr unfaltering
sllegiance and our unwavering determi-
nation to carry on the struggle nnotil Ize-
land's [ull rights of nationhood are re-
coguized and conceeded. At the close
of this 10th eentury, after long years of
effort for the redress of our many griev-
ances, we find our country atill suffering
under the blight of foreign misrule, and
we are more than ever convinced that
the only remedy for Ireland’s illa is
through National self Government. To
obtain that great end we call on all true
Irishmen in the name of -tae patriot
dead and in a true spirit of love of coun-
try to unite once more and to sustain the
struggle until victory crowns our banner.
That having been enabled through the
generamity of our fellow countrymen at
home and also by the aid uf cur kinsmen
in Great Britain and America to rescae
tbis hallowed spot from cblivion or pos-
sible desecration, we earnestly commend
1L to the zealcus care of future genera
lions who we are certain will guard it
ws & aacred shrine of patriotism, worth
and sacrifice.”

Mr. John Dillon, ML.P., waa then intro-
duced, and received an ovation.

The facts aofar
made public are us fellows: Michael
M'Mabon, one of the tenants on the
\Westhy property, was evicted with his
ten children and hie wife, and after the
eviction bis bouse was puiled down by
the emergencymen by tbe order of the
landlotrds’ agents. Mat. Fennell, of Kil-
ballyowen, with ten in family, was also
evicted and his house wrecked the win-
dows and doors being pulled out and
smasbed, John M'Carthy, of Breaila, on
the same psoperly, was also evicted.
Michael M'Inerney, of Kilballyowen,
bhaving settled, the evietora left him un
disturbed. Far the most part the ten-
apts evicted have been in receipt of re-
lief from Father Haycs, parish priest,
Kilballyowen, and Father Vaunghan,
parish priest, Carrigaholt, during the
past seven montks.

Lord Ruasell, of Killowen, eaid that
wae true. But why ? Because the con-
stitution of the Grand Jury depended
on the mandate of the high sheriff, and
the high sherifl’ did ool summon Catho-
lic prieats on the panel of the Grand
Jury. But the fact remained that any
minister of religion could be a grand
juror, and he koew of more than one
matance of an Episcopalian minister
hsving acted as a grand juror,

Tbhe object of the provision was, as he
gad szid, to exclude the Catholic priests
from taking part inlocal affairs. The
G,vernment could not single them out,
and they did not single them out. With
the Catholic priests they excluded the
Episcopalian clergymen and also the
Presbyterian ministers of Ulster, than
whom--and be spoke from personal
experience -— no more capable men
could take part in local affairs. Surely
it was possible at this time of day for
ministers of different religions to sit aid-
by side on local hoards, getting to know
and to understand each other better and
working for common ends, where no
questions connected with religion could
arise to disturb their dispassionate judg-
ments on local affairs.

In his opinion it was doubtful whether
any considereble number of Catholic
nriests wonld seek places at these boards.
Bnt the objection to the provision was
that it rendered it impossible for them,
if they desired, to sit on those boards
and thereby & siur wae cist on them
which rankled, as the declarations of the
‘atholic Bishops showed, in their minds,
Their exclusion from these local hodies
would nnt in the least deprive them of
their influence. The result of their ex-
clusion was that, while their iniluence
was left nnimpeired, they were dzprived
of the msnbering influence of respons-
ibility., He, theretore, hoped, that the
Government, even at that hour, would
reconsider their position.

In covnection with the question of
the exciusion of the clergy from the
privileges of the Looal Government Bill
‘tlhere was quite an animated debate
held this week in the House of Com-
mons, owing to a motion having been

adopted at a meeting of the Board of
Guardians . in Mullingar, .to the eflect
that the Board should take sction in
regard {o what the moticn. termed the

vile and anti-clerio speech made by Mr.
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He closed by cffering a n.otion to the
eilect that the resoiution of the Bhanl of
Guardians wasa breach of the privileges
of the House.

Mr. John Redmond in #econding the
motion made a vigoraus speech, during
the course of which he is reported to
bave said :—What he wonld like toim-
press upon the House was this—this
little inciden: threw a strong light npon
many things that bad Leen happening in
Ireland Jfor the last few years, apd it
showed hon. members the difliculties
that had been put in the way of main
taining freednm of opinion and freedom
of speech in Ireland (hear, hear}, und he
thought that when a case of thia kind
was brought under the attention of the
House of Commona it was absolutely
essential that the House sbould take
some action. Wkat happened? A dis
cussion took place in Committee as to
whether clergymen of all depominations
were to be allowed to serve on County
Councils or not. A difference of opinion
occurred. Catholics 1n the House were
divided in opinion, Bnd because
a Catholic member of the House, repre-
seniing a Catholic cnnstituency, ventur
ed to express the opinion that it wounld
not conduce to the welfare of Ireland and
to the freedom of action of those bodies
for clergymen to sit upon those bodies—
becanse of that, forsooth. he was not
only attacked and vilified, but & repre-
sentative body passed a resolution say-
ing that in consequence of his action as
a member of Parliament they would de:
prive his newsnaperof the official adver
tisements which they gave, and that he
and bis reporters were for ever to he ex-
cluded from attending the meetings of
their body. If the House of Commons
permitted action of that kind to be
taken it would be undertaking A very
great respounsibility indeed, and without
going further into this matter, which as
the House would understand was an un-
pleasant matler for them to deal with,
he claimed from the House of Commons
that the {reedom of speech to members
should be protected (cheers.) Thir might
seem perhaps 10 some hon. members &
amnll matter, It was not a small
matter. It was A qunestion of this hon.
member being boycotted, Leing ruined
in his business because he-had the cour
age Lo express these opinions which with
certain partiesin Ireiand happened to be
unpopular. He thought the House of
Commobps would be stustifying itsell if
it did not take some aciion to prevent
such conduct on the part of representa.
tive bodies in Ireland in futare.

It is nut & divine iusbitu-
tion. Nevertheless. it claime no smail
degree of reepectrbility from the fact
that it is apostolical in its origin. The
title of arcibishop is less ancient than
the dignity itself. §b ean be Lraced back
only to the fourth century. The dignity
of wrchbishep ig not merely n mark of
distinction lor the prelate to whom it
has been confided. It broadens the
scope of hiz jucisdiction.

An archdiccese is the terrilory to
which & number of bishaps is assigned
and & diccese is any portion of this ter-
ritory which is entrosted tn & bishop.
An archbishop is the dignitary upon
whom depend 1n s measure all the bish-
aps of an ecclesiastical province. They
are called his suffragans. Montrenl is
an archdiocese. It was erected in 1886 by

The Wages of Sin is Death,

Reception at the New York Cot-
tage in Honor of Mgr. Farley-—
His Lordship Speaks on the

- Great Progress Achieved by the
School—The Social Happenings
During the Week.

The fourth week of the Champlrin
Summer S:hool of America was marked
by many new features of amusement,
and the most ideal weather prevailed
to carry out all the functions. The
week was favored by clear moonlight
nights; and this alone is sufficient to fill
the soul with happiness in this paradias
of peaceful nature. No more sublime
beauty in the world is known to the
traveller than upon Lake Champlain.
The oprlescine rays of the silent moon
gently kissing the shimmering water of
the glistening lake and bathing hill and
dale in quiec rest, is awe inspiring.
And so nature harmoniz:d with human-
kind to make the fourth week of the
session the grandest and greatest thus
far.

