Let me'now refer briefly ta the aperations of the,Agency. During the first year follawing the establishment afthe«genya good deal of uncertainty existed about the raiewhich the Igency might play inI the absence of an ar'uistice inïKarea. It was necessary for agreement ta be warked out amangthe various authorities responsîble for bath military andcivilian activities in~ that country. During this period ofuncertainty the operations of the Agency were inavi tably flot veryextensive. I might add in this particular regard that thefunctions of the Korean Relief Agency have heretofare beenhampered flot only by the,. ne.egsa.;y pr'actica1 limitations imposedby the conditions af war but also obviously by the refusai af theComniunists'ta recagnize its gaod intentions or ta participatein or f'acilitate its work. Is it tao strong (I am~ sure it is not)to say that they have abown the sanie obstructive attitude, forexamp-le, tow<ards. the United Nations Commission for the Unificationand Rehabilitation of' Korea, that other body which ve -the UnitedNat4ons - have set up to help the Kazrean Republie tin our name&i Ifanit .împe11ed~ at thîs point ta say~ a word of commezdatîon ta thisCommission, wbicb bas worked faithfully and bard in dîfficultcîroumsnceta carry out its dutie-s bcitb ta Korea and ta tlheUni ted Nations.
