Conflagration in Wholesalé and Business District Follows Earth-
; quzke Shock, Which Damages Every Home in the City and
Spreads Devastation For Many Miles Around — Finest Buildings
Among the Ruins—Troops Now Rule the City — Food Supplies

Ordered to be Placed at Disposal of the Afflicted. -

San Francisco, kApriI 18.—(10 p. m.)—It now looks as if the entire
city would be burned. Thousands of people are fleeing‘ to the hills 1t
is believed the damage has reached $200,000,000.. At Santa Rosa near-
ly 300 persons are dead.

The burned district ext nds from the water front south of Market-
street tqt.Market-ctreet and west to Eleventh-street, north of ‘Market.. The
fire extends out Hayes and McAllister-streets nearly to Fillmore and from
the water front along Market to Montgomery, and north from the water
front to Motgomery north.

Wgshington, April 18.-Thé first message received from Gen. Funs-
tcn artived hete at 11.40 o’clock to-night, as follows:

“Secretary of War, Washington,—We need thousands of tents, and all
the rations that can be sent. The business portion of the city destroyed

and about 100,000 people homeless. Fire still raging. Troops all on

duty assisting the police. Loss of life probably 1000. Best part of resi-
dence district not yet burned
“Funston.”

Orders will go forward from the war department to-morrow to the
adjacent posts, to carry out Gen. Funston’s recommendations,

San Francisco, April 18 —Earthquake and fire to-day have put nearly
haif of San Francisco in ruins. At least 200 persons have been killed, a
thousand injured, and the property loss will exceed $100,000,000. Thou-
sands of persons are homeless and destitute, and all day lung streams of
persons have been fleeing to places. of 'safety:

It was 5.15 this morning when a terrible earthquake shock shook the
whole city and surrounding country - One shock apparently lasted two
minutes, and therfe was almost immediateiy collapse of flimsy structures
all over the city. :

Dhe dreadful earthquake shock came without warning at 5.13 o’clock
this morning, its motion apparently being frcm east to west. At first
the upheaval of the earth was gradual, but in a few seconds it increased
in intensi§y. Chimmneys began to fall and buildings:to crack, tottering
from their| foundations. .

The people became panic stricken, and rushed into the streets, most
They were met by showers of falling
buildings, |cornices, and walls.

| CRUSHED TO DEATH.

Many were instantiy crushed to death, while others were dreadfully
mangled. Those who remained indoors generally escaped with their
lives, tho scores were hit by detached plaster,” pictures and articles
thrown to the floor -by -the -shoek.. ;

It is believed that more or 'less loss was sustained by nearly every
family in the city. 7

The water supply was cut off and when fires broke out in various!
sections there was nothing-to dor but let.the buildings burn.. Telegraph
and telephone communication was cut off for a time. The Western
Union was put completely out of business and the Pcstal Company = was
the only one that managed to get a wire out of the city. About 10 o’clock
even the Postal was. forced to suspend.  Electrical power was stopped
and street cargs did not run. Railroads and ferry boats also ceased

FIRES RAGE ALl DAY.

The various fires have been raging all day and the fire department
has been powerless to do anything except dynamite buildings-threatened.
All-day long explosions have shaken the city and added.to the terror
of the inhabitants. :

Barks and commercial houses, supposed to be fireproof, tho not of
modern: build, burned quickly, and the roar of the flames could be heard
even on the hills,

Here, many thousands of pecple congregated and viewed the awful
ecene. Great sheets of flame rost high in the-heavens or rushed down
fome narrow street, joining midway between the sidewalks.

The ‘dense smoke that arose from the fire districts spread out like
an immense funnel and could have been seen miles out/at sea. Occasion-
ally, as some drug hocuse or place stored with chemicals was reached,
most fantastic effects were produced by the colcred flames and smoke,
which rolled out against the darker background.

Following the first shock, there was another within five minutes, but
not nearly so severe. Three hours later there was another slight quake.

GREAT DAMAGE

Reports from districts outside of San‘Francisco indicate widespread ,,

damage.

