Alliance and Labor Congress Work-
ing in Oomjunction. "

The sixth annual comvemtion of the

Lord’s Day Alliance of Ontarlo was held

yesterday in the Gulld Hall. The at-

tendance was not large.

At this time last year there
organizations in the province, while now
there are 170, and the work In the other
provinces shows growth, »

The treasurer’s report showed the re-
‘celpts to have been $3747, and after all
expenses were met there was a small bal-
ance, whereas last year the Alliance was
deeply In debt.

The Ontario government has also shown
a readiness to second the efforts of the
Alllance by taking & stand against Sun-
day excursions and by prosecuting in sev-
eral instances. Co-operation with the labor
societies has also been secured in mearly
all centres, and particularly significant is
the action of the Trades and Labor Con-
gress, which met recently at Brantford, in
appointing a special committee to work
in co-operation with the Alllance.

Moral Suasion to be Used.

With regard to the Saturday night early
closing, It was decided not to seek for pro-
vincial legisiation, but to rather use moral

ion. and endeavor to obtain lecal by-
laws to govern the storekeepers.

Principal Caven, in his opening address,
particularly complimented Field Secretary
Shearer for his energy and zeal on behalf
of the Alliance. During the year he dellv-
ered 350 addresses in the various towns
thruout the courntry,' and it is largely
owing to his efforts that the success of the
past year is due.

The principal officers elected for the
coming year are: President, Rev. Prin-
cipal Caven; vi ents, J. K. Mac-
donald, the Bishop of Toronto, Rev. A. Car
man, D.D.,, Mrs. A. O. Rutherford, Rev.

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AS JUDICIAL.
The Globe yesterdsy took the view that
the fallure of a franchise corporation to
fulfil Its obligations to the public was
purely o judiclal matter. In a previous
lsse It sdmitted that the City of Toronto
would bé helpless in the enforcement of
the proposed new gas agreement. The
people would get their rights if the com-
pany declded to ‘‘play fair’’; otherwise,
not. The Globe now wishes to go back
on what 1t sald. The people can get thetr
rights by appealing to the courts whether
the company plays fair or not. Perhaps
they can If they live long epough. The
eitizens of Toronto have been trying to
get their rights thru the courts for ten'
years, but they have not yet succeeded
fn getting them. The World's view of
the matter is that it {s better to take
chances of finally receiving a favorable
judgment from the courts than to accept
the proposed contemptible compromise
and drop the suit. But we claim that the
dispute between the citizens of Toronto
and the Consumers’ Gas Company is politi-
cal as well as judicial, and more political
than judicial. The act of 1887 is defective
in that it does not provide the proper ma-
chinery for carrying out the intentions of
the two parties concerned in the act.
Even if the court should give the citizens
a favorable judgment it would still be
the duty of the Legislature to amend the
act so as to provide against similar trouble
in the future. It would not be considered
gltra vires of the Legislature to reduce
the fares on electric rallways to two cents
a mile. As the government can regu-
late the charges of the railways under pro-
vlndll,’jnﬂndictlou. so It is also justified
in regulating the price of gas. The On-
tarlo government is a farge consumer of
gas itself, and it is personally interested
in seeing that the Consumers’ Gas Com-
pany carries out its obligations and re-
duces the price of gas from time to time
in accordance with the provisions of the
act. The act of 1887 is practically a public
measure, and its enforcement should be
insisted upon by the government in the
public interest. The idea that the rights
of corporatibns are superfor to the rights
of the peoplé {s absurd. The Ontarlo gov-
ernment not long ago despolled the munici-
palities of the unconditional right which
they had pocsessed up to that time of
gtarting electric and gas plants of their
own. The government did not hesitate on
that occasion to interfere with the vested
rights of the people, so as to strengthen.
the position of the franchise companies.
We 'do not go so far as to say that be-
cause the government has deprived the
people of thelr vested rights to further
the inferésts of' the corporations = it
would be justified in reversing the opera-
tion by depriving the corporations of their
vested rights In févor 6fithe people. Two
wrongs do not make a right. But what
we do advoeate is that the corporations
should be made to respect thelr obliga-
tions to the public, and the government
should not hesitate to introduce such
legisiation as will compel them to do so.
The failure of the Consumers’ Gas Com-
pany to carry out fits obligations is &
case in point. The government should
take the matter in hand at once. An
intimatien from the government that re-
madial legisiation would be introduced at
the coming session of the Legislature to
provide adequate machinery for the carmry-
ing out of the act of 1887 would bring
the Gas Company to a speedy realization
of its obligations to the publie.

