Scarcity of fresh goods is the cry among 
local fish dealers today, and as a result 
prices in both wholesale and retail mark­
ets have taken a leap skyward. Fisher­
men are receiving ten per cent more for 
fresh haddock, m consequence of which 
finnan baddies are commanding seven 
cents a pound instead of six, wholesale, 
and nine cents instead of eight, retail.
Kippers and bloaters have advanced from 
twenty-four to thirty-six cents a dozen in 
the retail market.

Wholesale dealers report very light re­
ceipts since Wednesday of last week. H.
P. Robertson received 46,000 pounds of 
fresh haddock; 20,000 pounds of cod and 
5,000 pounds of haddock were landed for 
Leonard tiros., and James Patterson re­
ceived 2,000 pounds of cod.

Wholesalers are still sending goods to 
Western Canada, the Leonards having 
shipped a car-load of mixed cured fish to 
Winnipeg last week.

The retail fish market is fairly well sup­
plied, but the variety is rather limited.

There were 1,108 failures reported to 

Bradstreet’s for the month of November, 
with liabilities of $31,409,845 and assets 
of $20,040,157. There is here shown an 
increase in the number of failure* of 14.2 
per cent over October, and of 36.8 per 
cent over November a year ago. It is also 
the largest monthly total reported since 
January, 1906, an dthe heaviest total of 
November fail 
The liabilities, however, are less than one- 
fifth of those of October, which have been 
partially revised, while three and one-half 
times those of November a year ago. Ref­
erence to back records shows that, except­
ing October, 1907, there has not been so 
large a total of liabilities a* that recorded 
in November, since October, 1903. The 
October total of 
the greatest recorded in any one month 
since Bradstreet’s failurd reports were first 
compiled. This was due to the inclusion 
of a number of large bank and trust com­
pany suspension*, which enormously swell­
ed the item of liabilities. Thus about 
twenty financial suspensions, some of 
them since resuming, revealed $120,000,- 
000 liabilities in October, while the ■ sus­
pensions of thirty-one large commercial 
and manufacturing concerns accounted for 
liabilities of $26,504,140. In November, 
however, there were only a few large bank 
suspensions, furnishing $10,000,000 in lia­
bilities, while there were thirty-six large 
suspension* of commercial and manufac­
turing concerns, with liabilities of oply 
$12,000,000. It is easily evident, there-, 
fore, that October saw the greater stress, 
and that the November suspensions of 
large financial institutions were relatively 
fewer and far less important, indicating 
that the crisis of the late disturbance real­
ly passed during the month of October.

INTERESTING LECTURE
liabilities was, of course,

The last lecture of the historical course 
given by the Ladies’ Auxiliary of the 
Natural History Society wa* given yester­
day afternoon by Mrs. L. A. Currey, her \ 
subject being An Episode in Russian His­
tory. , i

Mrs. Currey first sketched the early his- j 
tory of Russia, then took up the life of i 
Peter the Great and hie illustrious de- ; 
ecendant, Catherine II. As early a* 400 
B. C., H was known that Russia wee in­
habited by wild tribes who lived much 
like beasts. Of them there is no authentic 
record. About 100 B. C. the Scythiane 
drove out the earlier inhabitants and were 
in turn subdued and almost annihilated 
by the Goths about 400 A. D 
arrivals were the Huns, one ol 
nation* in history. The Russian of today 
is a mixture of these fierce tribes and it 
was little wonder that there is a strain 
of wildness in the blood of the Muscovite.

In the ninth century, when Christianity 
was introduced by Vladimar, the authentic 
history of Russia really began, but its 
conquest by Genghis Khan in 1282 wa* 
another set-back. For 200 years the semi- 
barbarous princes held sway and the 
stamp of their regime was indelibly 
marked upon Russian life and history. As 
time went by, however, they became njore 
effete and with the aid of bribes the 
Muscovite princes gained the supremacy 
during the reigns of Ivan 111 and Ivan IV 
in the 15th century.

