Crivare.—By the word climate, is designated

in the torrid and temperate zones, or by a month in
the frigid zones, o that there are twenty-four
climates between the equaior and each pelar circle,
and six climates between each polar circle and its
pole. [rom the forepoing definition, it appesrs
that ali places situated on the same parallel of
latitude, are in the same climate ; but we mus: not
infer from thence that they have the same ntmos-
pherical temnper: Large tracts of uhculiivated
lands, sandy deserts, elevated esitustions, w oods,
i morneses, lakes, &c., haye a considerable effect on
{ the atmosphere.  For instance, in Canada, in about
i the latitude of Paris. and the south of England,
| the cold 18 so excessive, that the greatest rvivers are
| frozen over from December to April, and the snow
| commonly lies from four to six feet deep. The
Andes mountains, though some parts of them are
situated in the torrid zone, nre at the summit cover-
ed with snow, which cools the air in the adjacent
| conntry. The heat on the western const of Africa,
after the wind has passed over the sandy desert, is
almost suffocating ; while that same wind, having
passed over the Atlantic ocean, is cool and pleasant
{ to the inhabitants of the Caribbee islands.

"The main drain should be twelve inches
wide at bottom, and have a pipe formed, with eigh-
teen inches of broken stones on top. Cedar or fir
branches may be luid on top of the stones in the
main drain.--The cost of opening and closing drains
in Britain is about 7d per rod: in this county,
drains have been opened at 6d. per rod ;—opening,
iling and closing would probably average a shil-
Jing per rod—but with the assistance of the plough,
considerably less.—The first ploughing may be
done with a common and subsoil pluugh, with two
common ploughs following one another, or the
ground may be trenched.

Observalions.—As a knowledge of the cffects
intended to be produced by these operations, will
enable the Farmer to work understandingly and
intelligently, it may be observed that lund in its}
ordinary state is saturated with water coming
from the bottom upwards, and is therefore not only
impervious to the air, but cannot even be penetra-
ted by the rain, which flows over the surface, and
instead of adding 1o, carries off the nutritive parti-
cles from the soil. Manure and lime are, gompa-
ratively, inoperative on Jand in this situation, and
from the coldness and sourness of the eubsoil, crops
are weakly, subject to disease and the attack of
inseste, and liable to injury or even destruction
from vicissitudes of the season—from all which
disenses and accidents, a state of vigour and high
health is the only preservation. |

After thorough draining, the till in immediate
contact with the drain first parts with ite moisture
—the place of which is supplied by air—and be-
coming porous, it forms a conduit for the moisture
of the next adjoiming portions, and so the process
goes on until the whole land becomes dry to the
surface. Being thus porous, every shower adds
fertility and heat by percolating slowly through the
goil until it reaches the drains, leaving in its pro-
gress the rich stores of carbon and ammonia which
it had derived from the atmosphere.

The eurth also becomes more capable of decoin-
posing the vegetable remains and manure deposit-
ed in it. In other words, it is enabled to digest
the food supplied, and furnish the plants with the
life-blood necessary for their vigorons growth.

It may also be noticed, that by the old mode of
draining, the drains being cither shallow, or stoned
up nearly to the top, the surface water found its
way in, and eventually filled up the drains with
eand aud gravel. By this new mode,a small quan-

Trave Prosrrcrs.—\We see no reason to nlter
the view which we ventured to take last week
concerning the immediate prospects of temporary
improvement in trade in the manufacturing di=tricts
—that word temporary may nean four, six eight,
or ten months, according to individual impressions,
und we would not fix on the shortest of those periods.
Congequently, although we have been censured for
presenting a too sanguine view—a censure not
specifically neutralised by an opposite—yet we
adbere firmly to what we huve said, becouse some
of the most cautious and cousiderate merchants
have commended it for moderation, and for not
passing the boundary which the facts and circum-
stances of the case, as they come under their own
observation and experience, would cowpletely
Jjustify.

The manufacturing and mining affaire of this
country are, however, in 80 peculiar a condition, g0
liable to interruption from political causes, or from
a policy likely to be pursued by the best customers
of England, which is in direct antogonism to that
which is, or rather has been, for seven years in
vogue here, that we think it right on the prescnt

of comparative prosperity, for the purpose of
endeavouring to ascertain what is likely to come
after that temporary period of relief. We hold
with an overwhelming force of conviction to the
opinion that we have been for many years reiterai-
ing, viz.,that the operation of the existing free trade
policy of England, with the existing monetary
system of England, will produce effects so unbear-
able, that one or the other, and we think both, will
be changed within two years from the present time.
When we say changed, we do not mean changed
to their opposites ; judicious currency regulations,
