London, May 14—British naval forces
destroyed Zeppelin L 22 in the North
Sea this morning, according to an offic-
ial statement issued by the admiralty.

The destruction of the I. 22 marks the
fourth attempt atZeppelin raids within:
the last year, which has ended in dis-
aster. Two of the mammoth airships
were shot down during a raid on Lon-
don on September 21, 1916, and two
months later two more  Zeppelins were
destroyed off the English coast. On
March 17, French artillerymen shot down
a zeppelin behind the French lines while
it was endeavoring to reach Paris.

REPORT ON HOME
VISTTATION DAY

Evangelical Alliance Recewves It

From Committee—Some Rec-
ommendations

At an adjourned meeting of the Evan-
gelical Alliance this morning in the
school rooms of St. Andrew’s church,
with Rev. R. Taylor McKim presiding,
Rev. -J. H. A. Anderson, chairman of
the committee on the home visitation
held recently in connection with the city
wide mission, submitted a report. It
was adopted by the alliance with the
recommendations. An interesting dis-
cussion followed the reading. The report
was as follows:—

The committee on home visitation day
report sympathetic co-operation in the
movement on every hand, practically
every congregation in the city proper
making generous contribution of visitors
for the completion of the work, a fact
worthy of commendation when the short
time for organization and the multi-
plicity of other pressing duties are taken
into account. More than 700 visitors
volunteered for service and went forth
bearing the greetings of the churches to
the homes of the city which in turn re-
ceiyed .then in the spirit of kindness and
welcome. ‘Not a few of these visitors
gladly gave their services a second day
in order that the task outlined should be
completed. Many a home was that day
brightened, many a “shut in” was made
to feel the warmth of. Christian kind-
ness and the attachment of many to the
«¢hurch was strengthened through the
visitation.

Your committee from the first laid the
emphasis not on the “census” idea but
upon the personal touch of folks with
folks in the spirit of Christian friendli-
ness and from this point of view home
visitation day was a splendid success.
It was a day when the spirit of kindli-
ness and good will flowed freely on every
hard, refreshing giver and receiver alike.
Maay of the people of the churches that
day had a new experience of personal
service on ‘behalf of others and found
an unexpected joy in that service.

The institutions visited included the
General Public Hospital, the St. John
County Hospital, Municipal Home,
Boys’ Industrial Home, Home for Incur-

ables, Old Ladies’ Home, Wiggins’ Male
Orphan Asylum, Salvation Army Metro-
pole, Evangeline Home, Military Hospi-
tal, Parks’ Convalescent Home, Protes-
tant Orphans’ Home, Children’s Home,
the county jail.

The special plan for the visitation of
the various institutions of the city met
with -whole-hearted co-operation on the
one hand and sincere appreciation on

the other. The orientals in our midst

THE GLOOMY OUTLOOK

It may be that the United States will

\ puf into the‘ field the armies which will
eventually win the war. The situation
today is fargmore serious than anyone
drcamed it would be at this time. Ger-
many still has enormous and unbeaten
armies. The fighting on the western
front is of the most desperate character,
and though gradually forced backward
here -and there the Germans are holding
{iheir positions with remarkable tenac-
ity. ' While we read every day of
trench taken, or some more prisoners, or
the infliction of heavy loss upon the
(rermans, a glance at the map shows how
little real gain is being made. If Rus-

sia should fail to do her part in the
east and Gel.'many should be able to
bring another million or more men from
that front te the west, how would it
fare with the British and French armies?
And if the submarine is not overmatched
by British and American genius, how are
the soldiers and the civil population of

a

Britain and France to be fed next win-)

ter? And what of the crops? Will the
weather be favorable and the yield large
—or will this be a bad crop year? of
course Germany must suffer with the
rest, but who knaws the extent of her
respurces? In England they are even
talking again of the possibility of a Ger-
man invasion.

But the great problem is that of food
and its transportation. The United
States can in time provide a great army
to hold the balance in the field, but that
army and all the other armies of the
Allies, and the civil population as well,
must be fed. And this, being interpret-
ad, means food and shjps.

