London, Dec. 3—“News that the Russians have entered Bulgaria has aroused interest and there 
is much speculation as to the next developement” says Reuter’s correspondent at Saloniki.

“It is expected this move will have a far-reaching effect on the internal situation of Bulgaria, and 
will modify the whole aspect of affairs in the Balkans. ’ ’

No direct and specific confirmation has been received in London, but it is recalled that last week, 
Emperor Nicholas was said to have promised Premier Pachitch of Serbia the appearance of a Russian 
army in Bulgaria within a week.

There have been artillery 
duels on the Strumitsa line, where the 
Bulgars have abstained from resuming 
the offensive since November 8, when 
they suffered heavy losses. The cold 
weather in the hilly country occupied by 
the allies is less severe.

SURPRISE ATTACKS 
BY AUSTRIANS FAIL

Rome, Dec. 8—The Italian War Of­
fice reports:

“The enemy developed an intense ar­
tillery and machine gun fire against our 
positions on Monte Piano at the head 
of the Rienz Valley, but without mak­
ing any attack. This fire caused no 
damage.

“Along the Isonzo front, persistent 
fog and rain hampered artillery action.
The enemy tried surprise attacks against 
our new positions east of Oslavia and 
along the northern slopes of Monte San 
Michele, but everywhere was repulsed.
Small raids by our infantry gave us a 
few nrisoners and we took a machine 
gun.

THE FERRY RETURNS.
Chatham, N. B., Dec. 8—Last night 

Private Frank Ullock was tendered a 
civic reception in the Masonic Hall. 
The Citizens’ Band paraded and played 
patriotic airs. The front seats were 
occupied by some fifty recruits of the 
132nd. On the platform were Mayor 
Hickey, Col. McCulley, R. A. Lawlor, 
W. B. Snowball and Robert Murray, all 
of whom addressed the great audience 
and heartily welcomed the returned 
soldier. Time and again the crowd 
rose to its feet and cheered Ullock to 
the echo. Private O’Toole of Nelson, 
another returned hero, was on the plat­
form with Ullock

Private Ullock thanked the citizens 
for the reception tendered him and ad­
vised all the young men to go down to 
the recruiting office and enlist. He 
would like to do so, but the circum­
stances were against his doing so. He 
said there was a fascination about 
soldiering which would appeal to the 
young men.

Other positions, 
however, demanded certain scholastic 
qualifications, if the standard of the ser­
vice was to be maintained. Dr. Shortt 
made it clear, however, that the com­
mission would co-operate in every pos­
sible way with the government and 
would open the doors as widely as pos­
sible to the men who have served their 
country.

A large number of the disabled sol­
diers will be found positions in the 
outside service , and those who are re­
turning now will be given positions in 
the militia department. There are 
plenty of positions, the salaries for 
which are paid out of the war votes, 
which they can fill.
