SIS ONLY 150 OF
1,000 CANADIANS
GOT BACK TO M|

New York, June 18—Henry Lapierre,
of Chasey, N, Y., a private in the 15th
Canadian Battalion, reached New York
today on the steamer Arabic, with a de-
scription of the fighting at Ypres on
May 15, when his battalion stormed the
German trenches. He said that of 1,000
men. who were in the battalion, only 150
got back to the British lines. The re-
mainder were either killed, wounded or
died from the effects of gas poisoning.

GERMAN GASES

Sir Hiram M&:m Has bmple

and Eﬁec.nve Inventien

London, June 18—Sir Hiram Maxim
has invented “a very simple and cheap
apparatus,” which he believes will en-
tirely! counteract poisonous gas. Elabor-
ate tests are being made. Trenches have
been built and a miniature battle was
being enacted, wherein the attackers
were to use gas, the defenders Sir
Hiram’s apparatus.

The idea of his invention is to force
the fumes over the heads of soldiers in
the trenches. “This,” he says, “is the
only way to neutralize the effects. Re-
spirators are useless. I don’t think the
British could descend to use poisonous
gas, and I am convinced when the Ger-
mans see how easily the fumes can be
dispersed, they will discontinue its use.”

WHAT OF THE MURDERED
BABES ON LUSITANIA?

Amsterdam, June 18 — The Grand
Duke of Baden, now at the front, has
sent to Frankfort the following telegram

Trunk, Canadian Northern and Cana-
dian Pacifie, and why many large fac-
tories in various parts of the coumtry
which are still running on, short time,
but which could be utilized in the manu-
" facture of shells are not also pressed in-
to service in this great crisis. “It is far
®etter and far cheaper,” says the Jour-
nal of Commerce, “to expend shells than
fhuman lives. Let the people of Canada
be told frankly what is required of
them and we are certain that scores:of
factories and thousands of men can be;
utilized in the manufacture of the
greatly needed shells.”

The Journal further says:—*“The govr
ernment, with the co-operation of its ef-
ficient shell committee and the Manu-
. facturers’ Association, could very read-
fly take a census of all the available
factories in Canada and where necessary
furnish the machinery and equipment

* %o manufacture shells.”

If the country is to be pmperly organ-
ised, for the production of war muni-
tions on the largest possible scale, some-
thing of this sort must be done. It is
now 'quite ‘clear that the British Em-
pire must provide the men and the
munitions to 't the scale in favor of
the Allies. The London Chronicle's
correspondent, writing from France at
the end of May, said that Germany could
call to arms altogether 10,000,000 men,
and that of these 8,000,000 had not been
ealled up.

With
these and the 8,000,000 yet to be called
to the colors, and with an abundant sup-
ply of munitions and a country organised
to the limit for war purposes, to say
nothing of the aid of Austria, it is clear
that Germany, even when compelled to
wct solely on the defensive, can resist

CAPE_BRETON

The scenic grandeur of the Island of
Cape Breton, and the rare charm of -
its summer climate, tend to make the
casual visitor forgetful of the fact that
this far Eastern portion of Canada has
a history which dates from the time the
hardy Norsemen ploughed the waves for -
pure love of adventure and lust of con-
quest.

Shel-
tered from the ocean, of which it forms
a part, its waters expand into bays and
romantic havens, flinked by forest-clad
hills and lofty cliffs. The shores of the
jsland are rugged and wmountainous.
The coast scenery to the northeast is
sublime in its grandeur, while to the
south the Atlantic surges around num-~
erous islands and pours its waters into
many ‘bays. Cape Breton is a country
of heights and depths, with mountains,
hills, valleys, rivers and lakes. Nature
has made it the ideal land for the sum-
mer pleasure seeker.

SCIENTIFIC CREW

Most "of the Privates Specially
Trained Men—Heavy Adillery
Progresses

‘Montreal, Jane 18—“We are going to
France ss a Semitary Corps,” said Major
IT. A. Starkey, commanding A Sanitary
Bection, C. E. F., “but I have a company
of trained men who can do anything

from looking after sanitation to instal-
ling a sewage plant or designing and
building a bridge. The men have been
selected with care, and so many McGill
students have offered, from the various
branches of scientific work, that I do

: \\ N

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not think so well qualified a corps of
military men hag ever left Canada.”

This idea of Sanitary corps is a new
one, the work being rendered :necessary

by the underground methods of fight-
ing adopted, and Major Starkey’s is the
first of the kind to leave Canada.

The work of the corps will be of a
semi-scientific nature, entirely devoted
to preserving the health of the men at
the front, protecting their water supply,
and taking care of the general sanitation,
‘no easy task in a level country cram-
med full of fighting men in trenches.
Owing to the shortness of time for pre-
paration and training,” Major Starkey
said he had been compelled to exercise
great care in selecting ‘his men, it being
necessary to get men with considerable
scientific knowledge. This all his men
have, with the exception of the plumber
and blacksmith. The motor lorry, dis-
infecting plant, and other -paraphernalia
‘will be secured in England.

The subaltern and others in the trenches
were on one:occasion driven back by the
Germansg and went into the support
trenches. Suddenly the subaltern ran
back to the trench they had left, which
was then in possession of the enemy. A
sergeant who followed him came back
soon afterward to the commanding of-
ficer and said: “He has captured the
trench sir.”

The commanding officer obtained
some support and went to the trench,
where he found the subaltern, with a re-
volver in each hand, standing before a
whole row of Germans who had laid
down their rifles and were holding up
their hands.

The commanding officer afterwards
said to him: “You will probably get the
V. C, for that, but it was a ery foolish
thing to do, to try to recapture a trench
single-handed.”

“But,” replied the subaltern, “I went
back for my binoculars.”

to’ wheat in Canada. As previously re-
ported, the area to be harvested of fall
sown wheat is* 1,208,700 acres, the bal-
ance of 11,687,300 acres having been sown
this spring. Whilst every province shows
an increase in the wheat' area it is the
three northwest provinces which prepon-
derate in the national effort to produce
more wheat.
