A week later the men were in Halifax
preparing for the long sea voyag® On
Jan. 27 the Pomeranian with Colonel
Herchmer’s force on board, sailed. C
Battery and the first battalion of the
Mounted Rifles had to wait until Feb.
21 before the Milwaukee was ready to
clear. The docks were crowded with
citizens of FHalifax, who cheered lustily
as the big transpert left her berth and
there twere many there, too, who had
crossed the continent to catch
glimpse of their men as they left for
war zones. 'The crowds sang Auld
Lang Syne and Rule Britannia as the
ship moved out, while the soldiers
crowding the decks responded with God
Save the Queen—tfor Queen Victoria was

i The proposed sale of thirty German
ships by the Uhited States government
has some interest for Canada, because it
(illustrates a difference between the offi-
cial policies of the two countries in deal-
ing with their transportation problems.
(“L'ne fnited States government,” says
the ‘New York World, “ought to get
out of the transportation business, both
by land and sca.” Acting on this view,
congress, with the president’s approval,
decided to return the railroads to their
\ownors next month, and the chairman of
!the shipping board called for tenders for
. former German liners—the prizes of war
—with the tacit consent of congress until
!the Hearst journals began to rave over
an imaginary British plot to buy the
ships. The courts have stopped the sale
pending injunction proccedings, and the
senate has asked that no ships be handed
immediately over to bidders, but the
board is receiving tenders and the ves-
sels will go in the end to private pur-
chasers. .

The Canadian government has pursued
the opposite course. It has acquired
| great railroad systems, and when its
present plans are realized it will have
nationalized inore than half the railroad
mileage of the country. During the war
it embarked on a national shipbuilding
programme, and it will maintain a state-
owned fleet, to be operated in conjune-
tion with the public railroad system.

Either the American people are unfa-
vorable to large experiments in national-
iention or they are overborne by private
interests. Ontario has gained decisively
by the public ownership of power de-
velopment, and Canada may demon-
'strate that the same policy applicd to
transportation by land and water is
sound and profitable.

DARTMOUTH WILL
BOOST ATHLETICS

Dartmouth, Feb. 18—That the town
of Dartmouth is very much awake to
the importance of looking after her
young men was demonstrated last even-
ing by the calling together of the most
prominent members of Dartmouth’s pro-
gressive citizenry to discuss ways and
means of equipping the town with an
up-to-the-minute athletic grounds.

The general tenor of the meeting was
one of action rather than talking and
action of the immediate sort. The old
Chebucto grounds were considered as a
site for the track and field, while tenta-
tive plans for a Dartmouth rink and
aquatic facilities were considered. From
all indications there was not one dis-
senter at the gathering, and the sugges-
tions put forward will be given every
consideration and acted upon as rapidly
as possible.

It is the intention of those interested
to equip the young people of Dart-
mouth with athletic facilities second to
none in the province, and if present
plans mature as planned the town will
be in possession of a first-class field and
aquatic facilities by the time that the
summer season is here. The proposal to
build a permanent rink was also con-
sidered and will be incorporated as part
of the big scheme.

Dartmouth will prepare itself imme-
diately for an active campaign to place
her athbletes on a firm footing in the
province. This plan will not only en-
list the aid of the younger generation,
but will have.back of it the moral and
financial support of every influential or-
ganization in the town. Nothing that
can possibly be done this season will
be left over until next.

SHIPPERS ASKED TO USE
GOVT. MARINE VESSELS.

