Madrid, via Hendaye, Aug. 25.—Plans 

of the Clericals to concentrate their 
forces at San Sebastien on August 27th 
and at Vittoria on September 4th, hav­
ing been blocked by the administra­
tion, the leaders of the Clerical faction 
freely threaten Spain with a universal 
demonstration before September 15th. 
It is thought that such action would 
precipitate the long-looked-for civil up­
heaval.

It is maintained by the 
Clericals that so widespread a demon­
stration would cause the present 
emment more trouble than a concen­
trated one.

WORK OB' RAILWAY COMMISSION.
(Time» Leased Wire.)

Washington, D. C., Aug. 25.—A sham 
battle between an airship and 
ship is being planned by the navy de­
partment to-day. The navy authori­
ties are surrounding their plans with 
great secrecy. The monitor Talla­
hassee is reported to have been select­
ed as the vessel to face an aerial bom­
bardment. The monitor will be towed 
to a point far from Washington and 
hung with shell-defying armor. The 
vulnerable points will be over the gun 
rooms, ammunition hoists and funnels, 
whêfe an explosive dropped accurately 
might destroy the vessel.

The men who have volunteered for 
the hazardous duty will be alternately 
in the sky ships and in the man-of- 
war. After they have taken shots at 
the airship writh guns ranging from six 
pounders to 12-inch rifles, they will 
mount in the airship and attempt to 
drop bombs on vital spots in the war­
ship’s deck.

No Pensions for Widows. 
Washington, D. C., Aug. 25.—The 

widows and orphans of the 94 forest 
rangers who have met death in the 
northwest while fighting forest fires 
have no means of securing reparation 
or pensions unless congress
such laws, according to a statement 
by an official of the forest service to­
day.

After a man in the forest service is 
disabled the government cuts off his 
pay and there is no means of taking 
cognizance legally of the fact that a 
man is killed in the 
rangers have a mutual protective 
sociation to guard themselves against 
misfortune.

Buffalo, N. Y., Aug. 25.—“I feel It is 

just a little more my duty to hunt 
crooks out of public life because they 
happen to be in my own party,” said 
Colonel Roosevelt to-day, addressing 
the Ellicott club here. The colonel was 
guest of honor at a breakfast given 
by the club, 
present and cheered when he declared 
he would keep up his fight for clean 
politics.

Roosevelt arrived in an automobile, 
and was driven directly to the club. 
He began -by discussing the need of 
preventing polution of the great lakes, 
gradually shifting to politics. He as­
sured the members that he would fight 
in the coming New* York state Repub­
lican convention.

After the breakfat Roosevelt left for 
the west.

“Just as we must keep unpolluted 
the waters of the great lakes,” said 
Roosevelt as He neared the end of his 
address, before the club, “we must 
likewise act in the field of moral, pub­
lic and domestic life. We must see that 
things ar<? unpolluted at their source. 
I believe in pure government, and in 
this belief I do not recognize party dis- 

i tincticne.” *

was being excavated for grading; also 
in having allowed a quantity of bricks 
to be sold from his yards to the city.

FYiends of Aid. Humber knew that 
he would not have purposely commit­
ted a breach of the law, and on his 
resigning his position they promptly 
rallied around him and requested that 
he run agi* in. His election by acclama­
tion this afternoon is eloquent testi­
mony to his great popularity amongst 
the electorate of North Ward.

It is anticipated that on Aid. Hum­
ber resuming his seat at the council 
board he will make an endeavor to se­
cure an additional appropriation for 
park purposes. The1 band concert fund

an effort to have a few more concerts 
held before the close of the season.

(Timos Leased Wire.)
Spokane, Wash., Aug. 24.—Light 

rains which fell during the afternoon 
and night and slight indications that 
more rain may fall soon in the forest 
fire zone of Idaho and Montana, did 
much to inspire the blistered, exhaust­
ed fire fighters with hope to-day. While 
nothing less- than a heavy downpour 
can quench the big fires, the showers 
of the past 12 hours did much to im­
prove an appalling situation.

Owing to lack of rapid -communica­
tion within the bounds of the fire zone 
there are many rumors afloat concern­
ing heaxry loss of life which it is be­
lieved will prove groundless in most 
cases with a return to normal condi­
tions.

It is believed that the death list in 
Washington, Idaho and Montana will 
not exceed over 100. Early to-day the 
known dead numbered 53. In and near 
Wallace 38 of the fire victims were 
found. The 200 men under Ranger 
Kottkey reported lost yesterday' have 
reached Missoula safely, according to 
telegrams received here by officials.
He and his men had been fighting fire 
near Adair, Idaho.

Rangers Van Dike, of Independence, 
and Derrick, of Saltese, likewise re­
ported during the night. It had been 
feared that Van Dyke and his gang of 
75 men had been hemmed in by the 
fires. There ar^ several gangs of fire 
fighters scattered through the moun­
tains, but owing to the continued im­
provement of the fire situation but lit­
tle anxiety is felt, although they have 
not reported into headquarters.

Most of the damage thus far wrought 
by the conflagrations have been in the 
United States forest reserves of north­
eastern Idaho and western Montana, in 
the Bitter Root, Coeur d’Alene and 
Cabinet ranges of mountains.

