Vancouver, June L—A. E. Johnson, 
the first man to visit the Ingenica gold 
fields in northern British Columbia, 
returned to Vancouver this morning.

Thirty Balloons Compete in 

Race From London to 
Maidenhead.
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London, June 1. — Hurlingham, the 
erstwhile centre of fashionable amuse­
ments, has now taken the lead in bal­
looning, society’s latest recreation, 
and on Saturday was the scene of an 
Interesting international aeronautic 
contest, In which twelve British, thir­
teen French, three Germans, two Bel­
gian and one Swiss balloons competed.

The geographical conditions of the 
United Kingdom being such as to 
practically forbid a long-distance con­
test, the committee In charge decided 
upon .a point-to-point race. Maiden­
head was chosen, a distante of about 
thirty miles. The most interesting 
feature of the contest was the number 
of ladies who made the ascension. In 
addition to the Englishwomen, who In­
cluded Lady Shelley, the Hon. Mrs. 
Ashton Harbord, Mrs. and Miss Bra- 
bazon, and Mrs. Capper, wife of Colonel 
Capper, several French ladies special­
ly crossed the channel for the purpose 
of making the trip in the air.

The band of the Royal Horse Guards, 
as each balloon was set loose, played 
the national anthem of the country 
which lt represented. The weather 
was hazy and the wind very light, 
making the race a competition of skill 
in the search for helpful currents,' In 
which the British competltlors, with 
their local knowledge, had a distinct 
advantage. The balloons varied great­
ly in size, from the Belgian Le 
Roitelet, of a capacity of 250 cubic 
metres, to the French Cognas, of 2,000 
cubic metres, but a valve defect pre­
vented the Cognac from ascending at 
the last moment. The largest English 
balloon Whs Pollock’s Valkyrie, of 1,693 
cubic metres.

There was an exciting incident at 
the start of the race, the Belgian bal­
loon, Emulation De Nord, striking a 
tree in the grounds. The pilot, Albert 
Crombez, Instantly threw over all his 
ballast and .succeeded in clearing the 
obstruction, but his car took with It 

The 
aeronaut pluckily continued the race.

The winner proved to be the Val­
kyrie, which made the descent very 
easily about three hundred yards from 
the winning post Griffith Brewer’s 
Loftus, also a British representative, 
finished second. The third prize has 
not as yet been decided.

Cedrino was considered to be a fear­
less and skilful driver. Several times 
he has met with accidents, the most 
notable of which prior to that of yes­
terday was In the Big Four cornered 
race In Cuba, in 1906. Cedrino, who was 
driving a one hundred horsepower, ran 
into a tree on the first lap at a double 
S curve at Artemisa. The car turned 
turtle and Cedrino and his mechanician 
were thrown out. The calf of Cedrino's 
left leg was torn, and he was cut about 
the face and received numerous con­
tusions.

Jacobson said 
that he, McEwen, Lewis and Miller, 
had been employed at the Randolph 
street depot of the Illinois Central till 
midnight. They came up the street to­
gether, and near Adams street saw a 
large man who they determined to rob. 
McEwen, Jacobson declares, struck 
Holmes, knocking him down, and 
Lewis beat him on the head with a 
hammer which he drew from his pocket. 
They then dragged Holmes Into the 
alley, where his body was found after­
wards, and robbed him.

The arrests of the three other men 
was promptly made, and all of them 
deny having being connected with the 
murder in any way. They admit having 
been with Jacobson on the night of May

Ottawa, May 29.—The militia ca nps

This is due to the refusal of the op­
position to vote supply for this or any 
other purpose. Parliamentary expendi­
ture is now urgently required.

Unless the money is voted this week, 
and there is no hope of that, the s nail 
amount of funds now available to the 
militia department will be used In 
holding camps for the four western 
provinces as usual.

As the time approaches for the open­
ing up of Prince Rupert the policy of 
the provincial government in connec­
tion with its share of the lands will be 
watched with interest. At the last ses­
sion of the legislature, when the act 
was passed respecting the G. T. P., the 
government had the following section 
inserted: ‘‘Notwithstanding anything 
contained in the Land Act it shall be 
lawful for the lieutenant-governor in 
council to sell or lease in any way he 
may deem most conducive to the in­
terest^ of the province the 
blocks or any portion of the lots or 
blocks that will fall to the crown under 
the provisions of said agreement.”

This section surely gives ^tiie local 
government a free enough hand to do 
almost anything it sees fit with re­
spect to these lands. At the time the 
bill was before the House the vicious 
principle involved in this was pointed 
out by the leader qf the opposition and 
other members on his side of the 
House. The attempt was made to have 
It altered so that the Land Act might 
be carried out with respect to these 
lots, the same as in other instances.

The government was inexorable, 
however. The premier insisted upon 
the section going through. No good 
reason could be pointed out why the 
government- lots in Prince Rupert 
should not be sold by auction after due 
advertising, and thus bring the top­
most price. The only reason advanced 
by members of the government was 
that they "wanted a free hand.

The province has had some experi­
ence in giving the McBride govern­
ment a free hand. The result has in­
variably been that the province reaped 
no benefit.

Now comes the report that* C. D.

The 
government has an agent at Prince 
Rupert in the person of W. Manson, 
formerly provincial secretary. He, how­
ever, is not to be entrusted with the 
handling of the land end there. In­
stead of that C. D. Rand, of Vancou­
ver and New Westminster, is to take 
over that work.

The government’s policy is open to 
grave suspicion, and will# call for full 
information.

Advan­
tage could easily be taken by the gov­
ernment to put the lots on sale at the 
right time and reap an enormous rev­
enue. The advertising in large part will 
be done for the government by the 
railway company. Instead of taking 
that course, however, Premier McBride 
prefers apparently to put the handling 
of thé lots in the hands of a private 
individual which may be followed by 
all kinds of abuses being introduced.

Topeka, Kan., May 29.—A terrific 
wind storm of almost the proportions 
of a tornado, which passed over the 
southern part of Newell county on 
Wednesday, killed one man and in­
jured twenty-two persons, seven of 
them probably fatally.

The storm travelled from the south­
west, and was 150 yards wide. It took 
everything in its path, and scattered a 
number of houses, barns and small 
buildings oyer the prairie. The pro­
perty damage will amount to thous­
ands of dollars, and . the damage to 
the growing crops is large.

The Bowen house was picked up and 
carried across the street, and dashed 
to pieces against a fence. The members 
of the family were all in bed, and all 
of them were injured. The house of 
Frank Crites was blown to pieces and 
Crites was carried a quarter of a mile 
and dropped in a cemetery. He was 
slightly injured. Mrs. Crites was car­
ried a half mile and deposited In a 
wheat field, where she was found to­
wards morning, more dead than alive. 
She will die. The Durants’ home was 
torn to pieces and members of the fam­
ily were blown entirely off the farm.

The storm took a southerly course, 
doing considerable property damage in 

-Jewell, Cloud and Clay counties, strik­
ing near Concordia and Clay Center.

86-Mile Gale.
Chicago, May 29.—A gale of wind 

which reached a greater velocity than 
has been recorded in Chicago for seven 
years, last night preceded an electrical 
storm which did considerable damage 
in various parts of the city. Several 
persons were injured by debris blown 
from buildings by Ihe gale, and a 
church and half a score of other build­
ings were struck by lightning.

The storm was the culmination of a 
day of atmospheric disturbances which 
began with daylight, and continued in­
termittently until nearly midnight. The 
greatest extent of damage occurred 
when an 80 foot iron chimney was 
blown from the roof of an eight-story 
building at 119 La Salle street. The 
chimney fell across a court, breaking 
windows in the Brevoort hotel from the 
fourteenth to the sixth stories, and also 
crashed through a skylight in a res­
taurant adjoining. One man was se­
verely cut by broken glass, and scores 
of guests in the hotel and patrons of 
the restaurant were thrown Into a 
panic.

The wind, which reached a velocity 
of eighty-six miles an hour, crippled 
telegraph and telephone wires through­
out the city. For a short time the city 
was almost cut off from communica­
tion with the outside world, but most 
of the damage in this regard was of a 
temporary nature, and was soon ad­
justed. The day opened \pith a 
electrical and rain storni which 
almost a cloudburst. The humidity en­
gendered by the outburst increased 
during the day, and the temperature 
mounted steadily, the maximum being 
79 degrees, 17 points above the min­
imum. The rainfall for the morning 
and evening storms was .95 of an inch, 
the heaviest for a long period.

The storm was a portion of the dis­
turbances which had been hanging 
over the middle west for several days.

