London, Feb. 5.—In the House of
Commons to-day Mr. Chamberlain dealt
on the broad issues of the day. He ad-
mitted that a: critical state of the war
had been reached, and that the situa-
tion was undoubtedly serious, though he
did not believe that the country was in
danger. He refused to discuss the !
South African committee, and briefly
summarized the negotiations with the

peace, and do nothing to endanger it. Mr.

Mr. Nagle
pad the land laid off in lots, the plan be-
ing registered in land registry office in
Victoria 27th November, 1861. On this
plan, according to which' all ‘the lots have
been: sold, the road is ‘shown running
through: the lots. 5

On the deed issued to' Mr: Ruseell is
2 plan showing thé present Craigflower
road. Messrs, Pooley and Higgins fur-
-ﬂ}er submitted that the road was the
h‘lghway connecting the city with the
dlstl:icts of Esquimalt, Metchosin, High-
land-and Sooke, was in constant use by
the residents of these distriets, and had
been since 1854. That the corporation
should not be allowed to close up a well
established highway made.and kept up
by the 'government -for about 45 years
and the residents whose interests were
affected. Tt was therefore asked that

Letter No. 2, dafed July 27th, 189y,
was signed by Messrs. Geo.

“The 'conference between the city councik
 ind Mr. Bodwell, representing the comr
pany presenting the recent proposition’ re-
garding the Victoria-Sidney extension, ]Was
not Teld last evening as anticipated, Mr.
Kodwell not being in attendance. 1nstead,
however, a general discussion ensued re-
garding the desirability of reading the pre-
sent by-law for the third tlne, or postpon-
' ing that step until later.

Pror to assembling in the council cham-
ber, the council conferred with - city bar-
\ rigter. Tayilor. regarding: the trouble: arising
-cut of the tramwvay company’s refusal to
" pun ‘their cars to the end of the track oun
{he ' Douglas ' street-Saanich ‘road: line, - It
was ultimately decided to.carry the case
'into court—a step that will be taken with-
out delay.

Upon assembilug in the council room, the
consideration of the Victoria-Chilwack
by-law was the prineipal busicess, Al
Beckwith moving that the third reading of
the by-law be held then. fer, judging by
Mr. Bodwell’s communication of the pre-
yious evening, there seemed to be no de-
finite period in which a reply would be
forwarded. ;

The wayor repiied that he understood
from the communication that Mr. Bodwell
would obtain as soon as possible the opin-
fon of his clients on the rubject.

Ald. Reckwith considered that Mr. DRod-
well intended that the council should . com-
plete the work in hand, and Ald. Yates in-
quired whether, after the third reading, it
was necessary to fix the date of motion
immediately, or could it rest in abeyance.

The mayor replied that the council could
fix the date of voting when they pleased,
put advised against pressing the matter
too quickly.

Ald. Yates opined that caution shounld bhe
expreised in  pressing the by-law, so that
the council should not "go too far to re-
cede in favor of a more favorable proposi-
tion should one be presented.

Indian Family on the Liard Ex-'
terminated by Superstitious
Trihesmen.

Dixon and Mason Compelled to
Live on Tea Leaves and
Lard.

! The first detailed news of the great:
, distriet lying to the north of Wrangel
i and drained by the Stikine river reached
: Victoria yesterday through E. T. Pope,
who has been acting as manager for the
Casca Trading Company at Laketon, It

) was Mr. Pope who was. charged with

: the task of bringing out the mail which’
' had been accumulating in that country
since the middle of last November, but
i the information which he himself has
| gleamed is of greater interest than any
| intelligence . brought by means of Her '
; Majesty's mails.

i [Bince early last year Mr. Pope has
béen in a position in which to glean all
of the current news of the district, as
his business brought him in contact with
all the Indians in the district, as well”
as with the few.men who make up the
white population. in the far North. From
him a Times man yesterday gleaned the
following . epitome . of the events which
have transpired north of Telegraph since
last November,

The Dixon Party.

Readers of the Times will remembaer !
the hardships which were undergone by
a party of ‘Haligonians in their attempt
to reach the Klondike capital over the
Edmonton trail last spring. The story
of the awful suffering through whicn
they passed, culminating in their. being’
lost and.the party broken up on Hay
mountain, was given to the readers of
the times last spring in the narrative of
the man Boutlier, who reached Victoria’
as a steerage passenger on the steamesr
Alpha. Since that t¢ime most of the
party have either returned or have made
their way through to Dawson. But
from Capt. Dixon, the leader of the ex-
pedition, practically nothing has been
heard until a few days ago; when  u
steamer from Wrangel brought the news
that he was on his way to the outside.
From Mr. Pope details are gleaned
which go to show that the sufferings of
one of the Bluenose party at least did
not end even when he arrived in the ter-
ritory surrounding Dease Lake,

