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producing other figures in relation to Ca­
nada and the United States, he showed 
how the latter country had rapidly increas­
ed in wealth after it had taken off its re­
strictive duties on coffees and hides im­
ported from Venezuela. In 1870 the en­
tire American shipping engaged in the 
trade with Venezuela amounted to fifteen 
vessels of 2,600 tons, while in 1876, four 
years after the duties had been withdrawn 
the shipping amounted to 134 vessels with 
48,000 tons. In 1876 the United States 
exported altogether of domestic products 
8694,816,971, or an average per capita of 
$13 18 ; Canada in the same year export­
ed to the amount of 872,491,437, or an 
average per capita of 818 48. (Cheers. ) 
Nor was that an exceptional year. In 
1877 the figures per capita for the two 
countries stood respectively 812 66 and 
817 13. (Applause.) After some further 
figures, the speaker went on to say that 
workingmen’s wages in the United States 
undoubtedly rose during the period that 
protective duties were imposed. The rise 
was about 60 per cent. But there was no 
benefit in this, since the prices of materi­
als rose in a higher proportion, viz. : 92 per 
cent (Applause.) What was the posi­
tion of affairs now in the United States ?
For several years back there had been a 
steady declinature in wages, and at this 
moment labourers and artisans in that 
country received considerably less wages 
than Canadian workmen and mechanics. 
(Hear, hear. ) The manufacture of house­
hold furniture in Canada was then entered 
upon, and figures adduced showing that 
in 1870 something over $8,500,090 worth 
of tiiia manufacture Vse produced ; while 
the furniture imported had for the same 
year amounted to 8283,980, and 8148,000 
worth had been exported, leaving a total 
difference between our'exports and imports 
of furniture of 8140,980, or three and a 
half cents per head. And yet, witb^this 
insignificant foreign competition, Mr. Hay 
was now declaring that his business was 
being ruined, because the Government did 
not give him more protection. Like Mr. 
Gurney in the manufacture of stoves, Mr.
Hay had grown rich under the present 174 
per cent, tariff, and he could not see of 
what men in their position had to com­
plain. The speaker then proceeded to 
show, by figures and otherwise, that the 
policy of the present Government was the 
correct one in reference to the products of 
the mine, salt, and animals and their 
produce, and agricultural products. Sir 
John Macdonald, he said, had had the 
effrontery to say in his speech in the East­
ern Townships, that he was ready to tax 
the poor man’s bread, his coal and oil. A 
more damaging policy could hardly be 
conceived. The protectionists wanted to 
make Canada for Canadians only, just as 
Robinson Crusoe possessed the Island of 
Juan Fernandez. That individual living 
in his seclusion was the ideal of protect- ,, 
ionist life. (Laughter. ) He himself not 
only believed in having Canada for Cana­
dians, but as many other countries as pos­
sible. (Applause.) Protectionists insist, 
ed upon us as Canadians to consume all 
that Canadians made. (Laughter.) The 
next point touched upon was the policy 
of the Americans in regard to their ship­
ping, and the retrograde influence of the 
ancient and prohibitory enactments in re­
gard to it clearly set forth. Canada was 
already overhauling the shipping trade of 
the United States, and if the latter main­
tained its restrictive system, it would not 
be long before Canada would have com­
pletely overhauled her more powerful 
neighbour. (Hear, hear.) He did not be­
lieve the "Conservatives meant to do what 
they proposed if they got in power. It 
was not possible for any Government to 
adopt a protectionist policy. The object 
of such a policy was to stop foreign goods 
from coming into the market, and conse­
quently take away the means of producing 
a revenue. And none of the Conservative 
leaders had yet proposed a revenue policy.
The fact was that since the opposition 
had been able to prove no clptfrges against 
the Government they had-ftaken up the 
Protection cry, in which het .was sure they 
did not have faith themselves. After al­
luding cursorily to the “ steel rails,” the 
Neebing Hotel, Ac. Mr. Mackenzie con­
cluded his speech by urging on the work­
ingmen of Toronto to show their interest 
in the cause of liberty by placing at the 
head of the polls Mr. John Macdonald and 
the other candidate» (Prolonged cheers)

