Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations

Any person who is the sole head of 
a family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead » quarter-section of 
available Dominion land In Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli­
cant must appear In person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency 
tor the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain 
conditions, by father, mother, son 
daughter, brother or sister of Intend­
ing homesteader.

Duties.—Six months" residence upon 
and cultivation of the land In each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine mllea of his homestead on 
a farm of at least 80 acres solely own­
ed and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother 
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing rsr pre-empt a quar­
ter-section alongside Ms homestead.

I Thy number of deaths which have 
iKtety been recorded in this city as 
Idue to cholera Infantum has caused 
Uttle more than a mild ripple of inter­
net among those responsible for 
bealth of the citizens. By some appar­
ently It Is regarded as a visitation of 
(providence which must be born with 
E>atience at the close of every sumr 
mer. Others have blamed the water 
supply for the spread of disease but 
tthle charge seems to be unfounded. 
(The latest theory advanced is that It 
Is largely due to defective drainage and 
bad plumbing. While this latter theory 
eomee nearer the mark, the part played 
to the spread of the epidemics of in­
fantile diseases and typhoid fever by 

. the Insignificant house fly Is too largely 
overlooked. It has been scientifically 
demonstrated that the fly is responsible 
for the greater number of these cases 
(but until this fact is recognized in its 
full Importance, and precautions are 
taken to the extent which the situa­
tion demands the spread of summer 
diseases may be expected to continue.

The more one learns about the fly the 
less popular it becomes. There is no 
better device for carrying germs known 
and when- one insect has been estimat­
ed to bear several million microbes it 
Is not surprising that in a fly infested 
city disease should be prevalent.

When a fly, coming from the nearest 
barn yard or swill pail, with a choice 
assortment of disease germs on Its 
feet and wings, invades a* kitchen and 
trails over food or takes a bath in the 
tnilk a large number of these germs 
are dislodged in the food and left there 
to multiply, which they do at a most 
alarming rate. It addition to this flies 
living on infected food deposit germs 
by thousands in the fly spgcks which 
form another source of contagion. If 
It were the exceptional fly that was 
thus affected they might not give rea- 
aon for serious alarm but this is not 
the case. Flies breed in filth and exist 
en it and their haunts are the breeding 
places of disease. Investigators have 
made out a complete case against the 
Ifly but they have also gleaned informa­
tion regarding it which makes the 
battle against this dangerous pest 
easier. For instance they state that 
the governing motive of the fly is the 
Impulse to move towards the strongest 
smell and the reason the fly enters a 
bouse is because the odors proceeding 
from it are stronger than those out­
side. The practical application of this 
Is that if the kitchen is ventilated by 
Opening the upper half of the window 
and this opening is covered with a 
Screen few flies will enter the house.

Another valuable discovery is the 
Influence of light on flies. By shading a 
room and leaving a single opening 
through which the brighter daylight 
can be seen the flies will be drawn ir­
resistibly out of doors. A study of the 
psychology of the fly reveals a number 
Of methods by which he may be kept 
out of a house or disposed of if he 
does enter. No matter what methods 
ere used constant vigilance Is the only 
absolute safeguard and when lives de­
pend on it it is quite worth while.

MORE SENSATIONAL
EVIDENCE OF GRAFT

Contractor Was Asksd tor $10,000 for 
Montreal Aldermen. V.

MONTREAL, Sept. 10—More sensa­
tional evidence was given at yesterday 
afternoon's session of the Royal Com­
mission: W. McLea Walbanks testified 
that at the time the company was en­
deavoring to secure a contract from the 
city for street lighting he was ap­
proached by Aid. Lariviere with a pro­
position that he should subscribe ten 
thousand dollars towards the election 
funds of ten aldermen, a list of whom 
was furnished him. Walbanks Said he 
refused to subscribe. He could only 
remember the names of J. B. Martin, 
Duquette and Leclair as bettog on the 
list.
