NEW YORK, June 21.— Mb.uy Wi
sons were killed and injured.today as;
the result of an explosion among &
large quantity of fireworks in  the
store of Abraham M. Rittenburg &t
Paterson, N. J. The.cause of the ex-
plosion is not known. The property
loss will not exceed $35,000. .

The known dead are: Mrs, Lu-

cinda Adamson, Mrs. Chas. Williams,
Charlés Williams, cripple; Harold Rit-

tenburg, 18 montlhs old, son of the
keeper of the fireworks store; Henry
Elsasse, six weeks old.

The explosion occurred shortly after
noon, when many of the oeccupants of
the building were out for dinner. The
building in which the explosion ' took
place was a frame tenement house,
four stories high, with stores on  the
ground floor. The middle store was
occupied by Rittenburg. Ten families
occupied flats in the building.

Had the explosion occurred half an
hour later, a death list' of hundreds
might have been rolled up, for ad-
joining the wrecked building was No.
3 school, in- which were hundreds of
‘children. Not only was the school
damaged, but large quantities of
wreckage were hurled into it.  As it
was some of the school children play-
ing mear the school house were in-
jured. - 8o great was the foree of the
explosion that a boy playing in ath|
“street half g bdlock away was. Jift
from his feet and hurled against ah
iron fence and one of his legs broken..
There was a trolley car in front of the
‘building when the explosion ‘occurred
and the burst ‘of flame scorched the
sides of the car and singed the hair of
the passengers.

Those who were upon the upper
floors of the bullding were either stnu-

Every building in the neighborhood
was,_stripped’ of glass.
