Voted that the Revs R Preston, J. Thomas, 
B. Smithers, superintend the printing of the 
Minutes, and that they be requested to have 
the names of Ordained Ministers and those of 
Licentiates, as well as Deacons, and counsel 
men placed on the minutes.

Voted that the Rev J Thomas write the 
Circular Letter,

Votad that the warmest thanks of this as­
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sociation be hereby presented to the Baptist 
congregation in Bear River, together with the 
friends of other denominations, for the kind 
and noble manner in w hich we have been en­
tertained during our session,—after which the 
ministers and Delegates joined hands toge­
ther, the Rev R Preston addressed the throne 
of Grace, and the Dosology was sung; the 
association then adjourned, to meet with the 
Hammend Plains Church, on the 1st Satur­
day in September, I860, at 2 o'clock, г м.
