Russia Reinforcing Army in E, Galicia

The offensive wHich the Russians
jed asainst the Austro-Hungar:
Yo Wast Calicli and wiong” the
osshvabian frontier Christmas eve,
‘described as the “New Year's Battle,”
cae to an end Jaunuary 15, according
to the Austro-Hungarian war office,
with the Teutons holding all their
lines on the eighty mile front, having
infilcted losses on the Russians esti-
mated at 70,000 men killed or wound-:
ed and six thousand captured,

That this ends only one phase of
the offensive, however, is indicated
by the Austrian official statement that
Russian reinforcements are being
thrown into East Galicia. The Aus-
trians, all along, have considered that
the big Russian offensive was under
taken with important military and
political objects in view. To it has
been attributed the dual purpose of
jessening the strain on the Entente
Allies in the Balkans, and possibly
of causing Roumania to enter the war
_on the side of the Entente Allies,

Unofficial advices from Kiev are to
the effect that the Germans are evacu-
ating Lutsk, one of the triangle of
fortresses in Volhynia, around which
there was sanguinary fighting in the
Teutonic drive of the Russians last
fall.

Still farther north, to the southedst
of Riga, and south of Widsy, the
Russians, during a snowstorm, made
B se attacks against German posts
T destroyed them.

\oFeece again has become a centre of
great interest. In addition to the re-
port that the Entente Allies have or-
dered Greece to hand passports to the
representatives of the Central Powers
and their allies in the Kingdom, comes
an assertion that British and French
forces have been landed at Corinth, 48
wmiles west of Athens.

PUGSLEY RESORTS 10 LD
TCTICS IN PARLIANENT

Again at Mud-Slinging Game With View to Making Political
Capital—Protected by Privileges of Parfiament Makes
Charges and Insinuations —Dodges when Challenged.

| Ottaws,  Jem: 18.—Hou. Witkam
Pugsley, in characteristic fasiion, to-
night reduced the debate on the ad-
dress in reply to the speech from the
throne from the high plane whic¢h has
characterized it since its opening yes-
terday to the level of ward-heeling
charges and inuendo and used the pro-
tection affofded by the privileges of
parliapent to make statements which
he has not dared, and will not dare,
to make outside the House.

He adopted the same tactics that he
used last session in conmection with
the purchase of the two submarines
by Sir Richard McBride for the Cana-
dian government to assist in the de-
fence of the British Columbian coast
when it was threatened with attack
by German cruisers early in the war.
He made charges and insinuations on
the floor of the House, but when the
government held an investigation into
all the circumstances connected with
the purchase and invited everyone
who knew anything to come and give
evidence, and asked everyone who sus
pected anything wrong to assist the
commission in detecting it, Mr. Pug-
sley found it better to his liking, and
more conducive to his reputation as a
public man, to keep away. He did not
put in an appeafance, nor did anyone
appear on his behalf. The truth seems
to be that Mr. Pugsley had not one
tittle of evidence to offer, and that
the course of conduct he pursued was
simply one of slander against a politi-
cal opponent. The fact is that instead
of wrong doing regarding the purchase
of the submarines it was shown that
the Premier of British Columbia did
a timely and patriotic thing, and that
the knowledge by the Germans that
British Columbia possessed powerful
weapons against their vessels of war
kept them away.

Mr. Pugeley knows all these things
and when he was making his new
charges tonight his own side took them
with amusement, but with admiration
for the astute political manufacturing
of the ex-minister of public works.

Shortly after he begap his speech
he accused members and supporters
of the governmant of making a regu-
lar practice of addressing political
meetings under the guise of recruiting.

New York, Jan. 18.—There was little
in today's irregular market to justify
detailed or extended comment. Trad
ing was more circumscribed and chan-
ses, mainly to lower levels, resulted
largely, if not wholly, from bearish en-
croachments. Among the trading ele
ment there seemed to be an excess of
pessimism, founded, dn part, on exter
nal conditions. Great Britain's pro-
posed stringent blockade and affairs
in Mexico were cited as the chlef rea-
sons for this state of mind.
Disappointment was expressed, also,
at the faflure of the January boom to
materialize. The local market has
taken large amounts of American se-
curities from Europe since the begin
ning of the year, and this has acted as
a deterrent to the usual January re
investment demand.

Word reached the clty yesterday afternoon that three men, thought to

be Germans and speaking broken English,

Hartwig a Bad Case

Gustav Hartwig; the ring leader,

is very well known in St. John, espec

fally at police headquarters, as he has on two occasions been taken into cus-
todi by the local police and each time handed over to the military authork
ties who sent him under guard to an internment camp.

When the war broke out in August,
1914, Hartwig was a deckhand on
board the dredge Genmeral Dias work-
ing in Courtenay Bay. Fellow work-
men were aware he was a German,
and it was also suspected by some
that he was a Reservist. He talked
much, with the nesult that a police
officer took him into custody.

Pictures in his possession at the
time of his arrest did not show him
as a deckhand on a vessel, but showed
a very well dressed young mam,
clothes neatly pressed, pure linen, a
costly ecarf pin in his tie, and a
fountain pen protruding from his
coat pocket. Clean shaven, and re-
markably good looking. Hartwig pre-
sented the appearance of a clerk or
college student. He was detained in
St. John only for a few days when he
was taken to the detention prisom in
Halifax. Gustav was too clever to re-
main on the Island . and his escape
from that place soon followed.

One Sensational Escape.

One night in October, 1914, the op-
portune time atrived for him (o make
his escape from his Halifax prison.
There were military guards stationed
round the camp, but the young Ger-
men was intent on geting away.
Stripping himself of his clothing he
tied it into a ball, fastened it on the
top of his head, managed to creep
past the guard, and silently slipped
into the cold waters of Halifax harbor
He proved a strong swithmer, and af.
ter battling with the waves, managed
to place his feet on the main land.

As 8oon as it was learned that he
had made his escape the alarm was
glven, but he did hot experience great
difficulty in getting away. In fact he
was bold: enough to correspond ‘with
brother Germans who were interned,
and his cards passed through the
mails, but’ there was nothing on his
cards or letters which would give the
authorities any clue who they were
{rom, although his signature was
“Gus.”

Nothing more was heard of him by
the police authorities until Saturday
afternoon, October 16th last, when
Chief of Police Simpson obtained infor-

The po-
lice located Hartwig's trunk, and in
it found valuable information, includ-
ing his name. = When he found out
that he had been discovered he owned
up to the fact that he was Gustav
Hartwig, although previously he claim-
ed to be a native of the United States,
with his home in Bastport, Maine.
From charts and sheets of fools
cap found in his possession, it was
seen that Hartwig had been making a
close study of the soundings along the
coasts of the Bay of Pundy, as well as
of Maine, and in fact every point
along the coast as far as Nantucket
Shoals ,and the Vineyard. He also
had charts and soundings with tides,
ete., from Sandy Hook to Cape Henry.,
On Monday morning, October 18th last,
Hartwig, under a military guard, was
taken to Amherst interment camp,
From the time that he escaped from
Halifax 4n' October, 1914, up till Octo
ber 1915, he had been working along
the coast. A resident of Campobello
on reading a description of the man in
The Standard, said it tallied with
young man supposed to be a German
who had been about that Island for
some days.
