The Dusterman is
amazingly inconsistent in his fusil-
lade of criticism How are we to re
coneile his “Man of straw” gibe with
this paragraph that appears, remem-
ber, in this very article—"His intut
tions are amazing. He astonished
great soldiers in the war by his pre-
monstrations, Lord Milner, a cool
critic, would sit by the sofa of the
dying Dr. Jameson telling bow Mr.
Lloyd George was right again and
again when all the soldiers were
wrong. Lord Rhondda, who disliked
him greatly, and rather despised him,
told me how often Mr, Lloyd George
put heart into a cabinet that was real-
ly trembling on the edge of despair.

0! ancient work from Guatemala. A
Babylonian vase with two handles,
painted in pale blue, dates from the
31d century, B. C., and there are vases,
pots and dishes of all kinds and ages,
ranging from China to Peru,

Chinese Paintings.

Among the pictures are some fine
examples of Chinese paintings on silk;
very naturalistic is the picture of an
elderly Chingse gentleman, alarmed by
the aggressive attitude of a fierce dog
(Ming. Dynasty), and of a falcon at-
tacking a goese (Yen Dynasty). In
the Egyptian portraits of ladies of the
4th century, the artist is alwaysvery
coreful to depict every eyelash. A
minlature of two jesters, Indian work
under Huropean influence, 16th cen-
ltury shows two funny fellows vastily
amused at a joke, their broad smiles
showing more teeth than ever human
mouth contained. A Persian minia
ture of the 16th century depicts a nude
wcman with 8 musical instrument ly-
ing beneath a tree. Not the least in-
tezesting exhibits are are two pages
Lfrom an old 15th century Persian book
on Astronomy, representing ‘“The
Great Bear.” This Ursa Major has a
most elongated snout.

Ir Bdward Blampied’s etchings of
Jersey peasant life, freshness of vis-
jon, a vitally expressive Hne impelled
‘by a genuine emotion, and an instinct
for the medium, are brought to bear
on a significant artistic motive. The
result is impressive. His peasant-folk,
his horses and cattle, are depicted
with rare insight and sympathy, for
Blampled was himself, at one time, a
farmhand. The farm horse is his main
inapiration; no one has ever depicted
this hard-working creature, so pathetie
in its hblind acceptance of Fate, and pa-
ttent resignation, with greated truth
or vitality.

The paiptings of Cornish life and
landscape by Gertrude and Harald Har-
vey reveal & world of bright light and
vivid color.
