Mr. Connelan
referred to Willlam Hands' story told on
the stand this week as the most improbable
thing ever heard in a eourt room, and
added that the testimony of many of the
governments’ witnesses was not worth con-
sidering. :

He said that the defence would intro-
duce reliable testimony to prove that Graf-
fam was in Boston at the time of the mur-
der. At a preliminary hearing in the
lower court the government produced wit-
nesses who swore to seeing Hands and
Graffam in Saco and Portiand on Thurs-
day and Friday and Mr. Connelan stated
that the defence would put these witnesses
on the stand and see if they would tell the
game story now in the face of the position
taken by the prosecution.

Deputy Sheriff Leach was called. He
stated that after the arrest of William
Hands the negro made a statement which
the witness took down in writing. Hands
signed this statement and said it was cor-
rect in every particular at the time but
jater admitted that parts of it were un-
true. The statement was to the effect
that Hands arrived in Portland on Thurs-
day, Jan. 10, and while here slept in a
stable and got his meals at a local Tes-
taurant. He said he rode from Boston to
portsmouth om a passenger train and then
poarded a {reight for Dortland. Witness
stated on cross-examination that Hands
did not tell him the names of the places
where he ate and slept but from the gen-
eral description given by the negro the
officer was able to recognize them and
supplied the names himself with the ap-
proval of Hands. Later Hands told the
witness he did not come to Portland un-
tal Saturday.

A. L. T. Cummings, a Portland news-
paper man, then took the stand. He de
scribed the condition of the Mosher farm-
house and the appearance of the tracks
about it on the Sunday morning following
the murder. Hands once drove about the
city with the®witness and pointed out to
him the places where he slept and ate after
arriving in town Thursday. The witness
asked Mrs. Mosher if she thought the man
who killed her son was Graffam and the
old lady replied that she did not think it
could be as the murdererf was a taller man
than Graffam.

Deputy Sheriff Dunn testified that when
Hands was arrested in Scarboro he told
him the same story of the affair at the
Mosher house as that brought out in
previous testimony. His cross-examination
brought out nothing.

Sheriff Pearson then gave corroborative
testimony regarding the statement made
by Hands and court adjourned until to-

N TRYING TO SAVE
TUG PETREL 13

THE ASSHAA
CAISHED OF AOCKS

Forced to the Rocks

Big Steamer Swung as i on a Pivot and Both Vessels

Broadside On--Other

Craft Fled the Scene.

St. John’s, Nfid.,, June 13.—This after-
noon the Leyland line steamer Assyrian,
ashore off Cape Race, swung around on
the rocks with the tug Petrel on the in-
side. Both are now in a very critical posi-
tion. The Assyrian is pounding to pieces.
A northeast gale is raging, a heavy sea
is making fast and it is feared that the
two vessels will become complete wrecks
during the might. ;

The Petrel was engaged in an attempt
to tow the wreck off but failed to move
her. Subsequently onme of the Assyrian’s
ropes became entangled in the Petrel’s
propeller. The Petrel, thus crippled, drift-
inside the Assyrian, where she tried to
repair the damage. A northeast gale was
brewing at the time and this steadily in-
creased. Finally the wreck started by the
heavy seas, swung round as upon a pivot
and embayed the tug. Both vessels were
then forced broadside on the rocks, the
seas sweeping over them. The crews of
both ships left them, except the captain
and two .officers of the Assyrian. Even
they are not likely to remain on- board

throughout the night, because the liner
will probably have gone to pieces before
morning. )

The steamer Algerine, which was lying
fast on the weather side of the wreck,
had to cut her lines and run round Cape
Race for Trepassy, where she will harbor
for the night. More than a hundred boats
that were salvaging at the wreck fled in

the same direction. All the coast folk |

landed and gathered in the light house,
waiting to see what tomorrow would bring
forth.

All ship masters here condemn Captain
Dingle of the Assyrian for not getting the
ships in the vicinity to pull the liner off
the rocks days ago, when the weather
conditions were favorable, alleging that
their combined pumps would have kept
hLer afloat until she could be beached.
Captain Dingle, however, contends that
he has acted in accordance with the in-
structions of the underwriters. The en-
tire cargo of champagne and other um-
salvaged goods will probably go to the
bottom.

THEY THINK. N BOSTON THAT BLONDI
SUSPECTED MURDERER, CAME HERE

Husband of Woman Whose Headless Body Was Found at
~* Lowell -- Story, Bad for Husband, Told by a
Boston Woman.

Boston, June 13.—Tonight there seemed
a possibility that Blondin, husband of the
woman whose headless body was found
at Lowell, left Boston Wednesday morn-
ing at 845 in the steamer State of Maine
for St. John, N. B. The steamer stopped
en route at Portland, Bastport and Lu-
bec. Blondin could not easily reach Can-
ada from either of the latter ports and it
is surmised that if he took this boat his
destination must have been either Port-
land or St. John.

Tt was impossible to tell anything
about the passenger list as this is on board
the steamer which is not due back in
Boston until Saturday.

Boston, June 13.—1the theory that Mar-
garet Blondin was murdered in a Green
street house was given weight today by an
iterview between police inspectors and
Mnrs. Mary Hannigan, the landlady of the
house. Mrs. Hamnigan said that on Satur-
day, April 27, the day of Mrs. Blondin's
disappearance, she was sitting in the hall-
way, neat the front door, when, just a few
minutes before 4 o’clock in the afternoon,
Mrs. Blondin came in from the street and
asked Mrs. Hannigan what time it was. On
being told, she exclaimed: “My husband
will kill me,” and ran upstairs to her
room.

Mns. Blondin had no sooner reached her
room than her husband opened the street
door and in a commanding tone requested
Mrs., Hannigan to tell him how his wife
spent the day. Upon being told that she
spent the day quietly, as was her wont, he
rushed upstairs as if he was in a furious
temper and violently pushed the door open
and then closed it with a bang, turning
the key in the lock. The landlady heard
some angry talk which was followed by a
noige as if someone had fallen. After that
all was quiet in the room and in about 10
minutes Blondin came out wearing his best
clothes,  He locked the door, not only by
the ordinary fastening but with a padlock
which he had attached that morning.

Mrs. Hannigan went upstairs and knock-
ed at the door but there was no response.

Blondin did not return until the following
‘l'uesday. Mrs. Hannigan meanwhile rap-
ped on Mrs. Blondin’s door again and
again, but to no purpose.

When Blondin returned he looked hag-
gard and manifested a desire to be left
atone. He hurried to his room i
¢d there about an hour, when he passed
outside doubly locking the door. He was
in a great hurry and his face was very

ale.

in half an hour he returned with an ex-
pressman, erplaining to Mrs. Hannigan that
he had accepted a position on a govern-
ment boat in Canada and that he was
going to Montreal.

“Where is your wife?”’ asked Mrs. Han-
nigam.

Blondin muttered something which the
landlady did not catech.

“] cannot understand what you have
kept her locked in her room so long for,”
continued Mrs. Hannigan. “Is she going
with you?””

“Yes, she iz at the depot now,” replied
Blondin.

Then Blondin left-the house and the
landiady did not see him again.

‘I'he police think they have traced Blon-
din’s trunk to the North Union station.
It has been leatned that a trunk similar
to the one described by the inspectors was
shipped to Chelmsford on the night of
April 30. They also learned that on May
2 Blondin hired a room on Howard street.

'T'he inspectors late this afternoon re-
ceived information by which they hope, to
establish the fact that the trunk was
taken from Chelmsford to Lowell in a
farmer’s wagon on June 1 and from there
shipped to Boston over the Boston & Maine
railroad.

Montreal, June 13.—Nothing was said at
annual meeting of Dominion Coal Com-
pany this morning regarding amalgamation
with the Dominion Steel Co. The direc-
tors elected were R. B. Angos, F. O.

The financial statement
shows that during the fiscal year ending
Fobruary 28 the sales increased 200,000
tons. Since the close of the fiscal year
the sum of $95,743.30 has been added to

After formal addresses by Cephas Brain-
erd, of New York, President Faunce of
Brown University and Rev. Francis E.
Clark, the presentation of foreign dele-
gates went on agaif.

* James Stokes, of New York, presided,
with Christian Phinidias, of Switzerland
acting as master of ceremonies. A strik-
ing figure was that of Father Nicholas F.
Vassilief, a delegate from Russia, gown-
ed in the deep crimson silk of his office,
a silver chain and crucifix about his neck.

A special jubilee service in the old South
Meeting House, at which a commemora-
tive tablet was unveiled; a reception by
Governor Crane at the state house and a
special service in Faneuil Hall served to
fill out the af¥rnoon.

Scarcely had the meeting at the Old
South church broken up when an equally
large gathering assembled in Faneuil Hall
with specakers from England, Hungary,
Switzerland, India and Canada.

BRITISH TURBINE TORPEDO
~ BOAT DESTROYER VIPER.

Comment on Trial Says That While Great
Speed Was Had, Coal Consumption Was
Enormous.

London, June 13—The Naval and Mili-
tary Record, commenting on the three
weeks trial of the British turbine torpedo
boat destroyer Viper, which was conuuct-
ed under regular service conditions, and
during wihich she developed a speed of
30 1-2 knots and was pronounced capable
of doing 31, says her coal comsumption
was enormous at top speed, wihach, the
paper adds, mitigates against the plan
which the Dover-Ualais Company is now
maturing, to build two turbine channel
steamers and reduce the time of crossing
between England and ¥rance to 35 min-
utes. The Viper's trial was pronounced
to be completely satisfactory. Authough
she was handled by an inexperienced
crew, she showed a remarkabie immunity
from breaking down. The Viper was
steady in all weathers. .

PRESBYTERiAN ASSEMBLY DISCUSSES -
ELDERS FOR LIFE OR A TERM OF YEARS

The Latter Plan Moved--Some Opposition and Many Amend-
ments--Finally it Was Ordered Sent to Presbyteries
--Dr. Macrae Received.

