Union, and the readiness with which
Canadians have subseribed to it,haveled

to the formation of an Art Union in To-
ronto after the same general plan. The

‘London Union has done much towards

popularizing art. Its halls afford a
common meeting ground for artists and
art lovers, and the people who visit
them soon learn to appreciate meritor-
ious work. The uncultivated lovers of
the beautiful and the art connoisseurs
mingle their eriticisms, and the usual

- result is that a picture soon finds its

proper level.  Now, asin the days of
the old masters, it is the verdict of the

| market-place that determines the real
|valueof a work of art. The crowd is
| guided by a never failing iastinct, and
|| the greatest interpreters of nature have

bumbly abided its decision on their
productions before daring to fix their
position in tne artistic scale. = Galleries
for the exhibition of pictures are as es-
sential to the fame of artists as the
printing press is essential to the fame
of authors. The greatest productions
of the human intellect have been hawk-
ed from publisher to publisher, read to
circle after circle of = critics. without
gaining more than the most moderate
praise; and not until they were printed
and scattered among 'the - masses was
heard the cry of “Hail, Master.” 1t is
thus with pictures. rhey must be seen
and applauded by the multitude before
the artist is famous. Art galleries af-
ford the multitude a chance to see, and
gradually educate them to discriminate
aright.

The Art Union of London and Glas-
gow have done great things for the
artists of Great Britain, and their ex-
hibitions have afforded delight and in-
struction to many thousands of people.
What they have done for the Mother
Land the  * Ontario Society of
Artists” propose to do for Ca-
nada. This Society is under
the patronage of Lord Dufferin and Gov.
Howland. Its officers are W. H,
Howland, President; J. J. Fraser, Vice
President; H. J. Morse, Treasurer; H.
Hancock, Secretary. Each member of
the Society is pledged to contribute an
original work for a National Gallery of
Art whenever the majority deems it ex-
pedient to begin the formation of the
same.

the Dominion.

The subscription, Five Dollars, will
entitle the subscriber to receive a Chro-
mo 11x16 inches after Birket Foster,
called “Near Godalming, Surrey;” free
admission at all times to the Exhibition
and a share in the Annual Ballot for
prizes.

The retail price in London of this
chromo is £1. 11s. 6d., the fame of the
artist and the number of tints to be
printed contributing to cause the high

price. It will he on exhibition by Mr.

Notman, who will give full intormation
in regard to the details of the drawing
for prizes and other matters connected
with the Art Union. We hope to find
St. John willing to do something for the
encouragement of Canadian art.

DorcresTER, Jan, 22.

Niles vs. Burk et al, was taken up on
Monday morning. This was an action of
trespass brought for the purpose of obtain-
ing damages for hay cut and taken away,
and of establishing the title of certain
jand in the Parish of Butsford claimed by
each party. It appears that the ancestors
of defendants in 1828 got a grant of lands
on the bank of a lake called Round Lake
the end of the lot butting on the lake. In
1851 plaintiff got a grant of the lake from
the Crown and proceeded: to drain it for
the cultivating of the soil underneath the
water. Defendants as fast as the water
receded claimed the soil as part of their
lots. This led to a law-suit some three or
four years sin.ce in which the now defend-
ants were plaintiffs and vice versa. The
jury at that time, under the direction of
His Honor Judge Allen, that the soil un
der the water was as the water receded the
property of those who owned the bank,
found for the plaintiffs, but'on the case bc-
ing carried to the Court such direction was
held to have been a misdirection and a new
trial granted accordingly which the other
party did pot avail themselves of.

This actjon is now brought by Niles in
consequence of such favorable holding to
finally settle the matter. After the plain-
tiff had got through with his witnesses de
fendants counsel asked for a-nonsuit. After
consideration it was agreed between coun-
sel that the jury should fiad for the plain
tiff with leave for a nonsuit to be entered in
the Court above, the Judge to put certain
points for the eotsideration of the jury.
Verdict for plaintiff $55 and 10 cents costs.
D. L. Hanington and A. E. Oulton, E«gs.,
for plaintiff, and Hon. A. J. Smith and P.
A. Landry, Esq., for defendants.

The next cause to be taken up is that of
Chapman vs. Seaman.

The mother of the girl, too,
was an abettor in crime, having made up
her mind that the schoolmaster must mar-
ry her daughter or die. Really this is
alarming. Ifa man undertakes to teach
the young idea how to shoot, and it takes
to practicing on bim in that wayif he isnot
fool enough to fall in love, it will be hard
to get schoolmasters in lowa. especially
as capital punishment has been ubolished

\ therg.