The Sunday services were the usual
pomp and ceremony attendant upon
Pontifical High Maas and the Rt. Rev
Coadjutor Bishop of New York, John M:
Farley, was the cclebrant. He was ax
sisted by the Rev. Dean McKenna, of
Rochester, N.Y., and Rev, H. T. Heory,

of Piiladelphia, Pa., as deacous of honor
The deacons of the Miss was the Rev.
Wm. Qaion, of New York, and the Rev
J. Crowley, ot Plattsburgh, subdeacon.
Rev. M. J. Laveile, President of the
School, was the muster of ceremoniex.
The sermoun was preached by the Rev
C. E Woodman, one of the famous pul
pit orators of the Paulist fathers of New
York. The text was Romans vi, 23,
“The wages of min is death.” Holy
Scripture contains no plainer lesson than
this—and the lesson is confirmed by
history and by experience. It isastrue
now as il waas at the fiest commission of
the sin of all, when Gnd said to our first
parents, “In the day that thou eatest
thereof thou shalt surely die.”” Remem-
‘ber, death was a new experience for
them. While they bave witnessed de-
cay and dissolution in the lower orders
of plant and animal life, they had n(v.r
faoed that awful reality with which we
are so familiar. And in what guise did
death come to them? Theirsecond born
lay dead by his own brothers’ hand. We
try in vain to picture their grief and
horror — their utter stupefaction and
heart bresking amazement. They have
never seen death as we have seen it.
And with all our familiarity with death,
it is as awful still as when & * brother's
blood cried from the ground.’ It isstill
death, the awfal mystery—the most in
finite of, mysteries next to God himself
‘We ip our day have not the excuse of
uafamiliarity that our first parents had,
With us death is s0 common an experi-
ence, that it begets in us that familiarity
which broods contempt. With all the
‘teeming 1aillions now on this earth,
there are countless mnillions and millions
more buried beneath its surface—de:
parted bretbren of our race. Whatever
death may be for the rest of God’s crea-
tures, for us human beings, made in His
image, with his iceffable gift of an im-
mortal soul, it is the consequence of
sin. *“ In Lthe day that thou eatest there-
of, thou shalt die.! It is an inevitable
consequence, * Your sin shall find vou
out’ is as lrue now as when God first
uttered it. The sinner may not realize
this ; he may whisper to his erring soul

But tonigbt, said the Bishop, I am
thankful to know, as [ always main-
tained, that the school is a success far
bevond my picturings. [ am further
assured that when we Catholics take
hold of anything we have always made
a success of it. He spoke of how the
grand cathedralof this continent was first
decried and how in apite of the conserva
tive element it was a success. The
Bishop quoted from Emerson that ‘Great
men sare the conecience of the World,”
and the reason for the quolation wasthe
fact that the Athenaeum Club of Loudon,
which has some 1,200 members, contain-
ed the great men of the British nation,
vet taice away 1ts bishops and bow much
religion is left in ihe remsining mem-
bers. This was a srd state of aflzira in
the intellectual advancement. 06l years
ago, 41 per cent of the English popula-
tion were illiterate and now bui 7 per
cent were wanted in education. IBelore
‘thiz steady and rapid growth of knowl-
edge, faith and God were receding. It
wae indeed marvelousto know Lhat in
the advancement of the Church and her
knowledge, Gud rulcd all apd our faith
in Him was paramount. The old French
proverb,‘ Perfection isthe death of good;”
Ruskin’s comment on the fact that the
worid had just learned to talk andspeak ;
in the mechanical illustrations of Rail.
ways of Electricity ; Disraeli’s remark,
to *“ Rub your back up against the walla
of the University,” was better than not
to do so, and the Bishop added, ** Rub
your notes up against the book shelves
of the Library,” were all aptly quoted
by the R:'.Rev Bishop, and he retired
amid rousing applause.

leading become spparent. The writer
then proceeds to give n pean-picture of
the country and its inhabitants, the
former which he describes as a land of
enchanting beauty and the latter as a
p:ople full of orginality and attracticn-

In comparison with the ecclesiastical
discipline which takes force in the
Cathbolic Province of Quebec may be
tuken a recent utterance of the Bishop
of Salford on mixed marriagesa. Asis
well known Lancashire is the mcst
Catholic County in England, and S8alford
diocese embraces the most thickly popu-
lated part of the county, with the excep-
tion perhaps of the diocese of Liverpool
Tae Church in England has alwaya
steadfastly set its face againet an in-
direct source of evil, the mixed mar
riage, but in rare cases, peculiarly cir
cumstanced, the practice has been
tolerated. How unfavorable the Church
looks on this cluss of wedlcck even in
Protestant Epgland may be gathered
from tne following episcopal mandement
from Dr. Bilsborrow:—

At their annual meeting in Low
Week, the Bishoj s agreed to the follow-
ing regulations being carried out in
their respective dioceses concerning the
celebration of mixed mariages: —(1) No
flowers, plants, or shrubs are to be allow:
ed on the altar or in the sanctuary ; (2)
the Nuptial Mass and the Nuptial Bless
ing arenot to take place; (3) no Mass
o any kindis to be said or sung in con-
nection with & mixed marringe ; (1) the
bride, bridegroom and witnerses to the
niarriage must not enter the sancluary;
{3) the priest officiating at the marriage
imust not wear cope or stole, but only a
cottn {or surplice}; (6) no bells aze to
be rung; (7) Do Bishop is to be present,
either to officiate or even to act asa
pj.cctator ; (8) no voeal music isto be
allowed either before, during, or after
the sexrvice—nat the most a little instru.
mental muaic may be tolerated, when
asked for, while the bridal pariy ia leav-
ing tbe church; (9) Lhe above being the
uniforo discipline which all the Bishops
agreed to have observed in their respec-
tive dioceses, I bereby enjoin that the
same diacipline be strict!y observed and
eniorced in every church 1n my diocese,
no matter whether one of the diocesan
clerpy or a stranger ofliciate at the mar-
riage; and in every case, but more
enpecially the latter. the conacience of
the rector in whose church the marrlage
takes place is burthened with the duty
of seeing that the diocesan law on these
points is faithfully observed.’

Hon. Jobn J. Keating, of Chicago,
National President of the A.O H., apeak-
ing at a recent gathering of Irishmen in
that city, delivered a spirited address,
during the course of which he referred to
the proposed Anglo-Saxon alliance. He

said:

‘She also knows that we are the two
great coal producing nsations of the
world and that by our refusing to supply
coal, should she be at war with any Con
tinental'power, their flects would beal-
most at her mercy. She knowsalso that
she cannot any longer raise soldiers in
Scotland or Ireland, and that the pbys-
ique of her own population is not up to
the standard to supply good fighting ma-
terial, and the only people she can turn
to would be America. An alliance,
offznsive and defensive, with this coun-
try, would mean that we supply the men
to fight for ber. We believe that the
‘belt of red’ that surrounds the globe is
weak in some points, and she wants to
strengthen these spots by combining
them with the red, white and bine.

‘They say Eogland expresses great
pity for Cuba and her sulfering people.
Cubsa is suffering from the natoral re-
sults of waz, and Ireland, to day subject
to Epglish rule, is supposed to be at
peace, and yet over 300000 people are
reduced to sbject destitution and famine
reigns over onethird of their ialand.
England is hypocritical in her compas-
sion for the Cubans,

‘England knows and fears that her
time bhas come when she will be judged
and punished as Egypt, Greece and
Rome have been, and as Spain is being
punished at the present time. She feels
that she can no longer hold together her
immense colonial possessions. The posi-
tion of the Irish-American in the Irish
question is that the arguments which
were used by the fathers of the republic,
and as laid down by the immortal
Declaration of Independence, are the ar-
gtum;n}a and the platform on which he
stands.