S%m Jose, 50 miles south, lost many buildings, and from 15 to 20 per-
sons were killed The annex of the Vendome Hotel collapsed and the
fires broke out.

Stanford University and Palo Alto suffered. At Stanford many of the
handsome buildings were demolished and two persons were killed. One
of them was Julius Hanna of Bradford, Pa., and the other was Otto Gurts,
a fireman. Six other students are lying seriously hurt in the Palo Alto
Hospital.

THE SHOCK DESCRIBED

‘Washington, April 18.—The,
great ‘San Francisco earth-
quake of April 18, 1906, was
reghte'red upon the Bosch-
Omoris  seismograph at the
weather . bureau office at
Washington, beginning at 38
‘hours, 19 minutes, twenty se-
conds, 75th meridan time. The
record shows a disturbance of
considerable magnitude: at
‘Washington, altho not severe
et‘;ough to be.felt by individu-
als.

The - stronger wave ' motion
began at 8.25. a.m., that' is
about five minutes dfter the
. first perceptible tremors.
The recording pen was car-
ried entirely  off the record
sheet by the violence of the
©motion ‘from 8.32 to 8.35 a.m.
After the latter time the mao-
tion gradually diminished
over a longer period of time,
but @id not entirely cease un-
til about 12.35 p.m. :

Shock Recorded All Ovef Continent
--California State’ Insane
Asylum Has Col-
lapsed.

Telegraph operators in the western

- states - were unable to rective mes-

sages. At the AWestern Union office
in New York yasterday orning ' the
wire was continually disturbed and
operators could not account. for the

disturbance, only as caused by thas
shocks as 'Frisco, The seismic vibra:
tions caused an unwonted clicking in
the instruments, :

Yesterday from the meteorological
office in Queen’s Park the following
bulletin was issued by Director Stu-
part:

“The San Francisco earthquake was
well recorded by the seismograph at
the Toronto Observatory, The first
earth tremors reached Toronto four
minutes and 36 seconds after the re-
ported time of the quake at San Fran-
cisco, and the larger surface waves
were recorded after an interval of 23
minutes and 16 seconds, indicating a
Velocity of 3.3 kilometres per second,
The amplitude of the swing of ‘the 1o~
ronto pendulum was about 20 ‘milli-
metres, showing a tilting of the sthn
pillar on which the instrument ' rests
of nearly 13 seconds of are.” -

At 1 o'clock a bulletin from Oftawa
read: !

“The vibrations ‘resulting from the
quake at San Francisco were reécorded
by the seismograph- at’ the Dominion
Observaltory at the Centrail JBExperi-
mental’ Farm. -The preliminary’ tres
mors'began at eight hours mine min-
utes 30 seconds in:the morning.” The

PREHISTORIC TIPPLERS,

Cambridge Professor’s Theory of
the First Drunkard.

Even the cavedwellers who inhabited
Great Britain in the prehistoric days

sWwere addicted to drink, if the theory be

true as advanced by Prof. Marsh, pro.
fessor of surgery at Cambridge, at a
conference in the lecture hall of the
London (England) Chamber of Com-
merce,

“I suppose alcohol has been used from
the earliest periods of our race,” he
said. “The diet of the cavedwellers
often consisted ef roots and fruits, and
it is not unnatural to suppose that the
focod was often stored away. :

“There in- the course of time the
fruit fermented, ang the sugar in it
was turned into pure alechol, Doubt-
less the cavedwellers drank it and got
to Jike it, and I expect some of them
got tight, : Ly

“Ever since then alcohol has been’in
use and has been drunk in various
forms, . As time went on it became an
article of diet—in fact; in the fifteenth
century there was really very little
else to drink,

“Recently, however, science has in-
vestigated the use of alcohol, ang it
has been.proved not to be a food, but
merely a stimulant.