PAN-AMERICAN ARBITRATION.
An International scheme of arbitration

has been submitted to the~Pan-American
Congress by the Mexican delegates. The
scheme favors arbitration on all subjects
except those involving & nation’s independ-
ence and honor. It gpecially enumerates
certain questions, which are not to be
considered as involving independence or
honor. These are, generally, private
claims for damages, and also controversies
over treaty interpretation on {ssues of
private international law, on water rights
or fisheries, on merely technical boundary
disputes, on international protection of
routes of communication. or of moral and
intellectual “interests.
It the Mexican scheme of arbitration is
adopted, aw it is expected it will be, the
Alaskan boundary dispute would clearly
come within its scope. It is purely techni-
cal in its character and does not involve
the independence or honor of elther of the
natiens concerned.

Harvard and Dartmpoath Universities,
telling of honors bestowed by Yile, and
pointing out his exalted position as presi-
dent of Tuskegee Coflege In Alabama.
“Ethlope” presumes the President would
have extended the same couftesy to a
Hindu or a Chinee, and goes on to name
a number of distinguished colored men who
have gained honor In difterept countries
dnder the British and other flags, suclf
as Sir Samuel Lewls, C.M.G., of Sierra
Loone! Sir Conrad Reeves, C.M.G., of Bar-
bados; Hon. C. J. Ward, O.M.G., and Hon.
George Stibell, 'C.M.G., of Jamalca; Gen.
Dodds of the French Army, and others.
No one will dispute ‘‘Ethiepe’s” claims
as to the excellent characterof Mr. Booker
T. Washington, or any other colored man
who has risen to a . high place in life:
According to .our ‘correspondent Mr.
Washington was at the Capital in the
interest of a number of white- Democrats
seeking offices, and he belleves the Presi-
dent had not “the vaguest Intention of
establishing a precedent iu regard to soclal
equality. It would be more charitable and
reasonable, he says, to infer that it was
done in deference to the policy of concilia-
tion and harmony between the black and
white racesr In the Bouth, which Mr.
Washington has done so much to promote;
and which he practically demonstrated in
recommending- 8  white Southern Democrat
in preference to a Republican for the
office of United States circult judge.”
The writer thinks the President would
assume that a man whose opinions were
gought and In whose judgment and dis-
crimination white men of his own state
had confidence was worthy of some soclal
recognition.

Our correspondefit quoies some expres-
gions of the Southern press, in line with
the extracts used in The World’s article,
and sees in them: a partisan effort to
bring about the political effacelent of
the negroes of the South.

Dr. Pollard and Julia Thompson Ac-
quitted by Jury in Criminal
Assizes.

K.C,, Declares
Onse Was Based Upon
Perjury.

The frial of Dr. Stephen B. Pollard and
Mrs. Julla Thompson on a charge of per-
forming a criminal operation upon Ada
Rose Horre was concluded in the Crintnal
Assizes at 5.30 o'clock last evening, when
the jury returned a verdict of not guilty.
‘The prisoners were discharged by Mr.
Justice Ferguson, who Is presiding over
the court this week. The verdict was
not unexpected, after Miss Horne, the
Crown's chief witness, had given her evl-
dence and had made many important ad-
ndssions favorable to the defence. The
young woman, who was In court when the

verdlet was announced, seemed pleased
«with the. outcome of the trial. The jury
sccupled one hour and 20 minutes in ar-
riving at the verdict.

Last Day of Trial.

When the case was resumed yesterday.
‘morning Dr. Charles McKenna corroborated
the evidence of Drs. (Jameron and Nevitt
given the previous day. .

E. F. B. Johnston, K.C., during his ad-
dress to the jury, denmounced the proceed-
ings taken by the police. He said Crown-
Attorney Curry, (Staff ‘Inspector Archibald,
1n all the majesty of the'law, and Coroner
A. J. Johnson, apparently to hold an in-
quest on a body froin which the life had
not yet departed, broke in, dragged the
girl away to the hospital and kept her since
under lock and key: under their thumb.
Mr. Johnston declared the Crown's case
had been based upon perjury, and de-
nounced the spy system adopted: by the
police in connection with the case.

“What mattered it to Staff Imspector
Archibald and the Morality Department
that they knew -the girl was in difficulty
10 days before she was removed to the
hospital?

in view of Staff Inspector Archibald’'s
statements In the case. Why, the Morality
Department was apparently unwilling to
manifest the kind, considerate care and.
ettention for the nnfortunate that Mrs.
Thompson gave for $12 per week. I ask
for a verdict which wiil' condemn the
kind of evidence which has been used in
this case.”

Judge lnterr\u:u Counsel.