Mrs. .Currey then sketched the history 
of the great Peter, who made Russia a 
European nation, and of Catherine II 
whose able foreign policy made the name 
of Russia feared.

At the conclusion of the lectnre tea 
was served.

Ae a fitting Vind up to the 
job I pawed along the road about nine 
o'clock this morning and noticed six men 
loading a cart. This afternoon, shortly 
after three, I passed the same place. Five 
men were standing or leaning agamet a 
house, apparently waiting for the time 
to go home. That is generally any time 
after four. And yet this is only a sample 
of what is done under the eyes of the tax 
payers in other parts of the city and in 
other departments of Civic work.

The thoughtful citizen i« often made t<v 
feel that something ia radically wrong at 
the fountain head. This kind of work de­
grades the workman; in short, it is un­
manly. Our citizens are not all observant 
of inch doings. One, an alderman, made 
the remark at the council board not long 
ago that he saw nothing wrong with the 
work; he did not believe in pimping and 
spying. What can we expect of our work­
men and officials when aldermen of the 
above calibre ait at our council meet­
ings? I am a firm bèliever in paying our 
men a good wage and in return exact a 
full day’s work of nine hours. Smoking in 
working hours, should be prohibited,xboth 
in the office and street. The worn-out 
men should be provided for. The super­
intendents should have power to discharge 
workmen who Art not inclined to do a 
good day's work. Heads of departments 
should' discharge superintendents who are 
shirking their work, „ ....

Ottawa, Dec. 11—The addreee was adopt­
ed in the house of commons this afternoon 
after the amendment of Mr. Barker on the 
■Quebec bridge was voted down.

Mr. MacDonell, of Toronto, introduced 
a bill in the house today to amend the 
election law so as to make voting compul­
sory, to make the day of a general elec­
tion a public holiday and to abolish the 
necessity of a candidate making any de­
posit. At present the deposit is $200.

In answer. to Mr. Foster, Mr. Brodeur 
said that $35,400 had been expended on 
experts for reorganizing the system of 
keeping accounts for the department.

Mr. Barker gave a brief fystory of the 
i company. It was incorporated twenty 
years ago at $1,000,000. Up to 1903 the 
company had received subscriptions for 
only $200,000 and on that stock only $65,- 
600 had been paid. With that amount the 
company started out to build a bridge to 
cost between seven and eight millions.
It had received $250,000 from the Quebec 
government, $300,000 from Quebec city and 
$374,283 from the dominion, a total of 
$924,000. In 1903 the company had only 
$9,000 left and the company sold $472,000 
bonds at about 60 cents on the dollar.
That was an extraordinary position. The 
net debt of the enterprise in October,1903, 
was $704,000 and not a cent to show for it.

Mr. Barker went on to say that the gov­
ernment should have taken over the bridge 
and built it as a national enterprise. The 
bridge was an integral part of the Trans­
continental Railway and yet the govern­
ment left it in the hands of a bankrupt 
company. The government should have 
told the president, Mr. Parent, that he 
would get no money but Mr. Parent was 
a friend of the prime minister, so that 
the government made an agreement with 
the company. It was estimated that about 
$6,866,883 was necessary. The company 

obliged to issue $200,000 to square the 
shareholders atad the government agreed 
to guarantee bonds to the extent of $6,- 
678,000. Mr. Parent was the political and 
personal friend of Sir Wilfrid and law 
partner of one of the premier’s colleagues 
at that time. The company was bankrupt 
without a dollar to bless itself. Such -a 
contract could not be excused, but it was 
characteristic of the government. It was 
a deal .with the middlemen.

Mr. Parent was made chairman of the 
Transcontinental Railway Commission at 
a salary of $8,000 a year. The contract 
for the bridge called for government ap­
proval of plans and methods of construc­
tion and the government therefore as­
sumed the responsibility. From hour to 
hour there ehould have been competent 
experts on the spot. In conclusion, Mr.
Barker moved the following amendment :