THE PRODUCTION PROBLEM

There are three ways in which the
citizens of St. John can have a share in
the campaign for food production and
conservation.

1.—They can eat less flour, oatmeal,
beef and pork products and cheese, sub-
stituting other fare, so that there may
be mare of these for export to feed the
soldiers and the civil population of the
Allied countries,

2—They can cultivate garden plots
and raise as much as possible of their
own vegetables.

3 —They can assist the farmers in the
county and the near-by sections of
Kings county to produce larger crops.

Consider now the first of these sug-
gestions.- Of what perticular use would
jt be for the people of St. John to
change their diet? How much wheat,
oats,, meat and cheese would that release
for export? So very little that it would
not be worth talking about unless other
communities were doing the same thing.
*The only way to get results worth while
in this direction would be for the fed-
_eral government to take such action as
would make the movement nation-wide.
And in this, as in all other matters,
there is an utter lack of leadership at
Ottawa. 1f the people are willing to
take action, it is their privilege to do
,50; but the government must prepare for
the elections, which are expected o
take place, perhaps before the crops are
harvested.

With regard to the second suggestion,
that as much gardening as possible be
done by the city people, it is clear that
satisfactory results cannot be obtained
without organization. Who knows where
he can get a garden plot? If he is an
amatenr, who will tell him what to
plant and how, and where to get the
seed? Only the establishment of a
bureau of informeation, with ome or two
men familiar with garden work, and
giving their whale timie to advising and
directing the gardeners, would make the
movement worth while. Will such a
bureau be established? Beyond the need
of funds to pay expenses it should be
a simple matter. Why not do it?

Then as to the third suggestion, that
of giving aid to the farmers in the ad-
jolning countles, it cannot be done un-
less we know what the farmer wants.
And here again there must be a burcau
of information. No doubt the com-
mittees to be appointed by the county
directors of the general provincial com-
ittee will attend to this matter. It is
for them to get the information, place it
before the citizens, and ask that the ne-
cessary aid be provided.

Yesterday's meeting in the court house
had very little practical result. All that
it accomplished was already being ac-
complished by a committee of which
Mr. E. A. Schofield is the head. Noth-
ing wlratever was done to bring more
forcibly before the people the need of
conserving food, and especially the foods
that can be exporied. No organization
was formed to cncourage the local gar-
dener. Except that some committees
among the farmers (who were not pres-
ent) were named to- co-operate with
Mr. Schofield, the meeting ended as it
begdn. It is quite true that practical
suggestions were made, but suggestions
will not grow beats. There is still
fine field for a local organization to in-

PROHIBITION PAYS |

The readers of the Times and other
city papers have no doubt read with |
interest the large advertisements relating
to prohibition and its enforcement. These
are prepared by the provincial branch
of the Dominion Alliance, which right-
ly believes that publie attention for
some time to come should be especially
directed to the benefits arising from pro-
hibition, in contrast to the evils associ-
ated with the liquor traffic. Reaction
follows action along every line of effort,
and if the friends of prohibition were not
continuously alert and en their guard
the prohibitory law would gradually
fall into disrepute through lack of en-
forcement. Just so surely as interest in
enforcement flags, illicit sale of liquor
will begin. That is the universal ex-
perience, nowhere better illustrated than
in Scott Act counties in New Bruns-
wick. Seigures recently made in this
city show that the disposition and the
will to disregard the law exist. Salutary
lessons are needed, and will go far to
discourage those who care more for pro-
fit than for the law of the land. 1t is
also desirable that counties having the
Scott Act exchange it for the more dras-
tic prohibitory law, so that one law

may prevail throughout ‘the province.

Here is a story the friends of prohi-
bition will appreciate. There is a
working man in St. John whese habit it
was to drink socially and spend as he
went. On the first payday after the
prohibitory law came into effect he put
ten dollars in the bank. On the secend
payday he added more than twenty dol-
lars to the amount. There is no reason
why he should not soon have excellent
provision made against the proverbial
rainy day. That man will tell you pro-
hibition pays.