The claims of the Canadian Govern-
ment Merchant Marine to assistance of
importers and exporters in assuring the
success of the public-owned marine ser-
vice are set forth by D. O. Wood, traffic
manager of the merchant marine, in a
recent letter. The rapid growth of the
service is indicated by his statement
that there are at present 26 ships in the
service on the following trade routes, in-
cluding 11 to the United Kingdom; 10
to the British West Indies and Cuba;
three to Brazil and South America; two
to Australia and New Zealand; with 34
vessels to follow within twelve months.
The circular letter includes the follow-
ing: Press despatches declare that
trade returns show British trade is once
more solvent. It is stated that British
shipping freights are again bringing
in tne enormous revenue of over $5,-
000,000 daily. The Canadian Industrial
Reconstruction Association has prepared
a statement upon the question of ex-
change, and amongst ten recommenda-
tions to bring about its return to sta-
bility, from which the following is
selected: Utlize Canadian service. Ship-
ments should be made over Canadian
carriers ,and, in case of overseas exports,
through Canadian ports in Canadian
ships. That this recommendation is
sound must be quite obvious. Why not
assist in building up of Canada’s treas-
ury by patronizing Canadian-owned ves-
sels?  The dominion government ijs, at
the public expense, establishing a mer-
chant marine, known as Canadian Gov-
ernment Merchant Marine, Limited,
operated by the Canadian National Rail-
ways Board.

ALLEGES COMBINE
OF FIRE HOSE MAKERS.

Windsor, Ont., Feb. 20—Backing the
fire committee in its demands for a gov-
ernment.investigation of an alleged com-
bine between Canadian manufacturers of
fire hose, the city council tonight unani-
mously decided to request a probe of
the selling methods of the different firms
of fire hose manufacturers.

According to statements contained in
the report of the committee, local dealers
in rubber supplies are prevented by
manufacturers from tendering on hose,

although the quotations submitted by,
six different manufacturers were the

same as local firms were prepared to
offer.

The action of the council grew out of
bids received two weeks ago for 2,000
feet of hose. When the fire committee
request the council to “split” the order
between a local and an outside agency,
representatives of the companies declared

(Toronto Globe.)

Exchange rates promise to be a decid-
ing factor in determining the trend of
export trade. Much has been heard in
, recent weeks about cancellation of or-
ders by Canadian houses for goods of
United States manufacture.
| ment has in ‘certain instances gone fur-
ther than many manufacturers, and cer-
tainly further than the general public
are aware. The scarcity of steel pro-
ducts through diminished production and
accumulation of orders in the United
States mills has induced consumers to
place orders with Canadian producers
of basic and semi-finished steel. The
prevailing exchange rates have been a
contributory cause. Some Canadian con-
sumers have made inquiries recently for
tool steel of British manufacture, be-
lieving that in consideration of exchange
rates they can buy more advantageously
in that market. The scarcity of sheet
iron and steel, including black and gal-
vanized sheets and tin plates, so far as
the American producers are concerned,
has led certain Canadian interests to
make inquiries in the United Kingdom.

In general the trend of trade is towards
more liberal buying of British products
for Canadian consumption and towards
a less extensive movement of goods from
the dominion to the United Kingdom.
On the other hand, sales of Canadian
merchandise to the United States are be-
ing stimulated, and purchasers of goods
from that country, either through choice
or necessity, are curtailing their ship-
ments. In the interests of both countries

FIRST STUDENT OF
KING'S COLLEGE

(Occasional in Halifax Recorder.)

Bishop John Inglis, the third Bishop
of Nova Scotia, stood first upon the list
of students at the opening ot the aca-
demy at Windsor in November, 1788. In
October, 1783, when the Loyalists were
departing from New York for the re-
maining colonies of Great Britain, in
North America, five clergymen (three
of whom were afterward bishops). ad-,
dressed -a letter to Sir Guy Carletons
then in New York, dwelling upon the
importance of the immediate establish-
ment, in Nova Scotia, of a seminary of
learning “which (as they observe in
their letter”) in conjunction, with the
episcopate in ‘“Nova Scotia, recom-
mended by your excellency will diffuse
religion, literature, loyaltys and good
morals there.”
This may be regarded as the first sug-
gestion for the establishment of a col-
lege in Nova Scotia; and there can be
no doubt that the seminary, then con-
templated, was intended by the five
clergymen who interested themselves
for its establishment to be in connection
with the established church. The let-
ter was signed by Charles - Inglis, H.
Addison, Jonathan O'Dell, Benjamin
Moore and Charles Morgan.
In a letter to Richard Cumberland,
the king’s agent for Nova Scotia, dated
Jan. 27, 1789, the bishop writes: “Our
academy. goes on extremely well. At
the next meeting of our assembly 1 shall
endeavor to have the allowance of £400
a year for the academy made perman-

May 1 again briefly re-state the prob-
lem?