Although exact figures cannot be se­
cured at present, it is estimated that 
fully 1,700 settlers were burned out and 
that 1,200 persons who lived in the set­
tlements lost their homes.

Lumbermen conversant with the sit­
uation declare that fully $11,000,000 
worth of spruce, red fir, pine, hemlock 
and other valuable woods have been 
consumed. Some timber can be saved 
if removed immediately, as in many 
places the fires killed the forest but did 
not damage the merchantable timber.

Long streamers of smoke rising from 
smoldering fires in the pines are all 
that obscure skies otherwise cloudless 
in the Wallace territory to-day. Light 
rain fell yesterday afternoon and the 
wind has died down. The temperature 
fell to 35 degrees during the night.
Conditions to-day are more satisfac­
tory than they have been since the 
forest fires started. The fires have fed 
upon timber until there is little left to 
burn, and only smoking embers remain.

Repairing Bridges.
Missoula, Mont., Aug. 24.—Although 

the indications for rain in this terri­
tory aré slight to-day the light show­
ers which fell in the Iron Mountain 
district last night did much to improve 
the forest fire situation.

While the fires are still serious, par­
ticularly on the west slope of the Bitter 
Root, it is believed that the worst h&a 
passed and that the big blazes Jiave 
passed the critical stage.

Cico, Cal., Aug. 24.—Burning swiftly 
up the brushy canyons and heavily 
timbered gulches of the north fork of 
the Feather river, a forest fire is rapid­
ly advancing on the small mining 
town of Magalia, or Dogtown, on the 
Stirling City railroad. Several cabins 
and other mine buildings have been 
destroyed. The main part of the town 
is directly in the path of the fire and 
a strong wind is sweeping down from 
Sawmill mountain, driving the flames 
rapidly toward the frame houses.

Every available man in the moun­
tain section from Paradise valley to 
the Diamond . Match Company’s giant 
mills at Stirling City is at the fire 
front. The women and children of the 
ranchers and miners along the river 
are guarding their homes, 
small back fires have been started and 
two of these have broken from control 
in the high wind. They have joined 
.the main body of fire, making the fire 
a stream more than two miles in 
width.

One man, as yet unidentified, is lying 
at the point of death from severe burns 
received while fighting the fires.

Incendiaries Will Be Prosecuted.
Helena, Mont., Aug. 24.—With a light 

rain falling over the valleys and snow 
In the mountains, the forest fire situ­
ation in central Montana is greatly im­
proved to-day. It is almost certain 
that the majority of the big fires will 
be subdued by the downpour if it con­
tinues long.

Encouraging reports of the fights 
against the forest conflagrations was 
received from nearly every corner of 
Montana to-day. It is believed that 
the critical stage has passed.

It was announced that careless camp­
ers and incendiaries will be vigorously 
prosecuted by the government.

Will Soon Be Under Control.
Medford, Ore., Aug. 24,—Assistant 

Forester Buck stated this morning that 
he believed it to be only a matter of 
a short time until the fires which 
have been sxveeping southern Oregon 
would all be controlled.

The arrival of the federal troops and 
their appearance at the front has in­
stilled new heart in the tired rangers 
and civilians who have been severely 
handicapped by small numbers, and 
they have taJcen up the battle with 
renewed energy.

A high wind came up about noon and 
Ashland is reported to be in danger.

Fires Spreading.
■ Roseburg, Ore., Aug. 23.—Fires In 
the southeastern part of Douglai 
county are spreading. It is believed, 
however, that the flames will be under 
control soon.

One of the Crater national park fires 
jumped across the Rogue river and is 
now raging in the Umpqua reserve near 
Anehora, a settlement 25 miles from 
Glendale.

'(Times Leased Wire.)
Wallace, Idaho, Aug. 23.—Three hun­

dred government fire fighters in the 
Coeur d’Alenes are believed to be dead.

This most appalling information was 
given out this morning by Supervisor 
Weigle, who declares that out of his 
force of 600 men in the district, 300 are 
still missing.

: “I had 600 men working on the north 
of the head waters of the Coeur 
d’Alene, 60 miles from Wallace,” said 
Supervisor Weigle. “Up to 8 o’clock this 
morning 300 of them, working in the 
worst section, wherp the fires raged the 
fiercest, have not been accounted for.

The able presiding officer, 
Dr. Carman, is to be congratulated for 
the skill with which he has guided 
the assembly through some very po­
tentially tempestuous waters. There 
have been no acrimonious discussions 
on questions of doctrine, as was an­
ticipated by some who carry in their 
minds remembrances of what occurred 
in the east in regard to the teachings 

} of Prof. Jackson. At times there have 
been rumblings of theological thunder, 
but the clouds have rolléd by, leaving 
the atmosphere calm and unruffled and 
the temper of the delegates floating in 
the peaceful seas of tranquility. There 
are still some delicate questions to 
dispose of, however, but there is rea­
son to believe nothing will occur to 
give scoffers cause for jeering at hu­
man nature which is yet assumed to 
linger in the minds of the fathers and 
brethren. For instance, there is the 
question of the status of the two su­
perintendents. Students of the Script­
ures will recall that this discord-breed­
ing matter created divisions even in 
the ranks of the original disciples. And 
we all know that if the General Con­
ference were a worldly body instead of 
an assembly of divines and others akin 
thereto there might be rivalry for the 
position of associate superintendent, or 
whatever the designation of the occu­
pant of the newly-created office may 
be. But we do not anticipate any tro­
uble of that kind. We assume that in 
this case the "office will seek the man," 
and that the interests of the church 
will prove the sole consideration in the 
election of a colleague to share the 
burdens and responsibilities of the 
venerable Dr. Carman.