Seoul, Korea, May 29.—According to 
a military report, a total of 63 engage­
ments were fought during the monta 
of May in the campaign of the Japan­
ese forces against Korean insurgents 
and rioters. Five hundred and forty- 
nine insurgents were killed, many 
wounded, and a large number captured. 
The Japanese lost 30 killed.

The insurgents invariably outnum­
bered the Japanese forces five to one. 
The greatest activity of the rebellious 
element has been in the province of 
Ham Kyondo and Kwang Wan do.

Many of the Korean insurgents, who 
have given the Japanese administra­
tion much trouble, are surrendering. 
In fact, the insurrectionary movement 
has lost its semblance of organization 
and control since the only recognized 
Korean insurgent leader came to Seoul 
on May 2w7th and gave himself up. At 
the Japanese military headquarters 
it was confidently predicted that the 
entire disturbing element in Korea will 
be subdued within sixty days. Gen­

Roosevelt’s New Coal Bill Guaranteed 
Fuel Supply for Navy.

Washington, May 29. — President 
Roosevelt yesterday signed a bill which 
in the opinion of many persons is the 
most radical measure of legislation en­
acted during his administration, fts 
title is “To encourage the development 
of coal deposits in the territory of 
Alaska," and its principal provision in­
cludes an attempt to prevent monopoly 
by restricting holdings to 2,500 acres of 
coal lands, and providing a penalty of 
forfeiture of all holdings by persons, 
individually or in combination, who 
get possession of more than this num­
ber of acres. It also gives the govern­
ment the claim on coal that may be 
mined, thus guaranteeing a fuel supply 
for the navy.

Manila, May 29.—The Philippines 
commission has rejected thè assembly 
bill creating a jury system. The 
measure provided for provincial boards 
to appoint 25 permanent jurors in each 
province to serve on all Jury cases. 
The commission held that the plan was 
not an Ideal one and would inevitably 
lead to abuses. It was believed that 
the appointment of jurors would be­
come a factor in politics.

The commission has passed the pub­
lic works bill appropriating three mil­
lion pesos. One half of this sum goes 
for the construction of roads under 
the plan to create and maintain a per­
manent system of highways through 
the islands. Halt a million will be 
expended in starting a system of ir­
rigation works, while with the bal­
ance provision is made to start the 
construction of a Capitol building at 
Manila, improve the harbors at Ro Ilo, 
and byild a custom house at Cebu.

CONVICTS FIGHT WITH GUI RD. Vancouver, May 29.—The Guggen­
heims have finally abandoned work in 
Cariboo, and have given up the propo­
sition to purchase the Cariboo Con­
solidated Hydraulic Company. This de­
cision was reached after a hundred 
thousand dollars had been spent carry­
ing out the initial work for digging a 
series of ditches for securing a water 
supply. The Guggenheims also paid 
a similar amount to the contractors 
to bo released from the contract to 
install a water system which in all was 
to cost half a million dollars.

The principal shareholders in the 
original enterprise are Sir William 
Van Horne and R. B. Angus, of Mon­
treal, to whom the property has now 
reverted. Superintendent Hobson is 
again in charge, though his advice was 
not accepted by the Guggenheims, who 
acted on • tie advice of their million*- 
dollar-a-year expert, John Hays Ham­
mond.

Sir William Van Horne recently 
wiled instructions to Mr. Hobson to 
go ahead with the season’s work, and 
preparations are being made for a big 
clean-up.

strong feeling has been aroused In the 
community as a result of these revela­
tions. This indignation was Intensi­
fied by an Idea which had got abroad, 
based upon a misconception of some 
kind, that in some manner the hands 
of justice had been tied by the ac­
cused securing trial before a judge 
when a Jury would have been the 
proper body to pronounce upon their 
guilt or Innocence. Possibly the ac­
cused were fortunate In that the law 
permitted of their choosing the form 
of tribunal before which they appeared. 
Tet there Is no question at all that 
the Judgment o' the court was in ac­
cordance with the evidence submitted. 
It Is not within the competence of a 
court of justice to take cognizance ill 
its Judgment of the verdict of public 
opinion or to be swayed In the slight­
est degree by popular prejudice. Pass­
ing these remarks, it is with a feel­
ing of relief that we dismiss the case 
of the principals in this most painful 
affair. At the same time we realize 
that there Is still a powerful current 
of popular sentiment to be reckoned 
with, which will doubtless manifest it­
self In action by guilds or societies 
having authority to deal drastically 
with the actions of their members. 
So that, es we pointed out in giving 
our reasons for publishing the fullest 
possible reports of the evidence brought 

.out in the case, courts of Justice are 
not the only tribunals which can call 
such offenders to account.

It Is unfortunate that there are 
parties In the unsavory case who ap­
parently are beyond the reach of the 
strong arm of the law or of the higher 
court of public opinion. We refer to 
the debased creatures who gave testi­
mony In the court. It would be a libel 
upon the lower orders of creation to 
describe their morals as of the barn­
yard. The instincts of the beasts that 
perish do at least prompt them to sus­
tain and protect their own kind. For 
the first time, possibly, nine-tenths of 
the people of Victoria and neighbor­
hood learned as a result^ of the evi­
dence glvén and published during the 
trial that there are creatures gulsëd aa 
men and women who exist upon the 
fruits of the defilement of young and 
inexperienced girls, dragging , them 
down body and soul- to utter destruc­
tion. These emissaries of the lower 
world are amenable to the law if found 
out; hut the difficulty is to convict, 
them because of the sense of shame of 
their victims. The only sure safe­
guard against their machinations Is 
knowledge of the world and Its ways.

In,the United States,, as 
in Canada and Great Britain, star 
chamber proceedings are considered 
foreign to the genius of free institu­
tions. Publicity is a guarantee ot fair 
play to individuals charged with of­
fences against the peace and good gov­
ernment of the commonweath. A 
happy thought struck the Los Angeles 
judge. He ordered the sheriff, or what­
ever they call that official down there, 
to take down the names of all “habitual 
frequenters" of his court. We do not 
know as yet ^hat action the Judge Is 
going to take as a result of this 
movement. Perhaps 
the regular habitues to step outside oc­
casionally and give the strangers a 
chance. There is an idea behind this 
action which might be worthy of the 
consideration of the judges of British 
Columbia. In a case recently tried In 
Victoria there were persons in attend­
ance regularly every day, ostensibly tn 
the Interests of “public morality." It 
was not mere morbid curiosity that Im­
pelled these persons to claim special 
privileges when the doors were barred 
against the vulgar mob. Of course not. 
They were guarding the portals of pub­
licity lest anything offensive to delicate 
organs should creep Into print. They 
were incurring the risk of contamina­
tion lest the whole body of the people 
should be Inoculated. It is not usual, 
we might point out, for such censors to 
perform their Important functions right 
at the fountain head. That duty Is gen­
erally discharged In offices where there 
Is no eye to see. and where no Influence 
can be brought to bear In the Interests 
of any of the parties concerned. But 
things are being done differently in 
Victoria under a new and "obviously 
original dispensation. We would not 
have considered the matter worthy ot 
attention but for the claim of high al­
truistic -motives that has been set up, 
coupled with certalff'Pharasalcal asser­
tions that "Lord, we are not as that 
other publican."

In reply the road superinten­
dent told the council that he paid , the 
men according to their ability as work­
men, and that he had always done so 
from the time the former reeve of the 
municipality had told him his appoint­
ment as road superintendent gave him 
that power. He maintained that he had 
the right to still do so, and concluded 
with the intimation to the council that 
If he was not giving satisfaction in his 
position he would be willing to resign 
and let a better'ffian take hls place.

Councillor Haldon supported Road 
Superintendent Plm in the position 
taken by him. Councillor Nicholson 
was, however, far from satisfied, and 
contended that the rates of wages 
should be fixed by the council.

A resolution was introduced by 
Councillor Pointer that the rates of pay 
for the future be $2.25 for unskilled la­
bor, $2.50 for skilled labor and rock- 
men, and $2.75 for foremen, was car­
ried, these being the same rates that 
the road superintendent has been in the 
habit of paying.

A. T. Gowanj. manager of the B. G. 
Electric Conjpany, wrote to the coun-- 
cil asking for the grade of Mt. Tolmie 
road along which the B. C. Electric 
Company propose to run a line to the 
Mt. Tolmie gravel pits to make con­
nections with the line that they are 
building from the city towards that 
point for the purpose of hauling gravel 
from the pits to the city.