It was early in December that Capt.
Dixon accompanied by a man named Ma-
son, who was the survivor of a Philadel-
phia party, which had - attempted to
reach Dawson. over the Edmonton trail,
arrived in Laketon. The two men were |
in a famished condition, and had under- '
gone privation hardly paralleled even by .
the dreadful experiences on Hay moun-
tain.. They had started out from Me-
Dame’s ereek for Laketon with but eight
days’ provisions on their sleds, for it had
been represented to them by the’ In-
dians that the journey couid easily be
made in that period of time. But the
white men lacked the capacity for speedy
travelling of their red skin brothers, and
besides they found the Dease river, the
course of which they followed, in very
bad shape for travel, In a little over a
week their provisions were exhausted
and the journey still far from completed.
To such dire extremities were they re-
duced, that they fried the dregs of their
tea pot, drawing what nourishment they
could from the leaves and from a little
lard which they had in their possession,
and which they_ knawed at to still the
pangs of hunger.

At Laketon a stop was made for sey-
eral days, and then the two men once
more set out this time in eompany with
Mr. Pope for Glenora. At Telegraph
Creek they met dogs and men composing
the Hudson’s Bay <Company’s relief
train, which had almost completed the
work of getting in the stragglers from
the trails, and who had thought their
work completed. These brought them
on to Glenora, where they made anoth-
er halt of a day or two to recuperate
and prepare themselves for the last leg
of the journey down the Stikine. Being
charged with the care of the mail Mr,
Pope hurried on, leaving his companions
to follow in a few days.

The trip down was a trying one even
for the party of fonr, which made up
the mail ‘frain, and of whom two were
Indians. The snow was deep and at
some - points; as -between Glenora and

‘ Telegraph Creek, the riffles in the river

had prevented the stream from freezing
over. The summer trail had to be fol-
lowed to avoid this open - water, and
waorse: still, no dry wood was-available
for fires, The cottonwood trees in the
neighborhood of the camping spots wére
stripped to secure the bark, which, al-
though difficult to ignite,  emitted a
strong heat, when the flames had made
a little headway. The Indians, although'
well acquainted with the country, were
at as great a loss as the whites to find
fuel, as the drift wood which is thrown
up by the river in the summer time was
buried beneath ice and snow.

The cottonwood bark, ‘however, was |
indirectly the cause of a blaze, which
fortunately occurred near the end of the
journey, as it deprived the company of
the eanvas tent which they used to pro
tect them at night. The company had
thrown themselves on their blankets ex- |
hausted after the labor of the day, and ,
were in a heavy sleep. when they wére !
awakened by the erackling of the flames,
The tent had caught fire and was burn-
ing ‘over their heads. Some bark, which
they had placed on the top of their |
camp stove in order to have dry firewood
for the morning, hdd ignited and’' com-
muniedted the flames to the canvas,

It was not until the ninth day that
the boundary line was reached, where
the Mounted Police took charge of them,
Mr. Pope fears that the Dixon party
would have a very hard time, as the trail
of the mail train would be of no use to
them as snow was falling steadily all
the time and further increasing the diffi-
culties of travel i

Dixon expected mail and money . at

i‘the cubs, and as the enforcement of the
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practically penniless. 3

Of their life since reaching the Dease
Lake country Dixon told the Times in-
formant but littie. He and Mason had
been working some bars on one of the
tributaries of the Liard and had also
been employing their time and supplying
their wants by hunting. They were in

good health, although Dixon is not a -
. strong man and quite unequal to the

bardships which he has been obliged to
undergo.
A Perilous TPrip,

The adventures of Mr. Pope were not
completed on reaching the Boundary.
Corp. Bowbridge, was not at the bar:
racks, being sick at Wrangel, but Con-
stable Skinner looked after the comfort
of the men. After leaving the barracks
they made for Cottonwood island at the
mouth of the Stikine, where they secur-
ed some Indians to row them across the
seven miles of open water between that
point and ‘Wrangel. ' They set out at
noon; but soon found that the task of
reaching Wrangel was going to be much
more Serious than they had anticipated,
The ice had formed in the mouth of the
river and this they were obliged to break
before them all the way to the settle-
ment. It was nearly midnight when

their canoes pulled up at the whart of
the town, ;

The family were sur- '
prised and wiped: out, with the exception
of one, ' But one man got away from
the murderers, and he took to the woods,
He afterwards made his way to Laketon,
and came into the Casca Compary’s
store, looking for Mr. Warburton Pike,
the manager, who was known to all the
Indians of that district. Mr. Pike was
absent, and the Imdiam told his ghastly
story to Mr. Pope. Stewart, dnother .
Indian, went back with MeTavish to ar-
rest the ‘murderers. Up to the time '
Pope left they had not returmed. It was
feared when they went they would he |
kilted by the Indians, and in all prob- !
ability that has been the case—at least
it was the general impression, !

Commisgioner Porter has been inform- .