The Workingmen of Toronto gave a 
reception to the Premier on Thursday, 
30th ult., which was one of the most 
flattering ever received by any public 
man in Canada. The Opposition ele­
ment in the city, however, knowing the 
enthusiasm which the Premier’s visit 
was to call forth, organized a body of 
idle and dissipated fellows under the 
leadership of a few of their more reck­
less adherents and endeavored to inter­
rupt the proceedings. This proved, in 
the end to be one of the successes of 
the meeting, as the interrupters were 
silenced and shamed by the dignified 
treatment they received from both the 
Fewer aad Jns friends, and itis said 
many of those who went to annoy the 
Premier returned to their homes deter­
mined to support him in future. The 
Workingmen having presented their 
Address Mr. Mackenzie, among other 
things said

The demonstration to-night gave him 
greater pleasure than any other event had 
given him in his life. (Applause.) After 
alluding to the important part which work­
ingmen played in a nation’s history,he en­
tered into a short review of the condition 
which that class had occupied at various 
periods in the world’s history. In the 
16th and 17th centuries, when Tory rule 
was at its height in England, workingmen 
were reduced to serfdom, and they were 
compelled to labour for the State. In 
both England and Canada affaire were now 
changed, and instead of restrictive laws 
being placed on labourers, masters and 
employees had now to come to a mutual 
agreement upon the conditions upon which 
labour was to be performed. Moreover, 
in Canada workingmen had an advantage 
over those of England, inasmuch as the 
country, being a new one, presented an 
unlimited field for enterprise. With a 
knowledge of the Tory domination over 
the labouring classes both in this country 
and the Motherland, he could not but ex­
press his surprise that some workingmen 
could be Conservatives or Conservative 
followers. It was well known that before 
the repeal of the com laws, the people 
were becoming most desperate, and thht 
the nation was on the verge of revolution. 
He wished to show the close relation be­
tween the protection system which exist­
ed in England immediately before the re­
peal of the cons laws, and the protection 
system which some people were now de­
sirous to introduce into this country. 
Both were equally disastrous. In the first 
place, that system was surely iniquitous 
and unjust which, besides producing a 
revenue for the maintenance of the State, 
caused taxes to he raised and money pass­
ed from one class of the community to 
another. Before the corn laws had been 
repealed artisans were wont to receive 
three or four pence an hour, whereas now 
they got eight and ten pence for an hour’s 
labour. The same thing was true witli 
regard to all workmen, and this surely 
showed how beneficial free trade had been 
to them at least. 4'lie same cause which 
had bcuetitted workmen had also given 
new life and encouragement to agricultural 
interests, and the repeal of the iniquitous 
com laws had rendered prosperous the 
farmers and farm tenants of England. 
The policy of the present Government was 
not for a moment to l>e considered a sys­
tem of free trade. What they proposed 
was to have a tariff that would raise the 
revenue sufficient for the Government of 
the country and for nothing else. He 
then compared the effect of the restrictive 
laws of the United States with those of 
Canada, and showed protection had miser­
ably failed in the former country. Previ­
ous to 1860 the United States had really 
a revenue tariff, but in that year rings of 
manufacturers and speculators succeeded 
in getting from the Government a protec­
tive tariff in their own behalf. The his­
tory of the country since that time was a 
proof that it was impossible for a nation 
at once to supply the entire home market 
by a protective tariff, and to compete suc­
cessfully in foreign markets. In the 
United States the entire produce of iron 
manufactures in 1870 was 8100,000,000 
while the total exportation for the same 
year amounted to 8688,612, or eleven- 
sixteenth of one per cent, of their entire 
manufactures. This showed how utterly 
unable they were under their protective 
ariff to compete in the markets of the 
world with the English iron manufacturers 
who have no protection to aid them. On 
woollen goods there was a protective duty 
in the United States from 1860 to 1876 of" 
60 per cent. In the latter of these years 
8134,000,000 worth of woollens were made 
in the country, while only 8686,828 worth 
were exported—another proof of their in­
ability to compete in the outside market 
in this line of manufacture. Comparisons 
in other manufactures were made, with 
equally forcible conclusions as to the des­
tructive nature of a high protective tariff. 
It was no doubt true that protection at 
first was apparently a good system, but it 
ultimately caused wreck and rain amongst 
manufacturers and workmen. In the 
United States when the tariff of 1860 was 
adopted the entire value of manufactured 
products was about 866 per head, while in 
1876 the amount per head was nominally 
8128. Taking into account the discount on 
money and other causes, this sum really re­
presented about 890 or 8100. The manu­
factures of the country were being produc­
ed much faster than they could be 
earned, and this must lead as a matter of 
course to one or other of two things—that a 
larger market must be found, or that they 
must stop manufacturing so many goods. 
They tried to obtain a huger market, but 
failed, and the consequence has been that 
the producing capacity of the United 
States had seriously retrograded. In 
Pennsylvania alone there were 800 blast 
furnaces in operation in 1870, while to-day 
only one-half that number were being 
worked. One hundred million dollars 
had been sunk in that industry, which 
was now utterly useless. It all went to 
show that the protection system of our 
neighbours had produced a state of affairs 
which had almost worked out their ruin. 
It was a lesson to us, and our adoption of 
their system would merely be to make a 
few manufacturers wealthy for a few