Ottawa, June 13—(Special)—The first
business meeting of the Presbyteman
General Assembly took place in St. An-

drew’s church today the newly-elected
moderator, Dr. Warden, presiding. iue
first hour was taken up with devotional
exercises. Mr. J. W. McMillan, of Lind-
say, was appointed joint clerk of the as-
sembly in place of Rev. Dr. Warden.

An dpplication was made by the presby-
tery of Winnipeg for the admission of
Rev. J. C. Madill, Congregational minister.
Rev. Dr. Robertson favored the admission
of Mr. Madill, which had the approval of
Rev. Dr. Cavan and Rev. Dr. McLaren.
Representation from Paris presbytery pur-
porting to be in favor of Mr. Madill was
rcad. Rev. Dr. McMillan said that the
extract was wiong, that the minutes said
that application should not be entertain-
ed. The moderator said that no change
could be made in open court. Rev. Dr.
Thomson said that Mr. Madill did not be-
long to the Congregational Union and he
did not know how he was taken up at
Winnipeg. The matter was referred to
the committee on overtures.

‘T'here was a discussion on the applica-
tion of the presbytery of St. John to
admit the name of Dr. Macrae as a con-
stituent member. Dr. Maciae was princi-
pal of Morrin College, Quebec. Dr. Mc-
Mullen, of Woodstock, Ont., moved an
amendment to the motion to. grant the ap-
plication to refer the matter to a commit-
tee, but on hearing from several members
of the assembly the amendment was
dropped and the motion was unanimously
caruied.

Afternoon Session.

At the afternoon sitting, Rev. Dr.
Thomas Sedgwich presented the report of
the Halifax College, and suggested thai
the difterent securities of the church, at
present held by the college board on be-
half of the various schemes, be consoli-
dated in one fund, to be called the con-
solidated fund of the Presbyterian church
in Canada, eastern section, Principal
Pollock, of the . Halifax College, moved
that the assembly approve of the steps
taken for the consolidation of the various
funds, except the widows and orphans’

"o orize the obtaining of legis-
lation to that end; that it expressed it-
self satisfied with the condition of the
college and commended it to the church
in the maritime provinces; that it sympa-
thized with Dalhousie College in the
death of Professor McDonald, and ap-
proved of the nomination of Prof. Murray.
"Mhe motion was adopted.

Rev. D. H. MacVicar, principal of the
Presbyterian  College, Montreal, read the
report of that institution. He advanced
as an explanation for the falling off in the
number of theological students the attrac-
tion of other professions, to which the
public and the press gave an importance
over the ministry which they did not
possess. The report was adopted. .

Rev. Dr. T. B. Kilpatrick submitted the
report on Manitoba College, in the ab-
sence of Principal Patrick. This was Dr.
Kilpatrick’s first appearance in the assem-
bly, he having come out from Sco'tla.qd
less than two years ago to take a chair
in the college. He spoke of the work
which is being done, in a speech which
was marked by eloquence and enthusiasm.

Term Service of Elders.

An overture from the presbytery ol
Owen Sound regarding the térm service ot

elders, left over from last asscmbly, was-

taken up and Rev. J. B. F.aser, of
Annan, spoke in favor of election of elders
for a term of years, instead of for life.
He held that the proposed change was
only a small enlargement of the liberty
of congregations, and would not envolve
the adoption of term service in the minis-
try. There were many wio shrank from
accepting the office of elder, but would
not do so if it was only for a term of
years. If the office was found congenial,
re-clection was an easy matter. On the
other hand, if an elder was not etlicient
he might be removed. Mr. Fraser moved,
therefore, that the assembly approve of
the overture and send it down to presby-
teries for an expression of opinion, under
the barmier act. The term he suggested
was five years for elders and deacons, and
they would be eligible for re-election.
Rev. G. S. Henderson, of Hensall, second-
ed the motion.

Rev. Prof. Scringer, of Montreal, warn-
ed the assembly against moving too fast
in the matter.

Rev. J. Thompson, Sarnia, agreed that
this would be a way to get rid of a frac-
tious elder, but they were not any mor:
troublesome than fractious ministers. He
was utterly opposed to taking such a step
and he would move that the oventure be
dismissed.

Principal Forrest seconded the amend-
ment. Mr. Robert McQueen, of Kirkwall,
Ont., was not in favor of the movement.
Rev. Dr. Campbell, of Montreal, said 1t
was quite true that Scotland stanted with
term service, but Knox found it would
not work, and for 300 years the present
systenr has been followed. He suggested
staying as they were.

After considerable discussion and a
number of amendments, the amendment
of Dr. Cassels that it be sent down to
remit to the presbyteries to report next
year was carried.

.men, and is taken by the men as a first-

class acknowledgement on .the part of the
management that they simply can’t replace
us by competent men.

“fhe sympathy of the public is being
shown now actively, in the refusal to board
the Italians; also by the prompt quitfing
of work by a few decent men, hi by a
roadmaster who did not let them know
they were being hired to take the places
of men on strike. i

“I'he uneasiness of the men in the en-
gine and train service is not made any less
but rather increased by the imtroduction
of the Italians.”

"The following statement was issued by
the Maine Central management this even-
ing:

“Our reports from all over the line show
that the men have realized their mistake
in the matter and are tendering their ser-
vices for re-employment very rapidly,
which is an indication beyond questiomn
that they were ill advised and that ‘the
actual conditions were grossly misrepre-
sented.

ABOUT WALL STREET.

REV: DR. TALMAGE ARRAIGNS THE
SPIRIT OF WILD SPECULATION.

MONEY ADMIRED BY MANKIND.

A Warning — “Riches Certainly Make
Themselves Wings: They Fly Away as
an Eagle Towards Heaven—A Street
With a History—A Dual Type, First of
Tried Integrity and Then of Unbound-
ed Swindle.

Washington, June 9.—In this dis-
course Dr. Talmage arraigns the
spirit of wild speculation and gives
some account of the financial ruin of
other days; Proverbs xxiii, &,
“Riches certainly make themselves
wings; they fly away as an eagle to-
ward heaven."’ ;

Money is a golden breasted bird
with silver beak. It alights on the
oftice desk or on the parlor centre
table. Men and women stand and ad-
wire it. They do not notice that it
has wings larger than a raven’s,
larger than a flamingo’s, larger
than an cagle’s. One wave of the
hand of misfortune and it spreads its
beautiful plumage and is gone— ‘“‘as
an ecagle toward heaven,”” my text
says, though sometimes I think it
goes in the other dircction.

What a verification we have had of
the flving ecapacity of riches in Wall
street! And Wall street is one of the
longest streets in the world. It does

not begin® at the foot of Trinity
church, New York, and end at the
Kast river, as inany suppose. 1%

reaches through all our American
cities and across the sea. Iincouraged

by the revival of trade and by the
fact that Wall strect disasters of
other years were so far back as to

be forgotten, speculators ran up the
stocks from point to point unuil in-
nocent people on the outside suppose
that the stocks would always  con-
tinue to ascend. They gather in from
all parts of the country. Large sums
of money are taken into®Wall street
and small sums of money. The crash
comes, thank God, in time to warn
off o great many who were on their
way thither, for the sadness of the
thing is that a great many of = the
young men of our cities who save a
little money for the purpose of start-
ing themselves in business, and who
have $500 or $1,000 or $2,000 or
$10,000 go into Wall street and lose
all. And if there was ever a time for
the pulpit to speak out in regard to
certain kinds of nefarious enterprises
now is the time.

Stocks rose and fell, and now they
begin to rise again, and they will
fall again until thousands of young
men will be ruined unless the print-
ing press and the pulpit give empha-
tic utterance. My counsel is to coun-
trymen, so far as they may hear of
this discourse, if they have surplus to
invest, invest it in mortgages and in
moneyed institutions which, though
paying comparatively small® interest,
are sound and” safe beyond dispute,
and to stand clear of the Wall street
vortex, where so many have been
swamped and swallowed. What a
compliment it is to the healthy con-
dition of our country that these re-
de-

cent  disasters have in nowise
pressed  trade! 1 thank God  that
Wall street’s capacity to blast this

country has gone forever.

Across the island of New York in
1685 a wall made of stone and carth
and cannon mounted was built to

keep off the savages. Along by that
wall a street was laid out, and as
the street followed the line of the

wall it was appropriately called Wall
gtrect. It is narrow, it is unarchitec-
tural, and yet its history is unique.
Excepting Lombard street, London,
it ‘is the mightiest street an  this
planet. There the goveruinent of the
United States was born. There Wash-
ington held his levees. There Mrs.

Adains and Mrs. Caldwell and Mrs,
Knox and other brilliant women of
the Revolution displayed their

charms. There Witherspoon and Jon-
athan IBdwards and George  White-
field sometimes preached. There Dr.
Muson chided Alexander ITamilton for
writing the constitution of the Un-
ited States without any God in it.
There negroes Were sold “in the slave
inart. There criminals were harness-
od to wheelbarrows and, like beasts
»i burden, compelled to draw or were
lushed  through  the street behind
carts to which they were fastened.
There fortunes have come to corona-
tion or burial since the day when
reckless speculators in powdered hair
and silver shoe buckles dodged  Du-
gan, the governor-general of His Ma-
jesty, clear down to vesterday at 3
o’clock. The history of Wall street is
to- a certain extent the financial,
commercial, agricultural, mining, lit-
crary, artistic, moral and religious
history of this country. They are the
best men in this country and there
are the worst. Everything from un-
swerving = integrity to tiptop scoun-
drelism—everything from  heaven-
born charity to bloodless Shylockism.
I want to put the plow in at the
curbstone at Trinity and drive it
clear through to Wall street ferry.
And so it shall go if the horses are
strong enough to draw the plow.
Firet of all, Wall street stands as
a type in this country for tried in-
tegrity and the most outrageous vil-
lainy. Farmers who have only a few
hundred dollars’ worth of produce to
put on the market have but little to
test their character, but put a Iman
into the seven times heated furnace
of Wall street excitement and he
either comes out a Shadrach, with
hair unsinged, or he is burned into
a black moral cinder. No half way
work about it. If I wanted to find
integrity bombproof, I would go
among the bankers and merchants of
Wall street, vet because there have
been such villainies enacted there at
different times some men have sup-
posed that it is a great financial de-
bauchery, and they hardly dare go
near the street or walk up or down
it unless they have buttoned up their
last pocket and had their_lives in-
gured or religiously crossed them-
selves. Yet if you start at either end
of the straet and read the business

signs you will find the names of more
men of integrity and Christian bene-
volence than you can find in the
same space in any street of any of
our cities. When the Christian com-
mission and the sanitary commission
wanted money to send medicine and
bandages to the wounded, when
breadstuffs were wanted for famish-
ing Ireland, when colleges were to be
endowed and churches were to be
supported and missionary societies
were to be equipped for their work
of sending the gospel all around the
world, the first street to respond
has been Wall street, and the largest
responses in all the land have come
from Wall street.