LIFE IN NEW YORK.

New York, Jan. 20.
The Priests and the Players.

The suppression of a drama entitled
s+t Jesuits in America,”” which was to Lave
been played at the Stadt Theatre, causes
considerable excitement in all quarters.
The action of the police authorities was
solely at the request of several Catholic
priests who claincd that the play was cal.
culated to ridicule their church and that
a serious disturbance might ensue ‘at
the Theatre if the piece Wwas not with-
drawn. Tlie manager announces that he
will test the nuthority of the pelice in the
matter, and that he will produace the
¢ Jesuitdin Awerrca’’ on his stage ths
week. Among the characters. represented
in the play are Fathér Josephus,Hyacinthe
and Ignatius, of the Holy order of Jesuits,
and others, which the r. demptorist fathers
averred would be delineated 1n a manner
untruthful, and calculated to engender ill-
feeling.

The Stokes Case.

Hon. Lyman Tremaine, who is exerting
himself as counsel 1n bebalf of Stokes, the
condemped murderer, is loaving no stone
unturned which would tend to gain a stay
of the executicn and secure a new trial
Great stress will be laid upon the {act that
no medical evidence was introduced in the
last trial, 1t will be claimed that a new
trial should be granted,as it is desirable to
show that the treatment of the physicians
may have hastened Fisk’s dcath, ‘Mr.
Tremaipe, in contending for a new trial ol
Stokes, has another point which he deoms
of great importance A Sun reporter has
ascertained that the defence have now in

their possession an affidavit from a certain
Jjuror, setting forth that while the trial was
in progress the juror went ope evening, in
company with the Deputy Sheriff who had
him in charge, to the Grand  Central
Hotel, and examined the ladies’ eotraoce
and the staircase vn which Fisk wasshet,in
order to judge for himselt whether Stokes
could easily have avoided the mesting,and
whether Fisk could conveniently see
Stokes at the head of the stairs. Another
juror has made affidavic thaf alter hearing
the testimony of Henry DeCorley, in re-
gurd to Stokes’s pistul, and not being sat
@ ied in his mind that DeCorley was cor-
1ectin his statements, he went to a gun-
smith’s and examiced numbers of pistols,
with a view of ascertaining whether a
man could distinguish ata certain dis-
tance a four from a six barreled pistol:” In
these two cases, it is claimed, the
jurors went outside of the court to obtaio
evidence,whereas their verdict should have
been formed upon the evidence brought be
fore them on the trial. This-is considered
by lawyers the strongest point yet raised
by the defence. It is sometimes the case
that & jury is taken to the seere of acrime,
by order of the Judge, but in no instance,
it is claimed by Stokes’s ‘counsel, has an
individual juror the right to visit such
scene during the progress of the trial, un-
less accompanied by the whole jury, ana
under orders to that effict from the bench,
Doubtless the jurors-referred to were d(-
tuated' by the best of motives, bat the
counsel for the defence contend that thei
opinions, formed at the scene, and proba
bly communicated to others of the jury,
materially influenced the verdict.

A Cold-Blooded Murder—A Jealous
Man Shoots His Rival.