REFERRING to the appointment of Lord
Aberdeen’s ruccessor, the B:lfast Irish
Weekly says:—

The appointment of Lord Minto to the
Governor Generalship of Canada places
the coveted post for twice in succession
in the bands of a S otchman. The Earl
of Minto will be the third Canadian
Governor appcinted in the past thirty
years who hails from the *land of
brown heath.”” In the same period there
have been two Irishmoien occupying the
post—Lords Dufferin and Lansdowne—
and one Englishman—Colonel Stanley.
Many thought an Irishman wovld have
succeeded the Earl of Aberdeen, and the
name of Lord Artbur Hill was men-
tioned ; but the popular ex-Whip of the
Tory Government seems deatined to wait
& long time for his reward.

ais former malady, It wasthen that he
hegan to realize nis mertous plight roed
bis epiritual defanlt in his broken vow,
and yet bie waa ot without bupe in tie
eternrl mercies that aze ever ollered to
the truly changed and repentant, He
bad a depressing sense of Ll own un-
worlthiness and the enormity of bis
puilt in making a sacred vow and then
shamefully viclating it, but for ail that
he had some of the promptings that in
spired the Breton sailors,in the centuries
long ago, not to despair even in the
widet of impending disaster and ship
wreck in the 3¢ Lawrence. He, like
them, turned hopefully to Ste. Anne, to
implore her interceasion a second time
to be delivered from his swful relapse
snd predicament. His petition was
henrd and granted once more, and in his
reaffirmed strength he forthwith set out
upon his pilgrimage, on foot, to Ste.
Anne's, bearing Lhe terrible (atigue of
the long journey with perfect calm and
resignalion, and withal expressing soul-
inspi-ed thapks for his miraculous
cure vouchsated to him a second time
after the aggravation of his criminal
relapse. .

Anue's Shrine, the end of his weary pil-
grimage, he felt, as it seems, impelled
to relute his trials, struggles and spirit-
ual combats and bis final triumph
through Ste. Anne’s assistance. He had
his belongings mirapped upon his back,
na soldiers carry their kpapsacks ona
long march, and, I think, he was self-
sustkining and independent on his
jouruey, althongh wherever his pathetic
story was known he receivéd the hospi-
talily and courtesy of the people.

MISSIONARY WORK
N NEW ZEALAND,

Rev. Father Lightheart, Superior cf
the Maori Mission,

Makes An Appeal for Assistance--
It is Sanctioned by Bishop Leni-
han--An Outline of the “Work
Accomplished Under Many Difl-
culties.

——

Rev. Father Lightheart, Soperior of
the Maori Misvian, writing to us from
Whangaroa, Bay of Islands, New Zma-
land, refers to the misvionary work which
hasbheen carried on under such great difti
culties for some time paet, and makes
an appeal for help, which is sanctioned
by His Lordship Bishoj, Lenihan, Rev.
Fatber Lighthesrt says:—

To the majority of the Catholic people
abroad, I dare say, the following lines
will not create much interest. Not that
they are indifferent to the great trisls
of the missionary priest in foreign coun-
tries planting the banner of Holy Faith
on new sci! whiclh heredeemed from the
dominion of Satan, but the objection of

Pompalier was the herald of the Gospe!
anpouncing the *“ glad tidings™ to the
aborigines of New Z:aland. Great was
the oppotition his hersic endeavors met
from the part of thoae who knew too well
that the revered Prelule came armed
with something mrre subatantial than
mere Bibie tracts. Bit the Maori’s keen
intellect was moon aitracted by the
life and character of the Catholic priest
hood. He obmerved the spirit of self-
sacrifice in them and readily understood
that two creeds equslly true, vet so very
different in articles of faith and conati-
tmion, was simply preposierous. He
realizzd that he had been led from one
delusion  to  another, Then the
light of tree faith flasned upon
tbe northern tribes in Hokianga,
Jap, 22, 1838, and travelled with
astopisbing rapidity over the North
Island. However a severe trial soon auc-
ceeded this great grace. The thunder of
the cannon reverberating throungh moun
tein and valley created a muspicion in
the beart of the Mnori, but recently un-
fettered from the sway of an Ancestral
superstitiors region. Well might the
Muaori doubt. ‘Is the white man his
friend or bis enemy ' At any rate many
agitators {rom among themaelves atirred
up the masses to follow them, and pre-
nailed upon the weaker opes to smap
asunder the tender bonds which hitherto
had beld them within the pale of our
Holy Mother the Church, and thus was
ahaped & new religion which still holds
a mtrong footing among them. Stll a
worse trial awaited the Catholic Maori.
Toose priests with whom they bad iden-
tided themselves anm children do with
their parents were, through some mis-
understanding or other, severed from
tiem, and the poor Catholic Maori, who
nad just tasted the sweetneas of perfect
freedom from barbarism and error,
stood alone to dght bhis own
bastle in  the most imporiant
duty of the salvation of his scul. Those
from whose lips they had heard the
words of eternal truth were ordered tn
work in other parts of the vineyard. and
the Catholic Maoris were like sheep
without & shepherd. In spite of great
disndvantages and the immense oh-
stacles that obstructed their way, some
noble old chiefs and catechists have sue-
ceeded 1n holding their ground against
the host of preachers of various creeds,
and thus handed down to their people
and children the knowledge of the only
means of salvation which bad previouly
been inculcated to them by Bishop Pom-
palier and his priests. True, once or
twice a bright star appeared in the dark
future for the Catholic Faith of the
Maori, when, for instance, the never-io-

be-forgotten Dr. McoDonald thadeceased

brother of Mgr. Walter MacDonald, of
his own free will, gave up the high and
r:s;oneible position he held in tne
diocese 1o * gather the scattered sheep
of the tribes of larael.”

The ceremony of the investiture of an
Archbishop with the Pallium is always
solemn and ‘imposing ; but that which
took place in the Church of Notre Dame,
Montresl, on Monday, when our revered
Archbishop received the sacred aymbol
of his exalted office, was, as Archbishop
Corrigan, of New York, declared, prob-
ably the most imposing solemnity with
which the ceremony was ever accom-
panied. The ceremony of the Benedic-
tion of the Church of Guadelounpe, with
its miraculous statue of Qur Lady, at
which no fewer than forty prelates, in-
cluding His Grace the Archbishop of
New York, assisted, was, not a0 im-
posing.

It is unnecessary for us to dwell on
all the details or on the significance of
the solemn oceasion. The lucid and
eloquent sermons delivered by the Rev,
Father Martin Callagban, 88,, of St.
Patrick’s, and his brother, Rev. Father
James Callaghan, S.S., of the Hotel Dieu,
as well as that delivered by the Rev.
Abbé Lacocq, 3.8, in the Church of
Notre Dame, may be said to have ex-
hausted the interesting subject. It was
ahappy thought which led the Rev.
Fathers Cullaghan to devote thelr elo-
quent discu-aions to so instructive and
s0 opportune a theme on the day and
eveniog previous to the ceremony.

Great and holy as has been his pre-
decessors, Archbisbop Bruchesi is a
worthy successor to them ; and inthe
history of tbis large and important
diocese itylis safe to say that bis name
will occupy no lessdistinguished & place
t¢than them, Ad mullos annos.