“It is comparatively harmless when
taken moderately with food, but the
danger lies in alcohol being taken too
freely and in too strong a form. Then
it is safe to say the effect is as de-
structive to the human frame as dia-
betes,- ;

“In fact, if I had to settle a man's

sheuld advise him to have diabetes,
because now. it is better understood and
can be treated with success.” :

to the crown and the government of
the emrire, of their deep affection for
your maJjesty's person, and their pro-
found sadmiration for those kingly vir-
tues and truly humanitarian deeds
which have earned for your majesty
first place among the great sovereigns
of the world. We, therefore, most
humbly pray that your majesty and
her most gracious majesty the queen
will lend their august presence at
such time as may be selected by your
majesty.”

Mr. Belcourt (Ottawa) moved the
address, seconded by Mr, Northrup (E.
Hastings).

Sir Wilfrid Laurier and L. Bor
den both cordially supported¥it. Col.
Sam. Hughes commented upon the si-

“We are not pledged to any scheme,
but we are pledged to bring cheap
Power to the people of Ontario.. You
may rely on it thatt all reasonable
methods will be exhausted in order
that cheap power may be brought to
the people of Ontario.”

Thus spoke Hon. Premier Whitney
on Wednesday in reply to a large de-
putation from Niagara Falls and vi-
cinity, who appeared to protest against
government development. and trans-
mission of Niagara Falls power. A
special train brought 250 Cataract Cily
people to the city, but not more than
50 crowded into the premier's office.
Among those who advanced the views
of Niagara Falls were Evan Fraser,
M.IL.A., Acting Mayor George Hanai,
President Glasgow and D. B. White
of the board of trade, and Reeve
Munro of Stamford. b Lo

The premier was explieit. He was

glad to welcome any deputation, and |

assured them that the government,
whatever its shortcomings, would try
to do the right thing. It would not
forget that there were other water
powers besides Niagara Falls, and
other municipalities, and no proposi-
tion would be considered with refer-
ence to one locality alone. For years

" he and his followers denounced what

was being done at Niagara Falls, and
the situation to-day was that there
was only a small fraction of water
Power left. ;

The government would do everything
in its power to bfing to the munici-
palities power at: the cheapest rate.
It was not afraid to take a step in the
direction of what was called public
ownership, its position being that when
a situation called for some_line of ac-
tion that-liie would be pursued wigh-
out regard to the question of public
ownership.

The premier was not one of those
who were willing to; interfere with
vested rights, but he s also unwill-
ing to allow a monopoly to do away
with the manifest rights of the peo-
*ple. !

*“We will consider whether we should
develop the power, expropriate any of
the present plants or merely transmit
power to the municipalities,” he said
in cenclusion. ‘“We are not pledged to
any scheme,  but we are pledged to
bring cheap power te the people Hf
Ontaric.”

The burden of the complaint of the
Falls peoplé was that they should be
allowed to derive the benefit! of their
proximity to the source of supply, and
that outside. municipalities should not
be given power at cost price.

Hon. Mi. Eeck pointed out that thers

€rnment power commission to show
that anything ‘of the kind “was con-
templated. The figures there given
showed that while power at Niagara

Falls could be produced for $12, tho.

AT-JUDE'S CONSTRUGTION

o e e

In Special Message to Con'gress
Warmly.Criticizes Decision in
Packers’ Combine Case.

Washington, April 18.—In & special
message delivered to congress to-day,
President Roosevelt declares that the
result of the.recent trial of the “Beef
Packers” in Chicago was a “miscar-
riage of Justice,” and that the inter-
pretation placed by Judge Humphrey
on the will of congress “is“such as
to make that will absolutely abor-
tive.,” ; "

The message, which is most sen-
sational in character, is based largely
on a letter to the president from At-
torney-General Moody, in- which the
attorney-general reviews the proceed-
ings in the case of the government
against the beef packers- The presi-
dent says it is clear that no criticism
attaches to Commissioner Garfield, as
what he did 'was in pursuance of a
duty imposed on him by congress.

Ele refers sharply, however, to the
decision of Judge Humphrey, saying
that congress could not have foreseen
such a decision, and that he can hard-
ly believe that the ruling of Jiudge
Humphrey will be followed by other
judges. He declares such interpreta-
tion of the law as that placed on it

by Judge Humphrey “comes measure-
ably near making the law a farce,”
and he recommends ' that congress
pass a declaratery act stating its real
intention. !