The new board of directors of the
Valley Railway will command public
confidence. It has a serious task to per-
form, and the personnel of the board . is
a guarantee of honest service. There has
been far too much political trickery, pat-
ronage and graft in connection with this
enterprise, which has saddled the prov-
ince with an enormous and almost in-
tolerable burden without any of the ad-
vantages that go with a through line
having its own terminals.

CONPENSATN A

Editor Times-Star:—

Sir,—Of the 8,000 men and women
workers in St. John, there are fully 7,000
who know almost nothing about the law
passed in 1908 which provides that the

employer must pay the worker damages
for injuries received while at his or her|

employment. I trust that every man and

woman worker will cut out this letter

and keep the following paragraphs tack-
ed to the wall, where they cannot be!
lost, !

The Workman’s Compensation
provides as follows:

1.—All workers in factory, foundry,|
laundry, in faet, almost every work or;
labor of any kind, if injured, while at!
their work, must receive from their em-!
ployer compensation for the number of!
weeks that they are kept idle.

2—If the wages had been $16.00 a
week, the worker shall receive $12 a week
during his illness. If the wages had,
been 812 a week the worker shall receive
$9 a weck—<that is, the injured man or
woman is guaranteed by the law a com-'
pensation, of seventy-five per cent of his
weekly wages, not to exceed $12 per
week. |
3—If death results from the accidenl,
the employer has to pay the widow, or.
family, the sum of $2000. {

4—Within two months from the date!
of the accident, the injured workman, or
one of his family, must send in a formal
notice along the following lines:

To the Manager of the Steamer:—

Dear Sir:—This is to notify yvou that,
on the fourteenth day of March last,
while I was working in your employ, on |
board the steamer , I was seri-
ously injured by the falling of a sling of
deals. My leg was broken, and I have
now been in the hospital three weeks.
Dr. —— says I may be out in three
or four weeks more.

Dated at St. John, N. B,, this — day
of April, 1917.

A copy of the above notice should be
retained by the injured man or his wife.
The notice should be left at the employ-
er’s office, and a memorandum made on
the copy to that effect. The notice should
carefully state the cause of the accident,|
the injury received, should be signed by
the workman himself or his wife, or a|
friend, and should be addressed to thvl‘
employer.

5.—In case the employer does mnot!
make the settlement, the workman, ori
Lis family, must some time within six
months from the date of the accident,
petition a judge of the Supreme Court
to try the case under The Workman’s
Compensation Act,

6.—In case the injury results in deaih,
the petitioner is given twelve months in
which to begin action. .

7—By the Act, the judge can only al-
low %25 for the legal charges of the law-
ver for the workman or his family.

8.—The decision of the court on the
above petition is final, and the defendant
(company or employer) cannot appeal to
any other court.

9.—Domestic workers in families, or!
workers in the lumber woods, or on|
hoard fishing boats, have not yet the

FOUND “CAVE OF THE DEAD”

Wounded Britisher Describes Scene
in Dugout When Big Shell Ex-
ploded

London, April 15—(Correspondence of
the Associated Press.)—Stirring inci-
#nts of the tremendous fighting on the
Atras battlefield are related by wound-
ed officers and men who have returned
from the British front in France. That
ihese men are absolutely satisfied with
the progress the British troops are mak-
ing is quickly evident. They are pleased
with every aspect of the fighting. It is
difficult to extract a grumble, even from
that most exacting critic, “the old sol-
dier.”

Asked if there were no mistakes, over-
sights, checks, or blunders, one young
ofticer, who had been wounded in the
head and left hand with shrapnel, and
whose life had been saved by one of the
British army’s so-called “tin hats,” re-
plied:

“Oh, yes; there were checks and
blunders, all right; only they weren't
on our side of the fence. 'T'hey were all
on the other side of the ‘granite wall’;
Mister Hindenburg’s side, you know. I
guess he will be issuing another order to
his armies, as he did over the December
show at Verdun, demanding stricter
training and regretting faulty morale.
All those guns, you know, and the
thousands of wounded prisoners, and the
German barrage that didn’t get going
until our fourth wave went over the
parapet. They’ll have to vamp up some-
thing a bit more convincing to soothe
the fatherland over this show, = won’t
they?”