If a Canadian merchant has $10,000
to expend, his money may be equal to
perhaps $3,300 in New York, or $13,600
in London, if the pound be considered
worth its nominal gold value. 'The
goods will cost him $10,000 of Canadian
money, whether he buys in one country
or the other,
from the United States he will pay duty
on but £8,:200, while if they com¢ from
Britain, he will be penalized by ‘m\‘ing
to pay on $13,500.
regulation “‘obviously morc
out the preferential rate.”

This discrimination Agmnst imports
from the Mother Country in favor of |
the United States comes at a time when
it is the }mtrmtu duty of every Cana-
dian to buy in Britain instcad of New
York, in order to maintain the value of
t(rlmg exchange, and thus avoid the

collapse of our export business in farm
=

products and manufactures.

The regulation also causes loss to the'
government, for, as you point out, if
the American dollar werc taken at its
real value ir Canadian currency, the
customs revenue would be enlarged be-
canse of the great preponderance of im-
ports from the United States.

You have drawn attention to the fact

that this regulation is at variance with
the law, which prevides that other cur-
rencies shall be taken at their actual
value as (omparrd with the standard
dollar of Canada, in so far as such com-
parative values are known. As you
very rightly say, either the practlco
should be amended to canform to the
law, or the'law be amended to conform
to the practice.

You, however, express a fear that an
alteration of the rtx:ul ation would have
undesirable results in regard to our
trade with France, Belgium and @Ger-
many. Let us consider tow the regula-

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Emphatic Victory for Reform
Party — Liberals Defeated
Owing to System of Polling |
and Rise of the Labor|
Party.

(Christian Science Monitor.)

Wellington, New Zealand—New Zea-
land’s general election, held after alapse
of five years, has resulted*in an em-
phatic victory for W. F. Massey, who
has been prime minister since 1912 and |
is now coanfirmed in the position for a
further period of three years.

Mr. Massey has about forty-eight
supporters in the new house of represen-
tatives, which contains eighty members. |
The Liberal opposition contains about |
nineteen members, and there are eleven !
Labor members and two Independents. !
The Labor members are divided into'
two groups—eight official representatives |
of the Labor party and three Independ- |
ent Labor members. The two Inder
pendents probably will give general sup-t
port to the government. i

Sir Joseph Ward, leader of the Lib-!
cral party, lost his seat and is expected
to remain outside parliament. He had
been in parliament for thirty years, was |
prime minister from 1906 to 1912, and !

. was associated with Mr. Massey in the |
national government (composed of the '
two chief parties) during the critical
years of war. !

The obvious deduction from the fig-
ures would be that the Liberal party
had/ceased to hold the confidence of the
electors. The Liberals held office con-
tinuously from 1890 until 1912, most of
the time under Mr. Seddon, and it was
during this period of twenty-two years
that New Zealand became famous as an
experimental ground of advanced social
and industrial legislation. Mr. Massey
was leader of the Conservative opposi-
tion during the later years of Liberal
administration, and it was as the brake
on the Liberal coach that he first be-
.apie known to the electors at large.

hen the Conservative party, without
auch change of personnel, became the
r  form party, which just managed to
gain office in 1912, and now, for tne first
time, has a secure majority of its own.

Votes of Minorities Help.