There is little question as 
to the genius of Rosebery. He is Great 
Britain’s greatest orator, possibly the 
only orator in the strict sense of the 
term, in the Old Land to-day. But he 
is unfortunate in the circumstance that 
there has been no necessity for the 
steady application of his mind and his 
acknowledged talents to great affairs 
of state. Consequently lie has not kept 
his .hand to the plough, and has be­
come a lonely, almost a pathetic, soli­
tary figure, and, with the years in­
creasing upon his head, there is now no 
promise that he will ever achieve any­
thing that will give him an enduring 
name in the history of his country. Yet 
no man had greater opportunities than 
Lord Rosebery. His is a case of genius 
stifled by luxuriance, and possibly this 
thought was in his mind when he re-* 
ferred to the escape of his countryman 
Burns from a similar fate. It is inter­
esting to note that Rosebery, surely a 
competent judge, holds “The Jolly 
Beggars,” not "The Cotter’s Saturday 
Night," to be the ploughman Poet’s 
masterpiece. Read the two last stanzas 
of what we esteem the masterpiece of 
Burns and consider their applicability 
to the case of Rosebery:

I must, 
however, make clear the fact that the

& Co., of Vernon, for lot 1, block 4, 
Sapperton, about which they wrote 
then Mayor Keary. Therefore that 
$600 must not be allowed to obscure 
that issue, but must, in fairly testing 
my statement, be rightly excluded from 
just consideration of your joint pur­
chase with Mr.* Weart of S4, lot 1 
(except the S. E. part) from the city 
for $400.

That to be more precise (now that 
measurements. have since been ob­
tained) was for three-fourths of the 
whole Si, lot 1 area, then listed for 
$5,250, so that to be exact per ratio, 
your $400 purchase was listed at $3,938 
—after deducting $1,312 for the except­
ed fourth part—or about ten times the 
price you paid the city for it only two 
years before.

You state in the middle of your 
paragraph 3: “We bought them as a 
speculation, hoping that New West­
minster would improve and that they 
would advance In value.” Now that 
admits the gist of my report and re­
marks respecting you, because yourself 
and Mr. Weart were, I understand, the 
senior partners in the firm of Messrs. 
Martin, Weart & McQuarrie, who were 
appointed on February- 27th, 1905, as 
solicitors to the city of New Westmin­
ster. i

Yourself and Mr. Weart were both 
so fully convinced by then developing 
conditions that the S4-1 land the city 
had would rise in value soon, that you 
as solicitors, bought It from your cli­
ents, the citizens of New Westminster; 
whereas, I submit that you w'ould have 
more faithfully served them by advis­
ing the city council to hold it so that 
the heavily taxed citiens might later 
have received the benefit in reduced 
taxation, they could have thus realiz­
ed now.

I neither stated nor suggested that 
you had done anything illegal in that, 
from which I differ from you as to the 
sense of duty. On the contrary, para­
graph 239 makes clear my view as 
also applicable to you, that “he and all 
after holders of these properties have 
together collectively taken, or have be­
come entitled to take by quite legal 
means that accruing value which the 
city lost the opportunity of retaining, 
whilst the citizens developed that 
.value, not you.”

I notice that you derived at least 
the initial benefit, though neither you 
nor anyone of the subsequent owners 
have since improved the land by any 
development thereon, as I have exam­
ined it in the presence of a witness and 
find it is still forest land, into which 
any purchaser will have to clear his 
way.

Knowing these facts in the light of 
my examination of the city’s records 
of tax sales, which showed such serious 
losses, it was my duty as auditor to 
indicate how these arose, and how the 
citizens could prevent such losses in 
the future and profit by their experi­
ence.

A change in the famous foot-note in 

the Methodist Book of Discipline, deal­
ing with amusements, is likely to be 
made at the present session of the 
General Conference.

At last conference a commission on 
| rules was appointed, very strong in its 
personnel, and this body reported yes­
terday afternoon, many of its recom­
mendations being accepted.

As the foot-note now stands it reads: 
“The General Rules are to be under­
stood as forbidding neglect of duties of 
any kind, imprudent conduct, indulg­
ing in sinful tempers or words, the 
buying, selling or using intoxicating 
liquors as a beverage, dancing, play­
ing at games of chance, encouraging 
lotteries, attending theatres, horse­
races, circuses, dancing parties, patron­
izing dancing schools, taking such other 
amusements as are obviously of a mis­
leading or questionable moral tend­
ency, and all acts of disobedience to 
the Order and Discipline of the 
Church.”