GGLB-BREAKING ROOKS.W IDEA Of 
tiVtt ABATTOIR

REPORTS OH WOOD 
PlltP INDUSTRY

Minority Report.
The minority report endorses the 

Stevens bill in its entirety, and recom­
mend» Va passage. Discussing the Is­
sue between the publishers and the pa­
lper manufacturers, the report states 
that an acute situation which might be 
termed “trade hysteria,” was precipi­
tated in, 1907 In newspaper print paper 
manufacture, when a group of sixteen 
Wisconsin mills, known as the Wiscon­
sin PulP Association, bought 50,000 cords 
of pulp wood in the province of Quebec, 
Canada, which purchase entailed a 
transportation of that material a dis­
tance ot 1,50(0 miles.

"It introduced a new and unlocked 
for factor into what was more or less 
of a speculative operation,” says the 
report. "It demoralized the wood pulp 
manufacture of the United States as 
well as Canada, where nearly a million 
cords of pulp wood are bought for ex­
port to the United, States.

"It started paper quotations upward 
until one paper trade journal reported 
that the current prices for ' news print 
paper op July 1st, • 1907, ranged from 
552 to 562 per ton. The advance had been 
foretold by paper salesmen and others 
nearly a year prior to a so-called paper 
famine.”

The report points out the fact that 
more than half of the spruce wood used 
in American mills for making news 
print paper cornes from Canada, and 
states that at the time the Wisconsin 
Purchase of Quebec wood caused the 
trade flurry.

“The officials of the International 
Paper Company (a corporation produc­
ing about one-third of the entire supply 
of news print paper manufactured ip 
the United states), computed that the 
increased cost of their labor by reason 
of shorter hours had, added 5306.000. per 
annum, or sixty cents per ton, to their 
expenses, and that their, wooh wouth 
cost 51,200,000 additional, or 52.40 upon 
each top Of paper produced, or 53 per 
ton upon tbetr entire output of about 
500,000 tons, for news, Manila and other 
vgriefies of paper. They also figured 
that of their news, print paper output 
only 55, per cent could be. taxed wfth 
these burdens because the other 45 per 
cent °f their new? prlpt production had 
been tied up with low price contracta 
covering the year.

‘‘Accordingly they, decided upon 550 
per t°n delivered as their minimum up­
on future sales, which substantially fix­
ed that price for the entire market. 
This figure carried with it an average 
advance of about 510 per ton in a period 
of two. years. The action was top 
abrupt. It provided trouble and resent­
ment at a time when newspaper rev­
enues were shrinking because of de­
pressed business conditions. It brought 
to the attention of the country a situa­
tion that demands rectification.

Immediately following the panic of 
October, 1907, It is stated newspaper 
publishers sought to offset their losses 
caused by diminished advertising rev­
enues and by increased cost of paper, 
by reducing the number of pages of 
their- paper, resulting in a diminution 
of consumption. In consequence the 
paper mills, which had been taxed to 
supply the market soon found their 
stocks accumulating with a decreasing 
demand for their products. The market 
was soon glutted. Confronted with the 
alternative of reducing their prices or 
(-losing their mill's, and discharging 
their labor, the paper maufacturers. it 
is stated, chose to maintain the high 
prices,.

"They kept their prices so far above 
the normal level,” says "the report,, 
"that Canadian mills were able to pay 
the duty of 56 a ton and undersell 
American mills in tfie American mar­
ket, dofng this while paying wages for 
labor that compared favorably with the 
wages p/aid by the American mills. The 
maintenance of high prices under such 
conditions, it is stated, brought about 
the unliked for result of giving to Can­
adian labor some of that work which 
otherwise would have gone to American 
labor.”1

EVANS TELLS OF

LESSONS OF CRUISE

Believes Battle of Modern War­
ships Would Be Over in 

10 Minutes.

In an interview at Washington D. C„ 
Admiral Evans spoke of the cruise of 
the Atlantic fleet, of its lessons, 
particularly of what the senior ranking 
officer of the active list believes should 
he the future naval policy.

"What, in ygur opinion," he was 
asked, "Is the njost vital question af­
fecting the n?vy to-day.”

“The sfiorfage Qf ofljpers and fnen, 
particularly officers,” Admiral JSvans 
replied. We have pot a battleship 
in commission to-day with a sufficient 
numfier of officers properly tfi lqqfi gqt 
for her battery. Those we ' have are ex­
cellent, but tfiey are so qyerwerked that 
they are giving wfiy under tfie strata.

''Men can be trained for duties on 
shipboard, as has just been shown ip 
the cruise of tfie Atlantic fleet to the 
Pacific. But )t is pot sq with officers. 
Ip case Of a sudden outbreak pf hos­
tilities, we would find oprselves spri- 
ously handicapped from this cause.”

Tfie admiral was then asked wfiat 
was the chjef lesson to he drawn from 
the crplse of the battleship fleet to the
Seat,

"There are two,” he replied. “First, 
the absolute necessity for two fleets,

, °fi the Atlantic and one on tfie p?- 
ciffo. Tfie cruise of the Atlantic fleet 
was made in practically as short time 

fleet ooqld fie sent in time Pf war, 
From the time we left Fortress Monroe 
the whole Pacific Coast could fiarp been 
raided and tfie enejuY gone about hip 
business fieforp our fleet arrived- That 
was tfie first lesson.

"The second lesson is that we took 
tfip fleet to sea w|tfi ene-thlrd of tfie 
men untraiped, afid arrived »t Magda­
lena Bay, or thp Pacific entrance to tfip 
Strafis of Magdefian, absolutely in 
condition to go jnto an engagement."

Need Forty-eight Ships.
“What should be our future naval 

strength, and how distributed?"
“forty-eight battleships, witfi the ne­

cessary cruisers, torpedo boat», sub­
marines and auxiliaries. They should 
bedlstrihutgd, twenty^four op tfie Pa­
cific apd twenty-four on the Atlantic, 
sixteen in commission o?i tt^e Pacific 
and eight in reserve; sixteen in com- 
mission on tfie Atlantic, and eight In 
reserve."

Tfie interviewer asked the admiral 
his Idea of wfiat an action between 
modern armprclads woulff me»n.

“It would mean," he said, “a sea 
covered with floating wrecks tfie first 
half fiour of the battle, I thtok the 
first ten minut68 will determine tfie re­
sult. The fleet that first gets the rangé 
of tfie enemy anfl 1? best handled after 
the range is obtained will undoubtedly 
do SO muefi damage ip the fleet ten min­
utes ag to practically disable the op­
posing flept,

“Considering the rapidity and accu­
racy Of fire Of modern fiigtapawer gups, 
it seems impossible that any ship can 
stand the battering effect of such a 
fire when properly concentrated for a 
longer period than, say, ten minutes.''

“What type of b»ttlesh|p da you con­
sider is tfie most efficient?”

“Onerbattery battleships qf ghaut 
25,000 tons. Wfiep I say one-battery 
ships I mean 13-inch or heavier gups 
for tfie main battery and far torpedo 
defense Much guns. I do not regard 
bigfi 7 speed as of vital importance. I 
think the effect ot speed above it knot*
is much overestimated."

Tfie Admiral’s Opinions.
Having given his opinion of the bat­

tleship, the admiral was asked for his 
estimate of the value of the armored 
cruiser.

“I think the value ef that el 
vessels is very great," Admiral 
replied, "for the purpose of toasting 
an enemy- and notifying the oemman- 
der-in-chtef of his whereabouts; but 
recent efforts to amalgamate the 
cruiser and the battleship- have had the 
effect of making an inefficient cruiser 
and a poorly armoured battleship 
The two were types to be kept abso­
lutely distinct—one for fighting and 
the ether for scout work.’*

“What part do you think dirigibles 
will play to the next war?''

“About the same parf that subma­
rines have played to the past. Dirigibles 
may be used to frighten and make ner­
vous timid men, as submarines have 
been used to the past. Their actual 
value, however. Is very questionable. 
Wireless, however, will be of extreme 
value."

“We should have an officer of the 

rank of admiral to command of that 
fleet,” Rear-Admiral Evans said, “At 
the very least, there should be ? vice- 
admiral.

There is another strong 
reason to tfie f?ct that in joint opera­
tions, no matter how strong your own, 
force may be, unless the officer com, 
mending it is qf high rank, he will be 
likely to find himself junior to some 
foreign officer."

; feet of the visit of the fleet to these 
1 far-off eastern ports,

“It will tend to cement the frlend- 
! ship already existing between the 
United States and the various coun­
tries which this fleet will visit. I think 
tfie effect will be further accentuated 
In the Far East by the cordiality of 
the reception in Australia, The interest 
excited in Australia, and her evident 
intention of having a hand in the con­
trol of the. Pacific trade, will be very 
marked.”

While there is no immediate sign of 
compromise between the C. P. R. and 
the Inland Navigation Company in the 
Seattle rate war it is anticipated, both 
in local and Sound shipping circles, 
that the end of the struggle is 
preaching.