We had opportunity last week only to 
record the fact that the Quebec Govern­
ment candidate for the Speakership of 
the Assembly of that province had 
been elected. The Toronto Globe cor­
respondent, who was present writes| as 
follows :—

Intense excitement pervaded the whole 
city with reference to the opening of Le­
gislature, and the test of the party strength 
which it was understood was to ensue 
upon the question of the Speakership.— 
The morning trains and boats, as well as 
special excursions by rail and water, 
brought thousands of interested spectators 
into the city, anxious to obtain the earli­
est possible information of the doings of 
the Legislature, and if possible to secure 
admission to the House. In the latter de­
sire hundreds, of course, were doomed to 
disappointment. At one o’clock it became 
necessary to station police at all the en­
trances to the building with strict orders 
to admit none but ticket-holders. Tickets 
were already at a premium, and it is said 
in some instances that as high as 82 each 
was paid for them. Even members who de- ^ 
sired tickets tc give to some of their lead­
ing constituents found it impossible in 
the afternoon to obtain them. I»ng be­
fore three o’clock the streets in the vicini­
ty of the Parliament House were lined 
jwith people.

Mr. Davidson on coming forward 

was cheered. He thanked all the elec­
tors—particularly the 1150 who had 
elected him and ; thereby endorsed his 
record. When he looked at the in­
fluences brought to bear against him he 
had reason to feel proud of his position. 
Thé1 election being over, however, he 
was prepared to work together with the 
other candidates in advancing the 
County's interests. He would allude 
to one unfair canvass that had been 
made against him. . It was this—some 
persons—and he did not envy them— 
had sent letters to Upper Nelson, 
Northesk, Lower Newcastle and other 
places accusing him of having made 
disrespectful statements concerning 
Roman Catholics. No man but a bad 
ohe would say what he had been accus­
ed of saying, and he now challenged 
any person to say that he had ever said 
anything which ought to be construed 
as disrespectful to any class of the peo­
ple. He took this opportunity to nail 
that lie and settle it. (cheers) He 
could well leave the person who got it 
up to his own reflections (hear, hear) 
He would only add that he would do, 
in the future, as he had done in the 
past—his best for the interests entrust­
ed to him. (cheers.)

Mr. Tweedie, who met with a flatter­
ing reception, said there was a saying 
that when it was raining it was best to 
let it rain, and so when a candidate 
was defeated it was beet not to cry over 
it. He presumed that the electors had 
chosen those whom they preferred, al­
though he might complain, as well as 
Mr. Davidson, that he had influences 
against him. That gentleman had said 
iu Nelson that the Mitchell party were 
running him (Tweedie) ^

Mr. Davidson—I did not say that.
Mr. Tweedie—What did you say, 

then ?
Mr. Davidson—I said to several per­

sons that some of Mitchell’s friends 
were running you against me.

Mr. Tweedie said if the Mitchell 
party were running him he would have 
been elected. (Applause.) The reason 
why he did not get more votes was, he 
presumed, because he did not canvass 
for them, personally. He believed in 
a candidate presenting his views on 
public questions before the electors iu 
meetings and then letting them make 
up their minds as to his titness to repre­
sent them, free from personal influences. 
People had said he did not ask them 
for their vote, but he acted on principle 
in not doing so and would follow the 
same course again. If a private, per­
sonal canvass were made the candidate 
might make pledgee to Mr. A, who was 
a Snowball man, and to Mr. B, who 
was a Mitchell man, and thus gain votes 
on false pretences. He was willing, 
however, to be thankful for hie 924 
votes and hoped they would be doubled 
next time. He thought the members- 
elect ought to give their views on public 
questions—to tell what they intended 
to do when they went to the Legis­
lature.