But while that street is a type of
tried integrity on cne hand it is also
a type of unbounded swindle on the
other. There are the spiders that
wait for innocent flies. There are the
crocodiles that crawl up through the
slime to catch the calf. There are the
anacondas, with lifted loop, ready
to crush the unwary. There are finan-
cial wreckers, who stand on the
beach praying for a Caribbean whirl-
wind to “sweep over our commercial
inierests.

Lot me say it is no place for a
man to go into business unless his
moral principle is thoroughly settled.
That is no place for a man to go
into business who does not  know
when he is overpaid $5 by mistake
whether he had better take it back
or not. That is no place for a man
to go who has large funds in trust
and who is all the time tempted to
speculate with them. That is no
place for a man to go who does not
quite know whether the laws of -the
state forbid usury or patromize it.
Oh, how many men have risked them-
selves in the vortex and gene down
for the simple reason their integrity
had not been thoroughly established.
Remember poor Ketcham. How soon
the flying hcofs of his iron grays
clattered with, him to his destruc-
tion! Remember poor Gay, at 30
vears of age astonishing the world
witl: his fortunes and his forgeries.
Reniember that farious man  whose
stcamboats and whose opera houses
could not atone for his adulterous
rides through Central Park  in  the
jace of deeent New Yeork  and whose
behavior on Wall street by its ex-
ample has blasted tens of thousands
of younyg men of this generation.

1 ho!d up the polluted mgemeory to
warn young men whose movral prin-
cinlcs are not thoroughly. settled to
keep out of Wali street. It is no place
for a man who shivers under the
blast of temptation. Let me say also
to thos: who wie doing a legitimate
business ¢n that or similar streeis
of which that is a type to stand firm
in Christian principle. You are in a
great commercial battlelield. Be cour-

ageots. There is such a thing as a
hero of the lavk and a hero  of the
Stock Exchange. You be that  hero.

I have not so much admiration for
the I'rench cmpress who stoed in her
balcony in Paris and addressed  an
exei ed mob and quetled it as I have
admiiration for that venerable banker
on Wall street who in 1864 , stood
on the steps of his moneyed institu-
tion and quirted the fears of deposi-
tors and bade peace to the angry
wave of cominercial ‘exeitement. God
did not allow the lions to hurt Dan-
iel, and he will not allow the
“Lears’”’ to hurt you. Remnember, my
friend, that all these scenes of busi-
ness will soon have pass.d away,
and by the law of Cod's eternal right

all the affairs of your business life
will be adjudicated. Honesty  pays
bust for both worlds.

Again, 1 have to remark that

Wall strect is o type throughout the
country of legitimate speculation on
the one hand aud of ruinous gam-
blirg on the other. Almost every
merchant is to some extenl a specu-
lator. He depends not only upon the
difference between the wholesale price
at which he gets the goods and the
retail at which he disposes of them.
but also upon the fluctuation of the
markets. 1f the markets greatly rise
he greatly  pains.  If the markets
greatly sink, he greatly loses. It is
as honest to deal in stocks-as to deal
in iron or coal or hardware or dry
goods. He who condemns all stock
dealings as though they were ini-
quitous simply shows his own ignor-
ance. Stop all legitimate speculation

in this country and you stop all
banks, you stop all factories, you
stop all storcholuses, you stop all
the great financial prosperities of

this country. A stock dealer is only
a commission merchant under another
name. lle gets his conunission on
onre style of goods. The dollar  that
he makes is just as bright and fair
and honest a dollar as the dollar
carned by the day laborer. DBut here
we must draw the line between legit-
imate speculation and ruinous gaun-
bling. You, a stock operator, with-
out any property behind you, finan-
cially irrespensible, sell $100 of no-
thing and get paid for it. You sell
100 shares at $10,000 at 30 days.
1f at the end of 30 days you can get
the serip for $9,000, you have made
a thousand. If at the end of 30 days
vou have to pay $11,000, then you
have lost a thousaad. Now that is
traflicking in fiction; that is Dbetting
on chances; that involves the spirit
of gambling as much as anything
that ever goes on in the lowest gam-
bling hell.

At certain times almost every pros-
perous merchant wakes up, and he
says: ‘‘Now, I have been successful
in my line of trade and 1 have a tol-
erable income. 1 think I shall *go
down to Wall street and treble it in
three wecks. There's my neighbor. Ile
was in the same line of business. He
has his $300,000 or $400,000 from
the simple fact that he went into
Wall street. [ think ‘I shall go too.”
Here {hey come, retired merchants
who want to get a little excitement
in their lethargic veins. Here they
come, men celebrated for prudence,
to trifle with the livelihoods of wid-
ows and orphans. Do you wonder
that sometimes they become insane?
It is insanity. Do you know there are
hundreds of young men who are per-
ishing under the passion for stock
gambling? Do you know that in all
Christian lands this is one of the
greatest curses?

Excitement following excitement
until all kinds of gambling projects
caune forth. There was a large com-

I pany formed with a great capital for
providing funerals for all parts of
the land. Another company with
large capital—£5,000,000 of capital

motion. Another company with a
capital of £4,000,000 to insure peo-
ple against loss by servants. Amother
company with £2,500,000 capital to
transplant walnut trees from Vir-
ginia to England. Then, to cap the
climax, a company was formed for
‘g great undertaking, nobody to
know what it is.”” And, lo, £600,-
000 in shares were offered at £100 a
share. Books were opened at 9
o’clock in the morning and closed at
8 o’clock in the afternoon, and the
first day it was all subscribed. “A
great undertaking, nobody to know
what it is.2

An old magazine of those days de-
scribes the scene (IIunt’s Magazine).
It says: ‘‘From morning until even-
ing ’'Change alley was full to over-
flowing with one dense, moving mass
of living Dbeings, composed of the
incongruous imaterials and in all
things save the mad pursuit wherefor
they were employed utterly opposite
in their principles and feelings and
far asunder in their stations in life
and the professions they follow.
Statesmen and clergymen deserted
their high stations to enter upon this
great -theatre of speculation and
gambling. Churchmen and dissenters
left their fierce disputes and forget
their wranglings upon church gov-
ernment in the deep and huzardous
game they were playing for worldly
treasures and for riches, which, if
gained, were liable to disappear
within an hour of their creation.
Whigs and Tories buried their weap-
ons of political - warfare, discarded
party animosities and mingled to-
gether in kind and friendly inter-
course, each exulting as their stocks
advanced in price and grumbling
when fortune frowned upon them.
Lawyers, physicians, merchants and
traveling men forsook their employ-
ment, neglected their business, dis-
regarded their engagements to whirl
along in the stream, to be at last en-

gulied in the wild sea of bank-
ruptey. Females mixed with the
crowd, forgetting the station and

employment. which nature had fitted
them to adorn, and dealt boldly and
extensively and, like those by whom
they were surrounded, rose from pov-
erty to wealth and from that were
thrown down to beggary and want,
and all in one short week, and per-
haps Dbefore the cvening which ter-
minated the first day of their specu-
lation. Ladies of high rank, regard-
less of every appearance of dignity
and blinded by the prevailing infat-
uation, drove to the shops of their
milliners and haberdashers and there
met their stockbrokers, whom they
regularly emploved and through
whom extensive sales were daily ne-

gotiated. In the midst of the ex-
citement all distinctions of party
and religion and circumstances and

character were swallowed up.”’

O men .of Wall street and of all
streets, stand back from nefarious

enterprises, join that great company
of Christian men who are maintain-
ing their integrity, notwithstanding
all the pressure of temptation. iIn
the morning, when yvou open business
in the broker’s oflice or in the bank-
ing house, ask God’s blessing, and
when you close it pronounce a hene-
diction upon it. A kind of business
that men cannot engage in without

prayer is no business for you.
T  wish that the words of
George Peabody, uttered in the
hearing of the people of his native
town—Danvers, Mass.—I wish that
those words could be uttered in the
hearing of all the young men
throughout the land. He said:

“Though Providence has granted 1ue
unvaried and universal success in the
pursuit of fortune in cther lands 1
am still in heart the humble boy who
leit yonder unpretending dwelling.
There is not a youth within the
soand of my voice whose early op-
portunities and advantages are not
very much greater than were 1y

own, and I have since achieved no-
thing that 1is impossible to the
most humble boy among you.’’

George Peabody’s success in business
was not more remarkable than his in-
tegrity and his great hearted be-
nevolence. I pray upon you God’s
protecting and prospering blessing. 1
hope you may all make fortunes for
time and fortunes for eternity.
Some day when vou conie out of
your place of business and you go to
the clearing house or the place of
custom or the bunk ¢r your own
home—as you coine out of your place
of business just look up at the clock
in the tower and see by the move-
ment of the hands how your life is
rapidly going away and be reminded
of the fact that before Ged's throne
of inexorable judgment you must yet
give account for what you have done
since the day you sold the first yard
of cloth or the first pound of sugar.
I pray for you all prosperity. Stand
close to Christ, and Christ will stand
tclose by you. The grealer the temp-
tation the more magnificent the re-
ward. Dut, alas, for the stock gam-
bler—what

will he do in the judg-
ment? That day will settle every-
thing. That to the stock gambler
will be a ‘break’” at the ™ ‘“first
call.”” No sinuggling into heaven.