The most cold-blooded murder since the
killing of Duryca by Simmons was commit
ted this evening in Mrs. Hamman’s board-
ing house,No. 154 Madison street. Among
the boarders was Clarence Lockwood, 2
printer, aged 25, whose agreeable manners
had made a very favorable impression upon
the other inmates of the house. On Thanks
giving-day another boarder appeared in thc
pgrson of Marshall Magruder, also a prin-
ter, about the sameage “as Lockwood, and
said to 'be related to Gen. Magruder of
Confederate notoriety. Magruder was
given to periedical sprees and on those oc-
casions was cross and ill-tempered. Lock-
wood had been paying attentions to Miss
Anne Brown, a young lady boarder, but
they had had a spat and she had requested
bim not to speak to- her again. After this
Magruder began to render himself agree
able to Miss Brown and she. seemed to fa
vor his suit, but at a party in the house on
Monday night last her quarrel with Lock-
wood was made up, mach to Magruder’s
disgust. On Sundsy afternoon, while Ma-
gruder and Miss Brown were seated in
the parlor,and W. Smith, another board-
er, was playing upon the piano, Lock
wood entered the room carrying a pil-
low with which he playfully touched Miss
Brown on the cheek, at the same time mak-
ing some allusion to their quarrel. Ma
gruder took exception to Lockwoud’s cun-
duct towagrd the young lady and hot words
followed. Lockwood at length slapped
Magruder in the face and the two clinched
Smith now interfered and separated them,
saying that they ought to be ashamed of
themselves to be fighting on the Sabbath
Magruder said that was so, “but,” he
added, turning to Lockwood, *‘tc-morrow
I’ll shoot you like a dog; mind and pre-
pare yourself, for L'll shoot you like a
dog.”” Nobody supposed that he intended
to carry his threat 1nto execution. To-day
hie'was drinking and did not put in an ap-
pearance at the house until supper time.
Looking into the dining room he said,
“Mrs. Hammaen, I miss some familiar
faces from the table.”” She was busy and
made no reply. Then addressing Miss
Brown, Magruder asked, ¢* Where is Lock-
wood 2’ She did not like his looks and an-
swered that he had gone out of town. Turn-
ing quickly on his heel he sprang up stairs
in the direction of Lockwood’s room.
Jacob Madison, another boarder, yremem-
bering the threats of the previous day and
tearing that something might happen, rau
after him aod arrived in time to witness
the tragcdy. When Magruder reached the
ro.m he opened the dvor and saw Luckwood
sitting on a chair. Withouta word he drew
a six barreled revolver and fired. The first
shot missed. A second, however, struck
Lockwood, who had risen 1n the abdomen
and he lell forward wortally wounded. 'L'he
reports alarmed the boarders and they ran
up stairs. Magruder coolly turned to-
wards them, and Hourishing his pistol said
that he would shoot the first person that
interfgred with bimy, They made way for
him and be quietly strolled down to the
dining roow, where he plavfully remarked
that nis supper must be getting cold.
Then sitting down he began to eat as il
nothing had happened. A policeman
was sent for. ‘Ihat  official was so
astounded at the murderer's cooulness
that he perwitted him to finish his sup-
per in peace before taking him to the
Madison Street Police Station. Meantime
the wounded man hdid been writhing in
agony up stairs. When confronted with
his assassin in the station, whither he had’
been carried on a stretcher. Lockwood
said to him, **Qn Mae, why did you do
this?’ *I told you yesterday,” was the
answer, ‘‘that 1'd shoot you like a dog,
didn'c 1?7’ When questioned by the ser-
geant Magruder refused to make a state-
ment, saying that he would have a talk
with the judge 1o the morning. Lockwoou
was takeu in an ambulauce to Bellevue
Hospital. His death is mowmentarily ex-
pected. - The murder created great excite-
ment in the Tuh ward.

NOVA SCOTIA.

Bishop Binney has published in the
Church Chronicle an address to the people
of his church and diocese, requesting their
substantial aid to build a Cathedral. He
tells them that a site has been given for
the proposed cathedral ; that a plan and
estimates of the cost of the edifice have
been procured : that it will cost about
£30,600 currency; that £10,000, with some
smaller bequests, have been offered by pri-
vate individuals, conditionally upon the
balance of £20,000 being contributed, or
subscribed by others, within the current
year ; and that he himsell is ready to con-
tribute £1000, being one twentieth of the
whole required sum. He will also exert
himself to procure assistance in England ;
but he asks Churchmen,. of Ilalifax par-
ticularly. to come forward and contribute
of their substance to the proposed object.

On the morning of Jan. 3, as has been
reported by eable, a terrific: thunder storm
broke over England. - It occurred about
three oclock, and came and pessed with
singular rapidity. A church and a chapel
in Hampshire county were struck by
lightning, and three persons received tfore
or less cerious injury in the same locality.
In Liverpool the storm was vivlent, and
was accompanied with a heavy wind.
From all parts of England, Wales and Ire-
land reports ot damage dore by this singu-
lar storm are published. . Imwmense hail
stones fell in many localities: 'Ibe inhabi-
tants, roused from sleep by the terrifio
peals of thunder and the sharp flashes of
lightning, were terribly startled. Such a
storm at such a season of “the year has
never before been known in Great Britain.

Setting Convicts Free.