NEWFOUNDLAND.

We invite the attention of our readers
to the interesting articles whicha we are
publishing from & special correspondent
in Newfoundland. They are well writ-
tan; and they abound in facts regarding
Britain’s oldest colony, many of which
muat be new to Canadians. The article
which we published last week was of
special interest. Such commaunications
are opportune at the prasent moment,
when an important internstional con-
ference is about to meet in the city of
Quebec, at which Newfoundland will be
represented, and when—what is still of
greater importance—the question of the
entry of Newfoundland into the Cana-
dian Confederation ix being openly dis-
cussed once more. It is only a few days
since the British Secretary of S:ate for
the Colonies expressed an ardent desire
that the colony should throw in its lot
with Canada, and thus * rouad off ’ Con-
federation, as & distinguished Canadian
statesman once expresaed it.

The advantages of such & project are
obvious. Indeed, Newfoundland, with
its financer at present in a muddle, and
with i's ever-tr ublesome French shor
question, has everything to gain aug
nothing to lose by joining the Dominion-
Events are s) suaping themselves of late
tkat it is not improbable that the French
shore difficulty will be easily settled
once for ull. Canadian capital, on the
other hand, would tlow into Newfound-
land to develop its uadoubted resources ;
and Canada as a Nation would gain con-
siderably in prestige by so large an ac’
quisition of territory, which would,
amongst other advantages, give her
dominion over the whole northern half
of this Western Continent.

JOURNALISTIC LACK

OF PRINCIPLE.
Modern “ y2llow journalism’' has, it is
t-ue, found 1ts cxiremist expression in
the World and Journal, ot New York,
especially in their colored supplements;
but it has also found ita vilest expres-
sion in the pen pictures by which the
new management of the New York Sun
endeavors to cast odium upon the Irish
citizens of the Empire State. Until the
dexth of the late Charles Dana, the
gifted managing editor of the Sun, those
New York Catholica opposed to the
establishment of a Catholic daily paper
were in the habit of saying : ** What is
the use of starting a Catholic daily in
New York as long as we have the Sun?”
There was reason for the remark.
During Mr. Charles Dana's editorial
manpagership of The Sun nothing was
too good for the Irish or for the Catho-
lics, according to that paper. Now the
policy of the paper bas been completely
changed. Nothing is too vulgar and
too insulting in its columns for the Irish
or the Catholics. It has gone out of its
way to insult Irish Catholics by publisi.
ing = serics of eketches which have as
their subjects men and woren who are
insultingly called ¢ Pat” this, ** Tim”
that, or * Biddy” the other. The evi:
dent object is to belittle as well as to in-
sult the Irish. The Sun has also sud-
denly changed its politics. But it will
find that the Irish, who have ruled New
York for two generations, and who were
elected to rule Greater New York by a
majority of & hundred thousand, and
who will probably rule it for muny
generations to come, are capable of
effectually crippling whatever little in-
flunence it has left. No more potent
argument could be used in favor of the
establishment of a Catholic daily news-
paper in the American metropolis.

Mr. HeatoN, who has succeeded in
securing the Imperial penny. postage,
announces his intention of endéavoring
to bring about a rystem that will secure
penny cables. At present, owing to the
high rates, the use of the'cable is prao-
tically confined to Governmert mes--
.sages, to the-needs of business:-houses
and to newspapers. - The percentage of.
‘social and domestic messages tiansmit--
ted over the wires to distant.parts.of the
Emj ire uder theé present tariff shows
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freedom of the subject
is supposed to go hand in band with
religious liberty, and in moat mattexs it
does. In England 8 man may be any-
thing from an anabaptist to a thecsc-
phist and be let alone. Catholics are
permitted to follow their religion in
peace. There isno chance ot proselytis-
ing them. Bat let some Auglican pastor
show any tendency toturn into the road
that leads to Rome and immediately he
is the subject of persecution, mostly, it
is true, at the hands of the mob, whose
ignorance is the only excuse for their
brutality.

In the enlightenment of the true
Church Catholics may be inclined to be
amused at the ceremonial used at
Ritualistic services. They are apt to
recognize in it oply an apeish imitation
without an understanding of the grand
truths which are represented by every
formula and every vestment used in the
Catholic Church. 8till these men should
be looked at in all charitableness, for
they see & faint glimmer of the light
that eventually will lead them in the
right direction. Scme of the greatest
men of the English Catholic Church
have travelled along this same road
and become princes of the Church. In
England at the present time there seems
to be a revivalof thespirit of intolerance
towards the Ritualistic High Church
people. A case in point occurred in
Liverpool at the morning service on
Sunday a fortnight ago, at St. Catherines’
Church, of whom the pastoris the Rev.
Mr. Underbill. In derision he is called
* Father ” Underhill. While morning
service was in progress a mob of about
three thousand assembled at the church
and amused themselves by disturbing
the congregation with the bellowing of
Sinkey bymns, varied at intervals with
hoots, groans and hisses. Not satisfied
witn this they laid in wait for the
curate and when he appeared they be-
labored him over the head end shoulders
and the puor man was badly used up be-
fore he wasrescuzd by the police. This
is just the sort of persecution that will
eventually open the epes of a man of
Mr. Underhill’s stamp. Like Saul, the
scales will drop from his eyes and he
will embrace the true faith.

In London very much of the same
spirit exists, There is one Jobn Kenait
who would pose as a miniature Luther
in a cosmopolitan puddle. This man
Kensit has been frequently heard of.
His only business in life seems tobe to
mind everybody c¢lse’s business and not
his own. On July29 * Father” Dolling,
a member of a well known Protestant
family in Dublin, was * instituted” to
the vicaragelos St. Saviors, Poplar,by the
Bishod of Stepney. Mr. Dolling is known
as a zealous and good man, but be, un:
fortunately for himself, has walked into
the Ritualistic path, the end of which
almoat invariably is in the Eternal City.
1'bis, of course, is encugh to stir the sou}
of the rightecus or riotcus Kensit, and
from th. depths of the pool where his
zeal and his bigotry have lain quiescent
for sometime, the inflated frog comes te
the surface, hops into the Bishop's resi
dence in Amen Court and depoesits the
tollowicg fearful document ;—

To the Right Rev, the Lord Bishop of

1, John Kensit, a ‘baptized, confirmed
and Communicant member of the
Cburch of Epgland, of 15 Paternoster
row, within the Archdeaconry of Lon-
don, hereby protest against the institu-
tion, on behalf of the Right Hon. and
Right Rev. the Lord Biehop of London,
of the Rev. R. W. R. Dolling to the vic-

his appointment a inore dangrrous one
at the prescot crisis, unless his zeal is
tempered by discretion. I, therefore,
give notice to the Right Hon. and Right
Rev. the Lord Bishop ot London, the
lector of Poplar, “Father” Dolling, the
cnurchwardens, and all whom it may
concern, that I intend to qualify as a
parishioner in order that I may be legally

THE CLOSE OF THE WAR.

The Hispano-Amerioan war is over to
all intents and purposes, as yesterday
orders were sent from Washington to
Generals Miles, Shafter and Merrit to dis-
continue offensive operations. Of course
it will be some days before Gren. Merriit
can poeribly receive his imstructions,
and in the meantime there may be
bloody work in the neighborhood of
Manila,

In fact judging from the last engage-
ment, when the Spanish troops were the
aggressors and were driven back with
sgvere loas, it is more than probable that
another pitched battle, and perhaps a
decisive one, will have been foaghts
before instructions for an armistice will
reach their destination. The mission of
M. Cumbon, the French ambassador in
Washington, has been distinctly success
ful. Hitherto he has been acting in a
friendly relation between the two bel-
ligerents, but on Thursday he was
armed with fall ambassadorial powers to
act in behalf of Spain and sign the pro-
tocol.