The president also requests congress
to confer upon the government, by
statute, the same right of appeal in
criminal cases which the defendant
now enjoys, where the merits of the
case have not been determined.

On the opening of the evening session
of the legislature Premier Whitney
announced the withdrawal of hig bill
to repeal the Manhood Suffrage Regis-
tration Act. He said that the govern=-
ment would revise the whole Hlection
Act next year, and, as it was unlikely
that there would be memy by-elec-
tiong in the interim, the matter could
wait,

The house went into committee cn
Mr. Hendrie’s bill for the appoint-
ment of a railway and municipal board.
Mr. Graham drew attention to a para-
graph in a Morrisburg paper fiiendly
to the premier, that James Leitch, K.
C., had been appointed chairman of
the board.

The premier agreed that it would be
a good appointment if there were any
such position. But therg was neo rail-
way board.

Several amendments to the bill were
adopted. Where there are disputes ir-
volving over $4000 an appeal may be
taken to the privy counsel from the
court of a.ppeal:

It is also provided that where a mumi-
cipality is operating a public utility
the board shall require it to furnish
annual  statements showing the suc-
cess or non-success of the enterpriga.

Then, in case of a strike or lockout
which may affect the public, such as in
the restriction of sales of food or fuel,
light, heat or power, and if the parties
to the dispute fail to come to an agraz=-
ment to arbitrate, the board shall en-
quire imto all the facts and make re-
commendations. The last two amend-
ments were suggested by Mr. Preston’
of Brant.

Downey’s Bill Amended.

committee on the bill changed this to
a majority of directors.

Mr. Ross said the present act was
in the interests of the public, since
companies were compelleq to employ
a qualified person.

Mr.'Downey said of his bill its ob-
ject was to protect the public from
fake companies—to stop cgompanies
from doing that which it was unlawful
for persons to do. He instanced a case
of an individual being fined $5 for vio-
! g the act, while a corporation
whieh had offended in exactly the same
way, could not be got at, the magis-
trate telling the prosecutor that his
only recourse was to sue the company
for 15 cents,

Mr, Ross, however, held to the view
that as long as the person who dis-
pensed the drugs was a qualified phar-
macist, that was all the protection the
Ppublic required.

The government had no attitude on
the bill, observed the premier, in reply
to Mr. Ross’ query om this point. He
asked. the promoter to state the neces-
sity for the clause that the name of
the firm should be that of one of the
qualified directors of the company.

It was pointed out by Mr, Graham
that if the head of the firm died the
bill would require the change of hame
of the firm,

On the advice of the premier this
provision was struck out and the bill
wag reported.

Just a Stop Gap.

On the house going into committee
on Mr. Whitney’s bill to amend the
Election Act, the premier said it would
remove every vestige of a number
from the ballot. Whether this was a
wise thing to do, he was not prepared
to say, but by next gession something
would be done that would give the
proper protection.

The ex-premier explained the working
of the Dominion ballot, and Mr. Whit-
ney observed that the ' government
would either adopt it or something else
that would serve the sume purpose, __ -

“It will be the Dominion ballot, I
hope,” said Mr. Ross.

On Hon. Mr, Beck’s municipa] tele-
phone bill being reached in committee,
Mr. Graham put in the objection that
it did not stipulate the number who
might petition to the couneil.

The news
was not recelved until about 9.30 a.m.,
but it had become pretty well dissiminat>d
before the opening, and as a result a flood
of selling orders were sent in from all
sources, western wire houses being most
cor spicuous In this respect, A good qual-*
ity of support was met on&? decline and
at the start the dispositio as-to regard
these reports as somewhat exaggerated,
but as the later reports came fin indicating
that the extent of the calamity was great-
er than had been suppesed, the selling
pressure increased and prices yielded all
thru the list. In addition to the liquida-
tion of frightened holders there was a con-
slderable amount of bear selling, and the
only buying came from sborts and sources
interested in supporting prices. ‘The faot
that nothing definite could be learned as
to the extent of the fipal losses added to