One little man, who had tried conclu-
slons with a German grenade and had
¥ ft the ground with fourteen wounds
Jaut in remarkably high spirits, expressed
the conviction that the German grenade
was “not a bloomin’ patch on ours.” He
and a comrade told a story of visiting a
“cave of the dead,” so circumstantial in
its details as to leave no doubt of its
truth. While exploring a huge shell
crater they discovered a cavity leading

out of one side of it, and entering the
hole found it led to what once had been
an exceptionally large and deep dugout,
probably a battalion headquarters.

By the light of their electric torches

| they explored the dugout and became

convinced that one of ithe ‘British heavy
shells must have penetrated it and ex-
ploded therein. The floor of the dugout,
tkey asserted, was positively crowded
with degd Germans, of -whom  a large
number were officers. None of the hud-
dled bodies showed any signs of a
wound. The terrific concussion -of the
great shell exploding -in that confined
space apparently had killed all of them.
One German had a telephone receiver in
his hand.

A Canadian corporal, whose story was
confirmed by an officer who figured
prominently in the incident, described
how four men captured 100 Germans in
a dugout after the British advance had
passed beyond them. The corporal, who
was wounded, first dropped a bomb into

the dugbut and then, hearing no re-|-

sponse, led the way down a lang flight
of steps leading to a considerable cav-
ern. Hearing voices in the darkness, they
dropped a couple more bombs, while on
the way down, and, on entering the cav-
ern, lighted a candle.

At this a murmur arose from a group
of Germans huddled at the far end of
the dugout, standing with their hands
above their heads. The candle went out
and the British officer shouted that .if
any man moved he would "bomb them
all to glory.” The candle was relighted
and one man of the four Britishers was
sent to the entrance of the dugout while
he ordered the Germans to advance in
groups of three and pile up their arms,
warning them that he would hurl a
bomb into the crowd if any made a hos-
tile move.

By threes they were all marched up
into daylight and dispatched to the
rear, the orderly at the entrance keep-
ing watch of them to see that they
moved in the right direction, and warn-
ing them that he would shoot them if
they undertook to escape. In the end
the whole lot of prisoners was safely
dispatched on the road to more certain
captivity.

SMALL-SHIP POLICY
WRONG, SAY EXPERTS

|  Manchester, May 12—A committee of
| shipping experts here has adopted a re-
{ port against the building of small ships
i in preference to big ones to offset the
| submarine danger. The report says:

The policy of small ship construction
can only have a most disastrous effect
{ on the nation, the man power required
by the army, and our chances of vic-
tory. The Germans claim to be sinking
9,000,000 tons a year, and hope to sink
still. more. Allowing losses by mines
and natural causes to balance any exag-
geration of the German claims, and as-
suming that we build one-half the lost
tonnage (about two and a half times
our pre-war output) and other countries
the balance (over five times their pre-
war output), we have increased last
yvear’s output by about four million tons,
equivalent to 1,600,000, tons of cargo
capacity per year.

Comparing ships of 2,000 tons and
16,000 tons displacement, carrying 650
and 8,675 tons of cargo rcspectﬁ-ely, and
taking the North Atlantic passage as a
basis, we should require to build each
year 2,460 of the smaller ships, but only
185 of the larger.

The smaller shins would cost £111,-
000,000 and the larger only £46,000,000.
I'he small ships would use 1,650,000 tons
of steel and 70.000 tons of timber, and
would consume 6,700,000 tons of coal
on the outward voyage per year.. The
larger ships would absorb 1,080,000 tons
of steel and 882,000 tons of timber, and
consume only 1,560,000 tons of coal.