An examination of the returns shows
that as a matter of fact the obvious de-
duction is not justified by the facts. Two
factors have operated against the Liber-
als, one being. the “first-past-the-post”
system of clection and the other the rise
of the Labor party. No fewer than
twenty-seven of Mr. Massey’s support-
ers have been elected by minorities, the
majority vote having been split by Lib-
eral and Labor candidates. The voting
in the six electorates of Wellington may
be summarized in illustration of what
occurred:

be found within the Labor Party. One
of the possibilities of the election was
the creation of a parliament consisting of
three minority groups, with Labor hold-
ing the balance of power between the
csxder parties.

' Problem of Reconstruction.

The Massey government faces now the |
| problems of reconstruction. One of its |
{early tasks may be to deal with a big
i‘industriul upheaval, for the more milit-
; ant unions, including the miners, rail-l
| waymen, waterside workers and seamen |
are full of discontent. They are dis-
turbed by the high cost of living, which
they claim is not covered by recent in-
creases in their wages, but the agitation
among them strikes deeper than mere
wages. They talk of nationalization and
of the “right of the workers to all that
they produce.”

S'he need of a ‘“strong, sane govern-
ment,” to deal firmly with “revolution-
ary attacks on the community,” was one
of the effective campaign cries of the
government during the eléction. But
the electors will not be satisfied if the
government merely acts as ballast for
the ship of state. They want many
things, including reduced prices, develop-
ment. of national resources, closer settle-
ment of the land, and the removal of
causes of industrial discontent.

Mr, Massey realizes all this and he
will make an effort that may go some
way toward giving New Zealand its old
pre-eminence in experimental social and
industrial legislation. If he fails, or if
he yields too much to the influence of
the older section of his party, the price

Polymorphians
and That City Grant

To the Editor of The Times:

Sir,—Relative to an item in one of the
papers 1 desire to say that R. J. Wil-
kins submitted no bills for payment
either from himself or from the Poly-
morphian Club. Whatever expenses he
incurred in the late demonstration he
paid and did not submit for payment
anything even to the value of a postage
stamp. The club also paid their own
bills and received no assistance what-
ever from the city. Thirty people out-
side the club turned out in parade and
these the parade committee assisted in
their equipment.

The enclosed is a copy of the letter
sent with the facts to the mayor and
commissioners, which I would ask you
please to publish.

His Worship the Mayor and Commis-
sioners of the City of St. John:

Gentlemen,—Permit me to submit- for
your information a summary of t_he
equipment and part of the expenses In-
curred by the Polymorphian Club in
their parade in honor of the returned
soldiers on Aug. 14, 1919.

The club equipped and turned out in
parade 150 men in the Zulu and Beef-
cater costumes, also six floats, contain-
ing 150 more in character, including the
children.

" The following is a detailed statement
of the expense of each Beef-eater and
Zulu costume, not including any of the
six floats, viz:

For more than thirty-six years this
club has been giving their parades and
have never asked for a grant or assist-
ance from the cityy They felt that they
were paid if their turnout gave any
pleasure and entertainment to the citi-
zens of St. John, especially to the wo-
men and children. This sentiment I am
afraid you gentlemen do not understand,
but it is still strong among the class of
people ‘who make up this club, and also
well understood by the majority of citi-
zens.

One-half of the members of this club

are returned men from France, the bal-
ance are men who have suffered the loss
of some near relative,or friend. They
made their turnout in honor of the re-
turned men of New Brunswick and for
the honor and credit of the city of St.
John.

Although the club is indebted to all
their-friends for work done, special credit
must be given to the following mem-
bers, viz: Robert MacAllister, David
Ramseys R. J. Armstrong, A. M. W.
Johnston, Wm. Munro, jr., Harry Scott,
W. MacLellan and others who worked
night and day building the floats, ete.
As usual, the backbone of the club is
the lady friends, who assisted them with
the costumes and on whom fell the
principal work of the parade.