The commission declare that John 
Wesley’s aim in this was personal holi­
ness and spiritual power, and that the 
foot-note is rather a summary of 
things to be avoided; not a human 
code to be imposed on society arbi­
trarily. It recommends some changes 
which will allow more independence 
and freedom of action to the individual 
member of the church.

“Do we understand that if this is 
varied the foot-note is altered for 
ever?” asked Rev. Dr. Ryckman. 

“Certainly,” replied Dr. Carman.
“We can dance if we like,” remark­

ed the venerable pastor from Kingston, 
half-questioning, half-meditative.

Mr. Justice Maclaren said this was 
the first time the church had ever in­
terfered with the foot-note. It repre­
sented the interpretation of a church 
rule, part of which came from John 
Wesley himself, part from the confer­
ences following and part from their 
own church since the union in 1883. 
That being so, the proposed alteration 
ought to be printed and placed in the 
hands of members so that they would 
be fully aware of what they were vot­
ing for.

A delegate was willing to abide by 
what the commission had decided after 
four years’ thought.

Another asked if the commission had 
been influenced by the thousands wait­
ing outside the doors of the church.

“Are we not to have a few hours to 
consider what they have had four years 
to deliberate on?” demanded Joseph 
Gibson, Ingersoll.

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Specialists in Reform.
An important recommendation made 

by the temperance and moral reform 
committee was that power should be 
given to employ specialists in social 
reform work, assistants in campaign­
ing and so on.

Dr. Chown explained that it was 
sometimes found necessary to develop 
a community conscience on the great 
questions at the foundation of city life. 
In matters of over-crowding, or of im­
moral or unsanitary surroundings spe­
cialists might be required.

N. W. Rowell, K. C\, Toronto, feared 
that this might be interpreted as per­
mitting of additions to thS staff of the 
department. There was a great dan­
ger in multiplying official representa­
tives of the church and relieving pas-, 
tors and laymen of a sense of their 
responsibility to do the work in their 
own districts. He would regret to see 
any permanent enlargement of the 
staff of the department. The work 
would be best done if local men were 
left to their responsibilities.

Joseph Gibson, Ingersoll, declared 
that with such aid as was suggested 
Ontario had been enabled to do far 
more work. The church could not put 
too much money behind its temperance 
or social work.

The suggestion was agreed to, as 
were a number of minor changes in the 
clauses of the Discipline in regard to 
this department. A secretary for 
moral reform work in each district 
was recommended.

In regard to a memorial from the 
Nova Scotia conference dealing with 
the opium traffic it was ordered that 
the general superintendent and secre­
tary draw up a solemn and urgent peti­
tion to the British government, asking 
that every possible liberty be granted 
to China to rid herself of the opium 
traffic, and that no consideration of 
revenue be permitted to interfere with 
the redemption of China from the 
blighting curse of this great evil.

The boundaries of conferences in the 
west were, on report of the standing 
committee, decided upon as coter­
minous with the provincial boundaries, 
except that the eastern boundary of 
Manitoba conference shall remain as 
it is.

It was recommended that Toronto 
and Bay of Quinte conferences be unit­
ed and then divided into Toronto and 
Toronto East conferences.

These lads aid a good deal in 
the navigation of the ship, which car­
ries only nine other hands, and be­
sides this they are given regular in­
struction in the science and art of navi­
gation. The lads are all expert ath­
letes, excelling in cricket, swimming 
and running. They swing clubs as a 
part of their regular training, and 
naval discipline is enforced.

SECURES CERTIFICATE •
IN SPITE OF BOARD

Changes in System of Sight Test­
ing Lively to Be Made in 

Near Future
\

A further development has arisen 
out of the case of John Trattles, who„ 
on the ground of defective color-vis­
ion, was lately arraigned by the British 
board of trade—who declined to grant 
him his first mate’s certificate, the ex­
amination for which he had passed— 
and who, furthermore, called upon him 
to surrender a certificate for second 
mate of which he was already in pos­
session. It will be remembered that 
the board of trade instituted special 
Inquiry, presided over by Sir Francis 
Mowatt, G. C. B., assisted by John 
Dickinson, a Metropolitan magistrate. 
The Imperial Merchant Service Guild 
defended Trattles, and, after a long 
hearing, Trattles’ .certificate was be­
ing returned to him. by the court, the 
board being mulcted in costs. The guild 
has lately addressed representations to 
the board on the matter of Trattles’ 
first mate certificate, and this has now 
been granted to him.

Arising out of this case, the board 
of trade advises the guild that they 
are about to appoint a small depart - 
mental committee to advise them as to 
what changes, if any, appear advisable 
in the system of sight tests now in 
force. It is not intended that represen­
tatives from- shipping bodies shall sit 
on this committee, the board informing 
the guild that they have deliberately 
decided to avoid this method of con­
stituting the committee as unsuitable* 
having regard to the nature of the sub­
ject to be investigated and the number 
of interests that would require to be 
represented. In this connection Sir 
Walter J. Howell, K. C. B., on behalf Of 
the board, states that they will - not 
themselves be represented upon the 
committee. They will, however, tender 
evidence as to matters within their 
knowledge, and it is hoped that a simi­
lar course will be adopted "by : other 
persons and bodies interested, includ­
ing the Imperial Merchant Service 
Guild.