Since the Victoria was placed on the 
run in opposition to the Chippewa the 
C. P. R. has refused to follow two 
moves on the part of its rival and has 
yet retained the greater part of the 
business for the fine steamship Prin­
cess Victoria. When the steamer Ros­
alie was placed on night service
from Seattle to this port a few days 
ago it was anticipated by the Inland 
Company that the C. P. R. would re­
ply by putting an opposition boat on 
the same schedule. The Canadian com­
pany, however, did not take the bait 
and managed to keep ahead of. the two 
steamers, with the Princess Victoria 
alone. Then the Inland reduced the 
return rate to the same figure as the 
single fare, fifty cents. The C. P-. R. re­
taining the fare at fifty cents each way 
has still kept the main portion of the 
traffic for the Victoria.

Now it is apparent, according to men 
in a position to speak semi-authorita-' 
tively, that the Inland company is at 
its wits end and is prepared to com­
promise at an early date. The €>. R R- 
however appears to be making a stren­
uous attempt to. drive the American 
company from thç route.

Grand Forks, May 29.—At the Gran­
by smelter many Important improve­
ments are at present going on, apaong 
which Is the enlargement of the blower 
room.

The Carter-Garesche case is nearing 

It» conclusion. The hearing of evidence 
was concluded t^is morning, after 
which Mr. Higgins commenced his ad­
dress on behalf of the accused. He was 
still speaking when the court rose for 
lunch but will conclude this afternoon 
and will likely be followed by W.. J. 
Taylor, K. C., for the prosecution. 
There Is therefore every likelihood that 
the case will be concluded to-day.

The witnesses heard to-day were E.
C. Shaughnessy, of the Poodle Dog ho­
tel, who came to swear to the room 
which Curtis had occupied while he 
lived at the hotel. A. Maxwell Muir 
and J. E. Hughes, who were cabled to 
give evidence that Curtis could not see 
the head of the stairs from this room 
and could not hear any one coming up­
stairs. Mrs. Gordon, wife) of the porter 
of the Boodle Dog, who was employed 
by the defence as a detective in the 
case, and Sergt. Detective Thomas Pal­
mer, who gave evidence as to the repu­
tation of the man Max Vanderville, 
whom the defence had presented in 
court for recognition by Miss McIntosh. 
The feature of Mrs. Gordon’s evidence 
was an admission by her in reply to a 
chance question by Mr. Taylor that she 
had yesterday received a letter from 
her missing spouse, which bore the 
postmark of Auburn, Wash.

When the court resumed Mr. Higgins 
asked that all witnesses and all those 
likely to be called in rebuttal, particu­
larly the witness Curtis, be excluded. 
This was done.

Mr. Higgins then recalled Edward 
Charles Shaughnessy, one of the pro­
prietors of the Poodle Dog hotel, who 
skrore that Curtis, the witness in this 
case, had occupied room 45 all the time 
he Worked there, from September to 
April 11th last. The conference. with 
Curtis at the Poodle Dog had taken 
place at 8 o’clock Sunday night.

The next witness was A. Maxwell 
Muir, who produced a plan of the un­
stairs of the Poodle Dbg prepared by 
himself and J. C. M. Keith, and swore 
that it would not' be possible for any­
one in Curtis' room to see or hear any­
one coming up the stairs. They had 
made tests regarding hearing noises on 
the stairs. Mr. Muir showed the plan 
to Judge Lampman with whom he went 
fully Into it. At the conclusion gf this 
examination Judge Lampman remark­
ed "If a man wanted to get upstairs 
without bçing seen, eh?” Mr. Muir 
agreed that this was the slttiation.

Mr. Taylor put Mr. Muir through a 
searching cross-examination in the 
course of which the witness said that 
from a certain point which he indicated 
a person coming out of the room occu­
pied by Curtis could see a person at 
the head of the stairs. During the 
course of the examination Mr. (Taylor 
persistently used the name Smith in­
stead of Curtis and the court reminded 
him of his error, when he replied : "Per­
haps I was thinking of Smith Curtis.”

During the cross-examinatlpn Mr. 
Muir admitted that he could not say 
whether there was any glass In the 
doors at the head of the stairs past 
which Curtis must have looked to have 
seen Carter coming upstairs.

James Edmond Hughes, who assisted 
Mr. Muir in making the measurements 
of the Poodle Dog hotel, on which the 
plans produced in court were based, 
was the next witness, and gave evi­
dence along the same lines as Mr. Muir.

He was put through much the same 
eross-examisatlon as Mr. Muir and his 
admissions were. practically the same. 
He swore that the day on which the 
test about being able to hear anyone 
coming up the stairs was made, was 
Monday last, the holiday, when there 
was a great noise going on in the 
street. This mthgt make some differ­
ence, he admitted.

Mrs. Margo Gordon, Wife of H. R. 
Gordon, the missing porter of the 
Poodle Dog hotel, and who is herself 
housekeeper in that hostlery, was the 
next witness. She knew Curtis and the 
Sunday night before the trial he had 
come to see her husband and they had 
talked over this case and the evidence 
that Curtis might give. Her husband 
had said that from the girl’s descrip­
tion It would be room 5 that the girl 
had been In with Dr. Carter, but Curtis 
had said that it was room 42 for he had 
served her there. Curtis had said that 
he was going to see who had the most 
money and he was going to get a piece 
of it to leave town. He had also said 
that Smith was too rough on him and 
that he was going to get even.

Mr. Taylor then commenced his 
cross-eyamination. His first question 
was: Isn’t it terrible to be mixed up in 
a case of this kind?

Mrs, Gordon, smilingly replied : “I 
didn’t want to come,” and explained 
that she was present because she 
thought she had to obey the summons 
served on her on Monday last. * 

In. reply to questions she said that 
she had gone to Mr. Higgins about the 
disappearance of her husband as she 
thought that Mr. Higgins knew where 
he was as he had been--working for 
him as a detective in connection with 
this case at $3.50 per day. She did not 
remember what her husband had said 
In reply to Curtis but she knew that his 
duty as a detective was to find all he 
could about what Curtis was going to 
say.

Mr. Taylor asked the witness why her 
husband had not appeared as a witne»s 
In the case and her reply was: “He 
wasn’t let.”

“But,” added Mr. Taylor, "you knew 
that Gordon got out and Curtis stayed 
to give evidence.” The witness admit­
ted that she knew this.

When asked by Mr. Taylor as to 
whether she had been anxious about 
her husband’s absence she became vis­

Mr. Higgins replied that he should 
have asked about a letter instead of a 
wire, to which Mr. Tay’.or rejoined :

Judge Lampman then addressed a 
lew questions to Mrs. Gordon. He in­
quired whether she thought her hus­
band was waiting for the departure of 
the fleet from the sound or the conclu­
sion of this case before returning hpme 
and she replied that she did not know.

"Have you any suspicions as to why 
your husband went away?”

"No.”
"I have mine,” replied the judge, and 

Mrs. Gordon was told to step out of 
the witness box.

Sergeant Detective Thomas Palmer 
was recalled and in reply to questions 
from Mr. Taylor as to the reputation 
of the man Vanderville produced In 
court by the defence, swore that he was 
known as a procurer of the very worst 
kind.

Mr. Taylor then asked permission to 
call Stancey Christianson to give evi­
dence In regard to an offer of $100 maSe 
to him by Hill, a previous witness, who 
wps employed in Dr. Garesche’s office 
until recently, if he would give evidence 
against Miss McIntosh’s character, but 
the Judge said it was not necessary.

This concluded the evidence.
Mr. Higgins then rose to address the 

court. In this case he appeared for 
both accused to establish Innocence of 
both in regard to this particular charge. 
They could have chosen a jtiry trial 
but chose to come before a Judge know­
ing then they could expect a fair and 
impartial hearing, free from the popu­
lar prejudice. He felt his honor would 
decide the question on law and the 
rules of evidence. If his honor did this 
he had no doubt of the result. This was 
not a civil but a criminal case which 
required that the prosecution must ab­
solutely establish its case. Every doubt 
must go to the prisoners. Mr. Higgins 
then quoted law on this point.

The prosecution’s case in this in­
stance was that Dr. Garesche had be­
come intimate with this young woman 
and she had gone to Dr. Carter. She 
had been taken sick two weeks later 
and a doctor had been called in who 
said he thought an abortion had been 
performed. Doctors Garesche and Car­
ter had denied all connection with the 
performance of an operation. There 
was no proof as to the girl’s condition. 
There was the evidence of Dr. Robert­
son as to what the girl had said to him 
to the contrary, whic^was borne out 
by the entries in Dr. Garesche’s 
gagement book. There was other evi­
dence bearing this out. There was this 
to be borne in mind that the girl kept 
up communication with fadt women.