Mr. Gillespie—I’m opposed to the 
Government, as now formed.

Mr. Tweedie thought they should 
give their views of the Assessment 
Law, the proposed change in the Crim­
inal Law,the new Parliament Buildings, 
which were to cost some $300,000 etc. 
He was an elector now and not a mem­
ber and he intended—when these gentle­
men, who now had such an easy time, 
came back again—to put them through 
their facings. (Cheers.) When that 
time came they would not slide around 
so easily and perhaps, the election 
would be run differently. At all events 
he would show that he could deal pro­
perly with treachery. With Byron he 
would say :—

Time at last sets all things even 
And, if we do but watch the hour, 
There never yet was human power 
That could evade, if unforgiven,
The patient search, the vigils long 
Of him who treasures up a wrong.

If he wanted to air his grievances he 
could do so, but he had no desire that 
they should be brought forward 
now. At the proper time, however, he 
would remember them. He hoped 
those who were elected would be 
as honest in the discharge of their 
duties as he had bean, so that when 
they came back, it would be be with so 
good a record that he could support 
them. (Cheers).

Robert Swim, Esq., now came for­
ward and was received with cheers. 
He said he also was defeated, but he 
did not grumble, as the electors in the 
exercise of their judgement, had selected 
other men. He had confidence in 
those who were elected. He would 
go further than Mr. Tweedie who said 
he hoped they would do as well as the 
last four members, for he hoped they 
would do better.

Mr. Tweedie—I did not say the four, 
because I knew you did not like your 
brother’s course.

Mr. Swim said he had canvassed 
against no one in particular, but it ap­
peared that the electors did not par­
ticularly approve of the gentlemen ab 
luded to. (Laughter.) He .(Mr. R. 
Swim) had been'asked to run by a large 
number of electors, and if he were aim- 
irly invited again lie would again 
He had, on nomination daÿfreferred to 
necessary changes in administration 
which he hoped would be advocated by 
the gentlemen elected. He thanked 
those who voted for him,as well as those 
who did not and hoped the members 
elected would so conduct themselves 
that at the end of four years he would 
be willing to v«ÿe to send them back 
again. He was broud of having led the 
poll in his own Parish and of the vote 
he received in the up-river Parishes 
where he was best known. He was, in 
fact,elected іф river. On the whole he 
was satisfied with the election and had 
only thanks fcbr all (cheers).

Mr. Swim’s speech closed the pro­
ceedings connected with the election.

The Gloucester Election passed off 
quietly and resulted in the return of 
Messrs. Ryan and McManus, the offi­

On motion of M. Adams, Esq., the 
leading candidate, a unanimous vote of 
thanks was tendered by the Electors to 
the High Sheriff for his conduct of the 
election, that officer making a suitable 
acknowledgement which was received 
with applause.

Mr. Adams then came forward amid 
cheers and in thanking the electors re­
ferred tohisdefeat four years ago, which, 
he said,he took with good grace,because 
the constituency had the right to pro­
nounce as it^pleaaed upon the stand he 
then took. He then made a resolu­
tion to treat supporters and opponents 
fairly for the next four years, so that 
he would be in position to again ask 
them all to support him. To-day he 
was more than proud of his position. 
He had received a larger vote than had 
ever before been polled for any candi­
date in any election in the County. 
His only regret was that he had not 
more ability with whiefy to do credit 
to the endorsement of the electors. He 
would say, however, that from 1870 to 
1874 he had represented the County to 
the beet of his ability and his ambition 
for the next four years would be to use 
every effort to do honor to the County, 
so than when he came back to give an 
account of his stewardship the electors 
would feel justified in rallying around 
him again.

He referred to the responsibility 
which he felt as the Representative who 
was the first*choice of the County, and 
said, he was prepared to meet and con­
sult with the other three members- 
elect in order that differences—if they 
existed—might be harmonised and all 
might work together for Northumber­
land. (Applause.)