No ‘*‘collaterals’’ on which to trade
your way in. Go in through Christ
the Lord or vou will forever stay
out. God forbid that after you have
done your last day’s work on earth
and the hushdd assembly stands
around with bowed heads at your
obsequies—God forbid that the most
appropriate text for your funeral
oration should be, ‘““As a partridge
sitteth on eggs and hatcheth them
not, so he that getteth riches, and
not by right, shall leave them in the
midst of his days, and at the end he
shall be a fool,”” or that the most
appropriate funeral psalm should be
the words of the poet:

Price of many a crime untold—
Gold, gold, gold, gold.

 DREAMS AN

) VISIONS OF HEAVEN,

Apart from poelry, the more or les3
consciously created images of Dante, Mil-
ton, Giles, Fletcher, and others, apart also
from the heavenly visions of that arch-
dreamer, Bunyan, and those oi Sweden-
borg, to whon they were a matter of daily
occurrence, there shine forth in literature
stray visions of the celestial regions, which
have come to bless the lonely musings ot
seers and mystics, and not of them only,
here and there throughout the world.
Long before Dante had conjured up on
the dark background of mediaeval super-
stition his glorious vision of Paradise, Lo
the imagination of many another, hermit,
monk or layman, whether sleeping or
waking, the heavens were opened and
sights of wonder and delight revealed.

Bede, whose pages are full of things
celestial, rclates the vision of que Drith-
elm, a Northumbrian of the seventh cen-
tury, wio, having seemed to die—*“having
died,” says Bede—was led forth out of
the body, as he afterwards recounted, by
one of “a shining countenance and bright
garment.” . As was the way with
all mediaeval and earlier visions, Drithelm
is first led through hell, and left for a
brief awful while to face the shames and
terrors of it alone. Ioul darkness and
the discord of insulting, hellish laughter,
the contrast of these is needed to bring
into relief the sunny light, the dekicious
fragrance, the music and the gentleness
of the arter vision. But when his fear
grows unendurable his guide returns (23
Dante’s angels were wont to appear) like
“the brightness of a star shining amidst
the darkness.” And all the hostile forces
are dispersed. But now, in the clear light
into which he is brought, he is confronted
by a wall, the extent and height of which
seem boundless and to which there ap-
pear no means of entrance or ascent. But
—and here we scem to catch the true
dream-tone—*"jvhen we came to the wall,”
he says, ‘“we were presently, I know not
by what means, on the top of itd” And
lo! a vast and flowery meadow bathed in
light and fragrance, and peopled with mul-
titudes of joyiul souls all . young and
merry, singing and taking their delight.
And beyond this paradise another, or-
dained for perfect souls, and into which
the dreamer was mot allowed to enter,
but which he saw to be Dbrighter and al-
together lovelier than the first. Right
loth was brother Drithelm—as he was
henceforth to be called, for after his vis-
jon he adopted the monastic life—to quit
this scene of beauty and return to carth.
But the vision vanished, and he sudden-
ly found himself once more “alive among
men,” to the terror of the mourners about
his supposed death-couch, who all fled in
dismay, “saving only his wife, who loved
him best,” says the monkish chronicler,
one might faney with a touch of ervy.

More, perhaps, of deliberate imagin-
ation there is in the vision known as
“The Revolation of the Monk of lves-

upon them the sense of its delight
beauty, till at last the crystal wall .
Heaven rose upon their view, with a gate
which stood open, save for the cross which
—as in Turner’s picture of the Celestial
City—covered the entrance. To this fair
gate multitudes of blessed souls came
flocking, the cross now lifting to afford an
entrance to some, now falling and barring
out others, who reverently tarried their
time. After a brief spell of fear, “the
cross was lift up,” says the monk, *“and
so 1 came in; but what brightness and
cleammess of light was there withinforth all
about no man ask or seek of me, for I
can not only [not] tell it by word, but
also I cannot remember it in mind.” Yet
he tells how within it were marvellously
disposed stairways, by which the spirits
ascended into still brighter glory: “There
was no labor, there was no difficulty, there
was no tarrying in the ascending,” says
the dreamer, “and”’—with a delighttul’
touch—*‘the higher they went the gladder
they were.”

The imagination of tlie monk of HKves-
ham, like that of Drithelm and others,
shrank from portraying the high Heaven
of Heavens; and he takes carc to insist
that the place of his dream-visit, even
though he was vouchsafed in it a glimpse
of the Saviour on His throne of joy, was
not the actual abode of God and His
saints made periect. But from its crystal
heights the ascent thereto was swift and
casy. His vision closes with a peal of
belis of such amazing sweetness and of so
mighty sound fthat it seemed, says the
narrator, ‘‘as all the bells in the world,
or whatsoever is of sounding, had been
so that he
doubted whether the variant sweetness of
the melody or else the mighty power of
the sound were more to be wondered at.
And the monk wakes from his trance to
hear the voices of his brethren that stood
about the bed.

Empire Loyalists, ex-Premier Hardy was
pborn at Mount Pleasant, Ont., on Dec. 14,
1837. His father was Russell Hardy, a
merchant of Brantford, Ont. In 1870 ex-
Premier Hardy married a daughter of the
late Justice Morrison, of Toronto. In 1865
he was called to the bar and appointed a
Q. C. in 1876. 1In 1873 on resignation of
the sitting member he was returned to the
legislative assembly and re-elected in 1873.
He was appointed to the executive coun-
cil and became provincial registrar in 1877.
He was then re-elected in 1879, 83, ’86,
790 and ’94. He was commissioner of crown
lands from 1889 to 1894 when, on the resig-
nation of Sir Oliver Mowat, he became
premier and attorney general of Ontario.
75 dominion politics he was a Liberal.

GRAFFAM'S TRIAL,

Court Room Crowded All Day
Wednesday.

Portland, Me., June 12—The govern-
ment examined a large number of wit-
nesses in the Graffam trial today and if
nothing unexpected occurs County Attor-
ney Whitehouse will rest his case tomor-
row. Nothing sensational was developed
by today’s testimony, the majority of the
witnesses being called to identify the
prisoner as the mamn seen with William
Hands on the days preceding the murder,
and to corroborate the story told by the
negro on the stand yesterday. The most
important witness of the day was Deputy
Sheriff Chas. A. Plummer, who arrested
Edward Graffam in Hopedale, Mass., Jan.
24, and brought him to Portland. Both
morning and afternoon sessions were large-
‘ly attended and many were unable to gain
admission to the court room. Many
women were present.

Deputy Sheriff Plummer, when called,
stated that he found Graffam at the Dra
per iron foundry in Hopedale, Mass., Jan.
24. When Graffam saw the officer he
turned pale and caught his breath, and
when Plummer told him that he was sus-
pected of complicity in a murder in Gor-
ham, he at once said he had registered at
the Elmwood House in Boston on that
date. ‘The two went to Boston and the
name “E. R. Milliken” was found at the
bottom. of the Saturday arrivals at the
Elmwood. Graffam said he had registered
under this name. The landlady tcld the
oflicer that Graffam armrived at the hotel
Sunday morning and not Saturday night.
Graffam also told the officer that he took
supper on Saturday night at a Boston
restaurant, where he was waited on by a
man with red hair. Inquiry at the restau-
fact that the red
headed man had been discharged on the
Friday previous and nome of the restau-
rant employes remembered seeing Graffam
on Saturday. Graffam was then brought
to Portland. The officer said that when
Hands and Graffam met in the jail office
the negro apparently recognized the re-
spondent, but denied that he was the man
who accompanied him to Gorham.

On cress-examination Deputy Plummer
said that when he arrested Hands at Scar-
boro, Jan. 13, he was asked how blood
came to be on his coat and hat. He said
his hat must have blown off and that he
had cut his hands on the window at the
Mosher house and in slapping'them about
to keep them warm his coat had become
blood-stained. Plummer asked Hamds if
the man with him was McLain, and the
latter said yes.

At this point adjournment was taken
till tomormow.

The first months of the new century have
been very fatal to the dwindling body of
the leaders of the Paris Commune of 1871,

and soon they will be but a memory, writes
R. S .P. in the London Leader. Last week
the death was announced of M. Gustave
Lefrancais, a schoolmaster, who was elected
president of the first assembly of the Com-
mune, when its name was decided on. He
died poor, having maintained his existence
as a writer for the aivanced press. The
week before died Mme. Paula Minck, one
of the women of the Commune, and in Jan-
uary an even more famous fizure, Gen.
Cluseret, its war minister. He escaped to
Switzerland in 1871, andé after the amnesty
raturned to France, where he was wine
grower, journalist and deputy.

Camille Barrere, who served in the artil-
lery of the Commune, is probably the most
prosperous of those who survived its sup-
pression. He is now French minister in
Switzerland. Germaine Casse, ‘who was at
the Commune’s department of foreign af-
fairs, is governor of the French island of
Guadaloupe. M. Rane, who resigned from
the Commune after a few sittings, is a sen-
ator. Paschal Grousset, delegate for foreign
affairs, 18 now a ‘deputy, and under the
pen-name of ‘‘Philippe Daryll’”’ has writien
a book about England. Alphonse Humbert
i president of the municipal council of
Puoris.

Charles Longuet, editor of the official
journal of the Commune, and son-in-law of
Karl Marx, escaped to England, and was
French master at King’s College for several
years. He is now a school inspector in
France. Paul Lafargue, doctor of ' medi-
cine, who married ancther of Karl Marx’s
daughters, escaped to Spain, and then to
London. He, is now a leader of French
Socialism. So is Hdward Vaillant, another
doctor of the Commune, who sits as a
deputy. Dr. Felix Rastoul was less fortu-
nate. Transported to New Caledonia, he
and 16 others built in a coral cave a boat
to escape to Australia. A storm swamped
the boat, and they were all drowned.

Dalou, who served as a private in the.ar-
tillery, has become a celebrated sculptor,
and is the artist who éxecuted the colossal
statue “The Triumph of the RepubMe,” un-
veiled in 18%9. During his exile in -London
he was employed at the British ‘Museum.
Elisee Reclus, another private of the.Com-
mune, is still engaged on his ‘“‘Universal
Geography,” -a monument of vadt fesearch.

Maxime Lisbonne, who fought bravely for
the lost cause, returned from 'New Ouale-
donia at the amnesty, and started a restau-
rant. He used to drive about #aris in a
red-wheeled equipage, and made money.
He died three years aczo.