On the 20th of last month the storied
Bagne of Toulon, France, was closed for-
ever, and a new disposition made of the
forty-one life convicts it contained. When,
on Christmas day, the steam whistle of the
repair shop sounded, these two score ard
one men were drawn up 1n line, aware that
something was about to happen from the
presence of the three Commissioners, but
ignorant what it was. The Chairman of
the Commissioners thon told them that
thirty ove of their number, convicied of
marder, arson or robbery. should be trans-
ported to the South American colony of
Cayenne, and the other ten were to be set
at liberty through Executivo clewency.
The names of these latter he proceeded to
read. As they were prooounced the fortu-
pate convicts broke into unbounded expres-
sions of delight, and as the last one was
given those who still remained in durance
uttered cries of heart rending despair and
curses toa blasphemous to be repeated, un-
til the keepers dragged them to an adj in-
ing corridor, beating them with their
sticks and threatening them with still fur-
ther penalties if they continued to violate
the rules of the Bagne. The chains were
then stricken from those who were azain
to taste the air of freedom, and witha sum
of money they were sent on their way.
‘There was not ane ot the ten who had not
been in confinement for upward of twenty
yeays, and one old man, Andre Frerou, had
been there for ‘forty-seven years, His ol-
fence was pocket-picking. For the first
violation ot law he had been flogged, lar
the second pilloried and branded, and for
the thi.d sentenced to imprisonment for
life. During his imprisonment he had
never slept in a bed, but always on a wood-
en bench, and his chain, which he had to
burnish twice & week, was his inseparable
vowpanion. For all that he was scarcely
ever sick,and expressed ulmust childish dv-
light when tald that he wus free,

| A “Field Day?” in the House of Repre«

} sensatives —Wrangling and Confu=
sion —Repeal of the Bankrupt Law—

Proposed Internal Improvements.

W asuixgToN, Jan. 20.

The House proceedings to-day were 1n
direct contrast with those in the Senate.
Almost continual copfusion, din and ex-
citement were kept up by the wrangling,
eross-firing and moving to and fro of the
members. As usual Monday (field day),
brought out all sorts of measures and
propositions of which but little previous
knowledge can be had by any other than
the members who favor the same. Mr,
Hawley, the new member from Cobnecti-
cut, produced a momentary scene of con-
sternation and wonderment by boldly rising
in his place and charging that certain
members had voted for Mr. Poland’s reso-
lution, providing for the payment of the
expenses incurred by all contestants for
seats in this Congress, the objection being
that they, under the rules, had no right to
vote for & measure in which they were
pecuniarily interested. One by one these
members explained their position in re-
gard to the matter, and either withdrew
their votes or denied that they would be
benefitted to the extent of one cent by the
adoption of the resolution. Several mem-
bers on the Democratic side upbraided Mr.
Hawley for his seeming inconsistency, and
wanted to know why he was not able to
single out and call to order those mem-
bers who, being dircctly and pecuniarily
interested in National Banks and railroad

and steamboat companies, etc., voted re-
gularly for measures which tend to im-
prove or benefit those rich corporations.
Debate being out of order and contusion
in the hall becoming greater, the Speaker
vigorously used his gavel, drowning all
other noise and finally bringing the louse
to order, when Mr. Hawley disclaimed
any ntention to be partial, assured the
House that he acted upon principle, and
that the names of the members he had
called to order, had been hurriedly handed
him by a member of the Committee on
Eleetiops. Scarcely had the result of the
vote on the above named measure been an-
nounced, when another scene of coufusion
ocourred, closely followed by several others
of like character, and amid tnis disorder
the business of the House went on the same
until adjournment. The most surprising
thing done duaring the day was the total
repeal of the Bankrupt law, which was
accomplished by the overwhelming vote of
129 against 60, indicating a strong deter~
mination on the part of the House to repeal
this law, which has been of such benelit to
unscrupulous and dishonest persons—but
1t is probable that the Senate will not go
thus far. The latter body may repeal so
much of the law as provides for involut-
tary b.nkruptey, although there seems to
be Lut little disposition on the part of the
Senate to take any action upon this subject-
during th: pres:nt session. An old and
prominent u.ember of the House remarked
this evening that the burried action of
that body in thi- connection, to-day is the
most indecent I« gislation he ever witnessed.
Although a goou deal of wrangling was in-
du'ged in, the House was neverthelcss in
.good numor and considerable business was
transacted. Among the first ucts was the
passage of a bill providingfor the payment of
the men who collected the census of 1860,
amounting in all to about $170,000, which
has been held back in consequence of a
wandatory act compelling all ‘such claim-
ants to take the iron clad oath—a thing
which was utterly impossible in pearly all
these cases. ()ne of the most important
acts of the House to day, was the setting
aside of the 13th of February for the con-
sideration of the stupendous internal 1m-
provements recommended by the President
—the Kanawha and James River canal,the
Niagara ship canal, and the Atlantic and
Great Western canal. This proposition
passed by the very remarkable vote of 146
to 30, which indicates a favorable feeling
in the House towards these schemes. 1t
seems probable that the advocates of the
respective improvements traded with each
other and formed a combination that will
carry the whole. Representative Dodds
believes that he will be able to have the
House take action on the Louisville and
Portland eanal at the same time.