With the signing of the protocol the
foundations for the establishment of a
pirmanent peace will have been laid. And
then when it is all over ths American
people will have an oppcriunity to sit
down end quietly figure out how expen-
sive An amusement rupning a war is,
They will also have an opportunity of a
fuller study of the beauties of governing
a liberated nation of Cuban patriots and
semi-civilized Phillipines.

The officers, soldiers and correspond.
ents who have come into personal con-
tact with these hybrid people do not
secem to be favorably impressed with
their characteristics, and 2:¢ pow won.
dering whether the game was worth the
candle.

ONE of the difficulties which already
are being thcugnt of in the peace ar-
rangemente between Spain and the Unic
ed Siates is an important one and relates
particularly to the Catholic religicus
Orders in the Phillippines. The London
Stacdard says: " The fate of the re-
ligious orders in the Phillippines excites
much interest, because it is believed
that both the Americans and the nutives
will insist upon, if not the expulsion of
the orders, certainly a curtailment of
their influence and a disestablishment
of their property.

The Tribuna of Rome says that the
Vatican is in constant commubnicaticn
with Archbishop Irelaid, Monsignor
Martinelli, apostolic delegate in the
Uhoited States, and Duke Almcdovar De
Rio, the Spanish Minister of Foreign
Aflairs, endeavouring to secure clauses
in the treaty of peace that will safe-
guard the religicus interests of Catholic
residents in countries to be ceded by
Spain to the United States.

Under the eonsatitution of the United
States,whichguarantees religious liberty,
no provision is made for the confiscation
of church property, and such precedure
as seems to be feared would scarcely
meet with the approval of the American
people, and certainly would not be in
keeping with the generous manner in
which tbe war bas been conducted.

Rev. FaATHER BEavsoLEIL, of St. Ann’a

Church, Ottawa, has commenced a cru-
sade against the Sunday liquor trade,
which he denounces in a vigorous man-
ner. Liquor, said the Rev. Father, wes
sold to young men under age and to men
already under its influence. He askcd
the fathers of families to punish their
young men when they commenced to go
wrong g0 as to prevent them from com-
mitling greater offences. He had seen
several of the hotelmen in the vicinity,
and they bhad promised to conform
strictly to the laws in the future. He
hoped they would do 80, and if ‘not he
would be the first to take action agasnst
them,
- In Montreal we are suilering from
the s.me vicious practice of open sa-
loons on Sunday. Inthe very centre of
the city, during the morning hours,
there are several of these establishments
which are crowded by young men on all
Sundays throughout the year, and strange
though it may be, they are within hail
ing distance of the police station,

.. PRESIDENT KRUGER, says The Universe,
London, Eng., has not read his Bible
carelessly.
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MOTHERS-IR-LAW have played import-
ant roles in this world, sometimes for
good, and occasionally in the other direo-
tion. The experience of a Magistrate at
Kentucky, however, would serve to ashow
the many sided sccomplishments of this
important and much abused member of
the family. The facts of the case are
a8 follows :—

Mirs Barbara Daughterty and Mr.
Thoe. Dewitt were married in Elizabeth-
town, Ky. recently, by Magistrate Quince
Johnston. When the Squire had reached
the middle of the ceremony, Mrs. Lapre
Daughterty, mother of the bride, made a
rush for him and kissed him sqoarely in
the month. Amid laughter the embar-
rassed magistrate concluded the cere-
mony.

Tae health of the Prisoner of the
Vatican is a matter of such importance
to the whole civilized community, that
every little ailment is magnified ten
fold befcre the news has been flashed
round the world. His Holiness is & very
old man, physically feeble with age, but
mentally strong as in his prime. On
Thursday he was taken with a chill and
hia physician recommended rest. Im
mediately the telegraph wires were hot
with the news that the Pope was seri-
ously ill. In order to sailay public
anxiety, the Osservatore Romano put-
liahes the following :—

There is no cause for anxiety; but
rumours are current that the Pope is
puffering from extreme physical weak-
neas, and that all business is practically
left to Cardinal Rampolla, the Papal
Secretary of State.

Later—Dr. Lapponi, and all the Vati-
can anthorities, confirm the statement
that the Pope’s illness is alight. The
doctor did not stay through the night at
the Vatican. The Pontiff shows symp-
toms of gastric inlammation, but he
partook of nourishment yesterday even-
1ug, and was in excellent spirits. He
rose this morning at 5 30, and celebrated
Mass. Dr. Lapponi visited the Pope at
8 o'clock this morning.

When his Holiness gets up at five
o'clock in the morning and celebrates
the holy sacrifice of the Mass, his de-
voted children may have no fear of his
immediate passing away.

You have now an idea of
what is nnderstood by the pallium ang
by the dignity which it represents. [y
not the Catholic hierarchy deserving of
your liveliest admiration? Has it not
stood the test of centuries and answered
all its purposes? It is & chain which
is nothing less than = divine master.
piece. All its links have been formed,
disposed and welded to gether in the
moat perfect manner.

The bhierarchy of the Church is a bleas-
ing which we cannot overrate, and for
which we should always thank God. It
is the vehicle by which all the graces of
the Redemption sre transmitted over all
the points of the globe—from east to
west, from north to south. Never was
the governing body of the Catholic
Church so impoeing and efficient as in
this last decade of the nineteenth cen-
tury. Its msjesty is unsurpassed. [t
wields a kind of omnipotence in promot-
ing all that tends to the spiritual wel-
fare of humanity. Who could imagine
all that is doing for the spread of truth
and the growth of virtue, for the advo-
cacy apd indication of the principles
which aftfect the happiness of the indi-
vidual, of the family and State.

We should hasten to congratulate Hia
Grace upon the approaching event
which will be celebrated in Notre Dame
—the parent church of our metropolia.
This magnificent structure wiil to-mor-
_row admit into its precincta a multitnde
of all ranks and conditions, hailing from
near and afar, most eagerly bent upon
laying at the feet of our new Archbishop
the tribute of their appreciation and the
homage of their most cordial sympathy.
Thongh he is one of the youngeat mitr-
ed dignitaries in the world, still he has
secured for Limself a prominent place
amongst his seniors in the episcopal
cfice by his knowledge of men and
things, by the ripeness of bhis judgment
and the tenderness of his paternal affec-
tion, by hisintellectual aned moral attain-
ments, by the many striking evidences of
his uncommon qualifieation for the ex-
alted powsition which he holds. His
popularity is not by any means unde-
served. It can be satisfactorily ex-
plained by bis being the choice of an
all wise and ever loving Provideuce, by
the brilliant record of the years which
be epent before his elevation to the
episcopal dignity, and by ihe marvela
which he has achieved dmring the first
year of his administration.

May it continue and increase! May
it pave the way to a higher and more
signal honor beside the pallium—which
is in the gift of the Papacy.

At Notre Dame Cuproch--Mgr. Du-
hamel Officisted, and Prelates
from the United States and
Canada Assisted at the Cere-
mony-- Rev. Father Lecocq,B8.8.,
Preached the Sermor—Banquet
and Reception in the Afternoon
and BEvening.