The number of men employed in build-
ing the ships, including making and
handling steel and other materials, would
be 635,000 for the smaller ships and 285,-
000 for the larger. The coal consumed
would account for §45,000 men for the
small ships as against 10,500 for the
large. 'Thus the larger ships would re-
lease about 880,000 persons for other na-
tional service. Moreover, the larger
ships would require 60,000 fewer mar-

DEATH OF REV.
ALEXANDER LAIRD

(Halifax Chronicle)

Many friends read with profound re-
gret the announcement of the death of
Rev. Alexander Laird, Professor of
English literature at the Royal Military
Col , Kingston, Ontario. Mr. Laird
was widely known throughout the mari-
time provinces and particularly among
Dalhousians and in the Presbyterian de-
nomination, in the ministry of which he
had completed, on the very day of his
death, twenty-five years. ~

Professor Laird was born on August
1, 1865, at Princetown, P.EJ. He was
a son of Rev. Robert Laird and Martha
Campbell. He received his primary edu-
gation at Prince of Wales College and at
Pictou Academy, subseqguently coming
to Dalhousie University, where he had &
distinguished scholastic career, graduat-
ing with the degree of B. A. He then|
took the theological course at the Pres-
byterian College at Pine Hill, and was
ordained to the Presbyterian ministry on
May 10, 1892. His first pastorate was
Ferrona, Pictou county, to which he was
called in 1892. In 1894 he was called
to Port Hope, Ontario, where he min-
istered until 1900. In that year he was
called to Cooke’s chureh, Kingston, and
retained that important charge until he
was appointed professor of English lit-
erature at the Royal Military College,
which' position he held until his death.

Mr. Laird was closely identified dur-
ing all these years with the work of the
Kingston Presbytery and as a citizen had
taken a keen interest in the welfare of
that city. He was president for seven
vears of the Children’s Aid Society, and
2 member of the Kingston board of edu-
cation. Mr. Laird was married in June,
1895, to Miss Clara C. Hobrecker, a
graduate of Dalhousie University, of
the class of 1892, and daughter of Alex-
ander Hobrecker of this city, who, with
onc daughter, Hilda, survive him. Mr.

POTHTES 17 TONS
TO THEACRE I ALSKA

Experiment Stations Help Farmer®
in Productien of Record Yields

A farmer in Alaska has - anneunced
a recent yield of seventeen tons of pote-
toes to an acre on his farm. His state-
ment is printed in a recently published
report of the Alaska agricultural experi-
ment  stations, and has particulsr foree,
coming as it does at a time when pota-
toes are fast becoming a luxury.

Nine hundred tons of potatoes were
produced during the summer of 1918 in
the immediate vicinity of Fairbanks, an
increase of 100 tons over the crop of the
year before.

Fifteen varieties tested at the Fair-
banks demonstration farm last year cov-
ered three and one half acres.of land, 40
per cent of which was on the north
slope. The production was eighteen
tons. Officials at this point and at the
Rampart station are making compara-
tive tests to see what varieties are the
most satisfactory under existing cli-
matic conditions.

It is said that a variety has  been
evolved whose equal cannot be found
#rom Idaho to County Cork in size, shape
or flavor. A great transcontinental rafi-
road company has decided to make a
specialty of “Alaska great big baked po-
tatoes,” and each potato served on its
dining cars will weigh at least a pound
and a half.

Much of the agricultural soil in Ajaska
is favored with volcanic ash, and this
condition is a proved advantage in the
growing of potatoes. Soil containing this
ash warms up readily, drains easily and
can be .worked with little difficulty.
farmers are kept posted by government
advisers, and furnished with as much
seed and information as they can use.

CHECK UP INDIVIDUAL YiELDS

(Dominion Department of Agriculture,
Dairy Division, Ottawa)

Contrasts of various kinds occur in
many dairy herds. The eighteén cows
comprising one herd in Ontario last weelk
gave an average yield of 7,494 pounds of
milk, 3.4 test and 259 pounds of fat.
The individual tests varied from 3 to
4.3 per cent. of fat as an average for
the full lactation period. One cow gave
15,420 pounds of milk; another seven
years old, gave only 6,290 pounds; think
of ity 4,000 pounds less. One dame of
eighteen summers gave 270 pounds of
fat, and a two-year-old gave 287 pounds.

The highest yield of fat was 337
pounds of fat from 7-year-old, another 7-
year-old gave only 205 pounds of fat. If
these two cows were fed grain in pro-
portion to yield of fat, no expensive feed
need have been wmisused.

A herd of seventeen cows close by av-
eraged only 155 pounds of fat. It pays
to find out just what individual con-
trasts are included in averages.