As chairman of your parade commit-
tee 'I submitted for payment two item-
ized accounts, viz., Manchester Robert-
son Allison, Ltd., and The Christie
Woodworking Company. Both of these
bills were passed by the parade com-
mittee and also by the general commit-
tee, of which you, Mr. Mayor, are the
chairman and Commissioners Fisher and
Thornton members. R. S. Ritchie, the
secretary, tells me he handed them to
the comptroller for payment. One of

'them, the Christie Woodworking Com-

pany bill, has not yet been paid.

The Polymorphian Club asked for no
assistance from the city and paid their
own bills in connection with their pa--
rade. Your committee made grants to
the firemen, trades and labor and also
$300 to the Polymorphian Club. This
grant the club has not: received. What
you intend to do about it the club and
citizens generally would like to know.

I have not received the courtesy of a
reply from you to my letter to you of
Jan. 16, asking the above question, and
am taking the liberty of giving a copy
of this letter with the facts to the press.

CANADIAN C. AND
* RECONSTRUCTION

(John B. Kennedy in The Sun and N.
Y. Herald:)

The Cd¥nadian Knights of Columbus
are emulating the reconstruction work
of their Awmerican brothers with the
cstablishment throughout Canada of
council committees which attend to the
re-employment and vocational education
of former service men of the dominion.
During the war the Canadian Knights
opérated the famous system of Catholic
army huts in Oanada, Great Britain and
France. They employed approximately
100 secretaries—most of them men dis-
chavged from the army, and ran more
than twenty-five huts. Their policy was
about the same as that of the Ameticap
Knights #n as much as they aimed pHm-
arily to serve enlisted ‘men. The main
point of difference was that the Cana-
dian Knights charged for their services,
white the Awmerican K. C. maintained,
thmggh’eu’t, their policy of “everything
free.

There ave approximately 85,000 mem-

bers of the Khights of Columbus in
Canada, €oalested into 100 councils.
Since the cessation of hostilities their
cominittees have met returned soldiers,
canvassed jobs for them, provided trans-
portation home when the government's
mileage Was late in coming, assisted the
soldters in settling bonus and mainten-
ance problems, and performed a variety
of similar services for the men.
« In Totonto alone mo fewer than 65,-
000 meals were sefved in the G. of C.
hut, the ol Atlington hotel in King
stréet, Within a twelve-month period
ended last Dec. 81. Also 11,000 men
were actommodated with beds. Through-
out the ‘@ominion the K. of C. have aid-
ed more than 500,000 Canadian veterans |
at their huts, which are located from
Halifax to Vancouver.

The Canadian Knights had a war
fund of just more than $1,000,000, which
was administered by Colonel Clarence F.
Smith at Montreal. J. J. Leddy of Sas-
katoon and Ottawa ,who was elected to
the supreme board of directors of the
K. of C.—the organization’s—in August
last year, has headed the Canadian coun-
¢il in charge of K. C. welfare work for
the dominion.

PEACE.TIME USES OF
HYDRO.AEROPLANES

Forest Fire Patrol Offers
Field for Experiment—Pro-
gress in the U. S. and Cana-
da.

(Clyde Leavitt in Conservation.)

One of the peace-time uses of air craft
is for forest fire patrol. In the United
States, experiments have been carried|
out in some of the western states, under
an arrangement between the Air Service
and the: Forest Service. These trials
produced su¢h promising results in the
prompt discovery and reporting of forest
fires that a greatly enlarged programme
for the current year is under considera-
tion,

Col, H. H. Arnold, of the U. 8. air ser-
vice, has presented to his government a
report recommending that an air patrol
be inaugurated to cover all lands, gov-
ernment, state and private, in western
Wyoming, Montana, Idaho, Washington,
Oregon, and California. This wotild re-
quire five eomplete obsérvation squad-
rons of eighteen planes each, or ninety
planes, with pilots, observers and com-
plete squadron equipment, each plane to
be equipped with radio sets for sending
location of fires discovered, and two
planes in each squadron to be equipped
with wireless telephone sets and cameras.
Operators for wireless stations at bases
and sub-bases, and the establishment of
pigeon lofts at bases and sub-bases
would also be required.