BRITISH SEAMAN WINS
FOREIGN DIPLOMA

Rescued Captain and Daughter 
and Number of Crew From 

Norwegian Barque

Edward G. Fox, a seaman whose 
birthplace is .Harwich, has been pre­
sented with a silver medal, and diploma 
by the Norwegian government for sus­
tained and intrepid gallantry at sea.

Fox. was for some years employed 
in the Australian coasting trade. Be­
ing anxious to get back to the colon­
ies he left the steamer of which he 
was boatswain, at Archangle, in’ the 
White sea, and shipped as an able 
seaman on the Norwegian barque 
Svaerdstad, bound for Australia with 
a cargo of lumber.

There were seventeen, all told, on 
board the Norwegian barque, one of 
them, the captain’s daughter, aged 
about 17. Apparently Fox was the 
only Englishman on the vessel, which 
sailed from Archangle on September 
22nd last.

In the course of a snow squall the 
.barque ran upon a rock, and immedi­
ately broke into three pieces. The fore­
part sank at once. The midship sec­
tion, filled with lumber, floated clear. 
The poop remained fast upon the rock, 
but liable at any moment to, slip off 
into deep water.

Believing that safety lay in reach­
ing the midship section of the vessel 
at all costs, Fox sprang on to it from 
the poop before it had been carried too 
far. .A Norwegian seaman who fol­
lowed him, fell into the sea. Fox 
plunged in to save him, but the man 
was never seen again.

Next this lion-hearted Englishman 
set to work to make a raft from the 
lumber. This he launched, and get­
ting it near to the poop, invited -the 
captain to jump in and get hold of it. 
The captain declined, whereupon Fox 
threw him into the water and then 
pushed and pulled him and several 
others of the crew into safety.

This gallant British sailor then gave 
his attention to the captain’s daughter, 
who had been asleep when the catas­
trophe occurred, and was clad only in 
her nightdress. Taking her on his 
back, Fox plunged into the sea, and by 
the help of the raft got her on to the 
midship portion of the barque. Then, 
divesting himself of his oilskins and 
some other portions of his clothing, he 
gave them to the shivering girl.-

Returning for the'- rest, Fox found 
a man over the side, almost exhausted. 
With this man on his back Fox swam 
about for some time before he could 
get his burden hoisted on to the poop. 
The midship portion of the barque then 
drifted under the lee of the poop, and 
all the rest of the crew managed to 
clamber on to it.

Next day, plucking up courage un­
der the indomitable leadership of the 
English sailor, all hands made a raft 
which should carry them ashore. When 
near land huge breakers capsized the 
raft, but all got safely ashore, Fox 
again distinguishing himself by taking 
charge of the captain’s daughter and 
swimming with her on his back.

Fox returned to England,. havipg 
worked his passage in the stokehold 
of a steamer bound for London.

SACRIFICES LIFE FOR PARROT.

Spokane, Wash., Aug. 22.—Josehp 
Gaston Boyd was overcome by smoke 
and gas and died in the conflagration 
at Wallace Saturday night when he 
rushed back to the deserted home of 
Captain John Boyd to rescue a pet 
parrot. The family had fled down the 
hill to safety. About half-way down 
Boyd remembered the parrot and start­
ed back. After reaching the bird the 
fire shut him within four flaming walls, 
and he was overcome. The body was 
found by relatives.

Fire Warden Wynyard C. Gladwin on 
fire loss during July shows that the 
damage occasioned by forest conflagra­
tions during the month was much less 
than is commonly supposed.

Instead of upwards of one and a half 
million dollars’ aggregate loss, Mr. 
Gladwin estimates the total losses of 
the month at $40,000 in timber and 
$317,760 in improvements, which latter 
include the various mining buildings 
falling a prey to the flames.

No fewer than 401 fires received offi­
cial attention during the month, the 
government’s expenditure in fire fight­
ing amounting to $40,163.53 in salaries 
and expenses, while private companies 
or individuals are credited with the dis­
bursement of a further sum of $20,000, 
making a total expenditure in forest 
protection and fire fighting for the one 
month of upwards of $60,000. Of the 
total of 401 fires, upwards of 25 per 
cent, are attributed to C. P. R. locomo­
tives. Ninety-five per cent, of these 
fires were discovered in time and ex­
tinguished without much loss or excep­
tional cost of labor. Eight lives in all 
were secrificed, six men perishing in 
the fire at the Lucky Jim mine, and 
two others, an Englishman and a Ja­
panese, being killed by,falling trees 
while engaged in fighting fires.

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SWIMMERS TO DISCUSS 
MATTER OF AFFILIATION

SOME PROBLEMS 
BEFORE CANADA

Central Body Wants a Fee From 
Each Individual Club—Meet­

ing This WeekSTIRRING ADDRESS TO
THE CANADIAN CLUB

Ever since the annual meeting of the 
British Columbia Amateur Swimming 
Association, held on Saturday, August 
6, the secretary, A. J. Brace, has been 
in communication with Leonard Norris, 
secretary of the Canadian Amateur 
Swimming Club, with headquarters at 
Montreal, in regard to the affiliating of 
the provincial association with the Do­
minion one. The condition under 
which the five clubs forming the B. C.
A. S. A. wish to join the larger body 
is that they be allowed to affiliate to­
gether under one title, thereby paying 
but one entrance fee.