As to the charge that Dr. Carter had 
performed an operation two months 
later, what was the girl’s own story. 
The gin had gone to him of her own 
volition. The prosecution’s case fell 
down because no evidence of communi­
cation between Carter and Garesche 
was established.

Then as to the' girl's illness. Dr. 
Frank Hall had sworn that illness fol­
lowed in a case such as that alleged 
within from twenty-four hours to six 
days, while in this caset according to 
the girl, the time that elapsed was two 
weeks. This killed this point.

Then as to Dr. Hall’s opinion, given 
without an examination, there was 
nothing to prove this, but on the other 
portions of Dr. Hall's evidence was to 
the contrary effect. Dr. Hall would not 
swear that the girl had not been suf­
fering from membraneous endromltitis 
when he was called in to treat her.

In view of the girl’s perjured evidence 
his honor must give this point, as well 
as every other point on which there 
was doubt, to the defence. The girl by 
her contradictions discounted her whole 
story and created a doubt to the bene­
fit of which the prisoners were entitled. 
Admitting, however, that the girl’s 
story was true the prosecution must go 

step further and show that these 
statements were not consistent with 
the innoeênee of the accused. In sup­
port of this Mr. Higgins quoted a num­
ber of legal authorities.

Even admitting that Dr. Garesche 
was intimate with the girl, what was 
there to connect Dr. Carter with the 
charge preferred against him. Mr. Hig­
gins then went carefully over Dr. Car­
ter’s evidence. Was it not a consistent 
story, he asked. Was there even one 
fact not consistent with It.

All the facts went to confirm Dr. 
Carter’s story. The prosecution must 
show that these facts were uncon- 
sietent with Dr. Carter’s story. Then 
In this case the girl and Dr. Carter 
agreed that the latter had told her to 
go home and tell her mother.

Where would a doctor be to-day If 
Dr. Garesche had told the girl to con­
sult and'she had afterwards consulted, 
and then been taken sick and another 
medical man had come in and given a 
snap verdict? He would be in a very 
much worse position than that in 
which Dr. Carter found himself to-day. 
Some doctors might not be proceeded 
against because they had a large prac­
tice. while Dr. Carter was not prac­
ticing at present and was in need of 
money. If Dr. Carter, or any other 
man in his position, performed such an 
operation he would not do so without 
payment. The evidence was that there 
had been no communication between 
Doctors Garesche and Carter in con­
nection with the case. In the. circum­
stances he had pursued the only method 
of defence open to him. In cases 
such as this the evidence of an ac­
complice required corroboration, which 
was not forthcoming in this case. What 
were the facts in connection with it? 
They were that this girl had been 
working in Dr., Garesche’s office and 
Dr. Garesche had done what many a 
man better than ever he would 
h$ had aisp done. He -had fallen at a.

Some attempt had been made to show 
a motive in this prosecution on the part 
of the mother, to get moreAs to the girl’s charge against Dr. 

Carter, of having forced her to meet 
his wishes, she had sworn in the po­
lice court that this was on the first 
occasion she had gone to see him, and 
in this court she swore this was on 
the occasion of her second visit. In 
view of what young Hill had sworn 
the girl had told him about a doctor 
in Vancouver, It was only natural to 
suppose that she would patch up a 
story to throw odium on Dr. Carter.

There was not the slightest ground for 
thinking Mrs. McIntosh hoped for any 
money out of the prosecution. The 
mother and girl it had been clearly 
shown were averse to the prosecution. 
The mother naturally was very angry 
at Dr. Garesche, a man with a large 
practice, to whom she had thought she 
could trust her daughter, believing that 
he would protect her. Instead of that 
he had dragged her into the mud.

mained was to settle the identity of 
the perpetrator.

Yesterday afternoon the time of the 

court was taken up in hearing the clos­
ing portion of Mr. Higgins’ address and 
that of W. J. Taylor, K. C., counsel for 
the defence, which was followed by 
Judge Lampman’s summing up.

One of the features of the whole case 
was the scoriation by Judge Lampman 
and Mr. Taylor of the methods of de­
fence -employed. Judge Lampman also 
took Dr. Garesche to task for his con­
duct toward Miss McIntosh.

When the court resumed after lunch 
Mr. Higgins continued his address. He 
first read some extracts from 
McIntosh’s evidence to show discrep­
ancies between her testimony in the 
police court and at this trial.

When he had left off at noon he said 
he had been pointing out the absurdity 
of the girl’s story regarding Dr. Carter 
having given her a receipt signed 
“Smith.”

These questions could not, 
however, be taken as evidence and a 
judge was forced to go on evidence in 
any case. Whatever remarks he had 
made yesterday were based on the evi­
dence as it was before him.

Following this Mr. Higgins asked for 
leave to appeal against the verdict on 
the ground 'that it was against the 
weight of evidence.

Mr. Taylor quoted authorities to 
show that it was only where there 
was no evidence or where in case of a 
conflict of opinion the evidence was 
Indubitably in favor of the accused, 
where the judges could give leave to 
appeal against a verdict on the ground 
that it was against the weight of evi­
dence. He did not see how His Honor, 
after giving a verdict op the evidence 
could then turn around and grant a 
right to appeal on the ground that the 
evidence where theré was conflict was 
indubitably in favor of the accused. 
The court above had laid down the 
principle that it would not interfere 
in a case of the kind, except *here 
there had been failure to weigh the 
evidence.

Mr. Higgins said the point in his ap­
peal was that the girl was a perjurer 
and that the benefit of the doubt aris­
ing should go to the prisoner.

Judge Lampman—If there was any 
room for doubt in this case the ac­
cused got the benefit of it.

steamship Greenwich, which left Safi 
Francisco last evening for the Royal 
Roads was at sea, Capt. Adshead, wen 
known in this port died and was buried, 
Chief Officer Payne assuming command 
of the vessel.

The Greenwich put into San Fran­
cisco on Wednesday to replenish her 
bunkers. Having exhausted nearly all 
her coal on the trip up from Callao, 
which port she left on May 2nd. She 
coaled and sailed last night for the 
Royal Roads. On the way up the 
Greenwich bucked heavy winds and 
sea, and had only sufficient coal to 
make San Francisco comfortably.

Captain Adshead was formerly here 
with the Watts-Watts steamship 
Houndstow, which docked at Esquimau 
on December 3, IS6B. While the vessel 
was in dry dock be met with an acci­
dent on Esquimau road breaking one 
of his ankles which necessitated a long 
stay in St. Joseph’* hospital. The 
Houndstow was taken south, leaving 
Esquttna.lt on December 13th lor Aca­
pulco, by the first officer of the Wool­
wich, owned by the same company, 
and was wrecked off the Mexican coast.

Upon being discharged from the hos­
pital, Capt. Adshead took command of 
the Greenwich which was last In these 
waters on February 11th when she 
coaled at Ladysmith. He was a young 
man with the promise of a successful 
career with the Watts-Watts company, 
and his death will be regretted by 
many local shipping men who were in­
timately acquainted with him.

Who is the agent for the steamship 
Transit, advertised to sail from this 
port for Nome on Monday under char­
ter to Schubach and Hamilton of Seat- 
Tie?

CAPT. DANIELS HERE 

ARRANGING SETTLEMENT

The Canadian Club of this city to­
day entertained one of her own citizens 
who for the past five years has been 
lecturing in the university of Wassada, 
Japan.

Mr. McGregor has had great oppor­
tunities of studying the lives and char­
acters of the people and to speak with 
authority thereon. For that reason his 
address was of particular interest.

The luncheon was held in the Driard 
dining room, and a choice meal was 
served.

A. E. McPhillips, in the absence of 
Judge Lampman, in a few choice words 
introduced the speaker as a professor 
in the university of Wassada, Japan. 
The club he felt sure would be glad to 
honor one who had been here before, 
and who occupied so honored a posi­
tion in the country where he had been 
living.

Mr. McGregor thanked the club for 
the honor done him affd apologized for 
keeping the lunch late.

When he went to Japan, five years 
ago, he said, he knew where the coun­
try was, but that was about all. To­
day Japan had come well to the front, 
but he found there was still a good 
deal of ignorance on the subject of the 
Japanese. "The most distinctive feature 
of the Japanese,” said the speaker, “is 
patriotism. The people are as devoted 
to the country as to the Emperor.” He 
had seen in a thousand different ways 
and on a thousand different occasions 
manifestations of this. He had seen 
them again and again willing to give 
up their lives for their country.

He told of one man sacrificing his 
two little children in order to go to 
the war. This he described as patriot­
ism gone mad.