The large vote he had received would 
not, as some of his friends might think, 
lead him to over-estimate his position. 
He fully realised the compUqient^id 
to him, remembered that he had beehs 
brought up among the electors, was one, 
of themselves and, for that reason, 
elected to properly represent them 
which he hoped he would do satisfac­
torily. If he did not it would not be 
because he had any desire to dti other­
wise. He had been able to shake han is 
with supporter and opponent when 
defeated and his success did not unduly 
elate, though it did gratify him. He 
had nothing but thanks for all—any 
little bickering there might have been 
being with him a thing easily left be­
hind, in view of the duties which were 
before him. (Cheers.)

Mr. Hutchinson was next called for, 
and cheers being given for him, he said 
that like the previous speaker,he occupi­
ed a proud poeition—the proudest of his 
life—and he hoped that those who had 
placed such flattering confidence in him 
would never have cause to regret it. 
He claimed to be no obstructionist and 
felt anxious to do his best for the in­
terests of the County so as to deserve 
the 1466 votes he had received, 
was the more gratified with the vote he 
had received because, in the absence of 
any political question and,also,of politi­
cal experience on his part, he had been 
so handsomely supported. He had been 
in no position in which he could do 
anything for the County, but was 
taken untried, the electors thereby 
signifying their confidence in him as 
being a fit representative of their in­
terests. He would try to deserve the 
confidence thns expressed and keep his 
friends at his back in the Conniy. 
(Cheers).

Mr. Gillespie, who was received with 
hearty cheers, said he was in a great 
deal better
years ago and was thankful for the sup­
port that had been accorded to him. 
By his conduct in the Legislature he 
hoped to increase his vote to two or 
three thousand at next election. His 
conduct in the legislature should be, as 
in the past, guided by his independent 
views, free from class or party bias and 
especially aimed to promote the interests 
of the County.

Moreover, that 500 tons of the 
said rails were obtained by defendants 
for the said Government in 1873, were 
charged for at the rate of £16 12s. ster­
ling per ton, were manufactured by the 
Ebbw Vale Company, and sold by them 
to A. Timmis &Co., of Manchester, for 
£15 12s. 6d. per ton, and that defendants 
ought to çet forth the price they, in fact, 
paid for said rails.

12th. Moreover, that 1,760 tons of 
said rails, supplied through defendants 
to the said Government in 1874, were 
manufactured by the Mersey Company., 
and purchased by the defendants, direct 
through James Simpson, at £14 17s. 3d.

Steam Service for 2Te?aac, Bay &u 
Via, etc-

During the past few years local enter­
prise, assisted by the Provincial Gov­
ernment, has fairly met public require­
ments in the matter of steam boat ser­
vice on the river at and above Chatham, 
but heretofore nothing in.that direction 
has been done for points down the 
river. We are, therefore, pleased to 
learn that an effort is being made to pro­
vide for the latter requirement by the 
building and equipment of a suitable 
steamer to ply between Chatham and 
Neguac on ono side of the River and 
Chatham and Bay du Vin on the other 
side, calling at intermediate points. 
The enterprise has taken the joint-stock* 
form, Mr. William Sinclair, one of our 
best known and most capable ship 
builders,being its chief promoter. The 
cost of the proposed boat will not be 
very large. TJJie first subscription on the 
list is one of $300, by a leading mer­
chant, followed by several of $200 by 
others. Onr principal business men 
will, no doubt, recognise the import­
ance of making the undertaking a suc­
cess, and in order to accomplish that 
end they have only to place Mr. Sinclair 
in position to go on with the work of 
construction, which will be done under 
a Board of Directors to be appointed 
by the stockholders. The down river 
trade is very large, and we believe the 
capacity of the proposed boat ought to 
be greater than that contemplated by 
the principal projectors. That, how­
ever, is a matter which can be attend­
ed to in good time.

We presume that the Provincial Go­
vernment will treat the undertaking as 
liberally as it has similar ones in this 
and other parts of the Province, parti­
cularly as the Miramichi has special 
claims upon its consideration in this 
respect. Those who propose to estabr 
lisli the new service believe—and with 
good reason—that it will pay after be­
ing properly started, but for the first 
few years it- will require the aid from 
4he Province, which it will, doubtless, 
receive. It is important, therefore, 
that the stock list should be filled up as 
soon as possible in order that the work 
may be proceeded with in time for 
completion by n ext Spring.

Explanation Required- /

In dealing with Hon. Mr. Mitchell,as 
a public man, we often say things which 
are not calculated to please his many 
friends in Northumberland and else­
where.