Caillard was a cobbler, who undertook thé
construction of the inner Mnes of barricades.

Very few of the Conservative dailies
have been able to resist the temptation to
treat in a facetious vein the accounts in
conneotion with ‘the building of the
Yukon telegraph line. They have figured
out the tons of onions, the carloads of
eanned goods, the tins of marmalade and
bags of sugar in entertaining fashion, with
all the eflui«pment which went with a
small army of working people compelled
to spend many menths in a barren land.
These things can he made to appear very
amusing when mingled with prejudice,
and told in such a way as to convey the
impression that Mr. Tanrte’s men—and
the biinging in of Mr. Tarte’s name and
the tricolor is a very important part of
the tale—werc on a picnic Tather than
engaged in a difficult and arduous public
task.

But public judgment is not likely to be
scriously impressed by such highly color-
ed criticism. It is one thing to say there
were Uwo tons of onions used, und quite
another to show that there was a single
onion too many. The truth might be that
there was an actual shortage of onions,
having regard to the number of men re-
quiring to be fed. We have no special in-
" formation on this fragrant topic and do
not care to guess. What we do know,
however, is that even these hostile critics
have been compelled to admit that the
telegraph line was well and expeditiously
built, and despite ull their hilarious dis-
cussion of the bill of fare not one of them
has ventured to say that it cost a dollar
more than was necessary. That is the one
fact in which the public will be concern-
ed. If the men who did this work so weil
at such reasonable cost were treated to
nutritious and tasly fooa we think the
organizers of the expedition ought to be
commended therefor. Surely it ought not
to be necessary to starve men in the gov-
ernment scrvice in order to avoid the
Burcasm  of Conservative journals.

gt all; but onc would hardly expect such

a determination to find many su]i[mrteqs-
in the maritime provinces. It might suit

Mr. Borden to rail against wharf building
while up in Ontario; but he would scarce-
ly ‘have the ftemerity to- talk that way
down here by the sea. In Loundon, On-
tario, he condemned the expenditure on
wharves and had some pretty hard things
to say about the Intercolonial. Why
didn’t he wade into the government for
spending momney on the canals? Was it
because the canals are located in Ontario?

We are not‘aware, however, that an is-
sue has arisen between parties on the sub-
ject of building wharves. Both sides are
agreed that it is part of the duty of gov-
ernment to provide some wharf accommo-

. dation at pouts, and while the Conscrva-

tives were voting money for this purpose
it was never so much as hinted by the
journals of that party that the object was
“to apease local disaffection or win con-
stituencies.” "It is only when the uigodly
Grits are carrying out the same policy.
that the idea of corruption is suggested.
Phen the iniquity of the thing becomes ap-
parent. '

¢ Mr. Borden ought to propound a policy
which would fit all sections of the coun-
try, rather than onc which appeals to
purely sectional prejudices. This is a
pretty large country, and many interesis
have to be considered. The present gov-
ernment does ndt  believe building
wharves on every lake, much less in doing
so to promote the good of the Liberal
party; but #t believes in making fair pro-
vision for navigation and the betterment
of the channels of commerce. In the ad-
mimistration of this policy the ministers
exercise their best judgment, honestly and
fairly; but they do not look for the ap-
proval of their opponents in so doing. It
would seem to be a sheer waste of time
to look in the speeches of Conwervative
members, or in the journals of that party,
for anything commendatory of the govera-
ment; and yet under the simple law of
chances it is surely dmprobable that every-
thing done by the authorities at Ottawa
is wrong.

THE DAYTON STRIKE.

in

Amid the recent wars and rumors of
wars in the world of labor and capital,
one ca<e stands out more prominently than
perhaps any other, not so much on nc:
count of the great nmumber.of employes
effected, but because of the peculiarly

 friendly relations hitherto existing between

employers. and employed and of the ad-
vanced conditions. existing in the pear-
ticular concern. We refer to the strike
of the employes of the National Cash Reg-

-ister Company at Dayton, Ohio. The im-

mense factorics of this concern have been
regarded as equal to any in the world in
the matter of proper accommodation and
sanitary regulations for its employes, at-
tention to their comfort and in the various
proyisions for the .welfaré and’ content-
ment of the huge family of workmen who

| have cnjoyed privileges not common to

factory employes. Every year there has
been some improvement made by this con-
cern in the direction of increased con-
veniences to ils workmen, and the N. C.
R. Co. has figured in innumerable news-
paper and magazine articles both in the
new world and old, as perhaps the most
perfect type of what a factory and its en-
vironments should be. Elevators were put
in the buildings for the employes use, a
free library and a recreation hall built,
prizes given every six months for useful
ideas in connection with the business,
more prizes given for the neatest and best
kept gardens of employes, a splendid din-
ing room installed with free tea and cof-
fes for the employes in which was also
furnished to them a dinner at the mini-
mum cost of one cent per day. To this
were added rest rooms and a travelling
library each day delivered to the employes
any magazine or book they might care to
read duning the dinner hour. Fifty thou-
sand doMars a year was spent in maintain-
ing these conveniences which the com-
pany charged to “advance work.”

What seemed most hopeful about all
this improvement in factory conditions
was the faot that the company did not
pose as philanthropists, but maintained
improved, methods were in
themselves profitable. The president, who
was one of the heaviest stockholders,
maintained that whercas they spent $30,-
000 in “advance work,” the result showed
a profit of double that amount, which be
claimed could be direstly traced to the
better work of employes in a pleasant
and congenial factory and home environ-
ment. This business basis for the im-
provements scemed to make a happy pre-
cedent for the encouragement of other
manufacturers to adopt the same ideas.
1t could therefore be readily imagined that
this happy family of employes were well
contented with their conditions and strikes
or labor troubles would seem to be for
other and less favored communities.

Bat aiddhough the arrangements of the
factory were such that all complaints pass-
ed through a committee of the particular
shop in which the trcuble arose and thence
to an cxecutive commitiec representing
the employes of all the shops before reach-
ing the management, and although the
agreement Letween the management and
the labor unions provided for arbitration
in casc of labor diflicultics, the works to-
day are idle and 2,360 employes are “out
of work owing to a strike in the moulding

shop. The trouble, rt scems, arose over

the discharge of a moulder whom the maa- |-

azement considered incompetent. His re-
instatement was demanded, refused, in-
~isted upon and, upon a final refusal, the
300 moulders went on strike. The manage-
ment dhercupon closed the works, clam-
ing it was impossible to profitably run
their other shops without the moulding

L work being done. Who is to blame is of

course a matter of opinion. The most
palpable fact would seem to be the failure

of the improved conditions prevailing at
the National Cash Register works to cre-
ate that mutual respect and friendly in-
tercst in the needs of employer and em-
ployed which would make such a thing
as a stiike impossible to occur. The strike
at Dayton will undo to a large cxtent the
educational work of which such a pleas-
ing cxample of improved factory conditions
has been cabable. Other manufacturers
will rather shrink from the extra expend-
iture of money, of brains and of executive
ability necessary to instal and conduct a
model factory such as that at Dayton, if
the relations between labor and -capital
are to be in no way improved by the
exertion. .

THE SOUTH SHORE ROUTE.

s

The Telegraph on more than one occasion
has pointed out the necessity of proper
stecamship connection between St. John
and the various ports on the south shore
of Nova, Scotia. The ill-fated = steamer
Monticello was engaged in this service at

“the time, of her loss near Yarmouth. Siuce

the Monticello was wrecked, tlre Dominion
Atlantic Railway Company has been rua-
ning a steamer between Yarmouth and
Halifay, itouching at Shelburne, Liverpool
and Lunenburg, which serves the Halifax
jobbing houses, and has enabled them to
capture to a large extent the trade form
erly enjoyed by the merchants of St.
John. Jobbing houses find it impossible
to sell goods on the south shore of Nova
Sectia when shipment has to be made
via the steamer to. Digby, rail to Yar-
mouth and transhipment to steamer thence
to destination. This will not surprise any-
one, for not only would the item of in-
creased freight be a barrier sufficient to
prevent, but the expense and breakage
caused by the two transhipments from
boat to rail at Digby and from rail to boat
at Yarmouth makes the cost prohibitory.

The St. John Board of Trade took up
the matter some two months or more ago
and endeavored to ararnge either with the
Dominion Atlantic or Yarmouth Steam-
ship Company for a suitable service. The
D. A. R. insisted upon a subsidy of $20,-
000 for a service of 46 trips a year from
St. John to Halifax via Yarmouth and
the south shore ports. The Yarmouth S.
S. Co. dcclined the service altogether.
When the parliamentary estimates came
down the government brought in an item
of $7,000 for a service of 32 trips on this
route which was passed, and the amount
named alloted for the service for the pres-
ent year. The D. A. R. refuses to accept
this amount for the amended service, and
since their absorption of the Yarmouth
S. S. Oo. are not inclined to worry over
a beiter service between St. John and the
south shore ports. This company no doubt
fecls that it is bound to receive a better
profit out of whatever trade can live be-

tween St. John and the district in ques-|

tion under the present arrangement as it
reccives a combination of three separate
freights between this city and ports like
Livetpoél on all goods shipped. The
people of the south shore are-amxieus to
do business with St. John if it can be
done satisfactorily as in the past. The
D. A. R. would no doubt under different
conditions be willing to accept the sub-
sidy of $7,000 for 32 trips between St.
John and Yarmouth for as they are
already running a steamer from Yarmouth
to Hialifax that is virtually what it means
to them.

In view of the unwillingness manifest-
ed by the D. A. R. to provide the service
it would seem necessary for the merchants
of St. John to make some united effort to
solve the difficulty. There is a strong
fedling among some of the concerns in-
terested that the proper solution of the
trouble is the subscribing of sufficient
money to place a boat on the route. Such
a course would save to St. John a very
va'uable trade which otherwise is bound
to pass to other hands. Negotiations to
this end are, we understand, in progress,
and while it seems a pity that the D. A.
R. should wait for this competition be-
fux'c’fua'nitihing a proper service, the in-
terests involved are too lurge to be im-
perilled by a delay which may be fatal to
the trade which our merchants have with
commendable enterprise already establish-
ed with the thriving towns on the south-
ern coast of Nova Scotia.