MONTREAL has been the scene of many
potable religious ceremonies, but sel-
dom, if ever, in the nistory of the Catho-
lic parishes, has tuch & magnificent
epectacle been witnessed within the
confines of any of our churches as that
peheld in the spscious ares of the

nd old historic Cathedral of Notre
Dame, the leading sacred edifice of the
Sulpicisps of this city.

The cccasion was the imponing cere-
mony of conferring the Pallium of the
.emblem of archiepiscopal dignity upon
His Grace Archbishop Bruchesi. This
ja the third time that euch an impres-
sive ceremony has been held in this
Church, the two other occasions being
when the lste Cardinal Taschereau, of
Quebec, and the late Archbishoy Fabre
received the greati dignity. beri .

as an immense gathering o
th?}:;:;f‘t!ﬂ from all parts ofgtbe diocese,
and a fair representatioe of parishioners
from outside parishes in the archdiocese.

The ceremony began shortly after ten
o'clock and lsated until nearly one
o'clock. The Giroa Bourdon and the
.chimes of bells were rung nud the sanc-
tuary of the church was d(cnnt_ed and
brilliantly illaminated by myriads of
electric lights and the main altar was
loaded with flowers and ornaments cis-
tomary upon great oceasions. Two hun-
dred seats in the msain body of the
church were occupied by the clergy,
while every sest in the sanctuary was
also taken up, and there were nct less
than vhree bundred priests present.

The officiating prelate was Mgr.
Dubamel, Archbishnp of Ottawa, and
win speciallv designuted in the papal
bull. ~ His Grace was nssisted by Rev.
Canon Beaichamp, of Oitawa, as assist-
ant priest, and Riv Abbe Carpenticranrd
Rev. Abbe Therrien acted as deacon and
sub deacon. The two latter are former
.college mates of the Archbishop of
‘Moutreal.

The Archbishop of Ottawa, vested in
his magnificent pontificals, first entered
‘the sanctuary and took his seat in front
-of the main altar. Shortly after the prc-
cession of prelates entered the church
{from the seminary headed by the beadle
and marched through the church to the
wanctnary, where they took meats
upon either side. Among thore present
‘were Archbishop Corrigan, of New York;
Bishop Healy, Portland, Me.; Bishop
Lukden, Syracuse ; Bishop Decelles co
adjutor of St. Hyacinthe; Bishop La-
rocque. of Sherbrooke; Bishop Micbhsud,
of Burlington ; Bishop Lorrain, of Pem
broke ; Bishop Emazd, of Valleyfield,
and Bishop Hurth, of Dacca, B:zn-
aal. Mgr. Moreau, of St. Hyscinthe,
was at the seminary, but, feeling un
well, was unable to attend to the ser-
vice, All the religious orders in the
diccese were represented, as well as all
the dioceses in the vprovince. The
witred abbot of Oka was present, as
well as Rev Dr McCann and Rev. Dr
Tracy, of the diocese of Toronto, and
Mgr Marvois,representing the Archbishop
of Quebee, Rev. Canon Dubamel, of
St. Hyacinthe, Rev. S, Brissette Quesnel,
Beaubien, Sault an Recollect ; Geoffrion,
Larocque; Viger of Si. Charles College,
Baltimore; Leonardi ; Cannon Baril, re-
presenting the diocese of Three Rivers;
Bernard, of Sorel; Brady, Durocher,
Filliabrault, S. J.; Piche, Lachine;
Decarie, Leclerce, Ecrement, Laberge ;
also Reva. J. A, McCallen, Martin

At the sanctuary railines sat Hi
Honour the Lieutenant Governor of Que-
bee, accompanied hy Lisut. Col. Labelle,
AD.C, and Madame Jette, Madame
Bruchesi, motber of the Archbishop;
Hon, F. G. Marchand, Premier of Que
bec; Mayor Prefontaine, Rev. Canon
Racicut, V G., and Vice Rector of Laval,
and all the professors of Laval, wearing
their gowns.

The sermon was preached by Rev,
A})l’:e Lecoeq, superior of the Se:ninary
of Theology, who took for his text, St.
Luke, chapter xxis.,v. 26: * Be you not
80; but he that is the greater among
you, let him become as the ycunger,
and he that is the lewder as he that
Serveth.” - The reverend gentleman,
who spoke . for nearly ‘an hour,
divided up his discourss in three parts—
the pallium and 'its naturs ; its raison
d’etre and bearing’; and, finaily, its syn-.
bolism. . The first' portion of the dis-
;ml:lt:ae wa.s-‘h_i,u%orioal.d

allium .wss disputed, but it is certain
bhat it goed Back to the'early ages of the
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~ & of the world it s ouly done
bis absolute and {ree
‘ch smallest act of ecclesias
tical jarisdiction must pruceed from
Bapal supremacy, therefore, the pallium
came from the founitsin head of the
church. The pallium was & symbol of
homility,. Whereas other oroaments
of the church had in the course of sges
been decorated, the pallium had re
mained as it was at ite origin, the same
pura white fleece. taken from the shorn
iambs of St. Agnes at Rome. The
pallium was wora on toe shoulders of
tbe Prelate, and aignified the y ke of the
Gospel. It was not an ornamen:, but &
yoke, and waa symbolical of the burden
which the Saviour had borne on hia
shouldexs when carrying the strs yed
lamb back to the fold. Being a yoke im-
posed up.n its recipient patience
and foxbearance in trial, as the
crossea upon it were emblems of
suffering. The yoke was made
sweet and the burden light by the love
of the pastor of the flock, and by tha ra
turn in sflcctionon the part of the il ck
for the pustor. The pallium waa not s
sword, which waa given tothe Prelate,
with which to destroy the enemy. but an
emblem to reform nim and bring bim
to a belter view of Heavenly matters.
The reverend gentleman concluded by a
glllowing duc:fplion of the princinles of

the Goapel.

At the oonclusion of the Pontifical
Mass the ceremony of conferring the
Pallium profer (ook place. Mgr.
Bruchesi, who had been seated on his
throne, attended by Rev. Abbe Colin,
Saperior of the Seminsry, and Rev,
Canors Martin and Dauth, vested with
the violet purple and red *Magna
Capps,” put on the gilded and sacerdotal
vestments and the milre, and assum«d
the crezier after haviog first put on white
satin alippers. Mpgr. Dohamel waa now
seated on the platform of the msin al-
tar, and before him was laid out the oath
which Mgr. Bruchesi was to take. His
Grace of Montreal, in a clear and delib-
erate Janguage with an ideal pronuncia-
tion of Litin, read the oath, while the
thousands in the church listened with
hushed breath.

The oath is divided into four parts:
Fidelity to the flock ; obedience to the
Holy See; an engagement to visit the
Holy Father every three years, or to
report to him throngh a messeaper on
the state of the Diccese, and lastly
not to alienate the property of the
Diocese. Then His Grace kivsed the
Missal, and tbe Archbishop of Ot-
tawa placed the Pallium wupon the
sbouldera of his brother Archbishop,arnd
Mar. Bruchesi arose, and ascending to
tha high altar prounced the benediction
to’theassembled multitude,who received
it kaeeling. It was the first benediction
which the Archbishop of Montreal gav-
as a fully ordained Archbishop, and this
on the tirst gupiversury of his consecra-
tion. Tne ceremony was then at an end,
snd the immense gathering diapersed.