Another herd of eleven cows within a
mile or two, that included five two-year-
olds, averaged 7,780 pounds of milk and
297 pounds of fat. A two-year-old gave
219 pounds of fat, and an eight-year-old
gave 390 pounds. Full information as to
cow testing may be obtained on appli-
cation to the Dairy Commissioner, Ot-
tawa, C.F.W.

FRST FINE UNDER
| PROHECL N AGT

Julg Stung, Chinese, of Mill Street
in Court After Seizure of Liquor

Jung Stung, proprietor of the Club
Cafe, at 54 Mill street, was before Po-
fice Magistrate Ritchie this morning,
following a raid made yesterday after-
hoon by Sub-Inspector Crawford with
Detectives Duncan and Briggs. The
charge is unlawfully keeping liquor on
his premises. Stung pleadcd guilty and
a fine of 8200 was struck. 'This is the
first fine imposed under the prohibition
act in St. John. The court accepted the
deposit of $100 in payment of the fine.

This was agreed to by the Chinese
after offering some objection, but the
Chinese who put up the $100 for Stung’s
appearance in court did not agree to al-
low his money to be forfeited and with-
drew it

The court then said that if Stung went
to jail he would have to pay the full fine
of $200 in order to get out again or on
default of payment would have to spend
from three to six months in jail. An cf-
fort was made by the Chinese to secure
the %100 and thus save another $100.
Up to noon Stung was still in the guard
room and some of his friends were mak-
ing haste to raise the money.

The liquor was found in two suit
cases. These were ordered returned to
the Chinese, but the liquor was declared
confiscated.

In imposing the fine the magistrate
sald that from now to the end of the
war the full penalties would be imposed
by him. :

The section under which Stung was
fined reads as follows: “No person shall
within the province of New Brunswick,
by himself, his clerk, servant or agent,
have or keep or give or attempt to give
liquor in any place wheresoever, other
than in the private @welling house in
which he resides without first obtaining
a wholesale license or a retail license un-
der this act authorizing him to do so
gnd then only authorized by such act.”

Anether S Joha Msa Gold
Covctcd Honor ‘

PIE. FDGAR L. WHITTAKER

Single-handed and Wounded, He
Held Dangerous Outpost in Ger-
man Lines During Big Raid

Another St. John man has been hon-
ored by the award of the military medal.
Private Edgar 1. Whittaker has been
so, honored for gallantry displayed in
holding an outpost, single-handed, after
being wounded. He is now in an Eng-
lish hospital recovering from his wounds.

Private Whittaker foriderly resided in
this city, but, with the other members
of the family, removed several years ago
to the west. When war was declared
he enlisted with a western battalion
with which he went overseas. Three of
his brothers also have gone
one of them, Charles, having
wounded recently.

In a letter received by a friend in this
city, a short time before the award of
the medal was announced, Private Whit-
taker narrated the incident which, it is
believed, won him the coveted medal.
Extracts from' his letter are as follows:

“Just a note to let you know that I
have been lucky enough - to make a
‘blighty’; got it in a raid from a Boche
I was foolish enough not to shoot on
sight. 1 and another bomber, named
Hobson, were in the German front line
and going toward the post which had
been assigned us, when we came to a
German sitting in a dugout door. He
did a lot of talking, with his hands up,
and as we were out for prisoners among
other things, I did not shoot. As I ap-
proached him I had to pass another dug-
out door and, as a precaution, of course
I chucked a bomb into it. It may be
that the action frightened the German
or, as seemed. to me more likely,he thought
he had an easy thing, seeing only two
men, so he tossed us a contact bomb
which exploded, wounding both of us
but disabling neither. I believe the Ger-
man regretted it. I didn’t have a
bomb in my hand at the time, having
just thrown one in the dug-out as men-
tioned above.  Before I had time to get
my rifle to my shoulder I heard a lever
snap just at my ear and several choice
remarks addressed to the Boche. Being
quite familiar with both sounds I flat-
tened against the Side of the trench, as
our own Mills grenade is rather a nastier
contrivance than any the Huns turn out.
A couple of seconds more, then there
was an explosion 'and Fritz screamed. I
fancy he was blown down his dug-out
stairs and I did not see him after. Hob-