A resolution of the Western Forestry
and Conservation Association points out
that the use of airplanes to protect the
nation’s forests gives opportunity for
the training of pilots and observers,
while serving a purpose which, in itselfs
fully justifies the expense involved.

The experiments afdong this line in
Canada have been comparatively limited,
being, confined, during the past summer,
to two seaplanes loaned by the dominion
government to the St. Maurice Forest

“Count Before and After

Warns Fifth Avenue Vie-
tim. .

If business men allow gypsies to en-
ter their establishments in Fifth ave-
nue in broad daylight, and if the callevs
gét the business men to empty tneir
pockets and open up their cash registers
to have their money blessed, then the
business men should make sure to count
the money in the presence of a witness,
both before and after the cerémony.
This is the advice of Magistrate dgar
V. Frothingbein in disposing of two
cases where gypsy women were arraign- |
ed before him in the Jefferson Market
court. 4

Rosie Mark was the first gypsy to be!
heard. She was arrested By Detective-
Sergeant T. P. Phelan of the West
Thirtfeth street station, charged with
“suspicion™ of grand larceny. It seemcd
she had entered the establishment of Al-
fred Bennett, a wdolen merzhant at 06
Fifth avenue, and, aceording to Mr. Ben-
nett, she rubbed his hand with ¢tilver
and said, “Evil spirits, chase away from
the money.” She then isked where he
kept “all his money.* -She was taken
to the drawer where the money was
kept. !

Rosie then placed a “iocket handker-
chief over the back of her hand, clased
her eyes and commanded bnd luck rever
to come to any of the woney in the|
drawer.

In this conncction a world tour
has been mapped out starting January
last, embracing Western Europe, North
and South America, with especial refer-
ence to Canada and Mexico, South Af-
rica. Australia, New Zealand, India and
ligypl. Plans were under way immedi-
ately before the war to conduct a cam-
paign of this nature, and now that the
oppoertunity can be taken up again, Brit-
ish Industries Limited propose to carry
on the enterprise in a comprehensive
manner. ‘The aim is to show the world
through moving picture films what Brit-
ish industry can do.  Since normal
activities are again being resumed in
Great Britain and the productive *capac-

ity of that country is being increased,
the question of extending export mar-
kets has become of vast importance. In
view of the fact that a similar move-

! ment is being considered by Canadian

manufacturing interests, the British cam-
paign is of especial interest,

“The solution of the economic dif-
ficulties with which we are faced makes
it imperative that we should use ()vcry'
endeavor to develop our export trade as |
far as possible,” says The London Times
in referring to the moving picture exhibi- ;
tion. 'The motive of the campaign is Lo
carry-on an indugtrial piropagallda‘
scheme by means of moving pictures|
such as has never been attempted before l
on such a scale. Hitherto the cinemal
film has been primarily the hand maid
of amusement, but it is now/ being de-!
monstrated as the advance ggent of the
British manufacturer in the reconstruc-
tion of trade and industry.”

The production of vdrious plants will |
be shown from ship-building to |

tected. In a circular letter being issued
by the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associ-
ation to its members, it is pointed out
that industrial interests in the United
States and Great Britain have already
seized upon this means of circulating in-
formation about their capabilities of pro-
duction, and many of these films are
now being shown throughout Canada
and in various other countries. Ipdi-
vidual manufacturers throughout the Do-
minion are asked to communicate with
the secretary or chairman of the trade
organization with which they are con-
nected.

CANADA'’S FIRST SPARK
PLUG FACTORY OPENED.

Canada’s frst spark lug factory,
that of the Champion Sparlic Plug Com-
pany, was officially opened in Windsor,
Ont., this week. Mayor Winter turned
the first sod for the factory on June 10,
1919, and handed back the spade. This
is the first factory of its kind in Canada.
Hitherto all spark plugs have been im-
ported, principally from the United
States.