A letter has been forwarded by the 
secretary of the Canadian association 
to Mr. Brace, in which he states that 
he has received the proposition of the
B. C. clubs, and has written in reply 
suggesting that they come In under the 
same rules as others, each club paying 
an entrance fee. The C. A. S. A. to be 
properly run should receive support 
from all its members. The western 
clubs, however, he points out, would 
be almost as independent as ever, as a 
vice-president of the C. A. S. A. is 
elected by the clubs in each district, 
and has control therein, although 
papers are sent to the executive com­
mittee here for the formal O. K. They 
would also appoint their own regis­
tration committee, who would, of 
course, be governed by the C. A. S. A. 
by-laws and constitution. By joining 
the C. A. S. A. they could also hold 
Canadian championship events, and 
western swimmers, who have been pro­
hibited in the past by high expense ac­
counts from taking part in champion­
ships hitherto held in the east, would 
have an opportunity of winning Do­
minion titles in future.

A meeting of the local branch of the 
B. C. A. S. A. will be held some time 
this week, when the proposal of Mr. 
Norris will be read and the whole 
matter thoroughly threshed out. If 
each swimming club in this province 
has to, pay $10 for admittance to the 
Canadian body it is likely that the 
proposition will be dropped entirely.

Seward, Alaska, Aug. 24.—R. Phillips 
was awarded judgment for $15,000 dam­
ages and costs against the Copper 
River and Northwestern Railway Com­
pany by a jury in the United States 
district court.

The suit grew out of the famous bat­
tle two years ago between rival rail­
road construction crews for the pos­
session of Keystone Canyon. Phillips 
sustained a gunshot wound during the 
battle,, and alleged that as a result he 
is physically Incapacitated from en­
gaging in manual labor. He sought to 
hold the Copper River and North­
western Railway, a Morgan-Guggejn- 
heim corporation, responsible for his 
injury, and the jury found in his favor.

The attorneys for the company im­
mediately filed a motion for a new trial 
on the grounds that the verdict is ex­
cessive and that the jury was prejudic­
ed against the company.

Judge Gushman allowed three days, 
in which time the attorneys may file 
affidavits to substantiate the allegation 
of prejudice, and remared that he con­
sidered the award of $15,000 damages 
substantial.

During the progress of the trial, 
Secret Service Agent Bryan was tak­
ing notes of the evidence. Bryan is in 
Alaska to investigate the charges of 
bribery in connection with the last trial 
of Edward Hazy, at Juneau. That case 
also grew out of the Keystone Canyon 
fight. Bryan is said to possess suf­
ficient evidence to warrant indictments 
in connection with the bribery charges.

Cassimor Kocot is a wealthy Bo­
hemian, educated, refined and well g 
known in the business circles of Sault 
Ste. Marie,, where he owned, among 
other enterprises, a brewery. Some 
months ago Mr. Kocot, in his morn­
ing paper, saw the little “liner” ad­
vertisement of the Vancouver Island 
Development League, and becoming in* 
terested in this island sent for litera- 
ture - and exhaustive Information re-/r 
garding business opportunities. v

Several letters were exchanged with 
Mr. Kocot by the league, which Wed­
nesday received a short note from Mr. 
Kocot saying that he had just return­
ed from a trip to Europe and intended 
to come to Victoria to re-enter busi­
ness life. He has sold his brewery en­
terprise for a sum between $75,000 and 
$100,000, packed his furniture and pre­
pared his family for the long trip, to 
this city.

“We have packed our furniture 
and will be able to settle down as soon 
as we arrive, for I have no doubt that 
there will be plenty of opportunities 
for profitable investment. We expect 
to reach Victoria by the end of Sep­
tember.”

Fernie, Aug. 23. — Kragg, a town 
thirty miles south of here on the 
Great Northern railway, was the scene 
of a sensational murder on Saturday 
evening* when Martin Hellar, a de­
mented man, shot William Palmer, 
aged 31, in the barroom of the Kragg 
hotel. Three gunshot wounds were in­
flicted in the victim’s breast and he 
died on the train while being brought 
to Fernie. The murderer escaped.

The story of the killing as learned

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)
' That there shall be two general su­
perintendents of the Methodist church 

- in Canada, one to be stationed in the 
west, was decided by the General Con­
ference Tuesday afternoon, after a 
lengthy and at times warm djebate.

J. A. M. Aikias, iv. O., Winnipeg, 
chairman of the committee, in explain- 

I ing the reason for its necommenda- 
jtions pointed out that it was impos- 
' sible for one man to fulfill the duties 
I of superintendency as outlined in the 
! Discipline. The general superintendent 
was supposed to visit every district 
in .the church and to aid, where pos- 

; sible, the deliberations of the differ- 
,ent conferences. Canada was a na­
tion in the formative period. Inside 

| of ’ nine years the population of the 
; west had increased from 900,000 to 
•1,500,000. In one year there had been 
! 39^000 homestead entries. The Metho­
dist church would be amply repaid 

; for anything it could do in "the nature 
I of supervision by playing its part in 
| moulding a good type of citizenship 
in Canada. Presbyterianism occupied 
its strong position in Western Canada 
to-day on account of the untiring 
general superintendency of Dr. Rob­
ertson. In the next four years, said 
the speaker, conditions would arise 
which would require the best possible 
supervision. Two types of people 
were in the upbuilding, one in the 
east and the other In the west. Be­
tween the two lay a wilderness, eight 
hundred miles in breadth.