“The Japanese are much like our­
selves,” said the speaker. “They com­
bine vices and virtues as we do. It is 
difficult to study the characters of the 
Japanese. They are a secretive people. 
A Jap never wears his heart on his 
sleeve and it is impossible to become 
acquainted with some of them. In my 
position as teacher, however, I pierced 
the mask usually turned to strangers.”

The Japanese, he found, were trying 
to modernize themselves. This was es­
pecially true of Toklo. It was neces­
sary to go to the country to find the 
Old Japan. The educated people dress 
as Europeans and the scholars in a 
uniform. All the students learn Eng­
lish, although some know only a little. 
In the navy and in business English 
was always spoken. The classes he 
taught studied our language fifteen 
hours or more a week.

He found the Japanese not good lin­
guists or mathematicians. Many of 
them took higher courses and there 
the study of English was carried on 
very largely.

Wassada, where he taught, ranks in 
Japan with Oxford and Cambridge "n 
England, and Harvard and Tale in the 
United States: This university, he 
said, was under the presidency of 
Count Okama, one of the chief men in 
the country, ranking next in prom­
inence to Marquis Ito.

Speaking of the dishonesty of the 
merchft^s which is often mentioned, 
the people he explained were formerly 
divided Into a number of classes. There 
were the Samaural, or nobles, the. agri­
culturists, fishermen and a number of 
others before the merchants, who 
ranked very low.

To-day there were but two classes, 
the noble and the commonalty. When 
feudalism was abolished many of the 
Samaural went into commerce, and 
almost all the merchants adopted the 
old standard of the low class mer­
chants.

“Immediately upon reaching port on 
Tuesday night Capt. Worsnop came 
aboard and. severely censured me for 
making this call. I am aware that a 
concern in which Capt. Worsnop is 
interested was negotiating for this bus­
iness and that his criticism and re­
buke were called forth by the upset­
ting of these negotiations through 
other parties securing the trade.

“Capt. Worsnop accompanied the 
Lonsdale to Nanaimo from this port 
and, when the vessel had pulled out 
from the outer wharf he handed me 
the letter which he referred to in the 
interview given in the Times last even­
ing. This letter contained a notifica­
tion of Capt. Worsnop’s receipt of a 
communication from the customs de­
partment stating that smuggling had 
bees carried on aboard the Lonsdale, 
and I believe that It was given to me 
by Capt. Worsnop so that he could use 
it against me whatever action I took 
over a quantity of cigars that I had on 
board the vessel.

“There is one thing I would like to 
make plain regarding this letter. The 
customs officer at New Westminster 
informing me that he suspected smug­
gling, I gave warning to all the crew 
to beware of anything of that kind.

“When the Lonsdale arrived at Na­
naimo I went to the collector to declare 
and informed him that I had obtained 
a large shipment of cigars cheaply at 
Guaymas a few hours before wè left.

I might mention here that 
when the cigars were brought aboard 
at Guaymas a director of the Canadian- 
Mexican and the Mexico City agent 
came off to the steamship in the row­
boat which carried the cigars and were 
quite aware of my action.

I justice allowed the other two to re­
tender, and the Great Lakes Construc­
tion obtained the contract at 26 cents 
a yard. The fact that the two original 
tenders were in one handwriting show­
ed that there was an attempt to put up 
a fraud on the government. He blames 
the government for having anything to 
do with people who would attempt any­
thing of the kind; and alleges that cer­
tain prominent provincial politicians 
were associated with concerns which 
obtained government dredging con­
tracts. This was, therefore, nothing 
but “graft.” Other members of the op­
position follow up the subject, and en­
ter into general charges and insinua­
tions of nepotism, favoritism, and graft. 
T. S. Sproule (Coservative), heads off 
to the Montcalm, the cost of whose 
tea-cups were a subject of comment; 
and G. Taylor (Conservative), exhumes 
Merwin. Eventually Mr. Monk’s pro­
posal to put an end to the immigration 
bonus Is taken up, and once more T. 
Chisholm (Conservative), lets his mind 
meander through the grimy thorough­
fares of Whitechapel, Glasgow and 
Dublin, from which, he says, the gov­
ernment gathers immigrants only to 
fill the hospitals, jails and penitentiar­
ies of Canada.

red; and the company would have been 
Just as willing to pay the government 
the 21.65 without settlement conditions, 
as it was to pay the railway company. 
But. as the object of the government 
was to get the land settled it preferred 
to sell at 21, with settlement conditions. 
The charge of the Conservatives is that 
the land was practically given away. It 
is forgotten, however, that millions of 
acres are given away to homesteaders ; 
and surely if that is Justifiable, so is 
this transaction, which achieved the 
same purpose of settlement and brought 
In a quarter of a million of money. The 
Robbins irrigation deal embraces the 
handing over of land in a certain dry 
locality in the Northwest at the same 
price; but only as soon as It has been 
irrigated and made available for set­
tlement. Before the sale Is fully opera­
tive, the Robbins Company will have to 
spend a million dollars to secure ef­
fective irrigation.

The Galway grazing lease is merely 
the teasing of a tract of land too arid 
for crop-growing, for grazing purpose». 
The Merwin purchases is an insignifi­
cant matter, certain members of the 
opposition claiming that in several in­
stances he obtained more than the mar­
ket prices from the government. The 
general charge is that friends of the 
government receive some advantage 
over Conservatives; and, no doubt, un­
der the present system of political af­
fairs in Canada, such is the case. But, 
If there were a change tomorrow, some­
thing similar would take place; the 
Conservatives legitimately shown, to 
their own supporters. It Is done, as is 
well known, by every provincial Con­
servative administration in Canada; 
and, if the Conservatives cannot pre­
vent Premiers McBride, Roblin and 
Whitney from doing so, then there is 
no guarantee that they would, if in 
power, remedy what seems to be an in­
evitable blemish of Canadian politics.

The Liberal government, however, in

The producing collieries during 1907 
were practically the same as in the 
previous year, viz.: The Crow’s Nest 
Pass collieries in the Rocky mountains 
coal field, in the south-eastern portion' 
of the province, and on Vancouver Isl­
and the Western Fuel Co.’s collieries 
at Nanaimo, and the Wellington Col­
liery Co.’s collieries at Extension and 
Comox.

In addition to these older producers, 
a new colliery—the Middlesboro Col­
liery In the Nicola valley—began to ship 
coal towards the end of the year, pro­
ducing about 11,000 tons, while three 
smaliV. collieries were opened up near 
Nanaimo, which, although not as yet 
contributing much to the provincial 
output, gives promise of greater things 
in the future.

Although at present the supply seems 
to be In excess of the demand, this con­
dition cannot long remain In the face 
of the rapid development of the whole 
Pacific Coast, the "greater portion of the 
whole supply for which must be ob­
tained from British Columbia.

The gross amount of coal mined in 
the province during the year 1907 was 
2,219,608 tons (2,2401bs.), an Increase over 
the preceding year of 320,532 tons, or 
about 17 per cent.

Some 419,541 tons of tills coal was 
made into coke, of which there was pro­
duced 222,913 long tons.

Other Anerals.

There has been practically no iron ore 
mined in the province this past year, 
with the exception of some 1,500 tons 
of bog iron, ore mined and shipped from 
Quatslno sound, which deposit haying 
been found unprofitable owing to its 
shallowness, was then abandoned. 
From the numerous known deposits of 
magnetite no ore was shipped, although 
considerable work, of à prospecting na­
ture, was done.

The mining of zinc ore has been 
practically at a standstill. The Lucky 
Jim mine, in the Slocan, shipped some 
1,120 tons of ore, which had 
mined during 1906, but no fresh mining 
was done. Certain mines in the Slocan 
district produced small quantities of 
zinc blend as concentrates, separated 
from argentiferous galena as a by­
product, but this ore has not, as yet, 
been sold or treated.

Considerable work has been done on 
the old Blue Bell mine, opposite Ains­
worth, and a large quantity of zinc ore 
developed, for the treatment of which 
a concentrate»: is now in process of 
erection.

The Zinc Smelter, erected at Frank, 
in Alberta, for the treatment of British 
Columbia zinc ores, has not, as yet, 
been started.

MINERAL PRODUCTION
ESTABLISHES RECORD

IN VANCOUVER

Cigar Store and Cafe Badly 
Damaged—Firemen’s 

Hard Fight.
Report of Minister of Mines for Last Year Shows 

That Output Represented Greatest Value 
in History of Province.