Though not connected with the swindle, 
of course, poor Richard Haws must 
suffer for the iniquities of his brother 
John and we find him removed from his 
former quiet and rather unpretending 
residence on Huskinson street, to 
Princess Park, with its more “swell” 
surroundings. He is able,too, to spend 
a few months in “doing” the Continent 
in fine style. He no longer builds wood 
ships, exclusively, but the iron ship 
mantle of John has fallen upon him. 
John—the bad Haws—only obtained 
an iron Lightship, hoxvever,.but Richard 
even within a little more than a month, 
has contracted fora fine iron merchant­
man with a Clyde builder. All this is 
presumptive evidence of “suffering” 
which no amount of Chancery suits can 
prevent. When the late immaculate 
Ministers again get into power, it is ex­
pected that John Haws will be permit­
ted to return to business. He will pro­
bably be found at the old stand and 
prepared to meet the requirements of 
the old patrons of the firm. His ex­
perience in the South Seas will be very 
valuable to Mr. Mitchell, should he re­
sume his old portfolio, and who knows 
but that another Lightship might be re­
quired—and how handy H. would be to 
find that Richard Haws had a vessel on 
the Clyde already,under contract—made 
when iron was low—that would just 
suit.

that the Minister of Marine does not put 
the laws in force, and that he allows the 
Fisheries to be destroyed when it suite the 
friends of the Government. It says :—

That our present Minister of Fisheries forbad his 
officers enforcing the law against saw dust and 
mill rubbisbrot the instance of two members of 
Parliament who were interested in saw-mills, and 
that in another instance he set the law aside to se­
cure two votes in Gloucester for the Editor of the 
Freeman, and we now assert, and are ready to 
prove, that the law has been a dead letter in North­
umberland for the last two years, and is manipula­
ted solely for the purpose of gaining votes for Mr. 
Mitchell's opponent at the coming election.

We do not remember any such saw mill 
cases. It is not true that the Minister set 
the law aside to secure two votes for the 
Editor of the Freeman, who never was so 
hard pressed that he need purchase votes 
at any price, and in Northumberland those 
who conmlain of the manner in which the 
Fishery Laws are administered are not the 
friends of Mr. Mitchell, but his opponents. 
Impartial persons, who have studied the 
rather comnlex questions which there 
cause so much dispute, are forced to the 
conclusion that the Minister does his duty 
to the best of his knowledge and ability.

The Freeman's conclusion is near the 
mark. The great stumbling-block has 
been the Inspector, assisted by a Chat­
ham officer whose resignation is asked 
for and will be required, notwithstand­
ing a requisition which he obtained 
largely by misrepresentation. When 
the Inspector is superannuated 
moved in some way more in keeping 
with his just deserts, and Mr. Mitchell 
ceases to “ represent ”"us, Fishery mat­
ters will work as smoothly as ever in 
Northumberland. That period is, we 
trust, not far distant.

Shippegan, June 1st., 1878.
To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

Dear Sir :—Although the snow has 
disappeared much earlier than last year, 
still the spring will be fully as late, 
ing to a "continuation of easterly winds 
which have kept the ground cold and wet, 
thereby retarding farming to a consider­
able extent Within the last two or three 
days, however, the weather has changed 
for the better and has every appearance 
of continuing so for a time.

Farmers are all busy now improving 
the time by getting their crops in as soon 
as possible, especially as a great many are 
in a harry to get away to their fishing.

Codfish have put in an appearance, a 
good many having been caught with set- 
lines along the coast, and are, I under­
stand, very large. The boats are all launch­
ed and ready for fishing and I think the 
majority will commence on Monday.

Large quantities of spring herring have 
been taken here this spring; they have 
not been so plentiful for a good many 
years back. All along the beach, outside 
of the Gully, they have been spawning for 
the last ten days ; and the harbor has 
also been fall of them, ami quite a num­
ber of barrels have been taken in the coves 
and creeks where they have never been 
known to go before. In fact they have 
been seen almost everywhere where there 
was water enough to cover them. Not­
withstanding the large take here, I am in­
formed they have been a total failure in 
the adjoining Parishes of Caraqnet, Poke- 
monche and Tracadie.

Although only within a few days of an 
election, there don’t seem to be much 
excitement and very little interest taken 
in the matter.