VALUABLE PAINTINGS FOUND.

Cheshire Couple Bought for 15 Shillings
What Were Worth Hundreds of Dollars.

Acoording to the New York 1ribune’s
London .correspondent, three pictures in-
crusted with grime were recently purchascd
in a curiosity shop by a thrifty husband
and wife in Cheshire, Kngland, for fifteen
shillings. Each of these. when particular-
iy cleaned for the adornment of thew
modest dwelling, proved to be by a noted
painter. Kxperts were consulted, and one
proved to be the work of an early Italian
master; another was a Carot, and a third
was a painting by an English master. Kn-
couraged by the knowledge that what
they had bought for a few shillings was
worth $500, the couple returned to the
obscure curiosity shop and bought for $25
a canvas blackened with age, which was
in use for a fire screen. This pieture when
cleaned disclosed the name “Dei Pompa’
in one corner and has been identitied as
a rare work of an Italian painter. The
Cheshire couple are now asking $25,000
for their treasure trove, for which they
gave a single $25 note.

Transvaal Concessions Commission.

London, June 11.—A: bluc book was is-
sued today, coniaining the report of the
Transvaal concessions commission. It is
clear, the commission avers, that a state
wihich has annexed another is not legally
bound - by any contracts made by the
state which has ceased to exist and that
no court of law has jurisdiction to en-
force such contmets, if the annexing state
refuses to recognize them. The commis-
<ion recommends that the government de-
cline to recognize the dynamite and other
concessicns and adds that it is satisfied
Dr. Leyds and others have received from
cortain directors shares and financial con-
siderations.

Remurding the  Netherlands-South  Afri-
can railvoad, the repoit, while admitbing
that the concession was legally granted,
considers it should be terminated. Its
extraordinary action in the way precludes
the possibility of its continuance under
Britizh admindstration. .

Bangor Freights to Boston Again Normal---
Shipments from St. John,

Bangor, June.10.—Lumber freights to
Boston have dropped back to the rate
which is lhikely to continue for the sum-
mer, $1.75 per thousand feet.

PASSION PLAY BY INDIANS.

]

Impressive Production Given in British
Columbia,

Vancouvér, B (., June 10.—A ‘“‘passion
play” was presented Saturday -atwGhilli- 4
wack by the Indians of British Columbia. =
The scene was an almost perfect “Cal-
vary,” with a round hill in the centre,
and green common stretching away a mile
on cither side, with snow covered moun-
tains in the south, and the Canadian
coast range to the mnorth. There were
about 2,500 Red men present, and as many,
spectators. The procession, headed by
the Indian chiefs, was over a mile in
length. Three times the line marched ar-
ound the spot, where the cross was to be
erected. All the time the marchers sang
hymns, and the clear voices of the women
rang out in the Lalin verses learned es-
pecially for the occasion. The first scene
was “Christ in the ‘Garden of (ethse-
mane.” Trees were quickly carried to the
ground, and among these were shown the
sleeping disciples and Christ as he stood
apart from them. TFollowing this was the
betrayal by Judas, and thercafter the var-
jous scenes of the passion.

The most impressive scene of all was
“Christ bearing the cross.” The Saviour's
followers, followed by the rabble, came
up a steep .path to the place of crucifixion.
Then the cross was hoisted with a lay
figure of Jesus upon it. On either side
were the thieves, and one scene was de-
voted to the words of Ohrist to them.
The interior of the cross contained a
mechanism: by which the flow of a small
reservoir of red fluid in the top was con-
trolled. Thus, when the nails were drived
into the hands, the blood trickled down
to the wood. Then a soldier stepped for-
ward and thrust his spear into the side
of the lay figure and a ‘moment later the
death scene was cnacted. The figure was
then removed from the cross, and a few
moments later the scenes were concluded.
After speeches had been delivered by the
Indian chiefs and their followers the meet-
ing dispersed.

AT CRITICAL: STAGE,

Trouble Between C. P. R, and
Its Trackmen.

Montreal, June 13.—(Special)—Trouble
between  Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
pany and its trackmen has reached a
critical stage and unless the demands of
the trackmen’s representatives are grant-
ed by tomorrow noon there will likely be
a strike.

It was hoped a conference with Presi-
dent Shaughnessy would result in settle-
ment but the company has declined to
make any further concessions.

President Wilson, of the Order of Rail-
way Trackmen, this afternoon sent a let-
ter to President Shaughnessy asking for
another conference, but no reply was re-
ceived, and it was stated at the trackmen’s
headquarters tonight that unless a satis-
factory reply is received from President
Shaughnessy by noon tomorrow a strike
will be ordered.

SOUTH AFRICA.

Balfour Says There Are No Peace Negotia-
tions--Germans Indignant,

London, June 13—A. J.- Balfour, the
government leader in the House of Com-
mons, today said there was no foundation
for the rumors afloat of peace negotia-
tions with the Boers. The Boer strengtn
in the field was estimated to be 17,000.

London, June 13—Sir David Barbour re-
ports in favor of a 10 per cemnt. war tax
on the profits of the Transvaal and Orange
River mines, yielding on the basis of the
profits of 1898, £450,000 yearly. After
paying this, Sir David Barbour considers
the mines will be better off than before,
as they will save £600,000 per year on
dynamite, owing to the abolition of the
monopoly.

The Orange River Colony will be unable
for some years to meet the ordinary cost
of administration. The Transvaal, he
thinks, can two years after the conclusion
of peace, begin to pay part of the cost of
the war.

Sir David proposes also to apply all
revenues derived from the sale of lands or
mining rights to the war liquidation.

Berlin, June 13—The report of the Brit-
ish Transvaal concessions committee is
severely condemned here by the whole
press, as being high-handed and denying
private property rights in war. against the
practice -and theory of all civilized coun-
tries. The correspondent of the Associat-
ed Press learns from a reliable source,
that the German government has instruct-
od - the German embassy in London -to
protest against the gross wrong meditated
against a large number of Germans, to
stockholders in the NetherfandsSouth Af-
rican railrcad, whenever it appears certain
or even likely that the British govern-
ment will adopt the committee’s report.
Germany takes the ground that the Ger-
man stockholders have an undoubted right
to full compensation from'Great Britain
for their shares. =

(GGermany recalls her ‘bwn proceeding
after the war of 187071, when she pur-
chased at a high price the French eastern
milroad, in Alsac-Loraine, although the
road aided France in every possible man-
ner during the war. The society formed
here for the protection of German stock-
holders of the Transvaal railroad says
steps have already been taken to compel
(Great Britain to do the stockholders
justice.

Quebce, June 13—(Special)—Another
small detachment of men from South Af-
rica is expected tomorrow night on S. S.

Two White Missionaries and 14 New Guinea
Teachers Massacred--The Whites Eaten.

Victoria, June 13.—The Miowera, from
Australia, brings these advices:

Krom New Guinea news was received
via Sydney of the massacre of the Rev.
James Chalmers and B. F. Tompkins and
14 native teachers by cannibals. The
whites were eaten. The place of the canni-
bal orgy was seen by the troops sent out
to investigate the massacre and a portion
of a jaw and thigh bones of the mission-
aries were found, together with their hats
and portions of trousers which belonged
to Chalmers. The expedition punished the
natives, destroying their villages and
canoes.

Some prisoners t.ﬂ;en during an attack
made by the natives on the troops told the
tale of the massacre and cannibalism.

MOTHER DEAD AND SON DYING.

Montreal Society Shocked by Tragedy in Mrs.
J. ). Redpath’s Home.

Monireal, June 13.—(Special)—Mother
dead and son dying, both with bullet
wounds in their heads, was the terrible
discovery made at the residence of Mrs.

In the probate court yesterday the evi-
dence in connection with the late Bishop
Sweeny’s will was concluded and counsel
were heard.

The taking of evidence over, Dr. Pugs-
ley, addressing the court, admitted that
a prima facie case had been made out.
There were two points on which he of-
fered no objection: these were the mental
capacity of the late bishop to make a wiil
and the due execution of the will, but he
did contend that the testator only devised
of his private property two legacies, one
of $100 and the othér of $500, to the exe-
cutors, and that his sole object in making
the will was to prevent any mistakes that
might arise from corporation property
being vested in his mame. He had left
his private propeity entirely. undevised,
and the effect of that was that the exe-
cutors should administer it for the next
of kin. Assuming that he was wrong in
€his contention, then he denied that there
was any power in the corporation to re-
ceive a devise of redl estate by reason of
the prohibitory clause in the incorporatior.
This question must arise and it was to be
settled whether it should be disposed of
now by allegations, 'and if it was to be

decided now he would ask that Mr. Glee |

son be given time to‘put in a statement
of the fixed chdrges on the properties.
The question regarding the real estate
could properly be tried by suit of eject-
ment, and if the cdhurch had exceeded its
right to hold property this must be de-
termined by the court. On behalf of his
client he expressed appreciation of the
kindness of Bishop Casey and Mr. Carle-
ton in giving him all desired information,
and he suggested it might be possible to
agree on a special case that could be de-
cided and would greatly reduce the costs.

Mr. Qarleton said the question was
whether Right Rev. John Sweeny left a
will, was this his will, did he exempt it
in due form, and did he have testamentary
capacity.

He. felt that many Catholics would re-
sent such an appeal and would agree that
if Mrs. Travers was entitled to any prop-
erty outside of church property she
ought to have it.. He was not asking for
sympathy, but a fair measure of justice,
and did not see any necessity of appeal-
ing to prejudice or sympathy. He regret-
ted that Mr. Carleton was to leave the
case and gsked the judge to decide on
the prima fadie case, and as to whether
or not he must make ‘allegations.