The musical service in the ghurch
was especinlly fine, some two hundred
vnices taking part under the leaderabip
of Mr.McMahon. There was organ and
vrchestral accompaniment, the aelec
tions of the Mass given being taken
from Guilmant, Riga and Rheinberger.
The soloists were Messrs Robitaille, Re-
naud, Labonte, Schrer, Bruyere. Morin,
Pelletier, Dupuis, Payette, and Mr, Dus-
sault was at the organ.

The cletgy at the cloase of the cere
mony retired to the gardens of the
Seminary, adjoining the church, to par-
take of dinner offered by the gentlemen
of the Seminary. There were four hund
red coverslaid under an arbour gaily de-
corated, His Grace presided, haviog the
visiting prelates to his right and left.

After dinner His Grace the Archbishop
of Montreal thanked the American
Bishoups for their presence, ss well as the
American and Canadian clergy, but
more varticularly the Archbishop of
New York, and announced that he had
decided that in future all clerics of the
Diocese of Montreal, that ix to say all
young men aiudying for the priest:
hood, would have to spend three
years in the Semibnary under the
guidance of the Order of the Sulpiciauna.
Then His Grace announced that he bad
selected Notre Dame for the ceremonies
ofthe day, because he had been baptized,
made s firat communion and been con-
firmed in that church, and he therefore
considered himself a child of Noutre
Daime. A number of anecdotes which he
gave aroused great applavse.

Archbishop Corrigan, of New York.
was called upon, and was received with
great applause on rising Lo address the
distinguished compauy. He said that
he had accepted the invitation to altend
the ceremony of conflerring of the pal-
lium: because the archdiocese of Mont
renl was next geographically to the arch-
diocess of New York snd a sister
diocese ; because all the old mis
sicnaries in the diocese of New
York came from Canada, and, lastly,
becatse the fimst time the sacrament
of confirmation was administered in the
diocese 0i New York, it was by the hand
of Mgr. Pontbriand, whoge juiiadiciion
then - extended over Montreal. His
Grace said he felt he voiced the renti-
mentx of all in extolling the great work
of 8t. Sulpice for the education f
the clergy, The c:remony of the
morning nad bheen excerdingly pleats
ing to bim; in fact, none had so
lmpreased bim in his past life. He re-
membered having been present atthe
benediciion of the atatue of Notre Dame
de la Guadaloupe, at Mexico, with Mgr.
Begin and thirty-nine other bishops, but
it had not impressed him more, grest as
was that ceremony, Thé greatimpression
made upon him this day was due to the
profound sapirit of religion wbich bas
been impressed upon the clergy and
laity of Montreal by the Order of ‘Bt.

Salpice. .

Mgr. Begin, of Quebec, was ill in bed
and unable to be present.
In the evening Myr, Bruchesi held a

reception at the Palace, at which all the
visiting prelatesassisted. :

There was & decided improvement in
the noxth and west in the condition of
the people, who had become more united
than ever, this feeling being greatly fos-
tered by the nationa! celebratioos of the
centennial year. The local government
bill, too, was r:ceived with matisfaction
by the great maes of the Irish people,
who saw in it a partial recognition of
their rights and an augury fir better
things In the near future. Mr. Mc-
Morrow also regorted that in the major-
ity of districts the crops were gnod.

At Wednesiay night's meeting there
w re large delegations ir>m varinus
divisions and sister societies. Mr Wil-
liam Rawley, county president, was pres-
ent acd delivered an 1ustructive wdiress
tn the meeling as well as n report of the
Tranton corvention, at wipich tke two
wings of the order were anmualgamated.
The repcris of the pic-nic committee
were very satisfactory, and after all the
ragular businera bad been dispored of,
Mr. George Clarke, past county president
of the order, presented th~ subjuined
adlress to Mr. Huzh McMoerrow, who
wis evidently taken by eurprise.  He
made wn eloquent rpeech in accepting
the adiress and was loudly applanded,
Toe address was very bhandscmely
illuminated.

Editn S. Tupper,of the New York
World, thus pathetically describes the
scenes which are being enacted at the
Barge office, the ln.,ngiz_xg place at New
York, where hundreds of Ireland’s 2ons
and drughters are landing from week to

week.

They say there's bread and work for all,

And the sun shines alwaya there;
3qt Il not forget old Ireland

Were it fifty times an fair,
N this month more Irish immigrant
I girls bave landed in New York than
in any other July since 1846. i

The Majeatic brought over 400 immi-
~rants last week, half of whom were
sonsie Irish girls with cheeks like apples
and lips like cherries. .

What ia the meaning of this sudden
influx of immigrants {rom Erin?

Ii vou ask Commissioner McSweeny
ho sighs and shakes his head and says:
s because they car’t live in Ireland.
Tintes are constantly growipg W re
there. There is no hope for the Irish
peasant, If you travel in [reland every-
where vcut hear 'he queation, * When
are vou going o Aierica”

o t's not the question, * Are you go-
ing to America?' tut when. And the
answer aiwaye is, *When I’ve saved
enough money,” or ‘ when motker dies,’
ar * when my sister sends o¥er my pas-
saze.” They are alwayn looking forward
t+it from their childhood. They ex
pect ta go as much as they expect to go
to heaven. . .

“ And you wouldn’s wonder at their
eagernear if you could see the barren and
Jesolate Ireland they are leaving.

“Lasyeummer I went to Ireland. 1
tavelled with a priest who had not been
home for thirty vears. I knew himasa
genial fellow to whom I anpposed tears
were unknown. As we drove through
+he country toward his boyhood home
what was my amazement when suddenly
be burst into tears. The right of deso-
lated Ireland broke his heart.

* 8o these youny men and women who
see no future in Ireland turn inatinctive
ly from their own loved island and sor
row to America. And how do they save
enough to vcome with? Let me tell you
& fact. Six and one-half per cent. of all
‘the passage money of Irish immigrants
‘is furnisbed from this side,

“What do they expect here? Poor
creaturen, for one thing they expect to
pickup gold in the streets. They ex
pect to improve and rise in the world.
Yes, many of the girls expect to marry
young mechanies or artisans who kave
‘g0t & good start in life.”

I you stk Agent Patrick MceCool, who
looks after these pretty Irish girlsas a
shepherd guards his lambs, who is here,
there and every where—a tireless. honest,
sincere worker—bis gray eyes flash and
the red in his ruddy cheeks grows deep-
ar a8 he says prondly ; ‘Irish people love
liberty. As they are burdened by unjost
and grievous taxation—taxation that
even the Epnglish Tories themaelves con-
demn—they come here to escape it and
enjny liberty.’

It ycu ask Father Cahill. one of the
priesta at the Minsion of Our Lady of the
Rosary, the harbor of friendless Irish
girls in New York, he will gravely say ;
*The primary object of these girls is to
€arn money tosend back to their parents,
perhaps to save the old homestead, to
keep their fathers and mothers in com-
fort in their last days.?

And s, whether in sesrch of bread
#-d gold, or on the gloricus quest for
liberty or the sacred errand to save the
old home, these troops of clear-eyed, red-
cheeked, honest-bearted lassien nre pour-
ing into the country this summer in
rreater numbers 1lan ever,

Allin turn Itired of, Then |
tried to tire myeelf out with football in
leisure moments. One year [ lelt =0
worried that I expised myaelf, worked
doubly hard, and poped 1 might die;
But to no avail. Then, tortupately for
my brain, litexrature abscrbed my apare
time. Such was my fatel facility that I
was doomied to leara nothing from tnat
hard task mistress, for my stories were
talen froni the lirat. After earning what
wculd have Lieen a vears livelihood to
many people, I tired of that hobby and
cast round for wnother. [ wag persuaded
to lecture on varic us sutjects which my
great superficial knowledge had made
{amiliar to me, and this proved my ruin
* All last winter my work had been
bard and I had not spared myself, and
then the lecturing in Lhe evening, I sup
pose, acted on my brain.