Rev. Dr. Manning, London, Ont., said 
the case for three general superintend­
ents had been presented in a very 

'•crude manner. There deemed to have 
been no due consideration of what the 
change would signify. ’The conference 
was asked to elect three general su­
perintendents on vague suppositions as 
to whjt were the needs of the church. 
Jt was said that the cotmtng in to the 
Dothinion of so many different types 
of nationalities created pfoblems with 
which the church would have a grap­
ple: But were there any problems 
«1 ay that were really new? The Metho­
dist ^church had at present more offi­
ciate in its organization than the Do­
minion government. In Kis opinion the 
duties of the general superintendent 
were to be found in w&at previous 
holders of the office had done. To en­
large these duties it was necessary io 
change the constitution of , the church. 
At present the holder of the dignified 
position had not thé pôweri of a chair­
man of a district board. If the con­
ference wished to carry out; reforms as 
far as the supervision of the church 
weht, then the g^feral superintendency 
must be given mbre power.

Rev. Dr. Antliff, Acton, Onit., second­
ed by Rev. W. J. Smith, Hamilton, 
moved an amendment to the report to 
the effect that two general superin­
tendents be appointed, 
said that circumstances had, and 

1 might again arise, when the general 
superintendent might wish to seek 
counsel with some one on a similar 
plane with himself, 
cpjild not refuse the appointment of 
two, men on the grounds of expense. 
He suggested that one should be sta­
tioned in Toronto and the other in 
Winnipeg.

Rev. Mr. Smith contended that 
through there being only one general 
superintendent that official had been 
overloaded with duties.

Rev. Dr. Ryckman, Kingston, paid 
high tribute to Dr. Carman, 
otie general superintendent was all the 
Methodist church required.

Wise is held at the city prison pend­
ing his removal to the custody of the 
federal officers. Hé seemed unmoved 
by the - gravity of the charge against 
him. On the- contrary, the prisoner 
seemed pleased at being called a mod­
ern pirate.

According to the story told to the 
police, Wise said he and West em­
barked on their plan with only a vague 
idea. of the disposal of whatever treas­
ure they might seize. They made no 
inquiry as to - whettTêr ’-the Buckman 
was carrying any large amount ol 
money. She had, in fact, but $150 In 
her safe and the passenger list was not 
large.

To escape with their loot the men 
planned to beach the vessel just south 
of Cape Blanco, an the Oregon coast. 
Wise admits that they had ho maps 
of the interior nor any idea of where 
they should go after reaching land. All 
they knew, he said, was that part of 
the : Oregon. coast was the wildest r-ach 
eft coast between San Francisco and 
Portland.

Sô precipitous là the coâst south of 
Cape Blanco that many tiVes probably 
wbuljd, have been lost hhd the plans as 
outlined by Wisè been executed. The 
point at which they Hoped to wreck 
the vessel, oft'the mouth of Elk river, 
has been thé scene of many disasters, 
notably that of' the City of Portland, 
when many lives were lost. The near­
est town is Port Orford. a small settle­
ment without life-saving equipment.

United States Marshal Charles T. 
Elliott has drawn up the necessary 
papfers for the transfer of Wise from 
the San Francisbo ^ity prison to the 
Alameda .comity jail, in which federal 
prisoners are confined. He will be held 
there until his- trial.

Wise will face trial for murder on 
the high seas, according to Assistant 
United States Attorney Ben McKinley. 
It "was originally intended to charge 
Wise with piracy, "which once was 
punishable by-' death, but the law re­
cently was amended to carry a pen­
alty of? hard labor for Iffe. McKinley 
believes Wise can be ’ convicted of 
murder.

Palmer rushed past the man, and 
throwing. her arms about her fallen 
son, assisted him to the dining-room, 
where he' sank to the floor overcome 
by the rapid flow of blood from three 
wounds in his breast.

In the confusion which followed the 
murderer escaped from the building 
and started down the railroad track. 
Constable Làcey followed him, hut 
when the retreating man saw him he 
levelled his 30.30 rifle at him and told 
him to go back if he did not. want to 
be killed. Not having anything heav­
ier than a revolver, the constable had 
to beat a temporary retreat, and Hellar 
disappeared in the woods, but was cap­
tured later.

California Miner Says Diggings on 

Sombrio River Are Very 
Promising

Mi
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After prospecting for several months 
in the vicinity of Sombrio river, about 
12 miles this side of San Juan, J. D. 
Gardner, a California mining man, has 
returned to the city with sample of 
pannings secured over an area of four 
square miles, which he designates as 
“part of the biggest hydraulic gold­
mining proposition in North America."