Vancouver, May 29.—Shortly after 12 
o’clock last night fire broke out in the 
basement of the Arcade block on Hast­
ings street, ruined the stock in Pad- 
more’s cigar store, burned through the 
floor of the Baltimore cafe, and filled 
all the stores in the building 
smoke. After a hard fight the fire de- N 
partment got the blaze under control 
and saved the building. The loss is 
timated at several thousand dollars. 
The fire was discovered by Nightwatch- 
men -McAllister and Dea, who prompt­
ly turned in an alarm. The fire de­
partment quickly responded and turned 
out in fine style. The police, upon their 
arrival upon the scene, roped in the 
street and kept back the curious sight­
seers who, in spite of the lateness of 
the hour, congregated in large 
bers. The street cars were not allowed 
to proceed, and every possible precau­
tion was taken, 
smoke poured up from the basement 
and rolled across the street, and for a 
few minutes it looked as if a serious 
firq would result. The prompt action of 
the nightwatchmen, however, gave the 
firemen a chance to get to work before 
the flames could make much headway, 
and after a hard struggle they checked 
their progress.

The fire broke through the floor of 
the Baltimore cafe, but did not gain 
hold in the cigar store. It is thought to 
have originated in the basement of the 
cafe, as the range is situated there. 
All the stores in the Arcade were filled 
with smoke, but the most serious dam­
age was done in the cafe and in Pad- 
more’s cigar store. Some time after 
the flames had been checked the fire 
broke out again. Some of the flames 
had shot up to the roof of the cafe, 
and these burst out, but the firemen 
soon extinguished them.

The Baltimore cafe was closed at 
12 o’clock, and everything appeared to 
be all right then. The nightwatchmen 
discovered the fire a few minutes later.

While 222,913 tons of coke were ac­
tually made, only 216,689 tons were sold, 
owing to the sudden shutting down of 
the smelters in the Interior, necessita­
ting the carrying over of 7,224 tons of 
coke in stock.

Within the last two years the selling 
prices of coal and coke have risen, 
and It has been estimated that the 
average selling prices are now approx­
imately $3.50 per ton (2,240 lbs. for coal, 
and for coke $6 per ton of 2,240 lbs., 
which prices have been used in calcu­
lating the value of these productions. 
The prices formerly used In such calcu­
lations were $3 and $5 per ton respec­
tively.

The total tonnage of ore mined in the 
province during the past year was 1,- 
804,114 ton having a gross value of $18,- 
244,847.

The output of mineral products in 
British Columbia compared with that of 
similar products in all the other prov­
inces of the Dominion, shows that in 
1907 British Columbia produced of the 
metals and coal an amount over 63.8 
per cent, of that of all the other Cana­
dian provinces combined.

Coal Production.
The actual production of coal in Brit­

ish Columbia during the year 1907 has 
been practically confined to the Crow’s 
Nest Pass Collieries in South-East 
Kootenay, and to the Wellington Col­
liery Co., and the Western Fuel Co., 
operating on Vancouver Island. In ad­
dition to these, a new colliery has been 
opened up at Middlesboro, near Coutlee, 
in the Nicola Valley by the Nicola 
Valley
which shipped during the last three 
months of the year, since it acquired 
railway connection, some 10,000 tons of 
coal.

On Vancouver Island three new col­
lieries have begun shipping, as yet on 
a very small seal*;, but still a begin­
ning. These new collieries have shipped 
as follows:—The Gilflllan Colliery at 
Wellington, operated by Macgowan & 
Co., 2,848 tons; the Fiddlck Colliery at 
South Wellington, operated by the 
South Wellington Coal Mines, Ltd. 
(John Arbuthnot et al.), 575 tons, and 
the new East Wellington Collier^r at 
Nanaimo, operated by the Vancouver- 
Nanaimo Coal Mining Co., Ltd., 156 
tons.

In the tables and statistics the output 
of the Middlesboro Colliery has been 
included in the Coast Collieries.

The gross output of the coal mines of 
the province for the year 1907 was 2,- 
219,608 tons (2,240 lbs.), of which 44,- 
760 tons were added to stock, leaving 
a total consumption of 2,174,848 tons of 
coal; of this amount, 916,262 tons were 
sold for consumption In Canada, 673,- 
114 tons were sold for export, making 
the total of coal sales for the year 
1,589,376 tons; of the balance of the 
coal, 419,541 tons were used in making 
coke, and 165,931 tons under colliery 
boilers, etc.

From this amount of coal there were 
produced 222,913 tons (2,240 lbs.) of coke 
of which 7,224 tons were added to stock, 
leaving the net coke sales of 215,689 
tons, of which 155,579 tons were con­
sumed in Canada and 60,110 tons ex­
ported.

The report of the minister of mines 
for the year has first been issued from 
the government printing office. It shows 
gratifying production last year exceed­
ing the previous twelve months by 
nearly one million dollars.

The Provincial mineralogist in sum­
ming up the record for 1907 says:

The amount of coke made from the 

322,870 tons of coal used was 206,541 
tons (2,240 lbs.), of which 6,664 tons 
were carried over the year as stock, 
while 200,877 tons were sold as coke, 
140,987 tons for consumption in Canada 
and 59,890 tons exported to the United 
States, The production of coke in 1907 
shows an increase over the preceding 
year of 17,156 tons, and the sales of 
coke an Increase of 12,831 tons, equally 
divided between the Canadian anti- 
United States markets.

The coke sales of this company would 
have been considerably greater but 
that the drop in the selling price of 
copper, followed by a financial depres­
sion, caused the large smelters in the 
boundary district, which obtain their 
coke supply here, to suspend operations 
for about two months out of the year. 
The coal and coke production were ad­
versely affected during the earlier part 
of the year by a shortage of cars, and 
insufficient labor wrth vrtiich to carry 
on the work.

The Canada Zinc Co., Limited, has 
begun the building of a small plant at 
Nelson, designed to treat the complex 
galena-zinc blende ores of the Slocan 
district by a process of electric smelt­
ing under the Snyder patents, whereby 
it is hoped to recover the lead and Zinc 
in the metallic state, and also save the 
silver contents with the lead. The elec­
tricity for the process is to be obtained 
from Bennington falls. The tightness 
of the money market delayed the con­
struction of the plant, but the provin­
cial legislature, at its 1908 session, ad­
vanced a loan of $10,000 to aid in com­
pleting the plant. /

Platinum is known to exist In 
parts of the province, associated with 
placer gold in alluvial workings, but it 
has as yet been mined oniÿ as a by­
product, and as the placer working in 
these particular districts has this year 
been slight, no appreciable production 
of platinum has been made.

The province abounds in quarry sites 
from which excellent building stone 
could be obtained, and doubtless will as 
soon as buildinj^jn stone becomes more 
general, but àtjpresent very little stone 
is used in the interior, 
ciàl works. On the coast, building in 
stone has become more general, and 
several very good quarrls of sandstone, 
granite and andesite have been opened 
up on tide water. In a previous report 
of this bureau a detailed description 
was given of the more important quar­
ries.

The manufacture of red brick is in­
creasing rapidly to supply an increased 
demand. Suitable clay deposits are 
found in all districts, but the manufac­
ture on any important scale has been 
naturally confined to the vicinity of the 
larger towns and cities. For the most 
part, the outlay is the product of small 
brickyards, although two or three larg­
er yards have been establfched near 
Vancouver.

The fire brick plant at Comox, form­
erly supplied with clay from the ad­
jacent coal mines, has not been worked 
lately, but the coal mines shipped some 
488 tons of fire clay, to be used in the 
manufacture of pottery.

At Clayburn, near Vancouver, a very 
good deposit of fire clay exists, from 
which a good quality of pressed brick 
and fire brick is being made.

The Silica Brick and Lime Co. has 
built and is operating a plant near Vic­
toria for the manlfacture of lime-silica 
brick. The output of the plant for the 
portion of the year 1907 that is has been 
in operation was, approximately, 1,100,- 
000 brick. The brick is of a light gray 
color and serves as a front brick, and is 
sold at about $15 a thousand.

The manufacture of lime is carried on 
in a small way at a number of points, 
while at Victoria, on Saanich arm, on 
Texada island, near Vancouver, and 
elsewhere, are kilns making a consid­
erable output The' greater part of the 
production is made on the coast, where 
the limestone deposits are particularly 
pure, yielding a lime of exceedingly 
good quality.

The only company actually producing 
cement in British Columbia Is the Van­
couver Portland Cement Co., with 
works at Tod inlqt, on the Saanich 
arm, about thirteen miles by road from 
Victoria. The company sold in 1907 
some 143,226 barrels (350 lbs.) of Port­
land cement, of a total value of $215,000, 
of which quantity 125,000 barrels were 
used in the province. The capacity of 
the plant now constructed and in opera­
tion is considerably greater than this 
output would indicate, as about 300,000 
barrels can be turned out in the year.