Minister Waddington in reply, yester­
day, to Renault’s interpelUtion, said 
France had accepted the invitation to the 
Congress on the condition of the participa­
tion of all the Signatory Powerç to the 
former treaties and the exclusion of ques­
tions concerning Lebanon, the Holy 
places and all other questions not directly 
raised by the war. All the Powers had 
accepted these reservations and Fiance 
would not forget that other Christians and 
races besides Bulgaria required Europe’s 
attention. He said peace was almost cer­
tain. His remarks were enthusiastically 
received and order of the day expressing 
confidence in the Government was unani­
mously passed.

Our Paris bettor.
f From our regular Correspondent. ) 

Paris, May 19th, 1878.
One’s first impressions on setting foot in 

a country that has been known to him 
only through its history, literature, and 
art, must necessarily be crade and fresh, 
for the great stream of the life of a nation, 
like tha^pf an individual, is neither his­
toric, literary, or aesthetic. Those only 
who supply the American press with Paris 
letters, written in New York, may be 
supposed to be profoundly and thoroughly 
versed in French affairs, and en rapport 
with the life, motives, and aims,—social, 
political, and moral—of the new republic 
that has been grafted on to the old empire. 
But crude and fresh as my opinions are, I 
propose to give them ; my superficial com­
ments may prove useful as a foil to the pro­
found disquisition and precocious know- 
ingnese of the Bohemian, whose clairvoy­
ance has saved him a most nauseous sea
voyage.

On the morning of the 1.3th of May, I 
climbed down from my berth in the 
steamer, made a hasty toilet, and went on 
deck to catch a first glimpse of France. 
We were passing the islands of Alderney 
and Gnrneey, and the eight of houses, 
hedges, and gardens, dimly discernable in 
the distance, waa delightful to our sea­
sick eyes. The island of Gurnsey, it will 
be remembered, was the refuge of Victor 
Hugo in his banishment during the second 
empire, and its sea and scenery were the 
inspiration of his “ Travailleures, ” as well 
aa of some of the finest passages of his last 
work, “Ninetythree.” I was thinking of 
these, and trying to see things through 
the glamour of his wonderfully poetic de­
scriptions, when a fellow-citizen from St 
John , told me something worth knowing ; 
he said : “ those are the islands of Jersey 
and Alderney where that fine breed of 
cows came from. ”

We could now see Cherbourg with its 
fortifications and fine artificial harbor 
about ten miles distant, and anchoring 
near the qnay, close to three French iron­
clads, we embarked upon the little steam­
er that had come along side to ferry us to 
the wharf. As we approached, we ob­
served a crowd of people and four or five 
cabs drawn up to receive us ; among them 
was a grand and pretentious military per­
sonage, with sword, epaulets, and cocked 
hat. One of our passengers insisted that 
such a distinguished looking individual 
could be no other than Marshal McMahon, 
and said that he had half expected the 
honor of hie presence at our landing ; but 
it proved to be only a gens d’arms, (pro­
nounced : Johnny Derma) and we soon 
learned that this country produced a great 
many like him.

Now came the inspection of our bag­
gage. Our tranks were sent to the Cus­
tom House, but our valises passed free, 
with only a formal inspection. As I pass­
ed “Marshal McMahon,” he inquired in 
very good French : “ Tabac ?”

This 
seemed to satisfy him, for he merely 
touched the valise with the grace peculiar 
to his race, and said, *‘ c’ est bon,” (pro­
nounced like ft shebang.”) which, literal­
ly translated meant that the little “ she­
bang” was all right, and we passed on to 
the cab that was to convey us to the 
“ Hotel d’ F Aigle,” or, in plain English, 
the Eagle House.

We were next entertained with the im­
mense amount of charioteering that a 
French hack-man is able to do on a very 
small capital. Five of us, besides the 
driver, got into a one horse two wheeled 
vehicle and with as much flourish and in­
cessant crack of whip as if he had been 
driving on a Roman race course, he forc­
ed his horse at a alow gallop through the 
clean and narrow streets of Cherbourg.

At “ the Eagle” the landlady was drawn 
up to receive us, flanked on one aide by 
her sister, and on the other by a very 
pretty young Voman, in a black alpaca 
drees and white apron, who seized 
our valises and took them to our rooms. 
Aa soon aa we saw the landlady with her 
bowing, smiling staff, wo were all more 
than ever convinced that we were in
France, for we had seen such supernatural 
politeness, in what we then supposed, to
be the exaggerations of French opera