Mr. Carleton said it was not a question

for the court to decide that the church
could not take the property because it
already had as much as the law allows,
for if Mr. Pugsley’s contention on that
point was correct then he argued that
the’ moment they exceeded the amount
allowed by law the excess went not to
Mrs. Travers, or any other relative, but
to the king. He was willing for a
special case if- they could agree om the
facts.
Judge Trueman said it was not neces-
gary for him to decide the points raised.
The mental capacity of the testator and
the execution of the will had not been
essailed and he would, therefore, consider
that a prima facie case had been estab-
lished. As to the construction of the will
he believed the probate oourt could give
a construction, if not direct, in such a
way that an appeal could be takem to the
supreme court. He was not sure that, the
question of the right of the corporation
to hold property yielding more than $4,000
could come before him. It was open to
Mr. Pugsley to file allegations and on
these he would decide the points as they
arose. He decided the will proved prima
facie and would call upon Mr. Pugsley to
declare his intemtions.

Dr. Pugsley said the did not oppose
probate, but he did allege intestacy as
to all the individual property except the
two legacies. All the rest should go to
his client, and he also denied the right
of the corporation to take the property
on the corner of Sydney and Union
streets.

Mr. Carleton contended that Dr. Pugs-
ley must support or oppose the will and
Judge Trueman gave the latter 10 days
in which to file allegations.

GREAT STRIKE ON C. P. R.
IS BEING TALKED OF.

Sectionmen Dissatisfied and Question ls,
Will a Tie-up Result.

Ottawa, June 12.—(Special)—Are the
section men of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way preparing for a giant strike from ocean
to ocean, that with the assistance of the
other employes of the company, will tie
up the great road?

That question is being asked here today.
A section man on the road said the wages
the men got were not satisfactory; they
had to work long hours for $1.15 a day.
It: was also claimed that the number of
hands on each section is smaller than is
customary on other railways, near Otta-
wa, at least. The men say that they often
work 12 hours a day. They expect that
if they go out on strike, the agents of the
company at all the stations and all the
stationary employes of the road will go
out too and that they will stand a good
chance of getting $1.50 for a day’s work.

The railway officials- say that the talk
of a strike is confined to a few men and
that there is nothing in it, whatever.
They claim that the C. P. R. men are
paid as high as amy others in similar

Examination - of  Dujay at
Moncton Yesterday.

Moncton, June 12—(Special)—The pre-
liminary eéxamination of John Dujay on
cherge of stealing the $500- express pack-
age, was begun this morning before Police
Magistrate Kay.

Case’s evidence was that on May 29 he
received a money package of $500 in gold
which he delivered to Conductor McFad-
zen at Painsec Junction.

Mr. Guptill told of imquiries made by
him for the expected parcel and of dis-
covery that the parcel had been stolen.

QOonductor McKadzen was on . the stand
nearly all the forenoon, being under cross-
examination by Mr. Russell most of the
time. When court adjourned McFadzen
was still on the stand and will be re-
examined by counsel for the prosecution.
His evidence was the most interesting of-
fered. In his direct examination he told
of receiving the money package from Ex-
press Messenger Oase at Painsec May 29,
and that the same had been delivered to
John Dujay, the accused, at Shediac. The
order book showed initials of the accused
as receiving ‘the parcel. McFadzen’s evi-
dence was considerably weakened in cross-
examination. He admitted that at the in-
vestigation held by the express officials
Saturday last he had said that he did not
think he delivered the package to Dujay,
but had given it to A. J. Webster, ex-
press agent at Shediac. McFadzen also
admitted that when first spoken to he had
said that he did not remember receiving
the bag of gold on May 29. It was only
when he looked at his record that he was
able to recollect anytthing about it.

Pay.

Portland, Me., June 12—The general
grievance committee in connection with
the Maine Central strike, today announced
that not only is a demand made for an
increase in wages, but other concessions
also are asked of the road. Some of them
are:

That 10 hours shall constitute a day’s
work—tihe men to receive time and a half
for all extra time and double time for
Sunday work; that no maintenance of way
or fuel men shall be discharged for serv-
ing on any grievance committee; and that
section men shall be allowed free use of
company’s dwellings, with fuel, at points
where men live in such dwellings.

The exact increases demanded are as
follows: :

Yard foremen and men on the system
shall receive an increase of 25 cents per
day, excepting yard foremen at Portland,
Waterville, Bangor, Brunswick and Bath,
who shall be paid not less than $2.50 per
day; foremem on Mountain and Quebec
division shall receive not less than 35 cents
per day increase, and the Rockland branch
section hands seven cents per day. ‘dlhis
rule shall apply to all extra and fence
gangs. All coal shovellers and hoisters on
the entire system shall receive a minimum
of $1.75 per day.

General Manager Evans, of the Mainc
Central, today said:

“Everything is going along very well.
Fifty new men have been put at work to-
day and a number of the old men have
returned to the positions they left. Even
where the section men are out, every mile
of the road between Portland and Old-
town is regularly patrolled.” ,

The strikers claim that their numbers
are being increased, while the management
of the road believes that the places of the
men will be filled within a few days. This
evening, at the strikers’ headquarters, the
following statement was issued:

“All our reports tell of a firmer deter-
mination on the part of foremen and men
to remain by the promise contained in
their certificates of authority and see the
matter through to the end.

“A report of a foreman discharged for
incompetency some years ago coming back
to seab, shows just what sort of men only
could be got to put in charge of the track
and the chances the travelling public have
to run. As to patrolling the track with
an engine and train, it simply does little
good and might do harm. 'That a man on
an engine or caboose can tell wheiher he
leaves the track safe or whether his has
been the train that broke the rail that
wrecked the next train no one could tell.
They might drive cattle off the track or
remove obstructions which some evil-mind-
ed person might place on the rails, but as
to this plan being effective inspection, it
most eertainly is not. t

“Phe wages of the men who sweep the
streets of Portland are, I am told, $1.65
per day. The wages the M. C. R. think
enough for its main line toreman, where
its heaviest and fastest passenger trains
run, $1.75. And the street sweepers work
only nine hours to earn their $1.65, thus
making their 18 cents per hour; our fore-
men work 10 hours and bear, as all rail-
way men know, the lives of all who travel
by rail in their hands, and their pay is
174 cents per hour, actually less than the
street sweepers of Portland.”

“And the business of the road is excel-
lent, the stock rating high, their ability
to pay the increased rate is undoubted,
and I am sure from the example quoted
no one will dispute the justice of our
claim.

“The men’s case is $1.25 per ten hours
of the heaviest, hardest work involving
in its careless performance, or by in-
competent men {and we all know what
kind of a workman a man low enough to
scab in a busy time like the present is)
the destruction of human lives and valu-
able propenty, the rate being thus 13}
cents per hour; and the coal shovellers
are in even worse case, no increase being
granted them, their pay being 123 cents
per hour for heavy, dirty work. And just
one word more, the worse the weather in
the fiercest rain, in the most desperate
snow blockade or the fiercest blizzard,
these are the times when most of all
others we are out. How would you like
to be out in last winter's storms on the
clothing and food of $1.25 per day or the
coming winter at $1.357 :

“We ask a minimum of $1.50 for men
and $2 for foremen. Is it too much?
~ “The Portland crews who have been
spoken of as being at work are not kill-
ing themselves these days. They are fecl-
ing very keenly their position and their
quitting is only a matter of time.”

The Maine Central management report-
ed this evening that the situation is im-
proving and quite a number of those who
suspended have returned to work. There
is every reason to believe that quite a
number of the men who are out will be
ready to offer their services before the
close of the present week which of
course, will be left vo the discretion of
roadmasters as to whether they will be
re-employed. ;

Church--Good Reports from Officers and Leagues

oL “a.Were Very Satisfactory.

The annual meeting of the Epworth
League was held yesterday in the Leinster
street Baptist church, Mr. Duncan Smith
presiding. There was a fair attendance at
the afternoon session. !

‘The reports from some of the societies
were read and all were very favorable.

Miss Maggie Thorne, recording secretary,
and Mr, M. Evans; corresponding secre-
tary of the Taberndele Reformed Bapbist
Ohurch Society, reported that the meet-
ings were well attended every Monday
evening and great interest was taken. :

The membership is: Active members,
67; associate, 3; new, 11, making a total
of 70. Several members have resigned,
having made their home in other parts of
the country.

Miss Margaret ‘A. Taylor for Queen
square Methodist church, reparted that the
society had 76 active members, 32 asso-
ciate; 2 honorary, 8 corresponding, a total
of 118.

The collections
for “the ‘yeir amounted to $32.12: Tt was
felt that not enough imterest was being
takeft’ in missionary work and a plan was
tried taking a monthly collection, each
member being asked to pledge a small
monthly contribution. Any surplus after
current expenses is given to the church
missions, A reading ¢ircle’has been form-

ed. ‘ were-held fortnightly during
the fall and r and ‘were well attended.
béen 'vefy encouraging.

Mrs. J.2C. B, Appel, secretary pro tem
for the Douglas Avemtte Christian Church
Society, reported that there was a decreare
in the apparent membership of the so-
ciety but it has not reduced its real
strength. There are now 13 active mem-
bers. Prayer meetings were held and the
endeayor meetings are held on Sunday
-evenings. The society has aided in far-
nishing the new church.

Miss Ella M. Wonacott, for the Coburg
gtreéet Christian church, reported that
there were eight committees in connection
with ‘the wociety. The sick, visiting and
calling committee deserve special praise,
having made as many as 160 calls in one
month. Cottage prayer meetings are held
Sunday afternoons. The membership is 70
active, 7 associate, 5 honorary, a total of
89. Some mémbers had departed from the
city while others were added to the roll.

‘Ilhe report from the West St. John Free
Baptist Society was given by Miss Jose-

.phine H. Rogers. The meetings had been

‘The membership is 47 ac-
tive, 8 associate, 29 honorary, with an
average attendance of 31. There were six
committees, lookout, social, prayer meet-
ing, music, flower and missionary. The
temperance and prayer meetings have
united with flewer committee in doing the
work of the good literaturé committee.

How To Down Mites.