There is & movement being organiz-d
to pay a just tribute- to the memory (f
the heroic priest, Rev. Fatier Kesneler,
who perithed in the terrible disaster
which befel the French travaatian'ic
steamer Bourgogne, ahout & month aye-,
It in propcaed to erect two marbie sttine
of the brave pricat, one 1o be placed in
St. Joseph’s Church, at One Hunded
and Twenty fifth strect and Colambia
avenue, “where he lnbored se faitufully
for mare than thirty vears, and the
other in the adj»ining sciznol heues. Thie
project is mpparenty Lhe simultinecus
thonght of many of his parishioners ss
well as of those who had oniv known
him by reputation asa mecst Jdivated
priest. A number of prominent citiz s
of Harlem, including Mapgistrate Brany
Eugene Sweeney, 8. A. Licklrr, Huash
‘McCormick, D. G, Martin and Chaclcs
Luce, organized an informnl committee,
aud subeeription books were distributed

thronghout the upper part of the city.
The resnlt, it is said, was surprising
Nearly $500 was collected within a few
hours and from all parts of the parish
came requests for suhscription liata.

Que of the priests at the parish honse
erid vesterday to a representative of a
local journal: —

“St. Jomeph's is not a wealthy parish,
but every one,rich acd poor. old and
voung, iz sending in his mite.

The Jeeil of herciam for which Father
Kesgeler is to be bhonored ie freah in the
minds ¢f all New Yorkers. Farly onthe
morning of July 4 when 1w Bourgnzne
was sinking off Capoe Sable, there wan o
scene of the wildest confusion on the uie
steamer, In all the hitter stengele for
life Father Kesseler, who wan secking a
fiitle rest after thirtv years of continn-
ous labor, made no otfort towave himaclf,
bt remained on deck Il the v oawel
rank, ealmly giving abwolution 2o those
around him.

Fathir Kexseler, who was born sixty
years ago in one of the Ruine privinees
was tite 30n of an cilicer who serv-d in
the army of Napoleon.

A magpificent new Cathelic Ct uren is
to be erected for the parish of St Mag.
thew, on the corner of Utica avenus and
D.uglns street. at a cost of nearly a
quarter of a rillion of dollars. 1tix ex-
pected thal this sacred edifice will rur-
pres nll other chiteches in tois city in its
wealth of srchitectural beauty.

It is tn be built of Indiana limestone,
French Renaizsance in atyle, and is to
havea seating capacity of twelve hiund-
red.

If any
seticus faw is discovered in this struc-
ture it will reduce the importance of
Brooklyn to New York and vice verss
by at least ane-half, to say nothing of a
poasible dinaster 1that would appall the
world.

The Herald is not inclinea to believe
that ary serious damage has been yet
enstained, but there is always a last
atraw that breaks the atrongeat back.
The Bridge has been sbused up to the
danger point, The rules and regnlations
established by =skilled engineers have
been deliberately violated by greedy
corporations, until on Friday night,
whiie & lopg line of trolley cars was
ntalled, therse was a *a sound like a
ahat, snd the structure vibrated and
groaned in & way that was terrifying to
all persnns.’

The Bridge anthorities declare that
the structure is as safe as the street, and
bat the only reason for the snapping of
&1 immateiial * bottom chord” was the

QBF3.

The public is not in harmony with
bottom ciorde. Itknows nothing ahout
them. When importent bits of mechan-
ism enap and the whole Bzidge sage per-
ceptibly the peopl® demand a rigid in.
vestigation and will not be satisfied
until a competent board of engineers re-
porte that the Beidge basnot yet reached
the last straw condition.

.Even if strong encugh, the Brooklyn
‘Bridge Is no longer big enough to.accom
modate the traffic thrust upon it.

HOSTILITIES ARE AT AN END.

Admiral Cervera Blawes Captain-Gen-
gral Blanco for Disaster to
His Fleet.

Seme of the Lessons of the War -
The Part the Navy Played in
the Struggle.

Tihe Boston Herald, im summing up
the resulis of the war with Spiin, at-
trituttes the specdy and successnl termi
mination of hostilitice to the manncr in
which the navy swept the Spanisn i et

ot of existence. It sava:

The end of the war with Spain i
virtunliv reached. Snsin’s aceeptsbice
formuily of our terois of peace nesiir=a
it. This i attained sonner than wos
pxpected @ in fret, vory much atrending
this war Dina come in the nature oia
gurprise. We raiscd between 200000
and 300000 anidiers, and had ecentem-
plated raising even mora, but the most
of our land furces had little to doin end-
ing the war. It was not practicable for
118 t0 increase oirr NAYY to any congider-
ahle extent in its micre formidable feat-
ures, and on the eve of operazions ane of
onr best ships was deatroved, while an-
other was many thoneand miles away
from the theatre of war. Yet an intelli-
gent survey of what has heen dene leaves
nn donbt that we owe tn the navy the
disablement of Spain, which made her
further resistance futile. Thesraining of
the army has not heen without its uze
and its lesson. It made plain the re
sources of the country in the wiy of
aoldiers sbould cccasion cail for them,
It showed Spain the power with which
ghe would have to contend, and it was
a eplendid exhibition to the people of
our country of the military apirit that
could be invcked here; but in actual
employment the exploits of cur navy
left little call for it.

The navy of the United States awept
the navy of Spain from the seas. Wher:
ever it met her ships it exterminated
them. There were nardly the conditions
of an encounter. The contest was more
in the nature of a pursuit, except at
Manila, and there not & man in ourshipa
was killed. Our superioritv in mechan.
ism andin aim did the work It brought
Soa’n to submission, and conquered in
the war before our army, except in the
single instance of Santiago, got intc em
ployment, and even thgn the navy
brought the Spanish garrison to aoap-
parently prematuré surrender. Spain
waas bereft of her ships, and without them
she recognized her helplessness. With
these destroyed, Cubn was an isnlated is
land. She had formidable fortifications,
and she had a large garrisonihere. What
was seen at Santiago showed the prac
ticability of prolonging her resistance
at Havans, if Havane could be supplied
with the mesns of holding cut at her
hands. But her navy was gone, and she
could not reach it, It muat be starved
out from the imposaibility of conveying
provisions there in apy event. There
was nothing left ber in which to trans-
port men or ammunition. -Had Cuba
not been isolated from Spain, the war
might have extended over a year, and
perhaps more. insiead of a quarter of
that time. No obe bhas ever doubted
that our pation would bave conguered
inithe end. There was the certainty 1n
it of s mathematical proposition, and
%pain herself could not have been so
biind as to fail to see it, The most she
boned to do wae to make the problem &
difficult one ip our hands. or at least to
place obatacles in the way of its early
solution, thus rendering us Lired of the
war, and ready to concede terms of peace
that would be less oneroun.

We did not reach a stage in the war
in which such a aituation of affaira be-
gan to be in sight. The disappointment
to oursoldiersis that there has not been
more fighting, and t.hnt_.the\{ bave not
bad a more active land in bringing vic:
tory to tbe nation. But we are inclined
to think that they will agree with the
sensible portion of the people that this
If the contest in Cuba
bhad been prolonged, it would have
heen largely a contest against climate,