To the Times, Mr. Gardner said: “1 
came up from California to Victoria 
•last fall,. and after studying up the 
country -from a mining point of view, 
decided to investigate the districts 
credited with placer deposits on the 
west coast. I went to Wreck Bay and 
other points, but found most of the 
likely ground had been leased. Finally, 
accompanied by R. A. Denny, who has 
prospected with me for years, I went 
to San Juan and covered the country 
behind the leases now being developed 
by the Sombrio River Mining Company 
of this city.

“The district is marked on the gov­
ernment map as a placer district, but 
I was astonished to find how rich in, 
gold it was. The country is very heavy 
and water is scarce, making anything 
but a hydraulic proposition impossible, 
but the, gravel beds bearing the mineral 
appear to be two miles wide and to ex­
tend toward the Leech river for several 
miles. I judge the depts of the beds to 
be from 100 to 200 feet, with ooarse and. 
fine gold sprinkled, pretty well all the 
way through.”

Mr. Gardner stated that the Som­
brio Mining Company had so far spent 
several thousand dollars developing its 
leases on the beach near the mouth of 
the-river, and had installed a mile long 
pipe and two hydraulic giants.
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During the last half century we have 
begun to develop a system of agricul­
tural education at once practical and 
scientific,,, and we must go on develop­
ing it.

wife and thç farm laborer’s wife, 
quite as much as to the welfare of 
the farmer and farm laborer. To have 
the woman a mere drudge is at least 
ag bad as tp have the man a mere, 
drudge. I haven’t the slightest sym­
pathy with any movement which looks 
to excusing the men and women for 
the non-performance of duty and fixes-- 
attention only on rights and not on 
duties. The wornan who shirks her 
duty as house wife, as mother, is a 
contemptible creature ; just as the cor­
responding man is a contemptible 
creature.

But the welfare of the woman is" 
even more important than the welfare 
of the man; for the mother is the 
real Atlas rwho bears aloft; in her 
strong and tender arms the destiny of 
the world. She deserves honor and 
consideration such as no man should 

: receive. She forfeits all claim to this 
tyonor and consideration if she -shirks 
her duties. But the average American 
woman floes not shirk them, and it is 
a matter of the highest obligation for 
ue to see that they are performed un­
der happy conditions.

Construction on Kettle Valley Line 
Will Be Carried on During 

Winter Months
After an exciting chase of nearly 48 

hours, Hellar was captured near the 
hotel where he had done the shooting 
Monday afternoon about 5 o’clock, but 
not until after a fusilade of firing from, 
both sides had resulted in the. fatal 
shooting of Hellar by Policeman Gor­
man of the Fernie police force.

Sunday he appeared at the Ingram 
ranch a few miles south of Elk river, 
where he demanded food. He then 
sefems to have gradually worked his 
way back towards Kragg. and appear­
ed in the open at 2 o’clock Monday 
afternoon on the railway track in plain 
view of the hotel whence he had fled 
after doing the shooting.

The police force were away at Duck 
Li*e where they had heard he had 
been seen, and Hellar sat upon the 
tmek with his rifle across his arm 
nearly half an hour, keeping a keen 
lookout for trouble. Dr. Saunders, 
who was at the place, slipped away 
and mounting his horse carried the 
news to the police, and the whole force 
returned to the hotel.

Seeing them approach, Hellar arose 
and coolly walked up the bank from 
the railway anfl disappeared over the 
crest, but soon came back amidst a 
volley of bullets fired at him as he 
ran. Gaining the protection of the 
fill of the road, he crept up and over 
the rails and made a dash for the 
heavy brush on the lower side of the 
track, getting under cover without be­
ing hit. The police surroundéd the 
brush, keeping a sharp lookout of the 
quarry, and when he appeared in an 
opening surrounding a spring Con­
stable Gorman fired at him, the ball 
taking effect in the back and coming 
out ' in front, going through' the body 
just below the ribs. Heller was seen 
to stagger, but regained himself and 
kept running through the brush, com­
ing in sight of Constable Samson and 
others, who fired upon him.

Constable Gorman, who was fol­
lowing close after him, became a tar­
get for Hellar’s rifle and he tried to 
draw a bead upon the policeman, but 
evidently was suffering great pain 
from the wound he had received, and 
was unable to bring his gun up to a 
level. He kept running and gained a 
small shack nearby, which he entered. 
The pursuers closed in around the 
shack and, not wishing to run into un­
necessary danger and knowing that the 
man was safely corralled, waited a few 
moments before venturing to enter.

They had not long to wait. Hellar 
soon spoke to them, saying, “It’s all 
over, boys, I am all in”; and they en­
tered the shack and lifted the wounded 
man and bore him. to. the train, which, 
came along from Rexford.

Penticton,
Penticton municipality by an almost 
unanimous vote . have sanctioned the 
purchase by the council of the irriga­
tion system from the Penticton Water 
Supply Company, 
supply water for both irrigation pur­
poses and domestic use. The reser­
voirs of the Penticton Water Supply 
Company are three in number, one be­
ing situated near the sources of Pen- 
tiction creek, and the others at the 
sources of Ellis creek. The total stor­
age capacity of the three reservoirs is 
three hundred and four million gallons.