No successful, or very serious, at­
tempts have as yet been made in the 
province at drilling for petroleum. A 
railway into the Flathead country will, 
in all probability, be built within a 
couple of years to certain coal fields on 
the south fork of Michel creek, and, 
when this is completed, doubtless some 
serious attempt will be made to de­
velop the oil fields believed to exist in 
that section of the province.

Gold.
The production of placer gold during 

the year 1907 was about $828,000, a de­
crease of $120,400, or 12.7 per cent, as 
compared with the previous year.

The production of placer gold is sub­
ject to sudden fluctuations, the discov­
ery of new diggings causing a rise, but, 
as is always the case with this class 
of mining, a few years sees the richer 
ground worked out and it takes 
further years to permit of hydraulic 
and other forms of machine mining 
becoming established.

The Atlln district is at present the 
largest producer of placer gold, contri­
buting nearly half of the total provin­
cial output. Hère the larger companies 
now produce about 70 per cent, of the 
gold recovered, the remaining 30 per 
cent being obtained by individual min­
ers, a large proportion of whose pro­
duction is obtained from “drifting" 
operations, which can be carried on in 
winter. In this district royalty was col­
lected on about $340,000 worth of gold.

The two dredges which were operated 
for a short time a couple of years ago 
have been now abandoned, it being ad­
mitted that, although the ground cai> 
ried sufficient gold, the character of the 
deposit—a clayey gravel containing 
large boulders, together with a hard 
and uneven bedrock—rendered the pro­
blem a hard one to solve.

After the difficulties to be experienced 
with a dredge were realized, a stream 
shovel was established on Tar flats, 
dredging up the gravel dry and 
veyinfi it in cars to an elevated wash­
ing apparatus, which obviates 
of the troubles met with in dredging 
This shovel has been steadily in opera­
tion and is reported to have made a 
good saving and a large production, 
hut neither these figures nor the profit 
or loss balance can be given.

None of the men In the camp are ap­
parently afflicted with the disease, but 
the quarantine has been enforced as a 
measure of protection. No one is al­
lowed to enter or leave the camp. Food 
and supplies are placed at a pre-ar­
ranged spot some distance away, and 
taken from there to the camp by one 
of the three provincial police officers 
who has been assigned to see that the 
quarantine is not broxen by any of the 
men. All letters are fumigated before 
being mailed, and other strict precau­
tions are taken to prevent the spread 
ot the disease. Everyone in the camp, 
including the police, has been vaccin­
ated.

The Pacific Coal Company, a subsi­

diary company of the Canadian Pacific 
railway, says the report, owns large 
coal areas at Hosmer, on the line of 
the C. P. railway, a few miles north 
of Femle, and adjacent to the lands of 
the Crow's Nest Pass Coal Co. This 
colliery has been under process of 
equipment for the past two years, and 
would have been shipping before this, 
but for somë legal obligation not to 
enter the market before 1908.

The various coal seams developed by 
the Crow’s Nest Pass Coal Company 
on the adjacent areas are here found 
dipping at a high angle into the hill, 
outcropping high up on the mountain. 
To reach these seams the company has 
driven in two large parallel tunnels 
tHrough rock, starting at a point well 
above the valley but below the out­
crops. These tunnels cut the coal seams, 
at a distance of from 1,300 to 1,500 feet 
in, nearly at right angles, and from 
these main tunnels workings are be­
ing started off on either side at each 
seam.

The tipples and other plant, as well 
as the coke ovens, are on a bench 
slightly above the general valley of 
Elk river, and down to this level the 
coal will be lowered from the tunnel 
mouth by an Incline some 4,000 feet 
long.

By the end of the year the plant and 
equipment were nearing completion, 
the mines being sufficiently developed 
to begin large shipments at any time, 
and during the coming year should 
make a large output.

The management of the property is 
in the hands of Mr. R. G. Drinnan, who 
for some years past has successfully 
filled the position of manager and gen­
eral superintendent of the Crow’s Nest 
Pass collieries.

In the Nicola valley the Diamond 
Vale Colliery has been opened up to a 
certain extent, and has made small 
shipments since the close of the year.

On Vancouver Island three new col­
lieries have been opened up this year.

lode mining In the province during the 
year 1907 was $4,055,020, a decrease of 
$575,619 or about 12.5 per cent. About 95 
per cent, of the gold thus produced is 
recovered from smelting copper-bear­
ing ores. The only stamp-mill of any 
importance in operation is,at Hediey, 
in the Osoyoos Mining Division, which 
mined and milled about 32,000 tons of 
ore, from which was recovered about 
$475,000.

The total coal sales of the Coast Col­

lieries show an increase of 99,673 tons, 
or about 10.2 per cent over the preced­
ing year, and the increase would have 
been very much greater but for the fi­
nancial depression in California, the 
chief export market This is evidenced 
by the fact that 44,760 tons of coal ac­
tually mined was not sold but added to 
stock, and the mines had to be run on 
"short time” during the fall months.

The consumption of coal in that por­
tion of British Columbia served by the 
Coast Collieries shows an increase of 
166,935 tons, or 31.4 per cent over last 
year, indicating an increasing demand 
for fuel in the home market, the local 
safes this year amounting to 65 per cent 
of the total sales.

On the other hand, the sales for ex­
port to tiie United States show a de­
crease of 73,517 tons, or about 17 per 
cent. The export trade to other coun­
tries, while still insignificant, shows an 
increase over the previous year of 

I about 40 per cent.
The production of coke on the coast 

is confined to one company, the Well­
ington Coilery Co., which made in 1907 
some 16,372 tons of coke from washed* 
screenings; of this 1,560 tons were added 
to stock, the sales amounting to 14,- 
812 tons.

The sales for local consumption in 
1907 were 14,592 tons, as against 14,- 
647 tons in 1906—practically no change, 
but the export sales of coke, which in 
1906 amounted to 8,304 tons, in 1907 were 
only 220 tons—practically nothing.

The coke sales, however, do not give 
the true condition of the market, as the 
great demand for coal at high prices 
was such that it was more profitable 
for the company to sell its coal, as 
such, than to make it into coke, even 
while a local smelter had to import 
coke from the Orient, as similarly had 
to be done In Alaska and, presumably, 
lh California.

Silver.

The total amount of silver produced 
In the province during the year 1907 
was 2,745,448 ounces, valued at $1,703,- 
826, a decrease in amount of 244,814 
ounces and in value of the product of 
$193,495.

About 72 per cent, of the silver pro­
duced is found associated with lead, 
in argentiferous galena, the remainder 
being found in conjunction with cop­
per-bearing ores.

The Slocan district, including Ains­
worth Mining division, provided 32 per 
cent, of the total provincial output and 
Fort Steele mining division 30 per cent 
all from argentiferous galena, although 
the output of both these districts Is less 
than it was last year.

Lead.
There was produced in the province 

during 1907 about 47,738,703 pounds of 
lead, having a market value of $2,291,- 
458, a decrease, as compared with the 
preceding year, in amount of 4,669,514 
pounds, and in value of $376,120.

Copper.
The output of copper for 1907 was 

40,832.720 lbs., having a gross value of 
$8,166,544. This output is not quite as 
great as that of the preceding year, 
which is to be accounted for by the fact 
that the larger copper-producing mines 
were only run for about nine months 
of the year, the smelters having been 
shut down, at least partially, for a 
month in the spring, owing to a short­
age of the coke supply, while in the 
fall the drop In the price of copper, ac­
companied by the financial depression 
fa the East, closed the mines for an-

Of the coal prospects seriously de­
veloped, but not as yet approaching 
the shipping stage, probably the most 
Important are up the valley of the Elk 
river, above Michel creek, in East 
Kootenay, on the western slope of the 
Rockies. Here there are a number of 
areas owned by vajiohs companies, but 
the Imperial Coal & Coke Company’s 
properties are probably the most de­
veloped, and there is little doubt but, 
that within a year or so, a railway will 
be built up the valley of the Elk which 
will enable them to ship their coat.

No Important developments have oc­
curred in the southern portions of what 
Is known as the Flathead district, but 
in the northern part of the district, on 
the south fork of Michel creek, Mr. 
Corbin, of Spokane, and associates have 
done some important work and, having 
secured a railway charter, are expected 
to very soon begin serious development.

Coal has been discovered on Bear 
river, a tributary of the Fraser river 
entering above Fort George, and near 
the line of the G. T. P. railway, but 
this discovery requires to be developed.

The lignitlc coal beds near Princeton 
remain undeveloped, but, as the con­
struction of a railway to that point is 
nearly completed, development of these 
coals will not be postponed much 
longer.

To the west of Princeton, at the head 
of Granite creek, once a well-known 
placer gold stream, extensions of the 
coal beds first discovered at Collins 
gulch have been prospeoted, with re­
sults which are encouraging.