Get a sprinkling pot. Put in it some
kerosene. Add a small quantity carbolic
acid. Sprinkle your nest boxes inside and
out. Nprinkle ground underneath nest
boxes. Put in fresh straw. Don’t put any
oil cn that as it will injure eggs af it
comes in contact with them. Sprinkle your
hen house, walls, and floor and roosia.
Examine the sitters every day or two.
Put your hand under the sitters. Look
at your hand. If you see mites on your
hand take the ‘hen off and burn out the
nest. Sprinkle the nest and put in clean
etraw. Wash eggs in warm water and ve-
place them in the nest. Dust hen with
insect powder and replace. If you have
anctiher hen that wamts to set, and is not
infested with vermin, better let her finish
the job, and put infested hen in a coup
sprinkled with oil until the vermin leave
her.

The first mites of the season usually
appear on the faces of the sitters. That
is the bare portion of the hens head. For
these first comers use a mixture of about
one teaspoonful vaseline to three drops
oil Penny Royal. Rub just a little all
over the face, comb, earlobes and wattles.
Do this at night so the grease will dry off
before the hen turns her eggs again.
Grease or ol of any kind will injure eggs
for hatching. Sprinkle houses, coops, nest
boxes, roosts and any other place where
there is danger of vermin and remember
to put in fresh nesting maiterial frequent-
ly. This is the only way I know how to
“down mites” and if faithfully followed
wil do it.—Richmond Whitefield, in
Southern Cultivator.

Quills.

Ground corn and wheat bran, half and
hef, makes a good feed for the young
ducks.

They ‘are very fond of grass, and omly
rye or wheat makes good pasture for
them.

Plenty of water to drink, but none to
swim in, will give the best results. Minks,
turtles, ctc., are very fond of young
ducks; do not let them go to the slough
or creeks. :

Skim milk is better than water to mix
their feed with. They will also dispose
of some meat to good advantage; if fed
in small quantities.

If they are disposed of while young, 10
weeks is about the right age to sell them
at, as they dress more easily than later
on.

Rain and heavy dew is as disastrous to
the young ducks, as they are to young
chicks. Even o slight shower will drown
them. ; .

Overfat hens are better out of the
flock than in it, so sell any that are too
fat for business.

It is easy to tell the hen that is pro-
fitable. She has a red, highly colored
comb, is full of activity and life. Those
in first class market shape should be sold
at once; they are a detriment to Lhe
others, as they take up valuable room.

Leg trouble is often caused in brooder
chicks by either too much or too littie
theat in brooder, or it may result from
over-feeding.

A gander is past his best days at three
or four years of age. We have one 12 or
14 years of age, but he is only kept for
ghow purposes. Use young stock.

(oslings take less food than either
chicks or young turkeys, and grow so fast
that they soon reach an age where they
require only to be allowed to run on a
pasture and take care of themselves.

A Jow, open shed is all the shelter
geese will need in the coldest weather.--
Karmer’s Advocate. :

MAYOR: MAY BE KNIGHTED

WHEN DUKE OF CORNWALL COMES

Premier Laurier to Visit Prince Edward Island This Summer
--Major General 0’Grady-Haly’s Order Causes
Consternation in Ottawa Regiment.

» Ottawa, June 12—(Special)—‘“Arise, Sir
Wm. Dowler Morris.”” These are words

that the citizens of Qttawa may hear from
the lips of the heir to Britain’s throme
when the Duke of York visits the capital
next September. A high official on Par-
liament Hill is responsible for the state-
ment, and from his explanation there
seems to be a great probability that the
present mayor of Ottawa will be created
K. C. M. G. by the duke.

The officer who gave the information said
that it was also very likely that Sir Wil-
frid Laurier would be offered a peerage for
his splendid eervices to the empire.

Sir Wilfrid and Lady Launier will visit
P. E. Island during the summer. It was
Lady Launier’s intemtion to have gone
with her husband to the Yukon, but as
the premier has to join the Duke and
Duchess of Cornwall party across the con-
tinent, the Yukon trip has been declared
off. Hon. Mr. Sifton and party will go
there, however. .

‘General O’Grady Haley has trouble on
his hands in Ottawa as well as Montreal.
Ottawa’s khaki regiment, the 43rd, is to
be inspected in the regulation rifle uniform
of dark serge and there is great disappoint-
ment among the officers and men. Tast
vear the regiment wore the khaki ‘when
the inspection was held and the new uni-
form was adopted. The officers alone have

spent about $1,000 on their uniforms.
Members of the regiment cannot get
enough of the old serges together to go
to inspection. Lieut. Col. Sherwood, com-
mander of the regiment, was asked about
the order. All he would ®ay was that the
regiment would be expected to appear for
inspection in dark uniforms but he would
not say anything about the alleged dis-
ayisfaction among the members of the
regiment. .

Major General O’Grady Haley will in-
spect the regiment and it is understood
that it is by his orders the 43rd will have
to appear for inspection in regular rifle
uniforms instead of khaki.

: 'i;he inspection takes place on the 20th
inst.

It is reported that the position of as-
sistant adjutant general for antillery at
headquarters, vacant by Col. Cotton’s ap-
pointment as quartermaster general, will
be, given to Col. Drury, commanding the
field divigion of the R. C. A. at Kingston.

Smith, chief clerk of the post of-
fice department, and another officer of the
department, intend leaving next month for
Newtoundland to orgamize a mail system
for the governemnt there. Premier Bond
arranged the matter when here recently.

PRESBYTERIAN GENERAL ASSEMBLY
OPENED IN OTTAWA  WEDNESDAY.

Dr. Warden Unanimously Chosen Moderator--Dr. Pollock
Preached Annual Sermon--Reference to Generous
Scotchmen--Strong Statements of Growth,

Ottawa, June 12—(Special)—A giant in
the religious life of Canada—the Presby-
terian  general  assembly—representing
some of the best elements in the Cana-
dian confedération, opened its annual
meeting in St. Andrew’s church tonight.
For 10 or 12 days between 400 and 500
ministers and laymen from all parts of
Canada will meet to hear and give reports
of the work done during the year just
ended.

Rev. Dr. Pollock, of Halifax, wio
preached the annual sermon tonight, had
before him a majority of the delegates.
Every train to the city today brought a
number of delegaltes or commissioners, as
they are officially (called; some came yes-
terday and others are expected tomorrow.
All are billeted at the homes of Presby-
terians in the city. The Rev. Dr. Pollock
is the guest of Sir Sanford Flemming.

After the annual sermon was preached,
the new moderator was elected. The Rev.
Pr. Warden, of Toronto, general agent of
the church in the west, was mominated
for the office and he was elected without
opposition, What a general manager is
to a bank, the general agent is to the
Presbyterian church. He looks after the
finances of all the funds of the church.
For five years Dr. Warden has held that
important office. :

The business to come before the as-
sembly at each session is prepared by a
special committee and submitted to the
meetings.

If it is adopted, the business outlined
by tht committee is taken up. At the
next session a similar procedure is follow-
ed and so on at each session while the as-

sembly lasts. .
Rev. Dr. Pollock preached from the text

John 13-1717: “If ye know these things,
happy or blessed are ye if so ye do them.”
The preacher said that Scottish men were
credited with love of money-making and
it could not be denied that some of them
kne wenough how to use it. “We need
only think,” he said, “of Lonrd Strathcona,
Toord Mount Stephem, Sir William Mae-
Donald, Sir Wm. Young, George Munroe,
all Scotchmen, and sons of Scotchmen.
Carnegie, a native of the old Royal town
of Dunferline, where Malcolm, Cambane
and the good Queen Margaret lived, in
the 11th century, has added to an incred-
ible list of benefactions, the sum of two
millions sterling_to the universities of his
native land.”

Prof. Bryce, Winnipeg, moved that Rev.
Dr. Warden be elected as moderator. This
was seconded by Dr. Armstrong, Ottawa,
and was carired unanimously.

Rev. Dr. Warden, in his brief address,
said that the last century opened with
12 Presbyterian ministers, and Presby-
terian population of 30,000 in .districts
which now formed the dominion, The
present century opened with 1,300 minis-
ters in active service and a Presbyterian
population of 850,000, He spoke of a great
development of the country and the grow-
ing population of Manitoba and the west,
showing an area of unparalleled prosperi-
ty. Two years ago the church had de-
voted itself to raise $1,000,000. It was
gratifying to know that $1,400,000 had been
subscribed instead of $1,000,000.

Instead of $400,000 debts on church
property there had been subscribed up-
wards of $800,000. There was $400,000
paid in cash out of $560,000 subseribed for
the other portion of the fund and in a
few months befcre it was closed $600,000
would have been raised.

STORY THAT C. P, R WILL ABSORB

SYONEY'S COAL ANG IRON INDUSTRIES

Causing Much Talk--Nova Scotia’s Attorney General Inter-
viewed on New York Capitalists’ Scheme--Lame
Duck Towed to Halifax.

Halifax, June 12—(Special)—News was
recaived here tonight from Sydney C. B.,
that the C. P. R. were about to absorb
the Dominion Coal Company and the Do-
minion Iron and Steel Company. The re-
port was causing much talk in business
circles at Sydney.

Tuesday night a ship’s life boat, con-
taining three men, Chief Officer Mattie
and two of the crew of the steamer Bor-
der Knight, landed at Sheet Harbor to
procure assistance for their ship, which
they had left 15 days previous helpless,
with tail shaft broken and propellor gone.
Shortly before noon today a signal went
up on the citadel for two st.amers ap-
proaching and soon after'the signal desig-
nating a tow was disp’ayed. 1t proved o
be the Border Knight, from Port kKliza-
beth via Cape Verde, in tow of the Span-
ish steamer Dwango, from Philadelphia
for Bilboa. 'T'he latter picked up the dis
abled ship June 7th, 450 miles from Hali-
fax.

"The mate and seaman of the Border
Knight reached here tonight from Sheet
Harbor ,by a small coasting steamer. They
had a trying experience.

The pro-
posal to build this road is being pushed
by Edmund Guerin, a lawyer of Montreal.
There is an amendment to the charter
permitting branch lines to be extended in
any direction subject to the approval of
the governorin-council. The Canso and
Louisburg Railway Company has had a
railroad over this route for many years.
1t has been promoted for a long time and
the government has renewed the charter
from year to year, but it is undérstood
that the charter has now expired. In all
likelihood the road promoted by Guerin
will be built, but it will not be of that
extensive nature-to attract the Wanderbilts
and their millions. :
